The Nominatious.

At 12 o'clock Mr. Robert E Walker
of Caledonia took his seat in the court
room and read the election writ. He
then produced the nomination papers of
the two candidates. That of Jeff Me-
Carthy was signed by 25"names of Cale-
donia men. Dr. Montague's was signed
by 61 from various parts of the county.
William G. Fee was named as McCarthy’s
sgent and Thomas A. Snider as Mon-
tague’s. The nomination proceedinga
dragged along wearily till 2 o'clock,
when the returning officer declared the
official proceedings concluded.

By this time the court room Wwas®
crowded to the doors. Among the audi-
ence were a goodly contingent of ladies.
Every available space in the chamber
seemed to have its occupant. Towards
2 o'clock the candidates put in an ap-
pearance, amid loud cheering.

Mr. Snider proceeded to organize the
meeting by moving Col. Tisdale into the
chair. He announced that he had secur-
ed, the court room for a Montague meet-
ing, but they desired to give the other
side an opportunity of speaking.

When Col. Tisdale took the chair he
proceeded to outline the order
of proceedings. It took fifteen - or

enty minutes to settle on the order
the speakers should take in addressing
the audience. Dr. Montague suggested
that D'Alton McCarthy should speak
first for one ‘hour; that he himself
should follow for the same length of
time, and that Mr. *“Jeif ’ McCarthy
should finish up in an.hour.

Mr. D'Alton McCarthy objected to this,
and said he would decline to speak un-
der those conditions.

\anqus compromises were suggested,
and this program was finally adopted :
D'Alton McCarthy one hour, Dr. Mon-
tague one hour and thirty minutes,

Jeff ” McCarthy thirty minutes, D’Alton
McCarthy fifteen minutes. This pro-
gram was carried out cxcept in regard
to Dr. Montague, who limited his re-
marks to one hour.

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DARE NOT SHOW THER NOSES

MAYOR KENNEDY I8 WROTR AT THE
TORONTO M.L.4.'S.

Their Votes in Committee on the Bill Pro-
‘viding for the Assessment of Vacamt
Lots Sets a Hornet's Nest Buzzing About
Thelir Ears—Mr. Crawford Says lle Was
Hoodwinked.

Two of the Toronto members of the Lo-
cal Legislature, Messrs. Howland and
Crawford and Mr. &t, John of West York
yesterday assisted by their votes to pass
through the Municipal Committee Mr.
Awrey’s bill providing for the assessment
of vacant lots—the ‘bill which _Mayor
Keanedy has “viewed with alarm,”
which has created so much excitement
in Toronto civie circles, which is said
to threaten imjury to the city of Tor-
onto to the extent of anywhere between
$11,000 and $95,000 per annum. Mr.
Crawford was hovdwinked, Mr. Howland
and Mr. St. Jobu voted with their eyes
open. A whole nestful of hornets buszed
around the ears of these gentlemen last
night. The Parliameut Buildings were
stormed by citizens and the representa-
tives were given a lively, time.

The Story in Detail

This 'is the story of the passing of the
bill through committee: (Clause 1 - of
the first section provided that vacant
lands in cities as well as in towns. and
villages should be assessed as farm lands.

The  second clause of the bill was an
aemendment to section 27 of the Assess-
meu® Act and read as follows:

In assessing vacant ground or ground
used as a farm, garden or nursery, and
not in immediate demand for building
purposes, in cities, towns or villages, the
value of such vacant or other ground

freely made for cash, and where no such
sales can be freeiy made the assessor shall
value such land at a value not exceeding
that at which it should be valued if held
only for farming or gardening purposes,
with such perceutage (in no case exceed-
ing 26 per cent.) added thereto as the
situation of the land reasonably calls
for; and such vacant land, though sur-
veyed into building lots, if unsold as
such, may be euntered on the assessment
roll as so many acres, or portions of
acres.

The effect of this amendment is to
strike out the words *if the council so
direct,” making the provisions compul-
sory instead of optional.

Toronto Weuld Lose $70,000 Annually.

Mayor Kennedy argued before the
committee that the bill would make
owners of improved property pay the
taxes of those who held large blocks of
land for speculation, and he asserted that
it meant a loss to the city of Toronto
of $70,000 per annum, which would have
to, be borne by innocent people.

Ald. Hallam : The bill is being promot-
ed entirely by half a dogen big land-
owners and companies. It means an ad-
ditional tax of 60 cents on every $1000
ol improved property.

Mr. Howland, Mr. St. John and Mr.
Crawford all opposed the bill. Lieut.-
Col. Denison favored it, contending that
it would be a_great benefit to many su-
burban owners who were at present un-
fairly oppresged.

! How it Slipped Through.

The 'talking having been done, Hon.Mr.
Hardy, the chairman, suggested magnani-
mously that the first clause be struck
out. The Toronto members, the city
lawyers and everybody jumped at the
suggestion and accepted it. The bill was
passed unanimously, as amended, and
both sides left the room, pluming
themselvest upon having been too
sharp for the other fellows. .

The objecters to the measure could not
see that the section which had ‘been
struck out was embodied entirely in the
!ast clause, but they were not long left
in peace.

Mayor Kennedy was amazed when told
by The World last night of what had
been done, and immediately he rushed
up to Parliament Buildings to demand
an explanation from the members.
“Neither Mr. Howland nor Mr. Crawford
dare show their noses in Toronto again,”
eaid he as he dashed out of the door,
“if this bill passes.” .

In the House.

The bill came up in the House at &
late hotdr, and in Committee of the Whole
Mr. Crawford explained that he had vot-
ed for the bill under a misapprehension,
whilst Mr. Howland asserted that it mat-
tered nothing whether the words “if the
Council direct” were left in or struck
out. Mr. German said that Mr. Craw-
ford was the only member of the Muni-
cipal committee who misunderstood the
action of the committee. Hon. Mr. Dry-
den also favored the passing' of the bill.

Thereupon the measure was passed and
it will come up for third reading to-day.

Mrs. Mack, Bookkeeper for the Neovelty

Co. of Hamilton, Arrested at the

Instance of 0.8, Officers.
Hamilton, April 10,~The = Canadian
Novelty and Supply Company, mention-
ed in connection with the stamp coun-
feiting echeme, had desk room at 22
King William-street, oceuipied by Arthur
8. Fisher, painter, and not in Mr. Dun-
bam's, 82 King William-street, asstat-
ed yesterday. Mrs. Mack, described as
a shrewd businesslike woman with &
sealed mouth, acted as bookkeeper for
George Moyrison, who posed, as the man-
ager of the Novelty. Company, and whose
ostensible business was dealing in bank-
rupt stocks. Mrs. Mack came to Ham-
ilton from New York. She says posi-
tively she never kmew Morrison before
she started workinz for him, and her
instructions were that all she had to
do was to receive mail, enclose it again
in other envelopes and forward it toj an
address given to her by Mr. Morrison.
Her wages were paid in advance, and it
was none of her business’ what her em-
ployer did.. It looks as if Hamilton has
been made the distributing point for
mail matter only in the scheme, and the
probability is that Morrison has work-
ed the stamp end of it in Buffalo. A
large quantity of mdil matter was re-
ceived at the Hamilton ofifice, (princi-
pally from Chicago.

Two detectives who are connected with
the Secret Service Bureau at Washing-
ton are in the city and, after learning
all the facts in possession of the local
authorities, they interviewed the woman,
Mrs. Mack, at the oifice of the Canadian
Novelty Supply Company. .

PRIVY COUNCIL HEAR ARGUMPNTIS
ON THE QUESTION.

The C.P.R. Oppose the Plan to Leave an
Cpening in the Subway Wall With &
View to the Reopening of Dufferin-
street — The Case Postponed for a
Month.

Ottawa, April 10.—The Railway Com-
mittee of the Privy Council had afield
day to-day, when a number of important
cases were under comsideration. Hon!
John Haggart presided, and there were
also present Sir Mackenzie Bowell, Sir
A. P. Caron and Hon. T. M. Daly. A
lengthened discussion - took place over
the application of the city of Toronto
for approval of plans for the proposed
widening of Queen-street subway to
66 feet. City Counsel Fullerton and
City Fngineer Keating represented the
corporation, Judge Clark appearing for
the Canadian Pacific,

Mr. Fullerton briefly explained reasons
why the city required the subway to
be widened. ‘

Why the C.P.R. Objects.

Judge Clark said on the simple ques-
tion of widening the subway the rail-
way companies did’ not object, provided
the city did the work at its own ex-
pense. The plans, however, were objec-
tionable, in that it was proposed to
leave an opening in the subway wall
with a view to the re-opening of Duf-
ferin-street.

Mr. Fullerton explained that the'eity
simply wanted to provide that, in the
event of a suit now pending being .de-
cided so as to compel the corporation
to open the street, that they could be
in a position to do it and save the ex-
pense of taking out the wall. He could
not say that it was the intention to
open up the street.

Opposed Opening Dufferin-street.

Judge Clark said that the mere fact
of. leaving an opening in the wall might
be regarded as evidence that it was in-
tended to have the street opened.”:The
company was'very much opposed to the
opening up of Dufferin-street, and was
satisfied that as a matter of right they
could never get it open. If, however, the
people in the neighborhood and the city
corporation were anxious to have it
open, the company would agree to it
upon terms. He suggested that the mat-
ter be put off to next meeting, in order
that the whole matter might be investi-
gated. i

Mr. Fullerton said thaf there could be
no objection to that. So far as his in-
structions went, he was not to tgke a
position for or against the opening of
the street. The city was only providing
for the possibility, in anticipation that
they might be compelled. .

Judge Clark then brought the question
of proposed encroachment by the city on
the company’s land for construction of
walls of the subway, and this led to an
argument of great length. Eventually
the whole matter went over for a month.

Alldged Discrimination.

Once in a #vhile a layman appears be-
fore the Railway Committee and scores
against even such renowned railway
lawyers as Mr. Bell and Judge Clark.
Cases of the kind are, however, very
rare. The danger of a layman appear-
ing before the committee and not being
conversant with its rules and precedents
was exemplified in the application of
George A. Chapman, a well-known To-
ronto grain dealer, who complained of
an overcharge against his firm by the
Canadian Pacific for carriage of certain
carloads of wheat 'to the seaboard in
December, 1890, and January, 1891. He
said he laid the charge under the 1lth
section of the Railway Act, which re -
ferred to discrimination, .unjust prefer-
ences or extortion. He showed that up
to Dec. 11, 1890, the rate from Brandon
to North Bay was 47c¢, and that the
rate from North Bay to the seaboatrd
was 7 1-2¢c. The company reduged its
rate from Manitoba points to North Bay
by 8¢, but insisted upon charging his
firm the full rate of 54.1-2¢c from Bran-
don to the seaboard. He could not say
that other firms had paid less, but he

<

thought it was discriminating against
his firm and in favor of Winnipeg ship-
pers by 3 cemts.

_Judge Clark claimed that while the
local rate from Manitoba to’ North Bay
had been reduced by three ceiits, [yet
there was no reduction in the rate to
the seaboard to any one; thers’was 1o
discrimination against Mr. Chapman,
and under the law he had no’status be-
fore the committee.

Mr. Chapman inquired il Judge Clark
knew anything about rates from Minne-
apolis and other points.

Judge Clark Not Competent to Argue.

Judge Clark replied in the negative,
whereupon Mr. Chapman ° informed him
that he was not competent to argue
upon this question. 7

After some further discussion Mr. Hag-
gart stated that it seemed.to him that
the matter was simply one of contract
and that if Mr. Chapman felt himself
aggrieved his proper course would be
to bring an action against the company
for breach of contract.

Mr. Chapman did not seem¢ - very well
pleased with this ruling of the chair-
man, and said that it was impossible for
any firm to fight a railway company.
His own firm had takén $1000 from the
Canadian Pacilic in settlement of a
legitimate claim of $8500, knowing how
futile it was to fight them in the courts.

A Hamilton Case.

The city of Hamilton was represented
by a civie deputation in a contest with
the T.H. and B. Railway about a cross-
ing. Mr. Carscallen, for the latter road,
asked that the case be postponed until
next meeting, which was done.

W. T. Jennings appeared for the Galt,
Preston and Hespeler Railway, in its
application to cross the Grand Trunk.
Mr. Bell appeared for'the latter road.
The committee decided that.if steam is
used upon the Galt and Hespeler road
the crossing would have to-be protected
in the usual way, the junior road paying
for the cost of protection. If electricity
were used, the crossings would have to
be made similar to those put in at To-
ronto and Hamilton,

WHO SPRINKLED THE POISON

P

GEORGE SCEALEY'S DEATH RECALL.
ED BY 4 LAWSUIT.

/

He Left $49,000 to the Woman With Whom
He Lived, and After His Death an At-
tempt Was Made to Fasten the Crime
of Murder Upon the Beneficlary by the
Will, x

One of the most interesting suits ever
tried in Canada is being heard before
Mr, Justice Rose at the non-jury, sittings
at St. Thomas this week.

George Scealey, a farmer of Bayham
Township, Elgin County, died on May 13,
1894. He was living at the time with
a woman named Sarah Jane "Robbins,
having separated some seven years be-
fore from his wife, Jane M. Scealey, who
is still alive and resides with her daugh-
ter, Mrs. Arthur Whitesell, wife of a
farmer in Woodhouse Township, County,
of Noriolk.

Scealey was possessed of an estate of
$40,000 at the time of his death and
under a will, dated Oct. 20, 1898, the
dead man 1eit almost his entire property;
to Sarah Jane Robbins, his legal wile
and daughter being entirely ignored, al-
though one small piece of property was
to revert to his grandchildren at_ the
death of Sarah Jane Robbins. The Rob-
bins woman and her brother were the
executrix and executors of the will.

Rumors of Poison.

Immediately after Scealey’s death rus
mors were started that the old man had
beeen poisoned. An inguest was held and
the remains of Scealey exhumed. The
stomach and portions of the liver and
kidneys were submitted to a provincial
analyst at London, who found an enor-
mous quantity of arsenic.

Provincial Detective Greer was given
charge of the case. The officer’s sus-
picions were aroused that the poison was
sprinkled on the kidneys and liver after
the body had been exhumed and the or<
gans removed. That in fact a conspiracy
existed to fasten the crime of murder
on the woman Robbins, although Scealey
had died from natural causes, but the
parties of the conspiracy betrayed them-
selves by their stupidity at the crucial
Lmoment, Arsenic when administered
passes off through the kidneys in 46 min-
utes, and only a few traces are found
after death. There was too much poi-
son found in Scealey’s body.

The Attorney-General submitted [the
report of the London analyst to Prof.
Ellis, the Government analyst, and te
Dr. A, J. Johnson of %his city,two ex-
perts on poisons, and they agreed that
Scealey died a natural death irom some
disorder of the stomach and bowels, and
added “The quantity of arsenic found
in the man's organs was incompatibla
with arsenical poisoning. Arsenic, when
administered, passes off through the kid-
neys within 45 minutes, and in cases of
poisoning only a few traces are found
after death. In the case of Scealey too
much was found to justify, a charge of
murder.” 2

Now Attacking the Will.

The daughter of Scealey is now at-
tacking the will of her father. In her
statement of claim ehe ‘'says: (1)
That the will.was not executed under
the “provisions of the Wills Act of On-
tario; (2) that at the time it bears date
{ deceasstt -was of. unsound mind; (8), that”
if :the, will was so executed, which plain-
tiff does not admit, it was obtained by
fraud, undue [nfluence, intimidation,
duress, ete.; (4) that deceased was ig-
norant of its contents and never ap-
proved of it; (5) that plaintiff was on
good terms with her father and therq
was no reason why he should disinheret
her., The statement further goes on to
say that years ago the deceased and his
wife, Jane M. Scealey, had differenices
and separated, and for many years lived
apart, and seven years ago an action
was begun by the wile to recover ali-
mony. The action was settled, the de-
ceased agreeing to pay his wile $200
per year during her natural life, onsat- .
isfaction of all claims against his es-
tate for dower or otherwise.,

Again Hint at Poisoning. -
About seven years ago, the defendant|
Sarah Jane Robbins, and the deceased,
while his wife was still alive, entered
into an agreement whereby Sarah Jane
Robbins agreed {to live with the de-
ceased in consideratiow of his bequeathing
to her, or as she might direct, alk his
property, real or personal. Shortly al-
ter the two began living together, it
is charged that M. H. Best, a brother
of Sarah Jane Robbins, began to have
dealings with the deceased, and it is al-
leged that he and his sister acquired ai
strong influence over the deceased in re-
gard to his business and financial af+
fairs. Under this undue influence it is
charged that in 1887 the deceased signed
a will, bequeathing all of. the bulk of
his property to Sarah Jane Robbins.
But she, becqming dissatisiied with the
will of 1887, had the will dated Oct.
20, 1892, executed and signed |by de«
ceased, in consideration oi her continu-
ing to live with him. The plaintiff, in
her pleadings, also refers to certain sus-
picions entertained at the fime of the
death of George Scealey, making defi-
nite charges, and submits +that Sarah
Jane Robbins and M. H. Best are by
these acts charged by plaintiff against
them debarred from obtainiWg amy bene-
fit under the Will of the deceased.™ The
deceased at the time of his death is
said to have been possessed of real and
personal property valued at about $40,-
000 and that defendants Robbins mnd.
Jest had taken possession of it and un-
less restricted by the court will apply,
the same to their own use,

THE YANKEE OBJECT IN SEEKING
N&aWwW RRGULATIONS,
ta,

The Washington Proposal to Totally Pro
hibit Pelagic Sealing Would Give the
Americans Control of the Industry—In
the Proposed Convention Canada Woul a
Get the Worst of It

Ottawa, April 10.—As Minister of
Marine and Fisheries, Hon. Johy Costi-
gan has succeeded to the .perple)(t::a of
the Behring Sea question at, perhaps,
the most critical juncture in the nego-
tiationsy which Sir Charles Hibbert Tup-
peir carried on with varied success from
thej decision of the Paris Arbitration to
thd recent protest against a renewal
of the regulations for the present sea-
gon. Mr. Costigan takes up the com-
troversy upon an entirely new issue.
For no s&ooner is the regulation pro-
test despatched on its way to England
than the Foreign Office forwards for the
consideration of the Canadian Govern-
ment ‘the proposal of President Cleve-
land for the cessation practically of all
sealing operations in the North Pacific
Ocean. This is the phase of the ques-
tion with which the new Minister of
Marine is confronted.

Briefly put, the United B
joint action on the part of Great Bri-
tain, the United States, Russia and
Japan to protect the seal.)'xerds from
extinction. Pending enquiries by a
commission to that end it is sugge'stpd
that sealing in Behring Sea be prohibit-
ed, and the Paris regulations as to close
season and the imhibition of firearms
be extended over the entire waters
north of the 85th parallel of latitude.

An Order-in-Council has just been
passed embodying Canada’s reply to
those proposals. The document is now
on its way to England, and in_course
of time will be sent to Sir Julian Paunce-
fote, the British Ambassador at Wash<
ipgton, for transmission to the Govern-

ent of the United States.

“It is plaif to me,” said the gentle-
men in question, “that nothing short of
the prohibition of pelagic sealing wx_ll
satisfy the' United States, and that is
simply earrying out %he idea of a pro-
prietary interest in the seal herds—a
contention which was wholly set aside
by: the firiding of the Paris award, as it
would cohfine. operations to the islands
which are leased by the United States.

*When .4 set\ of regulations was es-
tablished by that tribunal, the United
States Government was in a tremendous
Uburry to have them enforced. Great Bri-
tain was blamed for the slight delay
that took place in bringing them into
effect by Imperial enactment, alth.oggh,
by the way, our neighbor has exhibited
far less alacrity in carrying out its
own obligations to compensate us for
the illegal seizure of British ships and
imprisonment of their crews. However,
thé cry was, ‘Give us the regulations,’
ford it was believed that these would put
a; stop to the Canadian sealing business.

“Well, the regulations prescribed by
the award were given effect to by legis-
lation that eveu increased their string-
ency. They were enforced during the sea-
son of 1894, and what was the result?
The catch of seals by pelagic huntars
that first year of the Paris regulations
was about 95,000—the largest in the
history of the industry. Our neigh-
bors awoke to the fact that the enforce-
ment of the regulations did not mean
death to pelagic sealing, and now they
are clamoring for their rejection alto-
gether. You must bear in mind that
two-thirds of the catch of 1894 were
fised in Japanese and Russian waters,
which now the United States Govern-
ment proposes should be placed under re-
striction. As for Behring Sea, the pro-
posal is to prohibit sealing entirely—no,
not entirely, for there is no suggestion
oft a stoppage of the slaughter on the
islands—but to forbid pelagic sealing.

“Now,” continued my informant, “ob-
serve what this means. At great ex-
pense, and by summoning to the settle-
ment of an international dispute one of
the most august tribunals of modern
times, a decision was reached, among
others, gipon the measures necessary for
the presrvation of seal life. I contend,
that that question should never have
been submitted. at all with the questior
of right in controversy. However, it
was included among the subjects for ad-
judication and was settled favorably to
the contentions of the United States, at
least so it was thought, and Great Brit-
ain also accepted the verdict. But now
comes from the United States the as-
tounding proposal that we ignore that
decision altogether and resort to other
measures than those imposed by ‘the tri-
bunal. Could any proposition be coh-
ceived more subversive of the principle
of modern civilization embodied in the
august procedure of international arbi-
tration? It seems to me that simple
courtesy to the several nations repre-
sented on that tribunal demands a more
dignified treatment of its decisions.

“‘Hear Mr. Phelps’ opinion upon this
point : ‘There cau be no doubt that
these recommendations are judicious and
that a compliance with them would be
most beneficial to the industry. They
are made in the light of much evidence
and unwearied investigation. A proper
respect for the tribunal which has at
great personal inconvenience rendered us
so great a service avould seem to require
that these suggestions should be attend-
ed to. . it

“ Al sof I still eay,” added the speak-
er, with some earmestness, “after a
lapse of two years, let us pay that pro-
per respect to the tribunal of loyalty,
abiding the issue of its deliberationss
Provision was made in the award for the
revision or discontinuance of the regu-
lations at the end of five years, if so
desired. We are now in the second year
of that period, and in consideration of
the very facts set forth by A~ Pheps,
I think we should at least endure the
conditions for the remainder of the
term.”

“The department, I gather, believes
that Canada could mot fail to get “the
worst of any international enactment re-
garding seal catching made by a con-
vention respecting the four nations
named in President Cleveland's propos-
al. Great Britain,” the official said,
“is the only nation whose citizens are
necessarily confined to sealing in the
open seas. Thémselves, possessed of ter-
ritorial rights which would enable their
people to take seals on the breeding
grounds,: Russia~and Japan would pro-
bably be only too glad to join the United
States in putting an end to pelagic
sealing.”

A REPLY TO »»NATOR MORG AN,

Earl Kimberley Will Analyze the Senator's
Statements ‘in (h: Commons.

London, April 10.—Secretary of State
for Foreign Affairs Earl Kimberley
will probaly lay before the House of
Commons an elaborate reply to Sena-
tor Morgan’s speech on the Behring Sea
question. The reply is an analysis of
Mr. Morgan's statements, prepared by
Sir Julian Pauncefote, and shews that
the statements are erroneous in many
particulars, and unjust in their conelu-
sions. It appears, it is said, that Mr.
Morgan’s statement that interest was
added is erroneous, as no interest was
included. ]t also shows that Mr. Mor-
gan erred' in stating that fictitioug
values had been put on some of the ves-
sels and cargoes seized. The total amount

AEWFOUNDLAND'S UNIIN ASSURED

Ottawa, April 10.—The Department - of
Trade and Commerce has received ad-
vices of the arrival at Vancouver of the
C.P.R. steamer Empress of Japan, bring-
ing letters warning the quarantine offi-
cer at Britidh Columbia quarantine sta-
tion of an outbreak of genuine cholera
in Southern Japan, with 10 deaths in
12 days, at the naval station of Moji.
The disease was imported from China,
and complaint is made that, while chol-
era is appearing at Hong Kong, an ef-
fort is being made to conceal the fact.

Everybody is talking to-day of the
success of the banquet to the Newfound-
land delegates last evening.

COLONIAL JUDGES.

Legislation to Enable Them to Sit in the
Privy Council Judicial Committee
London, April 10.—Lord Rosebery and
Lord Herschell, Lord High Chancellor,
will introduce in Parliament after the
recess, a bill te enable colonial judges
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that we give right and justice to our
neighbors, as we would give it to our-
selves. We should remember that the
fight of the Roman Catholic minority in
Manitoba ‘may become the fight of the
Protestant minority in Quebec. Suppose
that to-morrow the ‘Catholic Legislature

“of Quebec did away with the privileges

that were given ‘to the Protestants;
suppose the Protestants of that pro-
vince appealed to the Government at
Ottawa under the 938rd section of the
act, and suppose we refused to listen
to their appeal, what would you Orange-
men say? You would say once more
that we were sold to the Churéh- of
Rome, just as D'Alton McCarthy has
said here to-day. We are not sold " to
Rome. It is a question whether the
constitution shall stand or not. It has
been said by some that this will either
defeat me or kill me in this campaign.
I am prepared to drop in my (tracks
while defending the constitution of this
country, the constitution that was given
to us for. Catholics and Protestants
alike. (Applause.) And if I should fall
by the way, I would ask that no other
inscription be written on my slabthan
that I stood up for the right as God
has given me light to see the right and
justice of the constitution of this coun-
try. [The only way to secure harmony
among, the people is to avoid tyranny.
This school question could have been
settled in Manitoba if the Government
had gone. about it in the right way.
They could have arranged a common
basis of agreement that would have been
acceptable to all. But mo people will
have their rights stolen from them with-
out resisting to the utmost. The way to
perpetuate Separate sghools and schisms
is for men to preach dissension as Mr.
McCarthy is doing. (Applause.)

Dr. Montague quoted. from geveral
sources to show that the Protestants of
Manitoba were by no means a unit in
favor of trampling on the rights of the
minority. He quoted The Montral Wit-
ness to the same effect. In conclusion,
the speaker said the Government didn't
want to interfere, The Manitoba Legis-
lature had adjourned for the purpose of
considering t]éoquestion of remedial leg-~
islation, and) I am here as a member of
the Government, said the doctor, to say
that any possible settlement that they
may make, that will be satisfactory to
the Protestants and Catholics of the pro-
viuce, will be entirely satisfactory to
the Government, of which I jam a mem-
ber, and we won’t interfere~one hair’s
breadth. The men who {are preventing
a settlement of the dispite are not the
members of the Domini Government,
but the men who, like McCarthy, are
carrying the fires of discord to every
province. Suppose we would refuse to be
guided by law, would that stop
the dispute? By no means, It
would continue in  Manitoba, it
would reach Quebec, and Ontario, and be-
fore long every province in the Domin-
ion would be excited by religious strife.
I am here to defend the policy of the
Government, and I gm here still further
to say to you that what Canada. wants
is ‘not so much agitation as men of
broad minds, men who recognize dan-
gers and are ready to avert them, men
who are working for a union of all eur
races and creeds into one great nation-
ality. (Loud cheering.)

Mr. Jeffrey McCarthy spoke for 30 min-
utes, and laid particular stress on the
argument that the question was notsto
be dealt with judicially. As Mr. Blake
had admitted, it was a matter of poli-
tical expediency, and that meant deal-
ing with it in the bist interests of the
country ap a whole. It was in the best
interests of the country to have but one
system of schools. :

A CANADIAN INDIANS.

There is one thing that always stands
to the credit of Canada, and that is her
treatment of our Indian wards. We have
been reading a letter in The Manitoulin
Expositor, describing the Indians on the
Wikwemikong Reserve on that island.
It says:

‘The Indians of this reserve have
brought 80,000 pieces of cedar to the
shore this winter for the Rathbun Lum-
ber Co. of Deseronto, Ont. They report
fair and honest treatment at the hands
of this company. Cash money was paid
thém for every stick, and thus they re-
ceived the full value of their work and
invested their income -as they pleased.

By the way, the service of the Indian
Department: is gradually coming up to
the mark in this reserve. Hayter Reed
means business. He is giving the Indians
the exclusive benefit of their own funds;
he is reorganizing the school system and
giving it an efficiency which heretofore
it lacked in many cases. The regulations
imposed upon the lumber contractors had
the effect of protecting the interests of
the Indians and giving them control of
their own property and earnings. The
reign, of cedar monopoly is gone by, and,
to all appearances, the sway of Fire
Water will soon vanish too. Our Indian
Department: seems to believe that the
Indians are not a race of outcasts for
the white man to prey upon, but rather
n belated tribe of our own race, which
humanity bids us make our equals, by
tending them all manner of help, advice,
protection and sympathy. Long live
Hayter Reed and his policy of making
our red brethren seli-respecting, seli-sup-
porting and self-governing.

Another stride in the way of progress
was the starting of Indian stores some
three years ago, in this very village.
They are owned and managed by two
enterprising Indian families; theit* capi-
tal is small, indeed, but as they trade
our a. cash basis, and enjoy the full con-
fidence of several prominent firms of
Montreal and Toronto, they can afford
1o carry sufficient stock to meet the de-
mamis of their people. Thus the cash
money the Indians earn at farming, lum-
bering and fishing is circulated among
themselves and stays at home.-

EUROPEAN FARMERS ARE PROTECTION-
(JSTS.

We are told every day that the peo-
ple of England believe in free trade,
the farmers of England ™ believe in it.
We have replied more than once to the
effect that the farmers of England are
protectionists as against produce from
this continent, and that the quarantine
regulations against our cattle are the
outcome of a protectionist movement
rather +than dictated by a desire to
keep out infected cattle. It is the price
of the live meat rather than the infec-
tion which it might convey to British
cattle that is dreaded. And so the
German farmer. The American hog is
boycotted in Germany under pretence
of the public health. And now a move-
ment is on foot in Germany to rule
out cracked oats from this continent.
A despatch says:

Washington, April 9.—The German
agrarians are missing no opportunity
to strike at American agricultural im-
ports that promise to find a market in
Germany in competition with théir own
products, and their latest attack is
upon that healthful, staple American
breakfast dish of cracked oats. The
facts have been reported to the Depart-
ment of State by one of our consular
officers, who says: “Beware of Am-
erican eracked oats,” that is in substance
the ery the Agrarian press is raising
just now. A certain American firm has
introduced, with apparent = suceess,
cracked oats, and is advertising every-
where after the American style. The
people are - interesting themsejves for
and are buying this product, because
they readily see the advantage of it
over the product of the German firms;
}\"luch gn'nd the oats into fine flour.
The agrarians are determined not to
allow any ZAmerican agricultural pro-
duce to enter into competition with
their own, and if they caunot exclude
it on hygienic grounds they will demand
from their Government a prohibitive
tariff.

‘An air motor, invented by Robert Har-
‘die, has been applied for street car pro-
‘pulsion at Rome, New York, and is in-
tended ‘to take the place of both trolley
and cable. The car started out with
1800 pounds of air pressure to the square
jneh and & temperature of 310 degrees
on its hot water tank, which is used to
great advantage in heating the air be-
fore it passes at reduced pressure to the
engine cylinders, A ivalve constructed
for the purpose rg¢duces the pressure of
‘the stored air to 140 or 1560 pounds
_and this is the working pressure, or the
_pressure at which the air enters the
‘engine’ cylinders. (The motor starts
'gently, runs smoothly at a rapid rate,
‘and stops by air brake, without jerk
or jar. It was run back and forth re-
peatedly for upwards of forty trips, and
the test showed that under the condi-
tions applied the motor ,!would rum
twelve miles from one charging of com-
pressed air and- make seventy stops.

Vacant Lands Should Not Be Exempt.

Editor World : There is a bill now be-
fore the Local House having for its ob-
ject the exemption of vaeant lots to the
extent of only taxing them as farm
land. .

If the bil! is passed it will be a great
hardship upon some of the citizens of

4 Toromto, as it will relieve from taxation

vacant lands to the value of over five
millions.

There is no one asking for this exemp-
tiom except land and security companies,
who own large blocks of land which have
been improved by having streets opeqed
up, sewers, gas, and electric light, fire
and police protection.

You may think if strange that vacant
lots require this protectiom, but all up
and down lots have been bought and
houses built, and hundreds of lots were
sold some three or four years ago, at
very high prices, and on most of these
lots substantial payments were made
and many of the holders have now lost
them,, owing to their inability to pay
the ]i‘%ncipal and interest, and have re-
verted back to the land and security
companies,

I see no reason why the Government
should interfere in this matter to re-
lieve these land speculators, who,through
their own folly, have brought this disas-
ter upon themselves. The total local im-
provement debt to the city is about nine
millions, one-third of this has been paid
by the whole city, the other two-thirds
by the owners of the property benefited
by these improvements.

It will relieve these lands from the gen-
eral tax to the extent of $70,000. How
is this going to be made up? There is
only one way thaltj I can see; by putting
it upon improved property, which is now
taxed to the utmost capacity.

The gentlemen seeking this legislation
have a remedy before the Court of Re-
vision and the County Judge, and if the
Government interferes and allows these
exemptions they 'will have to extend
the powers of municipalities to levy more
than two cents on the dollar. The re-
venue must be raised to pay the interest
and sinking fund on our debt, and to pay

police, firemen and municipal staff,which
amounts to a million of dollars; and after
we have paid these sums, it leaves very
little to be expended upon the streets
and parks and for sanitary purposes.
Seventy thousand dollars levied in ad-
dition to fhe present taxes on improved
property will be a grievous burden and
will cause an additional tax of 30 cents
on every poor man’s house and lot valued
at $600. -

I would respectiully ask that this bill
be not passed now, but be taken up next
year, as the assessment for the present
year is already made, and tf®e could be
no relief for 1895 under any circum-
gtances, and I would respectfully ask
you to suspend operation on this bill
till the season ol 1896, and oblige.

The Potato Patches.

Editor World: I think the Detroit
plan of establishing potato patches is
wrong in principle and does not perm-
anently meet the difficulty. If the City
Council were to pass a bylaw setting
aside a district of land in Wards 1 and
6, say east of Pape-avenue in the east
end, and west of Roncesvalles-avenue.in
the west, and instruct the assessors to
value any parcel of land not less than
five acres in extent used as a markef
garden at farm prices—if this were done
many holders of vacant land would go to
work and build a cottage and rent the
same for five years. The tenant could
raise enough to support his family and
could do other work besides, and pay
rent enough to enable the owners to
pay the general taxes. The -effect of
this policy would be to cause a lot of
waste land to be withdrawn irom the
market and to be fenced in and improved.
The remainder of the vacant land would
thereby be enhanced in value, and in the
course of say five years the market gar-
den would be required for building pur-
poses and the land could again be as-
sessed as other land. This has been
done before, and if dome again will be
the quickest way to mevive real estate.

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FOR THE DEATH OF HIS SN

An Action Arising Out of the Killing of &
) Young Law Ssudent by an
: Electric Car.

The action of Blackley against the
Toronto Street Railway Co. was begun
yesterday at the Court House before Mr.
Justice Falconbridge and a jury. . The
plainti#h is the father of Ralph Blackley,
who was killed in Church-street, mnean
Gould-street, in Oct., 1892. The deceased

19 1-2 years of age,
articled as a law student three and a
half years previously in the office of
Walker, Scott & Lees in Hamilton, had
passed his first intermediate examination,
and only a week prior to his death ‘had
come to Torento to the office of Ritehie,
Leeming & Ludwig, to attend the Law
School. He was the eldest of a ‘family of
nine, was a young man of great promise
amd wag a member of the Leander Row-
ing Club. On the morning in question
he boarded the trailer of a southbound
Church-strept cap a little after 9 in the
morning, on his way to business, The
car was in motion, and he boarded it on
the inside and stood on the step. Very
shortly afterwards he was struck on the
head by a car going north, knocked off

the ‘trailer, and ‘died a few minutes after)

his ‘admission to.St. Michael’s Hospital.
It was not disputed that the motorman
of the car shouted and rung hi gong
repeatedly. At the time of the accident
the old tracks were in use (the dev'ﬁ
strip on which, it is alleged, was six
inches ‘less in width than the new ones).«
The old cars, with motors fixed, and
trailers, were also being used, the new
motors mot having been built. The neg-
ligence charged against the railway
company was the absence of a rail guard,
excessive speed and that the tracks were
too close to each other, but there -was
no evidence as to the speed. e

The witnesses for the plaintiff were
W. G Cassels. (Cassels, Son & Co),
James Ferguson, C. D.:Scott, barrister;
W. D. Brisbane, Miss Bullock, James
Bond, ex-motorman; Mr. Robert Simpson
(firom whose evidence it appeared there
was sitting room in the trailer for four
or five others), William Marriott, David
Blackley, the father; and Miss Susie
Blackley, a sister, It was stated that
in the days of the old tracks, by reasom
of a settlement of the rails, the steps
and roofs,of passing cars have been
known totoverlap and touch. A coin-
cidence wa® that Mr. Laidlaw (the coun-
gel for ‘the Railway :Company) was a
passenger on the trailer at the time of
the accident. To meet the difficulty
arising under Lord Campbell's
Act, which only gives & right|
to compensation to a husband, wife, par-
ent or child suffering pecuniary loss by
a relative's death, Mr. Blackley, the
father, deposed thaf he had expended
about $1100 on the education and sup-
port of the deceased in connection with
his legal training, a large part being
for clothing, and that it had been a
definite arrangement between them at
the time that the amount should be re-
paid when the son was in practice. Thig
was confirmed by Miss Blackley, and the
father being an aceountant in Hamil-
ton claimed that there would have been
bright prospects of a mutual exchange
of business on the son’s admission to
practice. At the close of the plaintiff’s
case an application was made fow a non-
suit, but the judge ‘ruled that the case
must_go to the jury. No evidence was
called for the deferice. =

Counsel on both sides addressed the
jury, and the judge will sum up this
morning. Mr. J. K. Kerr, Q.C., and Mr.
McMaster appear for plaintiff, and Mr.
Laidlaw, Q.C., and Mr. Bicknell for the
railway company.

A CEDAR ISLAND TRAGEDY

rEE PUBLIC DIVIDED BHRIWEEN
MURDER AND BSUICIDBE.

The Atterney-Gemeral Will Be Asked to
‘Send One of His Inspectors to Prince
Edward County to Investigate All
the Facts in the Case. :

A short despatch %peared in the
papers a few days ago, announcing the
guicide of Mrs. David Gerow on Cedar
Island, in Prince Edward County. There
js a growing suspicion in the settlements
surrounding the ‘island that the woman
may not have met her death by her own
hepds, and the Attorney-General will
'po apked ta send one of the inspectors
of the Criminal Investigation Depart-
ment to the scene to make & thorough
jnvestigation into . all the facts,

Cedar Island is only a couple of acres
in extent, and on this islet David Gerow.
and his wile have lived in a small house
alone, with none to molest, and free
to legislate and govern their territory
ag they eaw fit. “Dave,” as he ~ was
familiarly known, made, or tried to
‘make, a living for himself and wife by
'fishing, but the having become -much
crippled, and, together with his advane-
el age, was no longer the powerful and
muscular “Dave Gerow ” that many a
'man knew to his sorrow .in years gone
by. :The feeble condition of Gerow ren-
dered labor a difficult matter for him,
and during the last two months, his
wife -Being confined to her bed, neces-
sitated public charity. X

There are various rumors afloat con-
cerning the peacefulness of the household.
Mrs. Gerow; who had been ailing so long,
was no doubt a great burden upon her
husband, and, situated as they were, pos-
sibly did not: receivel the care and atten-
tion she should have had; but under the
circumstances little better could have
been done. )

On Monday morning about 5.80 Gerow
1eft the house to move a fish shanty to
shore, his wife being asleep. In half an
hour he returned and found his wife with
her throat cut in the last agonies of
death, the razor lying beside her. He at

onee hastened across to the mainland and
gave the alarm. The neighbors came
to"the lonely isle, and, when ushered in-
to: the . house, found the woman lying
on the bed dead. There was no sign of
hlood on the face or hands of the vic-
tim ‘or on the outer clothing.

Coroner Peck ‘was notified, but decided,
without visiting the sceme, that an in-
quest was unnecessary. Then the tongues
of the peeople of Ameliasburg and vi-
cinity commenced wagging, and all sorts
of rumors are flying around. The at-
tending physician of the ' woman, Dr.
Quackenbush, however, states that there
is no doubt but that the woman com-
mitted suicide.

When employed as €ook in a hotel two
years ago she got overheated, which had
the same effect upon her as sunstroke,
in that it affected her brain. During the
winter she was seized with the grip and,
the doctor says, not only refused to take
the medicine which he left for her, but
often, after becoming warm in bed, would
throw the clothes off and go into.the
cold, ther¢by intensifying her malady.
So steadily did her dementia increase
that he repeatedly warned Gerow as to
her - probable suicidal tendencies. No lat-
er than Saturday last Gerow visited him
and told him of her seeming desire to
take her life, and the doctor specially
warned him to be on the alert; Under
these - circumstances Dr. = Quackenbush
says he was not surprised to learn of
the woman’s end by suicide.

President Loudon Charged With Untruth.
The statement wound up as follows:
The above is an historical cause of the
friction now existing, bit “back of all
this is the sentiment which the presi-
dent of the University has inspired in
the students towards.him. The senti-
ment referred to as inspired by President
Joudon is & feeling that he
is unwarthy of belief, ~ that no
confidence can be placed in the truth of
his statements; and further, that in ap-
proaching him, the student feels that he
is approaching opé who is lying in wait
to entrap him, and not one who is desir-
ous of aseisting the student in his dif-
ficulties, or smoothing over matters of
irritation, to one who is more anxious
arbitrarily to exercise authority thanto
remove causes of complaint. Never once,
so far as is known to the members of
the Political Science Club, has President
Loudon made an effort to reconcile the
council with the club, or the members
thereof. In connection with this also;
and as one of the causes of the friction,
must be considered the charge made by
Prof. Dale in his letter to The Toronto
Globe above referred to, and it is believ-
ed that the council were also to a certain
extent incensed at articles which ha(d
appeared at various times in The Varsity,
amongst “others in Varsity of Oct. 17,
Oct. 31, Now. 7 and Nov. 28.

Tucker Under Examination.

Mr. Tucker ‘was put on the stand at
10 and examined by Mr. Riddell. He told
the story of how he came to shoulder
Mr. Montgomery’s difficulty. The consti-
tution of the Literary Society and Edi-
torial Board was submitted to show that
at the time of his re-appointment, after
Mr. Montgomery’s resignation, he was
the only man eligible:for the position of
editor. The stand he had taken in con-
junction with the Editorial Board in re-
fusing to apologize for Mr. Montgomery's
editorial was because they re-
fused to admit the charges that
were read into the editorial.

i Tucker's Complaint.

The complaint submitted to the com-
mission by James Alexander Tucker, un-
der clause 1 of the commission, related
that Mr. Tucker, having been editor of
Varsity for the fall session, was relieved,
apd -Mr.-Montgomery elected to the posi-
tion in the middle of December.
16 the offending editorial appeared; Mr.
Montgomery withdrew and Mr. Tucker
was appointed. For his refusal to in-
pert the apology of Mr. Montgomery, his
action being dictated by the editorial
board, he was suspended; therefore Mr.
Tucker complains :

1. That it is, under the circumstances,
beyond the power of the University Coun-
cil in law to suspend him from lectures
and the privileges of the University, and

also
2. That, if the power exists, it has
been unwisely and unfairly used against
him. “He was in no wise responsible for
the article complained of, and, moreover,
he is simply the mouthpiece of the stu-
dents, whose property The Varsity is;
the governing boards of The Varsity
would not permit any apology to be
- .inserted in The  Varsity, even if Mr.
Tucket were so disposed, and, further,
after thewesignation of Mr. Montgomery,
Mr.Pucker was the only person in the
“college who was qualified, according to
‘the eenstitutionof “The Varsity; to act
as editor-in-chief, so that if Mr. Tucker
* were to follow the example of Mr. Mont-
gomery and personalky 'apologize (even
if that would be), that the students’ or-
gan must either go out of existence or
be carried on in defiance of the conmsti-
tution.
The Historical Statement
The historical statement of the
dents’ grievances, asked for
chairman, proved a lengthy document,
and alleged many things, some of which
the public have been familiar with for
months.

Nov. 7 last, Prof. Mavor, honorary presi-
dent of the Political Science Clab, draft-
ed the program of addresses prepared by
the students’ committee.

It was alleged that Varsity had
attacked the courage and honesty of the
council; this he denied.
Furthermore, President Loudon had
| failed to imform him that suspensiom
from lectures entailed suspension from his
examinations. He received no official no-
tification of the council’s decision to
suspend him, and continued to attend
| leetures un%il informed privately that
' the decree euspending him had been pass-
ed. He wrote to the president asking
for information as to whether this would
shut him out of his exams., and got in
{ reply a peremptory letter asking why
he was attending lectures in defi-
ance of tbe decree.

Prof. Pyke's Suggestion.
" Previous to the issuamce of the decree
Prof. Pyke saw witness and said that the
council was desirous that he should for-
mulate such au apology as would enable
it -to ‘withdraw from its position.

Referring to the refusal of the council
to allow Messrs. Jury or Thompson- to
lecture, witness said he was not aw offi-
cer of the Political Science Club. He had
been informed that President Loudon
said to the president aund the secretary
of the club that he struck out Mr. Jury’s
name because “he was a notorious Grit
and agitator and he would refuse to let
Sir Richard Cartwright speak for the
same reason.”

Tucker's Writings Taken Up.

Cross-examined by Mr. Blake, Mr.
Tucker admitted having on Oct. 11, in
the first issue of Varsity, under his man-
agement, written an editorial censuring
The Evening Star for having, with a
mistdken idea ol beneliting the institu-
tion, attacked the faculty. That faculty
containzd many excellent men in real-
ity. !

In iseue No. 2, Oct. 17, he had an edi-
torial denouncing loose corridor talk and
the wholesaie attacks on the faculty by
the undergraduate body, at the .same
time Jamenting the unfair efforts to
undermine the influence of Prof.Wrong,
At the same. time the editorial called
| for some reply to the charges of the
press that the appointment had
made Hy corrupt means.

In issue No. 4, Oct. 31, he replied to
charges that he had done wroug in re-
printing the statements of The Evening
Star and asking for anexplanation,say-
ing tiat the position of Varsity was
neutril.

In Jio. B, Nov. 7, he wrote: “What
woulé be thought of a. business concern
which engaged men for its various de-
| partoents, and retained them for ‘life at
arge and iucreasing falaries, even
though they were found tdtally unquali-
fied ? Business men would not place
much coufidence in a concern so man-
aged. Soft-headed people might regard
it as a delightfui system for bestowing
chari‘y on a large scale.

. These Be Strong Words.

“Wriat must be thought of a Univer-
gity which Las wno better couception
of busiuess principles than to
follow out such a policy ? The Univer-
sity of Toronto never dismisses* a mem-
ber ol its staff, no matter how incom-
peten' he may be found. Men whose
prope* sphere is surely not a university
by onec means or another get positions
here. Having worked their way in it
is impossible to dislodge them. They
bang on like grim death, year after
year. We could mention notorious in-
stane?s in many departments, such, for
exam>dle, as philosophy, political science,
mode”n languages and English. There
are Nen in these departments who don’t
earn one-tenth of the money they draw
annuflly. Some of them are too indo-
lent *o earn it. Some are too ignorant
'of thrir work ; others know their work,
but are too slovenly and unsystematic
| to be able to impart their knowledge.
There are even men in this University
whose manners are indelicate and whose
speech is barbarous. Certainly we have
here pome bright and shining examples
to be set before a body of students for
their imitation.

“But what The Varsity wants to do
is not so much to point oat the shert-
cominzs of certain members of the fa-
culty as to call attention to the ab-
surditiy of a policy which refuses to dsk
| these men to resign. Any ope-horse
school board in the country would net
hesitate to ask for the resignation .of
an ewrploye whose incompetence was
prover, but when it comes to university
affaire it seems that a different prin-
ciple must be applied; and so when a
man fets an appointment here he 'has
Pdt life-long position if he wishes to keep
it.

“If the Univerdity is intended as | a
‘ Home for the Hélpless’ let the fact be
known at once; and no one will expect
thinzs to be any differert. But if it is
an institution with a serions financial
problem and momentous national in -
terests at stake, in the name of common
sense why is it not managed along the
line of every-day business principles ?

Mr Blak+*s Arraignment.

On .this latter editorial Mr. Blake’s ex-
amination was lengthy and sarcastic.
Chief ZXustice Taylor informed the wit-
ness that he need not give names in
answer to Mr. Blake's questions, and he
reiused to do s&0.™

“How many members of the faculty
are indolent?” said Mr. Blake.

“I could name two,” said Mr. Tucker.
Two more he swore were incompetent,
one at least had not the maunners of a
gentleman, one was ignorant, and the
same etatement could be applied with
less force to several others, and there
was aanther whose speech was barbarous.

SWINDLING 41r AUC IONS.

How Fakirs Delude the Pablic With
‘“Oriental” Rugs.

Swindlers have found a fine new field
in which to exercise their talents inthe
increasing popularity of Oriental rugs
and carpets, and they have taken ad-
vantage of it to the utmost. Many per-
sons are regretting their gullibility hav-
ing purchased at “fake sales” or mock
auctions rugs and carpets at about five
times their real value. The wandering
rug seller who is abroad in the land
has reaped a harvest, and it is only of
late that the eyes of the public have
been opened. °

The rugs that are offered for sale are
about the cheapest that come out of the
Orient. In a reputable place they would
be worth anywhere from $10 to $100,
but the wily Oriental,with his persuasive
tongue and ever-ready rug pedigree,will
obtain for the same article from $50 to
$1000. He does not even take the trouble
to import the goods, but, going to deal-
ers, who will sell him at regular whole-
sale *prices, he will depart on his swind-
ling mission, his mind clearly made up to
obtain a profit of 400 or 500 per cent.
He can’t do less than pay his expenses.
That it is a clear swindle is nothing to
him. He is after the money, and he rarely
lets ite slip.

Even first-class firms have been known
to fall into the wandering rug man's
trap.

Rugs that are offered are described as
being wonderful #gecimens, ete.,. and a
bid starts with . & “capper,” another
raises him, and t¢ the uninitiated ob-
server it looks as"though there was a
lively competition going on for a rug
that appears very cheap. Sooner or later
one of the public puts in a bid. If there
is any prospect of inducing him to go
higher a confederate raises him, and he
offers. even more; then the bidding ceases
and the rug is knocked down to the out-
gider at what four or five such floor
coverings would cost him in any good

Reputable auctioneers do sell rugs, of
course, but unless one is extremely sure
