The Present Century.

Mr. Hall Caine recently delivered an ad-
dress on * The Old Century and the New.”
Speaking generally, not of the closing cen-
tary only, bat of all the time, he said that
the world was constantly growing better
and happien, and that, taking the broadest
and longest view of the material and spirit-
usl condition of men, there could hardly be
any doubt about this. After glancing at the
changes which the century has brought
about in the people’s healtb, education, and
comfort, he claimed that the morality of the
world had been better in the People’s Cen-
tury than at any previous period. Paople
were better housed, and for that reason,
among others, their morality was improved.
And although the vice of drunkenness was
still & terrible and awful curse, he thought
the evidence showed that, in relation to the
population, there wasless excess in drink now
than there was at the beginning of the cent-
ary. Certainly the nineteenth century had
witnessed some very bad examples of com-
mercial immorality, but surely the worst
of them would bear no comparison for inig
uity with some of the same kind that took
place in the eighteenth century, notably the
South Sea Bubble, in 1720, a fraud which
created the most fearful panic that London
has ever known. ~Then it might be fairly
urged that the religious life of the people
had been higher in the nineteenth century
than at any previous period of which we
have record. Literature had played a great-
er part in the education of the people than
ever before. Al the beginning of the cent-
ury books ®ere, not only much dearer than
they are now, but mach fewer and less ac-
cessible. At the present moment there were
no towns of any consequence in the United
Kingdom, and few villages which had not
got their public library. Books had become
part of the daily food of the poorest of the
people, and, although he foresaw an enor-
mous cheapening and popularizing in this
direction, still to come, he realized that at
the end of the People’s Century, for the first
time in the history of the world, books had
become a necessity of life to the entire civil-
ized race. Then, travel had had a great ed-
ucating effect during the nineteenth century.
This disposition to travel was a great factor
in making the world better and happier.
after the servitude of the feudal countries, it
had been reserved to the People’s Century
to proclaim the legal emancipation of wo-
men, and with it, as a gracious part of it,
the legal recoguition of the natural rights of
children. But above all this, and perhaps
the greatest contribution which the People’s
Century has made to the world’s progress,
was the altered political status of man.
From these and other facts, Mr. Hall Caine
believes that the People’s Century has im-
proved the condition of man more than any
centary prec:ding it. As to what would
happen in the next ceatury, he said, great
wars could only be conducted by great na-
tions. The fewer the nations, the fewer the
great wars. The tendency of the national
life was to unite state to state. Such an al-
liance as has been suggested between Eng-
land and America would be one of the great-
est peace-makers of the world. After we

“had finished our shouting about the Boer

war, we were likely to recognize that the
150,000 men returned from South Africa
would be advocates of peace scattered all
over the kingdom. Mr. Hall Caive conclud-
ed:—-*‘Although he would be a bold man
indeed who would dare to prophesy about
the century that is so soon to come, it re-
quires no special courage to indicate the di-
rections in which the world appeara to be
going. As I have called the nineteenth
century the People’s Century, I would christ-
en the twentieth century the Century of
Humanity, meaning that its mission will be
the moral welfare of the whole human fami-
ly. I would say that the housing of the
poor is likely to be still further improved,
partly by greater municipal purity, and
partly by virtue of the new political doc-
trine, which makes it the first duty of a par
liament to legislate in the interests of the
weak and poor. I think the health of the
people will be improved by still greater ad
vances in the sciences of medicine and sur-
gery. Consumption will probably be wiped
out in the twentieth century, as smallpox
has been wiped out during the second half
of the nineteenth. Even cancer and cholera,
as epidemics, may become things of the past,
and  death itself, whether of the young or
the old, will, I think, be more natural, and
less accidental. I think the morality of the
people will improve, because of the wider
recognition of the position and the righte of
woman, as no longer the slave and creature
of man, but his companion and partner. I
think the commercial morality will improve
by the popular control which will come of
the development of people’s law, as well as
by the recognition of the everlasting truth
that honesty is always the best policy. I
think religion will advance on the same lines,
and, though this is too delicate a matter to
be dealt with here, there are evidences of
a unity of christendom which will finally
come to pass by the sweeping away of some
of the dogmatic ‘impediments’ which separ-
ate man from man and man from his Maker.
I think the education of the people will still
further improve, b travel will b

cheaper and the nations of the world will
thereby learn of each other. I think it will

I think education will itaprove by means of
public appointed by corpora-
tions and by governments to investigate the
mechanical inventions of other countries,
and technical education will improve by the
atill farther development of institutions such

Above all, I think the political state of man
will improve by the still further recognition
of the falseness of all forms of arrogated
authority, and by the recognition of man’s
patural right torule himself. Already there
are indications of the death of many old
theories, and some that still exist are al-

ready deprived of real life. I think there
are indications of an altered attitude towards
the land, which is God's gift to the whole
race, not a part of it. I think that what is
best and noblest in the dreams (often the
most impracticable dreams) of socialism, will
be realized in the state control of great
trusts, great syndicates, and greatcongressee.

I believe that the Century of Humanity will | 4

witness a great progress in the sttitude of
the . people towards international affairs.
Education and travel, the great, and only
true socialists, bresking down the barriers
of language and the prejudices which result
therefrom, will make war, in the twentieth
century, a rarer thing than it has been in
the past, until finally it will be seen that, as
a means of settling international disputes, it
is barbarous, brutal, and impossible. Aund
all thie, T think, will come to pase, not
merely or mainly by the development of the
highest intelligence of humanity, or yet by
the eternal religion in the human soul, but
mainly by the operation of purely natural
law. This natural law will make warfare,
especially aggressive warfare, an insane and
impossible thing; it will make an armed
peace a ruinous and ridiculous form of war
in disguise; and it will prove to the utmost
the everlasting truth, as applied to the na-
tions and empires, that they that take the
sword will perish by the sword. Finally
and above all I think the Century of Human-
ity will see, a8 no other century has yet
seen, that our race prejudices are confessions
of our ignorance of life and of the narrow-
ness of our human sympathies. It will prove
that it is foolish and uncivilized for an Eng

lishman to hate or distrust a Frenchman, ae
such, and for a Frenchman to hate or distrust
an Enlishman, as such, and to suppose that
the interest of the one must be watched and
protected against the interest of the other.
Every man who educates himself is educat-
ing his brother man. He is educating com-
ing generations of men, and thereby liftiog
up the whole world. Speaking tor myself, I
feel this to be an inspiring and uplifting
thought. For this reason, among others, 1
feel that we are on the eve of a century that
will see far greater things realized than the
world has yet witnessed. When I remem

ber the extraordinary movement of the world
during the nineteenth century, and think of
the mighty forces, both phyeical and moral,
which are only now coming into play, I feel
that to be still young at the beginning of the
twentieth century, with all the marvels it
must surély unfold, would be almost the
greatest blessing and the highest privilege.
To be twenty years of age in 1901, with the
prospect of seeing 1950, if one lives the al

lotted epan of three score years and ter,
is to be heir to an inheritance better and
greater than the richest millionaire can leave
behind him.”— London Standard.

The Centre of Population.

WINNIPEG THINKS THAT HONOR WILL SCON |

BELONG TO IT.

An interesting point which is officially de-
cided in connection with each census of the
United States is the centre of population in
that country. It is announced that the
present centre of population is at a point in
southern Indiana, about seven miles south-
west of the city of Colambus. Ithasmoved
westward about fourteen milee, and south-
ward about three miles from the monument
erected after the census of 1890 to mark the
point which was then the centre of popula-
tion. In this country, since the last census
was taken, the cemtre of population has
moved westward and northward. How far
it has moved will be interesting to de
cided after the countiog of noses through
out the dominion on March 3lst mnext.
The last dominion census gave Manitoba
152,506, the Territories, 66,799, Briti.h Col
umbia, 98,173, or a total of 317,478 west of
Oatario. The Ontario total was recorded
as 2,114,321, making the population of Can
ada west of the Ottawa river 2,431,799
East of Ottawa river the total was 2,369,272
made up of 1,488,535 in Quebec, 450,396 io
Nova Scotia, 321,263 in New Brunswick,
and 209,078 in Prince Edward Island. The
32,168 credited to the unorganized territories
are not taken into this account.

It would appear that the centre of popula-
tion ten years ago was at a point somewhere
in eastern Oatario, not far from Ottawa
The growth of population in Western Canada
has been steadily drawing that point west
ward. It would be interesting, as has been
eaid, if those in charge of the census that is
to be taken this year were to determine, as
the census officials at Washington have de-
termined for the United States, just how far
the point marking the centre of population
of Canada has moved since 1890. The di-
rection of its movement is undoubtedly to-
wards this city, and in this direction ite
movement will continue, traversing Oatario.
If, as in the United States, monuments are
erected every ten years to mark its progress,
they will form a twentieth century series of
sign posts pointing the way to Winnipeg,
the metropolis of Western Canada and the
central city of the dominion.

A Hint to Stammerers.

Historians say that Demosthenes, the
great Grecian orator, was naturally sfflcted
with a hesitation in speech, so that he “al
most hiccoughed instead of speaking,” bat
by force of will he cured himself of these im
pediments. To discipline his breathing he
declaimed and recited speeches or verses
when ranning or going up steep places, and,
in order to accustom himself to the tumults
of the popular assembly, he used to declaim
on the beach to the waves as they swept along
the shore. The great defect of stammering
he overcame, it js said, by forcing himself to
speak with pebbles in his mouth. E.J. L.
writes in Montreal Witness *‘I was terribly
afflicted with stammering when I was young.
I could scarcely speak. Having read in Gre-
cian history how Demosthenes used to put
pebbles in his mouth and declaim, 1 tried.
Inafew weeks I wascured. Inthree months
no one could have told I ever did stammer.
That was forty-six years ago,'and I am well
to-day.”

An Easily Made Hedge.

This was shown by a writerin N. ¥, Trib-
une, and described as follows: “Itisa work
of years to get a hedge of cedar, hemlock,
prive tor other plants, up to a state where
it looks hedge like and attractive, but a sim-
ilar effect can be procured with a wire fence
and the common wooabine in & year or two.
The writer has such a hedge fence that is
very attractive and that has- taken very lit-
tle time or trouble toget it intoehape. The
top rail is needed, as the weight of the vines,
especially when wet or covered with snow,
will cause the wire to sag if unsupported. I
used a Page woven wire fence, but the ordin-
ary wire fence, if made of heavy wire, can
well be ueed. Do not however use the flim-
sy wire poultry netting, made of No. 20 wire,
as this will not give eufficient stability and
will rust out too quickly. Pouliry netting of
heavier wire will answer. Dig the soil up
loosely along the fence and mavure it heavily
The woodbine delights in & rich soil, and
will grow with great rapidity and beauty if
well fed. Set
thickly all along the fence, and train the
ends up iato the wire. Nature will do the
reat, and give y s fence that will be hand-
somé enough to euclose any lawn, and you
will not have to wait long for it to become
beaatiful.”

careless of their interests and the govern-
ment negligent in the performance of ite
duty, if immediate effort is not made to
further stop the leak that is ruining so great
an industry. When losses run up to five and
six figures in dollars, they tell of a bulk of
business that cannot be transacted by mere
tyros in a happy-go-lucky manner with any
degree of success. Only & thorough knowl-
edge of marketing and markets in connection
with scientific orcharding will give the fruit
grower the legitimate profits of his business.
A combination of interests is the keynote for
the solution of the marketing difficulty, and
it will be broagbt about wheu the individual
grower is educated to the fact that such a
combination would give him the best pos-
sible steamship service for the asking, inde-
pendent of any bonus from the public treas-
ury.

Several weeks ago it was suggested through
the columns of the MONITOR, that & reform
in Sunday school literature be inaugurated.
Nothing further has been heard on the sub-
ject, but it is certainly of sufficient import
ance to merit being brought to notice again.

The Sunday school library is the only one,

r at any rate the most comprehensive one,

within reach of many of our girls and boys,

and is, therefore, freely drawn upon for both
recreative and instructive literatare.

Years ago it consisted almost wholly of
standard works on theology and temperance,
having a few carefully chosen stories in
which a moral was clearly drawn, and wrong
doing vigorously rebuked. The presence of
& *‘novel ” would have horrified our worthy
fathers, and been peremptorily dealt with.

Bau treatises on piety were not very inter-
esting reading, and as the value of the li-
brary as a means of attracting children to
the school became known, its tield widened
to admit a more up-to-date style of litera-
ture, and gradually the modern library has
been evolved.

The average parent who would not buy
books indiscriminately for the children to
read, will have dozens of these brought into
the house and read without a question being
asked, because they are ‘ Sunday school
books,” and, forsooth, good literature. And
are they not? Visit such a library and see.
There are, no doubt exceptions, and plenty
of them, but the average library is composed
of books which the pupils will not read and
those which they ought not to read. Many
of them are wishy washy, over drawn, un-
real stories, not calculated to establish high

This is the more deplorable when we think
of the quantity of really good literature that
is within easy reach, if vnly one knows what
to look for and where to look. But such
a knowledge is not possessed by everyone,
and those persons who have sympathy with
youth and recognize its needs and the op-
poriunity of supplying them, are, unfortun-
ately, not always appointed to the commit-
tee for the selection of a library.

There devolves upon the guardians and
teachers of children, the duty of teaching
them what to read as well as how to read.
Otherwise it is giving them a sharp edged
tool with no knowledge of its use and abuse,
aud the possibilities of the one, and dangeis
of the other it is equally impossible to esti-
mate. 5

The boy who reads nickel and dime novels,
and the girl who finds pleasure in third rate
love stories will probably in time become
nauseated with them, but it may not be un-
til their stamp is ineffaceably placed upon
the character.

In the province of Oatario, libraries in
connection with the public schools are al-
most universal, varying, of course, from the
little nucleus of the rural district to the
comprehensive collection of the high school.
1n consequence of the demand, books suitable
for these may be obtained in the province,
in cheap, strong bindinge, comprising a line
of history, biography, science, travel, fic-
tion, ete. They sre bright, readable -and
entertaining, and under the guidance of an
earnest, wide awake teacher, may play quite
as important a part in the education of the
children as some of the rule of thumb work
of the curriculum.

A book of travel throws light upon
the geograpby, a good biography will do
wonders in teaching history, acience may be
a fairy tale instead of dry facts, and possibly
a good line of reading will enlarge the vo-
cabulary, and set some of our crooked Eng-
lish straight, too.

. But in Nova Scotia there is, of course, lit-
tle or no time for such things, even if they
could be afforded. After the cramming
necessary to a ‘‘pase” is done, the child is
fitter for a course in a hospital, than to in-
telligently read and enjoy anything of the
kind. Hours and days must be spent in
learning the coast waters of Kurope and the
counties of Quebec, the rules of grammar
and the law of sines must be at the tongue’s
end, av matter at what expense,

The routine of school work must not be
undervalued. A great amount of drilling
and teaching is absolutely necessary, but the
accumulation of mere facts will decrease and
finally away, and then what have we
left? fﬂ::a is no doubt that much of the
work, the memory work, in our schools to-
day is practically valueless to a large per
centage of the Jmpn.' Why should the more
interesting and equally efficacious means of
educating-be set aside altogether?

The writer remembers a period of three
years absence from school, and free acces

ood books and newspapers, and the bene
gbl which arose from this desultory reading"
can scarcely be estimated today.

It does seem too bad that the girls and
boys must live between the co ers of their
text books altogether, and be denied the ad-
vantages of collateral and explanatory read-
ing, when such a small expenditure would
bring it within their reach.

evening, Jan, 28th. J. W. Bigelow, pr
of the association for eight successive years
resided with a dignity and presence worthy of
Kl! position. His annual report and opening
address was a brief, pithy review of the past
ear.in the work of the association and the
ruit growing interests of the province. He
spoke of the disappointments of the year to
apple producers, and gave as reasons for the
poor quality of the fruit as well as small returns
—1st. an unusually mild winter with frequent
cold snaps injured the fruit buds; 2nd, a cold
wet May produced an increased fungous and
insect development; 3rd, the wind storm of
Sept. 11th destroyed a large portion of the best
fruit; 4th, an unusually severe frost early in
October injured the fruit and produced a skin
rot; 5th, the worst lot of steamers ever em-
ployed in the carrying trade, cooked and prac-
tically destroyed the fruit during the three
weeks it was in transit. He struck a more en-
couraging note in speaking of the favorable
account of our fruit at the Paris exposition,
and of the excellent showing at Halifax of fruit
from Picton, Antigonish, Cape Breton and
Yarmouth in proof of the fact that Kings and
Annapolis has rivals in our provinge. He spoke
in praise of the practical work dgne in the
School of Horticulture, a report of which was
given by the chairman of the school committee.
He also touched on the transportation problem
and recommended the appointment of a com-
missioner with power to inspect all steamers
carrying apples and to prevent shipment of all
inferior fruif.

The King Proclaimed.

London, Jan. 24. —London was given to-
day a glimpse of mediaeval times. The
%mint ceremonies with which King Edward
II. was proclaimed at various points of the
metropolis exactly followed ancient preced-
ence, The officials purposely arranged the
function an hour ahead of the published
announcement, and the inhabitants, when
they awoke, were surprised to find the en-
tire way between St. James's Palace and
the city lined with troops, About 10,000
soldiers, life guards, horse guards, foor
guards and other cavalry and infantry regi-
ments had been brought from Aldershot and
Loodon barracks after midnight, All the
officers had crape on their arms and the
droms and brass instruments were shrouded
with crape. The troops made an imposing
spectacle, but they were entirely eclipsed by
the strange spectacle presented by the cffi
cials of the college of arms.
The ceremony began at St. Jamea’s Pal-
ace, where at nine o'clock Edward VII. was
proclaimed King of the Uaited Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland and Emperor of
India. The proclamation, which was read by
William Henry Weldon, king at-arms since
1894, and formerly Windsor herald, wus as
followes:
““Whereas, it has pleased Almighty God
to call to his mercy our late sovereign lady,
Queen Victoria, of blessed and glorious mem-
ory, by whose decease the imperial crown of
the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Ireland is solely and rightfully come to the
high and mighty Prince Albert Edward, we,
therefore, the lords, spiritual and temporal,
of this realm, being here assisted with those
of her late Majesty's Privy Council, with
numbers of other principal gentlemen of
quality, with the Lord Mayor, the aldermen
and the citizens of London, do now hereby,
with one voice, consent of tongue and heart,
publish and proclaim that the high and
mighty Prince Albert Edward is now, by the
death of our late sovereign, of happy mem-
ory, become our only lawful and rightfal
liege lord, Edward VII, by the grace of
God Kiog of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ipeland, defender of the faith,
Emperor of India, to whom we do acknowl -
edge all faith and constant obedience, with
all hearty and obedient affection, beseeching
God, by whom all kings and queens do reign,
to bless the royal Prince Edward VII. with
long and happy years to reign over us.”
The reading of the proclamation was
greeted by a fanfare of trampets, cheers and
cries of ** God save the King.” There wasa
large assemblage of officials and college her
alds. Among those in attendance were Earl
Roberts and members of the headquariers
staff and other army officers, and there was
present a great concourse of people from the
commencement to the close. At the conclu
sion of the ceremony the band belonging to
the oot Guards in the Fairy Court played
“God Save the King.”
The King was not present, but the mem-
bers of his household witnessed the ceremony
from Marlborough House. Oa the balcony
overlooking the Fairy Court, frem which the
proclamation was read, were the Duke of
Norfolk, and other officers of state. The
balcony was draped in crimson cloth. Be
side the officials in resplendent uniforms
were stationed the state trumpeters and here
were 8een many prominent persons, among
them Sir Henry Arthur White, private solic-
itor to the Queen.

The Royal Funeral.
London, Jan. 26—The preparations for
Quaeen Victoria's faneral are gradually
assuming definite form. Ic promises to be
the most tremendous pageant of the genera-
tion. The influx of members of royal fam-
ilies and repreasentatives of foreign countries
has been 8o wholly unprecedented that the
court officials are finding it difficult to pro-
cure suirable accommodarions.
Tae procession is expected to occupy two
hours in traversing London from Victoria
station to Paddington station, whence the
funeral train will depart at 1115 a m.

No doubt some of
the wards needed more money to put their
roads and bridges in proper repair, for I find
the amounts allotted in some cases are not
sufficient, as many of the road districts have
to be kept up almost wholly from the road
grant, for there is but little statute labor to
be performed, and a number of bridges to be
kept up. While in some districts the young
men are mostly all away from home and the
fathers over 60 years of age, which leaves
but little statue labor, and these districts
naturally look to the councillor of the ward
for assistance. Daring the year I visited
the various wards, and was satisfied that the
money allotted was expended in a careful
and judicious manper. I find in most of the
wards many of the larger bridges are in a
bad condition, and as the allotment to these
wardas is not sufficient to rebuild them, and
they are not large enough to place under the
Bridge Act, a larger grant is needed, or a
special grant to these wards would remedy
the difficulty.

She cleared
on the 18th ult, Just when she got out of
the basin I cannot say but the Herald duly
reported her departure. We next hear of
her at the Azores Islands; reported on the
29¢h of December. Somebody said she was
short of coal, but probably that was another
yarn of that rascal who, Musgrave & Co.
complain, sends false shipping intelligence
to the Chronicle. I have charity enough to
believe that Musgrave & Co. out of the good-
ness of their hearts sent her down south to
thaw the frozen apples. She was reported
at London on the 9th of January twenty two
days from Abnapolis; yet Musgrave & Co.
tell us bad packing and bad markets are the
eause of the fruit growers’ troubles. So
much for appendix. Now u short criticism
of such of Musgrave & Co.’s statements as
concern my veracity. Musgrave & Co. sug-
gest that I only told half the truth in my
notorious letter. I acknowledge the corn.
I did not tell half the truth; to tell the truth
about the Annapolis Valley Co. and their
boats would take a full page of the Herald
instead of the half page I occupied on the
15th of December. owever, I contend that
a8 half a loaf is better than no bread, so is
half the truth better than none, and Mus-
grave & Co. in endeavoring to secure freight
for their line seem to have forgotten that
there isa ninth commandment. Again Mus-
grave & Co. state the Nether Holme arrived
at Anpapolis on the 9th of October and was
held at owner’s expense ten days so as not to
leave on practically the same day as Lough-
rigg Holme. Of course she was. Very con-
siderate of you, Mr. Musgrave. How many
lay days did her charter allow ? How long
does it take to load a cargo of deals at An-
napolis ? Did Nether Holme lay there an
hour after her cargo was completed ?

Re **Louisiana,” Musgrave & Co. say she
wae not advertised for October 25th. Cor-
rect again; but the Rydal Holme for which
Louisana was substituted was advertised for
October 23cd, and Louisiana Nevember 7th.
Yet she did not clear from Annapolis till
December 18th. Carloads of apples were
shipped to Annapolis on November 7th, and
Masgrave & Co, urged shippers by all avail-
able means to forward apples, for this ship
weeks before she was in port, or even expect-
ed. They advertised that they had a frost
proof warehouse ready to receive apples, yet
allowed them to stand on the track and
freeze hard as bullets before they went on
board. I could tell he Herald why theee
apples lay on the track but the faots might
not read well in print.

Musgrave & Co. deny my statement that
the *“Louisiana” cleared from Newcastle on-
Tyne on the 3cd of Nov. and said she was
not there nor at New Orleans, and that some
one caused such a false statement to be in-
serted in the Chronicle. Is this another
breach of the ninth commandment ? Or did
the Louisiana, clearing from Havre on the
29 h of October spend the intervening weeks
till December 5 h coming to Annapolis?
Musgrave & Co. can hang on either horn of
this dilemma they may choose; it will make
no difference with the frozen apples. I
notice Musgrave & Co. advertise two more
sailings and growing wiser from experience,
put one down for January and the other for
February They are not going to again tie
themselves up to a week or two. Allow me
to suggest as more definite, that they make
the one “before planting” and the other
“‘after haying” those are terms the farmers
can understand. These are about the only
points I can notice now. Musgrave & Co.
take up a good deal of space in telling us
how we should pack and mark our apples
and sundry other good advice. ANghough I
am not a *‘shipping expert” yet I counld tell
Mausgrave & Co. more about growing and
packing apples than they will ever know,
but do not propose to discuss that phase of
the subject on this occasion. When to their
“bad fruit, badly packed and bad markets”
is added subsidized nine knot carriers that
will alternately freeze and cook their car-
goes, the combination means ruin to the
producers. The farmers of the Valley are
disappointed at the failure of the Annapolis
Co. They asked for the subsidy to the line
as they were not »atisfied with the methods
ofjthe Furness Co. Musgrave & Co. certainly
have raved us ten cent per barrel freight,
but they have wasted for us many thousand
barrels of apples. In grasping at a shadow
we have lost the substance, and I again sub-
mit we had better pay double freight on
speedy well ventilated steamers than ship on
these ocean tramps free. i

Musgrave & Co.’s Reply to S. C. Parker.

Sir,—We have received the following
communication from Mr. 8. C. Parker, the
Secretary of the Fruit Growers’ Association:

Jan."21, 1901
Mes:rs. Musgravé & Co.

Dear Sirs : —Oa the face of the testimony
of your letters and telegrams, I cannot but
withdraw my statement re freezing of apples
per ** Louisiana,” and am honestly glad such
is the case. I have sent copy of letter and
telegram to papers with wittidrawal. I am
sincerely intéréeted in the Valley Line, and
am sorry that both you and the Furness
Company have done so badly in earriage of
apples, and also recoguige the fact that bad
boats is not the only cause of bad returns.

The transportation question will, as usual,
come up at the F. G. A. meeting, and I shall
be glad to see you there and hear any re-
marks from you on the subject.

In discussing the matter, I have tried to
write in the first interests of the fruit grow-
ers of Nova Scotia, whose interests are also
my interests. I am still prepared to main-
tain the ground that shipments can success-
fully be made from Annapolis, and with your
experience, you should be in a better position
to deal successfully with the iasue.

Now, it will be poted that Mr. Parker,
the writer of this letter, is a gentleman who
seems anxious so investigate the tranapoma-
tion of apples in 8 common sense business
like way. 'This, in fact, is Dr. Jekyll, but
it is the Mr. Hyde Mr. Parker with whom
we have to deai at Zrewm ; the gentleman
who commences with half-truths, then whole
—Ilet us say inacouracies, and dces not even
stop at centemptible inuuendoes.

Mr. Parker writes to you withdrawing,
and in his letter publishes what he says is a
telegram from us, but, Sir, he only published
half the telegram ; the other half of the mes-
sage just guve him twenty-four hours to
swallow his own statements.

Mr. Parker has certainly done a good deal
of “‘shooting off,” but any other Qrip%u
with blank cartridges, and with the heaa
reuslt of a bad smell, whith we fear. Mr.
Parker will suffor from fo5 some time.

As a matter ‘of, fact, his position before
his retraction in po way differs from that of
the ingect, with a steel needle through its
vi pinned to the wall, kicking at every-
thing, and bitting nothing. The trying to
make us respounsible for the ‘‘Loui 's”
grounding and losing her anehors is net
worth noticing, but what is worth noticing
ie, Mr. Parker’s admission that we saved the
fruit growers ten cents per barrel freight,
which en an export of 350.000 or 400,000
is easily seen to mean $35,000 $40,000 cash
retained in the Annapolis Valley.

Boys and Girls on the Farm.

BEGIN THEIR EDUCATION FROM THE BOOK
OF NATURE.

President Hyde, of Bowdoin College, de-
livered an address recently before the Maine
Pedadogical Society that must be very help-
ful to the teachers of rural schools. He said:

The great majority of children leave school
at the age of 13 or 14. There education
must be elementary, but should be complete
and create a thirst for more knowledge, with
the ability to impart to others the knowledge
slready acquired. The great maltitude of
children leave school to enter the industrial
walks of life, as farmers, mechanics, artisans,
clerks and housekeepers, and come in con-
tact, not with ideals and theories, but with
things and conditions, and their education
should aid them in their duties of everyday
life.

The country boy has some advantages over
the city boy.  The book of nature is wide
open to the boy on the farm. In the country
the boy has a change to spread himself. No
backyard contracts his powers. The country
boy gets more from nature's storehouse. He
has before him object lessons of growth in
the animal and plant kingdom. When he
eats nuts from, his winter store he remembers

that he knocked the nuts off the beechnut
tree, and remembers where the trees grow.
He soon learns that nuts and other good
things of this life do not come without effort.
The farm bred boy tries to lend a helping
hand before he is big enough to go to school.
He can drive a two horse load of hay from
the meadow to the barn when he is quite
small, and makes pets of calves and colte,
and delights to see them grow. He wants
to do things and see them go, and puts a
water wheel into a running brook. The
little girl playe keeping house, and builds a
cupboard of bricks and shingles, with broken
crockery on the shelves, and takes part in
the outdoor work of her brother. Country
bred children unconsciously begin their edu-
cation before they are large enough to go to
school, and often acquire the use of the Eng-
lish langusge so they can exprees themselves
concisely and intelligently before they can
read a word. The education the boy gets
without mental effort is the foundation of
the work when school life begins.

When the Irish matron first saw the broad
ocean she said: ‘‘There is enough of it.
The first impression of the city bred boy
when he comes to the country is: *‘ There is
enough of it”—his play-ground extends as
far as the eye can reach. - When he throws
out an eye from the hilitop he exclaims:
* What a great world this is!” He could
see farther than he could go. In his city
life brick walls blocked his outlook. He had
come in contact with the finished product,
and had plenty of good apples to eat, but
pever had seen the rosy apples growing on
the tree. He never had seen the caives and
colts of the barnyard grow to cattle and
horses, or the grain of corn grow to the
ripened ear. The country boy who graduates
at the littie red schoolhouse doesn’t need any
strenuous cultare, He gets enough of that
on the farm, and grows ap healthy and
strong.

The kindergarten awakens in the mind oii

the city boy in a measure that which the
country boy receives from outdoor life.

The education of the millions who leave
school at the age of 13 or 14 must be ele
mentary, but can be complete if limited to
the R's.

The child who can read with the idea of
the author in his mind and convey that idea
to the listener may not know that some
words are called verbs and some are named
nouns, but he has mastered the first prin-
ciples of English grammar. Rules of gram-
mar that are designed to make the child un-
derstand what he reads often confuse more
than instruct. The mental effort that is
required to grasp the idea is better for the

boy than the effort of the memory that is |

required to remember the rule.

A little girl was standiag at her mother’s
side reading a story about a kitten that
strayed away from home, fell among strange
cats and had to climb a tree and stay all
night in the cold to keep away from vicious
doge, and was glad to get home in the morn-
ing, a sadder and a wiser cat,

Asthe little girl learned the words of the

lesson the picture of the dogs chasing the |

kitten and the kitten up a tree out of harm’s
way was impressed on her mind. After she
had mastered the words she stepped away
from her mother and read the story without
sid, and said, as ehe closed the book : ** That
is good, easy reading,” and then told the
story in her own words better, if anything,
than it was in print.

That little girl etepped over a lot of rules
in £nglish grammar at one stride, and her
mother had learned the science of teaching
when she was a schoolmarm,

The subject matter of reading books for
children should be stories that interest the
child mind, Children can be taught to read
understandingly while they are young. If
that is done, more will be accomplished in
the rural schools. Good reading of English
can be acquired early, and is the foundation
of all book education, and will last through
life. A good reader can go through a book
or a newspaper and pick out the meat and
leave the rubbish in & very short time. It
is senseless for a boy to bother his head over
a problem in arithmetic when he cannot
comprehend the sense of the problem.

The orthography of the English language
is so complicated, and there are so many
pilent letters for which there is no reason,
that the art of spelling can only be acquired
by memory. The old fashioned spelling
school, which has become obsolete, made the
little red schoolhouse the literary centre of
the neighborhood. Parents were present at
the spelling bees, and often took part with
the children. Boys and girls, when they
left school, could spell most of the hard
words. Too much must not be crowded into
elementary education. In arithmetic the
four fundamental rules, fractions, proportion
and percentage, is far enough. In mathem
atics, if the child gets beyond his depth, he
flounders ; if he is familiar with what he has
been over, it is plain sailing. The elementary
gourse of mathematics will give to children
who Jeave school at the age of 13 or 14 what
they need in the every-day life of this busy
world, and if they know surely what they
know, they will not feel in after life the
want of education, but the education they
have is what they need to get more by knock-
ing around the world. The work of ele-

mentary education pertains to the things of
every day life. If this work is well done,
progress continues in after life, and many
graduates of the rural schools at middle age
are well educated men and women.

The first lesson in geography is learned
from the outlook from the top of the hill
where the little red schoolhouse stands.
More knowledge of the divieions of the earth
is learned from text books, and still more by
travel and judicious reading.

History is a record of the past, and is the
lamp of experience to guide the way to the
future, but the history of the present current
events is a lantern the schoolboy should not
lose sight of.

There is room for art in the elementary
schools. Making pictures relaxes the mind
from the mental strain that is required to
master the multiplication table, and works
of art give objeot lessons in history. Fifty
years ago the only art we had in the rural
schoole was in penmanship, and the boy who
drew the most graceful curves with the goose
quill pen was the envy of the school.

President Hyde's address was a common
sense talk on a timely topic, and left a last-
ing impression on the minds of the teachers,
and all seemed to have rural schools on the
brain.

Other speakers that followed President
Hyde discussed rural schools and some other
things, but rural schools was the chief topic.
The Hon. W. W. Stilson, state superin-
tendent of schools, who has spared no effort
to improve the rural schools of Maine, did
not have much to say, but he enjoined re-
ligion through all the sessions.

The progress that has been made in the
education of the masses gives reason to gx-
pect, as time passes, that more money will
be paid out for schools, that higher salaries
will be paid to teachers and that methods
will be improved. There is no top round to
the ladder of progrees, and those who are
here 100 years hence will devise methads to
improve the schools the same as we are do-
ing now.

It is assumed that the schoolmarm is of too
frivolous disposition to be allowed to vote,
but the schoolmarm is moulding the minds
of the men and women who will pass in re-
view the acts and deeds of the men who are
buey with the problems of today. If we

Oance in conversation with a fellow worker
we spoke of a third —a woman who had ac-
complished much that was of merit along
the lines of literary and club work, but had
been obliged to give it all up or break down
entirely.

I have often applied this idea to the wom-
en I have seen wearing themselves out over
trifling things, leaving themselves no reserve
with which to meet those of greater impor-
tance.

Of course there is a grand stand, an heroic
standpoint, from which we can argue ina
general way, that whatever is worth doing
at all is worthh doing well, and that no duty,
however small or insignificant it may be,
should be slighted in ite performance, But
I know that from the depths of their hearts
many women will agree that if they bad
their lives to live over again, there would be
many things relegated to the background
that in their younger days they considered
of the greatest importance. When work and
cares have multiplied, as the family grew
larger, absolute inability to find time to do
some things has shown that shey were not
necessary.

I have seen a woman stand at an ironing-
table on a hot summer day and iron ruffl:d
dresees for her little girls, when I koew
every bone in her body ached, and every
nerve was at its highest tension, when just
outside the door the little girls swang in
lazy, shady comfort in a hammock. If this
mother had even a rudimentary sense of pro-
portion, those dresses would have been made
without tuck or rufflz, and she would have
been using her time, wasted in ironing, out
with the children giviog herself a restful
hour, which was only her just due.

clothes wear out sooner, never seeming to
take into coneideration their own inevitable
wearing out.

that no so-called self-sacrifice on her part
can offset.

Impatient words, the offspring of irritated,
overstrained nerves, can never be counter
acted by an extra fine lot of pastry—neither
can harshness begot of utter weariness be
antidoted by the most immaculate order in
the house.

—For general care of the children’s hair a
few hints from a specialist may be useful.
Every night or morning the scalp shouid be
rubbed lightly with a brush whoee bristles
are of moderate length and stiffoess. An ex-
tremely stiff brush is hurtful. The bair
should be paried at intervals, and the scalp
rubbed, until every part has been treated.
The hair should then be brushed with long
strokes to free from dust and tangles, begin-
ning at the ends and working upward. It
then should be braided firmly, but not too
tightly, which answers the double purpose
of keeping it from becoming tangled during
sleep and gives it a desirable waviness.

If the hair is unusually thin a weekly ap

ication of vaseline, well rubbed iniu the
scalp, is beneficial, the vaseline applied to
eyebrows and lashes at night with a tiny
brush, is sure to give luxuriance of growth.
Too frequent shampooing is bad, except
when the shampoo is dry. The hair should
not be washed oftener than once a month,
and not so often as that, when particularly
dry.

The most satisfactory method is to dissolve
white castile soap in hot water and rub the
hair and scalp thoroughly, then rinse with
warm water, gradually reducing the temper-
ature of the water until it is cold, to prevent
taking cold in the head. After wringing the
hair free from water, it should be shampooed
with a towel, shaken in strands and tossed
uatil dry, especially at the base of the brain.
Fanning the hair is not advisable, as it is
likely to cause colds or neuralgia.

Another way of washing the hair is to rub
the yolk of an egg beaten with a tablespoon-
ful of water well into it, then the beaten
white. After rubbing the scalp thoroughly
with this, the rinsing process is the same as
if soap were employed. The yolk of the egg
is regarded as a tonic, having iron and sul-
pbur, both of which are important to the
hzalth of the hair, while the white is cleans-
ing.
