LETTER FROM ONE OF OUR

WOUNDED BOYS

Sergt. Fred' A. Gerner Writes Imter-
esting Letter to Members of
Crescent Lodge LO.0.F.

No. 12 General Hospital

Rouen, France
Oct. 3rd 1916
Dear Bro. Peters:—

Thinking perhaps some of
Brothers would like to hear from me
again, I \Nl seratch you a few lines
tonight and you can read it to them
next Lodge night.- I had a long letter
from Capt. Gesner two weeks ago,
and he told me all the brothers were
well and everything in the Lodge
going O. K. As you see by the heading
of my letter; I am in hospital, but
have only a slight wound in the left
hand, a “coal box” burst in the trench
behind me and left a piece in my
hand as a sovenir. I got it the morn-
ing of Sept. 28th, and tomorrow I go
to Convalescent Camp, so Yyou see
how quickly it is healing.

We have been dewn at the Somme
for the last four or five weeks and
have been giving “Fritz” all that was
coming to him, with some extras for
luck. Likely you have read some of
our exploits long befpre this and
know what good work we did. Our
Battalion and Brigade were congratu-
lated by the General, and those high-
er up, for our work, and no doubt
the trip in that I was wounded we
gave Fritz just as much trouble. We

have been taking large numbers ofl

the|

! prisoners and they hold up their hands
and say “mercy Bamerade” when
they see our chaps going over their
parapet. One chap held up one hand
and shouted the “mercy stuff’ and
worked his machine gun with the
other; but not for long, as cold steei
soon gased his troubles. Another chap
who had been taken prisoner was
talking to one: of our officers and
still had a revolver hidden under his
greatcoat. The officer happening to
!turn around for an instant; Fritz shot
him. A private was standing nearer
than our friend thought and needless
to say another “Fritzie” was left on
'the battlefield. They all wear a long
{leather boot somewhat similar to
those worn by the farmers at home
when ploughing. 'Tis a common trick
of theirs to hide a trench dagger in-
side their poot-leg and use it if an op-
portunity occurs after they are taken
prisoners, But the boys only have to
be fooled once, and now “Fritzie” is
searched thoroughly, especially around
the legs. 'Tis useless to tell you of
brave deeds as they are as common
as the roar of the big guns. They seem
to be absoutely fearless and go over
the parapet laughing and singing as
iif they were going to face snowballs.
The finest sight I ever saw was on
the 15th of Sept. when our Battalion
went over the parapet. Our barrage
had not been on more thap three
minutes when they started over and
in lines as straight as if on parade.
It was all T could do to stay behind in
the trench we were told off to hold.

The second opinion was expressed by General Alexis Brustioff speaking to a
British correspondent at Brussiloff said: The war is won today. It is merely a
question of speculation as to how much longer it will be befére the enemy is con-
vinced that their cause is irretrevably lost. The General added that he spoke
with authority in geclaring the whole of Russia, from the Emperor to the hum-
blest soldier, was determined to protect, help and support Roumania in every

Serbian Forces Victorious Over the Bulgarians

Paris, Nov. 12, via London—The Serbian forces in the Cerna River region,
on the Macedonian front, southeast of Monastir, have inflicted a further defeat
on the Bulgarians, it is announced officially. *In the Cerna bend,” the state-
went says, “the Serbians, driving back the Bulgarians victoriously, continued
vheir forward march. Allof Culse Hill in now in their possession, as well as
the village of Polog, which was ‘eaptured as the result of a brilliant assault. Al
Bulgarian counter-attacks failed”

Russians Make Further Gains in Transylvania

PeTROGRAD, via London, November 12—The Russianarmy which is invad-
ing Transylvania to assist the Roumanians in the defence of their western front-
iers, has gained further successes, the War Office announces, and has penetrated
Transylvania a distance of more than fifty miles below the Bukowina border.
In Dobrudja the advance against I'ield Marshal Von Mackensen’s army contin-
ues. The following is the announcement: “South of Dorna Watra, in the re-
gion of the villages of Hollo and Tolgyes the enemy continues to attack without
success South of Almasmezo (fifty-five miles southeast of Dorna Watra) we car-
ried two commanding heights, capturing one machine gun, four officers and 205
men.

Paris, Nov. 12, via London—The French gained ground last night in the
vicinity of Sailly-Saillisel, on the Somme fiont, the War Office announces. South
of the Somme the Germans penetrated French trenches, but were expelled. On
the Macedonia front the Serbians have made a forther advance in the Cerna
bend. The statement follows: *North of the Somme we made progress during
the night to the north of Sailly-Saillisel, as well as in the eastern portion of the
village. The enemy bombarded violently. “South of the Somme, after a lively
bombardment the Germans attacked our trenches southeast of Berny. The
attack was broken by our fire. Enemy patrols which succeeded in gaining a
footing in some of our advanced trenches were immediately driven out by a
spirited counter-attack.

PRESIDENT WILSON STILL,

Constitution of the Unitea
does not provide for the elect-
a President directly by the

It provides for the election
by each of the States of as many
each State has Repre-
and Senators in the Nat-
fonal Congress. These electors con-
stitute what called the Electora!
College, whose duty it is to choose a
President and vice-President,

The framers of the Constitution
supposed that the electors when they
cafne together would choose for these
responsible offices men who in their
judgmnt would be best qualified
for their respective positions, and
that the people would not know who
were chosen until the electors made
the announcement. But, this provis-
ion of the Constitution failed in its
object. The fact is that at present
the electors are nominated by the
different political parties and are
under obligaticn to vote for the can-
didates nominated by the parties.

The people, therefore of each State,
‘when they vote for ther represnta-
tives in the Electoral College know
the candidates for whom each of
these representatives will vote. And
the party leaders do not need to wait
for the announcement of the Electoral
College. They can judge with consid-
erable certainty who the coming
President and Vice-President will be,
because they know the political lean-
ings of the electors.

In the present case, a mistake was
made in the announcement of the
election of Mr. Hughes, because some
of the States were not heard from,
and guesses were made concerning
their votes.

But the belated report proved the
guesses to be incorrect, and turned

—in_favor of Mr Wilson, giv-
ing him a very e ictory.

It may not be generally known that
there were three other Presidential
Candidates in this election besides
Mr. Wil§dm and Mr. Hughes. They
were Mr. J. Frank Hanly, Prohibition
Candidate, Mr. Allan' L. Benson,
Socialist Candidate, and Mr. Arthur
E. Reimer, Social Labor Candidate.

Mr. Hanly is a recent convert to
Prohibition. He refused nomination
for Governor of his State, because he
had been chosen as Prohibition Can-
didate. He is said to be an eloquent
and persuasive orator, and above all
a fighter. It is not likely that either
of those three ‘Candidates expectd to
be elected. The object for which
they were nominated was rather to
ascertain the strength of the party tc
which they belcnged, anc to embrace
the opportunity to announce and pre-
pogate their political opinions,

There were attempts made to form

an American Party and a Woman’s
Party. The chief plank in the plat-
form of the latter was a desire to de-
feat Mr. Wilson, who refusel to en-
dorse the proposed suffrage amend-
ment to the Federal Constitution.
:an Party went so far as
to select a Candidate for the Presi-
dency, but neither of these last
named parties have had a prominent
place in the minds of the people.

Tremendous efforts were made to
defeat Mr. Wilsen. It is reported that
the Republican Party spent about two
and a quarter million of dollars to
forward their cause, while the Demo.
cratic party spent about one million
less, The latter party can con-
gratulate Mr. Wilson that the popular
vote for him appears to have been the
largest ever received by any President
and more than two millions above the
number he received on his first elect-
ion. What effect this wi.l have in re-

A New Indusiry

In the latter part of the last cen-
tury a workman ip one of the peat
moors of North Germany met with a
severely lacerated wound in the fore-
arm. A companion for lack of usual
means of treating such a case, covered
the wound with a mossy substance
found among the peat and bound it
up. Ten days passed before medical
aid was obtained, and - it was feared
that the wound would then be found
in a very ad Condition, But to the
surprj#é of the physician it was
foydd to be well nigh healed..

This led to a scientific examination
of moss such as the workman had
applied to ‘the wound, and it was
found to be an excellent absorbent.
It absorbs until every cell is full,
before it exudes and is a deorderizing
agent.

The present war has called for
very large quantities of absorbents.
The demand for dressings has mul-
tiplied from thousands to miilions.
And various kinds of absorbenis have
been tried. An Edinburgh doctor in-

troduced pinewood sawdust. But the|splendid specimens of manhood and! made from British Government rub-

moss has proved most valuable of

all, A piece weighing five

when picked, after being pressed and

dried weighed only ten ounces. It
was holding four pounds and six
ounces of water when picked.

The demand for this moss, or
sphagnum as the scientists call it, is
consequently very pressing. It has
been found in almost every County in
Ireland. The best qualities are made
up into standardized dressings, of
different shapes and sizes, according
to the parts of the body to which they
are to be applied; and the poorer
parts are made into pads for lwsl
difficult cases. In England the Red
Cross Societies have undertaken the
work of gathering the moss, and
they have called the boy
their aid.

We mention these facts, because it
has been found that this moss is|
abundant in Nova Scotia. It grows in§
the bogs in the vicinity of l,uui:--lmrp:,‘i
Cape Breton. Guysboro County has
quantities of it in the section between
Chedabucto Bay and the Southern
Shore. It is seen in the form of
“cushions”, which are of different col-
ors, green yellow, and pink. The
cushions are full of water which
they absorb from the ground, and also
from the atmosphere. A Guysboro
lady informs us that the Red Cross
society of that town has undertaken
the work'of gathering, preparing and
sending it to Military Hospitals. It is

ANADA NEEDS MORE POULTRY
GREAT BRITAIN MORE EGGS

in the history of the
Dominion has the necessity for in-
creased production of eggs and
poultry been more apparent than at
the present time. The demand is un-
precedented. This is true whether for
export or for home consumption. Con-
sumers generally and even producers
themselves are eating more and more
eggs. The average per capita con-
sumption of eggs in Canada this year
will be greater than ever before.

The market for Canadian eggs and
| pcasry is very firm. Prices to produc-
ers are extremely high, but even at
these prices trade is increasingly
active all over the country. The pros-
pects for a continued demand are very
bright. The country is facing a
shortage, not only of current receipts,
but of Canadian storage stocks as
well. So great has been the export
demand that we shall be obliged to
import to meet our own requirements.
Increased production has never rest-
ed upon a more secure founaation.

That poultry on the farm are pro-
fitable needs no agrument. Eggs
now rank as a staple' article in the
products of the farm. Poultry flocks
can be increased materialy without
much additicnal outlay for building
and equipment, and the increased
iabour involved is not such as will
bear heavily upon the time of those
charged with the care of the stock.
Some oObject tc the present price of
feed, but whepn it is considered that
the se'ling price of the product is from
lorty to sixty per cent. higher than it
vas two years ago, the margin of
orofit is such as will compare favour-
ibly with that obtainable elsewhere
on the farm.

Canadian egg producers have re-
spended well to the call for increased
roduction. The country as a whole
which was importing eggs a few
vears ago, has, in the aggregate, pro-
luced more than sufficient for its own
requirements this year and last. Be-
ween seven and eight millicn dozen
‘anadian  eggs were exported to
Great Britain last year, and as an fin-
lication of what is going forward
this year, nearly one millicn dozen
were shipped during th first week of
October, Yet the supply in the
British market is still short, and
there is a demand for many millions

motto of every Canadian farm and
icmestead.

Canada has all the requisites for

he production of a quantity. far in ex-
ess of her own requirements, and
with her favcurable climatic con-
litions can, with proper care and at-
‘ention, produce quality equal to the
best in the world. Only the fringe of
production possibilities has been
touched up to the present. The West-
ern Provinces, with their volumes of
cheap feed, are the natural home for
the Canadian hen, The bulk of the
surplus at the present time comes from
the provinces of Ontaric and Prince
Edward Island. Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick, and Quebec do not produce
sufficient for their own requirements,
T'hey must do more; and there is now
an opportunity for the Western Pro-
vinces of Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
ind Alberta to demonstrate to Canada
and the Empire as a whcle what they
can do in this connection in this great
hour of trade expansion. The first ex-
perimental shipments of eggs from
Winnipeg to the British market are
either now, or soon will be, on their
way, and it is hoped that the in-
crease in production in the Western
Provinces ipn the ensuing year will be
such as to warrant the opening up of
2 big trade in this direction.

Eggs are scarce in Canada at the
bresent time. Current prices are high,
:mdA a sharp decline immediately fol-
lowing the conclusion of the War is
not anticipated. When prices advance
gradually, as has beep the case fn
staple food products, they decline
slowly. It will take some years to
re-establish the normal meat supply
upon the markets of the world, and
while prices of meats are high, people
will continue to use increasingly
large quantities of eggs. This condit-
ion will naturaly reflecteq in the
matter of price. This is the situation.
