After yesterday’s meeting of the
Montreal Telegraph Company, and
the clear, business-like statement of
the president, we are not at all sur-
prised that so little notice has been
taken of the law-suit.

Pacific might easily have shown a
much firmer front than it did but
interest in it seems small. The ab-
sorbing process is going on steadily.
The 640 shares sold were practically
taken at one price.

Gas halted in its upward course but
is well held and is likely to advance
still further.

The Cottons were strong and
Colored sold up to 74 closing 74} to
75. In Bank shares little was done,
the news of the defalcation to the
Merchants Bank of Canada had no
effsct on the stock. This proves that
bank shares are out the sphere of
speculation, some years ago such an
event would have caused selling, not
only of the institution concerned, but
of the whole back list.

Advocates of 80c wheat in Chicago
were again fairly numerous to-day,
with a following among scalpers
suggestive of a strong general belief
in its future either from overflow of
speculation from stocks, or a more
pronounced recognition of the strong
statatistical outlook here and abroad.
There was a report circulated to-day
that a strong contingent from Wall
street was getting interested in
wheat, and also an intimation that
foreign houses tired of fighting a
market that would not go down were
on the verge of a general covering
movement and more vigorous action
along export lines.

The continued rapid advance in the
gecurity market, is a source of con-
stant anxiety to the short wheat sell-
ers, who know from experience what
effect is likely, should it extend into
whbeat as has happened iu other years.

Although the market has not held
its advance as well as might have
been expected, yet the undertone
seems to be irm. We cannot see any-
thing to cause us to change our opin-
ion and therefore advise purchase on
all weak spots. §
