In a thrlling account of the cruption
of Mont Pelea and the destruciion of
St Picrre, Pere Bruno, one of the vty
few survivors of the commaunity of Hoiy
fihost Fathers, gives partial confirma
tion of the slleged miraculous oceur-
renco in the church st Morne Rouge
Tere Druno’s account appeared original-
1y in Le Luxn Publie, of Grand, Belgium,
and the following abridged translation
is reproduced from The London Catholly
Times:—

“The dato of Pere Bruno’s letter is
May 2t He writes : 'L send you some
detalls concerning the last hours of our
dear fathors who met thelr deatbs ih
the fearful catastrophe of May 8. On
the morning of Saturday, April 26, Fath-

gud ascezded Mont Peles to cndeavor
to discover the exact position of the
crater, which on the previous day had
begun to smoke. They arrived at the
sumnit of Morne 1a Croix, but could
proceed no further, as the air, charg-
ed with fumes of sulphur, rendered res
plration impossible; moreover, the clouds
which crowned the mountain prevented
them from distinguishing the dey pond
from which the vapors rose. Tho follow-
ing week passed without incident. The
columns of smoke became stronger and
denser In volume, and enthralled by
the imposing sight the spectators dis-
cussed the subject of the voleanc and
the cause and naturs of the erupe
tion

«60n the night of May 3 there wasn

at an {neredible speed. It appeared that
the end of the {sland had come. There
was a rain of small atones all over the
country and the wmoke rose to a prodig-

From the date of death,
June, 1880, the rewains of Father
Mullooly remained in one of the "lo
cull” or catacomb-like graves of the
Chape! of the Dominleans in the cetue-
tory of Campo Verano. As it did not
seem fitling, however, that the re-
mains of him who had for so many
years dedicaled his lators, and with
such great success, to the excavations
ol the anclent Basitica of San Cle-
mente, should not sest within  the
charch which he brought to kght, the
ptesent Rector, Father Dowling, O
P,, having obtalned the neoessary per-
misslons from the Prefecture and the
Municipality, had thoe remains convey-
ed to the church, When the remains
were brought hicre, after the OMie of
tho Dead and the Requiem Mass had
been celebrated, they were brought
In procession, while the ''labera
was chanted, and other prayers wero
sald accotding to the Dominican rite,
to the subterranean Dasilica.

LIGHTING A GAS STOVE

It will pay rou if you are putting
In a gas stove to bave the plumber
kelp you to thoroughly familtarize
yoursell with its working ways There
is a night and wrong way for some-
thing as simple even as highting &
burper The wrong way is to stand
with a match right over it before you
turn on the gas If you follow that
nethod you are pretty sure to have
& roaring red flame which is all air
and no heat  You can hear gas burn-
ing in all parts of the stove, but it
ls very easy to distinguish between
the noise of a flane which is giving
suffivient heat for coohing and a fame
which burns red and does littls but
blacken the hettle above it The right
way to light a burner is to turn on
the flow of gas for & moment, then
touch the match to 1t This will give
you a clear, blus flame, almost noise-
Iess, intensely hot, and with no smoke
to blacken the cooking utensils  Ev-
ery well-arranged gas stove has a
torch under the oven in the centre,
befween the two burners Turn this
on for 2 moment belore lighting,
touch a match to it, then slowly turn
one burner, next the other one When
both have been Iighted turn ke torch
out It is never needed except as its
name fmplies, for highting purposes,
it supplies ro heat If you oniy wish
to light one burper at first and later
the second one, turn on the torch to
light it If you light it from the first
burner there is 5 small escape of gas
before it ignites The verr best meth-
od is to study the make-up of a stove
before beginning to use it Light the
oven buiners tWa or three times to-
gether and separstely, turning them
out slowly to learn how little gas
can be burned to simply keep the
oven hot In & week you ought to
have as complcte mastery of a gas
stove as if you had used it for a
year, its working routine is so sim-
ple that & child can manhge it —

off. John Emerich Edward Dalberg-
Acton, 8th Barunet and ist  Baron

Acton, of Aldenham, County Salop,
was born at Maples on January 10,

1834 Sir Rlichard Acton, Lord Ac-
ton’s father, died in 1836, and Lady
Acton, his mother, subsequently mar-
rled the second Earl Granville, In
the year 1843 Sir John Acton, as he
was then called, was sent to school
at Oscott near Birmingbam He re-
mained there until 1848, and went
through the school., Doctor, after-

wards Cardinal, Wiseman, was at that
time President of Oscott It was then’
a great religious centre  The most
distinguished of the Oxford men who
joined the Catholic Church went there
—among them ho less a pursonage
than John Henry Newman. Lord Ac-
ton always used to speak of his old
schoo! with aflection  After leaving
Oscott he spent some time at Edin-
burgh in the house of Dr Logan, an
old Cambridge mar. who had become a
Catholic ptiest. 'The late Cardinal
Howard and the late Lord Stourton
were his companions  When reading
with Dr Logan at Edinburgh be ar-
dently desired to go to Cambridge.
Application was made on his behall
to three colleges, but he was re ¢l
by all He then went to reside in 3
house of Dollinger at Munich, ana
this circumstance shaped the whole
course of his life When Cardinal New-
man withdetew from *Rambler ' it
was taken by Lord Acton, and after
a short time transformed into the
“Home and Foreign Review.'' This
was beyond question one of the most
learned and most interesting periodi-
cals of the nineteenth century. Ita
notices of the current literature df
Europe were mast complete Some of
its contributors were men of the
highest. distinetion in vatious coun-
tries Lord Acton stopped the issue
of The Home and Foreign Review in
consequence of the attitude of the
Church towards it, but he continued
to pursuc the samc policy, and his ac-
tivity i Rome during the council of
1870 is well hnown He was mainly
responsible for the letters from the
council which appeared in The Allege~
meinc Zeitung at Munick, and which
were subsequently published under the
name of *‘Quirinus.” Perhaps the
chiel work of Lord Acton's lile wasx
the collection at Aidenham of an cn-
ormous accumulation of €0,000 vol-
umes, for which he built some thirty
years ago, a special library  He sat
in Parliament for Carlow from 1859
to 1865 At the general election of
1865 he was returned [or Bridgnorth,
but was unsegted on a scrutiny. He
made no magk in the House of Com-
mons, not in the House of Lords af-
ter his elevation to the peerage in
 1569. He acquired, howevet, vreat in-
fluence over Mr Gladstore 1 spoke
and wrote German, French and Itati.

ment of civil and domestic soclety
Thence pew relations between iman
and man, new rights, public and pri-
vate: new duties; a new direction giv-
en to tnstitutions, laws, arts, and
selences. The theoughts and studics of
men were drawn towards the truth
of relfgion and the sanctity of mor-
als; ame hence a iife given to men
truly heavenly and divine All this is
frequently commemorated in the sa-
cred writings, the treo of lifo, the
word of life, 1he book of lif¢, the
crown of life, and eapressly, the
tread of life

But ks hife about which we are
speabing bears an  express resem-
blanve to the natural Jile of mman,
and su, jusi as ihe one is nvurished
by Iwud, und grows strong, so docs
the other liekwise require to be
supported and strepgthened by food.
And huro it is well {o recall the time
4nd manner in which Christ moved
the mitds of men and cacited them
{0 receive the suitably and righteous-
ly the living Dread which he was
about to give them For where the
fame lhad spread abroad of the mir-
gele of the multiplication of the
loaves which e had wrought on the
shore of Tiberias, many people fol-
lowed Him so that their hunger, too,
gkt be appeased Then Jesus, selz-
ing *he opportunity, just as when He
infused into the Samaritan woman at
the well! a thirst for the water
“springing up into 1life civerlasting”
{Joaan ¥, 27) But this bread, as
Jesus continues to show, s not that
hedvenly manna given to their fath-
ers wandering throagh the desert, nor
1$ 1t that which they then..elves had
lately receivid from Him in astonish-
ment, but He Himsell is the true
bread which He gives *'I am the
bread of lfe' (Joann vi, 48) He
inculcates still  further this same
lesson both by councll and precept
“I1 any man eat ol this bread, be
shall live for ever, and the bread
that I will give is My flesh for the
lite o! the world'* (Joann vi, 52)
And the gravity of the command He
thus shows clearly “‘Amen, amen, 1
say unto you  Except you cat the
ftesh of the Son of Man and drink His
blood, you shall ot have life in you"
{Joann vi, 51) Away, therefore,
with that common and n.ost per-
nicious crror of those who believe
that the Holy Eucharist is only for
those who, free from business and
trvubled in mind, resolve to seek e
pose in some design of a moroe relig-
wus hie For the Holy Eucharist,
than which thede is nothing more ex-
celient or salutary, is lfor all, wnat-
soever their employment or dignity,
who wish (and thers is no one who
should nut wish) ‘o nourish in them-
seives the life ol Divine (race, ol
which the ultimate end is the attain-
ment of lile cternal

Would that those whose genius or
industry or authority gpould do so
much to guide the men and aflairs of
the age, would think rightly of cter-
nai life, and impart the knowledge of
it 10 others But alas, We sce with
tegret that most of these arrogantly
beliove that they have given to the
worid & life prosperous and aimost
new, because they orge it furvward to
strive in Its excited course for ulili-
tarian objects and the mere gratifica-
tion of tuitosity  Look where you
wall, human society, alien though it
is from Qod, far from enjoying
tranguility of afalrs which it sochs,
laburs m great anguish and *repida-

bo affirmed that there was nothing at
all above nature Now, for rencwing
in the mind the vigor and fervor of
fsith there Is nothing more suitable
then the mystery of the Euchatist,
which 15 prupeily called the niysiery
of faith, for truly in thls one mystery
by reason ol its wonderful abundance
and variety of miractes is contained
the wholo supernatural order  "lo
has made a remembrance o! Ills
wonderiui worhs, being a merciful and
gracious Lord. *'He bath gien food
to them that fear hitm (s ex 4-3)
For ii God acknowledged what He
wrought above pature as dues to ihe
Incarnation of the Word, through
Whem the salvation of the human
race was restored, according to ihat
ward of the Apostle “'Ho hath pur-
posed * * * to re-establish all things
in Christ, that are in heaven  and
ol carth, In Him"” (Erh 1, &, 10),
the Eucharist, according to the tesli-
mony of the Holy Fathers s a con-
tinuation aid an expansion of the In-
carnation For by 1t the substance of
the Incarnate Word is united to men,
and the supreme sacrifice of Cavairy
is renewed in a manner that is  full
of mystery. This the prophet Malachy
signtfied 1n tho words. “in every plac
there s sacrifice, and there is offercd
to My Name a cleun oblation” (Eph
i, iy, And this miracle, the greatest
ol all, is accompanied by innumerable
others, for hero ail the laws of na-
ture are suspended, tie whole sub-
stanco of the bread and wine is
changed into the Body and Blood of
Christ, the specics of bread and wine
are sustaimned without a subject by
Divine power, the Body ol Chnist
dwelis at the same time in 4s many
places as tho Sacrament is consecgats
ed But human reason is enabled the
better to reverence so great a mys-
tery by the prodigles which have been
performed in its  glory in passages
and in our own days, ol which, -
deed, there still exist renowned and
public proofs, and that not in one¢
place mercly. Wo sce, therelore, that
by this Sacrament faith 13 {ostered,
the soul noutished, the falschoods ol
rationalists dissipated, and the whole
order of the supernatural made clear
to ouc eyes.

But 1t is not pride alone, but de-
pravity of mind as well, that makes
faith in Divine things grow weak. For
il it happens that the better the mor-
ais the clearer the intelligence, il even
the prudence of the Gentiles perceiv-
ed that the mind is blunted by the
pleasures of the body, as Divine wis-
dom has alrcady borno testimony
{Sap 1, 4); then so much mote In
Divine things do the pleasures of the
body obscure the light of feith, and
even extinguish it altogether in God’s
iust punishment And [or these pleas-
ures there is burning in those days an
fnsatiable cupidity, a cupidity which,
like tho contaglon of disease, widely
infects atl even from their first ten-
det years There is a reracdy for
this terrible evil in the Divine Euch-
arist For, first of all, by increasing
charity, it checks voluptuous desite,
as Augustine seys *“The nourishment
(ol charity) is thoe lessening of lust,
perfectlon, no lust™ (De dJiversis
questionibus, laxxii, quest xxxvi.)
Besides the most chaste flesh of
Jesus  restrains th Juxury of our
fiesh, as Cyril ol Alexandria has said
=4Eor Christ existing in us calms
the law of the flesh raging in our
4 members” (Lib dv, ¢ 2, in Joann,
vi 57) But cven more the peculiar
and most precious frult of the Ilvch-
arist {g that signified in the saving of
the prophet—"\What {s the good thing
of Him (Chnst), and what 13 Iis
beautiful thing but the corn of the
elect, and wine springing forth vir-
gins?” (Zach ix, 17y namely, tho
strong and constant resolves ol sa-
cred virginity, which, while the age
slips away in pleagures flourisbes in
the Catholic Churca more widely and
more truitfully Irom day to day, and,
tndeed, what a great advantage and
ornament this is cverywhere to relip-
ion and cven to otdinary human inter-
course is well known Morcover, this
Sacrament strengthens beyond con-
ception the hope of immortal biess-
imgs and the confidence of Divine aud
For the desiro of happiness, which is
in the monds of all, (s more and more
sharpened and strengthened by the
emptiness of all earthly goods, by
the unjust violence of wicked men amd
'] by all the other troubles of mind and
body. .

Now the august scarament of the
T,ucharist is at onee ihe cause and
pledge of bappiness snd glory not on-
ly foc the soul, but also fou
body, For while it enriches the soul
with an abundance of beavenly gifts,

‘It also flla it with joys so sweet that
thoy far surpass every thought and
hope of fan, in adversity it sustains,
in the strite of virtue it confirms, it
leadds to cuertasting lfe as by an
open pathway. But to th frail and
perishable  booh that Divine Ilost
gives a futupe resurrection for the
itnortal Body of Christ nuplants the
seed of Immortality which 1s  some-
time to bud forth  This advantago,
both to soul and Lody, the Church
bhas at all times  taught, foltowing
Christ who said-=+*FIo that cateth My
flesh and  drinkeih My blood, hat
overlasting Ufe, and T will raise hiln
up on the last day "' (Joann, vi 53),
And here ib s vi gleal sporianee
cusider that the Lucharist, belng
instituted by Chust as p "perennial
memorfal  of  His passion’ (8t
Thomas Aquin , vpusc, Ivil . Ofc de
festo Corp, Chusti), declares to  all
Chirdstian men (Be pecessity of mortl
fylng themnselves For Jesus sald to
His first priesis—"'Do this for a com-
memotation ol Me” (Lue sxii | 19},
that Is, do thiz tu commemprate My
s0rrows, griefs, turlures, and death
on the cross Hence this Dacrament,
which {8 alsu & Sactifice, s a ceaso-
fess eahortation Iur all timo to pen
ance aod ovesy spuiloal effort, It Is
also a solemn and sovere reproo! of
those pleasures whih shamecless men
praise and caalt so highly *As often
a8 you shall eat this breod, and drink
this chalice, you shall show the death
uf the Lord uuslil e come™ J Cor
xi, ?6.

Morcover, if v ' diligently examino
into the ca.ses of bo present evils,
you will find that they arise from the

fact that the .barity of men towards
ohe another has grewn faint nccord-
Ing as the duve vl Uod grew cold

They have fmguiten that they wete
sotis of God wd biolhers in Je us
Clrist, they think of nothing butl
Lhemiselves, the Lighls of others they

not only disregaid, but abtach and in-
vade Ilence the Leyuend guairels and
wontenilons amung the vaiious olass-
cs of citizens, itn arrogance, harsh-
ness, dishonesiy  amung the more
puwerful, the musary, edvy, and spirit

of revolt amung the weaher  For

theso ovils it is vain to scek a rem-
ey from the chactments of Jaw, the
fear ol punishment, or the plans of
human prudence What must be aim-
cd at as We Qurselves have more than

once recommended, is {o reeoncile tue
various orders of cilizens by a mutual
union of duties, a union which weuld
come from Uod and give birth to
works stamped with the truo sparit
and charlty of Christ ‘This union
Christ brought upon earth, by it He
wished all thingy to be inspired, a3
being the one thing that could bring
some hapmness, ¢ven in the present,

rot only to the suul, but also to the
budy, restrainng as it does man's
immoderate love of himsell, and re-
pressing the passion for riches, which
is "'tho root of all evals "* (Tim vi

10).

But although it is necessary that
ail just rights should be well protect-
ed, it is nevertheless lawlful to cstal-
lish and preserve in socicty that salu-
tary ‘‘cquality’ (2 Cor., vm., 14)
which St FPaui recommencd. This,
therefore, 1s what Chrst wished in
instituting this august Sacrament —
to excite love towards God and to
foster charity among men, For the
one flows, as is evidenf, of its rery
nature and almost spontancously,
from the other, nor can men live
without it at all, nay, it must c¢ven
burh and flourish ip their hearts, il
they consider the charity of Christ to-
wards them in this Sacrament, in
which He has maint.incd Iis  mar-
vellous power and wisdom, and also
‘pouted forth the riches of His di-
vine love for men." (Cone, Trid Sess
xiii, De Euchar ¢ i) And as
Christ has given us such an cxample
of love. how we should love and. help
cach other, hound together as we arc
still more closely by the nceds of our
common brotherhood! Morcover, the
putward symbols of the Sacrament
are in a spectal manner calualated to
incite us to union For St Cypiian
says=*The very sactifices of redemp-
tion themscives proclaim the mneuves
sity of Christian concords to the firm
and inseparabie bonds of chanity For
when the Lord calls His body bread
which 15 made up of the union of
many grains, He indicates ihe unhion
of that peonte whose sins He bore,
and when He calls Ilis bleood wine,
which . drawn from many ripe
grapes, agan  He signifies a flock
made one by the uuion of the multi-
tude ' Ep 69, ad Mazuum a 5 (al
6 ) Simiarly the Angelic Doctor fol-
lowing St Augustine says—‘Our Lord
commcnded 1hs body and blood in
those things which ate moulded ‘n
ynity for the first, the bread, nome-
ty, 18 made ono {rom many grains,
and the other, the wine, also becomes
one from many grapes, and therefore
Augusting clsewhere  says—0 Sacra-
ment  of piety, O sign of unity, 0
bond of charity, qSumma Theol iii
r q laxix, a. 1.}

All tius 15 confirmed by the declara-
tion ol the Council of Trent, that
Christ left the Kucharist to the
Church “as a symbol of that union
and tove with which Ho wished all
Christians to bo bound togeiher — a
symbol of tliat body of which e is
head, and to whick Jle wished us to
be united as members by the most
fire bonds of faith and hopo and
charity'’ (Sess. xili., De Euchar , ¢h
I1.) And this St Paul bimsclt had
declared “For we, leing many, ato
one bread, one body, all that partake
ol one bread™ (1 Cor £ 1D .
truly, here s a most beautiful cxam-
ple of Christian brotherhood and of
social cquality, thad ail should ap-
proach the aame xltars without dis-
tinction, the nobility and the people,

tho rich and" the poor, tbe learne?
and the unlearned, are equally sharers

'so great and su aboundin

ju the same heavenly banquet, And
If 1t lias been the glory of the Church
that, n tho first ages, “tho multitude
of Lellovers had  but ope heart and
one soul" (Act iv 32), It cannot bo
doubted that such a wonderful blesy
ing wasg due to the custom of ap-
proaching the Holy Tablo, for of
them we Ond it recorded=""And they
were persovering fn the doctrine of
the Apostles, and dn the communica-
tion of the breaking of bread (Act
i, 43) Moreover, the grace ol mu-
tuai charity among thoe living, *0
much strengthened and ncreased  ad
It 48 by the Sacrament of tho Luch-
arist, flows out into all who are in
the wambienion of Saints partlcudarly
through the power of the Hely Saerd
e, Foi the iemmwurivn of  Salnis,
as bl hoow, is nothing clse than tho
mudund communieation vl ald, oxpla-
tion, piayer, and benefits among the
Fatthiul, whellier In heaven, or endur-
ing the caplatory fires of purgatory,
or stall abiding upon carih, but all
fouming ong  siate, whoso head s
Uhrist, and whose lilegiving princi-
ple is love Tt is alse a matter of
faith that while to God alone the
Holy Sacrifice may be offered, yet i
can also bo ceicbrated in honor of
Saiple reigning o heaven with God
“Who crowned them,' to obtaln thetr
patronuge ant protection, and also to
btot out the stains of the brethren
wha had died In the Lord, but who
had not yet made full atonement,
Thal tiue chatity, therefore, which
Is wont to do and endure all things
for ke salvation and utility ol ali,
leaps and burns into life from the
Most Holy Xucharist, in which Christ
is really presest, In which He gives
way to His love for us in the highest
form, and, under tho impulsce of IHis
divine love, perpetually tenews Hs
sacrfice It is from this that  tho
arduous labors of Apusluliv men, as
well as the various institotions that
have had their origin among Calho-
lics and descrve so well of the hn-
man tace, derivoe  thelr anflucnce,
strengih, constancy, and ssccessiud
results

Theso few things written by Us on
a great subject will, Wo doubt now,
produce much fruit i you, venerable
brothren, seasuhably espound and
commend theid to the faithiul

At the same time, this Sacrament is
» virtue
that no onc has cver yet adeguately

praised it by bis cloguence or wor-
ghipped it by his adoration. Whether
you meditato upon iv or rightly wor-
ship ¢, or, better still, purely and
worthily reccive it, it i3 to bo re-
garded as tho gteat centre round
which turns the whoic Christtan hile,
to it all other forms of picty lcad,
in 1t they end. In the seli-same mys-
tery that gtacious invitation and
still more gracious promise of Christ
“Come to Me all you that labor &nd
are burdened, and I will refresh you
(Matth xi, 28), are renewed and
daily fuinlled Lastly, it is, as it
were, the soul «1 the Clurch, towards
which 1s directed tho fulness of sacer-
dotal graco through the various
grades of orders From the very
same source docs the Chuich draw all
her power and glory, all the orna-
nents of her  divine ritoal, and all
tho cficacy of her blessings  There-
fore, she takes ihe greatest care to
instruct the faithful and lead them to
this intimate unton with Christ by
the Sacrament of His Body and
Blood, and for the swme reason, she
adorps 14 and makes 14 more worthy
ol revercnce be mcans of the most
sacred ceromonies The constant care
of our holy mother, the Church, in
this matier is summed up in the ex-
hottation of the Councif of Trent, an
exhortation breathing lorth wonderful
charity and plety, and worthy of be-
ing cntirely recalled again by Us to
the Chnistian world “‘With paternal
aflcetion the Holy Synod admonishes,
exhorts, cotreats all, without excep-
tion, who are called Christlans, to
sometimes meet and find peace in ths
sign of unity, in this bond of charity,
in this svmbol of contord to be mind-
(ul of that immense majesty and of
that wonderful love 2f Jesus Christ,
out Lord, Who rate Fls Lo as price
ol our salvation, and His flesh to be
pur lood, to belleve and  vencrate
those sacred mysteries of His Body
and Dlocd with such consistency and
firmeness of Ialih, such devotion ol
mind and piety axd zeal, that they
they may be able to frequently re-
cetve {hat supersubstantial bread, so
that He may be truly to them the
life of their sou! and tho perpetual
health of their mind, and thus, that
strengthened by its vigor they may
be able, after tho jourmey ol 1his
miserable exile, to reach their heav-
enly country and cat without any veil
upon thefr cyes the very same bread
'of angels which they now eat conceal
od under tho t1cred specics ' —{Sess
xiti , do Euchar, ch vifi)

Now, history bears witness that
Christian ltic flourished better in the
times when (be reeeption of the Bless-
ed Eucharist was more frequent, On
the other hand, it is not less certain
{hat when men began to neglect and
almost despise this  heavenly bread
the vigor of the Christian profession
sensibly diminished Lest it should
some timo pass away altogether, In
nocent 11T, in the Council of Later-
an, imposed the most solemt precept
that, at the vsery least, no Christian
should abstain at Paschal timo from
receiving the Body of the Lord This
ptecept, however, was imposed with
reluctance, and, it is clear, only as
the last remiedy, for it has been al-
ways the wish of the Church that the
faithful should approach the holy ta-
ble at overy sacrifice *The most holy
Synod would wish the faithlul attend-
fng each Mats to communicate not
even snicitually but even sacramental-

ly, so (hat they might reccive more
abundantly the fruits of the Sacri-
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vi.)

And this most sacred mystery con-

taine, as a sacrifice, the plentitude of
saliation not only for individuals, hut
for all tmen, hence the Church Is ac-
wustumed to offer it unceasingly *'for
the salvation ol the whole world.™
It Is fitting, the clore, that by the
common zcal of the devout there
should be gieater love and esteem for
this saciifice, in this age particularly
there » na more pressing necessily
Accordingly, We desiro that its cil-
cacy and power should bo remembet-
cd more widely and even more dill-
gently proclaimed. Principles evident
from the very light of reason tell us
that God, the Creator and preserver
of all things, hias a supremo and ab-
solutc dominion over men, both pri-
Jyately and publicly, that all that
wo have and are in cvery sphete has
como from His bounty, and that we,
In turn, are “ound to give Him the
highest reverence as our Master and
the greater gratitude as our most
generous benefactor And yet how few
aro theto to-day who fulfil those du-
ties with sultable plety!

This age, il any, surely mamfesis
tho spint of zebellion against God,
i 1t thay improus cxy against Christ
agaln grows strong “‘Wo will not
hase this man to reigh over us'’ =
Luc xix., 14)~and that fmplous re-
solve, *'Let us cut Him ofi"'—(Jer.
£1, 19)—uor, indeed, 15 anything tig-
ed more vehemently by very many
than this, that they should banish
und separate God from all intercourse
with men This criminal madness is
not universal, Wo joylully admit, yet
it is lamentable how many have for-
gotten the divino Majesty and His
benefits, and the salvation that was
obtained chiefly through Christ Now,
this wickedness and folly must bo re-
sisted by an increase of general devo-
tion and zeal in the worship of the
Euchari~tic Sacrifice Nothing would
of itsel! bo more full of sweetness and
corsolation to the Christiun soul For
the Victim that is fmmolated is DI-
vine, and, accordingly, the honor that
wo render ihrough it to the Holy
Trinity i3 in proportion to its infinite
dignity, we offer also to the Father
His only begotten Son—an offering
that Is .nflnite in valuc and infinitely
acceptable, hence it is that we not
only give ¥lim thanks for His good-
arsa, but even make }im a return
There is also another twofold and
wonderfu! fruit which may and ought
to bo derived from this great Sacri-
fice The mind grows sad when it re-
flecte on the fearful multitude of
erime which abound on all sides, Qod,
as Wo have said, being neglected and
the divine Majesty despised The hu-
man race, in great part, seenms to call
upon the divine anger, aithough, in-
deed, that harvest ol evil which has
been reaped contains in itsel! tne
ripeness of a just punishment  The
zea! of the faithiul should, therefore,
be aroused to appease God, ‘the
avenging Judge of crime, and obtain
from Him the reform of » sinful age.
This is to be done chiefly by the aid
of this holy sacrifice, For it is by
virtue alone of Christ's death that
men can fully satisty the demands of
divine justire, &nd abundantly obtain
pardon and mercy But this power of
eapiation or of catrcaty Christ wish-
cd to remain wholly in the Eucharist,
which {5 not a mere commemoration
of His death, but a real and wonder-
ful, although unbloody and myslic, re-
newal of it

At the same time let Us conless We
have not a little joy In knowing that
in those last years the minds of the
faithlu} scem to have boen rencwea in
love and reverence for the Sacrament
of the Eucharist, and this gives us a
better hope for the future. For, as
We said n  the beginning, ingehious
piety has done much in this direction,
especially an sodalitics, cither by in-
creasing the spleador of the Euchat-
Iftac rites, or worshipping the Holy
Sacrament constantly by day and
night, and making atonement for the
insults and (njuries it receives But,
Venctable Brethren, 1t is not lawlult
for Us or for you to stop here, for
yet many meore things-remain to be
done or undertaken, so that this, the

most divine work ol all, may be put
in a clearer light and held in preat-
ot honor amor ©+  those who practice
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that so great a mystery may be hone

ored In s manner worthy of its great-
ness Hencoe the works that have been
utidertaken are to be urged on more
vigorously from day to day; old fnsti-
tutions, where they have disappcated,
are to be rencwed, as, for cxample,
the Sodalitics of the Eucharist, the
supplications poured forth to tho
Holy Sacrament exposed for adora-
tion, all the solcmuity o! pomp with
which it was s.rrounded, the plous
the duties of the CJhristian religion,
salutations belore the tabernacles,
and other holy and most profitable
practices of the same nature, in fine,
cverything is to be done that pius
dence and plety could dictate.

PACKING CUT FLUWERS,

At the thine of the wealth of sum-
mer rose bluunung il 1 olten desias
ble io send them Lhiowgh the mail
In fact, cut (lowers of every deserip-
tion are constantly sent through the
malls at this scaxon, but seldom in
such a fashilon as 1o preserve thelr
bloom and freshness, »ays an O
change. To coficet this pack In a light
wooden box, nut using cardboard, line
the box with wadding or cotton bat.
ting, laylng over this a sheet of {ls-
sup paper, then lay the flowers, not
on top of cach other, but {n rows,
sldo by slde, the Dlossoms of each
row on tho stems of their neighbors.
Pack closely, otherwise the flowers
will be displaced and Injured in the
Journey Belore packing they should
stand Jn water for several hours, In
order to absorb molsture chough to
keep them from withering, It is not
well to sprinkle them too heavily atter
they are In the box, for without air
this Is likely to produce mildew. It
is a common practice to wrap a damp
cloth about the stems belore placing
the flowers in the box, but this will
make the packing uneven and causc
the blooms to become brulsed, be-
sides the danger of mildew If the
stems have been allowed to absorb
all the mofsture possible and they
are closely packed, as described, .they
can be sent lonk distances through
the mall, and will be found fresh and
blrlght when they reach thelr destina-
tion.
