CANADIANS BLAMED.

A Sandusky paper, referring to the low
pricc of slack-barrel cooperage stock,
places the blame on Canadian dealers.
It says: Low prices is the cry among
the slack-barrel cooperage manufacturers.
And why the cause? Our belicf is, the
Canadians are supplying the market.
We know it to be the fact that Canadian
manufacturers have agents located at
Minneapolis, and if an Awmerican firm
offers cooperage there, heis at once un-
derbid by these agents.  Canadian

firms have in store at Sandusky probably
not less than 6,000,000 staves, and have
put in here, by water, we think, no? less
than 12,000,000 this year. From here
they shipped them by railto wherever
they can find a market. All this certain-
ly goes a long ways towmd reducing
prices.  The tight-barrel coopers are
morc fortunate.

COLONIAL TRADE,

Hon. Jjoseph Chamberlain, Colomal
Secretar,, has sent a despatch to the
governors of British colonies relative to
the import of foreign goods, which is of
interest in connection with the develop-
ment of commercial rclations between
Great Britain and her colonies.  He also
asks for “a return of any products of the
colony under your government which
might advantageously be exported to the
United Kingdom or uther parts of the
British Empire, but do not at present find
a sufficient market there, with any infor-
mation in regard to quality, price or
freight which may be useful to British im-
porters.” This has an important bearing
on the lumber trade.

CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Tuu sale at such an carly date of next
season’s cut of deals by same of the large
firs is « remarkable feature of the mar-
ket. Last year the comuing cut was not
contracted for till January, while this year
it was sold the end of October and early
in Nuvember. The disposal of suh a
large amount of timber stll standing in-
sures a certain amount of work for the
woods and at the mills in the spring, and
gives a degree of buoyancy and hope that
is encournging. The prospect of & good
trade in board tmber next scason is favor-
able, as a large quantity of Canadian pine
will be required for ship building in Eng-
land, which is reviving, and for several
new vessels which are to be built far the
British navy. Trade is taking on the
holiday quietness, and in manufacturing
ceaters stock-taking is in order, so that
buyers do not care to 1alk business till
they sce how they stand. It isnot ex-
pected the past seasen will turn ot to
have been a very profitable one.  On the
Upper Ottawa the season so far ha been
favorable for operations. At the camps
on the Kippewa theie is about a foot of
snow. In the Georgian Bayv district,
especially about French river, work is
said to be impeded by heavy falls of snow.
There is adepthof 21: feetreported there
The roads are in bad order for haunling
‘n many places because the snow fell
before the ground fraze up.  There is no
movement of storks to report, and prices
remain about the same.

QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

Local demand in the province of Que-
bee, espeaally ia the eostern tow nships,
has dimmmished the amount of spuce
shipped to the United States the past
scason. The local marketin New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia has not made such
demands, and shipments have been on an
cenlarged scale, with the prospect of baing
still greater next pear.  Hence operations
in the woods are active and will doubtless
continue so throughout the winter should
the weather be favorable. The demand
in the eastern market keeps up well for
this season, and good spruce, and hem-
lock too, sell freely. The pourer qualiues
are not wanted. The New Lugland as
well as the Briush market 1s1n better con-
dition than a menth or two ago. Spruce
isnow quoted at Roston .  Frames $14.50
to $15; yard random $13.50 to $14;
boards $1. and $10; clapboards extra $33
and $32; clear $30; sccond clear $25;
lath $2 10 $2.15 ; shingles $2.75, $2.35 and
$u.7s.

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

A quiet time is expected ull Febroary,
when spring vrders will begin to materia-
hze. Eight vessels are loading for foreign
ports, but no new charters are reported.
Lacal sales ate of tofling amuunt. Fol-
lowing are latest quotations of Douglas
fir for foreign shipment : Rough merchant.-
able, urdinary sizes, in lengths o go feet
inclusive, per M feet $7; deck plank,
rough, aserage length 35 feet, per M $13,
dressed T and G flooring, per M $13;

UNITED STATES.

Quietness 1n the marketis the universal
report from all parts of the country. Usu-
ally there 1s cousiderable distribution 1n
December, tius year there has been httle.
The demand in the ecast has been better
thanin the west.  Buffalo and Tonawanda
report wood sales of white pine and hem-
lock. Jigh grade white pme is hard
10 get, incoarse lumber the market is
overstocked.  The demand for  yellow
pine has fallen off, but the mull men are
well organized and prices keep up.  Hard-
wood is quiet. Factory consumers have
stopped buying ull stocktaking is com-
pleted. The prospect for next year is
good.

IOREIGN,

There is Little to report from the Eng-
Iish tmber market this week. Business
15 quict and 15 not Likely toarevive till afier
the new year. There are some cargoes
yet o arnive from the Baluc and Canada,
and as stocks arc unusually moderate,
the arrivals are likely to command good
piices. Swedish and White Sea goods
ate in competition for neat year, but
prices do not appear yet to be fixed, and
dealets are fecling their way rather than
going in.o actual transactions. Sweden
is _looking towards South Africa for a
market also, and so may come into com
petition with the Pacific coast and other
places which have already seccuted that
trade. Already charters are being made
for neat scison. Inguiries, with a view
to fining tonnage for through the scason
shipments arc being made, and vessel
owners are willing to close busincss on
that basis at moderate rates. DBut such
transactions arc largely speculative, for
there may be a considerable advance or
dechine in freights as the seasonadvances.
Time charters are being considered, anew
form of freighting. It implies that the
steamer is at the unrestricted disposal of
the merchant within certain specfied
dates. This insures prompt delivery but
necessitates  extra responsibility on the
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part of the charterer in securing outward
cargo, providing coal, stevedores and other
expenses, work with which he is not
fuamiliar.  “~me chaiters of this kind
have been made at a figure which means
205 to 225 Gd from the Lower Gulf to
east coast for smaller steamers, and 20s
ora trific less for those of 300 standards
capacity up. Severe frost has about closed
Baltic ports. Eleven vessels timber laden
are reported afloat for United Kingdam
ports from New Brunswick and six from
the St. Lawrence. Famworth & Jardine,
in their circular, dated 1st Dec, speak
thus orthe previous months’ trade: “The
business during the month has been fair*
sausfactory, imports moderate, and tae
deliveties about an average of the season
of the year. Values generally have been
maintained, ina few of the leading arti-
cles a further slight advance has taken
place, still, as this improvement has been
more than met by the higher rates of
freight and insuranze, shippers should
act with prudence, as the present improve-
ment is caused more by the supply being
limited than by any actual increase in the
demand; stocks are moderate jthough
generally ample.”

STOCKS AND. PRICES,

The Longford Lumber Company will
iake out 9,000,000 feet this winter.

The Conger Lumber Co., of Parry
Sound, are offering to purchase 3,000,000
feet of hemlock logs.

Mr. Thos. Bearman, of Chesley, Ont.,
1s in the market to purchase a quantity of
maple and rock elm logs)

Only two and a half million feet of lum-
ber was moved from the Minneapolis
market during Thanksgiving week.

A report comes from the north that the
Gilmour Company, operating in the town-
ships of Peck and Hunter, bordering on
the Algonquin Park, have decided to stop
cutting on their limits for this season, and
that 700 men will lose their winter em-
ployment in ccnsequence. -

A St john, N. B, paper says there is
only about one half the quantity of logs
usually available at this season of the
year, and this with the stiffening of the
Enghsh, and the opening of the Ameri-
can market, has caused an advance al-
ready of §1 perthousand in next spring’s
contracts.

Mr. D. B. McNabb has returued from
2 business trip to Tonawanda, Buffaloand
Rochester, where he arranged for the
sale of the output of his mill at Ingoldsby.
He reports the outlook on the other side
to be much brighter than was the case
some months ago. He will start his mill
early in January cutting hardwood timber,
for which he finds a ready sale in the
Amencan market.

A syndicate represented by A. S. Dick-
son, of Blyth, and James Lockart, of Mc-
Killop are said to have purchased timber
linits in the latter township, county of
Huron, and will build a saw mill. The
property consists of 886 acres, and was
sold for $§40,000. Itisin the gthand 1o0th
concessions. When the timber is removed
most of the land will be fit for agncuiteral
purposes.

‘The output of lumber this season in the
Ottawa Valley has been brought up to
something like what it was five or six
years agoin the days when Eddy, Perley

& Pattee, Grier & Co., and others now out
ofthe business were running their mills
night and day, by the operations of the
St. Anthony Lumber Co. at their new
mill at Whitney. \ithout this there would
have been a marked falling off.

The lumber combine entered into
among the producers on the Pacific coast,
while it will advance export prices, will
not affect local prices in British Columbia,
or prices of lumber shipped to the North-
west, Manitoba or the eastern provinces.
Only foreign trade is affected, and such
being the case, the new arrangement will
bring no drawbacks to the general pub.
lic.

Mr. F. E. Neale, representing Neale,
Harrison & Co., of Liverpool, has shipped
6,000,000 feet this season from Miramichi,
N. B,, and arrangements have been made
for alarger amount next year. The last
cargo for the season, consisting of bicch
and spruce, went by barque Teresa Ac-
came, for the Bristol channel. Mr. T.
B. Neale visited the Miramichi personally
this year.

The Restigouche river has been deep-
ened sothat large vessels can goup to
Campbeliton, N. B., and it is stated that
Price Bros., of Quebec, and other outside
operators, as well as the local mills, will
henceforth ship in summer direct from
Campbellton to Britain. The cut on the
Restigouche last season was between
12,000,000 and 14,c00,000, and it will be
larger the coming season. Large quanti-
ties of shingles are also sent to the United
States.

The stock of lumber of Kelsey & Gil-
lespie, insolvents, Buffalo, was sold by
auction on the 4th of December for $38,-
230. It had been almost closed out at
$30,000, but at the suggestion of one of the
creditors was put up ‘o competition, started
at $30,000, and ran up to the figure
named above, at which it was knocked
down to Mr. Robert L. Fryer, of Buffalo.
Mr. A. A, Scott, of Toronto,.who was an
interested party, was a bidder. The stock
consisted of pine and hardwood.

Messrs. Johnson & Beveridge have
purchased the timber on the Shawanaga
Indian Reserve, says a Parry Sound ex-
change, through the Indian agent, Dr.
Walton. The timber is 1o be cut and
skidded by Indian labor, and Messrs.
Johnson & Beveridge are to do the draw-
ing to the water and driving, using Indian
labor as far as possible. The cut will be
between half a million and a million feet.

Messes. Young Bros. & Co., of Parrs-
boro, have purchased from the estate of
N. L. Todd & Co,, St. Stephen, N. B,,
thieir timber property, comprising 68,000
acres and the saw mills at St. Margaret’s
Bay. The price paid is said to have been
$90,000. Messrs. Young Bros. & Co.
have ownsd for a nnmber of years the
Halfway River and River Herbert nulls
and cut annually from eight toten mil-
lions of deals besides a lot of other lum-
ber. Mr. B. E. Young, who has been
manager at Parrsboro, will leave in the
spring totake charye of the new property.

The Prescott lumber firm, composed of
Isaac, George and Crandall Prescott, has
this year commenced lumbering opera-
tions on the North Shore at New Mills,
N. B, This firm bhas carried on a very
profilable business in Albert county for a
number of years, and this season will
operate still more extensively. Already

two million feet have been got out at New
Mills, aud it is the intention to get out
two million more. A saw null, having a
capacity of about 30,000 feet per
day, and of the most modern type, will be
erected next spring.  The Dbusiness 1s
under the management of Mi. Craundall
Prescott.

Mr. J. A. Ellis, of Fenelon Falls, closed
his millon Dec. 7th, aftera successful
season’s run. He states that while the
price of lumber has been very low, he has
succeeded i disposing of nearly his entire
output, believing it better to sell at a
small profit rather than store n the yard,
as many of the big concerns arc doing,
as he thinks that when prices de advance
a trifle the effect of so many large stocks
being rushed to the market will be to still
further depress the price for a time.  Mr.
Ellis will not send any men into the woods
this winter, as he hasa large stock of
logs on hand for next season, and <an
secure what additional logs he may need
from jobbers.
