The Winnipeg oxhibition committee met
Hon. Mr. Dewdacy when ia the city last week
and made him an offer of $20 per acre for the
80 acres of Dominion Government land just
north of the C.P.R. track. Mr. Dewdney said
he would recommend the offer for acceptance,

As a result of the dry season and scarcity of
wild hay last year, a good many farmers have
this year imdertaken to experiment with culti-
vated grasses. A good desl .of millet and
Hungavian grass has been sown. One retail
seed dcaler in Winnipeg, who only sold a
couple of hundred bushels of this seed last
year, had his sales of this article increased this
year to over 1,500 bushels.

An eclectric light company has been formed
at Portage la Prairie.

Canadian Facific Telegraph.

This system is becoming an important one
throughout Canada. In an interview with o
reporter, Superintendent Jenkins, of the C.P.R.
system, gave the following statement of the
operations of the company :—

“Construction operations are very brisk with
us in Eastern Cauada and the Maritime Pro-
vinces. Our system there is being much en.
larged between important centres and is other-
wise being greatly oxtended. On the western
division considerable work is already in hand,
or arranged for this year. The line along the
Regioa and Long Lako railway, about 70 miles
of which was put up last season, will be com-
pleted to Prince Albert, 245 miles, in six weeks
or two months time. This will be a strictly
standard line. Connection will be had at
* Saskatoon with the Goveroment lives to Battle-

ford and Edmontor, instead of at Qu’Appelle

as at present. 'That part of the Government
system between Qu’Appelle and Clarke’s Cross-
ing, and Clarke’s Crossing and Prince Albert
will be abandoned, having served its purpose.

he Government may cDerate, a® a telephone
line, o portion of the.r line between Clarke'’s

Crossing and Prince Albert, connecting certain

stations which are some distance from the

railway.

“It is expected that one hundred miles or
more of now and standard iine will be put up
along the Calgary and Edmonton railway this
year. Work will commence in a fow weeks.
The line along the Squris branch is now build-
ing. A line will also be put up along the rail-
way oxtension from Glenboro to Souris, An
additional wire will be strung between Souris
and Brandon. This will give us another and
gixth wire to Brandon and place Brandon as
well ar Wireipeg in direct connection with all
offices on these branches; “‘direct wires” mean
¢prompt service,” you know. Should the crop
outlook continue bright an additional wire on
the Southwestern will be necessary and will be
strung. We also have a gang ou the line
betyveen Winnipeg and Port Arthur, effect-
ing certain improvements and doing general
repairs.

“We will shortly start the stringing of a
fourth through wire to the coast to enablo us
to properly care for the enurmous press of

transcontinental business, which is steadily
increasing, coming to us from the Pacific coast
as far south as San Bernadino, Cal.,, and from
Eastern Canada, the Middle and Atlanticstates.
This wire will be a heavy one, No. 6 grage,
and will be duplexed. The wire ig being im.
ported from Germany, and a portion of it is
now on the sea. Work will commence about
August 1st. We are for the present well pro-
vided with wires east from Winnipeg.

““Manitobans, and especially Winnipeggers,
may be surprised, and ¢ uld, I think, be
pleased to know that Winnipeg is now one of
the most important telogeaph centres existing
anywhere. All trauscontinental business pass-
ing over our system is, in addition to the local
and Canadian business passing east and west,
relayed or repeated in our city office here.
Direct duplex circuits are daily worked with
Vancouver and San Francisco in the west, and
Ottawa, Toronto, Montreal and New York in
the east. From twelve to fourteen hundred
messages are daily handled in our Winnipeg
officc, exclusive of thousands of words of press
report. Our staff at present numbers, outside
the messenger force and branch offices, over
thirty operators.

“When do you expect a visit from Mr.
Hosmer?”

“I don’t know. I guess heis pretty busy,
Mr. Hosmer, besides being manager of the
Canadian Pacific system, is general manager of
the Pacific Postal Telegraph Company, of
which Mr. John W. Mackay is president, and
Mr. Van Horne vice-president. He will short-
1y be clected a director of the Postal Telegraph
Cable Co., of New York, which is our principal
American conunection. He is also, along with
Mr. Van Horne, a director of the Commercial
Cable Co., the Canadian Pacific having recently
acquired a large interest in these splendid
cables. We connect with the Commercial
cables at New York and Cause, Nova Scotia.
Our line at Canso was recently completed in
order to make this connection. This gives
Canadians a practically independent cable
service. Canadian cablegrams are flashed back
and forth cutirely through British and Canadian
territory. The Canvadian press will no doubt
soon receive their own despatches from Britain
and Europe and will not bo obliged to use, as is
often tho case now, ncws matter specially com.
piled and doctored to swit the American
public.”

Lumber Cuttings,

Products of the forest to thoe amount of
$2,041,095 were exported from Canada during
May.

J. A. Christie, of Brandon, is adding a planer
to his saw-mIll with a capacity of 90,000 fect
daily.

The sawmill at Millwood, Man., is running
full time with a staff of forty-five men. They
are turning out about 25,000 feet of lumber per
day.

The Toronto board of trade has finally
adopted the rules for the inspection of pine and
hardwood lumber as published in these columns
a few weeks ago.

The Westorn Lumber Company are building
anow tug at Fort Francis for Rainy Lake.
About 40,000,080 feet of logs are to come down
from Rainy Lake this sexson and about the same
from the Minnesota Rivers.

Canadian grey elx is meeting with an in-
creased demand in the Eastern States. It is
vather soft wood and will not warp, and is used
for furniture, imitation walnut. It usually sells
for from $18 to $20 on the cars at Buffalo.

The Dominion Government has approved of
the tariff and tolls to be charged by the Sable
and Spanish Boom aund Slide Company, of
Algoma, on saw logs, timber and lumber pass-
ing through the booms and other works on the
Spanish river.

Al ii to regulate the management of lumber
rafts upon the great lakes is being discussed in
the House at Washington. The provisions of
this bill are that rafts shall not exceed 550 feet
in length, and not less than two tugs shall be
employed in handling each. Any buoys that
have been dragged from their place arc to be
replaced and proper lights must be carried.
Heavy penalties are prescribed for violating the
provisions of the bill.

The report of the Minister of Crown Lands
recently issued, states that there arc 20 saw

lls in the province of British Columbia, with

daily capecity in the aggregate of 170,000 or
about 275,000,000 per annum. The acreage of
timber leases held from the Provincial Govera-

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"~ FIRE PROTECYION,

The question of fire insurance is one of gen-
oral interest to business men, and anything new
in this dircotion is always worthy of attention.
Firo insranco in the West has long heen a
burning question. Insurancorates haveandare
still very high hete. While thorc has been a
good deal of grumbling against the iusuraunce
companies on the one hand, the latter claim that
rates aro as low as they can be snade consider-
fug the risks which must be taken, and pho
general lack of appliauces in many country
towns for coping with fires,

It is not at present the intention to discuss
rates. The matter of providing fire protection
is of as great, if not of greater, importance
than that of insurance rates. In conjunction
with the discussion of rates, this journal
has always urged the nccessity of providing
overy possible protection against fire. Business
men a8 well a8 insurance companies are inter-
ested in preventing the destruction of property
from fire. A new plan of fire protection, pro-
posed by a Winnipeg insurance man, will there-
fore be of interest to merchants throughout
the country.

Mr. A. Holloway, of this city, has recently
published a circular giving particulars of a
plan of fire protection which he proposes for
small towns, where other modes of protection
cannot be conveniently applied. His plan is to
have fire walls erected at stated distances, to
serve as & break in the long rows of wooden
buildings. Our smaller prairie towns are made
up almost entirely of wooden buildings, and as
a rule these buildings are strung along in a row,
closo together. A gnod fire wall erected here
and there, would no dou:bt serve as an excellent
break, and would save a great deal of property
from destruction, Once a fire gets fairly start-
ed in one of these wooden towns, it means the
destruction of all the property within its reach.
This has been the experience of many western
towns in the past. The cost of procuring ef-
ficient fire protective appliances is considerable,
while in some instances the cost of providing a
supply of water would be so great as to be
beyond the means of tho smallar towns.
Another important matter is kesping fire pro-
tective appliances in repair, and it is often the
experience that when they are needed they are
not ready for use. The fire-wall would hava
this advantage, that it would not get out of
order, and would be always on guard, and
“ready for business.”

Mr. Holloway claims for his system: that the
fire-walls can be erected “‘at infinitely less
cost than the purchase of fire appliances.”
This wo are not able to dispute, as we have not
the necesseryjknowledge of building to prepare
an estimate of the cost of the walls, The cost,
however, would vary in differvat towns, ac-
cording to the supply of material at hand,fete.
The proposal is to have walls erected of a thick-
ness of nine inches for ~n3 story buildings, thir-
teen inches thick at the base and vine inches
thick on the upper story for two stery buildiogs,

and eighteen inches thick for tho two firat
and nine inches thick for the third story of
three story buildings. The walls would extend
some distanco above the roof and sufliciently in
the rear to protect adjoining buildings. The
walls could be used by parties buildiog on either
side, thus decreasing the cos®, of such buildings.
This is tho plan proposed, and we give it for
the consideration of those interested.

A plan of .the town of Oak Lake, Manitoba,
has been prepared by Mr. Holloway, showing
insurance rates with and without tne firc-walls.
The rate of §7 20 on tho hotel he proposes to
wnake $4.50 with the fire walls. The rate of
26.45 on the business places of the town
he would reduce to $3.156 to §3.60. A propor-
tionate reduction would also be made on the
contents of buildings.

" REFUSING BUTTER.

A little feeling has been raised between the
merchants and farmers of the Morden district
because tho dealers of that place have decided
to discontinue the custom of taking butter in
trade. That the business men of Morden
should come to this decision, is not at all to be
wondered at. It is a well-kuown fact that
handling butter has been the cause of a great
deal of loss to merchants of late years. In fact
it has been a most unprofitable business all
through, and the outlook for the future is not
any better. Butter values are low in all
markets, and a good deal of the stuff which
country merchants are obliged to take is prac-
tically unsaleable except for grease. With
abundance of butter and low prices, consumers
will take nothing but the choicest article, and
the balance is a drug everywhzre.

But aside from this aspect of the case al-
together, why should merchauts take butter in
trade or on account any more than they should
take any other article which the farmer wishes
to dispose of ? The farmer who wished to fill
the merchant’s cellar up with turnipsin ex-
change for goads, would have as good reason to
grumble at a refusal to do business on these
lines, s would the farmer who was refused
goods in exchange for butter. Wheat is an
artic'e of far more staple value than butter, and
why should not this be taken in exchange as a
matter of course ?

The sooner this truck-and-trade business is
done away with the better it will be for all
concerned. The merchant pays legal tender
for his goods, und he should dispose of them as
nearly as possible in the same way. If he takes
all sorts of truck in trade heis certain to lose
occasionally, as he cannot be expected to know
the value of produce thoroughly and attend to
his other business at the same time. Tho best
way to handle butter would be for farmers to
dispose of it for cash to parties who would
make a business of buying it in that way, the
same as grain, cattle, meats, cic., are now
bought and sold. The farmer could then take
hi¢ cash to the merchant and buy goods and he
would probably do better than under the ex-
change system.

So far as butter is concerned the truck-and-
trade system has worked a great injury. It
has been found practically impossible for deal-
ers to discriminato as to quality when taking
butter in trade. For fear of offending custo-

mers they havo been obliged to take all qualities
of butter at about tho same price, and this
meant that thoy had either to pay too much for
poor butter or two little for choice. On an
average the prico generally paid has been in
excess of real value, as many merchants havs
vound out to their sorrow. By the refusal of
merchants to take butter in exchange for thelr
goods, the trade would be thrown into the
hands of produce dealers who would buy it
according to quality for what it was worth,
snd the result would be to place the butter
trade of tho country ou a better footing than it
over can attain under the present system. By
paying cash for butter according to quality the
production of choice butter would be encour-
aged, and the country would be the gainer
thoreby. THar CoMMeRciAL has wmore than
onco stated ero thia that the best way to solve
the butter question would be for merchants to
give up taking the article in trade, and allow
produce dealers to purchase it for cash for what
it was worth,

iNore.—The article ahove was written on
the sirengti of an item which appeared in the
Morden AMontor. We learn from a Morden
merchant that the roport in the Monitor is mis.
leadmg. What the Morden merchants have
refused to do ia to aceapt butter in payment of
book accounts. They still take butter in trade
at its cash market value when packed in new
tubs, and they have also refused to supply
customers with tubs frco, as has been the
custom in some parts of Manitoba heretofore.
‘The Morden merchents in making this moveare
simply carrying out the resolution nnanimous.
ly adopted at the merchants’ convention held
in Winnipeg last winter. The Morden mer-
chant referred to above, says there is no bad

feeling between the farmers and merchants
upon the butter question. ]

THE BEHRING SEA TROUBLE.

That thore has been something of a back-
down on the part of the United States Govern-
ment from the absurd position taken on the
Bebring Sea difficulty, seems to be generally
understood. Though there is a good deal of
official secrecy as to the actual state of affairs,
enough has leaked out one way and another to
convince the public that such is the case. Itis
stated on apparently good authority, that the
British Government determined that further
seizures of British vessels in Behring Sea would
not be tolerated, and rotified the Washington
authorities to this eud. This report comin
from London is apparently borno out by certain
naval movements, such as the strengthening of
the British fleet in the North Pacific and other
American waters, At the same time reports
come from Washington that the authorities
there have flunked on the Behring Sea question.
The Detroit Free Fress, for instance, sarcasti-
cally remarke that Sir Julian Paunceforte,
British Minister at Washington, is not now
negotiating with Mr. Blaine npon this question,
because ‘‘he doesn’t have to,” intimating there.
by that the Government had backed down from
its protensions ae to jurisdiction in Bohring Sea.
It seems to bogencrally conceded that Canadian
sealers will not be molested this season. This
would go to show that if the British Goverment
had used a little firmness on the start and
undertaken to protect British suips in pursning
a Jawful avocation in Bebring Sea, the question
would have been satisfactorily scttled long ago,
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THE NOTHWESIERN MAIL.

% The mills of the gnds grind slowly,” says a
well-known chestnut, and evidently the pcople
along tho Manitoba & Northwestern railway
think thore is more truth than poetry in this
oft-ropeated quotation, \Weeks have ran into
months, and tho months may perhaps go .0
make ,up years, before their cry for botter
mail facilities is heeded by tho authorities at
* Ottawa.

Ouae would suppose that in such au important
service as that supplied by the post office do-
partmont, no timo would bo lost in taking ad-
vantage of every occurrence to improve the
service. Such evidently is not the case. No
matter what the exigoencics of the situation
may bo, a 1ong routine of red tapo must be
gono through with beforo & matter can be
brought before the notice of these slow-.going
postul officinls. The department muat be kept
up with all due dignity, aod it would be very
undignified to at onco take steps to remedy an
existing ovil, simply at tho prayer of tho ple-
bean masses.

In the case of the Northwestern railway
mails, it is difficult to see why there should
have been any delay whatever in adapting the
mail service to the altered conditions. There
is every reason why the change should have
been made at once, aud apparently no reason
for the unreasonable delay which has occurred.

The mails for the country served by the
Northwestern railway are taken from Winnipeg
to Portage la Prairie by tho Canadian Pacific,
and there transferred to the Northwestern train,
The returning mail is transferred in the samo
way at Portage to the Canadian Pacific for
\Winunipeg. Formerly the passenger train ser-
vice of the Northwestern railway had its east.
ern terminus at Portage la Prairie, and close
connection was made there with the Canadian
Pacific to and from Winnipeg. Somo months
ago, however, the Northwestern railway sccur-
cd a running arrangement over the Canadian
Pacific, between Portage and Winnipeg, so that
its trains now run right into the city. This
arrangement broke the connection at the Port-
age with the express on the Canadian Pacific,
and the Northwestern trains are not now run
80 as to make connection at Portage with: the
mail and express service on the former road.
The result is that the Northwestern express
leaves the city ahead of the mail train on the
Caunadian Pacifie, and proceeds on to the end of
theroad. The Canadian Pacific trr.in, carrying
the Northwestern mail, leaves the city
some time later. The Northwestern mail is
dumped off at the Portage, but the express on
the Northwestern road has already passed on,
and the mail is left over for twenty-four hours
at Portage. To remedy this stato of things it
would only be necessary to send the North-
western mail direct from Winnipeg by the trair
ru~ ‘rgover this road, instead of sending iv part
of the gy by &.later train on the Canadian
Pacifigyyand the balance of the way by the
Northwagteru train ;the fol’ swing day. The
change-wanld huve involve.: no extra work and
would.have.caused no.incvcvenience to the local
postal.employes.’. Theonly thing necessary is
that the dgpartment should order the change,
and it woyld be.acoomplished. But the thing

still goos on in the old way, ridiculous as it is,
while the pcople aro obliged to submit to great
inconvenionces as a result of the unuecssary
delay. A change, such as that made neccssary
by the runniag of the Northwestern trains into
tho city, should have been made within a vory
fow days at least, and it sholys supremeo disre.
gard for the public welfare, on the part of the
Ottawa postal authorities, that this matter has
been allowed to go on so long in this way.

UNITED STATES OATTLE,

A very strong effort is being made in the
United States to improve the conditions under
which cattle may be exported to Great Britain.
This ecffort is directed mainly to impress the
British public with the belief that there is no
causo for alarm as to the existence of discase
among cattle in the United States. The
Washington authorities have decided to station
three veterniary inspectors abt the principal
British ports, to examine cattle coming in from
tho States.

Unfortunately, just at the time that an extra
offort was being put forth to prove the health-
fulnesss ¢ United States cattle, a cargo landed
in Liverpool from New York, is found to be
affected with pleuro-pneumonia. Under these
circumstances and in the face of the actual ex-
istence of the dreaded disease armong'cattle im-
ported from the United States, neither the
newspapers nor the politicians of the latter
country are likely to have much influence upon
popular opinion in Great Britain.

Tho object of our neighbors to the south, of
course, is to securo the removal of the restrict-
ions placed upon cattle imported into Great
Britain from their country. The fact that
Canadian cattle are admitted into Great Britain
freo from tha restrictions which have Leen
placed upon importations from the United
States, is a very sore poiut to the shippers of
the latter country. That Canadian shippers
should have an advantage not accorded them-
selves is very distasteful to them. Canada
anjoys this exemption not as a favor shown heve
by Great Britain, but as an act of justice. Our
cattle are free from the plague which dcvastates
herds in the United States, and it is not only
unnecessary, but it would be unjust to place
restrictions upon cattle imports from this coun.
try, the same as upon cattle coming from coun-
tries affected with disease,

The advantages which we enjoy in this matter
should stinjulate our cattle men to even greater
care in preventing the existence of disease
among their herds, while shippers should use
every precaution in making np their shipments.
These individual efforts can be further seconded
by the Government, in keeping up au efficient
gystem of officipl, x'ngpggcjon, and’ continuing
strict quarantine opcattlo brought into the
country from the south. ;

GEITING EVEN WITH.THE EAST.
Truth, published at New Westminster, B.C.,
endeavors to justify the imposition of a tax
upon commercial 1.~vn'lers on the ground that
it is an cffort to get even with Eastern Canada
on the tariif issne, ZTru'h says:—

“On general terms, and as an abstract pro-
position, wo agcee that the tax complained’ of

is bad. If trade were freo in this Canada of
ours tho thing would be wholly indnfensible.
But trade is not free, and tho restriction* that
oxist in the geueral law are such that fostor
commercial and industrial trado of some kinds
in the east while they are & hindrance to com-
merco here. This province is so highly taxed
by the tariff that living is rendered decar, and
prices of all commoditics are immensoly in-
creased by it. If wo are to have protection, as
it is called, let us have it all round. The cast-
ern merchant and manufacturer can carry on
their operations much more cheaply than can
those in the west, simply fer tho reason that
the tariff compels us to purchase our supplies
in a discant market and at much highor prices
than would bo the case if trade wore free. This
is to the advantage of the cast and to the dis-
advantage of the west. Why, then, should
things not be‘evened up a little By putting a
local’ tax on the eastern man whenYw comes
here .to do business. The tax on commercial
trav-llors is simply another form of so-called
protection, and what is sauce for the goose
should be sauce for the gander.”

Evidently 7Truth belicves that two blacks
will make a white, or at least that the perpot-
uation of one wrong is oxcuse for imposing
another. \Would it not be better for British
Columbia to make an honest effort to remedy
the existing ovil? The people of British Coi-
umbia have made very little effort to thr.w off
the tariff burden, and if wo mistake not, the
whole body of reprosentatives of that province
in Farliament have supported protection,

While the commercial travellers’ *ax is au
evil, it isa puny one in comparison with the
greater injustices inflicted upon sections of the
country through the working of our great
National Policy. British Columbia, together
with Manitoba and the rest of Western Canada,
feels severely the burde:s of protection, and it
is not to be wondcred at that an effort to strike
back should be made.

The Tea Trade of India.

The Loadon Colonies and India says that the
past year was one of tho greatest in importance
that the Indian tea industry has ever seen. The
efforts made to introduce Irdian tea into other
countries had been carried on on a larger scale
in the past year than they had ever tried before,
In United States and in Canada British-grown
tea was the topic to which almost everywhere
the trade was turning the most serious atten.
tion, and it was generally admitted that the
future for Indian tea in those countries was
assured. The statistics given in the report
showed most extraordinary resulta. From
January 1 to May 31 the figures were literally
astounding, and they had alimost entireiy re.
versed the relative positions of the India and
China tea that they held three years ago. The
imports ol Indian tea last year represented as
nearly as possible £3,000,000, The imports
during 1869-90 of Indian tez were 101,052,264
pounds, and of Ceylon tes 34,216,224 povnds,
compared with 93,203,927 pounds of China tea.
In 1884.85 the imports of China tea were 142,-
476,000 pounds, compared with 2,481,910 pounds
of Coylon and 61,472,112 pounds of Indian teas.
The deliveries for home consumption of Indian
tea had increased from 69,108,930 pounds in
1884-85 to 101,167,868 pounds in 1889-90, while
Ceylon had increased from 2,046,560 pouuds to
31,946,972 pounds, compsared with o decrease,
in the same period of China tea from 116,662,
279 pounds to 55,335,522 pounds,
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Sugar Beets in the West,

A correspondent at Whitowood, Assiniboia
Territory, writes as follows ;:—

«The Count de Roflinag, of Whitowood, has
loft for Franco on business conuected with the
cstablishment of a beet root sugar factory at
Whitewood. The Couat has succeeded in get.
ting the farmers hero thoroughly interested in
the scheme and thrso hundred of thom have
sown an average of five acres cach with beots
ag an experimont. The crop promises to turn
out botter than anticipated, and the Count is
satisfied that the finest quality of beets can be
grown hore, and ho has also satisfied himself
that tho market for sugar in tho West is large
eaough to support a home factory. He has
secured statistics which show that 9,000,000
pounds of sugar ars consumed in Manitoba and
the western territories yearly, aud thal the
trade is worth 8500,000. The Count says those
figures alone will bo sufficient inducement to de-
cide the gentleman who propose to start the
factory to proceed with the work this secason.
The C unt will return with this gentloman in
September, and ho hopes that the factory will
be ready for operation before the end of
November. Tho machinery is already pur
chased, sud tho gentleman in question, who has
one factory in Germany and another in South
America, has $200,000 ready to invest in the
enterprise,

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WINNIPEG MONEY MARKET.

In the moacy market tho same features
provail, namely; general scarcity of cash aud
slow paymonts. So fur as these featu.es are
concerned, there is o improvement to noto.
However, ay the time passes away, every week
brings us nearar S0 that future for which all are
anxiously waiting. The harvest time is
gradually drawing nearer, aud the crop outlook
is still good. Every week that pasees by with-
out an impairment of the crop prospect increases
the feeling of confidence, and renders ihe out.
look for the future more certain. Thesituation
is thus one of hopefulnces, though there will be
moro or less anxicty until the harvest is actual-
lyassured. In the meantime, there is vo change
to note in the intere:t rates, cte.

WINKIPEG WHOLESALE TRADE.

As the harvest tine draws near the activity
in the agricultural machinery trade increases,
and the prospect is the® the scason will bea
heavy one for houses in this branch. The
binder twine situation is intercsting, and fears
of a coming scercity of twine aro increasing.
There may be some great hustling for twioe
before the season is over. This scems to e the
belief among dealers. The trade in building
material is only fairly active, aud in some
departments is dull. Fruits are in good de.
mand. The weather conditions have been
favorable for the jobbing trade, os the warm
summer has been such as to encourage a large
consumption, but at the same time it has been
unfavorable for shippers, who have had many
lots come in in bad condition. Cured meats
have a firmer tendency, while fresh beef con-
tinues to decline in price.  Grains, flour, meals,
feed, etc., arc steady. Farmers produce, with
the exception of cggs, arc increasing in supply
and tending lower m price. The supply of
home grown vegetables, green stuff, etc., is
very abundant and includes all varieties, and
the quality good. Native wild fenits are offer-
iog freely on the macket.

FISIL.

The variety in the market is still limited, as
the warm weather makes dezlers cautious about
bringing in stocks. Stocks of fresh fish are
confined to the following varicties, and jobbing
asuoted: Whitefish, Sc Ib.; Lake Superior
trout, 10c1b.; B.C. salmon, 15¢ 1b. The latter
atticle is scarce and firmer in price at present.
In cured fish, smoked goldeyes are quoted at
40c perdozen; salt whitefish, $5 per keg of 100
pounds. :

GREEN FRUITS.

There is some improvement in the varicty in
the market, and trade is Lrisk. OUranges are
very scarce and tho market was baro of this
feuit at the closo of last week. Sowe smzll
lots are expected ina day or two, and prices
for these will be fully as high aslast week's
quotations, which were §8 to §9.50 per box, for
Rodi variety. Lemons are firm and in bLrisk
demand.  Mclons continuc to decline.  Straw.
berrics are now about dono for this year. Blue-
berrics commenced o arrivo last week, but
only a few very small lote. A few other
varictics of mative wild froits are offcred on
the market. Quotations here aro as follows :—
Mcessina lgmons, §8 to 89 per box; Bananas,
yeliow, §3 o §3.75; dc., ted, $2.75 to §3.50;
tomatoes, S2 to $2.50 per crate of 25 pounds or
§1 per box; watermelons, $5.50 to $6,50 a doz

California fruits ate quoted : Peaches, $3.50
box; apricots, §3.23 per crate; pears, $6 to $7
per box; plums, $3.25 to $4.25 per box as to
variety; now apples, in bacrels, $7.50; do., in
boxes, 75¢ per box.
AGR(CGLTURAL IMPLEMENTS.

Interest is now largely ceutered in binder
twine. Our remarks of last weak under the
hiead of “Binder Twino Outlook, = will apply
wit greaterforze. Orders have been coming in
briskly for twine, but a large percentage of far-
mers have ot yet ordered. Dealers arcalready
becoming alarmed that the supply will be short,
and a lively scramble for twine, with higher
rices before the scason is over, is now consid-
cred certain.  In the meantime thero has been
no actual charnge in prices.

WHOLESALE PRODUCE MARKRTS,
WINNIPEG.

WHEAT

There was very little change in wheat prices
in leading markets last weck, prices ruling 4 to
Ic. lower toward the close of the week. The
statement on Monday, July 14, stowed the
visible supply had decreased 1,049,000 bushels
during the week and now stands 185,559,180
bushels, against 12,711,139 bushels a year ago.
On the coresponding date in 1SSS the total was
22,418,293 bushels, in 1887 it was 31,517,734
bushels, in 1886, 28,567,718 bushels, acd iv 1885
it was 40,044,772 bushels Stocks of wheat in
northwestern States country elevators decreased
170,000 bushcls and now foot up 910,000 bushels
against 1,400,000 bushels a yecar ago. Reports
to the St. Paul Proncer Press from 330 points
in Minnesota and North Dakota, covering a
distiict that last year shipped 62,000,000 bushels
of wheat, justify expectatione of a crop of 100,
000,000 bushels, and some cstimates arc as high
as 115,000,000 hushels.

The official statement of exports from the
United States of breadstuffs and provisioas for
the month of June and the fiscal year ending
Junc 30 were pnblished last week. The total
cxports of wheat and flour for the full vear
equal 107,576,175 bhushels, against 8§6,577,193
bushels the year before, an increase of 20,998,-
977 bushels. Exports of corn amounted to
100,905,494 bushels against 69,215,104 bushels
in 1858-89. The total value of breadstuffs ex-
ported duriog the yvear is placed at §150,690,033
against $120,211,185 the preceeding twelve
months, The value of breadstuffs exported
during the first six montes of the calender year
is §52.039,652 against §57,229,709, the corres-
ponding six months of 1559.

Crop reports were coming in freely, and gen-
crally of an unfavorable nature. In Great Brit-
ain excessive rains have donc a vast amount of
damage, and cables to the end of last week re-
ported no improvemcnt. It is feared that
British crops will bo almost a total loss unless
thero is an immediate change in tho weather.
Other countrics in Europe were represented as
also sulfering from cxcexsive noisture.  Rains
followed by excessively hot weather have not
improved prospects in the United States north-
west, and Minncapolis advicns ast week spoak
of the damage from this cause, thongh thero is
still promiso of & large crop.  Harvesting has
commenced on barloy and winter wheat in
southern Minnczota,

FLOUR.

The outsido {celing is steady and fairly firm,
Locally the situation is unchanged, prices to tho
local trade being yuoted as follows, in jobbing
lots: Patents $2.70; strong bakers, $2.50;

XXXX, 81.30; superfine, €1.15; middlings,
$2.70; Graham flour, $2.50 per 100 pounds,
MILLSTOFFS,

Tho demand is rather quiet. Prices hold at
the decline o last week, bran being held $9 and
shorts §11 per ton.

MEALS.

Prices are unchanged as {ollows: Oatmeal,
standard, $2.60 ; granulated, $2.G5 per 100 1bs.;
rolled oats, $2.75 persack of 901bs. Rolled oats
arealso obtained in 80 1L sacks at $2.65. Corn-
meal is held at £1.50 per 100 1bs.

OATS

The local call is rather quiet. Dealers are
becoming a little cautious about stocking up,
though it will be some littlo while yet beforo
there will be o supply of mew oats to affect

prices. Jobbin% lots still sell at 48 to 50c, and
gnrs;l (lm track here are held at 45 to 47c per
ushel. .

QROUND FEZD.

Ground corn and oat chop is jobbing in small
lote at $20.50 to $21 per ton, and at $20 per ton
in Iarger quantitics.

BEANS AND SPLIT PEAS.

White beans sro jobbing at 2.25 per bushel
in small lots. Split peas are held in the same
way $2.75 per 100 pounds.

CHEFSK.

Jobbing prices are still held at 10} to 11c per
pound, with offerings in round lots at 9%
to 10c.

BUTTER.

The butter market is very dull and discourag-
ing to holders, nod prices continue to have a
downward tendency. From 12 to 13c isnow
the usual range of quotations for good to chuice
new dairy, with medium selling dows to 10¢
per pound. Up to 14c is sometimes asked for
extra choice in single tub lots for city trade,
but 13¢c would not be refused for mostly any-
thing in stock. Thero is not much outside de-
mand, and the outlook is not favorable to
holders. There are increasing indications
pointing to very low prices for the future.

EGGS.

The supply of country cggs has not increased,
but rather the contrary, and importations are
still coming in from the south to supplement
local sapplics.  Prices are stronger, and closed
firm at the cnd of last week at 15¢. per ozen.

LARD.

Unchanged at $2.50 per 201b: pail.  601b.

cases of tinned lard held at $6.75 per case.

CTRED MEATS.

There is somethiog of a firmer fecling in
meats, in sympathy with the situction in
Fastern Canada and the Usited States.
Some alight advances oro already  betn;
asked here. Dry =zalt bacon, 10c; smokcg
long clear, 1lc; spiced rolls, 12 to 123¢; boneless
breakfast bacon canvassed, 13 to 133¢; smoked
hams, plain, ldc: canvassed, 143c. Mess pork
$18 to §18 50 per barrel. German sausage, 9¢
1b.; Bologna sausage, Sc 1b.; ham, tonguc and
chicken sansage, 9c per 3 pound package.

DRESSED MEATS.

The tendency continues deeidedly casier in
beef, and prices indicate another decline »f
about 3¢. From 6 to 7¢ per pound is now the
rango for good to choico by the carcass,
and only the very best offering would bring the
top price, with probability of further declines
in values. There is still room for improvemeat *
in the average quality of beef, but this is

POULTRY AND GAME.

Chickess aro worth 50 to 60c per pair,
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LIVE STOCK.

Cattle continue to decline, and prices were
again lower last week. About 3c is now the
top quotation for such as are offering, really
choice animals being still very scarce, but offer-
ings of common to fair abundant. The range
may now be placed at 23 to 3c per pound live
weight. Partics having cattle in Jast week
were not inclined to accept offors, as they had
paid too high for their stock. Buying lo sell
on a declining market is always unsatisfactory.
A rail lot of %ogs was offered last week at 5ic,
but the highest bid at the timo our report
closed was §5.40 per 100 pounds. It is likely
the 53c would bo obtained. Packers would
not bid over 5¢ live weight, but they are not
getting anything.

HAY.

Considerable old hay is still sclling, and anch
is offering on track as low as 38 per ton, which
mcans a considerable loss to shippers. The
quantity still held on track is not very large,
amounting to about ten cars, and this will
casily be disposcd of at these figures, 25 new
hay is not suitable for all purposes. New hay
is offered on the market at 3G to $7 per ton.

SENACA ROOT.

Dealers whe bought quantities carlier in the
scason are afraid they have not done a very
paying speculation, owing to the decline in this
article in the United Stutes.  One dealer offer-
ed 29¢ per pound for a large lot a short time
ago, but the bid was refused, and now he is
thanking his s.ars he did not get the stuff,
while the holder is sorry by this time he did
not sell. “he price is irregular, but 2ic is
prot ably the top, thcugh some are not bidding
over 23c.

VEGETABLES.

The market is now Jargely stocked with homne
grown green stuffand vegetables of fine quality,
and the crop from market gardeas in the nmJ,;h-
borhood of the city will be abundant. New
imported potatocs were 50¢ higher at the close
of last week, owing to temporary scarcity, and
wero quoted at §2 per bushel. Old potatoes
hold at 40 to 50c per bu.. :1 and very good
quality are_still obtainable. Good native cab-
bage are oﬁ'cting at G0 to Gic per dozen, while
some imported is still held at Gc per pound, hut
no more will be brought in. Cauliflower is
offering at §1 to §2 per dozen, as to quality,
with a lower tendeccy. Tomatoes, imported,
are worth §2 per crate of 25 pounds, or $1 per
box of 12 pounds.Imported southern onions are
held at §5.25 per barrcl or 4ic per pound.
Green teans are quoted at $1.50 to §2 per
bushel; cucumbers, 75¢ per dozen; celery, §0c
per dox.heads.  Green stuffin bunchesisquoted:
Ra-lishes, 20¢ per dozen bunches; beets, 25¢;
lettnce, 10c: green onions, 20c; rhubarb,
25¢, turnips, 25c¢; carrots, 25c; asparagrass, 75¢;
all by the dozen bunches

HIDES.

In the local market prices are unchanged.
Hca\y steers are still quoted at 5c per pound
for No. 1, and cows at 4ic for No. 1. For
No. 2, 33 to 4ic is quoted, and 2} to 3c for
No. 3. Calfskius, No. 1, 3c; I\’g. 2, de.
Sheep pelis, 10 to  15c: lambskini, 30c.
Tallow, 24c for rough and 43 to 5c for ren-
dered.

W00l

Ordinary unwashed is quoted at 10ic and up
to 11 and 12¢ for finc downs. As high as 15¢ is
#till paid for finc washed, though some aro not
bidding over, 13} to Il4c. Large porchases
from western ramches arc reported at abont 13¢
per pound, delivered at railway there.  Local
wool prices, it may be poted, are rclatively
higher than castern markets, and dealers are
therefore inclined to gramble.

Manitoba Crop Outlook.

Last week was marked by the publication of
threo or four crop reports covering all parts of
the province, but the infoimation given is very
much in a line with that already known. The
actual condition of the crops shows a marked
improvement since the first of July. Thisis
due to the frequent showers which made a
decided improvement in tho central sections of
the province, where tho crops suffered from
drought during June. A fair wheat crop is
now expected from the least favored scctions,
though in some ficlds weeds got the start of the
grain during the dry weathe-.

The crop reports of last week, which cover
almost every section of the provinge, place the
average yicld of wheat at from 15 to 35 bushels
per acre. Fifteen bushels per acre is the lowest
yield exgpected in any section, while the princi.
pal grain districts are placed at above 20
bushels. About 25 bushels is the usual esti-
mate of wheat per acre, Allowing for the
general tendency to look at things on the big
side, it will be perhaps safe to make a liberal
discount, and place the prospective yield for the
province at 20 bushels per acre. This on 746,038
acres under wheat, as per otucial report, would
give the province a total crop of nearly 15,000,.
000 bushels of wheat. This e are inclined to
think is as much as can bo rcasonably count.
ed on, with the desire to be on the safe side.
This is a low cstimate, aud we hopd it may be-
exceeded.

The reports last week place the harvest later
than has previously been counted upon. From
the 10th to the 25th of August is given as the
commencement of harvest in the different
scctions. This would leave a full month yet
before harvest will becomne general, and during
this time it must be remembered that the con.
dition of the crop may be considerably reduced,
while on the other haod it may improve. What
is required now is fairly warm and dry weather.
Since our report of last week thero have been
further heavy showers, and a continuation of
showery weather is not now desirable.

No further serious damage has been reported
by hail, and it is stated that the grain which
was cut down about the first of tho month ina
scction of Southern Manitoba is making a rapid
sceond growth, and may yet prove a good crop
if frost holds off long cnough. No damage is
reported from gophers, insccts, mist or other
causcs.

Hay has greatly improved and there will now
be a fairly good crop. Haying has commenced,
though on Government lands permits to cut
will not be issucd before July 25. Vegetables
omise a fine crop. In the Winnipeg district,
the priocipal vegetable scction, vegetables have
attained a fine growth, and the market is now
supplicd with cverything in the vegetable line
of this scason’s growth of good quality.

As to the date of grain harvesting it may beo
said that a great deal depends upon the
weather. Warm dry weather would probably
bring it oo considerably carlier than the dato
fixed by crop correspondents.

British Golumbia.

Hudson's Bay Company.

A meeting of the above company was held
in London, on July 15. Sir Donald Smith,
governor, presented the roport, which ex-
presses their regret that the results of the
trade have been seriously affected by tho ex.
ceptionally heavy fall in the prico of furs,
which took place at the last spring sales.

A table shows that the decline in prices ox.
tonded to overy description of fur brought to
market by the company, except fur scal and
sea citer, of which the company .btain only
very small quantities, The decline in all other
furs ranged from®5 per cent. to 50 per cent.

This great fall was mainly due to the mild-
ness of tho past winter, and to changes in fash.
ion which reduced the demand for most of the
finer kinds of furs. The profits of outfit 1888
have thus declined to £40,309 7s10d, as com-
pared with £85,924 5s 5d for outfit 1887,

In accordance v.ith the resolution adopted
by the sharcholders in June, 1887, the com.
missioned officers are entitled to the guarav-
teed sum of £200 per sbare for outfit 1883,
amounting to £19,800 now charged in the
company's profit and loss account for the year
cuding 31st May, 1S90, leaving net profits
amounting to £24;316 14s. 8d.

The land account shows the cash receipts and
disbursements for the year ending 31st March,
1890. Tho receipts amount so £37,071 8s., as
compared with £30,488 8s. 9d. for the year
ending 3lst March, 1889, while the charges
show a reduction of £5,940, arising from the
absence of any payment this year for the Com
pany’s share of Government surveys, and from
a considerable saving in the ecxpensss of the
management.

The sales of farm lands and town lots by the
company during the past year bave beenas
follows :—

Farm lands—34,733 acres $199,636, averag-
ing $5.75 per acre.

Town lots—Victoria, R.C.., 3 lots, §24,230;
Winnipeg, 1 lot, $1,100; Portage la Prairie,
11lot, $50 ; Fort Qu'Appelle, 3 lots, $250 ; Ed-
monton, 11 lots, §1,000; Rat Portage, 78 lots,
$15,010; Rosemouant, 25 lots, 81,175 ; Newdale,
11lot, $25; Millwood, 1 lot, $125; Nipigon, 1
lot, §50: making a total of $43,195, as com-
pared with $187,974 for tho ;car cnding 3lst
March, 1889.

The sales after July last were unfavorably
aflccted by a partial failure of the crops, in
consequence of the drought which prevailed in
Manitoba and the Territorics.

Deducting sales cancelled, the total quanti
ty of farm land sold by the company tothe
cnd of March last was 226,292 acres. The uo-
paid instalments on running sales at that date
amounted to $495,603, of which $143,530 were
in arrear, and §351,773 not due.

Ttesales in April and May, since theac
counts were closed, amount to 4,513 acres for
$25,820.

The Cabned goods situation in the Ewtis
causing much interest. Following is a lctter
which appeared in the Toronto Empire, from
W. A. Furgusoa, of the Declhi Canning Com-
pany, with a reply thereto by tho commercial
cditor of the Empire :—

To the editor of the Empire.

Si,—In your issue of the 10th, I notice in
the commercial column under the head of
«Canncd Goods,” your remarks on the demor-
alized condition of the capned goods market,
which T must take exception to, as it does nob
in any scnse represent the true condition of
affairs. Thero moy be a want of confideaco
among & few small jobbers in canned goods and
a raco between them to sce whe can scll for the
smalleat profit, and at tho same timo the entiro
stock held by them does not represont 50 per

cont. 50 cases all told, The writer canvassed

the wholesale trade of Toronto on the 9th
inst., successfully, and did not hear of a caso
of strawberties being offored at 81 75, Ho had
frequent onquiries for tomatoes, and conld have
sold at §1 20 had he had any to dispose of. The
canned goods of 1888 and 1889 will be com-

pletely used up before the new goods are on the
markot.

The strawberry crop in westera Oatario is
now over. T'he berries weore large and of fine
quality, but the season was short, owing to tho
excessive heat duriog the ripening period. Maat
growers come short of their estimato, and the
writer has good reasons to believe that the
greater portion of the strawberries canned has
alveady been sold. Ono half of Delhi Canning
Company sald at $2.10, the balance they prefer
to hold, belicviug that the short crop of apples,
pears, cherries and peaches, both in Canads
and the United States, will create an unusual
diwnand for the smaller fruits. We have moro
«cders booked for future delivery than ever ba-
foro ot this season of the year, and will not
take on any more, except subject to pack.

W. A, Ferqusox,

{\We cannot agree with Mr. Ferguson, but on
the other hand maintain that we expressed the
condition of the market on Wednesday last.
The want of confidence is among vome of the
packers and not among the jobbers. Itisa fact
that strawberries could have been bought on
Wednesday last at $1.75, and that purchases
have been made this season at that price
Our readers will notice that we reported an im-
provement in the market on Thursday. Asour
advices from packers and the advices received
by wholesale dealers indicated o probable
lighter pack than was anticipated a tirmer tone
was imparted to the market. The rain and
hailstorm of Tuesday was reported to have
done a great deal of damage. This made
packers less anxious to contract, fearing that
they might not be able to fill their orders.
Notwithstanding this improvement packers to-
day offered one of the best brands of strawber-
ries at §1.83 to the wholesale trade. It is also
a fact that future tomatoes have sold at 90c.
No doubt Mr. Ferguson could get §1.20 for to-
matoes if he had any 1889 goods for immwediate
delivery. If we mistake not he was the only
packer who had full confidence in the situation
as well as in his goods and sold out about two
months ago at that price. He could not, how-
ever, get that figure on Wedncsday last, for the
goods offered to the trade by a Montreal broker.
A lot of these were sold, as stated, at 81.15 to
the retail trate. We may add that Tug Ex-
PIRE has more confidence in the cunned goods
situation than some of the packers appesr to
have. Three months ago we advised packers
nct to slaughter tomatoes. One of them sold
alarge lot at 90c. He could sinco have got
$1.20,

The population of Canada is estimated at
5,000,000, an increase of nearly 700,000 in ten
years. A hundred years ago the population
of the United States was 3,929,000, of Canada -
156,000. In 1861 British Columbia had 6,000
people, in 1881 thoe population anumbered
49,459, Theso figures show that Canads bas
grown proportionately at a faster rate than
tho United States. Sho bas increased thirty-
two fold, while this United States has increased
sixteen.
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Goneral Notes.

The C.P.R. land sales this year have increas-
ed at tho rate of one hundred per cent. por
month, The purchasers have been chiefly
farmers.

The Chicago broweries outside of these owned
by the English syndicate have declared war on
the latter and dropped the price of beer to §3.50
per harrel.

The Dominion Government have granted tho
privilego of allowing American horacs to enter
Canada in bond for feeding purposes, so as to
benefit the farmers of the Niagara peninsula
who have grazing lands to reat.

Nearly 20,000,000 pounds of dried and
evaporated apples were cxported from the
United States during the eloven months ending
Muy 31st. The total, however, falls 1,000,000
pounds behind that for the corresponding period
last year.

Mr. Percy Y. Pimm, of the Wandsworth
Mills, near L~ndon, Kogland, is on a visit to
Canada making observations of the jlour mill-
iog interests of the country. Mr. Pimm, who
is one of the Ogilvies of England, will visit tho
priacipal milla of Manitoba, Minnesota, otc.

Six Months' Failures.

Bradstreet's roport of the number of failures
in tho United States and Canada during tho
first six months of the year has been issued,
and while it is not what might be called satis-
factory, is somewhut reassuring. ,,Comparing
tho total number of failures with those of the
same period last ycar, Canada does not make
as good a showing as the neighboring republic,
the decrease only being 3-10ths per cent. com.
pared with the latter’s 7 per cent.; but while
wo are able to show an increase of over § per
cent, in the valuo of asscts, the United States
is compelled to note a decrease of 8 per cont,
In tho comparison of assets to liabilities, the
analysis also reveals results favorable to the
Dominion, the percentage being rearly 50 per
cont. to our neighbor's 47 per cent. A year ago
the percentage in both countries was equal, at
about 47 per cent. Compared with those of
the like period last year, liabilities show a
decrease of four-fifths per cent. iu Canads, and
of 7 per cent. in the United Staten. The totals
as given by Bradsireet’s are: Failures in the
United States, 5,466, against 5,918 last year;
in Canada, 869, against 872 last year. Value
of assets in the United States, $30,025,110,
against 832,803,940 last year ; in Canada, $3,-
610,172, against $3,424,013 last year. Liabili-
ties in the United States, $62,667,960, against
$67,411,711 in 1889; in Canada, $7,224,503,
against $7,283,571.

The most satisfactory feature in the report
bearing upon Canada, is the improvement in
the percentage of assels to liabilitics. Thiswe
take as an evidence that the greater part of the
weak and insolvent firms were crowded to the
wall during the depression last fall. Wae trust
results will prove such to be the case.—Toronto
AMerchant,

Our Ultima Thule.

Hudson’s Bay receives upwards of fifty
rivers, Lake Winnipeg and Lake Winnipegosis
seventy-four rivers, some of them thousands of
miles long, with innumerable tributaries. Great
Slave Lake, which is one hundred and seventy-
two miles in length and one huandred and
thirty.eight miles broad, receives many large
streams. Lake Athabasca, Great Bear Lake,
and a multitude of other lakes, form the head
waters of immense rivers that, like Great Fish
River, Coppermine River aud McKenzie River,
drain an almost boundless territory aund flow
into the Polar Sea. The vast region comprising
nearly half a continent is, in many parts, not
much different from Manitoba. The same
trees, tho same birde, the same fish, and the
samo flowers. Taking the country as a whole
there is much more wood than in tho southern
portion of Manitoba and the Northwest Terri-
tories, and although wheat may not ripen in
every part, barley, rye, and many vegetables
grow, and grass is abundant cverywhere, except
on the sca coast where the reindeer moss is
found. Even at York Facwory, on the coast of
Hudson's Bay, 80 far back as 1832, forty cattlo’
were kept, and there were good gardens, where
turnips, radishes, potatoes and many Sowers
flourished. In fact, cattle, horses and sheep
can be kept in unlimited numbers nearly all
over the vast region that lies north of the
present settloments in Manitoba and the North-
west Territories,—Colonist.

Busiiress evorywhero is steady and good, A
poculiarity of businesg in this province is that
nobody makes auy fuss about it, no matter
how largo tho transictions are, and for this
reason strangers are very apt to be deceived by
appoarances. On the American Pacific coast,
it 'is Very differont, thore boing the usual
amount of spread eagleism and consequently tho
great outside public honr a good deal more of
Seattle and Tacoma thon of Vancouver, Victo-
ria or Westminster. Peoplo in this provinco
scem to ack on the principle of not letting the
right hand knowwhat the left is doing. They
very rarely get-ddwn-to their offices before 10
or half past 9, although Vancouver is much
more American in this respect than ner sister
cities, and these do, ‘‘on the quiet,” what the
programme of the day calls for. Thet news-
papers find the greatest difficulty in obtaining
the particulars of the various deals consum.
mated. Therefore, it is hard to say when
business is quiet or not from what appears on
the surface. For the four years in which
Vancouver has been growing into a city of
15,000 there has aever been more than a ripple
of excitement, and without the slightest trace
>f boom. At the present time the situation
differs but little from the usual condition of
things. Trade continues to increase unabated.

ighteen hundred and ninety is regarded as a
quiet year, but the customs collections of last
month compared with the corresponding
month of 1889 show the greatest expansion ever
experienced.

Building goes on as though it was settled
that there was no limit to the growth
of our cities. This is true of all British
Columbia, but particularly so of Vancou-
ver. There are any number of residences
goiog up all over the city, which are being
leased as fast as they ace completed. There
are over a dozen large brick blocks under con-
struction in the business centre, including a
one hundred thousand dollar opera house by
the C. P.R. Among the buildings projected
for this season are the new public buildings to
cost about $150,000 and the central C. R. R.
offices, the excavations for the foundations of
which have been completed. A peculiarity of
this year’s improvements is that they are chiefly
confined to thé west end, that is, west of Currall
street, if we except the sugar refinery. Last
year the west end Ingged, at least the residential
portion of it, and the cast end had about all the
boom there was. This year residence property
south of False Creek, in what is known as
Mount Pleasant, and adjoining properties
in the west end, have been the favorite invest-
ments. Next to that, inside business property
is the best, Real estate, a very important *“in-
dustry” i Vancouver, however, has suffored
one of its severest periods of depression for
the past two or threc months, Not that prop-
ertyhes receded in value, but on the other hand,
speaking generally, it has made a considerable
advance, but the volume of transactions is not
nearly 5o great, and the number of real estato
agents is out of proportion to the business to
be done. An important event in real estato
recently, was the Government sale of property
in Foglish Bay, some of it several miles from
the centre of the city, Nothing has dono so
much to establish values in the city itself. At
public corffetition, blocks brough{ at this salo

from 8350 to $500 an acre, most of it decidedly
wooded at that, whilo single lots were propor-
ately high. Aunother event of even groatoer im-.
purtanco is looked forward to in a fow days,
and that is tho salo of a portion of the C. P. R.
graat, just south of False Creol, adjoining
Mount Pleasant, 1t bas been cleared and a fino
traflic bridge leads to it, so.that it is in overy
way o dogsirable investment. It is understood
the C. P. R. Co. has offered a handsome bonus
to the Electric Street Railway Company to
extond its tramway, which now joins Granville
street with Westminster avenue bridge, up
Mount Pleasant and along Ninth avenue to
Granville steeot bridge, thus completing the
cicclo and surrounding the land grant to be
placed in the market. These circumstances
will tend to make values high. The C. P. R.
and Government sales over, it is expected that
the two elements of suspense haviog been dis.
posed of, specuniation will be more active,
although it is evident that there can never be
agaiu the same profits in mere real-estato busi-
ness, the future having to depend on business
and industry which aro steadily progressing,
catch up to the speculative values, the result of
prospects. This is equally true of Victoria and
Westminster. Real estate in both the latter
cities was very brisk for a few montls but now
shares the general quietness there as here.

Coming to trade, generally speaking it is
good and the volume large. The c‘old winter
and backward wet spring delayed building
operations. The prespecets for the lumber trade
a few months ago were not very bright, that is
in respect to the foreign market. Freight rates
were high and ships scarce and the large mill
owners had few contracts as a consequence.
Matters have improved very much lately on
accouunt of a strong foreign demanl and Bur-
rard Inlet mills have been well supplied with
ships lately. The McLaren-Ross Company
is building another large mill on Burrard
Inlet for foreign business. Two others, the
Vancouver Lumber Mills and the Fader Bros.
have both been placed on a strong financial
basis and have been laid out to do & big
business.

The fruit trade so far as the province is con-
cerned, his not been a large one, though
cortainly very profitable for those fortunate
enough to hase asupply. The wet weather has
beon very unfavorable to small fruit and the
supply has been limited though prices and
quality are good. As usual, the market is full
of foreign goods. Prices are high and expensive
to consumers. Theve is a better supply of veg-
ables and competition much keener. Pricesin
produce generally remain the samne as during the
winter and spring. Canned salmon is depressed
owing to the large supply still on hand from
last year, and the pack this year is not likely
to be large. The following are current jobbing
prices :—

Oatmeal, granulated, $3.50 per sack and
standard $3.40. Flours are quoted as follows :
Manitoba patents, $6.50 per bbl.; Manitoba
bakers’, $£6; Oregon, 85.25; California, $85.50;
Premier, $5.90; 3 Stars, $5.35; Grahsm, $6.
Bran, $25; shorts, $27 and $28; wheat, $37;
corn, §35; oats, $45; chopped feed, $35 per ton;
rolled oats, 97 per bbl; cornmeal, $2.85 and
hay $18 per ton.

In the vegetable market, prices as a rule,
have declined. Peas are worth 6e, rhubarb
43c, asparagus has rison and is worth 12},
carrots and turnips 250 adozen. New potatoes

are worth $46 a ton with a likelihocd of n
decline, Onions, 2}c perlb. -

In fruits bananas are scarco aund of very poor
quality, worth $#:50 a bunch, The only
oranges in the market ave Tahytis, and they aro
very scarce and-of an inforior quality, solling at
&4 50 pors box. Apricots, $1.40 and peaches
81.85. Strawberrics have been poor this week,
owing to tha rain, aad are just about out. They
aro worth from 10 to 124c. The Oxhart cherry
has just into tho market, the fincst cherry
grown on the Pacific coast, and, in.conssquence,
there is a good domand, 124c. Raspberrios aro
plentiful from 10 to 120,  Plnms, $1.40 per box.
Currunts : white, S0 per lb.;red, 6 to 7c;
black,?7 to Sc.

Dairy produce is plentiful, but the quality of
the fresh butter js still very poor as a rule and
most of it will:not keep more than a week, the
prico is 20 to 25¢c. New creamery is worth
from 23 to 26c and is excellent butter. Old
dairy is worth 10c, new dairy from 15 to 18c,
A carload of case eggs was recoived and sales
were made readily at 19c wholesale. Fresh
eggs aro 26c. The fieh market is fair ; salmon
ir more plentiful at 7¢; hal:but, very scarce, 9¢;
a small quantity of cod, 8c; and small kinds,
8c.

The market is well supplied with chickens,
broilers being worth from 86. Spring chickens,
$6, aud old hens from $8.50 to S10.

In meats the prices are: Hams, 16¢; bacon,
12} to 13ic; smoked clear side, 124c.

Opening a New Railway.

Another Manitoba railway is now ready for
operation. Last week J. A. Codd and W.
Murdoch, C. E.; made a trip over the Great
Northwest Central railway. Mr. Codd is the
financial representative of the English stock-
holders of the road, and Mr. Murdoch on be-.
half of these gentlemen made an inspection of
the work done so far. The train left the C.P.R.
station at Brandon with a first class coach and
the chief engineer’s car. The party consisted of
J. H. E. Secretan, chief engineer; Mr. Charle-
bois, the contractor; and others. The progress
made was not rapid, as every culvert had to be
inspected. The train stopped at every station
and was many times delayed in passing coa-
struction trains. About three miles remains to
be ballasted, but the rest of the track is in ex-
cellent condition for a new road, the train at-
taining a spoed of forty miles an hour several
times, without inconvenience to passengers,
Neat little stations havo been built at Rapid
City, and Forrest, At Hamiota & number of
settlers were gathered on the platform and gave
a hearty cheer on tho arrival and departure of
tho train. Among their number the municipal-
ity of Oak River was represented and ao ad-
dress from that body was read to the officials of
tho road. Mr. Codd and Mr. Murdoch both
replied at comsiderable length, assuring the
settlers of their certain co.operation in the
work of sottling and improving the district
through which the Great Northwest Central
will run.

Some trouble has ariscn between the Duluth
& Winnipeg Railway Company and the Cuited
States Governmont in regard to thoe crossing of
the Winunebagoshish Indian reservation by the
railway line, All work on the road has been
suspended and will not be resumed until tho
difficulty has been adjusted.

The Nanaimo Free P css says tho recent find
of an eight frnt seam of coal at tho Union col-
liery is more uan contirmed, for a second Lore
at 700 yards divtant from the first bore also
struck the seam, and a thirg bore at about equal
further distance also struck the coal within 16
feot of tho surface, This is looked uponasa
rich strile, and secures the permanency of the
Union mines.

The Government vill be called upon very
shortly to pay over *he subsidy to the Kootenay
railwey, judging from the reports received.
Although tho line, which is being built by ‘the

C.P.R. Yo coounect the Arrow lakes with the
Kootenay lakes by means of a railway from
Sproat’s Landing to Nelson, was only subsidized
last session, five miles out of the forty are
already ivoned.

An oxchange says: Kwong On Tai, one of
the largest opium dealers in Victoria, has closed
his store on accourt of the dullness of business,
which is attributed to the large decrease during
the last few years of the Chinese population,
and also to the fact that notso much of the
drug is being smuggled into tho States. The
firms of Sing Wo Chang and Lung Chung are
also contemplating going out of the business on
the same account, These three firms are about
the largest, with the exception of Tai Yune, in
Victoria, and have all invested large sums of
money in theisr trade. Tai Yune, the largest
dealer in the province, said that during the last
four years the Chiness population of Victoria
had dwindled down from 7,000 to less than
3,000. He also said that the large dealers
would sooner pay the §500 license than $100,
as, if the latter sum was instituted for the $500
tax, a large number of small firms would spring

up.

The Montreal Journal of Commerce says:
Details of the scheme to establish new stock
y\ards in Chicago and freeze out the English
syndicato which has just purchased the Union
Stock *yards for $19,000,000 are made public.
When the new yards are established, the latter
will not be worth one.fifth of the amount paid
for them, as the projectors of the new yards
control the packing houses. When the pack.
ing houses are removed from the old yards to
thd Tow, as they will be, the propacty of the -
Englishmen will be rendered comparatively
worthless. The sale of tho Chicago stock yards
was ome of the dirtiest tricks an Euglish
syadicato ever ran afoul of, and the experience
will cost our British cousins many- millions of
dollzrs.  Unclo Sam, ought to_be proud of

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Products of Our Mines,

Tho annual statcinent of the Geological
Survoy Department respecting the mineral pro-
duction of Canada for 1389 shows a total output

~or metals to the value of $12,700,000.

Titis compares favorably with previous years,
the production having been in 1886, £10,530,-
000: in 1887, $13,000,000; and 1883, $16,500,-
000.

It would thus appear that in four years the

producidon has increased over 85 per cent.
Part of tho increaso may be due to increased
success in the procurement of the statistics, and
in the inclusion in latter years of articles not
included in 1886. But after all allowances are
mado it does seem that the Dominion is coming
rapidly to the frort as a mining country. Some
of the minerals show a fino steadineas in growth.
Thus coal shows an increase of 30 per cent. in
the output of 1837 as compeved with that of
18806. The output of coj per has gone up from
3} million pounds in 1886 to 6 4 5 million
pounds in 1889, an increase of nearly 95 per
cont. Gypsum shows in the same period an
iacrease of 27 per cent. in the output. Iron an
increagse of 22 per cent. Steel has risen from
7,326 tons in 1886 to 36,833 tons 1889, showing
& manufacture over three timee groator as the
result of increased activity. Silver shows an
output in dollars in 1885 which is 80 per cent.
of an increase over 1886 and which probably
does not represent the real increase owing to
the depreciation in value during recent years.
The development of the manufacture of sul-
phuric acid is very marked the output in 1839
having been 10,998,713 poinds against 5,476,900
pounds in 1887. Gold shows an unkindly dis.
position to remain stationary. This ought not
to be the cagso. It islikely caused by the fact
that gold mining in the Province of Quebee,
which uoder happier conditions would rival
the best days in California gold ining, has
béen so handicapped by monopolies that capital
fears to go to the neccessary expenditure for
profitable workiong.

The new mincral asbestos, in the quality of
which Canada leads the world, shows a satis.
factory condition of development, the quantities
mined having increased from 3,458 tons in 1836
to 6,014 tons in 1889, with every prospect of a
large increage in the current year, The other
ndw metal nickel has not as yet had a place
given to it in the return of the Geological
Survey, but the present year will undoubtedly
show a large output, as all reports from Sud-
bury indicate that the first expectations are
being more than realized.

As already indicated the growth of our
mining industries i3 becoming rapid, and it
looks as if Canada had fairly started in what
must be a wouderful carcer as a mining coun.
try. From every quarter the cvidences aoccum-
ulate that capital has at length discovered in
Cauada enticing remuaecration.—Port Arthur
Sentinel.

California Mackerel.

The decline in the muckerel catgh on our
Atlantic coast is met by the announcement of
the establishment of a mackerel industry on
the California coast. An enterprising jobber
of Los Angelos, according to the Times of that
city, saw the opening which existed and began
catching mackerel off Catalina Island and salt-
them, as is done at the east. ‘The twenty bar-
rels put up were utilized as samples, and made
such an impression that it was determined to
put up a supply for the trade this year. The
scason’s pack already has commenced at Cata-
lina, and it promises to be very successful. The
only trouble with the fishes is an embarrass.
ment of riches. The schools of fish encountered
are 8o vast that it is impossible to draw a net
around one, and, as only a portion is included
in the sweep, they get started on a run likea
flock of sheep, and the major portion escape.
When a amall school is encountered the seining
is more snccessful, This season’s pack will be
from 500 to 1,000 barrels of fish, and it is ex-
pected to supply orders as far east as Denver,
and possibly Kansas City, The fish are said to
be very fine, ranking with the imported brand.

Thread and Needls Trees,

On the plains of New Mexico are forests of a
geowth known as thread and needle trees. The
tree partakes of the mnature of the gigantic
asparagus, and has large, thick, fleshy leaves,
resembling one of the cactus family, knowa as
the ¢ Prickly pear.” The ¢ needles” of the
needle and thread tree are set along the edges
of these thick leaves. In order to get equipped
for sewing, it is only neccessary to push the
thorn or ncedle gently backward into its fleshy
sheath, this to loosen it from the tough outside
covering of the leaf, and then pull it from the
socket. A hundred fine fibres adhero to the
thorn-like spider webs, By twisting the needlo
during the drawing operation this tibre can be
drawn out to an almost indefinite length. The
action of the atmosphere toughens these minute
threads amazingly, to such a degreo as to make
a thread twisted from it no larger than a com-
mon No. 40, capuble of sustaining a weight of
five pounds, about three times tho tensilo
strength of common six.cord thread. The sci.

of tho gonoral consuls of theso countries from
Montreal ; resolved that the Governmerts of
the aforesaid countries be respectfn'ly prayed
to favor the city of Montreal as the residenco
of the general consuls in ordor to give greater
impetus to the mutval trade relations.”

The Dominion iitustrated. seoms to be devot.

Its publication of
three weeksago was v holly given up to Victoria
and contained a number of excollant views ot
that capital city. Immediately following that
camo the Culgary number. It would hardly be
expected that much could be said about so
young u placo, but tho Dominion Ilustrated
have managed to got together a collection of
interesting articles and engravings that will go
far towards dispelling the iguorance which
exists in eastern Canada of this important
ranching centre.

The Toronto Kmpire of Monday last says :—
“Travellers in town to-day say that trade to
the north and north-west of Toronto is much
better, with payments satisfactory and crop
prospects good. In the west, however, business
is stil! quict, but crops are lookieg well. While
there is a better feeling among the canned goods
packers, this fecling has not been in any way
imparted to the wholesale trade, Packers now
say, and with a good deal of rcason too, that
crop prospects arc not us bright as they were,
but the early salo of futures at low prices pre-
vents avy sales now at the advances asked by
packers. Jobbers may buy at old figures, but
prefer waiting to paying an advance.”

The Toronto Empirc of July 12 says:-~"The
canned goods situation has improved the past
few days, although the buying has not been so
active. Some packers are not inclined to quote.
The Delhi Co. will offer nothing but straw.
berries and would not book orders for future
delivery of corn, peas and tomatoes excepting
at open wrices. In other instances packers who
have sold corn and peas ahcad have asked
buyers to reduce their purchases by one-hali,
as the demage by the hailstorm was more
serious s first appeared. Advices from
eastern packers say that tho pack of straw.
berries will not be nearly as large as a year
ago. One firm say they will not have a fourth
of a pack.

A Toronto telegram says: A combine of
distillers recently notified wholesale druggists
of an advance of twenty per cent, in the price
of alcohol with a discount of five per cont. for
25 bbls. per month and ten per cent. for 50
bbls. per month. The latter is vo discount at
all. Itisclaimed that no dealer can purchase
so much. Wkolesale druggists think of making
an anti-combine and to that end letters have
been sent to lcading wholesale druggists. They
are asking advics and opinions, and suggesting
the possibility of two or three joint stock com.
panies boing formed here to manufacture
aloohol for tho drug trade, and aleoholic pre-
paration in bond with w far better rate of
profit than tho drug trade now offere,
