THE RAILWAY CONTROVERSY.
Since our lst issue we have received a

copy of the letter addressed to the sha'e-
holders of the Grand Trunk Company by
Mr. George Stephen, President of the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company. That
letter concludes with a suggestion that

cthere is a bette' policy to be pursued,
"one that- would beniefit Canada as well
"as ils tvo great raihvay enterprizesf if
" yourofficials had only the wisdon to see
i it, and were in a frame of mind ta follow

l k uch~ a hint led ini ail proþbil~ity
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ta the negotiations between the two
companies, which terminatedunsatisfac-
torily. The trüth is that the Canadian
Pacific Company are deeply interested in
obtaining access by same means ta the
St. Paul, Minneapolis and Manitoba rail-
wNay, which for same years will be the èon-
necting link between their North Western
and Eastern roads. Si'I Henry Tyler liad
pointed outt that traffic had been sent frotm
MNontreal to Winnipeg. by the circuitous
route of Ottawa, Brockville and Buffalo,
the distance being considerably greater.
In his reply Mr. Stephen accounts for this
fact by stating that by that route goods
hadl reached Winnipeg in ten days, while,
" owing to the congested state of the
" single line between Montreal and
" Toranto, it lid taken fron four ta eight
"weeks by the Grand Trunk."

It is well known that the Canadian
Pacific has a cordial alliance wiLh the
Credit Valley Railway, which again con-
nects with the Canada Southern, and of
course with Mr. Vanderbilt's lines ta the
West. Sir Henry Tyler had stated that
the Canadien Pacifie Company had been
in treaty with'Mr. Vanderbilt, who, it may
he presumed, would be glad te obtain
access ta Montreal and the Eastern part
of the Dominion. The connecting link
of the system is the line between Perth
and Toronto, and it is supposed that the
cause of the rupture of the negotiations
wvas the refusal of the Canadian Pacifie
Company to -abandon that line to the
Grand Trunk. It is sufficiently obvious
that the interest of the two com-panies in
respect la the line referred te are so con-
plicated as to render it almost impossible
for LIem to arrive at a satisfactory agree-
ment Wei need not follow Mr. Steplten's
reply ta the threats of iostility ait the
part of the Grand Trunk shahelîolders to
the anticipated application for money in
the London iarket. The Pacifie Com-
pany could never have imagited. tiat any
parties interested in the Graid Trunsk
would render then assistance of\..ny
kind, and Mir. Stephien, aifter noticing the
tlreat ofiMr. Abbott, an active sharelolder
in the Grand Trunk, that he would iandle
the Canadian Pacifie Company without
gloves, and endeavor ta prevent its get-
ting money either in England or any other
country, remarked that it would only have
been fair ta state that «hen they issued
a portion of their stock, it ivas not offered
in London, and the English subscribers hadl
liad te go to Amsterdam for their shares,
vhich ivere only offeréd there and in New
York.

In reply ta the imputation that the
Pacifia Company is shirking 'e construe-
tion ai the line. north of Lake Superior,

Mr. Stephen states that there are "some
thousands of men at work at this moment
on.that section," and that the line vill
be ready for traffic by the end of 1886.
He also states that 325 miles additional
will be completed this year at the western
end of the line, bringing it well into the

Rocky Mountains, and that the connection
with the Pacifia vill be madle by the end
of 1883. Mr. Stephen asserts that the
Canadian Pacific Company I was created
<'for the purpose of opening up the
"hitherto undeveloped North Western

Territories of the Dominion of Canada,
"and for carrying the traffic between,
"those territories and the Atlantic Sea-
"board on the one band, and the Pacifia
"Ocean on the other through British ter-
'ritory." The most important paragraph
of Mr. Stephen's letter is that describing
the financial position of the Company, and
which is as follows :

In conclusion let me say that the Canadin
Pacifie Company is officially committed to the
atement that lthe wbiole ai te main 2lle

froin Monireal tn thte Paicific Ocenn, 2,904
miles, plus saine 450 miles of branches-coin-
plete and fully equipped-with the addition of'
about 1M,000,000 acres of perhalps fite flnest
wheat lands on the continent, will be repre-
sented by 91,000,000 dollars of sare c«pil«l

loof an!, kind. The proprio-lors of tItis shac capiitatl will owt tit wýhol of
this property, free from all incumbrances
except about 5,500,000 dollars af inorîgage
bonde lprevioiisly clierged ou flitc prhelased
lines. In other words, taking the $90,000,000
of share capital at the issue price of 60 the
actual cash cost of the 3,354 miles of rai ivy
and some 17,000,C00 acres of land ivill be 54,-
000,000 dollars-say S16,300 o, £3260 per
mile of railway, ivil/, de vele/de lad asel in
addiie. Yet, with lic ua knewedge of lleo
facts wllhin their reach, our assailants at the
Grand Triîîk Metiiig sioko eof lue slares ai
flie Caiadian Pacifie ltnilway Company as
" waterled," fbrgetting apparently fitat tue
no 'nal caipilal of tjeir own and leased lines
of a ,out the sae length as the Canadian
Pacifie Railvay, stiand at something like 280,-
000,000 dollars as against our90,000,000, while
the Debenture capital alone cf the nratf
Trantî and Grent iVlesteî',t ly. Coîupiiiies
exceeds £6,000 per mile, and these Debentiure
Stocks arc selling in the mearket at about 115.-
AIso forgetting that the £7,18,055 Third Pre-
ference Stock of the Grand Trunk Railvay,
with neatrly £28,000,000 sterling of olther pre-
ferences of ite Urand Trunik and Great Wl'estern
Compîaie/s ahead of il, not including the nonm-
crots trailic guarantes recently icurred, is

1 uîe Ila inte delîreseat market lo.day et 50.
Slet me asic o duis basîs of value,

should the shares of the Canadian Pacilic
Rail way be wortl ?

We have no noubt that Canadian pub.
lic opinion will be in favor of the two
rads being under wholly distinct manage-

-ment, but we earestly hope that this may
not be found inconsistent wlith that cour-
teous treatment of one another which has
in other competitive branches of business
ta be observed. We can have no doubt
that the influence of the Dominion Govern.
ment will as far as possible be exercised
to promote harmony between companies
in the success of which the public at large

are so deeply interested, and bath of
which have received liberal aid from
Parliament. Mr. Stephen's letter will we
sincerely hope have the effect of remov-
ing a good deal of the misapprehension
vhici has prevailed in England, and which

is doubtless due iii a great measure ta the
persevering efforts of Mr. Abbott and
others, and not ta the President or direc-
tors of the Grand Trunk Company.

BANKRUPTCY DISTRIBUTION.
In quarters likely ta be well informed,

the opinion is plainly stated that the mis-
chief arising from insolvency ivill, by the
Fall, be likely ta have acquired very
grave proportions. The foundation for
this opinion is the expansion of credit
largely existing among traders, their in-
ability ta stand anything in the way of
pressure to make payments>and the unfair
means ta which Lhey resort when pressed
in order to evade a fair distribution of the
proceeds of tliir assets. The first two
causes are matters which can only be
cured by a greater amount of discretion
ou the part ofcreditors, but the last griev-
anée is one exelusively within the province
of the Dominion Parliament. Nothing but
public opinion is likely ta have much in-
fluence with that body, and it may further
the ends of justice ta expose the means
adopted by debtors ta acieve the injustice
complained of.

In a recent imsolvency in New Bruns-
vick, ithe assets consisted of stock, repre-
sented by the trustees as of the value of
$8000; debts due the estate $22,000,
and other assets about $1000) making
rather over $31,000, with direct liabilities
of about $25,000. 'lie value of iviat the
trustees eall the available assets le by
then represented to he about $13,000,
this result being arrived at by striking
off about $19,000 of the deblts as being
baid and doubtful, no value being placeà on
these. Upon this valuation the creditors
are olyered acomposition.33J cents on the
dollar. They decline ta accept the offer
because of what they consider the under-
valuatipn of the assets, and they ask that
the trustees proceed with the liquidation
of the estate under the direction of credi-
tors, and for their exclusive benefit. Hlowy
far that request may be complied with is
uncertain. One of the trustees is a credi-
tor for about $2,000, and his claim bas, by
the bankrupt, been ordered to be paid in
full. It is quito possible, therefore, that
a sense of obligation will interfére with
the compliance of that trustee, in addition
to which he ias furnishad goods ta the
estate since the assignment, and of course
to stop the business and proceed ta rea-
lize under the direction of creditors, would
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close that outiet for cash sales. The other
tristee is a lawyer, who is not likely to
regard the manipulation of an insolvent
estate with the same anxiotus concern as
creditors will regard it; besides, it is no
imputation upon the profession to say
that its iiembers live by costsi nor can
ane blaie creditors if they are timidi about
that rather expensive source of loss, par-
ticularly in view iof suggestions as ta what
May he the resuIt upon the $3000 worth
of good deobts of attempts ta collect the
$19,000 represëintedl as bad.

The mode of valuing the stock by an
employee of' the preferrad trustee, and
the result of an investigation as to the
fair value of the debts, Ire represented ta
be the reiaons for the non-acceptance of
the composition ; and the issue is at once
raised, viether the creditois whose money
is at stake are the persons entitled ta
dictate the means ta be tIaken for the
realization of their property , ai' whether
tristeeQs wlo ire inot creditors are in a
position ta set the wiislies of creditors ait
deltistce. IL is lair ta suppose that their
selnse of justice wvili prevent, the trustees
doiiig so, even if the ternis of the deed of
assigiiinmeiit wouhl admit of their realizinig
tie îsiate iln a mîannei contrary ta what
tiie nîîjnî lit'y of creditors sloild regard als
profitable. But a ifiF ai' this sort ougit
not ta exist in a case wiiere ail insolveit
lias no reerioniry iiterest in an estate,
and in th present case his ol'er of' 331c
in the dollar sulliciently establishies Lhat
pIositioi. 'liere shoild be nîo qies tion as
to via a tught ta be iisteri of thie situ-
ation. Tliat a de btoir should have tii e
riglht ta prefer oae creditor over ian-
otlier, and ta stipulate thatt onliy sucl
celitors h5aitIl have t.he rigit ta pai tici-
pate ii tie aiolint reailizld as shlall exe-
culte the deled witbiii a g;vit date-the
ef'fect of' such execution being the comn-
plete isdiliarge of the debtîîr froni ail
further liability ta the creditors wlo so
becoie parties ta the deed-is an extra-
ordlinary power w ith vhIichib-to clothe the
debtor. The outcry aigainst the insalvent
laws was chielly on the grouid of the
facility vith ivhichl discharges were
obitinîed, but here is a neaiîs for dis'
charge whicl, in compar'ison ivith the
consent required uider an insolvency, is
sitiplicity itself. IL maîîîy be answered
taIt il aone objects to the discharge lie
need lot sigi the deed, or participtte in
the proceeds of 0he estate. That is a
coir'se which will seldoin be followed if
there is any prospect of tbo estale yield-
ing aiything, in view i thefacility with
wiicl debtois cin .cou i ncit business in
assaiumed eunnes or as co pariners.

Let it not be supposed that cases of
this kind are few. A similar assignment
lias recently been male in the sane Pro'
vince by a debtor whose liabilities are
$l7,000. h''ie deed provides loi a com.
mission o 10 pei' cent ta th trustee, who
is a lawyer, thne payment in full ofa privi-
leged claim foi' r3,500, and the net residne
ta the creditors, with the alternative of a
composition of twenty cents in the dollar.
A different kind of cruelty was that
recently practiced by a debto' in the Pro-
vince of Quebec, who, five days previous
ta executing a deed of assignmient, exe-

cîted a lease of his premises for nine
y ars at a rental, including taxas, of about
(l00 a year. 'eli effect of this Iwas ta
rendier the deed of assignment impotent
in the race of the landlord's claii, and
those who liad furnished value in the forai
of' goods had ta stand aside for the bene-
fit of himîî who had furnislhed no value of
any kind.

Legisiators are evidently slow ta
recognize the rigits of creditors, and one
is teiipted ta ask, what kind ofijustice is
soglt ta be aininistered by laws that
render possible wrongs sucli as those
r'eferred ta. No conimunity canî prosper,
in the fiullest sense of' the terni, under
such a udisregi'd af the riglits of creditors i
liat sense of security wlicl is iecessary

ta a hiighî degree f vell-being is hiere sub'
stanîtially absent. Is it therefore illatter
f'or wonder that Ii'audilent practices are s0
coiinon ? Nothinîg else need be looced
oir where the Iaw not only tolerates but
efeinds injustice sa palpalble. No organî-

izatiil would be likely to enact provisions
for doing a wrong ta' the iianly lrai the
Ienefit of a few i and wlîy shoh a lowier
standard of moiality be proper ori society
atlarge than ould bie tolerated by minîor
groups ai' its mîîeinbe's? The evils con-

plained of are diiscreditable ta legislators
wylho bave llie power ta remove theim and
do not exercise the power. It caniiot ivell
be tlat ignorance a the existence of tie
evils is th'e explanation of' the neglect
and indiffrence complained of by thie
miercantile community, in viewr of the
many cases of fraud now occurrinîg, and of
tlie outspokcen cau tionairy apprehensions
ai banikers and otherls as ta the near
future.

COMMERCIAL INDEPENDENCE.

Mir. James D. Edgar, Barrister at Law,
fornerly a iember of hie Dominion Par-
liaiment, iwiio while occupying that posi
tion was the r'ecogiised vip io othe Liberal
pa'ty, and who is knowrîn ta be in its con-
fideice, lias receîuly iIl i.ered an ailiress
to the Refon'n Association of Centre

Toronto which is entitled "The Commer
cial Independence of Canada," or " The
right of Canada ta make her own commer-
cial treaties., 'Te leader of the party ta
whichi Mr. Edgar belongs, Mi. Blake, has
advocated the same principle in the House
of Commons, andl it is therefore fair ta
assume that the party whiclh calls itself
Liberal is committed ta that policy. The
leading meinbers of tlat party have of
late'. professed thenselves ta be the
advocates of free trade, and yet no other
inference can be dravn from Mr. Eugar's
address than that commercial indepen-
dence is sought wviti a view OF entering
into treaties with foreigners which would
be prejudicial ta the interests of the
people of the United Kingdom.

The Canadian manufactu'rers are warned
that the time is not distant w'hen over
production vill for'ce on them thie{neoes-
sity of seeking foreign markets in which
ta dispose of their surplus stocks. They
are told that I there are countries in aIl

qua'rters of the globe whbere a demand for
their manufactures could be created."

This statement is followed by a most
extraordina'y one: l He knois that his

chiai rival, pei'hips his onlUy competitr,
"for that Irade is the British manufac-

tuu'e'. Only competitor i h France, Bel.
gium, the Un ited States, ail unable to com-
pet writh Caiad in the markets of the
ivorld. But ta proceed: "Ili our tariff

tlrare are claties wvhich iwe miglit easily
strike off in oder ta cultivate a recipro.
cal trade wvith these foieigiiers." Tien it

is argued tiat suclh proposals can anly be
made throlugi the Biitish Ambassador,
who is the representative of the British
mantiacturer and not of the Canadian.
It must be apparent that the object. ta
be attained is soeic discr'iuminatioa il lavor
of Canada and against Great Britain. It
is weli knovn that while discrimninating
duties are unknown in Eigland, and while
the manui'factu'es of ail countries are
admaitted dutîy fr'e, no efforts are
spared by the Government of Great
Britain ta induce aIl ailier countries ta
admit manufactures at the lowest rates
that they can be got ta consent to. The
only diff-rence therefore that couki arise

vouldt be fromî Canada etceavoriniîg ta
ptu'chîase froin foréigiers admission iito
their markets on better termis than other
nations conditionally on striking off' cer.
tain cluties that in Mr. Edgar's opinion
are excessive ori unnecessary. t\r. Edgar
has surely heard of "the most favored
nation clause" in modern treaties, al
though no one would imagine sa fromi
reading lis ad îress., It would lie inte'-
esitigo earn what nation Canada could
enter into a treaty with that has not
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already one with Great Britain containing
such a clause. Our great complaint has
been against the injustice of France, an
injustice that after years of suffering Sir
Leonard Tilley bas promised ta take
steps either to reinove or to resènt.

Mr. Edgar seens to overlook the obvions
fact, which is that it is foir our surplus
manufactures that a market may possibly
be required, and that the protective
duties that Great Britain has been trying
to have removed are all on manufactures
which are protected everywher'e except
in Great Britain. But according ta Mr.
Edgar' the Canadian manufacturer " sees

that under present commercial arrange-
urments it is impossible ta have access to
" the great market sou th of us." We doubt
much whether he will easily persuade the
Canadian manufacturers that they would
derive any important advantage from
obtaining access ta the great market ta
the souti of us on the only ternis on
vhich it would be granted, viz., recipro-
city. At all events lie cannot deny that
Great Britain afforded the most ample
opportunity ta the Canadian Government
ta negotiate a ti'e'a.y vith the United
States i that the United States negotiators
were the advocates of the inclusion of
manufactures in that treaty which the
late Senatar Biovn reluctan tly consen ted
to as part of a general nieasure. IEMr.
Edgar ineans tu advocate a treaty which
would provide loi the admission of United
States iarîuactures on better terms than
those of G'eat; Britain, lie shouldi have
stated so more explicitly, and shosuld like-
wise have proclainied himselt an advocate
for separaion foi Great Britain and not
for miere coin mercial independence.

Has it ever occurred ta Mr..Edgar that
although the United States eijoys the
tr'eauy-makng power, whicih lie considers
of such vast importance, it lias never
been able ta obtain those special aivan-
tag;s which it is contended that Canada
could easily procure if she had the power
to negotiate? Insignifteant as are the ex-
ports of inanuiactures fron the United
States as compared to those of cotton
wool, breadstuffs, provisions, tobacco and
ails, yet they ai-e the result of fair and
open competition in tie markets of the
wiorld, and noto such preferences as the
Canada free traders,(save the mark 1) are
desirous of obtaining. We have already
noticed the inconsistency of free traders
advocating discriiniiating duties, which
vould be denounced by the people of all

classes in the United Kingdom. The
legitimate abject of commercial treaties is
the security of trade and navigation, tha
regulation of iaibour, light house and
pilotage dues, the protection af the pro.

perty and effects of merchants residing in
foreign countries, and the right to entier
the markets of the treaty-making nation
on the saie terins as the most farored
nations. Mr. McCullocb, who is a high
authority with free traders, declares it ta
be " an abuse and perversion of commer-
" cial treaties ta make themn instruments
" for reguilating duties ai' prescribing cus-
I tom house regulations." It is far fron
improbable that one of the results of
the encouragement given ta our dames-
tic manufactures will ' be over-produc-
tion. Such was the cause of the
United States msanufacturers flooding our
markets a fewv years ago sa as ta obtain
for it the designation of thair " sacrifice
market." The true cause of the falling
off in United States exports of manufac-
tures ta Canada, although politicians are
very unvilling ta admit it, is that since
the revival ot tradte the hone market
has absorbed the manufactures of the
country to a much greater extent than it
did at the period referred ta. We will
only observe in conclusion that the abject
sought for by Mr. Blaire and Mr. Edgar
can only be attained by revolution, and
that if Canada was independen t to-morrowi
it vould be utterly impossible for lier ta
obtain those préferences in foreign mar-
kets which even the United States lias
never been able ta secure.

THE ST. LAWRENCE IMPROVE-
MENTS.

It is ta be hoped that the Government
and Parliament of the Dominion will
talte a more enlightened view oi the
improvements in the channel of tise
St. Lawrence than the President of the
Quebec Board of Trade and the Jioni-
ing Ohroniicle of that city. Although
tiere are several insinuations in Mr.
Siehyni's letter calculated to-induce the
belief that Montreal was endeavoring ta
obtain soie special favor, yet there is
nothing so highly objectionable as the
statement in the Chronicle tlat the Har-
bour Commiissioners are imaking an effort
cta induce the Federai Governnent ta
assume their harbour debt nd isdae fir-

a ther improvements in the channel." Tie
Chronicle ought ta be aivare that no appli-
cation has ever been madie ta the Federal
Government to assume the huaboi
debt," and that the real abject is ta
remove a burdensomie charge on the
whole traflic of the Dominion west of
Montreal, which charge tends ta divert
tiat traffic ta the ports on thse Alantie
seaboard. The tax levied for the psy-
ment of tie interest on the bonds issued
for the improvement of the navigation of

the St. Lavrence does not fall on the
citizens of Montreal, but on the general
tr'afBc ai tise countr'y.

Quebec is ambitious ta taike the place
of Montreal as the commercial capital of
the Province. Its Board of Trade siould
bear in mind that over lifty years ago,
before either the river wias improved, or
the canals constructed, Montreal ivas the
great centre of trade, ta which all the
Iierclanis of Upper Canada resorted.
Tiat position it has retained, althougli in

process of tinme it lias liad comspetitors in
Toronto, Hamilton and other Western
cities, but iost certainly not ta any
extent in Queb c. It is a well
knowi fact that under five per cent., of
the traflic for the West is landed at
Quebec. It is equiily well kisovn that
isot only is a very large and increasing
quantity of nerchandize destined for the
Ontario markets sent by vay of the United
States ports, and by rail, but that Mon-
treal inercliants have found it.to their
interest ta import by the sanie fines. We
leave il ta the common sense of those
who will have ta assume the responsibility
of dceiding the question, wiether it can
be in the public interest ta load the St.
Laivrence imports witi taxes ta cover the
interest on a debt contracted for the
satisfactory comspletion of an important
public svoik.

Mr. Shebyn is eitherunacquainted with
the history of the public voik in question,
or lie has not thouglt it advisable ta refer
to it. In the very first session of the
Parliaim'ent of United Canacla it became
necessary ta consider the question of the

appiopriation of the £1,50),000 sterling,
which the Imiperial Government lad
offered to loan for the construction of
public vorins. A committee of the
Assembly was3 appointerd to consider the
subject, of vhicih the lion. John Neilson
was a prominent memsiber, and it would
be diflicult ta naine aîny gentleman of the
period more entitled ta be considered a
true representative of the Province, and
especially of Quebec. h'lie deepening of
the channel of the St. Lawrence was
recoimenclel ta be prosecuted concur-
renîtly vith the canals, and was accord-
ingly undertaken by the Departmsent of
Public Works. In process of time, and
after saine years of Government manage-
ment, it becanse, a sort of football for
political parties, as the Canadip Pacifie
Railvay is to-day, as the Intercoonial lias
been, as .well as the Grand Trunk in
l'armer times. 'Tlhe late Hion. Johîn Young
took an active part in gettiiig the manage-
ment of the improvements transferred ta
tiellarbourCommissioners, by whom they
have since been prosecuted.
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We believe that the Ifarbour Commis-
sioners of Montreal are quite competent
to deal with the objections made hy Mr,
Siebiyn on behllf of the Quebec Board ol
Trade, and Lhat tleir real position is tiat
of agents of the Dominion Government.
It is a little singular that the improve.
ment of' the river at the-Galops in the
Upper St. Lawrence should be recognized
as a public work without objection, while
the much more important improvements
in lake St. Peter are treated as part of
the ilarbour of Montreal. The great mis-
take into which Mr. Sheyn and other
people in Quebec fall, is in supposing
that the cost of these improvenients can
b tLhrown on the citizens of Montreal,
Like the canal tolls, the burthen will
necessarily fll on the traflic, and the
real question for cahn consideration is
whetler, in view of the active competition
of other routes, it is expedient Io impose
2o heavy a burthen on the great Canadian
route. It is well knoiwn that large sums
have been and are still expended on the
ilm provelent of' tlie river Misissisppi,
whiclh are pirovided by Congress out of
the general revenue, and withont the
iii postion or tolls. WTe need not refer to

other Dominion works, much more of a
local character.

[t has been most unfortiunate thati the
jealousy whiich Quebec lias displayed in
nolern times to an extent that never'

wyas exhibited prior to Confed¯eration has
been most prejudicial to the general
interests of the Dominion, anl mny, if
allowed to be siccessutl, operate in
diverting the trade of the Dominion frotn
its natural channel, the St. Lawrence. It
seemaebsurd for the people of' Quebec
to iingine that while they were iible
to secure the brade of the West whien the
channel mis under 13 feet in depth,
they will be able to obtain it now that it
is 25 feot. Tho question fortnnately is in
other hands, but we cannot too strongly
imnpress on our Western contemporaries
thit it is not one ini which Montreal is
specially interested, as fle burden, the
renoval of which is demaiided, is borne
by all the trade vhieh i cairied on by
the West througli Montreal.

RECIPRIOCI'T'Y W II AWAll.

As flic Prime Minisier lis stited in tlie
Ronse of Couinons that " the Govern-

"iment were already aw'are that it Ivas
" desirable to bring about reciprocity be-
le tween Caiida and those islainds " (the

1lawaiian), it miay bè assunied that an
effort will be made to obtainî the consent
of the riiperial Governimen t to a measure
to give a prefereie in the Canadian mar

kets to the productions of a foreign state

over those of the British West Indian
Colonies, and it mîay therefore bc interest- t
ing to examine the resultofthe subsisting
reciprocity treaty between the United t
States and Hawaii. Wve shahl first state t
the exports and imports for the fiscal year
ending 30th June, 1882. The imports
from Hawaii were $7,646,204, of which
$6,9l 8,013 was brown sugar, $499,825 rice,
and .25,257 molasses. The exports of
the United States were $3,350,775, or.less
than one-half the value et' the imports.
The staple produet of |Hawaii is sugar,
but the whole quantity produced is an
insignificant item as comîpared with the
home production and imports of the
United States. In view of the simall
amount of exports as compared with the
imports we should be inclined te think
that the promoters of reciprocity must
have been grossly deceived in their calcu-
lations.

It would be interesting toknowiwhether
the sugar-producing countries that trade
vith the United States are aware of the
existence of the reciprocity treaty, which
permits the importation of sugars duty
free froni Ilawaii while their sugars are
subjected te very high duties.

During the last Session of Congress a
complaint was niade by Mr. Eelmont, a
mneiber of the House of Representatives,
of the fraudulent importation tlirough
Hawaii of Chinese sugars, and this wias
mnade .theground of a demand for the
abrogation of the tr'eaty. We learn from
a letter published ii the Nev York Con-
iîiercial Biilletilt iat this conpflaint was
r'eferred to the Minister at Hawaii and
that lie bas written a long dispatch contra-
dicting the stateient, and giving what
appear te be satisfactory reasons to prove
that it was wholly without foundation. We
have not noticec in any of the numerous
organs of the Dominion lovernment any
commen t ou Sir John Macdonald's formal
announcement o? the intention of the
Government, and we own that we are
Curions to learn on wvhat groind the policy
of admitting lwaiviian sugars into Canada
on more favorable terms than from the
British .Colonies can be defended.

TIR CITY PASSENGER RAILWAY.

An important change lias taken place
within the last few days in the manage-
uent of the City Passenger Eailvray, the
President, Mr. Jolin Crawford, having

resigned to make way for Mr. Senecal.
It is said that a large amount of
the stock lias been recently acquired
by our French Canadian fellow.citizens,
and there is likewise a prevailing
impression that Mr. Senecal will have

b in his pover te make more satisfac-
ory arrangements with the Corpor-
ation than his prodecessor was able
e do. There is a general admission that
tle service of City Passenger Co. eught to
be very much improved, and it has been'
stated that Mir. Seiiecal bas visited New
York to investigate the system there. The
length of the winter is a serious draw-
back te Montreal, and a powerful reason
in favor of the adoption of an elevatedi
railway. It must be obvious that the'
service cannot be made what it ought to'
be without a considerable expenditure of
new capital, and that most assuredly willt
not be forthcoming unless the Corporation,
deals with the company in a more liberal!
spirit than it bas hitherto been disposed
te do. Mr. Senecal's policy regarding our
city traflic will be watched with interest.

FIRE RNSURANCE, 1882.

We have been favored with the ad vance
sheets of the Doninion Superiitendent's
Report on Canadian Fire Insurance for
last year, and althougb these are stated
te be " subject ta correction," they will no
doubt be sufficiently neai' the mark ta
enable oui' readers to judge of the year's
transactions. The resuîlts are more favor-
able to ihe comparies as a whole compared
with those of the previous year, the figures
being as follows

There lias thus been a considerable in-

crease in the amount of prope'ty insured
while the ratio of losses has decreased,
which, when we take into account the
larger liability at stàke, show the gain te
be more apparent phan real, but still there
has been some some inprovement upon
1881, which was an uncommonly disastrous
year for fire insuirance in Canada. The
incrense in the business is probably due
in a measure to Minitoba, vhichi Province
bas so far been very profitable to the com-
panies getierally, though how long this
state of things imay last in a nen' country

it is impossible te say.
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The difference slown by the table pro-
bably results from the fact that there are
one or tvo Canadian Companies which, by
struggling'to maintain an existence, not
only damage themselves but reflect injuri-
ously upon the staunch native institutions,
the business of which in Canada con-
pares favorably with the stronger class
of foreign companies-and tends to drive
more business into the hands of the latter.
'PTe returns under review show that the
premiums of the Quebec Fire Insurance
Company were $49,867 andi the losses in-
curred $47,632, or nearly 100 per cent.

Taking tp the figu.res of the British
offices, we find their ratio of losses
ranging all the way from 87 per cent down
to 36 per cent. The first-named ratio is
certai-uly unfavorable compareci to the gen-
eral htvcrage of the British offices, and ex-
ceptional in any case, but perhaps the
Il City of London's " experience on a first
year's business with a loss ratio of nearly
70 per cent is even worse. We have heard
occasionally complaimts as to the aggres-
siveness of a certain British company, but
when iwe observe that on the large income
ofover half a million the ratio or its losses
is Only .509 per cent, re are incined to
think that those iso guide that Com-
pany's career understand their business.
The Anerican companies apparently
do not aimn at an extended business in
Canada, but tieir loss ratio would seem to
indicate that they make a good selection
of what little thef do.

'he preparation of such an amount of
information as that contained in the
Superintendent's Report in such a manner
as to please all, cotemporary ivith the
requiremenits of the Department, woulti
seemi to demand the tact and ability of a
Dufferin. There are circumstances whsere
it is impossible not to perceive tiwo path-
wyays. For example, it is known that
many companies, fron pruden tial motives,
re.insure a proportion more or less of
their risks, not ony in Canada but in the
United States asd elsewlsere, with sound
companies not licensed to do business in
this country. The difficulty lies m the
treatment of expenditure and income in
suci cases ; again, although the amount
of such re-insurance in Canadian con-
panies appears in the Canadian returns

to the credit of the company carrying the
risk, the re-insuraince ivith companies in
other couintries does not appear anywhbere
to the credit of Canadian business. The
expenditure of the respective companies
in Canada is thus sielled by the cost of
originally obtaiîing business wlsici does
not appear to their credit. Suppose a
popular company deems it advisable to
-distribute a large amount of the business

tendered it,-that its premuin income is
say $300,000, of which it re-insures nearly
one-half--the entire business procured
might ,be considered if the whole expent-
diture be includedotherwise injustice may
be done by the evident disproportion of
expenditure ta income-throigh the use
to which the statement may be put by
over zealous rivals or 'gents. It is not
alone Canadian companies who re-insure
abroad. Some of the leading British
oilices have arrangements with American
companies for this purpose.

In conclusion, we msay remark that if
the disposition displayecl of Iate by the
offices to combine ms re-adjusting the
inadequate rates ruling at present bear
fruit, Canadian fire insurance miil be
placedi upon a more profitable basis, and,
together with the grow'th of the country
wll afi'ord busiess for the sound coi-
panlies such as may be a benefit to them-
selves and the public they protect.

According to the returns, the total
amount at risk at the close of 1882 wvas
returned as 8526,856,478, as against
$462,210,968 in 1881.

THE BANKS.
BA. O' hosnoså--On Fthe day of our last

issue the half-yearly dividend of 5 per cent.
wras declared, and it was announced blint
$250,000 had been added "te the Rest which is
now S5,750,000, and not as the Chicago
Tribune says 560,000. There is reasonable
grotnd for anticipating tlat at tlie close of tlei
yeM, the Rest irill have reaclht'd 50 per centL of'
the capitalafter whc ch arger dividends nsay b
expected.

EcIIAcNT ANK,--The aiilf-yearly dividend
bas been declared of 3j per cent., and the Rest
lias been incrcased. The oflice of President,
which lias bec vacant since the deinise of Sir
Husgh Allai, lias been filled by the appointient
of his brother, Mr. Andrewi Allat. hie late
manager at Winiipeg, Mr. Duncan McArthuir,
bas been presenîted by the Bank withi a silver
service of plate and al highly coiplinientar
address un his retiréeeit fron the service of the
Bank.,

Orruitio BANKz.-A dividend of 3 ier cent,
bas been declared for the current half year.

ExcHANGE BAi.NK.-Tlhe ustial dividend of 2
per cent. has been declared lor the quarter.

Tis BANK of liamilton aonotunces a balf-
yearly dividend of 3 per cent.

BAssc'or Toioro.-lt was fully anticipated
that the d'ividend would have been announced
on %Vednesday, and sortie disappointment wvas
feIt at the delay. We shall douibtless be able
to an nounîce it next week.

GOODS IN TRANSLT.

The following regulations respecting the
transporting, nanifesting, and reporting of
dutiable goods tbroughi Canada are publisied,
Io come in foret on ist May next:-

1, Al goods renoved in bond ex-varehouse
under reinoval entry wien the transportation is
intended to be partly tirouglh a foreign country
shall h manifesed tolthe Custons port of
destination la Canada, and ote copy shall be
forw'arded by mail to t he frontier port of exit to
be thLrc rcorded and re-nailed without delay
to the port of destination.

2. Al goods expred l in bond, ex-warehouse
or othtierwise, shaIl be mansilested to the frontier
port of exit front Canada, but the foreignl port
of destination shall be recorded on lhe face of
the ilanifest.

3, Al goods forn'ared froni one port lis
Canada tu ansother, tnder frontier or general
bond, shlnl be forwarded under ianifest.

4. Ail goods received a't frontier ports to be
forwarded undler bond to other ports in Ganada
shall be forwarded to the ports of destinatiori
tuider nanifest.

5. Masifests shall be in stch fora as na' he
prescrihed hy tise Minister or OUtstoins, îvho
shall also direct the information to bu given
therein.

6. Manifests shall be made in triplicate lor
ecli car, onte copy Io be attached to the way bill
and forwarded therewvith to the Oustonis port
