visable to go before the country just now, when i is
not probable, if held afterwards, that any appreciable
number of those arrived at the voting age during the
last three or four years, would be found outside the
ranks of their seniors. The somewhat strained feelings
on the part of the United States-aithough these have
been somewhat modified of late and transferred rather
to the mother'country during the Behring Sea contro-
versy-have doubtless much to do with the movement;
nevertheless but fe'w will be inclined to attribute it
wholly to any expectation of such reciprocal arrange-
ments as may be profitable to Canada. Those in
authority at Washington scout the idea of a treaty with
us for the free interchange of natural products; and
Canada lias for nearly twenty years past been making
strenuousefforts and humbly, in the direction of a re-
newal of the· old treaty, but in vain. Those who
clamor for unrestricted reciprocity can hardly be look-
ed upon as sincere or as fully comprehending what
such a change must mean for Canada. Are we, for
the sake of having. access to the United States markets,
to enter with them upon a common tariff, discriminat-
ing against Great Britain-who is our best customer
or nearly so-and all other countries besides ? Such a
treaty, if nothiiig else, would be ruin to the industries
established under the fostering policy of the last twelve
years, whatever errors of judgment it may be guilty
of. Such reciprocal relations would seem to lie
beyond the boundary of dommon sense, and to be
cherished mostly by people who, like those at the re-
cent imayorality.elections in Montreal, are anxious for
some change, no matter what. We do, not lack
great inducements to offer in exchange for access
to the United States for our natural pradSÊts; but
these, although calculated to lessen the existing strain-
ed relations.and to remove a fruitful source of irrita-
tion, are to valuable to throw into the scale. At all
avents, it is ptident that able statesmen on both aides
of the ocean do not yet despair of settling our differ-
ences by that '' Parliament of man " which the laureate
has crystallized into the languge. Whatever- be the
motive-and it is likely our politic statesman will en-
deavor to kill two birds with one stone-the elections
are likely to prove that the people of Cana da are fnot
so ready to enter upon unrestridted reciprocity or to
throw themselves into the arms of the neighboring
republic as soine peréons fondly imagine on both
sides of the line. At aIl events, it will be easier-per-
haps better to scotch the snake now than wait till it
bas gained more vitality.

PUBLIC DOMAIN.
For some time past an opinion bas been obtaining

credence among lumbermen and minera that the
country beyond the height of land about Temiscaming
possesses great unexplored resources in timber and
minerals. The question as to the exact location of the
Provincial boundaries having not yet been settled with
the Dominion Government may cause some disputation
and delay in opening up the vast region lying between
the present settlements and the Hudson Bay. Whether
the decision of the Privy Council in the case of the
disputed Ontario boundaries will be admitted as a
precedent in. the case of the Quebec provincial boun-
daries bas not yet been ascertained. Provincial-rights
since that decision was given have been pretty firmly
established, but the Federal Government will not, we
may be sure, surrender any title they may poassess to
any portion of territory. Mr. Mercier bas already
taken'steps for the rectification of the boundaries, but
their nature and exteneion will not be known till next
session of the Legislature. However the title may go,
it is earnestly to be hoped that the minerals and tim-
ber will not be alienated froin the public domi ain. to
feed political hangers.on. There bas been far too much
of that sort of thing already, and Provincial finandès
are not so flourishing that any of the public assets
should be parted with without receiving full value.
A good precedent bas been set by the government of
British C'>lumbia in adopted the principle, recently
insisted on by political economists, that all public
lTnds, mines, minerals, and waters, should not be
allowed to become private property, but held by the
government for the benefit of the whole people. The
lands, mines, forests should only be rented under con-
ditions for their preservation, and to prevent waster.
We have seen in Quebec and Ontario a Most wantan
and Wasteful deàtruction of the publie domâin, and the
country willsiufer the penalty for permittingit. The

L
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Official Gazette of British Columbia contained a notice
not long ago.to the effect that no public lands would
he sold pending legislation under consideration. This
is taken te indicate the passage of a publie lands act in
the sense bore indicated, as several members of the
legislature supporting.the government are known tobe
strong advocates for. the.principle of the S.tate owning
the land. It will he the first attemipt anywhere made
of the kind and its working will be watched with great
interest in other countries.

THE PUBLIC ACCOUNTS.

The.annual report of the Minister of Finance, as
dealing with the fiscal year ended 30th June. 1890, has
been printed for the purpose of being placed before
Parliament and furnishing the principal journals with
an:opportunity of discussing the various items con-
tained therein before it meets. The principal feature
of the report is the great falling off in the amount annu-
ally added te the net debt of the Dominion which is
only $8,170in.advance of that due at the end of the
proviens fiscal year. This is an assuring argument
with which te go before the country, if, as we are
assured, the country on the eve of a dissolution of
parliament.* It is te be hoped that it inaugurates a
new departure in the history of our enormous public
debt and that 1891 may give us a balance on the other
side, such as we have had only twice during the period
since Confederation namely, in 1871 when there was a
decrease froi the previous year of over 8500,000, and
in 1882 whe'n it showed a decrease on the previous
year of one and three quarter millions of dollars. With
the exception of these two years the progress of the
Sdebt has been steady with an occasional movement by
gigantic "leaps and bounds," as in 1873 when it was
increased by over 171 millions, in 1884 when it increas-
od 23à millions and in 1886 when it made the grandest
loap of all in the shape of 26n millions of dollars, as
comp1ared with the year preceding. The figures of the
debt are as follows :

.The Report shows that the gross debt decreased about
$1,G00,000, but the net increase is only 83,170, as noted
above, while the increase of capital expenditure ie
about 5 1-3 millions. But this last item includes about
21. millions expended in the improvement of the St.
Lawrence which hs been transferred this year to Capi.
tal account. The amount of Dominion notes shows a
slight falling off as compared with 1889 being$15,357,.
892. The falling off of deposits in the Government
savings banks of nearly 82,000,000 is accounted for
by the reduction in the rate of interest from 4 te 33
per cent, whicn after all was but just te the chartered
banks and more promotive of the business prosperity
of the country. The total of these deposits at the closi
of the fiscal year was 841,013,465. Their character as u
permanent loan is imply shown by the .fact that the
Governimentwas obliged, owing to the withdrawals te
obtain -a • tem porary loan of about two . millions o
dollars. The Government doubtless, paid Bom=

ittle heed te the recommendation.in .these. columus
n our issue of, January, 18th, 1889, but we
have yet to learn the. economy 0of continuing to y
aven per.cent o our owa eople for thé ske of di-
verting theirsavings from. the hands of the chartered
banks and consequently from the bu.siness. require-
ments ofthe country into the. Government chest,
while.we can borrow the money at a half of one per
cent less in Great Britain. The .paternal object can
ho accomplished. quite as effectively by the savings de-
partments-of the various chàrtered banks and their
branches throughout the country. It is satisfactory to
note that the net rate of interest paid on our public
debt fell from 8.07 to 2.99 per cent, as compared with
the previous year.

The assets'show a greater finctuation than the debt
during the period covered by the Blue Book. In
1874-5 the total of these amounte.d te 835,655,023; in
1879-80842,182,852; in1884.5 $68,295,915; and in 1889-90
848,579,083. These totale are made up ofsinking funds
and other investments with provincial, miscellaneous
and banking accounts.

The revenues from the Customs duties for the fiscal
year under review foot up nearly $24,000,000, which
cost us a trifle over 3½ yer cent for collection, showing
in-this'respect a gradually improving state of affairs.
The Excise yielded 87,807,078; and thé expenses cf
collection amounted to nearly $363,000, or somewhat
over 4 per cent, -showing also a greater economy in
expenses. We have glanced only. at a few of the
principal features in the volume before us, but must
again refer to the items of the Government stationery
account, which show a degree of limitation that is
scarcely warranted altogether by terms and prices.
We venture to recommend that the Minister of Finance
himself or his Deputy give a little of personal alention
to this matter as recommended in these columns in
the issue of January 18th, 1889, already referred te.
Should this ho done we are confident that the economy
would ho quite as important as that.indicated on page
ix of the work. We quote from Mr. Courtney's Report:

"As compared with the year ended 30th June,1880,
the first complete year' f the Department as at present
constituted, the expenditure for its management shows
a decrease of 82,910.15, which is arrived at as follows:-

This reduction in the cost of management cannot
be attributed in any degree te a diminution in the
volume of business carried on by the Department, for
there has been a steady progress, year by yeá.r, in the
am-ount of work to be done. For instance the cases.re-
ferred te the Treasury Board in 1879- 80numbered372,
as compared with 1,134 in 1889-90, an increase of over
200 per.cent; and in the numberof accounts of'deposi.
tors in the Goveriment Savings Banks' an ìncrea.se of
125 perdent took .place during the same period. NotÉ
withstandiig the inciemed labour devolvingoi the.
officers of the Department, I am glad to.be able te re-
portla ,..Ee.re, no arrears' 6f work. The cause of
thereductionýof.the expenditure is due in a great mea-
sure toe theèeneraï'effièiency- and the zeal ghown by
themn. t.he di.scharge¿oftheir réspective duties ad
it gives me pleasure te put on record.". % C
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CANADIAN LIFE INSUÉàNdE.
The preliminary abstracts of the business -done by

our Canadian' Life'insurance Companies during the
year 1890 are now fo hand and, subjoined, we give the
more important items in the statement. Considering
the unfavorable conditions, the financial stringency
and the commercial depression against which the com-
panies were compelled to contend during.the. period
under review, the figures for the year are inexpectedly
large, and indicate a volume of steady progress that
proves the increasing hold of life insurance'upon the
confidence of the public.

The amount of premiums received' during the year,
after deducting re-insurances, reached $4,028,478, or an
advance of $411,621 overthose in 1889. The number
of new policies issued showed a similar increase of
4,598, but they were of smaller value speciflcally, and
their total amount was $298,960 under that of the pre.
ceding year. The net amount now in force is 8138,775,-
563 as against 8125,875,665 in 1889, or a net gain, after
deducting're-insurances, of $12,899,898. This seems
an enormous sum for so young a country, financially
speaking, as our own, and the fact that it should have
been written during a year, like that just past, when
the commercial situation was such as to render our
business men unwilling to assume even such remuner-
ative obligations as would be involved by the payment
of life premiums, is a striking evidence of their appre-
ciation of the value of life insurance and of the extent
of the field that will he open to the companies when
once the commercial horizon is clear of the clouds
that now obscure it.

The table subjoined gives a preliminary abstract of
Canadian Life Insurance Companies, for year 1890, in-
cluding business outside of Canada.

To the English
man the action of insuring always involves. the con-
tingency of déath: No matter which of the many'plani
put forwaïd for his acceptance lie may éventually
adopt,[underlying them all is the anticipatiôn of de~ath.
In bis eyes insurance is primarily a m-eans of provid-
ing for the support of bis lovtd ones when the gi-im
reaper shall have gathered bini to his fathers. He
seeks no émolument for himself. '- His action is for:eo
benefit of -bis family solely. Conseq'uently- we find
the plans most'successful in England are those which
have in view a continuance through life, and that en-.
dowment plans have made but little progress with the.;
great bulk of the people.

In the Americans we have a people in a constant
condition of absorption and development. The influi
and intermingling of foreign bloo.d bas resulted inthe
evolution of an acute, progressive and nervous people,
who at times become almost hysterical. Te suhl a
people the very word of death is abhorrent. They
realize, of course, that eventually they must die - but:
they160k upon itas a disagreeable fact to be kept out-
of'sight as much as possible. in fact their dislike of
aniything that brings before themn prominently thé
certainty of death, and still more the probability 'cf
its occurrence within the near future, is perhaps -al-
most morbid. To such a temperament the whole life-'
policy becomes a prize one must die to win, and'con-
sequently the successful company is the one wh.ose
policy does not involve the contingency of death, but
whose benefits he can receive and enjoy during his
own life time. Especially is he fond of novel plais.
A novelty among the nations himself;' he is a strong
believer in improvements, and thinks it only natural
that a new plan should be in every way *superiôr to
the old ones upon which it vas based. As a consequ-"
once it is the'earlier years of every plan that bring in
the best returns in the United States, and after a short
time, even the most popular miust give way in its turn
to something else more attractive because more novel.

Even when an American does take out a whole life
policy herarely agrees to the monotonous continuance
of annual payments until the time of his decease. If
be cannot afford a paid-up policy at the outset, he
adopts some plan by which the premiume cease in ton,
fiteen or twenty years. Ie does not care to bind him-
self to continuous payments through life, because he
fears that bis naturally predilection for change and-
novelty will load him sooner or later to forfeit bis
policy.

Another point of difference between the two nations
is in the question of surrender values. ..The English-.
man looks forward to dying in comparatively thesame
position as regards money matters as at the time when
he took out the policy. He, of çourse, hopes to im-
provein finances as he plods through life, but ho does
net anticipate a moment when his po.licy will be: of
practically little use to him. fHe is content .with bis
exiàting.position 'simply because he sees.nothing bet-
ter withinhis grasp: Not so .the American. 'Tor him'
the contingency-ofdying.a millionaire is nover r
mote. Allaround him he, sees men:grown suddenly
wealthy;-,and he-never- doubts-for a- moment-tbat a
similai' jldênubjòitnitý '"an~itiFhiriself at Izme

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period in the future. When that period comes, ho
will no longor need hie policy, and therefore he wants
to know beforehand what he may expect in return
when that long-expected contingency occurs. It is to
meet this wish that the deferred dividend and tontine
plans, with their endless variety of options to choose
from, were invented, and it is to this feeling thattheir
phenomenal popularity is due. In the Englishman
no such anticipation is apparent, and consequently
the contingency of a surrender value is of little im- t
portance to him.

In this country it is not too much to say that we
have to a large extent eliminated the faults, and re-
tained the best.points, both of the mother country and
the great nation lying to the south of us. The Canadian I
ie more progressive than the Englishman, while ho
lacks the restless craving for novelty of the American.
Less conservative than the one, ho is also less volatile
than the other. To the sound common-sense of the
Englishman ho unites the shrewdness and speculative
tendencies of the American without his recklessness.
In fact ho represents a judicious admixture of the
characteristice of both countries, tempered by the influ-
ence of his natural surroundings. To such a man the
various plans of insurance commend themsolves exact-
ly in proportion to their suitability to bis individual
circumetances, and consequently we find every one,
from the old-line policy to the newest semi-tontine,
equally successful in our midst.

UNITED STATES BANK FAALURES IN 1890.
The Report of the United States Comptroller of the

Currency just to band, is as exhaustive and interesting
as usual. As the American systein of Banking bas
been so often contrasted with our own, the following
extracts from the Comptroller's Report regarding
Banks which have failed during the year 1890 may not
be.considered out of place here.

During the year nine National Banks with an aggre-
gale capital of $750,000 failed. None of these Banks
had a capital exceeding $200,000. Of the nine, only
one had that amount, three had $100,000, and the re-
mainder had only $50,000 each. It will thus be seen
that only what we would call small weak Banks failed.
First on the list is the National Bank of Shelbyville,
Tenn., which was organized in 1874 with a capital of
850,000 and deposits of about 854,000. The circulation
of the United States Banks being secured by Govern-
ment Bonds we take no note of it amongst the liabilities.
in the case of this Bank it was arranged that it should
go into voluntary liquidation, owing te a severe run
upon it for deposits. On an examination into its
affaire, the State examiner found that through the
operations of the cashier, extending over a consider-
able period of tine in discounting and rediscounting
worthless paper without the knowledge of the direc-
tors (as clained), the Bauk had become liable as en-
dorser for a very large sum. The examination of the
books disclosed grosa irregularities, false entries and
omissions. The aesets of the Bank were of uncertain
value in nearly every instance, and since the failure
which took place in Novemaber 1889, it lias been im-
possible for the Receiver te collect sufficient te pay a
dividend. The Comptroller remarks, "The case fur-
nishes an illustration of the disaster which results from
inattention te the affaire of a Bank by its directors'

The First National Bank of Sheffield, Alabama,
which is the second in order, was organized in 1887'
and had a paid up capital of $100,000 with deposits of

about $290,000. The cause of the failure was distrust
by depositors, and a run in consequence. When ithe
examination was being made it. was found that the
cashier had been very dereliet in his duties, guilty of
continudus and persistent embezzlement, concealment
by fraudulent entries fron time te time, deception of
direòtois and examiners, and false statements to. the
comptroler,-certainly a very lengthy catalogue of
Bank crimes. The President had used the funds of
he Bank for individual purposes, was largely involv-

ed in outside enterprises, and became personally in-
debted and otherwise liable te the Bank for large
amounts. The Comptroller adds, " the rascality of
the cashier and the wretched management of affaira by
lie president during the period immediately preceding
the suspension necessarily precipitated the failure."
To the present time nothing had been realized froin
the assets te make a dividend to the creditors practic-
able.

The First National Bank, Abelene, Kansas, failed
early in the'year. It was organized in 1879 with a
capital of 8100,000, and sbowed liabilities to depositors
and others of 8111,000. The président and cashier in
conjunction with a few personal friends borrowed
large sums of the Bank's funds, invested them in
numerous speculative enterprises, which as is common-
ly the case, proved unsuccessful. No dividend bas been
paid to the creditors to this date.

The Third National Bank, Malone, New York, sus-
pended about the saime time, It was organized in 1885
with a capital of $50,000, and had liabilities of about
$96,000. The cause of"suspensioa was lack of judg-
ment as to what constituted proper and sufficient
security for loans, excessive loans te individuals and
firins which loans became incollectable and negligence
on the part of the directorm. The failure of a large firm
owiug the Bank a sum about equal te one-half its capi-
tal stock precipitated its suspension. Norinally the
capital was net seriously impaired and it was hoped it
would be able te resume. To the present time, divid-
ends to the extent of 60 per cent have been paid to the
creditors.

The Harper National Bank, Harper, Kansas, failed
in January 1890. It was organized in 1886 with a capi-
tal of $50,000 and its deposits amounted to only about
$81,000. From its organization there apparently was
a lack of good business management. The president
and immediate members of bis family were large
borrowers and nearly the entire capital of the Bank
was locked up in speculative enterprises. A consider-
able amount of money had been borrowed from East-
ern capitalists on Deposit Receipts at high rates of
interest. No dividend so far bas been paid tO the
creditôrs.

The Gloucester City National Bank, Gloucester,
N.J., failed in May 1890. It -was organized in 1886
with a capital of $50,000 and had deposits of about
$40,000. The affaira of this Bank were also apparently
mismanaged from the first. The President was deeply
indebtèd to the Bank, he himself being engaged large-
ly in what was called " Banlking Companies," the'fail-
ure of some of which forced the Bank into insolvency.
An assessment of 40 per cent was levied upôn the
etockholders, and with the aàèistance of this the credi-
tors have been paid 20 per cent of their claime to date.

The Park National Bank of Chicago suspended in
June 1890. It was organized in 1886 with a capital of
8200,000. It had liabilities at date of suspenshii of
8710,000. For some time previoùs te the failure the -

Among the flavoring agents employed are the acetate,
nitrite and pelargonate of ethyl, the oils of cassia,
cloves, and bitter almonde, and the tinctures of allspice,
galle, capsicum, oak bark, etc. Burnt sugar ie the
usual coloriùg.ingredient.

Gin is a colorless neutral spirit, originally produced
from grain, which is treated with oil of juniper and
turpentine and again distilled. It is the most health-
ful of all spirits, as it is very free from fusel oil, free
acide and tannin. Amongst the flavoring substances
used, outeide of juniper berries and turpentine, are
almiond-cake, coriander seeds, cardamoms, capsicums,
calamus, orris and angelica roots. It is often largely
adulterated with water.

Whiskey is a variety of spirit distilled from fer-
mented grain or potatues. The grain may be either
malted or raw. - When unmalted grain is used the firet
operation prodices a crude alcohol which is redistilled ;
but, wYhen nalted grain is fermented, small stills
called "pot heade " are employed, and the product is
simply kept for a ine and not redi.stilled. A mixture
of malted I and unnialted granin is often employed.
New whiskey is especially dangerous oiying to the
presence of amyl alcohol in large quantities. It re-
quires to be kept until this.poisonous alcohol becomes
oxidiped into comparatively harmiless etherai and its
injurious effects are less evident. Hence the Govern-
ment regulations on this subject.

Wood naptha is a comparativély frequent adulter-
ant in cheap whiskies, and the smoky taste of Irish and
Scotch whiskies is imitated by the addition of a few
drops of creosote to the gallon. The sulphates of
copper, (blue vitriol) zinc and lead are used to give
the liquor " bite." Cayenne pepper is often added,
and logwood, catechu, tea infusion, and burnt sugar,
are used for col oring. 0iliness is given with glycerin.
In fact none of the spirits are so frequently adulterated
or with such deleterious ingredients as are the whis-
kies, although it is doubtful if fusel oil is ever pur-
posely added to then.

Ruin, properly speaking, should be obtained by
distillation of the, alcoholic liquid obtained by fer-
menting the juice of the sugar cane; but it is now
largoly made from molasses, and other residual pro-
ducts of the manufacture of sugar. Its characteristic
lavor is due to the presence of ethyl butyrate and

formate. Factitious rue are made by flavoring grain
spirit with butyric and acetic ethers, or even by adding
butyric acid iteolf. It ie then colored with burut
sugar or logwood. This spirit, when distilled with
the fresh leaves and berries of the bay berry tree
(Myrcia acris), forme genuine bay rum; but most so-
called bay "ruins" are simply prepared from the
tincture of bay leaves and rose Wvater with the idd ition
of a little bay-oil and borax..

4MISSING HnATTER

Jn our last issue we referred briefly to -the fact that Sam
Glaister, an .enterprising young hatter and dealer in men's fur.
nishings in Stratford, -was no longer. to be found in his accus-
tomed haunts, Lack of space then prevented further comment,
but theocircumstances of the case are so typical of the ease with
which s plausible storekeeper can pull the wool over the. eyés
of his creditors that we are tempted ta give a few. of the facts in
the case. l August 1889 Glaister purchased the men's furnish.
ing department of J. R. Williamson & Co., where ha bad pre-
viously been a clerk. le was just 21 years of age, popular in
the town, and was credited with having received a present of
$2,000 in cash on the occasion of his crossing the thresliold of
manhood. This formed bis only capital. He started in at once
ta boy for cash, and soon became as popular with his creditors
as he was with the younger portion of his townsmen. Unfortu-
nately for him his popularity extended also ta the opposite sez,
and it is said that he was as much opposed ta the concentration
of his affections as ta that of his credits. Now in a large city it
may h possible ta be inspired with a deep and fervent devotion
ta a large circle of female acquaintances, at one time, in com-
parative security, but in a small town this is out of the question,
and although rumour only credits Glaister with bestowing bis
manly affections upon two of Canada's fair daughters it speedily
became apparent that this was one too many. In this emergency
he resolved ta retire acrosa the line wilh No. 1 and leave No. 2
ta her fate, and in order ta raise the funds necessary for a Iresh
start in the domains of Uncle Sam ha visited bis creditor3 in
this city and placed orders, believed ta ha in the vicinity of $6,
000, r $7,000, with nearly every firma in his line in town. Being
known as a cash customer ha was warmly received, and bis
orders eagerly filled on the basis of 6 per cent discount for cash
in 30 days. One leading wholesale bouse in this city had their
suspicions increased by-slight indications of approaching trouble,
and persuaded him ta anticipate bis dues ta them. The two
houses who bave moat cause ta grieve, thought they were
coaxng a good, brotherly customer from the leading firm
referred ta. He secured froms each of then, among other goods,
two sealskins sacques-presumably, one for each of bis
Dulcineas-and faded quietly across the line. fis creditora
here are now tormenting themselves over the ease with
which a comparative boy bas duped trade veterans of many
years standing, and if Mr. Glaister could hear some of the com-
mente passed upon himself and his methods of doing business
we fear bis eara would tingle.

THE ENGLISIH CURRENCY CHANGES.
The financial schemes outlined by Mr. Goschen, Chancellor

of the Exchequer, bave had, on the whole, a; favorable reception.
Bimetallists are delighted with them, because it is believed the
proposed ten-shilling note, payable in silver, will grow sa quicky
in popular favor that the Treasury will be encouraged ta make
a new £1 note payable in the same matal. The chiefopposition
will come from the private country banks and the London joint
stock banks. The former will lose the lucrative small-note busi-
ness, as the new notes, when sanctioned, will be issued solely by
the Bank of England. The joint stock banks abject ta any arbi-
trary fixing of the proportion of cash resarves ta liabilities.
They are private traders, and as such deny the right of the Gov-
ernment to interfere with their manner of doing business, unless
they receive in return some of the privileges enjoyed by the
-Bank of England. These objections are not likely to receive
much popular support, and Mr. Goschen will probably give themà
scant consideration. It cannot be denied that London's reserve
of gold ta liabilities is perilously smail. - Last month the pro.
portion, calculated upon the return of the joint stock banks,
was only 11.7 per cent. and even that was above the-average.
Mr. Gosen hinted at a- compulsory proportion of twenty.five
per cent, but it ia more likely ta be fixed at.twenty per cent.
Privai e bankers are saying that in this matter of cash resves
the reform should commence at the Bank of England. It eems
that i has been the custom of the Bank of England dirictors
to treat the bankers' balances like private deposits, andtO fend
them freely, go that the raturns as to cash reserves do not give

Furs have become popular in England. France has bad a very
favorable fur season, sealskin, Persian and Astrakhan leading.
MuEquash bas been freely purchased for Rusais, lower and
medium sor's being most in request; better grades have been
taken for seal colored articles ; the seal colored musquash, how-
ever, is no longer fashionable for fine trade, because of the ex-
tensive production in cheap grades. Soma paiSels of musquash
have been bartered for white hares. Skunk -bas met an im-
proved demand, especially black and short-stripe skins, for Eng-
land; some parcels have also been recalled for America, and
German furriers so far take only amall'quantities. Other grades
of skunk sell slowly. -Raócoon, best sorts, bas met with a very
fair demand for Russia; lower grades sell alowly. There is also
some request for black-dyed skins, and beaver and sea otterimi-
tations aliso sell well.

THE SAYWARD CASE.

The firat step in the celebrated Sayward case bas been won
by Canada, and there is now but little doubt that thequestioni
of the right of the United. States to make this and gimilar seiz-
ures in the Behring's Sea will be finally ailjudicated on. The
Supreme Court have granted permission to file an application
for a writ of prohibition. to prevent the District Court ct Alaska
proceeding to carry out its decree of forfeiture made in the case
of the schoâner Sayward, libelled for unlawfully taking· seals
within the waters of the Behring Ses, and the date fixed for the
argument, the 13th of next April, will be awaited with interest.
It had been contended by eminent constitutional. lawyers
throughout the United States that.the court had no jurisdiction
in the case while. the matter was pending as a diplomatic
question, and that the court on these'grounds alonewould throw
the case out; but the decision of the court will no force an
argument on the merits of the Behring Ses controversy. Sir
John Thompson bas won golden opinions in the mattei.

THE WATSON MANUFACTURING 00.

The rumour iscurrent in hard-ware circles that the Watson
Manufacturing Co., Ltd., makers of agricultural implements at
Ayr, Ont., are desirous of going into liquidation. The company
give as their reason for desiring. to adopt this course the exist-
ing difficulty of collecting which renders it impossible for them
to realiza in time to meet their own payments. Their bankers
strongly oppose this step (on the ground that any sudden
liquidation would largely reduce the value of their assets) and
oilers of au extension, have been made by their heaviest credi-
tors. The firm is an old established one, and a year ago its
statement showed a nominal surplus of $400,000, so that aven if
liquidated it would pay 100 cents in the dollar. The volume of
their business in 1889 amounted to $278,000 and showed a net
profit of $33.000. This would seem to indicate that their
bankera' advice was sound.

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Tus Boston Commercial Bulletin says the rubber boot and
shoe trada je in ad shape. The action of the Boston Rubber
Shoe Co. in reducing prices bas compelled all the companies ta
follow suit. The new discounts are 45-5 and 10, a reduction of
10 par cent fram the former price and identical with that for
1889. As the ]sst price list was based on rubber at 70075a,
while at present but little rubber can be got ut 86c, with higher
values impending, the prospects of the trade under a reduction
of 10 per cent in manufactured gods can be judged. These
new discounts nominally only prevail tilt April 1, but as orders
will be taken in the interim for manufacture and delivery after
that date, the price in the opinion of some will be practically
the ruling one for the year. Others think that the small com-
panies will sell as little as possible and allow the big companies
ta dispose of their production, when the former will obtain an
advance on the balance of their output. The present is simply
another move in the contest between the Boston Rubber Shoe
and the Woonsocket Rubber Co.'s and is a defensive-of.ensive
manoeuvre on the part af the former.

AefERioAN barb wire makers have succeeded ut last in forming
a pool. After a long fight the Washburn & Moen company was
induced to come in on promise of the payment ai $400,000 for
their patents, which run out in 1894. Washburn & Moen wanted
$500,000 and the others otlered $250,000, but a compromise
was effected. The result of the pool, in which all the barb wire
companies in the country are interested, will be an advance at
an early date in the price of barb wire, the claim being made
that the competition existing heretofore has had the eflect of
causing large losses ta manufacturers.

Mu. JoHN LIvi NosTONE, trustee of the Joseph Hall Machine
Works, Oshawa, bas prepared a 3rd dividend sheet of 12ý per
cent (the second ta unsecured creditors) who have filed claims
aguinst that estpte. Mr. Livingstone says: " Notwithstanding
that I continually urge, threaten, coa, worry, telegraph ta, and
plead with debtors ta remit, money comes in very slowly. The
dividend herein in part anticipates remittances. Proceedings
in law te burry payments I have found ta be costly, dilatory and
ineffective, thougli sometimxes resorted to from the compulsion
of circumstances."

Tra arrivals of Canadian and Anirican apples ut Liverpool
from the opening of the season ta Jan. 17 were 172,999 barrels,
as against 338,734 barrals during the corresponding period of
the pravious season i arrivals at Glasgow to the 17th inst. were
65,828 barrels, as against 109,325 barrels the previous season,
and the arrivais at London aggregated 57,106 barrels, as against
65,212 barrels the corresponding period of the previous season.
The total arrivals at British porte were 297,976 barrels, as com.
pared with 537,056 barrela the previous season, a shortage of
239,080 barrels.

Tas investigations of the assessors for the State of New. York
during the year verify the statement that there is no improve.
ment in the value of farm lands or in the financial condition of
their owners or occupants. Everywhere ve are confronted with
the statement that larming lands are depreciating, that sales
are inirequent, and the industry continually growing less profit-
able. In many instances mortgage liens upen farine represant
their full value, and unencumbered farms are unusual and ex
ceptional.

'Tnu firn of Feodor Bous & Co., im'porters and manufacturera
agents, has beau dissolved, Mr. Feodor Boas retiring. The busi.
nese is continued by the remaining partuer Mr. 1-. If. Wolff, who
has associated with him Mr. Gao. Merz of Berlin, under thename
and stylo of Iennann I. Wolfl & Co. Mr. Boas will in future
conflue his attention ta the products of his several woollen mills,
so well and favorably known ta the trade.

pages, compiled and edited by Edward H. Smythe, LL.D., Q.C.,
of Kingston, Ont. The Act while before Parliament, was
thoroughly discussed and reviewed in theie columns, but we
hope to devote somae further attention to..it before long.

Lzvi BaoTEs*s, dry goods merchants of St. Johns, Que., bave
assigned. Their liabilities will be close upon $20,000- k few
years ago they showed a surplus of $10,000, but since then their
business bas fallen off and a loss of $1,000 by the absconding 1of
Ierael Rubenetein seems to have brought affaire to a crisis.
The assigner is now taking stock, and it is said that the firm
will make an offer in the vicinity of 50 cents in the dollar.

THE committee of the International Train-men's Association
are in session at the Albion Hotel in this city and it is rumoured
that unless certain concessions are made ta them the train.men
on the whole of the Canadian Paoific's system, from St. John,
N.B., ta Vancouver, will be called ont.

TuE Merchants Bank of flalifax appear ta have had a highly
successful year's business. After paying dividends ta the ex-
tent of $66,000, the bank bas been able ta add $100,000 ta its
Reserve fund and the stock is now quoted at 133-the highest
figure paid for any 6 per cent bank stock in the Dominion.

Ir is stated that the liabilities of Prior Wotton & Co., lumber
marchants of London, Eng., who are in financial dilliculties, will
reach $1,250,000. Quebec lumber shippers are creditors to the
extent of $35,00..

TuE quantity of Scotch and other potatoes recently ordered
by the British Government for seed 'and relief purposes in the
United Kingdom in 1,300,000 barrels. The market is already
toning up through the heavy purchase.

THE annual meeting of the Delaware, Ont., Cheese Co., wes
held ut the factory. A large number of stockholders and patrons
attended. The annual report of the secretary shows the business
is increasing, and the past year a very successful one.

THE official returns show that the shipments of Cheshire
(England) salt in 1890 were the smallest in many years. The
quantity i placed. at 31,766 tons, against an average of 55,001.
tons the past five years and 56,651 the past ten years.

nCARLEs B. WATTs, of Brantford, bas been selected ta pur-
chase the grain required by the members of the Dominion Mil
lers' Association. Mr. Watts will move ta Toronto within the
next two weeks, and begin operations as soon as possible.

SEVERAL purchases have been made recently of Canadian eva.
porated apples, chopa and cores and skins, for shipment ta Eu'.
ope via New York. The movement is due ta advantage in
acean freight rates. About four carloads were taken last week.

THE California Fruit Union estimates its sales lut year at a
million and a balf dollars, with net returne of over seven hun.
dred dollars. Rallroad delayswere damaging to ahipments, and
there ie ta be a etrong effort made ta have the number of Union
Pacifia cars enlarged.

LETTERs have been received ta the effect that the weather
has been so cold in France that the firet sowing of pea, now in
the ground, is entirely destroyed. This will necessitate a second
planting when the weather moderates, and will delay the pack.
ing at lest a month, probably six weeks.

FiNE Para rubber is likely to go ta $l.00. One of the largest
importera in Boston says: I With the amount which this syndi.
cate has in hand, and with the co-operation of the Brazilian
government, the manufacturers of rubber goods in this country
are confronted with poasibilities which have never before been
preaented."

They had
issued no ticket for it, and had no knowledge of its being on the
train. In the eye of the law the mother was the carrier of the
babe, and not the railway company, and she must bear the res.
