Interesting Interview with a Fran-
ciscan Miesionary

Curleas Chinese Castoms—Bishop Amton-
nucel’s Dlocese—Pragress of the Church

Among the passengers who arrived from
Chinn on the Clty of Pekin on the 9tk inst.,
was Rev, Father Ashanasine Goetie, a mom-
her of the Kranolaoan Ocder. The Rav.
Father has been for elght years a missioner in
the northern park of China and came to this

-olty for hls health. Ha has been sufforing for
the past two yesrs with lung troabls, brought
on by the hardships of the life he was com.
pelied to lead while trying to oonvert the
p>gans to the tros Church, Father Goette is
now ataying at the rasidence of the Franclscan
Fathers on (folden Gate avenue, and yester-
day afterncon & reporter of the Monilor
had the following interesting interview with
alm :— -

+] was ordalned in the Franciscan Order,”
zald he, “in St. Louta, Misscurf, in 1881, &nd
ahortly aftorward atarted for Cpina. I wont
%o the northern pars of tha Emplre to o place
eilled Kaulin, where the realdencs of Bishop
Pognneei 1 mltustod, After staying there
one montn, I began for the first time to study
the language of the poopls I was o Inbor
among. Tale ety in tha vaplial ot tha Peo-
winos and has 800 000 izhabitania, Thers wa
hiave two ohutcans, B a3llegs and a achool of
about efgh*y Cninese boys. 1Va zlio havoan
orphan asylam there with abant 1500 Chin-
ezs children. Fathor Huyo, who la alao a
Franoiscan an2 a fine Irish priest, is teacher
of theology 2nd philozophy in the collsge
there., 1 was eent from there to a mission
named Tscheou-tzs-hun, and have hoen
1aboriag in that vic'nity ¢ver aince, Tnore
ara abont 3300 Otristlans there—a groat
number of them being old converte. Tha
Catholic religlon 18 aprsadiog rapidly in
Chins, and much greater would be its pro-
grees wero we wappled with means. The
missioner’s income {8 §9 a month, and ous of
this they mugt pay a eorvant and all other
axpenses. Daring the last five yoars thoae-
ands of oonverts have boen received Into the
Churon, The Chinese la the interior ara
oasier to oonvert than these living ia the
large cities, In the cities ihey are more im-
mors! and will nos give up their vices.”

s'Qplum,” continued the Father, *‘is the
curae of China. Blen, women, and even chil-
dren, use it. The Emperor deea not ellow it
to be cnltivated, but thiais a law more hon-
ored In the breach than in the obesrvance.
‘No Christian, of conrse, naea or ralases the
¢tower. 1t seems to have a worst effact upon
the femalos who uee it than upon the malee,
The women, when in want of oplum, will de
almost anything snd commit any crime to
obtain Iv.”

Speaking about the treatment of the mls-
slonaries, Father Goette wald :—“ Az s rule
they are not harshly treated, and nome of
them have roceived bodily iojury In
our province during my time. About nine
-years ago, thoagh, while preaching the gospel
ju a amall townin the province of Shiasl,
Father Caspar Fachs waz stoped by the
populace, He was knosked lnaepsiblo and
thrown Into a river, after his clothea had been
taken from him ; brt, instead of drowniog,
the water revived the Priest and he wae able
%o rasch the shore, and to walk to bia mlssion
jn hie naked oonditlon, Soon afterward

Father Fuche, whoaa health was Injared onm
acoount ¢f the treatment he received, left
China and oame to San Franclsoo, and after
a short stay in this ofty want $o his
native place, Austris, whereheis aow. The
- Bmperor caused all tkoso whoe were engaged
in the attack on the misefoner te be jall-d,
and somo were exlled forever. Thls move-
ment put a stop, in & great measure, to any
further cruel treatment to the priestsa. Che
students of China, that is the educatod claas,
are greatly epposed to forelgnere, and will
nlaait and ill-$reat them whenever $he oppor-
tanity offers,

The Chineas are a long-llved race, men and
women of elghty and ninety yoars of ags be-
dog no rarlty, When converted the Calnose
make strong Ohristians, Thoy may leave the
Church, few do, bat they will, you may de-
pead, die in it. They will trave! any num.
ber of milce and endare every hardship to re-
.celvo the Iaat Saoraments, They will not, if
it is 1n thelr power, die withont them. Near-
1y all the persons in theinterior are farmera,
A person wlill labor for you for a whole year
{for 312, and nn thig sum they sapport a fami-
1y of four «x five people. Batyou must ra.
membar tbat things are very cheap thers,
and one cent will proouremuch more in China
than $1 wounld hers, The families are very
affeotionate and seldom separate. You will
wes large famflies of oight or ten persons,
some of the childres quite old, who have
mever been absent from home a #lngle day.

Oatside of Oatholiolam no ether religion is
‘recognfzed to any great extent. Baauatifal
and moegnificsnt temples that were axeoted by
Ghe members- of the Dudanists, Lsoismists
and Confaclos, ara golog to wreck and raio.
‘Thers are very few Protestant mlsslonories
in the iInterlor. They confine thelr work to
the large citles.” In answer to a quention 1
‘the langasgs wan difficult to learn, the mie-
sloner aatd : <*It is very difficult, The ohar-
aotera are so strange and the pronunofatien
aomething terrlble to comprehend, Every
province han its own dlalect, and In seme of
she largs provindon theis arv soveral dilloroni
.dlaleots spoken. All the forelgners in Chioa
wenr the native dress, one and all. The
astlves do not like the Enropean atyls ef
-dress, and If we were to clothe onraclves in
-the habillments of our conntrymen, woman
.and children, they weuld follow ns shouting

snd throwing stomes. It Is not generally

known, but 6 Is nevertheless true, that this{

drems now worn by the Ohlnese is not the
ariginal costume af Chinw, Thia in tha Mon.
&oltan dress ‘nnd was introduced’ [ate the

onaatry by the family of the now reigning
Emperor, some 250 years ago. At that time
the Chineee rabelled agalnst the new costume
and vowed they would not adops it, but an
edict from the Emperor announolng that all
persons found arrayed in any atyle other than
the one he ordered should be decapifated,
soon made the prosent costume an universal
one. It was only then that the cus was
adnpted and tho head ehaved.”

Oar reporter then asked if the natives mar-
ried young, to which the Rev, Father ra-
pied: * Yoy, It ig the custom for the men
to marry at the ages of 16 and 18 and the
women at 13 and 15 vears of age, The mar-
riage among the uncenverted heathens ie
quita comioal in comparison to our ceremony.
"Che male obild 13 never allowed to plck ont
his bride. When the psrents think It iz sime
for a bay to marry they look round for s
raitable malien. Having found her they aek
the gir] if ahe wonld object to marrylng thelr
eon. It ehe auswors in the affirmative the
parents thank her, give a sum of money to
her pnarentr, and then return heme. The
next day Shey send four men with a gsdan
ohalr to the honse of their prospective
daughter-in-law and she I carriad to the
hridegroom’s honss. He then bsholds for the
fizst time the porson who In to be his psrtasr
for life, She enters the room which had hean
previcusly prapared for the marriage toast,
Aleng the walls ars picturas of the sniestry
of the groom, going back hundrada «f years.
Bofora sach of these plctures the bride howa
aud cftsrs them fruit and flawere, When sha
conoludces this sha a8 marrled. Tae famlly
then gita dowan to the marriage feast. Thero
are, you kncw, no prlest or miniators ameng
the pagun Chizese, bu% ths laws are very
strict with these who kroenk thsir marriage
vow. Ifa hosband taizke Lic spouse hse not
boen trus to him he ls free to cubt off her
hend as well a8 to decapitate the man he ene-
pacta.

Another strange habié of tho nasivas {3 that
they are mostly all clean shaven, bat ne man
lz allowed to wear a beard ua'il he is 40
yeara of ngo or untll both his parents acw
desd, Chian, a3 you no doubt ars aware,
does nof liko France, and az tie Foreign
Migelonorias are under the protection of
France, they think 3hat the missionsriss
coma thera only for pnlitfcal pursasea, Dur-
Ing tho war In 1886 bstween Ifcanca and
Chainn, the Chizess se% s dey when they
were to murder all Cathclic priests. Thao day
came, byt at the last moment the Empress,
who way roeignad ss her son was too young,
ardered that no harm be done the ission.
arles,” *“ It wap indoed,” sald tho missloner
reflectingly, *¢ a narrow escape.”

Whea ackad {f the i nplre favored emigra-
tion the Father sald : ¢ No, It doon not. Toe
peopie thore have a kind of a moltn which
reada thus ‘*No good Calnsman will leave
his land.” It is, a3 a rule, only the lower
olags that smigrate, and in many fnotancee
fenr of punishmen$% compela them to do go. In
the intarior of China thers are no fereigners
asy Cathollo prlests, I was thero eight
yeara and ozly one other white mpn, Travel-
Ing in China is very poor. Itis mostly done
on horseback or by means of 8 chair carried
by gervants, Tiaoraosis greatly opposed to
any advancement, and It wes only a3 faw
monthe ago that a rallroad was suucceesfully
built, Qa former occasiens when the attempt
to conatruct a line wae made the natives as-
saulted the workmen snd tore up the ralla.
They are sfraid that any Emprovement will
do away with manual labor, and greatly fsar
anything mechanical,

Speaking of Bishouo-slec* Antenuncel,
Father Gootte mald : “ Whon Biskop Anton-
uucol left Californla it was his intention to
oome directly to my Blshop, Bishop Pagnucot
and be consecrated, but semething interfered
aund he went diract to his appotatment. In
November next eight of tha Blshopas of
northern’ China will sseemble and then
Blahop Antonuacol will be cansecrated. Ths
Cbinese have no Saucdaye or holidays eave
New Year'a day, which will ocour on the 20th
inst., being regulnted by tha moon. Some-
times they have 13 monihs in the year,

¢ Yeu, I am veory scrry to vey,” sald the
Father In reply to a guestion if the natives
destroyed thelr female infaate, *° that they
do. Soon after taelr birth they throw them
into the graveyard, or if o Catholio misslon-
or's bouse s near they Icnva them at his
doorstep. Every famlly has It3 owa grave-
yard acjoining thoir realdence, When the
infans is left in the graveyard it Is gsnerally
devoursd by wild animals. In regardto the
population of China it is Impoesible to give
the exaot fizares, but L would place It be-
tween thres and four bundred wililons, and
of theas about one million are Oatholio con-
verta, There are about 1,500 Oathollo prieats
there, half of this pumbsr being fsretgners,
the other vatives. The Protestant preachera
und thelr famllies number about 400 Thse
Raliglous Ordera represented In Onius are
the Franoclsoans, Jesuits, Dominicane, and
Rodemptorists. The Feanclecane have ten
Bisheps there, Oaly & fow secular prieats are
in Obina.,"

Father Gootts has two brothers I the
same O:der and mission as he 1s. The Rev,
Father wlil spend the winter {n this oity and
then rotaen to the scene of bis 1abora by way
of Earope,—&an Francisco HMonitor.

Upon ruch
occasiona gshe had to do without whatever she
wanted, Bat a change came over the spirit
of the seene, Oas dny her cousin, a bey aged
four years, wae breught up from the country
to spend the winter with littleJalis's mother,
Heo fs one of the boys who, when he seca
any thing, takes It, and when he doesn’s
mee It, asks for {it, oand when he
deesn’t get it, just hollers like all the sea

Hons, bears and clgera In Lincoln Park. He
s a howler from Howlersville, snd iavarl-
ably gets whatever he wants in double-quick
time. He haa a buzz-saw volce, and he makes
the most ofit. YWhen he yells he drowns the
sound of the cable-car, which runa before the
dining-room window and he ia yelling from
sunriee to sunset. Julla was much stronck
with the lncomparable cfficiency of her coue-
{n’a mathoda of tratsecting busineea, and the
day after bie arrival ontared inte partnership

A BLIND POSTULANT.

An Empressive Cercmony Mingled With FEx-
pressions of safizess and Connolaiion.

Not every cnacan witnots a cercmony that
1:aves on the spzstator a mi.uled ilmpreseios
¢f sadnsssand conzolaticn ruch as tock place
not very long ago ln the Convunl of the Con-
grogasion of 85 Puul, London, whers the ma-
jurity of nune, novices and pupile are tetslly
blind, This czremony wee the takivg of the
vell by two yoang pestulact:, epe of wham
conld uee, the othor who had never ceen,

21 houss of the dsy aed n'ght belny wlike
to them, the tlmo ftixed was 7 A, M., when
the bl clty was just wuking up to the full
actlvity of the morning. The courtysrd of
the coavent is divided from the noiry street
by two heavy double pates, jaalously closed
at all times, but {for once open to admit the
fow privileged visitors invited to the solamn-
ity. They wera conducted to the chapel re.
gerved for struegers, e simple and modest
building, with no other decoration than {is
exqulsita oleanliness. Some sixty youug girle
ef various ages were kaeeling in their seats,
whila two rows of emypty stalls awalted the
nuns, The profound silancs ov okaraoteristio
of religious communities wrs oppreseive, bat
it heightened the sudden eflect of distant
melodicns volces sicging the **S.ltatns sum,”
Finally a door wes opened and the nons en-
tored. In the middls of the procesalon walked
two young girls in bridal attire, the blind
one lad hy the otzer, followed by six little
girle ia white, carrylup In a baskat the veil
and woolen robes of the Qdor.

It wuo d:fficrls to know which among the
cilens elstere wero thran whe ocoald see and
those who coeld not, They all moved eastly
and took thoelr seats without uncertainty or
hesitation. Theo Mass bsgan, the sightless
choir sang to the accompanlment of a blind
orgsnist. At ite vonclusion the ceremony of
taking the veil began by the offislating priest
asklug the pnatnlants what they wanted ;
having rece{ved ttie anawer, *‘ The houly garb
of the congregation,” he proceeded to inform
them that by eo doing &asy took the solomn
engagement of coasecrat:ug thelr whole livea
to the faithful service of the blind and the
duty of ednoating them. Taey eagerly assert-
od their willluguoess to do o, and, as lighted
capdlea were placed in their hands, the prieat
uttered the werds that in one’s oase had mo
touching a significasce: * Recelve the ma-
torial light, symbe!l of the splritnal light of
grace that will make beight your way.”

After a short time the sistors returned clad
in the conventual dress, and were led round
to give snd recelve the kies eof peace before
dieappesring forever bekind the oloture or
grated door.

1o this same convens a lovely glirl, entirely
biind, determined a oouple of yeara ago to
take the vell, Tae novice who led her to the
altar wae her ewn mother, & widow, who, an-
willing to oppose her daughier’a vooation,
and unable to part from her, had resolved to
take her vows in the same community, on the
same day, as ber own child, Frem the time
the ceremony was over they oalled each other
¢ Sister,” and had eventually no other rels-
tione than those .of their common duties.
Very soon the younger nun beoame rapidly
consamptive, and it was scen appareot that
her days were numbered. She wasconfined
to the tnfirmary ; every evenlog the Saperior,
a rofined and highly ednoated woman, took
the mothsr to visit the patlent, and after a
fow moments of oconversation, in which
werldly hepes and aspirations had no place,
andthe three women addresred each other by
their refigious appeliations, the gentle Sup-
erior arosa to go, moved to the deor, and,
without taurnlog round, gaid te the mother :
‘K iee your daughter,” and to the dying girl,
“Klan your mother"—Instinotively giving tho
blind aister and her agonized parent the in-
effable and supreme consolation of again
using the familiar words that bound them to
each other.

WHAT 13 ABSOLUTION

And does the Priest Forgive Peni-
tents in Oonfession?

Clagsjoal anthora nae the Liatin word ab-
golution—literally, unbloding or unlocsing—
to signify equlttal from a criminal charge,
and eoclesiastioal writers have adopted the
term, employing it to denote a seiting froe
from crime or penalty. Baut, as orimo and its
penalties are regurded even by the Church
from very diffsrent polnts of vlew, '* absotu-
tlon in its ecolesiastical nse hears eeveral
renses, which it {s important to distingnish
from one another.

Absolution from sin Is a remiesion of ain
which the priest, by authority, recelved from
Chrint, makes in the Sacrament of Penance.
Ic iz not & mere anncuncement of the Goepel,
or u bare declaration tnat Goa will parden
the oina of those who repent, hut, s the
Genucll of Trent defines, it fs a judlolsl act
by which a priest as jndge paszes sentence on
the ponitent,

Wik regard to abeolution thus understood,
it [a to ba observad, first, that it can be glven
by none bat priests, since to them alone has
Chrlst committed the necessary powe: : and
sacondly, thot sluce abaslution ia & judicial
fentence, the priest muet have autherity or
jurlsdiotion ovor $he parson absolved, The
need ot jarledict'on, In order that abasiution
may bo velld, 18 an article of faith defined nt
Trent, and 18 follows feom the very nature of
abizolution ak defined above, nince the rrason
of thivgs reyunires that a jadge should nat
P28 eantenve except on the one vho s placed
under him, zg tho subject of kis court. Tase
fazlesicticn mov de ordinary—i e, 36 mny
113w from the oflize which $hoconfessor holds,
or delegates—i. e, it mar Bo given - the
confessor by one who has ordinary jarisdic.
ion with pawer to confor it upon others, as
iz delegntes. Taur n bishop bze cruioury
jartzdiction over wecular and rellgions, whe
#r€ DOV €XCmpE, in his diocese, and within its
Linits he cun delugate juriedicilen %o priosie
sicular or regular.  Again, the pralatas of re-
Valona erdera exempt from the authorlty «f
tho bivhop have jirisciction mere or leus
anple withie their own order, and they cun
stuolve, or delcgate powar o aheoley,
o onmzLbers of tho order wito are eabjot to
them ; cor e it poselble, ordinsrily speak-
tog, tor the blahop, or o pricst whobes hie
piwers trom the bishop only, to absolve such
r:ligious. Moreover, s blskop er prelatc of a
redigions order, in conferring power to ab-
wolve his subjects, may reserve the abrolation
of certaln things to himeelf. The Church,
however, supplies oll priests with the power
to absalve pereone In danger of death, at loas
if they cusnnot obtwuin a priest with the
aensl ¢ facultles” or powers to absclve,

Thilrdly, abeolution must ba given in words
wbich express the eflicaoy of absolutlon, viz.,
forgiveness of sin. The Roman Ritual pre-
scribza tho form ** I absclve thes from thy
sine, in the name of the Father azd of the
Sor, and of the Holy Gheat,” Bayond all
doubt, the form “ I akhsolve the from thy slns
would suflice tor the vaiidity of the sacra-
ment. But would a procatory torm avail—
such for exsmple ar, ‘* May Jesus Chelat
abaolve thee from thy slns’' ? The affirmative
has been maintained by the celebrated critic
Morlousz, while Tournelsy nnl many others
have fallowed his opinion. It fa certain that
o form of absolution purely precatory does
not suffice for the validity of the Sacrament
of Penance. In the coastitution of this
vacrament Carist did po! say to bis Apostles.
“ Whose slns you shall agk to bo absolved,
they shall be absolved,” but he inatituted as
the form of the sacrameont. ‘¢ Whoee sins yo
shall forgive, they are forgiven them.”" These
words show that the minister of ths Sacra-
ment of Penanco does not pray for the abao-
Intion of the penitent, but pronouncea the
abeolution, as & judiclal zexntence, an ons hav-
lag judictal awothority. In favor of thie
opinlon we have the authority of the Cous-
olia of Florenoe and Trent, both of which
defined the form of the Sacrament of Penanace
to be, “'I absolve thee from thy sics,’ adding
thet the prayers preceediog or followlng
these words are mol of the essemce of tho
form. It would seem from this that these
oonnoilzdefined the Indleat waform as easentlal
for the valldity of the sacrament, in addition
to this, 1t might be eald that as the Sacra-
mont of Pansnce has ths nature of a coart,
the mialater ought to prenounce his zontenoe
as & judge ; but if the purely preocatory form
1x geed, his sentence does not wear hischar:
acter.

Tho abzolution ae used in the Groek church
heing preeatory oonly in the aound of the
worde and indicative In senso, was probakly
valld, Bat, since the decislon of Ciement
VIII. in his brief of 1595 to the Eastern
Oharch, the precatory form le ne longer law-
fal. Herequired the Grecka to follow the
deoleion of the Council of Florence te which
we have alluded, and employ the Indicative
and parely jadicial form,

Lastiy the form of abaolution must be nt-
tered by the priest in the presence of the
person absolved. Thln foliows as a necessary
oonsequence from the natore of the form of
ahsolution sanntinnad  he the mar=atos] o,
dition of the Ohurch ; for the very wards “I
absolve thee,” Imply the premence of the

penitent.

These
friends were soon separated, and after long
yoors had pasaed, one of them, entering a
cathedral In a Europran oity, saw hia oid
comrade receiviog Holy Communien. His
miod at once revertsd to the gcene in the
stroets of Lima ard the Angelus, Tho thrall
of the past, tho lnflasnce of the present hour,
wae alike mighty, and he, too, became a con-
vert to the Cathollo faith, Now, both of
these naval surgeons are with the dead, and
when DMillet's Angelus became werld-
renowned, the son of one of them bought an
engraving of 1t as a sacred zelic of & beloved
parent; through %, he, *belng dead, yet
speaketh."”

Gorley paraed three of the children cubof the
window to Malrcosey,who aselsted them to
tho sidewnlk, By this timo tho em:ke was
pouting out of the windewa In denes vulames
and when Maulrooney turned to receive the
fourth child ke could not eee Gorloy. Ho
plunged his body half threugh the window,
resched ont his arm and touched Gorley, but
ho fell forward with a soream and dlzappear-
od, Tho firemen could discern one of the ra-
mainiag children tapgled in an Iron bedatead,
but were powarless to reach t.

Had it not been said
that under this bill the Instruotion of tre
minority would go on at thelr own will, well
was it forus to tell the minority thet their
atndies were not extensiva emough? There
was no serlons reason to oltosa the study of
the Yiberal profesaion fo the bachelors of cur
unlversities, Lot us show our friends of the
minority that we bold thelr honses ot cduoa-
tlon fn the highesat esteem.

Mr. Pellotier made n violent attack on the
bill, He believed in equal richts and not in
giviog specisl education privileges to the
minority.

Mr. Robidoux spoke strongly In favor of
the bill, which he showed to be in the best
‘Int- reats of eduoation in the provinoe.

Till now the storm has] spent it-
self; be remains master of the situation,
white thcse whe howled momt Ioudly against
him are mere than half ashamed of them-
selves and appear anxious to bave thelr liftle
extravagances forgotten.

But, perhaps, the healthiest eign of the
times is the signal fallure which has overcome
the attempts of thoee who songht, en the pre-
text of the Jeauiss’ Estates aottlemeat to In-
treduce seotarian animosity into the already
sufficiently heated arena of party politioa.
The concensus of the compatent of all mec-
tions was agalnst them irom the start, and
what began with a very falr Imitation of
thonder died away into the crackling of
thoros under a pet.

No better proof than this could be given
of the great advance among the people ef
practical common senss viewe, and the sup-
premsion of that intolerant spirit so frultfnl
of public trouble, dlssenslen and sorrew in
the past.

Both government and pecple are therefore
to be congratulated, and the late agitation
may not be regretted since It demonstrated
these checring facts in relation to the con-
ditlon of thought and feeling Ib the body

politic.

The New Extradition Treaty.

—

Seoretary Blalne has eecured a diplomatle
trlumph In the extraditlon treaty just agreed
upon between the governments of the United
States and Great Britain. Coming so soon
after the Bayard-Chamberlain fallure, and
covering, as it dees, with admirable perepl-
oacity, the dangerous and disputed polnts
which brought disaster on the former nege-
tiatlons, It must be admitted that the Ameri-
can Secretary now guldlng affairs at Wanb-
ington has shown himself worthy of {he oon-
fidencs reposed In him,

In this matter the Tory goverament of
Liord Salisbary was tanght a wholezome les-
son, and one which they should treasure for
application to fature negotlations with the
United States. If nothing else, the sending
of Mr, Chamberlain to Amerioa was an inanit
to a free people. The renegade Radloal, who
saorificed every principle he pretended to
revers, coldly went back on hia great leader,
snd with the subserviency of a oad voted for
the permanent coerclon of Ireland—a traltor
alike te freedom and to Irlendship-—was not
the sort of person to be acoredited to the
GGreat Republic on so delloate a miwnion as
the nsgotiaticn of an extraditlon treaty.

It will aleo bear remembrance that the
party then in power at Washiogton had not
shaken itaslf olear from the imputation of
leaning towards the Torylsm of England.
The Itlah tock alarm and mads thelr infla-
ence felt, so that not only was the Bayard-
Chamberlain treaty thrown ou$, but the men
who were mainly Jostrumental In ooncocting
it were alao sent about thelr businoss.

The preeent treaty makea the following
orimes extraditable ;—

Manslaughter, ocouaterfeiting or altering
money, uttering or bringiog into circulation
counterfeit or altered mopey, smbezzlement,
larceny, obtaining money, goods, or valuable
securities by false pretences; receiving any
money, valuable secority, or other property,
knowipg the mame to have been embezzled,
stolen, or fraudulently obtained ; fraud by a
bailee, banker, agent, factor, trustee, or direc-
tor, or member, or officer of any compsny,
made criminal by the laws of both countries ;
perjnry or subornation or perjury, abduction,
child-stealing, kidnapping; barglary, house-
breaking or shopbreaking ; piracy by the lawa
of uations; revolt or conepiracy to revolt by
two or more persous on board a ship on the
high aear sgainet the authority of the master ;
wrongfully sinking or destroying s vessel at
sea or atbempting to do so; assanite on board
» ship on the bigh sess with intens to do griev-
ons bodily harm; orimes and offencea againsh
the laws of both conntries for the suppression
of alavery and alave-trading.

All theae enumerated effences are such that
every natlon should be agreeable to their
punishment, Ae Mr, Blalne 1aid,—* They
are mersly common orimes made punishable
by the laws of all clvilizad States, and not
amoh as are made psnal In any partion-
lar country by reasen of peoullar conditions
there existing.”

In order te guard agalnet the surrender of
pexsons charged with politioal effences, it in
expremsly agreed In the mecond artlole of the
treaty that :—

A fugitive oriminal shall not be surrendersd
if the offence in respect of which his sarrender
is demanded be one of a political character ;
or if he proves that the requisition for his anc-
render has in fact been made with a view to
try to punish him for an offence of a political

obaracter. .

No person surrendered by either of the high
sontraching parting $¢ ths cther shall bs trialle
or tried, or he punished for any political crime
or offences, or for any act conneoved therewith,
commibted previously to his extradition,

If any question shall aviee aa to whether any
case comes wibhin the provisions of this article,
the decision of the anthorities of the Govern-
ment in whoae jurisdiction the fugitive shall
be ab the tims shall be final,

And In the third artiole thas—

Nec porsen sumendorsd by or o eivuer of ihe
high contracting parties ehall be trisble for
any orime or offence sommisted prior to his
extradition other than the otfence for whioch he
was :tx:rzdimil, m'rliu until :: :‘llnll h-v:r;n'd an
opporimpity of returnin B oonnf rom
whioh he :v’u mnndereg. :

The Bayard-Ohamberlaln treaty did not
cuver these polnte, but left open the olaim
for the surrendar of persons charged with

My, Baysrd's scandalone treaty, and rejected
it with indignation, made tha Britlsb Govern-
ment more ready to negotiate a common.gense

be, Mr. Blaine deserves aredit for makisg a
treaty which has properly guarded all rights
that ought to be guarded.”

Buat perhaps the best proof that the treaty
Is » good one is to be found In the churllth
growl of the London Twmes, which thowed
1ta tosth In this fashion :—

¢ The Extradition Treaty does not go an inch
beyond the chvions necessity of the case, The
exclugion of political offences leaves room to
doubd whether the plotters of the murder of
Mz, Lincoln or of Cavendish would not uader
1% PEOVIBIOnS VO MRS Lruiu WDV Punni e IRNICIEd
upon ordinary murderers.”

From a Canadian point of view the treaty
fa quite acceptable. We have no desire to see
.our counmtry made a refage for the oriminals
of other Iands, At the same time we wounld
desply regret to aee the Upited States part
with the prond prerogative of offering securs
ssylume to the patriota of Ireland and other
eountries oppressed and misgoverned as the
ia,

This is a point of supreme importance.
Enplend herself sternly and suocesstully in-
sisted on It whon it auited her purpose to
encourage rebellion and revolation on the
centinons of Earepe. But minca her Tory
government has begun to imitate Russia's
policy 1a Poland towarda Ireland her com-
sclence has bacome less tender. Bat Mr,
Blaine hae guarded agaicst mizapprehension
on $his point, The new treaty settlss the
right of the soomsed party, pending extra-
ditlon, ts ralss the plea of a political motive
on his part, in committing an offence he ad-
mits, or on the part of his wonld-be captors
in seeking extradition and trial for an offance
he does not admit, and it makes the doclsion
of the power surrendering final. ‘

This s all that the friends of oppressed
ontionalities demanded, and Mr. Blaine's
success In ralslng it to the status of inter-
natlonal law deserves and will recelve the
thaoks of all lovera ot fresdom.

Bt {n these later days the bstter learning
and kindller sentiments of those who are
oslled upon to eucscribe to the Westminster
Confesslon revolta agalnst the cruel male.
dlotions and unserlptural absurditles contain-
ed in it. Therefore they ack that the follow-
fog polots of faith be expunged :(—

¢ Reprobation,

i The damnation of infants:

 The damnation of the heathen,

¢ The classification of Roman Cathollcs as
idolators.

‘ The statement that the Popa is Antl-
Christ."”’

Leaving these ont would ocertainly purify
the Presbyterlan creed, humanizs It so to
speak, It Is rather amusing, bowever, to
read in the reports of the discussion on the
ravislon that Bab Ingeraoll wan credited with
having awakenedjthe Presbytorian conseclenoe
to a senne of the iree character of its ** Con-
fesslon,” and of having actuslly brought
about a decline of Frotoatantism In the
United States.

Dominlo,
and goes on her mission almply as Siater Rore
Gertrade, the name glven hor when ahe joinad
the erder, and by which alona she will be
known to the lepers for whom ahe s virtually
giving up her life. Miss Fowler is twenty.
seven years old, but nhe fe so small that at first
glance she reems hardly more than a ohild,
She was dresaed In s aimple sult of black, ar
sbe w1l net don hor nun's garb until ahe
FoavRes Dawail. Oue wes UnwLaDg ie dis-

cuss herself and her work, and ~aaid shat she

PARNBLL'S GREAT VICTORY.

The London "“Times! Pays Substantial
Damages for Its Libely.

LiseoN, February 3.—The trial of the suit for
libel bronght by Mr. Psrnell againat the Temes
wa3 to bave begun to-day, but when the case
was called the connsel announced that the suit
bad been compromiged, the Zimes paying Parzell
£5,000 damages, The withdrawal was also an-
nounced of the action brought by Henry Oamp-
bell, Mr, Parnell’s private secretary, against
the Times for the damages for statements affect-
ipg Campbell mada by Attorney-General
Webster, counsel for the Zimes, in his opening
speech in the caze of O’Donnell against Walter,
proprietor of the Times, and for charges mads
against the plaintiff in an editorial published
by the Tures in July, 1888. The court room
was crowded, Mr, Parnell was prerent and
looked well. The apnouncement of the results
of the actions cansed a sensation.

It is stated that the Times will pay Camphell
£200 damages, besides all the coats of his ac-
tion.

The Times says upon the Parnell case :—
¢ After our withdrawal of the letters it was
olear wa had no legal defence, therefore no
alternative was open to ue but %0 come to terms
and abide the verdiot of the jurp. As we had
at the outset challenged suoh action we cannob

Fands for Thelir Profit.

New YorE, Jannary 30.—The Lenox Hill
tank has snspended payment. It is oontrol-
Jed by the eame partiss who last week bought
control of the Sixth Natioual bank, which
has been closed by the bank examiner. The
xnowledge of the relation of the twe institu-
tions caused a run on the Loenex which It woa
upable to mest. The Clearing House asencl-
atlon to-day doolded to drep the Sixth Na-
«'onnl from the assoclation. Representatives
of the bank examiner stato that the depoai.
tors of the latter bank will certainiy be pald
in foll. The Equitable bank hae aleo been
mentioned In connectlion with the other two
fnstitutions. Its presldext says the owners
of the Sixin National nave a minority interest
in the bank,but the Equirable Iz not affac¥ed.
The suapsnsien of the two banks was widsly
discwesed an Whall strect,but broksrs appear-
od to think the eEect wounld be coofined te
atookholders’ lesses, and altbough the bear
traders depresaed stocks at the opening, the
market easily recovered, and some otocks
mnade decided advances,

It ban been dlscovered that the mew presi-
dent of the Sixth Natfonal bank, P. J. Clane-
gen, who weot inta office only two days ago,
has attempted to dispose of $622,000 of the
bapk’s esauritiee, conslsting of gilt edged
bonde of a market value of over £300,000.
Al but $258:200 of these bonds have been
pold, and where the money ia gone Iz not
yet known.  Mr, Claassen Is a broker and
represents & eyndicate which Jast week
bought aut the interest of Charles T, Leland,
the former presldent of the bank, and an-
gumed centrol Tuesday. The bauk examin-
er says if the gentlemen In oharge carry out
the promises and sssurances given yesterday
that they wenld pay in $150,000 io cash to-
day, the comptroller will undoubtedly ra-
open the bank. The bank was regarded as
one of the moa% eonnd finanoclsl concerns lo
the city, and had a very large surplus. The
gituation fs complicated by the fact that nat
one ¢f the new direotors has qualificd by
taking the oath of office, as rcquired by
law, ‘indictments may follow.

‘CEARACTERIZED AS HIGHWAT EOBBERY,

A member of the Clesring house says the
Sixth National will go inSo the handes of a
reosiver, That is tho only way to proteot the
interests of the depositors and minorlty stock-
holders. The closing of the bank was the
only way to prevent {nrther depredations by
the new syndicate, Whall street men charac-
terizs the doings of this syndicate as highway
robbery,

There was no better bank in New York
than the Sixth National. It had $2,000 000
of deposits and a large surplus invested in
fieat claca securitien,

The market value of ita steck was about
$400 per share  Mr, Leland noid his stook,
1,035 shares ont of the 2,005 sharss, howaver,
at 8650 per share, Mr. Leland was before
the Clearing house committee yesterday and
was warmly scored by them for his impolite
.gonduct. He was munch dlsturbed at the
eituation. There was slso a very lively scene
between the Bank Examiner and Mr, Clanseen
when the“former demanded the delivery of
the abstracted bonds or thelr equivatent in
mouey. Claassen pretended to be entirely
innocent of wrong-doing, but could give no
satisfactory explanation ¢f his act in trusting
20 large an amonnt of securiilea to a broker
for aale, or, indeed, any reason for desirlng
their sale, When Broker Pell tried to sell
some of tho abstraoted bonds one firm de-
elined to have saything o do with the securl-
tles, It is presumed that the miselog bonds
for $421,000 of the $622,000 abstracted have
bsen stolen,

TOE MASTER HAND IK THE WRECK,

Mr. Geo. Psl), of Peli, Walker & Co., who,
it is said, bad oharge of the scheme for pur-
ghasing the bank, was the jaualor partner of
the stock-broking firm of Grovesteen & Pell,
whose fallure cansed a commotion on the
stook exchange fn 1887. Pell could not be
found to-day. F. D). Tappen, president of
the Gilotin Natlona! bank and member of
the Clsaring houss committee, speaking of
the Sixth Nationa! bank trouble, said that
ths prooeeds of the sale of atocke and meonrl-
tles bolenging to them were nsed to pay ocerti-
-fied chequsa given to Leland for his 1035
shares of stock. Tappzn atrongly denounoed
the transaction and declared that it wasa
second Ives and Siaymsr case. The syadi-
aate, he said, having obtained possesslon of

Bow the Blested Virgin Appeared (o a
¥rench Siater of Charity—€iving Rise
to the Miraculons Medal.

It has always been to the meck, the hum-
ble, sud thess of great faith that God has
boen pleased to manifest Himeelf in thoxe
miracles “which live forever in the history of
the Church, and are the eealr, stamped by
the Almighty hand, of Its truth and divine
origin, To the aweet virtue and simple faith
of a Slster of Charity the Church ia Indebted
for the ¢ Miraculous Medul” so extensively
ueed throughout it, and the marvelous powers
of which have again and again been attested,

Siater Cathertne Labeure, s French Sister
of Charity, of the Order of St, Vincent de
Paul, had a great love for the Blessed Virgin,
and Wil possersed wy sn ardent desire to
look upon the face of Gaid's Mother and
Heaven's Quoen. So almple and child-lke
was her faith, that she used to pray that this
destra might ba oranted. Qa the night of
the 18 h of July, 1830, the eve of tho Feast of
Bt Vincent de Paunl, before retiring she
prayed with mere than neumal fervency that
the grent boen she oraved might be vouokh-
safed to her, She then retired and, with the
longing still throbbing in her heart, fell
ssleep.

a voles pay distinotly: *‘ Have a rcedal
struck upon this model ? all thoee who wear
t indulgenced will receive great graces,
especially if they wear it round their neck,
Graces will be abnndantly bestowed upen
those who have confidenoe.”

All these mavvelous manifestations from
Heaven Sister Catherine confided to hcr con-
femsor, Monsleur Aladel, who at first refused
to believe them anything but Imagination,
conjured by much devout dwelllng on things
heaveniy, and advised her to take)no notlce
of them, As the manifestations ocontinued,
however, and Siater Oatherine told him how
the Blessed Virgin bad complalaed to her
that nothing had been done abeut the medale,
M. Aladel beoame impressed, and then un-
esgy, and finally deolded to oconault the
Arohbishop of Parle on the sabjeot., The
lattor llstened with the despest iuterest, and
at onoe declared his bellef in the reality of
the revelations, It was by his advice that
M. Aladel had, on the 30th of Juoe,1832 two
thousand medals siruck off acoordivg to the
description given by the Sister. Some of
thoss were gsnt to the Archbishop, and tho
reat dletributed among the prieats and Siaters
of Chnrity of the Congregation of the Mlssion.
Great and astonishing resultascon focllowed.
ihe mont wondertul conversiony and ocares
wore effecved by the use of the mcdal, and
the demand for whioh grew mo great that
hundrede of thousands of them had to be dls-
tributed ; and mo wonderful were the
miracles wronght, that the medal acquired
the name i¢ has ever since retalned of * The
Miracolous Medal,"—Emma Howard Wight
in Gatholic Mirror.

THE BODY AND ITS HEALTH.

CNSANITARY FOmam warrs,

Hygienic writers have labely been urging the
advantaze of undecorated or unpapefsd walls
for dwellings, but especially the importance of
removing the old surfaces of paper aed paste
betore applyicg new ones, ib keirg a well known
fact that flour raste soon moulds, thab it is o
ready absorbent of moeisture and disease germs,
paper also being » very rendy absorbent. Ib is
a fact, too, not commonly coneidered, that the
coloring, bronzes, etc., are ouly tsmporarily
heia upon the face of the paper with animal
mafter, glue, thad soon decaya—glun being the
greatest absorbent of moisture and the naturat
cultuzre ground for the germs, so that, if the
minute pests get sufficient heab while thers they
wiil Hourish ; when, tco, repeated coats of paste,
peper apd glus are applied, from which oud:
door air with ita purifying effects is excluded
by the respirating pores being sealed or
strangled, the danger i8 rouch greater. The
slue soon rote sufliciently to allow the oir, or
auy friction, to remove small particles, to which
these grrmy have attached themaelves, to floab
abouy the rcom unseen, «antil they lodge in tho
system of some uneaspectliep victitn wirose phy-
sical condition is auck thab they take effect.
The practice of calcimning and painiing walls
i3 also condemned, although eivher is preferable
to paper, {rom o ganitary poiot of view. Un-
decorated walls nlone are safe on the score cf
health,

MPORTANCE OF INDOOR AlR.

A distingnished Frevch surgeon, M. Nicaise,
recently read a most iutcrestizyg paper on this
subirct bifore the Academis de Nledezioe.
Afer having tried it personally for several
moanths DI, Nicaise has showz that there
18 wo risk in speadiag btho entire 24 hoursin a
roum wich the window constantly open, oven in
winter, at the searon when the cus-door tem-
perature frequently falls balow zero.  All thas
s regired i to talke cerdsin precautions, such
as tu keep the blindw closed whila the window
remaning wide open ; tie objsel of this is to pre-
veut 5 tuo apid and extensive cooling of the air
in tho roem, which might be caused by the
radistion cf the head frem withio towards the
excerior, and as regards which the blinis ney s
a protecting cerana. Uad: o these circurustances
the ventilation is aceomplishied in an insenzille
avd gradusl way oy mcans of which the air in
the room ts systematically rencowed withous
swldlen change ol tempiralure orrisk tor tho
Py it

Ia eountries where tho climate is more rigor-
ous thar on tha shores of the dMediterranenn,
which 15 where LI, Nicaise investizatad the eub-
inet, this idea cOuld stili bs put inss effecr, pro-
vidud a fire be kept buraing in the ruomn to
rare the tewporature of Lhe nir agfast ag it
comgs 10 by tue window, With thesa precau-
198 there ie B0 danger to be fesred for the
ptient, and the okjuclion taised a9 to the rislk
of bronchitis or paruwoais falls tu the ground,
as experiencs has shown thot this nnxiety is ec~
virily nuiouuded.

Bas now, in turn, it is oniy too cary to seb
forth (ko manifold heasfita to be dercved from
this method, LEvery one kuows that coniu ope-
tive persons, to whoin these revasila sre yor-
ticularly ndoreszed, find themselves in o very
precarions situation as rogards the roepivatory
function, from the very oasure of their coru-
plaint, The daily incressioz 2dvance of the
pulmonary lesions and the accempanying dimi-
nution of the area etill suitable for tv-matosis
arg ywo Very active sources of opprestinn: ¢
sequendly, all the physician’s ¢lorts should ba
dirccred toward avoiding anyrhing capable of
increasiog the tronbls in the respiration.

Now the very rule to which patirnt: arc fo
freqaently brund down of remsining cons antly
m » room hermetically closed, whera the aic
has the grestest dillicalty iu reuwewing inscli
even partially, is from this point of view the
means of placiog them in an extramely unfavor-
ublo pasition, Besides this, when we fake into
coeaiderasion the natucal pcisopousoees vf con-
samptive patients’ breath und tue consrguint
danger for per:onz thrown in contacy wi.k
them, it becomes easy to appreciate tha neera-
sity of puniyiog the air in which they live, and
of ridding in, step Ly step, of the snbataunces
which are c¢ostanbly being poured into i by
their sxpiraticn, .

No means is 89 woll calculated to attain this
purpose as o reqaire the room to be kept i
constan’ and ensy commubication wish the o ¢-
terior by means of an open window, In this
way pasients arae furnished with a heatthy and
agreeable supply of tresh sir, and they show the
penefiv thereby derived, fi:sv, by their manifexo
sensation of comfort, and later on by aunim-
provement in their general state of health,

The davger of catchipg cold, which hag a0
often been objected unreasonably to thia
method, ceems not at all to be feared fora
patient who ia in bed and well wrapped up, and
in this connection it may be useful to retall the
opinione of certain physiciang who ¢lalin thas
a Lorizontal nosition is very advantageous for
per-ons trying to resist a lowerivg in the sur-
rounding temperature, probably becavse 1%
favora a uniform distribution and circulation ol
the blood warmed in the interior puriionr of the
organism and thereby prevents the results of a
too gress expoeure to cold, .

Anyhow, the conclusions which M. Nieaico
faals authorized in drawing from his exprricnce
in the qneston are rot at all new ; far from iv.
Tne advantage of eontinuwus ventilation in the
treatment of consumption has been pointed out
long before he looked into the matrer, A few
years ago & most distiogui-hed physician of
Metone, Dr, Aurnett, noticed and called attn-
tion to the real cause of ceriain r:spiratory
troubles that occuz in persons with advanced
tuberculosia, ard which, decornted with the
pompous tivle of dyspreea, are simply produced
by confinement and life in & vitisted 9!'mos-
phere, Further back still, iz the last ceuntury,
a Freoch physician, Raulin, was already alive
to the iv portancy of this idea of continuous
ventilation, and had endeavared to put i intn
practice.
to have & sort of screen hung up in theroom,
and at Gxed intervals to huve 1t moved back
nnd forth, while the windows were to remain
constantly open.

Tt may be well to add that this same obaerver,
with a surt of gift of scientifio foresight, waa
already sb that early psriod in possession of a
partial dea of eeveral of the truthe which we
ara aph tb onneidar ar conaneats nf rantemnor
ary medcine, but the exactuess of which was
not to he eatnblished for a century yot. Such
pz, for einmple, the conbtagiousnesa of consum-
ption, ths usafu'ness of various jnhalattons and
of antieptic substances in disinfecting the
lunge and in neutralizing the contaminatsd air
of hoepital wards, the danger of making use of
milk coming from tubsreulous animale, eto. We
are thus once more reminded that there is
nothinguew under the sun and that the dis-
coveties of modern soience existed iv embryo
among the treasure atores of observation ac-
oumulated by the expsrience of previous cen-
turtes, -
