HENRI[ MARTIN ON IRKELAND.

Let dnlrquiles Irlaaduises.  Noics de Poyage.
Henri Martin, Puaris.
[CoXCLUDIEG BUTICR ]

The extreme picturesque beauty of [reland —a land
fur which nature has dune go much and man 30 little
—nlong with the rich fertility of the scil, and its
ucrivalled ndvantages of senbonrd for trading pur-
poses, seem to have atruck M. Martin with surprise.
lrel:nd is synonymous on the Continent with (smine,
misery, and desolution ; but he fouand,to his astoa-
ishmunt, & conntry rich to excess in nll the natural
gifiz that could make u oatlou great and a people
prosperous ; and he records, in lerms of wonder snd
almiration, hig ithpressions of  the ‘vast bays, the
tuld capes, the grand hurbours uf the Weatern const,
wortny of compariaon with those of Breat or Toulon,
where whole fcets miyrht suchor Sufely” —magnifi-
cent partala to the ocean highwny between Europe
and America, through which might pass the com-
merce of two worlds, He gaw the SBannon, “rolliug
in majeaty for sizty miles before it meets the ocenn ;
and inkes a8 large as inisnd ses2; and the exquisite
river Lee, flowing on nmid scenes of beanty which
Burope could not surpass;” yet, uwmidst all this pro-
dignl wenlith of nature, he ssw the people dying out
from wantand hunger—perishing uff the fuce of the
earth, because they cannot fiad the meuns tosupport
life. Here waa & startling problem for the French
philosopher —u prablem well worth the study of all
philosophers of this advaaced, enlightened nineteenth
century, who behold the popalation of the most fer-
tite country of Western Europe steadily diminisbing
ut the rate of a million a decade. But M. Martia's
principal object of study was antiquities —the exist-
ing past, and not. the perishing present. He pro-
ceeded onwards to those wonderful tempies of anti-
quity —New Grange and Dowtb - which, from no ex-
amioation of sl known on the subject, he be-
jieres to bave berp built by the Tuntha de Danan
race of kinga, n8 royal sepulchres, nod he pays a just
iribate of praize to *the extraordinery exactitnde
with which which Mr, Wilde has described the sepul-
chral chxmbers in bis Catalogue of the Antiquities of
Stone" He fiods an extreme anslogy between the
symbols and ornamentation of the celebrated cavern
of Gavr Inys, in Normundy, aod those of New Grange,
and calla them * dinlects of the cne sucred lnnguage.”
These symbols—the serpent coils, circles, irregular
spirals, and other mystic forms3 and groups of lies,
all manifesting some definite but mysterious idea—
demana, he says, e fuller investigation from ihe
erndition of ull Europe —'¢ Whether religious or as-
‘tronomical, oue sees in them the original principle
of all Celti¢ ornamentation, from Scandiawvia to
Italv.” Here, in this tomb of New Grange, we
stand face to fice with the thoughts. of our first
fathers, but graven in symbola that uone cap now
decipher —symbols that still cootinued to pervade
all decorative art, from the Mediterranean to the
Baltic, evén for hundreds of sears after thia roys-
terious race had passed away from continental Eu-
rope, and laic down 1o resi in Ireinnd in those eter-
nal tombs. Lo

From New Grapge the enterprising French savant
mude g pilgrimage to the Seven Churches, and on
bis route bad an opportunity of admiricg the Bay of
Dutlis, “oue of the moat beautitul iu the world,”

There exista abiolutely ov
the Continent nothing equal 1o those crosses of Mun-
asterboice.”

. M. Mariin nlgo visited Maynootl, and found with
pleasure the ancieut [rish language fourisbing there
under the presidency of the lesrued Rev. Dr. Rusgell,
eminent for his kuowledge of ibe Celtic literature
and langnage; and at & few steps from 1he college
he beheld with interest the ancient castie of the Ge-
ruldines, preserved with religious care by the present
Duke us n mooument of his powerful ancestors, and
nlso the splendid modern res:dence of the famiiy,
“ When 1 entered this noble park,” he says, “I
seemed like coe walking in 8 dream amid well-Kuown
gcenes. The unfortunate hero of '98, chiet of the
United Trisbmen, who wisked to found » Republic ‘in
reiand with the aid of Republican France, had tirst
kindled my youtbful sympatby for Irelaod, and my
first efforts. It was wut without emotion that 1 re-
ceived hospitality in the beautiful plave where Lord
Edward Fiizgerald was bore, where he had lived,
und where his name is still so honourably repre-
seated.” o

M, Martin also studied the physical character of
the Irish with iotereat, fur * human races are also
monnments of hiztory, and monuments less variable
than is commonly imagined.” - Tradition #ffirms that
the first vace, the -Firbolg, was -small,” dark, and
black-hdired ; the secund, the Tuatha de Danans, a
large, massive, fair-haired: people, the true type of
ancient Gaul ; and the Milesinn a fair, brown-haired
race, Of thess three, \he Milesian seems to him to
preponderate at the present duy.

He has
writtea of [reland warmly and Kiddly, and we are
gratified by the interest he manifests in our: nation
and our history.: The visits of such men as M Mur-
lin, learned, dispagsionate, and acute, will do much
towards dispelling the ignorance concerning Ireland
which prevails so lamentably abroad.” Foreigo na-
tions will learn that our country is not’ a land of
univerasl dreary bog, and necessary perennial fa-
mine, but a land of beauty and rich fertility ;- that it |
ia only * Man hath curst what Heaven hath made so
glorious.” And the faults and errors of man may
pRss away; they are tracsitory and evanescent;
but the grand gifts of nature are enduriog, our herit-
age fur all time, . " : :

I1 i singular, that it.is the Ireland of the-past, of
theusands of yeara ago, thit is now exciting the in-
terest of the learned of Eurcbe and attracting thém
to our shores. The magicof ‘the old Tusthade |
Danang still lives in their works; and copjures over
many a wandering star that would else never bave
crossed our orbit. Quite recently M. Boucher de
Perthes, of Nermandy ; the learned Professor Neil-
son, of Sweden; M. Troyon, of Genera, author of
“The Lacustrine Habitations," and others, Luve
visited Dublin, for the sole purpose of examining.the
Antiquarian Museum of the Royal Irish Academy,
Would that we could show them ounr national trea-
sures bet'ler housed and betler digplayed! Foreign-
ers who have beheld the magnificent museums of
Copenhagen and Berlin, and the handsome edifices
devoted to national antiquities in even the mizor
cities abroad, must wonder at our indifference, or
pity our poverty. Yet, we have an exclhequer rich
enot.gh to send up £20,000 in smoke for one aight's
il'hminatious, and to bestow an income of £300 a
day on our young Prince and Princess, though it
ean only afford to give £300 & year for the advauce-
meat of Scieoce, Literature, and Archwology in the
Royal Irish Aendemy, the anly institution of the
kind that we possess ic lreland, .

M. Heori Martin's essay, brief a3 it i3, shows the
interest and the accuracy with which he studied the
Ireland of the past. “I bave attained,” he says,
" my object in writing if I can arouse the atlention
of the learned und literary meo of Europe Lo n gense
of tbe utility of establishing closer relations with
the distioguished archeologists of Ireland, who have
80 nbly prepared the way for the profound siudy of
&1l that concerns-our common ancestors —a field of
investigation which, but for their patient and erudite
labours, would be still us inaccessible as it was thir-
ty years ago.” A whole generation of work.rs has
preceded us there—the uncient annals ani laws of
Ireland, the traditions, even the bardic legends and
fables, o full of vivid fancy and beanty, are all in-
dispensable auxilinries to. the critical swudy of bis-
tory ; and for the historian, the antiquary, and the
poet, Ircland is & mice not eadily exbausted.”

- We trust that M. Martin's kind, wise wish may be
fulfilled. Science will be advanced by mutual help,
and sympathy abroad will recompense, in some de-
gree, our patient, silent toilers in antiquariau acience
for indifference at bome. Lesrned men have passed
away from amongst us-—the beat Oeltic scholars of
the age——men sach asall Europe cannot repiace, who
lived wearily.and.died sad!y, almost unaided and uu-

Throughout the
lengtk and breadth of south and west. the angel of
famine id abroad, and in many instances is certain,
before summer is over, to make sure of his victims.
But in Partry, side by side with the gnunt spectre,

ANOTHER ASBASSINATIOX AT GLENvEAGH.—Lon-
donderry.— Yesterday morning intéiligence of a very
startling character reached thiz eity by way of Let-
terkenny. [t related to ‘Glenveagh—a diatrict of
Donegal which bas been rendered pawfaily notori-
ous by what has taken place on the Adair property.
Tke natuce of the feelings existing between Mr, Adeir
and his tenantry are 5o well koown that there is no
necessity for going into particnlars on that subject;

the estate; but everybody will recollect the assassi-
nation of James Murray about two years aga. This
man was land-steward to Mr. Adair, acd he was bra-
tally murdered, not far from bis own house, by

the authoritles. The news which came from Letter-
kenoy vesterday was ihat Murray's successor, Adam
Grietaon, bad met the fate of the former land-stew-
ard. By some it was reported tka: Le had been shot
dead, while others believed that the victim was still
slive, although wounded mortally ; bLut this, at all

events, i3 true—tbat Adam Grierson was met on !
. pey, wherewith they may boy steel and guopowder, |

Friday night by o man who discharged the contents
of a pistol into his body. From 2l [ can hear Grier-
son cannot survive. The eircumztances of thz case,
a3 well as [ bave been able to gather them, can he
briefly stated. Grierson, was coming home, alone,
nbout eight o'clock on Friday evening. A man came
up to him, when the victim was nearing hiz ownp re-
sidence, and presented a double-barreiled pistol. The
agsassin immediately fired off one of the barrels, and
the charge, which was of slugs, entered Grierson’s
abdomen. Grierson did not fall on the moment, and
his intending murderer, secing that the first shot
bad not done its bloody work, stepped back a pace
or twg, and fixed & new cap on the nipple of tbe se-
and barrel. Itig to be presumed that the cap ori-
gioally oo it had fallen off, or that an ineffectusl at-
tempt bad already been made to fire a'second shot.
Wten the fellow was preparing to complete the mur-
der, Grierson stooped, in the effort to lift a stone;
bat he fell to his kaees, and, as be looked up, he saw
the a3sassin running away., Possibly, the murderer
thought he bad finished bim, Grierson, however,
‘mapaged to crawl bome. The alarm was raised, and
the police turned promptly out. Medical assistance
wag procured as soon as practicable, but [ hear that,
on an examination of the wounds, the doctor hag de-
clared that the unfortunate man cannpet survive. In
the meantime, Grierzon, has been able to identify the
person who fired at kim, aud a peasant named Fran-
cis Bradley has been arrested. He was taken into
custody at five a'clock yesterday morning, in conse-
quence, no doubt, of Griersen's statements; and it i3
added that Bradley bas been fully identified by the
dying man. The latteris represented as swearing
positively to Bradley's identity. This Bradley is said
to have been the occupier of one of the cleared out
hauges. The mexl occupsat wis a person named
Campbell, and it is not long since bis house was
burned down. So the story goes, and it may be as
well to mention it, (Oune would rather not allude to
anything discreditable to a man in Grierson's pre-
sent position; but, at the same, 1 do not see how I
can properly omit referring to some matters which
are public proparty. Thig, then, iz the Adam Griec-
son whose licerse to carry arma was revoked by the
Lord Lieutesant about two years since, owiog to an
outrnge in which Grieraon was the principal actor.

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NEWS OF THE WEEKK.

The situativn in Europe has undergone no wn-
portant change since our last, Polond 15 not
subdued, and no postuve or reliable pews as to
the ultimate intentions of the Gxeat.'l’qxvurs'bave
as yet been made public. In Tialy the govern-
ment of Victor Emmanuel is surrounded with
difficulties,  its finances are in a state of bank-
ruplcy, and the suppression of the insurrection
the Kingdom of Naples is au event apparently
as remote as ever, Our readers will be gld to
tearn that the health of the Sovereigu Pontifl is
excellent, in spite of all that the Laberal press
has said to the contrary.

There have been great events on the Rappa-
bannock sioce our last, We left General Lee
engaged with the iuvading army near Chancel-
lorsville on Monday, 4th inst.  Oun Tuesday Giea.
Hooker finding bimself defeated on all points de-
termmed upon a retreat, and fell back across the
Rappahannock, thus bringing the campaign 1o a
speedy and inglorious terminalion. The losses
on both sides must bave been great, butas ye!
we have no anthentic information on these points ;
only we learn with deep regret that the gallant
Confederate Gen. Jackson was severly wounded,
and las had to submit lo the amputation cf bis
left arm. We trust however that be may ere
long be again n the saddle, leading on his brave
“troops 1o victory. It is umpossible for any man
not to admire the skill of the Coufederate lead-
ers, and the pluck of their little band of soldiers.
Outnumbered, oppressed by fearful odds, yet are
they always victorious on the field of battle, and
the heroisin of the Southerners in defence of
their hberties has not been exceeded by that of

_any community mentioned in bistory.

On Saturday a report was circulated by the
Yapkee telegrams to the eflect that General
Keyes bad advanced upon Richmond from York
Town and had captured the Confederate capital.
This was however contradicted on Monday ; but
upou the morning of the same day General
Hooker sgain crossed the Rappahannock with
lus entire force, and proceeded in search of the
Coniederates under General Lee. The con-
scription is weare also told to be put in force im-
mediately, aud the first essay 15 to be i the State
of New York. Whether the people will submit
to it we cannot yet say ; but we have beard ru-
mors of an intention to resist the draft, and it is
bard to believe that the people will much longer
tolerate the vile milary despotism which Abe
Lincoln and the Abolitionists have set up.

CoymparaTivE MonraniTy, — This 15 the
heading ot an article copred by the IMontreal Wit-
ness of the Gtk inst., from an Baghsh journal, the
Morning Advertiser ; m which the wriler at-
tempts 10 establish, from official statistics, the
fact that Protestant communities are more
moral than Catholic, and that consequently Pro-
testantism must be from God, and Catholicity
from the other party.

To this mode of argument no Catholic can
possibly ebject. There 1s,.and can be, no more
infallible proof of the origin of any religious sys-
tew, than that derived from the morality of the
people subject tot.  The argument per se is
unanswerable ; and if we demur to the conclusions
of our Protestant contemporaries, it is solely be-
cause we contest the accuracy of Lheir stalistics.

The statistics cited by the Morning Adver-
tiser from the eighth Report of the Registrar-
Geuneral of Scotland, are, in so far as the moral-
ity of that land of psalm-singng and Puritanical
Sabbatarianism is concerned, perfectly conclu-
sire. They show that illegitimacy 1s on the in-
crease in lbat Bible-favored land, and that for
the year 1862 it bas advanced from oue in
eleven, to one in every ten of the present popu-
lation. ' ,

But even this gives but a very imperfect ilea
of the amount of impurity, and of the extent to
which the illicit commerce of the sexes prevails
in all parts of Scotland, and not in the large
cities merely,  T'he peculiarities of the Scotch
marriage laws greatly tend to keep down the re-
ported number of illegitimate births ; while the
practice of child-murder, which may be almost
reckoned as one of the Protestant fine arts, still
further teads to conceal the hideous and con-
stantly increasing immorality of the most Pro-
testant country in Europe. Stll with all these
drawbacks, the actually reported illegitimate
bicths for 1862 were as uearly as possible 10
per cent of the whole—or 10,231 out of
107,138 ; a state of things for which the Morn-
ing Advertiser prelends to find an explanation,
if not an excuse, ¥in the large proportion of
young men who leave Scotland to seek their
fortunes at or about tie usual e for marriage,”
and the “ excessive use of ardent spirits.”’—
Dhysiologists might be inchned to call in ques-
tion the soundness of our contemporary’s deduc-
tions 3 but the moralist will find no difficulty in
adwitting that a community excessively addicted
to the vice of drunkenness, must also be pre-

And again 1—

“«When the Sabbath was peglected, all other
Commandments, and indeed religion itself was ne-
glected . —1b. :

So that, as by the admission of the Morning

Advertiser, the apologist for the nnpurity of
Scotland, the % use of ardent spints” 1n that
country * is excessive : and sice according (o
the Watness, * where drinking abounds the
Sabbath is desecrated ;” and ¢ where the Sab-
bath was neglected, ali other Commandinents,
and indeed religion itself was neglected”—
it follows as a logical consequence from these
premises, that in Scotland, all the Command-
ments and religion itself are neglected. Q.IE.D.

Tn support of this conclusion, we may be per-
mitted to cite bere the language of Protestant

- Of the general immorality and
irrehgiousness of the Protestants of Scotland we’
find 1he 'fci!}O\v_ix-ug admissions in the Scotch Pro-
testant press. Thus, some-years ago the Edin-
buigh Advertiser told-us that'* those masses of

'ignorance, - vice, socialism, -and 1ofidelity wineh

swarm in all our large towns——who 'vitiate all
that is virtuous in-lheir .vicinily. and person, and:
threaten the welfare, the very existence of so-
ciely—are ou Llie rise wnong us, is indisputable.
They are in fact a feature ot the age”  The
{ollowing are some fuyther extracts. from the
same Scoteh paper i—

«Dr. Buchapan of the Free. Church bas revealed
not merely the existénge (that every one saw for
himselfy but the appnlling magnitude of the evil in
our western meltropolis. . . Upwards of 250,000
buman bejogs in one city with no possible means of
entering & church. In a parish of 12,000 people not
700 copies of the Bible—ot the Bible which may be
bought for sixpence! Yetin the same parish—nay
in a single digirict of this same parish—there are a

huodyred and ffteen low drinking-bouses, and three
and thirty brothels.” — Edinburgh Advertiser.

Lord Aberdeen, an unexsceptionable Protest-
ant wilness, bear testunony to the same effect.
In a public discourse delivered sowe years ago
in Aberdeen, he stated that it appeared from
statistics that in Scotiand for the last twenty
years :— .

“The incresse of crime has been six or seven
times in an incrensed ratio to that of the popula-
tion-"

That ;—

“ It has been assumed that more than 500,000 of

the population of this <ountry are living without
God in the worlg.” .

Aud, finally, that when all deductions, all al-
lowances were made for possible errors in statis-
tics, and official documents, the result,

# T,eaves such a state of intemperance ns I believe,
was never witnessed in any civilised country in the
world.”

These facts, we say, all asserted upon Protest-
ant testimony, {uily bear out the thesis of the
Montreal Witness as to the necessary counec-
tion betwixt excessive drinking and contempt for
all religion, and all the Commmandments of God
without exception. Again, if further evidence
be veeded, we will quote the words of. Black-
wood on the same subject :— )

« If there be apy truth in evidence —any reality in
the appalling accounts which reach us from the
bearts of the towns, there exists an amount of crime
misery, drunkenness, and profligacy, which is un-
known even Rmong savages and heathen nations.”’—
Blackwood Magazine, Sept. 1851,

And to conclude, for we would not wear out
the patience of our readess, we may again be
permitted to cite the evidence of the Protestant
Actuary of the Standard and Colonial Lnfe As-
surance Company, Mr. Thomson—who in a
pamphlet which he published a short time ago,
and whichin April of last year received the for-
mal approbation of the Royal Society of Edin-
burgh— deposed as follows :— :

«1n more than one county in Scotland, out of
every seveu persons you meet, one iz prabably illegi-
timate.”

« Female chastity is scarcely known, and certainly
not appreciated.”

By way of evading the force of these facts,
the Mormng Advertiser undertakes to show
that, bad as Scotland is in respect to morals,
Catholic countries are worse ; and llis he does, |
rot of course, by citing the official returns of |
illegitumacy 1 Catholic Ireland—but by appeal-
ing to the asserted immorality of certam large
cities on the Continent, such as Paris, Brussels,
Munich and Vieuna. The Protestant apologist
must be conscious of a bad cause, or he would
not have resource to such 2 flimsy, to such a pai-
pable fraud as this.  Admitting for the sake of
argument, that Ins staustics of illegitimacy w 1he
above named four great Cities are correct—
though like a true Protestant he carefully ab-
stams from citing his authority for them—what
fotllows therefrom ? why this. That Scotland
as a whole, is not so wmmoral, not quite so bad,
as are certamn large cities on the Continent 5 but
it would not follow that Ius statistics afforded
any lest lor determining the comparative oral-
ity of Scotland and Belgium, or that of Seotland
and Bavaria, The logie of our Protestant con- |
temporariesis as that of ene who should ascer-
tain the existing proportion betwixt the number
of licensed taverns, and of the population m
Montreal, and thence conclude that the same
ratio betwixt taverns and population obtained |
throughout the Province.

wndeed the argument in favor of Popery, and of
the beneficial moral effects of the Confessional
would be complete.. We should then be able
to retort upon the Witness and others of tha
stamp, in the following terms: ¢ True—there is
fearful rmmorality in  Paris, ia
Munich and in Vienna ; but this is so, not be-
cause the masses of the populations of those
cities are rigid Catholies, but because they are
practically Protestants—because without having
given themselves the trouble of waking with
their lips a formal Protest against the Church,
they content thewmselves with setting ail ber pre-
cepts at defiance, and keep aloof from the Con-
fessional and the Sacraments.”” A bad Cutholic is
in fact indistinguishable from a zood Protestant ;
and so completely 1s this the case that, if Pro-
testants ieet a stranger in hotel or steamboat
who eats meat on Dridays, who teils obscene
stories about priests and nuns, who swears,
driks and makes a beast of himsell generally,
who laughs at the rites and ceremonies of the
Church, and whe rails agamst the practice of
confession—Lhey all at once and without further
question put him down as oue of themselves—as
a genuine staunch Protestant, and perhaps an
Orangeman.

But why agam, we ask, should Protestants in
England look for the moral effects of Popery to
the large cities of Continental Europe, the cor-
ropt masses of whose populations have thirown
off their ailegiance to the Church; when Ireland
whose people. are still strictly Catholic, and
whose statistics are made up by a Protestant
Government, lies at their very door? Why
again do Protestants in Canada not form their
conclusions as to the comparalive moral eflects
of Catholicity and Protestantism from the cn-
minal statistics of the Province, and the moral
aspects of Lower and Upper Canada respective-
ly? Here are some figures which cannot be too
often placed before the public, because they de-

fug. Signals had been made by lighting swall paper
torches which were waved in the. The reception
of the ! Dauntless’ was an euthusiastic one without
doubt; the cold and ehivering unfortunates actaally
arausing themselves 1 give turee haarly cheers,

We said Oaptain Burgess with his second and
third officers stood on the deck uniil by the last
pitch and downward surge of the steamskip they
were wasied into the ses--the captuin and hig se-
cond vlicer going dowo never to rise, while the third
‘ officer sugcevded in reaching a raft on which nine or
ten others bind - vseaped from the sinking vessel. On
this fruil strueture in « rough sea these men speat
eighteen weery hours of agonizizg auspense until
rescned by the * Dannsiess) a name that will ever be
! asspcinted with theiv tereible danger and joyous
deliverance.

The passengers landed on the rocks were not slow
in nmmkiog their wav 1o Cape Ruce, where they ar-
rived before enther of the two first bonia that left the
wreek, A3 the first boat reached the Cape afier
seven hours exposure, they discovered the second
boat nt sea just visible by the aid of a telescope. A
boat was at once sent to their assistance, which was
timely indeed for they had to be towed ashore, not u
mua among them being able to move an onr from
cold and exhaustion. Froin Cape Race the Daunt-
less convesed the shipwrecked people to St, Jobns,
where the citizens acted with zeal and promptiuess
in ameliorating their sad condition. Changes of
clothing, nourishing food and medical rreatment and
nuriing were amopy the procesies by whice the good
people of St. Jobns expressed their sympathy, Ma-
jor General Doyle supplied the sufferers with chnnges
of clothing.

The Revolu-
tionary Committee are more active than ever, and
the Czas announces & number of new victoriea over
the Imperial troops, and the formation of three fresh
bodies of insurgents in the Government of Plock,
under the command of Padleuski.

The news of a dozen Russian churches having been
hurnt in Lithuacia points to the prooebility of a re-
ligious war, in whick some ten or twelve millions of
Lithuano-Polish peasants wouid be found fighting
agaiost the Rassian Government, and makiog com-
moa cause with the Polish vobility and middle
claszes. They were commanded to change their ce-
ligiun, and beaten uatil they vbered ; and since the
persecution, of 1833 the Russians have alwsys con-
gratulsted themselves that in Lithuania at least,
they were firmly established, whatever might be the
case in Poland Proper. Iinow appearsthat, owing
to these very persecutions, Lithuania i3 the oaly part
of the ancient republic 1n which the peasants bave
wade common cauge with the upper claases.

Cracow, April 14,.—News received here from Rua-
sian Poland states that the Czar's amnesty has had
an immense effect in redoubling the intensisy of the
iogurrection. Kvery one wishes to set out, even
without arms, to join the movement. At Konin the
insurgents have gained a victory over the Rusaiang
At Straszow apengagement has taken place bet ween
the Russians and a detachment of Poles under Major
Polacki.
