REVENUE STATEMENTS.

In our last issue we gave comparative
statements of the imports of a number of
leading articles of consumption during the
six months encling 31st Deceiiiber lat and
the tweve montls of the year 1878. We
propose noticing a fewa more of the princi-
pal articles, but ve think it may be inter-
esting, in view of the discussions that have
taken place as to the effect of the tarifI
both on the aggregate imports and on the
average duties, to institute a general com-
parison betvreen the six nionths of 1879
and the previouis years. The imports
during the eleven years ending with June,
1878, averaged ratlier more than ninety-
six millions per annun, w'hile for the last
six montlhs of 1879 they were $33,267,900,
the avernge duty on which ias about
19 4-10 against an average of' l2. Itwill,
however, he more satisfaictory to state the
averages on the gîoods sujdect ta duty.
These were iii 1874 19 per cent., 1875
19 0-10, 187S 2ti, 1877 20ý, 1878 21 4-10,
and in 1879 for six monts 26.S5, or a
diflerence of 5.45 per cent. as compared
with 1878. The difference is msuch less
than.has been generally supposed, and, if
allowance be made for $750,000 of duties

estinated to have been paid diring the
first six nonths of 1879 in anticipation of
the inicrealse in the tariff, the restil is fatr
from discouraging.

We shall proceed to notice a fei more
leading articles: Silks wrere imported in
1879 of' the value of $939,904, the duty
laving bean $278,902. In 1878 the value
of silks w'as $1,409,523, and duty $246,669.
Tie duty on silks lias been increased, but
the value vas notwithstanding considera-
bly more during hlie six montis thn anc-
lialf of tlIe impaiorts of 1878.

Earthenware, stone and china iare, va-
lie in 1879 $4t10,264, duty $09,708, against

$483,813 in 1878,dluty $84,0G2. Leatlier and
mainuIfactu'es thereof, value $530,835, ind
duLty $117,821, against $1,217,212, and
duîty $202,970. Spirits, value $285,574,
and duty $421,475 in 1879, against $84,-
440 value, and duty $l,00l,505 in 1878.
M\folasses, value in 1879 $34S,3Glland duty
$53,005, against valua in 1878 $9.40,725,
and luty3, $235,173. ThIis s ene of flie
articles on vlicli therL. was a reduction of
duty, which wias a great boon ta the 'Mari-
tine Provinces, where il is lair'gely con-
siumed. Woad and iîanuifactur'es tIereof,
$201,223 in value, and $67,461f duty in

1879, against $S53,717 value, and $147,41619
cuty in 1878. 'T'obacco and cigars, value
ini 1879 $G9,620, and duty $37,819, against
$332,952 velue, and $188,530 in 1878.

1'le foregoing statements will eînable
our readlers to judge for tieiselres as to
the effect 'of tlhe tariff, both on lice aggre-
gate imports and on a nniber o tlice
principal articles of consumption.

Notwithstanding the progressi of coLton
nnufacturing in Canada, ais sliowvn by the

table given at the. conclusion of the arti-
cle published in the Joun . Coiinm
or the 30th iIt., the past results to propiie-
tors and shareholders have not been alt-
gether satisfactory. Dividends have often
heen pRssed, and ii 1n case have they ex
ceeded the ordinniry rate obtlainible foi
ioney on good secirity. 'l'he .1 ochelaga

(Hudonî)Comîpany, whicl began aive years
ago, paid the first yenr a dividend of 5 pe-
cent., the two followiig years it paid n.
thing; the fourth year it divided 10 per
cent., and the fifth yen it paid t-wo hnlf-
yearly dividends of 5 per cent. och. A
much larger dividend could live beei
paid the last year, but the carvings were
devoted to enlarging the mill and appor-
tioning certain shares anong tlhe proprie-
tors. About tw'and a hilf years ago Gen-
eral G. E. Nye, the then manager, sold
his stock at 50 to GO cents in the dollar,
and that the stock bas meantime made
great advances ini vaile is largely dte to
recent good management. The capacity
of this nill will shortly be increased 25
per cent.

The Montreal (Valleyfield) Compfny,
which. has been in existence about three
years, paid its firsttdivideind, six per cent.,
recently. The Canada Cotton Co. (Corn-
vall) bas been running somae six years,
and has never paid a dividend. It began
with a capital of$250,000, which was subse.
quently extended to $525,000. The bonds
of the Company, secured by mortgage on
the property, were lately renewed for five
year's, and the stock lias recently been
sold as low fs 12A and even 10 per cent.
The Company has bron imaking noney
duriig the past six ionths for the first
time, anid as onie of the principd sham'i-
holders is now devoting lis exclusive at-
tention to the business, it nay possibly,
era long, show better results.

The Dunclas Cotton Co., aIthough not
sthe least successful of our industries, have

never paid more than 8 per cent.; the

Lybster. has inot exceelded 8 per cent.'
and lins more than once been compelled
to pass a dividend.

li the smlaller mills the nuinber' of
h:mds employed is almost. erjiual to the
nimber ni' loois, but the larger the capa-
city lho less ii proportion becoies the
labor required. In the lairgest class of
English mills furnished with alt modent
ripplianîces tie new îîîechanical substi-
[ttes enable -a man, witl the aid of two
piareis to take up and join his broken
ends, to wsork 2,000 spindles. The greatest
dilfliculty hi therto experienced in Canada
has been the procuring of skilful labor.
The experience of the Coriwall mills in
this respect is no exception. The emu-
ployees, nen, women, girls and boys,
are lirgely fron the neighborinîg faims,
and, just at the time when the mills
mnostly require their lelp, many of theni

aire called to the labor of the harvest
field. In latter years, and especially in
the Province of Quebec, nany worknen
have returned from the manufacturing
centres in the United States, glad to get
remiunerative employnent foi' their skill-
ed labor at home, in this respect contri.
buting not a little to the success of the
factories. It need scarcely be said that
a regular supply of adequate water power
is a very important adjunct in the econ-
omy of cotton nills, and it isno less im-
portant that they be situated at or near
some navigable stream, so as to avoid in-
land transhipmîent of the raw material.

The following will give our readers sanme
idea of the weekly rate of wages paid in
the English and United States cotton
rnills5-those in Canada do not differmuch
fron the latter :

A timelyarticlein theMontreal Gazette
directing attention to an unguarded con-
pliment paid by a contemporary to Mr.
E. H. Goff, in connection with a railway
enterprise under the conduct of that

fugitive fron justice," in Boston, utters
a strong protest agatinst the too conmon
custoi of commending success without
regard to the means by which it lias been
achieved. We concur heartily in the pro-
test. Perhaps there is not in the whole
realm of error a more insidious enemy of
commercial norality than this habit of
doing hoano to all successful achieve-
ments alike, whIether attained to by
straighit or tortuous paths, Young men
everywhere, the immediate successors of
the present generation of business nen,
are now consciously, and unconsciously,
forming a code of commercial morality for
their future guidance, and, just so surely
as their observation leads them to con-
clude that success takes precedence of
character in the race for distinction, and,



if sniliciently marked and brilliant, blots
out the gravest wrong-doing by the vay,
just so surely will the seemingly greater
end be pursued, and thereby the moral
plane on which our commercial fabric
rests bu lovered. "Nothing succeeds
like success " is pealuspa a more populaI'
cry vith our American cousins thrin with
ourselves, but with theni we are glad ta
believe it was far more popular a few
years ago than now. And what ras the
result? The proud city of Nev York
was governed, not by a thief, but by a
gang of thieves, A. few years before the
final overthrow of the power of William
M. Tweed, when it was yet notorious that
bis methods of acquiring wealth were
outrageously corrupt, thit nagnificent
swindler held a reception attended by as
brilliant an assemblage of citizens of
property and influence, bearing honored
names, as could well have been brought
togethler' on any such occasion. After
that, very naturally, the rogues grew
bolder, and then came the denouement,
fresh.in the minds Of all, wien lic arcI-
thief Tweed lied from his horne and
country, only to be brougiht back lin bonds
and die ignominiotusly in priscn, Tiis is
the story that should ever be laid and set
over against the narrative of any seerning
success that may attend dishonest prac-
tices.

But ve need not go so far for an illus-
tration of the disaster that follows close
upon the tOO eager pursuit of money sua-
cass. Our local history abounds in in-
stances of the kind, iiearly cvery fresli de-
falcation being a case in point, ta say
nothing of tha unnumbered failures em.
bodying the sane truth. We are liera
reminded of an affiir recently transpiring
in vhich a gentleman of good position
and prospects, connected with a leading
wholesale establishment in this city, has
probably forever blighted his prospects
through the misappropriation of consider-
able sums belonging to his employers and
lost in stock speculation. The defaulter
bas been screened as far as possible by
the firm, and permitted ta take bis de-
parture across the iues where, be it re-
membered, though safa from the lar he is
not freed from the record.

We have spoken of the too aager pur-
suit of money success ; it is the crying
evil of the times. If our young men could
only ha brought ta realize that'hîaste in
the matter of money-makinig is a mistake,
a blunder, a policy that almost invariably
defeats itself; that "1slow but sure"l is
not a mare catching alliteration but a
maost valuable precept, ie- firmly believe
that the are a of commercial disaster would

soon become greatly circumscribed, and
the sad record of reputations blasted,
hones broken up, families abandoned, and
cointries deserted, bc msucl curtailed.
Business men are prone ta look asicance
at versification or hold it in liglht esteei
as possibly emlibodying very gond sent.i-
ment but of ro practical utility ii comft-
iercial affairs, but surely sucli exception

wvill not be taken to Longfellow's advice,
which, though familiar to the English-
speaking world, seens only knoiwi to be
forgotten or but remeibered as ais
epigrami. The best business prizes are

AMFhi D3iENT OF THE ISSOLVENT ACT.

The following proposed amendranits ta the
Insolveit Act as nov in force have been under
consideration by a niumber of eminently prafcti-
cal business men in Toronto for some tims past.
W'e muîst postpone further referece,

To the }'resident of the lioardf Vraile of the
Vitye of Toronto.

Sin,-The question of the repeal of the bank-
ript liii having been generilly discussei by

the commercial coiiinity at large, during,
and Slice, the late period of iepression and tha
feeling being strongly pronounced la fivOur oi'
lis aimendment and against ils repeal,a meeting
of the leiding imerchants of Lis City Was hold,
on tIe 17th ultimo, l'or the pirpose of consider-
ing the question, and arriving at saine dolinite
resoluition respecting il.

At such meeting, wlhich was a large and re-
presentative one, maiy valiable suggestions of
amendmient ere made, by gi-ntlemnen long
acquainted with the ad racticc andl iet of the
Statulte and il was moved hy Daniel McbeiLu,
secondied by' A. B. Lee, andl resailved:

I Tsat hie amienîdmniits ta thie Insolveiit Act
just suggésted are worthy of consideration by
the Council of thie goaard of Traid, and that
Messrs. W. F. McMaste A. 13. Lee Wni. Thom-
son, A., T. Fulton, and E. R. C. Carkson, be a
Committee to la y them before yoir Council,
with the recomimendation thait i ipproved, a
deputation should he aipinted tu proceed to
Oitawa, and urge the cotiniation af the Act,
wvithl Ite proposed aendiîerts."

'Flic 3ocauittee believe that the question of'
Insolvency i2 a cominerciil, rallier than a legat
one, in se far, et least, as it refers to the distri-
bution of abitnkrupt's estaie-as the mercantile
community, alone, fiiel directly the effects of Ils
operation ; but as ta those portions whiclh re.
iease a debtor from lis legal enagements, the
question merges into one of publc security and
ruoralit -.

A trader, frorn the very nature of bis occupa.
lion, is subject to sudden end unavoidable
loses, bacnd control, and to the rapid deple-
lion ai is means frein causes often beyond
human calculation, culminatinîg in failure, and
in no country is this uncertaiuty greater than
lu Canada, where te bulk of commercial trans-
actions ls èonductel aon a creilit system.

A new country (growing aud expanding
every year) allures to ils commerce more ilit
legitimate requirements demand, tenlding ta
produce a periodical crisis, to relieve wvuichi, to
divide te estaltes ofunuccessful men equitably
among creditors, and ta îîrevent unfair prefer-
ences, the bantikrupt laiw iecomes a neccesity.

Ths we hae prominenty lin view the fact
that poer ta release front 1e paysent of debt
chou lie exercîised with care and discrimina-
tion: an observance more in the fori than in
the aerit of an application for discharge is an

iidticemiienlt to engage In irade Wlih the distinct
oijct of' ulefrauiing; and il' such a class of
mn, are erititîed, as they have been in the
past, tu otaiin release almost for the asking, it
ceises lo be a wonder thiat the public have bu-
come discontenited, and call for such changes
as ill frustrate their designs.

Tt iii pnerile ta eiliect comipilete iinniiiiity
firm ra'scality, which wilt exist ii considerabli,
proportions no natter what laws are frained
aindl traders, wlio, cnder cover of the baiikrui t
itw, have coiimtted fraiud, wouldtI mst like y

have done se if no such law existed. Our ef'ort
shoild be to miodifv that law se lat il %'ill res-
trict thuse evil practices, while it gives al much
more sunimary and complete means of deIecý-
iigt and punisiiliiig the giilty thant thut furnistl
eily ordiniary protricted atud expensive legal
process,

trader divestei of his estate and punished for
his continacy and guilt.

We wculd recommend, therefore, that the
right of discharge shoald lie vestel in a Supe-
rior Court Judge.

As to the issuance of writs of attachiment-
tiat the issuin creditort's nominee, as ofliciai
assignee, shoult receive the writ or execution-
in iefariît of nomination lte jiidge Io decide

If creditors can appoint thoir own assigae
frein hie first, it is immaterial bowi' man o calai
assignees there are ; as mnerit alone wii secure
the election of good men.

Int any Company carrying on so large a
business asthiat whuich elIe Westerni Canadit
niow conduets, there nuîst alIays be sorme
defaulters anong ileir 3Nortgagors; neverthte-
less, with but few exceptions, lthe repaynents
oun the Mortgage Loanîs of the Company during
the past year have been mîost satisfactory,
ainoaunting, as will bc sece by c reference to thie
accounlinnying Statements, to ite large stui of
$699,418.

These repayments have contr'buted Io swvell
t "he cash biance lin BaLnks," which anuents,

it vill be observed, to $212,074.40 ; but whicu
it shouîld aise lc expluainîed, wss kept up to that
aiuunt to provide for the payenrot i the first
issue of the Compaly's Bonis, falling due on
the 15th of January last.

great cre lis livariably becn used in the selec-
tion of risIts, and many applications l'or insur-
aice were decliied.

Directors the onl practical way to lessen this
crying evil is by legislative action in the di-
rectuon of publie tire inquests. Since our Iast
report an lnsliector of insurance companies has

been appointed by the Ontario overnent,
and your Directors have reason to believe tiit
the appoîtinentlis given general satisfiction i
they have ceiiideiice that it will piove advan-
tageois to ail concerned. in coneert viti
other pîroiiiiient , firm ilslrance coulpilnes,
vour B oa'd hatve directeil the license of or teamt
thresig nachines, v ich, after carefil exiimii-
ntion, have been juni id salf ; sulbject, however,
to strict coiditions while in use. Ilt shohili

therefore be distinctly iinderstood by miemibers
and others tiat Ilie tise of ulicnsed steai
tireshers, ori a breach of' the conditions l f
license, will render the contracti fori isura lce
void.

Titis criminal element tias reached
such large proporîions that the united autiol or
imsurane compttnies-stil u >psing thai, could be
secuired (ihici is more t lait doutful)-woid
be powverless to sutippress, anda individital action,
fromî its necessary iiellieiency, vould rather
tend to increise than diitilsh tle evil. Whit',
howeveer, speaking thus dihscouIragingly, n be-
lieve lthe cirectors lave truthuly stated tlit
there are paitent indications of a speedy return
to better times. There is a iiiarked improvementit
in aliost ilt departmientts of business in lite
United States, a condition ivhich lias iever

Iln subittifing the Tenthll Anuitti Report, lie
Directois thintk it desirable to give some ex-

pinlailvtiols respeclting Ile folloving statemnent
of afitirs for the year ending Decembeilir 3ist,
1879. The ressort lor 1878 informîed the slure-
holders thal. lte business hadti not been as pro-
litble uts that of preceding yuers, oiwini to tle
cotntimied commercial depression, tnd the in-
creauing comîpetition ofother Loan Comupanties.
These causes sti continue to operate in mailing
gouti investmenus muore or less dillicult to be
procured, and in reduciug tihle rate of interest
obtinaîîble fromt horrowers. 'l'Te Direclors
have deilemed it rigit, witith te assistance of
tIeir new Maniager, tii makfuie IL very minute and

seîarching investigation intu the condition and
values of the properties muortgaged toi, or vested
iin lite Association. This investigation tiths
shown tht considerable losses have been in-
curred, imuinly through lie striinkaitge tin the
value of atl kinds of propercty. Vailuttors ut'

goil repiutation were employed, and if the
vtilutions of former yearsi canot now be
sustained, it is in the great maltijority of cases

owing to te change tf ltimes. The amîount
set lown for ulltimilatte loss, uts heriuder shownl,

is coliit'itly telieved Io be sucicient to
cover the deicil, and with a general revival et
commercial activit y, tiis sulemiet maîuty lie
interially ulteei to lte aivatuage of the

Associaiioun. The ioard conusidered it proper
thait the investigation shouttd tIlhe coucititedt
-witil tse utillost possible rigour, iuIth thte one
object of tscertnuimuîg fthe exact condition of
thte alfifairs of Ithe Associaion, and of eutabling
theim to state explicitly lthe ftil extent of' lite
losses wliili i îy be anticipated. As a pre-

cutitionary miîeasurne lthe Board redtued tie
dividend oir the hast hlf yeur to 3îý per cent.

That, lu view of the usatisfactory resttlt of
last eir's business this meeting recommendi
the irectors to mia e still ftrther reduactions
in the expenses of lie Companv, and tat ten-
ders be advertisedt for aIl stipsiies; niso taIt
tits meeting reconmends the abandonment of
any fines whici have been lor years a source
of loss to lth Comlanty."
