Families Often Sleep Amid Rub-
bish on Roofs of Reed
Dwelfings,

Egyptian village life {s quaint and in-
teresting. The houses are ecrude, one-
storeved strutureés of sun=baked nrud,with
posslbly a couple of tiny square holes cut
in the wall for ventijation. Each home |
consists of single room, absolutely de-
void of furniture, one or twe drinking
jars and cooking utensils being usually
the only articles to be seen. The roofs of
these thoveld are thatched with corn
stalks, and, for some unaccountable rea-
gon, all the household rubbish is ,dumped
on .the roof. For this purpose a ladder
may frequently be seen reclining against
the side of the house. From a Histance
a village is apt to look like an immense
rubbish heap, These primitive erections
are inhabited solely hy the feilaheen, as

morn till sundown the men are out
working in the fields, while the women
folk spend most of the day squatting out-
side in the sun at the threshold of their
homes—to which, by the way, the pigs
dnd chickens have free access. At night
“the whole family sleeps on the hard earth
flpor of the wretched dwelling, except
during the summer, when, I was told,
they adjourmed to the root sleeping
peacefully amid the accumulation of rotl-
ting rubbish which is thrown there from:
time to time, A sanitary inspector would
speedily die of overwork eor a broken
heart in one of these villages.

In some of the sArab villages the ar- !
rangements for sleeping are even more
unconventional than those mentioned
above. Huge p-like structures, made
of mud, are built out In the open, away
from the houses, and into these the babies
are frequentiy placed during the day, and
often the entire family sleep in them at |
night.
