Ottawa, Jan. 18.—(Special.)—When
Mr, Schreiber, Chief Engineer and
Deputy Minister of Railways and Ca-
nals, was in New York last week he
was waited upon by Mr. BR. G. Reid,
who has nearly compléted the News
foundland Raijway fromy St. John’s to
Port*' Au Basque, on the west coast.
Mr. Reid has just returned from
England, where hea has placed the
contract for a fine steamer, which is
to run from Port Au Basque to Syd-
ney, were it will connect with the
Cape Breton Railway. Mr. Reid's ob-
ject in interviewing Mr. Schreiber
was for the purpose of providing for
close connections between the steamer
and the railway.

Mr. Reid’s contract with the ship-
builders ecalls for a first-class, high
speed, screw steamer, 230 feet
length with 32 feet beam, at a cost
of $260,000. © The steamer will make
three round trips per week between
the two points. ~ This will be the first
fruition of many schemes for short
ening transatlantic travel

When the Intercolonial Railway
was built it was intended to connect
,at Miramichi, N.B., by steamer with
‘Western = Newfoundland. From St
John’s, Nfid., to Ireland the distance
is about 1600 miles, which would  be
accomplished, at the rate of 20 knots,
in 83 hours, or three days and a half.
The Intercolonial scheme of fast
steamers from Miramichi to New-
foundland was mnever consummated,
but early next June, when the New-
foundland Railway has been complet-
ed and the new -steamer placed on
the route between its western term-
inus and North Sydney, thé shorten-
ing of the ocean voyage by at least
three days will be am aoccomplished
fact. Some idea. of the importance
of North Sydney as a -port of ship-
ping may be gathered from the Har-
bor Commissioner’s report for 1896,
which shows that during the season
of navigation 2166 vessels arrived
there, representing a capacity of 762
000 tons. Of these 620 were ocean
steamers of a capacity of 618,800 tons.

AS TO POSTAL' CONTRACTS.
. During the absence of the Postmas-
ter-General from Ottawa there will be
a suspension of the work of renewing
postal contracts, upon which Mr. Mu-
lock has been engaged for several
weeks. During that time he has
made a good many changes, and re-
port has it that in many cases he
has not pleased the party bosses. The
contracts which have been cancelled
were in all cases those which had
been renewed by the late Government
without tender. Mr. Mulock has let
new contracts invariably to the lowest
tenderer, provided the sureties were
good. The politics of the tenderer
has not been taken into considera-
tion, the result bemg that Liberal
machine men in different parts of the
country” are lifting up their hands in
horror at such folly. This policy
may not be altogether suitable to the
party, but the Postmaster-General has
entered upon this task not in the in-
terests of the Liberal party alone, but
for the benefit of the country. A
gaod story is told of the way in which
he received- the deputation which
waited upon the Government the oth-
er day to ask for an increased mail
subsidy for the Quebec and Lake St.
John Railway. The plea put forward
by the deputation was that this was
a colonization road and that therefore,
in the interests of colonization, the
increase% subsidy should be given. It
¢ is said the Postmaster-General tilted
himself back in his chair and very
quietly informed the deputation that
under those ecircumstances they had
made a mistake, and had come to the
wrong department.

“What do you mean ?” ejaculated
one of the astonished visitors.

“Why, this is not the Colonization
Department,”” replied the Postmaster-

, General. “If you want to encourage
colonization you must see the Minis-
ter of the Interior.”

How Manchester s Lit, s

The corporation of Manchester, Knglana
owns and operates a large electric lighting
| system, which has recently been fitted with
the lai'zest storage battery in the United
Kingdom. It is not located in the centra:
sation, where the current . is generated,

but about a mile distant In a  special sub-
station. The current is distributed in Man-
chester by what is known as the fivewire
system, a modification of the method fol-
lowed by fthe K dison lighting companies
in this country. The current as it Is taken
from the wires is of Insufficient voltage
to charge the battery, and is accordingly
transformed by a motor-generator to a
current of 510 volts. The battery consists
of 224 large cells, each containing seventy-
| three plates. The cells are made of heavy
| sheet lead, and are carried on iron and
timber stands. The entire installation is
divided into four distinc batteries of fifty-
six cells each, coupled to the five-wire net-
work of mains. Each of the batteries
thus formed is- further subdivided into two
parts, one consisting of the battery proper
of forty-four cells, and the other a 1egul iting
battery of twelve cells. All the cells are
placed in five arched vaults under a street,
three of the vaults containing the main
batteries, the fourth being used for the
regulating cells, and the fifth holding the
motor-generator and switchboard. The nor-
mul maximum rate of discharge of the plant
i3 600 amperes from each of the four
batterles, or a total current of 2400 amperes
delivered at 100 volts to the mains. The
average rate of discharge is 300 amperes,
which is also the normal charging rate.
The value of the battery has been demon-
strated many times since it was put in
operation, about eight months ago. = The
entire night load after midnight is taken
by the cells, thus allowing a large re-
duction In the number of men employea
from 10 o'clock in the evening until ¢ on
the following morning, while on Sundays
relief is also givén to the men working
during the day, theé battery taking the day
load up to 4 o'clogk in the afternoon in
addition to the load of the previous night.

AMERICAN ORJECTIONS TO THE TREATY.
While the general treaty of arbitra-
tion between Great Britain and the
United States has been signed by the
representatives of both matlons, it is
not at all improbable that the treaty
will be rejected, or at least consider-
ably modified . when it comes before
the United States S®nate. It will re-
quire a two-thirds vote to ratify the
treaty. A canvass has been made of
the Sénate, and it is sald that Mr.
Olney wil] find it impossible to secure
the sixty votes which are necessary to
ratify the instrument. Only sixteen
Senators favor the immediate ratifica-
tion of the treaty as negotiated. Seven
are put down as opposed to it on gen-
eral prineiples. Nine oppose the treaty
principally on account of the provi-
sions ag to the determination of terri-
'toria] claims. The names of thirty-
inine are given as being opposed to the
treaty because it covers too
ground. Nine Senators are mentioned
as non-committal, If this canvass is
anywhere near correct, it is quite evi-
dent the treaty will have little chance
of going through the Senate in its
present ghape.

This ob-
jection loses a great deal of its force
by the provisions of article 10, which
states that either power can refuse to
accept King Oscar and demand an-
other umpire.

It is further objected that the pro-
posed treaty does not admit the valid-
ity of the Monroe doctrine, and that it
18 pessiblé that disputes may arise be-
tween the two countries which will
involve the arbitration of that ques-
tion. The possibility of such a con-
tingency arouses the opposition of
several of the Senators, and a certain
section of the American press. As the
Venezuelan convention recognized the
validity of the Monroe doctrine, some
of the Anglophobe papers have now
advanced a step further and lay claim
‘to have a voice in the settlement of
the destiny of Canade. On this point
we quote from The Detroit Evening
News:

not a single nation except England
herself who can possibly have the
slightest interest in questioning' our
application of it, notwithstanding the
fact that it was first promulgated at
her suggestion and originally was di-
rected against the possible and .at
the time probable ag of
others. To enter into- any alliance
with England having the enforcement
of the Monroe doctrine for its purport
could only be equivalent to an agree-
ment that we should never question
her right to hold Canada. Such a
thing would be too monstrous for
American patriotism ;| to contemplate
with patience.”

When. the Venezuelan controversy
was raging ‘at its worst, none of the
American mewspapers, not even The
wa York Sun, asserted any such an-
rogant doctrine as that now put for-
ward by The Detroit News. The News
evidently regards Canada somewhat in
the same light as it views Venezuela
or Central America. The United States
exercises a protectorate over us, orat
least is ready to do so whenhe pro-
per time arrives. This is altogether
too kind of our'neighbors. They may
need someone to protect themselves
before long. They had better preserve
their energy for their own self-preser-
vation.

However much the flaw-pickers may
cbject to the proposed treaty, their op-
position falls flat in the light of a
provision of the convention which
gives either party the right to make
the award invalid by merely protesting
against it. The treaty really binds
neither nation as to the award. It is
merely a legal provision efsuring a
reasonable discussion of all matters in
dispute between the two countries in-
stead of leaving their settlement to
national prejudice and momentary
pe.ssiop. Jt gives the na.tloq time to
regain its senses after anoutbreak of
passion 4nd to express its second sober
thought.

INDIA’S SILENT APPEAL,

Photographs of the starving people
&f India are being published in some
of the leading English papers. The
pictures have reached America, and
were reproduced-in the last New York
Sunday papers. The publication of
these photographs will exercise a pow-
erful influence in arousing public at-
tention to the terribleness of the fa-
mine and plague that is now -devas-
tating India. The . péople represent-
ed appear as mere living skeletons.
It is said the photographs were not
made from the worst cases, but from
such as would be called a fair aver-
age. These pictures tell a story that
words are incapable of expressing.
Famine and plague together are mow-
ing down the inhabitants of India by
The coun-
tries of Europe have been slow to
recogrize the gravity of the situation,
but at last their sympathy has been
aroused and appeals on behalf of In-
dia’'s starving millions are now being
made throughout the whole of the
continent. The sympathetic wave has
crossed the Atlantic and America will
soon feel called upon to do something
in a practical way to alleviate the
suffering and reduce the mortality of
these people. The distress of India is
a matter of concern for the whole

THE SHOE TRADE.

shoemakers. The tariff on the patent
and enamelled leather was really too
heavy, because it s not manuf:
in the ccuntry at all. The tariff should
be so arranged as to produce a reduc-
tion in leather used In shoemaking,
but he advocates an increase of 10
per cent. on American shoes.

Mr. F. Gourdeau of the Tanners’
Association wants 15 per ¢ent. Increase
on shoe leather and 25 per cent. on
enamelled leather. The tariff revision
of 1894 hasg been injurious to Canadian
tanners and, as-a matter of fact sev-
eral tanners have been run out of
the .trade by American competition.

Ald. Charles E. Roy, merthant in
ghoe findings, leathers, etc., says that
he is a belever in :the 10 per cent.
revenue tariff. American competitors,
he says, have ruined his business. The
Canadian dongola combine is the cause
of many evils. The bad produce made
has been responsible for American im-~
portations.

CORSET MAKERS.

George E. Amyot, corset manufac-
turer, gives many examples of the de-
fective arrangement of our tariff. His
industry is one of .the most unpro-
tected, and the trade can’t be main-
tained with the present state of
things. American competition is keen
and is getting sharper every day.

Mr. Stouffman, importer of corsets,
maintained that the duty on corsets
was more than 32 per cent. It is 40
per cent., according to him, and it
could not be raised higher. He also
maintained that Canadian and Ame-
rican manufacturers could not pro-
duce as good an article as the Euro-
pean corset.

Ald, Shaw had to go to a funeral, and

| first order of business his resolution to ap-
\'ﬁlnt a special committee to consider the

olition or adjustment of the local ‘m-
.provement system, as contained in the
various resolutions upon tne matter, which
had been referred by Council. ¥

Ald. Lamp was at ouce upon his feet to
express the opinion that before the com-
mittee was appointed Ald. Shaw should
-outline his propusal for the abolition of the
system in order that the committee might
discuss the geueral principles Involved.

Alu, Shaw wveilevea that it would be un-
wise for him at this stage to promulgate
any ideas he mignt have, He proj
that the sub-committee should take up the
question where last year's committee left
off. The question is a complicated and iu-
tricaite one to deal with. His own ldea
was the total abolition or the systiem, sQ
far as relates to pavements and sidewalks.
The repeated refusal of the people to allow
pavements to be renewed, as recommended
by the Engineer, last year, was proof that
Igey did not approve of the retention of
the system.

UNJUST TO CENTRAL WARDS.

Ald. Lamb called attention to the injus-
tice of the proposal to abolish the system
now, inaswmuch as Wards 2, 3 and 4, which
paid uearl{ bu pér cent. of the total gen-
erd] taxation, haa ail their streets paved
as local improvements. The change would
simply result in sbifting the burden from
the outside wards and place it upog the
centra; wards. The best way would be,
where permanent pavements, macadam,

. granolitiiic, asphalt and brick, on concrete,
are laid, ‘'to give the ratepnyers on_these
streets a much.longer time to pay for it.
He thought the public at large would un-
dertake to Kkeep these pavements in re-
palir. The area of Wards 2, 3, and 4, which
was only 37 per cent. of the total area of
the city, paid nearly 90 per cent. of the
taxes.

Ald. Crane had given considerable atten-
tion to the local-improvement guestion, and
had arrived at the conclusion that the
change from the presént system should be
grauual. He referred in terms of appfoba-
ton to the system in operation in England,
by which every new street is required to
be paved-and sewered before the city ac-
cepls it as a public street. The mainteu-
ance of the street afterwards became the
duty of the municipality. ;

MUST HAVE CHEAP PAVEMENTS.

Ald. Gowanlock was totally opposed to
the abolition of the local improvement Sys-
tem, He believeu thar the people on auy
street should pay for exactly what they
got, and no more. Thé reason why the
people Lad rejected the proposals of the
Clly Kugineer to reuew pavements last
year was because that official had not seen
fit to recommend pavements for which the
property-owners under present circum-
stances could pay. The pavements recom-
mended were of an expeusive nature. The
Engineer should recognize the fact that
the renewals at presen. should be of such
a nature as would meet the requirements
of” the next flve years, leaving the perma-
uent pavements to the future, when the
depression shall bave passed away, and
the people ‘can better bear the burden. He
justanced the recommendation of the Engi-
neer to construct a brick pavement on Glad-
stone-avenue, on which street the houses
wouid not produce sufficient revenue to
pay for the pavement low on the street
avithout going in for a more expensive one.
What s required on this and other similar
streets is the cheapesi pavements, and the
cheapest are good gravel roads, which coula
be built at a small cost, the pagmeut being
spread over three years. There was =n
great prejudice on the pakt of the Engineer
mgainst gravel reoads, on ‘the groun thar
country roads were not suitable for Toron-
to, but he ventured to express the opinion
that good grave| roads were sufficlent to
guswer all the requirements of many resi-
dential streets, and there was the advan-
tage that all the money pald for them will
be spent in the city.

The wotion to appoint & committee com-
posed of Ald, Shaw, Beale, Russell, Saun-
ders, Crane, Hubbard and Woods, was
udopted, it being understood that the ap-
vointment did not comynit the board to the
abolition of the system.

COMMITTEE AGAINST ABOLITION.

Ald. Lamb moved that the board:do not
entertain the 1)!'4);10?*1 for the abolition of
the local improvemelt system.

The resolution appeared to meet the
views of the majority of the committee ;
but, out of deference to Ald. Shaw, who
protested against his committee being han-
dicapped in such manner, it\was withdrawn
io the meantime.

said;, the words “finding stock”
meant finding agents. These let-
ters, he contended, showed that the
prisoner was acting in concert with
Tynan and Kearney.

The Solicitor-General proceeded to
read another letter, in which the pri-
soner had written these words, “Things
look very bad for me as regards Lon-
don stock; so much so that Billy Burt
won’'t do.”

Thig letter, he said, proved that
quiries in London similar to those he
had made in Glasgow in an attempt
to engage men to cause an explosion.

John Macdonald, gne of Toronto’s
most successful wholesale merchants,
some years ago stated that, after a
20 years’ acquaintance with the
careers of men engaging in commer-
cial life, he had found that sixty per
cent. lost all or almost all of the money
they put into business; that thirty-
five per cent. got out barely holding
their own, or making but little, and
that only five per cént. actually
made money.

What & President of the United States Has
to Receive Daily From Cranks
and Others,

New York Journal,
Gifts are already beginning to pour
in upon Presldent-elect McKinley.

During the next four years he will be
the recipiént of a continual stream of
them, representing the spontaneous
offerings of the people. The latter
are always eager to ) beStow things
upon the President, and/ such contri~
butions - constitute ones. of the nui-
sances of the chief executive office.

Even now the White House attic is
stuffed and crammed full with dona-
tions which have accumulated during
the past administrations. No small
addition to the stock om hand has
been made by Mr. Cleveland, and only
the other day a big closet full of ar-
ticles, sufficlent in variety to stock a
notion store, was sorted over and
transferred to the loft.

Naturally, there is some difficulty in
disposing of things of this kind. It
would never do for the President to
sell the people’s gifts at auction, and
only a very few of them are of the
slightest use to him. uently,
they are relegated to indefinite stor-
age, where they are preyed on by
mice and spiders spin their webs over
them. Some day -there will have to
be a big bonfire to make room for fu-
ture acquisitions. P s

The variety of the contributions is
extraordinary. They include every
sort of thing that the President might
be supposed to require—as, for exam-
ple, patent tires for his carriage
wheels, improved horseshoes for his
horses, bottles and teething appli-
ances for his babies, and novel pat-
terns of warming-pans for his bed.
Mr.Cleveland, being famous as a fish-
erman, has received in this way
every -imaginable kind of reel, hook,
bob-float, sinker, fishpole, etc. These

have included in particular the fishing | P

apparatus invented during his incum-
bency of office. Ingenious devices,
patentable and otherwise, are con-
stantly being forwarded to the White
House, the usual object being to get
the President interested in them.

Inventors sometimes expect the Pre-

sident to go to the patent office and
get patents for them, in return for
gifts of their machines, etc. On more
than one occasion they have brought
their contrivances to the ‘White
Hoyse, insisting’ on setting them up
in Xhe vestibule,
" A crank once fetched what he said
was a new kind of religion in a box,
as an offering to Benjamin Harrison.
There are ever so, many people who
make things, not necessarily patent-
able, and desire to have them em-
ployed by the first family in the land.
They like to say : “I sent Mrs, Mc-
Kinley one of these.” In most cases
they expect nothing in return.

On the other hand, numerous pre-
sents conferred: upon the Chief Magis-
irate have<an advertising motive be-
hind them. For example, a patent
medicine man may desire a letter
from the President to use in his busi
ness.

Where such a motive is suspected,
no letter of acknowledgment is sent,
and the gift, if at all valuable, is re-
turned.

House are referred to the Private Sec- |

Household articles—among
them such as clotliespins and other
things of domestic usefulness—are
handed over to the steward of the
Executive Mansion, while books go to
the library. Most of the presentsare
never seen by the President, though
anything that happens to be particu-
larly nice or interesting is submitted
to his notice,

Many of the gifts are of the most
homely description—things prized by
rural folk and simple people of small
means, though wholly . useless from
*the Preident’'s point of view. For in-
stance, there are rabbits’ feet for luck
and canes by scores. Within the next
few months Major McKinley will re-
ceive more than 100 walking sticks,
propably most of them actually cut
by the hands of the donors.

Then, too, people often ‘send to the
President photographs of their dead
children, sometimes it is the last pho-
tograph in their possession which
they part with thus. They suppose
that the ‘Chief Magistrate will put
the treasured likeness on his mantél-
piece and take a fatherly interest in
it. Scores of infants annually are
named - after the Chief Executive and
his wife, and in these cases photo-
graphs are always forwarded. The
President feels obliged to regard this
gort of._ aftention as an honor and a
compliment, and invariably one of his
clerks. returns an appreciative reply,
signed with the august autograph.

The line is drawn: at the White
House against presents of large in-
trinsic value,. which are promptly re-
furned. A man once sent to Mrs.
leveland a brooch of precious stones.
It was sent back to the donor with
a curt line to the effect that Mrs.
Cleveland: was not accustomed to re
ceive valuable gifts from personsg
whose acquaintance she did not enjoy.
Mr. Cleveland being a mighty hunter,
c¢onsiderable quantities of cartridge
shells and various things useful tor
sheoting have been received by 'him
from time to time. Many boxes of
cigars, most of them not at ail to
his taste, have been beéstowed upon
him, "usually by manufacturers get:
