Englehart is Safe.

Reassuring advices come from
Englehart, Fire, which approached
within half u mile of the town last
night, is tonight * reported to have
burned itself out, much to the relief
of the inhabitants, and of numbers of
refugees from Matheson and other
stricken areas. A fresh outbreak at
Shillington, in the district around
Matheson, is reported, but it is con-
fidently believed that it canmot spread
far, as the section has heen .almost
denuded . of trees and undergrowth,
and there remains little for the flames
to feed upon.

The Porcupine district has thus far

ing & watchful eye upon the course of
the fires raging about 20 miles from
Jacksonboro, as a shifting of the wind
might head the conflagration toward
I’orcupine.

RUSSIANS BEAT TURKS
ON ROAD TO DIARBEKR

Capture Strong Position Near Omgit Between Mush and
Mamakhatun—Take Many Prisoners and Are Con--
tinuing Attacks to Clear Way for Advance

PETROGRAD, Aug. 8.—~Capture of
strong Turkish defensive positions
near Omegit, betwecen Mush and
Mamakhatun, on the road to Diar-
bekr, is announced in an official war
office communication issued today.
Russians are continuing to attack the
Turks in this region and many prison-
ers are being brought in. On the
western battlefront the Russians are
engaged in a/desperate battle with the
Germans on fhe Stokhgd near the Vil-
lages of Dubeschovo and Gulevitchie.
The following is the Russian official

communication:
-~ “On the Stokhod desperate fighting
'is proceeding near_ the Villages of
Dubeschovo and Gulevitchie. During
the fighting on the River Sereth, near
Gorodisch, about 14 miles above Tar-
nopol, the gallant regimental com-
mander, Col. Goronoff, was wounded.

And, having sald this much asbout
nickel, we now propose to refer for a
few moments to a similar scandal that
comes from the Province of Quebec, and
where asbestos is being engineered in
very much the sa way, to the great
detriment of Quebec and of the Dominion,
and to the immense advantage of foreign
exploiters. g

Ontario, with the great nickel deposits
of the world within her borders, gets Jit-
tle or nothing out of them, beyond the
privilege of keeping a big boarding-house
for the not-too-highly-paid workmen who
bring the nickel ore to the surface. The
ore goes to Wales or to the United
States for refining, and Canadian manu-
facturers have to import the finished
product from other countries. But hardly
less  extraordinary. is the situation pre-
sented by the asbestos deposits in the
Province of Quebec. Righty per cent. of
the asbestos of the world is found in the
eastern townships of Quebec. The as-
bestos is necessarily mined, or, rather,
quarried, in Canada, but-the raw fibre
is immediately shipped to ‘other coun-
tries, mainly the States. The crude as-
bestos brings about three million dollars
to Canads and Canadians, whereas re-
fined, worked-up and utilized, it brings
to the people of other ‘countries about
seventy millions,

The Montreal Financlal Times, in an
article ‘'under the caption, “Keep Raw
Asbestos in the Province,” calls upon the
Gouin government for legislation which
will compel ‘“‘the foreign manufacturers
of Quebec asbestos to build their fac-
tories in the eastern townships and work
the raw material into the thousands of
finished asbestos articles which the world
is buying today.”

Possibly the Quebec Government ecan
do this off its own .bat, for our impres-
sion is that the province has the title to
the asbestos deposits, and that the
lessees merely work them on a royalty
basis. If, on the other hand, Quebec has
been as short-sighted as Ontario, and has
granted fee simple titles to foreign own-
ers of the asbestos deposits, a more diffi-
cult problem is presented,

In either event, it would seem that the
national government has some duty in
the premises. It has the power to place
an embargo upon the export of nickel or
asbestos. That federal interference
should be necessary reflects no credit
upon either province.

New Yorker Sends Cheque to Show

NEW YORK, July 11.—August Heck-

“The Germans claim ' Jutland z¢ a
vietory, but in essence they admit the
eontrary, since the object of a naval
battle is to obtain command of the sea,
and it is certain that Germany has not
obtained that command, whilst Great
Britain has fot lost it. Tests this
assertion are easy to apply. . the
8Tip of the British blockade relnxed
since May 317 Has it not, ‘'onthe eon=
trary, tightened?

“The Germans themselves will ad-
mit the increasing -difficulty of im-
porting raw materials and foodstuffs
and of exporting their manufactures,
hence the violence of their invectives
2gainst Great Britain.”

Munitions Flow Abroad.”

Mr. Balfour -says that if they 'had
felt themselves on the way to mari-
time equality the Germans would not
have 80 loudly advertised
Deutschland incident, the whole in-

' terest of which, in German eyes, was

to prove their ability to elude the bar-
rier raised by the British fleet be-
tween them and the outer world. As
further proef of the impotence of the
German - fleet, Mr. Balfour points to
the ever-increasing flow of men
and munitions from England pouring
across the channel to Franase.

“It has resched colossal propor-
tions,” he continues. “Its offects on the
war may well be decisive. Yet never
Has it been more secure from atthck
by enemy battleships or cruisers than
it has been since the German ‘victory’
of Jutland.,”

The first lord refers to (German ex-
hortations to look at the map and see
the extent of German successes, and
adds:

“That depends on what maps you
take. Even the map of Europe shows
an ever-shrinking battle.”

Mr. Balfour advises those requiring
further proofs of the value the Ger-
mans attach to their “victorious fleet”
to study the German policy of sub-
marine warfare, and says:

Appeal to Brutality.

“The advantage.of submarine at-
tacks on commerce.h that they cannot
be controlled by superior fleet power
in the same way as attacks by cruis-
ors; a disadvantage 1is that they ecan-
not be carrled out cn a large scale
consistently with the laws of war or
the requirements of humanity.  They
maKe therefore a double appeal to
German militarism—an. appeal to its
prudence and an appeal to Iits
brutality.

“The Germans knew that their ‘vic-
torigus fleet’ was useless. It could be
kept \safe in harbor while the subs
marine warfare went merrily on vut-
side. They knew that submarines could
not be brought to action by battle.
ships or battle cruisers, They thonght
therefore that to these new commerce
destroyers our merchant ships must
fall an easy prey, unprotected by our
ships of war and unable to protect
themselves, ;

“They were wrong in both respects,
and 'doubtless it is their wrath at the
skill and encrgy with which British
merchant captains and British crews
have defended the lives and property
under their charge that has driven the
Germian admiralty into their latest
and stupidest act of calculated fero-
city—the judicial murder of Captain
Fryatt.” =

The first lord conténds {that the cuse
Is not worth arguing, that it useless
to do the German military aduthorities
the injustice of supposing they were
animated by solicitude for the prin-
ciples of internatiomal law and acel-
dentally blundered.

“The illegality of their folly,” he
continues, “was of a different kind. it
tlowed from a different source. ‘They
kne wthat Captain Fryatt was doing
his duty and they resolved at all costs
to discourage imitation,

“What blunderers they are. They
know how to manipulate machines,
but of managing men they know legs
than nothing. They are always wrong,
hecause they always suppose thai {f
they behave like brutes they can cow
their enemies into behaving like cow-
ards, Smalil is their knowledge of onr
metchant seamen, . I  doubt whether
one can be found who has not
solved to defend himself to the lust
against piratical attack. But if there
is such a one, depend upon it, he will
be cured by the last exhibffion of
German civilization, And what must
neutrals think of all this?

“The freedom of the sea means to
Germany that the German navy is to
behave at sea as the German army be-
haves on land. It means that neither
encmy civilians nor neutrals will be
spared. Already 244 neutral merchont-
men have been sunk in defiance of law
and hmnnnny,,and the number daily
Brows. Mankind, with the experi-
cnce of two years of war behind it, has
made up its mind about German cul-
fure., It is not, I think, without ma-

terfal for forming a judgment about
German freedom,”

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CASEMENT MET
HIS FATE COOLLY

Cheers and Groans Came
From Crowd Outside
Prison Gages.

. DRAMATIC SPECTACLE

Irish Group Dropﬁ on Knees
and Prayed When Bell
Sounded.

LONDON, Aug. 3.—Roger Casement,
former knight and consul, was hanged
at 9 o'clock this morning in Penton-
ville jail for high treason. He weas
convicted of conspiring to cause. an
armed revolt ‘n Ireland, and with
having sought German afd to that end.

Two hours before the execution a
crowd of men, women and  children
gathered - before the .prison gates.
Twenty minutes ‘before Casemert
mounted the scaffold the great prison
bell commenced-to toll.  The suund
was grected with chcers from the
crowd, ‘mingled  with some groans. At
9 o'clock the crowd. had swollen to
such proportions that it extended for
two blocks from the prison front. At
cne minute after nine a single stroke
on the big bell announced ‘that the
trap had been sprung. It was the sig-
nal for another yell from the crowi,
which suddenly died away into dea:l
silence,

Cesement met his death with calm
courzge, aceerding to eye-witnesses.
Early in the morning two priests of
the Roman Catholic Church admii-
istered the last rites in the cell of the
condemned man, and shortly after-
ward a little procession, headed by th«
clergymen, with Casement following,
& warder on either side, proceeded to-
ward the .execution shed, only five
yards away. The priests recited the
litany of the dying, Casement respond-
ing in low tones: “Lord have mercy
on my soul’

As the pairty reached th: shed
where the gallows was erected. th:
special executioner, a hairdresser,
named Ellis, approached Casement
&nd quickly pinioned him. The twon
chaplains, the under sheriff of Lon-
don, and the under sheriff of Middic-
sex, then took up their positions in
front of the scaffold. Casement mount-
ed the gallows steps firmly and com-
mended his epirit to God as he stepped
on the trap. A moment later the lever
was pulled.

Immediately after the trap was
sprung the prison engineer and phy-
glcjan descerded into the pit, where,
after the application of the usual tests,
Casement was pronounced dead at
nine minut2s after nine, According to
the custom in the case of prisoners
hanged for erimes similar to that of
Casement, his body will be burfed In
Guicklime ir the prison yard, but pro-
bably no decision as to the burial will
be made funtil after the inquest,.

An affecting incident took place out-
side of the prison wall as the execcu-
tion was in progress. At the back of
the prison, a little distance from the
crowd about the gates, was a group
of about thity Irishmen and women,
When the dull clang of the prison bell
announced that the doomed man had
paid the last penalty, this little group
fell on their knees and withk heads
bowed remained for some moments
silently praying for the repose of the
soul of their< dead fellow-country-
man.

of war against Germany, Since then
the kaiser has often tried to prove
that Great Britain started the war, It
is not easy to forget that Austria first
declared war on July 28, on Serbia,
urged on by Germany; that Germany
declared war against Russia on August
1. and invaded France on August 2;
and had violated the neutrality of
Belgium before Great Britain declared
war. Taced with these facts the
kaiser asserts that Britain forced him
by her diplomacy to do as he did, He
thus credits Sir Edward Grey with
maore skill than most of Sir Edward’'s
countrymen did, and had the kaiser
yielded to the foreign secretary’s pro-
posal for a conference of the powers
there need have been nd war, This
I8 patent to most of us, but there are
still a few Americans and pro-Germans,
and perhaps Mr, Phillips Thompson,
who believe that Britain is responsible
for the war, .

Polonius had some good advice for
fighters. “Beware of entrance to a
quarrel, but being in bear't that the
opposer may beware of thee.,” This 1s
sound advice.

The final blunder of
Von Kluck in crossing his own front
before Paris wasg the turning point of
the war, and since then it has been
merely a question - of how long it
would take to burn itself out, Lord
Kitchener Judged it would be three
vears. Since his death no one in
authority has ventured to suggest a
shorter period, Taking all things into
consideration, we may be thankful that
it was not ended in six months, for
that would have meant the triumph
of German methods and German
weltpolitik, the domination of the black
eagle over the rest of humanity,
Canada and South America would at
once have come under German ruyle,
The United States might have waited
for.a later opportunity, but it is now
clear that great reliance was placed
upon the 25,000,000 people of (German
hlood, who live under the Stars and
Stripes and sing “Deutschland uhor
Alles.”

Providence 4dnd the British
stopped this development. Providence
could have done it alone, but it is
obvious that the British navy was the
immediate instrument. It is in fact
more obvious than that the kaiser is
supported, as he alleges, by the
heavenly powers. The men who are
fighting in the trenches understand the
great issues.

own election, and no one envies them,
The day seems far spent and it may
be that the worst of the heat anq
burden is over, but as we are gratefyl
for having come so far thru' the
struggle we must stand ready for any
further demands that may be made
upon us. We cannot say that the Job
is done till it is finished, and so come
pletely that it will not have to be done

The zeppelins were attacked by light
British forces, but all returned un-
damaged, says the statement, which
follows:

“During the night of Aug. 2 a great
number of our naval ships again at-

land and successfully dropped a great
liumber of explosive and fire bombs,
especially on London, the fleet base at
Harwich, on r.itilway works and on,
from a military viewpoint, important
Industrial establisnments in the Coun-
ty of Norfolk.

Ger the rays of numerous scarch-
lights, but all retupmed undamaged.”

BRITAIN’S DENIAL.

OTHER PARTS DO WELL

New Pest, “Joint Worm,”
Makes Appearance Near
Morris.

Special to The Toronto World,
WINNIPEG; Aug. 8.—That the crop
of Manitoba is not to be uniformly as
good as was anticipated, is made evi-
dent by reports of district represen-
tatives of the agricultural department,

which have just been received. Inthe
northern parts of the provincg, and

also in the central parts, there is a

good average crop, ond in some places

a little better is expected. But in sev-

eral of the southern districts rain and

heat appear to have damaged thecrop
in some places very seriously. J. D.
Baskerville, M.L.A. for Bmerson, who
wae at the parliament buildings this
morning, declares that the yield for

that district will not be half what was
expected, He says that ten days ago
he had looked forward to a yield of
30 bushels per acre on his own land,
but that he now plages it at 15 bush-
els. He does not ect the average
for the district to go as high as that,
Damage in Some Places.

C. H. Saunders of Snowflake, whn
was also at the parliament buildings
this morning, places the yield for the
entire district from Killarney to Mor-
ris at ten bushels per acre. Heat has
damaged the crop, he declared, and
there is also the ravage of a com-
paratively new pest, the “joint worm.”
Tsirtle reports state that a good aver-
age crop is expected where the séed
bed has been well prepared. There is
no damage there from rain,

A report from Ethelbert, which 1s a
mixed farming country with a small
screage of wheat, is to he effect that
the crop will be above the average,
* A report from Kenton, which is a
jarge wheat district, states that ow-
ing to the intense heat the yield will
be greatly reduced. A great many
nends of wheat are turning white at
the ends, says the district representa-
tive.

A report from the representative at
Taundar is cheerful. This district has
not a large acreage of wheat. The
report states that the yield of wheat
will be good, certainly above the aver-
age, .

. Crop Destroyed by Hail.

The representative of Melita reports
that 2500 acres were destroyed by
hail. This representative believes that
the rust on the grain is black rust,
and he will not venturc to estimate
the yield until its effects are more ap-
parent., Heavy rust damage is re-
ported by the representative at Mor-
ris. “Many fields have reached the
1 stage,” he says.

They all ex-
press fear for many friends that they
left behind, and also state that the firs
is not yet over. .

BOMINION BONDS
T0 PAY OFF DEBT

Ottawa - Government Con-
cludes Big Transaction in
" War Finance.

_FOR BASIS OF CREDITS

Hundred Million of F lo;-.ting
Indebtedness to Be Dis-
charged.

By a Staff-Reporter. 3

- OTTAWA, Aug. 8—A transaction
of thy greatest importance to Domin-
fon and. imperial war finance has been
concluded between the minister of
finance and the British treasyry,

For a period after the outbreak of
the war, the Canadian Government
horrowed the greater part of its war
expediture from the imperial govern-
ment. Subsecjuently, by reason of im-
protement in the revenues of the Do-
minjon and the successful flotations of
its loans on this aside of the Atlantic,
the Dominijon became able 10 finance
its . war expenditure in Canada, and
also to assist the British Gcvernment
in financing here its purchases thru
the imperial munitions board. For over
4 year now the Dominion finance de-
purtment has borrowed from the im-
perial treasury only the amount re-
presented by your expenditures in
Great Britain and at the front. All
advances so far received from the
British Government have been enter-
¢4 in the books of the Dominion as
temporary borrowings.

To Pay Off Debts,

.Iinder. the arrangement which s
now being made,the Dominfon Govern-
ment will pay off from time to time
ils temporary indebtedness to the
FPritish Government by the issue to
the imperial treasury of Dominion
bonds, bearing the same rate of in-
terest, and having the same muaturi-
tics as the ‘issues of the imperial gov-
crnment, from the proceeds of which
the advances have been made, The
amount of the bonds will be caleulat-
cd, having regard to the issue prica

the Dominjon Government will, with-
outl any flotation expenses, fund its
temporary indebtedness by the sale
of its bonds to the imperial treasury,
bearing interest at the favorable rate
at which the imperial government
has been able to borrow in the I.on-
don market since the outbreak of the
war. The Dominion Government bonds
will bz payable in dollars, and all
necessary adjustments of ecxchange
will be made. On the whole; the ex-
change has been most favorable to
the Dominion.
To Discharge Big Liability.

The first transaction will {nvolve
the extinguishing of over one -hundred
millions of temporary indebtedness of
the Dominfon by the issue to the Bri-
tish treasury of three and one-half
per cent. and four and one-h:ilf per
cent. dollar bonds, maturing in 1928
and 1945. These Doniinion hends will
not be sold, but will furnish the basis
of imperial banking credits in United
States and Canada, from which pay-
ments will be made on this side of the
Atlantic. The arrangement thus great-
ly assists the British Government in
its financing of the purchases of the
munitions and supplies for which dol-
Jar credits are necessary. The plan
embodics the preposal made by the
minister of finance t¢ Lord Reading
tnd the representatives of the Bri-
tish treasury when in New York last
cutumn., arranging the $500,000,000
Anglo-French loan. The minister had
in view the purpose of clearing up by
the issue of permanent securities, the
floating- indebtedness of the Dominion,
and at the same timc¢ providing the
imperial government with the hest of
rollateral for banking advances. 'The
Dominion securities will, of course, not
be sold, but will continue to he owned
by the imperial government,
