All applications for the
admission of children shall be 1 ade in writing to the Mana-
gers (under cover to the Secretary), and must be approved
by them ; and the admission of the different classes shall be
according to the priority of the applications. The election
of the candidates for admission shall be determined by the
Managers at their monthly meetings, and to such an extent
as the funds of the Society will admit. Any of the Managers
may nevertheless in their discretion admit children into the
House in the interim, subject to such approval. Children
admitted into the House shall remain under the care of the
Matron for at least one year previous to their being appren-
ticed, unless circumstances may require this rule to be
deviated from.

IX. Children are to be retained in the House until they
are twelve years of age, unless a particularly good situation
should offer for a child of an earlier age, when the case may
be discretionary with the Managers. The friends of the
children are allowed the privilege of procuring situations for
them il they can do so on as favorable terms as the Managers.
Subseribers to the Society shall always have the preference
in the choice of Apprentices. Children on attaining the
age of twelve years may be apnrenticed to such worthy
Protestant families as give satisfactory evidence to the
Managers by the certilicates of clergymen, that they are
proper persons to have the charge of orphan children.
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They may also be apprenticed to any i:ade, provided the
same satisfactory evidence be adduced regarding the charac-
ter of those to whom they are bound. Each child on leav-
ing shall be furnished with a copy of the Bible, and be
provided with a decent suit of clothes adapted to the season.
Nochil d shall be bound to a tavern-keeper or person keep-
ing a boarding-house, and no female child shall be appren-
ticed to an unmarried man. The conditions of the Indenture
of apprenticeship, whether to a family or for the purpose of
learning a trade, shall be—to feed and clothe the child in a
fit and proper manner, according to the respective situations
of the parties, for a term of years—the boys until they attain
the age of 21 years, the girls that of 18 years ; to bring up the
child in the Protestant religion ; to instruct the child in read-
ing and writing 5 to teach and instruct the child in the art or
trade of [or make perfect in domestic service] alter
the best manner ; to remit to the Treasurer of the Society
for the time being, at the expiration of each year from the
date of the Indenture of Apprenticeship, the sum of Fifteen
shillings currency, to be placed in the Saving’s Bank for the

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REPORT.

The Managers of the Orphans’ Home and I'male Aid Society,
beg leave to submitthe Report of the second year’s proceedings
to the members of the Corporation and friends of the
charity.

In July Jast it was proposed to take advantage of an opportunity
hen offered to purchase a house and four acres of land, lying to the
ast of Parliament Street, and near to the River Don. The individ.
pal price at which this property was offered;and the convenience

would have afforded to the Managers of immediately opening the

Asylum—were arguments which weighed very forcibly in the

inds of those who strenuously advocated the propositions—it was,
owever, finally rejected, and other measures had to be suggested
pr carrying out the object of the Incorporation.

In the month of August a free grant was made by the crown for
building site, of one acre, situate in Victoria Square. Unfortunately
r the immediate interest of the Society the lot was in the occupa-

pn of a third party, who claimed under a right derived from the
spective officers of her Majesty’s Ordnance—and the Managers
hve been compelled to institute a suit at law in order to obtain
pssession, and they are given to understand the question will
on be disposed of by the judgment of the proper tribunal.

In consequence of this grant having been made it was thought
visable to forego the offer made by Messrs Baldwin and Cayley,
ich was referred to in last year’s report. But the delay in
ting possession induced the Managers to consider whether
was too late to hope for the liberal donations proposed by
pse gentlemen, who, with a generosity that entitles them to
warmest thanks of the Corporation, have renewed their
er, and the matter has been placed in the hands of the
jcitor to put into proper form, so as to meet the intentions of
donors, and to secure the property tothe Society. In the mean
e the Building Committee has been increased to the number of
gentlemen, and a sum of £600 has been set aside and appro-
pted as the Building Fund, which money has been invested, and
accruing interest added to the principal of the fund. , Mr.
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Cumberland’s plan for the building, which met with the approval of
the Managers, has also been sanctioned by Mr. Baldwin, whose
donation of land is dependent on the erection of a suitable structure.

The subscription list for the ordinary and current expenditure of
the Society has decreased, but this can create no surprise, nor, for
reasons to be hereafter given, need it exc'te any apprehension in
the minds of the friends of the charity.

This unavoidable delay in commencing the projected building,
and other considerations partly adverted to in the foregoing remarks,
at length induced the Managers to take measures for calling the
charity into immediate operation, and they have accordingly rented
a house for one year, at the rent of £42 10s., with a right to renew
the terms for a second year: these premises are capable of accomo-
dating from fifteen to twenty children. A lady of high respecta-
bility, who accapted an extremely moderate salary, has been engaged
as matron, and a widow with one child has given her services in
the domestic department in return for the shelter and support
afforded in the house.

Directly the house was taken the Managers were highly gratified
by receiving immediate contributionsto the charity, thus confirming

the opinions already expressed, that there was no reason to appre-

hend it would fail in obtaining ample aid when once brought into
practical operation. Liberal donations of all sorts of available and
useful articles to the value of nearly £60 were sent, and an addition
of £12 10s. was made to the subscription list. To these kind and
considerate friends the Managers beg to offer their gratefu
acknowledgments,

The rapid advance of this province in general improvement, wil
in all probabiblity bring an increased emigration among Us; and
though the Managers hunbly trust that the same Divine Providencs
which preserved us during the past year from any pestilence o
endemic disorder, may graciously continue that prme(-,tiovn to us, ye
they cannot but expect that in the usual course of events there wil
be increased demands on the charity ; and it is a matter of congratula
tion to the Protestant community that the Institution is now in
situation to afford the shelter of a house to those help ess beings wh
may be thrown umong us, deprived perhaps, on their voyage fro
their native land, of their natural protectors.

commence, may cach succeeding year increase in usefulness and
secure that public support which is so evidei t'y and successfully
given to the charitable societies in the City of Torunto.

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REPORT OF BUILDING COMMITTEE.

The Building Committee of the Orphans’ Home and Female
Aid Society feel called upon to avail themselves of the Annual
Meeting of the Corporation, to present a"Report.

When your Committee received their last Commission from the
Managers, the land on which the Orphans’ Home was to be
erected had only been promised to the Corporation, under certain
conditions, one of which was that the plan should be approved of by
the donors—the Eonoralle Robert Baldwin and the Honorable
Wiliam Cayley. The lamented illness of the former gentleman pre-
cluded his paying any attention to business for some time ; but your
Committee have now the satisfaction of informing the Corporation
that the plans have been approved of, and as soon as the legal
instruments are completed, immediate sieps will be taken to erect
the House this year.

The late move among the mechanics of the city, and the increased
demand for materials, will possibly render the estimates more than
they would have been, had they been taken in former years, but
your Committee are informed by competent authority that the
building should be commenced as soon as possible, as the prabability
is, that instead of decreasing, building materials will for the next four
years become more expensive.

All of which is submitted by your Committee to the Corporation.
