The team,
which wss owned by Arthur London,
was being driven by a l4-year-old boy,
and it is understood that the case will
be heard in the police court, as' no one
may allow a team to be driven by a boy
under sixteen years of age. :

Johnston McKenzie, of Fredericton,
Bombardier Ralph McKenzie, who is on
the firing line with the 86th Battery,
tells of meeting his brother, Gunner
William McKenzie, who is in France
with an artillery unit of the first Cana-
dian division.” In his letter Bombardier
McKenzie explains the circumstances as
follows:—

“Ever since our battery came to
France I have been hunting for Will, but
haven’t been very successful as yet. One

in this week D. Chisholm and
Hymie Lighter came over to see the
battery boys, and Chisholm had on a
big field cape with Bill's name. on it.
That made me think he was near, but I
had to go back to my observation post.
That night Peter and I went out but
couldn’t lécate him, and I had to go on
duty early next day. .

Four of us boys—D. J. McDonald,
Sergt. Drysdale, Peter and I—have
taken an old cellar and we are fitting it
up. ‘We have put lime on the floor and
are building bunks with chicken wire.
They are fine when we get our mat-
tresses on. Peter built a table, and our
bath tub is a discarded tin pail, which
also serves as a great wash tub, We
feel very fine. Good night—it's my
turn for observation post.”

Under date of July 29 he has the fol-
lowing.

Using Troops Sparingly on West and
Depending More on Great Number
of Flield Guus — Counter Blow Bro-
ken and Allies Resunye Steady Push

New York, Aug. 19—The London cor-
respondent nf the Tribune, cabling last
night said:’

“The German counter-blow north of
the Somme has been:- broken and the
allies have resumed their ‘steady push.
The French took. by storm today a large
portion of Maurepas village, and drove
forward their line to “the south, while
the British advanced near, Martinpuich
and Combles. -

“Meanwhile Petain struck heavily
north of Verdun, won part of the village
of Fleury, and then, widening his thrust,
carried two fortified redoubts northwest
of the Thiaumont Work on the right
bank of the Meuse. Near Vaux, farther
east, the Germans were also forced
back. §

“The wermans: are now using their
troops sparingly and putting more re-
liance in their field guns, which have
been assembled in great numbers on the
Picardy front. This suggests either that
the Kaiser's commanders are now con-
fronted with a shortage of men,' or that
they have decided on a change of tactics.
Apparently the Germans have decided
to give the allies their turn in the wear-
ing-out process, which proved so disas-
trous to the Teutons at Verdun.

“In the counter-attacks last night
which followed the allied gains on Wed-
nesday, the British were subject ' to
heavy infantry charges as well as artil-
lery fire. Bnt these assaults soon ceased
and the allies passed once more to the
offensive.

Bigger Operations Coming

“Operations on a bigger scale will soon
follow the smaller action today. The
Germans may contend that the allied
drive has lost its momentum and that
in trench warfare surprises are made im-
possible. But the fact remains that the
Kaiser’s generals are compelled to hold
large forces in reserve on the western
front to meet the constant threat of a
greater allied attack.

“The battle continues along the whole
front, from Pozieres to the Somme with
the allied forces attacking everywhere.
Only two days passed since Foch and
Haig, in a joint assault, carried posi-
tions along a three mile front. It is
highly significant that the advance has
been resumed after so short an interval,
indicating the shortage of German re-
serves and the thoroughness with which
the allies have carried out the operations
preliminary to the assault.”

Heavy Work,

With the British Army in France,
Aug. 18—With the skies clear for artil-
lery observations, following the heavy
rains, the English and French attacked
the German lines this afternoon along
the entire front from the Ancre to the
Somme, where their blows during the
last six weeks have broken the German
first line everywhere and the second line
at many points,

From the ridge above Pozieres, where
the battered stone ruins of a windmill
stands, to the highest point on the hor-
izon, along the edges of a bloody high
wood and thence along Delville or
Devil’'s Wood to the lower levels of the
xiver valley, where there has been no

cessation «in the fighting or the pound-
ing of the guns, day after day, there
was a continuous cloud of smoke from |
the bursting shells this afternoon as the
British and French guns united in their
thunders. :

The British made gdins on either side
of Guillemont, where the Germans still
hold the fortifications of their old second
line, and have their heaviest concentra-
tion of guns. The fighting is still in pro-
gress at this writing. J

Portugal Preparing.

London, Aug. 19—“Portugal is today
& vast field of manoeuvres,” said Major!
Norton Mattos, Portuguese minister of
war( in a recent interview with the cor-
respondent of the Journal. Publication
has been delayed until today for military
and diplomatic reasons. “Portugal, bein
in a state of war with Germany anc
Austria,” continued Major & Mattos,
“wants to take part in the war in the
most direct form and in a fraternity of
arms,

“We are preparing with all our forces
to take this direct part in the fight. The
mobilization of the army was received
with enthusiasm and has not developed
one deserter and we are continuing to
raise men. Qur first concern was for the
organization of the staffs. We have
now about 1,500 officers and this num-
ber will be increased by a convocation of
all the men from eighteen to . thirty
Years old, who are in a condition to- bear
arms. This will form a corps of militia
officers,

Bulgars Defeated.

Saloniki, via London, Aug. 19—Bulgar-
ian troops which attacked the positions
of the Entente Allies along the Serbian
frontier on August 17, were repulsed and
thrown back upon their original posi-
tions after sustaining enormous losses,
says a Serbian official statement,

PARIS DENIES THAT THE
GERMAN CROWN PRINCE IS
IN HOSPITAL IN VERDUN

Paris, Aug. 18—A report that the
German Crown Prince, Frederick Wil-
liam, is wounded and is in a hospital
in Verdun is authoritatively denied. The
report that he had been wounded is bas-
ed upon a Zurich despatch to the
“Italia” of Milan, saying that a Swiss
officer returning from the German fron-
tier was told by a German officer that
the German Crown Prince had been
wounded in the head and one of his
legs with splinters of a shell, and that
he was being treated in an unnamed
hospital. No confirmation of this re-
port is obtainable here.

London, Aug. 19.—James M. Beck, on
the eve of his return to America, has
given an interview to the Daily Tele-
graph in which he says: ;

“I carry with me a spirit of absolute
confidence in the ultimate and not dis-
tant triumph of the Allies, of which I
have seen so many striking evidences. I
have been specially privileged to visit
parts of the British fleet and the battle-
fronts in Picardy and from Verdun to
Rheims. All that I saw filled me with
‘amagement and admiration. If I were
asked to state the two most impres-
sive things I saw, I would answer the
British fleet and the defenders of Ver-
dun. While the latter town is sufficient-
ly ruined and desolate to remind one of
Pompeli, yet the Vauban citadel still re-
mains unimpaired and the encircling ar-
mies of France stand as a stone wall in
this truly homeric struggle.

“The commanding entertained
me with luncheon in the citadel, and on
the menu card was a Gallic cock crow-

ing lustily on the battlements of Verdun.
It was a happy symbol, for I believe the
Verdun fight is slowly ending and it will
prove the turning peint of the war. The
morale of the French soldiers seemed to
me magnificent.

The humble lemon pip, of which great
quantities are every year Qpcumullted
by Australian lemon-squash manufac-
turers, appears likely to earn respect &s
an article of commercial value. The
Federal Analyst has recently furnished
a report to the effect that the dried pips
contain a large proportion of oil. By
other extraction the yield of oil was 28
per cent, and by extraction with pet-
roleum benzine 21 per cent. 'The oil ob-
tained from the pips is: clear, of pale-
straw color, wholly saponifiable, and has
slight but rather persistent bitter: taste.
possibly the oil expressed from the pips
by direct hot pressing would not possess
a bitter taste; if so, it ‘would = be -of
value for edible purposes, and, - béing
wholly saponifiable, could, as an alter-

native, be used for soap-making.

THE LUMBER MARKET

(Halifax Chronicle)

Since our last report there has been a
decided decline in prices on the British
market. The price now quoted is £19.10
per standard, whereas it was before
from £20 to £22 for spruce. Local lum-
ber dealers say that stocks are not very
heavy on the other side. It is simply a
question of supply end demand. One
shipper tells us that of late the British
government hes been importing a large
quantity of timber on its own account
and, instead of using it all immediately,
as heretofore, has been selling quantities
to munitions factories, thus breaking
into the channel3 of trade of the ordin-
ary individual t{mber dealers. The gov-
ernment .also has departed from its cus-
tom and stored large quantities of lum-
ber, this being the firsttime the govern-
ment has done so since the war began.

Freights have further declined and, as
shipments are still going from this prov-
ince at the high freight rates contract:d
for before the recent sluirp in the freight
market, local shippers are not always
over-pleased with the situation. One
explanation of the decline in freights is
that after the battle of Horn Reef, when
the German high sea fleet was sent yelp-
ing back to Kiel for repairs, nearly twn
hundred ste~mers which had been heid
up in the Baltic for a long time made &
safe getaway, being light and. coasting
along within the three mile limit. The
latest quotation on freights from Hali-
fax to England for lumber is 200 shil-
lings a standard,

The American market for Nova Sco-
tian laths is weak but for lumber is bet-
ter. Freight rates still rule high so that
the net rate for our shippers is not any
fancy price.

The West Indies and Cuba markets
are keeping very active for spruce and
pine and pine boards. Freights are rul-
ing very high. One shipper paid as high
as $15.15 a thousanc for a charter to
Trinidad.

The
Allies ®ill not be disturbed by threats,
and will not be turned from their pur-
pose even if a new and indiscriminate
submarine and Zeppelin campaign \should
be undertaken. If Germany @ is) wise,
she will give a great deal more heed to
the recognized rules of civilized - war-
fare in the future than she has dope in
the past. Her leaders must now be
aware that they cannot emerge victori-

out in this struggle, and evén if they |-

entertail, the hope of forcing a dead-.
lock they must see that a policy ' of
“frightfulness? on their part now would
make it all the more difficult for them
to get any sort of reasonable terms from
the Allies. It -would no. doubt: be pos-
sible for their submarines to inflict a
great deal of damage and cause the loss
of many lives, as-well as of _mueh- war.
material and supplies; but in the end
they would: still be beaten and the rée-
ord of their crimes thrown in the bal-
ance against them in the péace negotia-
tions. If they are foolish enough to be-
lieve that they cah frighten the Allies
they must be a very dull-witted people.
The- latter have refrained from adopting
German methods, but if the worst comes
to the worst there are many German
cities which can be made to suffer bg’
the air-ficets of the Allies. The latter
have not yet exerted their full strength,
but they are on the road to victory.

IT IS BRITAIN'S TURN

In the American Review of Reviews
for August, Mr. Frank A. Simonds,
whose war correspondence has been so
widely read and with such keen interest,
thus sums up the changes in the war, at
the end of the secop4 year:

“The last days of the second year of
the world conflict saw a momerntous
change. For the first time the initiative
on all fronts passed to the enemies of the
Central Powers. In the east, the west
and the south, German and Austrian
troops stood on the defensive, outnum-

ous assaults of Russian, Italian, British
and French troops. Even in the Bal-
kans formidable Allied bombardments
seemed to forecast an attack upon Bul-
garia and Salonica. Nowhere save about
Verdun, now without importance, did the
Germans take the lead and here the re-
sults were immaterial, as they were in-
considerable.

“Not less significant was the fact that
at last the great British army showed it-
self ready for the operation which had
long been expected of it and twice, at
Neuve Chapelle and Loos- demanded of
it in vain. These lines are written too
soon after the opening of the “British
attack to warrant any estimate of the
fighting quality the new armies have dis-
played, but after nearly three weeks they
are still going forward and the blunders
of Loos and Neuve Chapelle have not
been repeated. ‘

“Looking backward we see now the
whole great war drama unfolded in three
acts: The German effort to dispose of
France, which ended in the failure at
the Marne and the stalemate in Flan-
ders; the German effort to dispose of
Russia,, which terminated in the Pinsk
Marshes and terminated in failure; the
German effort to exhaust France, morally
as well as physically, which came to
nought in April, when the French were
able to repulse the most desperate of
the German assaults upon the Meuse
lines and thereafter to hold them to a
struggle without importance or issue.

“Three times Germany, surrounded by
enemies richer in men, in money, in all
material resources, and having absolute
control of the sea, strove to break the
circle of fire about her and dispose of
her foes, as Napoleon disposed of Aus-
tria at Austerlitz, Prussia at Jena, and
Russia at Friedland in the first and for-
tunate phase of his great career as Em-
‘peror. Three times' she failed. Under
her blows Francc and Russia staggered,
but did not fall. Meantime there was
left to Britain the time to make her new
armies, to arm her millions and put-them
on the firing line. They are now there.”

Mr. Simonds said it was too soon at
the time \h_i_s article was written to esti-
mate the fighting quality of the new
British armies; but their qualitv is no
longer in doubt. They have proved
themselves equal to the best in the field
today, and more than a match for the
enemy against whom they are now fight-
ing with a stern determination which is
gradually forcing back the enemy’s lines.
The Germans realize the danger that
threatens, but. they are unable to re-

sume the offensive or even to hold the|’

Allied armies in check. The British are
there in force, at the crucial time, and
the fourth act in.the great war: drama
will end in the defeat of Germany.

On Aug. 19, 20 and 21 the 1916 con-]
ference of the single tax associations of
Canada, in conjunction with the Fels
fund, will meet at Niagara Falls, N.Y.
The Single Tax Association of ‘Ontario

-

(who are interested in the movement and
are able to attend to do so. ‘The circu-
lae says:

“It is important, it is imperative, that
all who believe with us in the philoso-
phy of freedom, who know that only, in
the removal of all barriers to personal
and economic liberty lies the way to
progress, and the only road toward na-
tional greatness, should join with us to
aid in the work of making mere rapid
progress toward this goal. This Do-
minion has problems now to solve, it
will have more in the near future; a
real solution will make this a Nation of
Freedom, a temporary makeshift will
hold it back and leave a land of ten-
ants burdened with taxes ‘unwarrant-
ably levied and unnecessarily retained.”
The criticism that has been offered in
relation to the alleged failure of the

They
are able to point to the fact that Syd-
ney, the largest city in Australia, hus
adopted the single tax, and there. is a
geferal movement toward placing a larg:

Naova Scotia har taken a decided for-
ward step in tay -eform. In the Aug-
ust number of the American, City we
read: :

“At its 1916 session the legislature of
Nova Scotia passed an optional assess-
ment act whereby any municipality may,
upon the suthority of a plebiscite, tax
land and building values alone, and may
also gradually :liminate the tax on the
building value until, at length, the tax
‘will 'fall entirely upon the land. This
act, of course, goes ‘into effect only in
case a municipality wishes to take it
up, and on the majority vote of the
people. The Tax Reform Association of
Nova Scotia helped to bring about the
taking of this step, by urging the mat-
ter upon the legislative council. Upon
two previous occasions the lower house
had passed the optional assessment act,
and the upper house had thrown it out
This year, however, it was shown that
there was an interest in the matter, and
an effective argument was put up. A
speciaf act affecting the city of Hali-
fax was also passed at the last session
of the legislature. It substitutes a busi-
ness tex for the tax on =crchandise, and
a household tax for the tax on pergonal
property, fixing the rate on improve-
ments at $1.50 and throwing alf. the
rest of the burden of taxation.on the
land.”

While the single taxers cannot say that
their- 7iews are making rapid headway
they have at least the satisfaction of
knowing that progrees is being made in
the general campaign to place more of
the purden of taxation on the land. They
are no longer mere faddists, and there-
fore the copference at Niagara Falls this
month will be of interest to a great many
people throughout Canada and the
United States.

RAISINS REAL FOOI‘D

(Providence Journal.)

One of the physicians who writes ex-
pert dietary information for the news-
papers announces that raisins are real
food and not a luxury. So we shall
have to readjust all our notions of this
¢ommodity. The conception of the
raisin as a luxury is one of the earliest
intellectual ideas we absorb, and appar-
ently Mother Goose is responsible for
this widespread error. f

Even an adult mind would be ,led
astray by the episode of Little Jack
Horner. The description of his gquiet
encounter in a corner with a Christmas
ple, and how he put.in his thumb and
pulled out a plum, is rich with a psy-
chological effect of luxury. Everyone
understands, of course, that the “plum”
referred to is more commonly known as
a raisin. It is the luxurious trimmings
of any edible article that a child picks
off or pulls out with fastidious discgim~
B H

just as he would have picked the frost-,
ing off a Dbit of cake, as the ‘average
child invariably does when left -to him-
gelf, and always with gratification to his
sense of luxury. The notion acquired
in infancy is likely to persist in later
years so far as raisins are concerned.
Persons who are especially fond of rais-
ins undoubtedly think of them as a lux-
urious necessity if not as a positive lux-
ury, and the thought of them as an im-
portant “food” merely would seem im-
possible.

Putting raisins in the class with real
food seems likely to deprive them of
much of the real distinction that has al-
ways been attached to them. If this
change in the common mental attitude
is possible it may reduce raising to the
level of prunes in popular esteem. No-
body thinks of pruzzc as a luxury, and
what most people do think of prunes is
really unjust. They are.among the
things that are “good for us” and these
things are seldom regarded with genuine
affection. The general opinion of the
prune was accurately reflected in the
composition of the little girl who wrote:
“The prune is more useful than orna-
mental.” ;

However, we have to beileve what the
doctor says, for he has probably stud-
jed the subject, while few of us have the
advantage of having analyzed a raisin
and recorded its percentages of proteids,
fats and carbohydrates. !

As a producer of energy the raisin is
a marvel. One pound of ralsins in.this
respect, according to the doctor, will
more than equal “a pound of beef or
five pounds of fish, two pounds of eggs,
four pounds of potatoes, two quarts of
milk, half a peck of apples or a dozen
bananas.” And the advantage of the
sugar in the raisin is that it is almost
immediately digested, assimilated and
transformed into energy.

Apparently raisins are the food for
real training. For the strenuous life eat

LALIED RING AROUND THE
TEUTONS GROWS SMALLER

Enemy at Bay, Says

New York Evening

Post in Review of War Situation; Allied
Tide Filtering Through Teuton Dikes
and Effort Now is to Stop up Leaks

(New York- Evening Post.)
In a stategic sense the Teuton armies

have been on the defensive for nearly a
year. - This is not merely admitted in
Germany, but emphasized. In the sec-
ond fortnight of September,. 1915, the
great invasion of Russia came to a.stop
along.-a line which remained unchanged
till the beginning of Brussiloff’s cam-
paign . two .months :age. - Whatever. ag-
gréssive’ moves the Teuton armies have
made ‘Since last September, even the
Servian campaign and the prolonged bat-
tling around Verdun, and the Austrian
push in the Trentino, have been describ-
ed in Germany as a defensive ‘which
anticipates the enemy’s designs and al-
ways retains the initiative. Today it is
not a matter of technical defensive-of-
fensives. The Teuton armies are at bay
in a very real sense. Since Brussiloff
began his advance the Germanic forces
have been concérned merely with holding
on. Their attacks have been only coun-
ter-attacks. There has been no sign of
an elaborate aggressive on their part.
The initiative has truly passed to the
Allies. To an astonishing degree the
Russians have kept the enemy guessing,
as one after another of Brussiloff’s ar-
mies has hit out along a front-of hun-
dreds of'‘miles. And what has been go-
ing on on the Russian front has been
under way, on a magnificent scale, in
the whole theatre of war., The allied
tide has begun to filter through the
Teuton dikes,  and the armies of the
Central Powers are now busy in stopping
up leaks to tha‘best of their ability. In
that process they have not succeeded.
The leaks are getting wider every day.
Yesterday’s reports of Russian vic-
tories in southern Galicia, of Italy’s
reatest achievement of the war on the
fson:o. of Fredch and English advances
on the Somme, show clearly the uniform
gmsure to which the Teuton forces are
eing subjected. That co-ordination of
effort which for two years the Allles fail-
ed to attain, which the German press
only the other day pretended to regard
as still unattained, is now an unmis-
takable fact. The last aggressive effort
by the Central Powers was the Aus-
trian attack in the Trentino. From that
moment the Allied machine began to
work. Brussjlof’s  victory around
Lutsk in June brought the Austrian for-
ward move against Italy to a standstill.
When Brussiloff’s advance in turn slack-
ened at the beginning of July, the Anglo-
French attack ‘on the Somme was de-
livered. A month later Italy takes up
the task before! Gorz. And if we take
each front by itself we find the same
principle of Allied co-ordination at
work. In France the Germans are kept,
alternately- busy at Verdun and on the
Somme. In Russia the alternate strokes
are delivered now in Volhynia, now
around  Brody, now in southern Galicia.
And Italy, instead of prosecuting her
successful counter-offensive in the Tren-
tino, breaks out suddenly on the Isonzo.
The Central Powers are now utilizing
to the full capacity those intterior lines
which have been their advantage from
the beginning, only they are using them
not according to their own will, but ac-
cording to the dictates of the enemy.
What adds to the significance of the
Allied initiatibe as it is now being ex-
ercised is the fact that it is not shaped
by the developments of the day, but is
being carried on in plain accordance with
a great plan. Events on the Russian
front make this clear. It is plain, for ex-
ample, that the main Russian objective
today is an advance on Il.emberg, not
from the north, where the threat against
Kovel is strongly pressed, not from the
east around Brody, but from the south,
where the army that took Czernowitz
and overran Bukowina is now pushing
northward. It was assumed that Gen.
Letchitsky’s army, after occupying
Bukowina, would press on through the
Carpathians into Hungary; and minor
fighting has, indeed, taken place in the
mountain passes. But the lessons of the
two previous invasions of Hungary have
been learned. The main strength of Gen.
Letchitsky’s army has been brought to
bear against the communications ol

Bothmer’s army, which stood guard on
the Strypa and which has been steadily

pushed west and north under the men-
ace of this encircling movement from
the south. What we may expect, after
the latest Russian victory south of the
Dhniester, is a contraction of the Austro-
German semi-circle around Lemberg
under pressure from three sides, but
chiefly under pressure from the south.
For on that front the;Bassians have the
advantage of facing Austrian troops with
a’ minimum of Germasy stiffening, and
against the Austrians the Czar)s soldiers
have repeatedly demonstrated their su-
periofity from the beginning of the war.

And as the Russian armies have al-
ways made their gains against the Aus-
trians, so in the entire scheme of Allied
operations the:defeat of Austria stands
out as the most promising way to suc-
cess. Herein is the significance of Rus-
sian and Italian victories. reported on
the same day. They are scored against
the weak brother in the Teuton alli-
ance; and the Allied forces in France
will be doing their bit if they only hold
up the German reinforcements without
which the Austrian lines cannot stand.
What we are witnessing today is the
deflation of Hapsburg strength. The
enormous captures made by Brussiloff
have shown results not only in the east,
but in the Trentino and on the Isonzo.
The surrenders en masse show a weak-
ening of morale as well as of numbers.
The capture of 8,500 Germans in a single
battle shows that even the Kaiser's
troops are being carried away in the
general demoralization. ' Hammered on
either flank by Russians and Italians,
t?e Hapsburg armies have still to con-
témplate possibilities on their southern
frontier. At Salonica a great Allied
army has been ominously walting its
chance. That chance may come when
the situation on'the Dniester and the
Isonzo leaves the way open for the re-
conquest of Servia. In southeastern
Europe, where the conflagration broke
out, lies the best chance for a decision
favorable to the Allies. :

Men Faint in Streets, But Fgw
Riots Are Reported

MANY PRIVATIONS

Prices go Skyward and the Sup-
ply Dwindles—Great Suffering
Among the Poor—Meat and
Potatoes Not to be Had

{New York Tribune)

London, Aug. 15.—Letters intercepted
in delivery and letters and other docu-
ments taken from German prisoners
show the effectiveness of the British
blockade and indicate that the food gues-
tion is fast reaching a crisis in the Fath-
erland. One letter tells of ‘'men fainting
in the streets from' hunger. The food
scarcity has even made itself felt in the
trenches. Meat is especially scarce, in
some districts there being none for the
poor.

One intercépted letter, dated July 7,
from Stockholm, and written by a Swede
Just returned from Germany, told of food
troubles in Germany. It read in part:

“The conditions in ‘Germany are too
terrible, and food is exceedingly scarce.
Yet there were very few riots. At Liebk-
necht’s instigation, several were orga-
nized in Berlin, to be followed by sim-
ilar manifestations in Leipzig, Bruns-
wick, Munich, etc.

“One day we were suddenly informed
that our neighborhond would be the next
to rebel. Threateniny letters were sent
to some of the ptominent inhabitants and
soldiers were stationed at one end of the
concert ‘halls. Possibly for this reason
no riot took place, but it was a most
anxious time. One can understand the
poor people’s suffering when our own
difficulties in obtaining food were so
great.”

Cards for All Foodstuiffs

Another letter, dated April ‘“, writ-
ten by a resident of Stuttgart, told of
the high cost of food in that city and the
scarcity of meat. It read in part:

“Everything with us here is so hor-

ribly dear. So your food has been re- f

duced, too? Ours is getting less every
Now we have cards for bread,
cards for flour scarcely sufficient, butter
cards allowing three-quarters of a pound
per head per month, meat cards, 160
grams per day. It is impossible to ob-
tain a gram of meat or sausage without
a card, not even in the inns; besides that,
every Wweek there are two meatless days
when bne can procure nothing; all the
butcher shops are clnsed on these days.

“For sugar and ail nther foods there
is a special book to be procured from
the municipality; every tradesman is
bound to write in it what you buy in
order that you may not procure more
than you have a legal right to. The
best coffee is three marks the pound,
chocolate is five and. six marks, eggs are
thirty pfennigs apiece, and from what
they say they will be dearer still.”

Here is an extract from a Berlin letter
dated May 10: _

“We have seen no meat for four weeks,
and there are no other foods either,
now. How is it with you? Have you
still enough to eat?”

Potatoes Disappear

A letter from a Westphalian miner to
a soldier, dated June 15, reads in part:

“It is desperate the way the specula-
tors play the game. An egg costs fifty
pfennigs. There is no more meat for
the working classes. There is no more
fat at all. Marmalade costs two marks
the pound and more. Very often there
is none.

Potatoes have ~literally disappeared.
In the district of Essen there are 185,-
000 men who have not seen » potato for
a fortnight. At Mulheim there are many
families which receive five kilos -a
week, which is not sufficient for themr
even for one meal.

“Men faint of hunger in the streets.

“As for the prospects of the new har-
vest, with the pe.sistent rain and heavy
showers of the last fortnight, everything
is already destroyed. It looks as if a

“We were so busy calculating the ef-
fects of the shells, unmoved by the hor-
ror of the Germans’ fate—in fact, so ab-
sorbed that the order to prepare for the
assault took everyone by surprise. What
followed was the finest thing I have yet
seen in war, and I am thrilled with pride
to think my men behaved so splendidly.
Our commander knew well the difficulty
of attacking such a position; how, in a
wood, the assaulting waves are liable to
straggle and separate into groups.

BRITISH AND FRENCH

~ MAKE MORE GAINS

IN SOMME FIGHTING

Assaults by British and French
forces against the German posi-
tions north of the Somme in France
have resulted in the gaining of ad-
ditional ground by the attackers,

SLAP FOR SIR SAM HUGHES

Fall of His Hero—Government's Action
in Taking Title From J. Wesley Al-
lison Puts Militia Minister in Peculiar
Position,

(Toronto Telegram.)

Ottawa, Aug. 14—The action of the
government in tying a tin can, meta-
phorically, to John Wesley Allison,
docking him of his title of honora
colonel and severing their relation wit
him, occasions considerable comment
here. From whatever point it is view-
ed, the situation is regarded as a curious
one for General Sir Sam Hughes and
there is great speculation hereabouts as
to how he -vill take it.

Not only did the minister of militia
proclaim Allison as his “guide, counsel-
lor and friend,” before the fuse in-
vestigation, but during the progress of
that inquiry the damaging disclosures
| against the honorary colonel in no way
feased him. When giving evidence the
minister availed himself of every oc-
casion to laud the honorary colonel of
his own creation and ac « grand climax
he had prepared a warm defence of Al-
lison and his action. When the comunis-
sion would noet permit him to read it, as
part of his evidence, the general de-
clared with much emphasis that he
would take other means “of getting the
document before the public.” He pro-

ceeded to hand it out to the newspapers
or to such as cared to usc it,

Warmly Defended Him,

In his cross-examination by E. F. B.
Johnston, General Hughes said: ‘““There
is no man in the room I would sooner
trust than Allison and that is saying a
good deal” Other questions brought
similar answers. Later, in the House,
where they were discussing the small
arms ammunition case, General Hughes
declared that there was “more honer
in Allison’s little finger than in the
auditor-general’s whole carcass.” :

Instances might be multiplied where,
on every conceivable occasion, the
eral elected to put himself in with Al-
lison and defend him against all com-
ers. The position is now one of obvious
embarrassment for the minister, whe
must either turn his pack upon Allison
or upon his colleagues in the cabinet who
have shorn the Morrisburg fi ' wis-
ard of his military honors. .

The general impression at Ottawa is
that this latest order is another slap in
the face of the minister of militia. In-
cidentally it is an admitted notification
of the Kyte charges which were aimed
at Allison as the consort of Hughes.

GRAND JURY ACTS
I SLAVE INQUIRY

8:x Witnesses, Two of Whom
Are Women, Are Heard

NEW YORK INVESTIGATION

Yushe Botwin Adds to His Con-
fession — Says Dealers Used
Cede Words in Carrying on
Trade—All a Matter of Money

New York, Aug. 19—A widespread
fnquiry into the organized white slave
traffic has been begun by the grand
jury at the request of District Attorney
Swann. At the same time the district
attorney received appeals from mothers
in many parts of the country, beseeching
him to find daughters who had fallen
victims to white slavers. Six witnesses,
two of whom were women, already have
‘testified before the grand jury, and at
least one indictment charging white
slavery will be returned.

Yushe Botwin, a Galician, who con-
fessed that he had been collecting ten
per cent from sixty women, supplement-
ed his confessions.

“Didn’t you know you were doing

wrong when you lured school girls inlo

vice?” District Attorney Swann asked
him.

“] know I was making plenty of
money—what should I care?” replied
Botwin.

Botwin a Remarkable Type.

“This man,” said the district attorney
in describing Botwin, “is a most re-
markable specimen of criminology. He
is apparently perfectly unmoral. You
can make no appeal whatever to him on
the basis of morality, In spite of this,

however, he displays remarkable know-
ledge of human nature in picking out his
victims, especially among school girls, al-
ways being careful to select those whom
he knew were just wavering on the
border line of vice.

The other day while in a restaurant
he asserted his ability to procure a large
percentage of poorly paid, hard-working
girls, who desire to maintain a high
regard for personal appearance. He said
from his experience, covering twenty
years, that it was only a question of pro-

‘| portionate compensation.”

White slave masters, of whom Botwin
was a type, although taking in/ from
$100 to 3500 a week on an average, nev-
er rented telephones. Mr. Swann says.
They always used pay telephones in
cigar stores and saloons. In negotiating
with disorderly house keepers over -the
telephone the word “girl” or “woman”
was never used. It was always “a box
of cigars” instead.

Slavers Feared Police.

! “We were afraid of the police, after
,au, although we paid for protection.
,‘Send me a box of cigars,’ or ‘I will send
you a box of cigars,” were perfectly safe
and meant business to business people,”
said Botwin.

| ‘“Assistant District Attorney James E.
Smith, who is in charge of the investiga-
tion, was asked by a hotel keeper on
,City Island to find his daughter, who
(was lured from her home in last May
by agents of white slave operators who
were giving a picnic on the island. Mr.
Smith has subpoenaed a half dozen pro-
foters of East Side dance halls and motion
picture theatres, and is confident that
he is already on the trail of the men
who placed the-girl in a disorderly re-
sort.

A hard working woman, living in
Ninth avenue, near Fortieth street, told
Mr. Smith that her seventeen-year-old
daughter had been lured to the Tender-
loin in last May. Night after night the
mother, after a day of toil, walked the
streets of the third inspection district in
search of her daughter. By getting ac-
quainted with the women the mother
finally located the girl in a resort in the
Bowery. She succeeded in: getting her
to go home, but the girl was soon after-
ward sent to Bellevue Hospital and is in-
curable.

The girl said she was enticed in a
motion picture theatre on the West Side
by a young man whose name is known
to the district attorney. His arrest may

SON OF MR AND S, 1. .
GBROIS WRITES OF HS
ARVAL N ENGLAND

Mrs. J. S. Gibbons of this city, who re-
cently arrived in England, having cross-
ed with a battery from Toronto. In!
a letter to his father and mother de- |
scribes the trip ' interestingly.
speaking of the voyage, he says:

We arrived in Liverpool on Monday
night at, nine o’clock. Another vessel
with 4,500 troops left Halifax the same
time two weeks -ago this coming Sun-
day with 2,600. The sea was as calm as
the Kennebeccasis all the way over and
nobody was sick.

All the way from Liverpool to Shorn-
clif Camp we came in funny little
trains, eight in each compartment and
four compartments in a car. They travel
very fast up hill and down as the trains
run up hills and down hills also through
&' good many tunnels on the way here.

We stopped at Rugby for a while,
England is a wenderfully pretty country,
everything is green and almost every per-
son has flower gardens, The houses are
lovely -and ‘all; are brick but look much
newer than these in Canada. They have
some wonderful farms here, not a weed
from Shorncliffe to Liverpool that can be
seen from: the train. Folkestone is 4a
fine summer resort and is fifteen minutes
walk from our gamp. .

The day we left Toronto we were told
to get our kits at 10 a. m. and when
we got them they told us we were to en-
train: for Halifax at 8.80 p. m.

Our instructor in musketry is a Cana-
dian ‘captain frem Victoria, B. C., the
best rifie shot in the British Isles. At
the range today he hit a three inch
bull’s eye at 200 yards distance thirty-
five times, thirty shots in the same hole
and fired the thirty-five shots all in one

minute. He said “it is very simple, boys, |

and I hope to be able to get some of
you so efficient that you can do that.”
Things cest-far more here than they
do in Canada, that is to a Canadian sol-
dier. ‘All Y. M. C. A’s are filled. We
get a 'six days pass when we finish our
gunnery course. I have the addresses
of a few people in different parts of
England that I can go to. This is all the
leave we get while in England. We can
go any place we like in the British
Isles. ;
