They have spent
about $50,000 more on the general up-
keep and cleanliness of the streets, but
who will say that the streets are less
dusty on a windy day or less dirty than
they were four years ago?

In reply to this letter officials of the
public works department said this morn-
ing that the cleanliness of the streets
could be left safely to the opinion of the
citizens. In the central part of the city,
where permanent pavements have been
laid, the streets have been kept in a way
which has evoked many compliments
from citizens. In other districts, the ex-
tensive use of asphaltic oilw ith sand
surface, and of calcium chloride has ren-
dered many of the Macadam streets
practically dustless with a great im-
provement in general conditions. This
has cost more money, but it was de-
manded by the citizens, and most of
them seem satisfied to have the money
expended for this purpose.

Regarding street repairs, it was point-
ed out that all work of .this kind was
now carried on in'a way to produce per-
manent results. -Under the old council
the repairs were of a patchwork nature
and were governed more by the neces-
sity of giving each alderman a share of
the expenditure in his ward than by any
idea of getting permanent benefit for
the streets, Foremen are employed to
see that the work is performed properly,
and when the money is spent there is
something to show for it.

When - the commissioners took - office,
the public works department had very
little equipment of any value, but since
then. a ‘large amount of yaluable equip-
ment has been purchased out of the ap-
propriations, the asphalt. plant and a
machine shaop established and equipped,
and foundations laid for carrying on all
the work in better-and more economical
method. The department makes no at-
tempt to conceal the fact that it has
spent more money, but assert3 that the
money has been spent in response to
public demands, and that better value
has been %'Iven for every dollar than un-
der the old style of loose management
under the aldermanic system.

WONDERFUL SHOWING OF
SASKATOON POST OFFICE

Saskatoon, Sask., March 24.—For the
fiscal year ending March 81, 1914, the
business done by the Saskatoon post of-
fice amounted to $185,686. This makes
Saskatoon the fifteenth largest office in
the entire dominion; the seventh larg-
est west of the Great Lakes, and the
second largest in Saskatchewan, which
is probably due to the fact that Regina,
being the seat of the provincial govern-
ment naturally benefits by a yery heavy
government business.

Yet, up wuntil 1909, Saskatoon’s entire
post office business was conducted with-
in a small one-window shack on the
main street. Today, however, the pres-
ent large brick building is quite inade-
quate to the requirements which have
expanded beyond all expectation, and
the foundation is now being prepared
for a splendid new post office which will
be located adjacent to the city hall, and
which will cost considerably more than
half a million dollars.

Seed Grain For Farmers — Mr.
Bennett Blames Banks For Plac-
ing False Value on Westen
Lands—The Postal Service

Ottawa, March 28—Parliamentarians
are busy men these days. Most of them
were kept busy going from an early hour
this morning till late tonight. With
three important committees in simul-
taneous session during practically the
whole day, the attendance in the Cham-
ber itself was generally light. Consid-
erable progress was made.

The government resolution of Hon. Dr.
Roche, minister of the interior, provid-
ing for the supplying of seed grain to
western farmers, was finally adopted, af-
ter protests by Hon. Dr. Pugsley and
W. M. Martin, of Regina, against the
somewhat onerous conditions attached.

Hon. W. T. White’s amendment to the
Bank Act, to permit the loan of money
on’ the security of crops was considered
in committee of the whole, and the bal-
ance of the day spent in committee of
supply upon the estimates.

Some plain speaking was indulged in,
concerning ‘the conduct and operations
of the banks. R, B. Bennett pointed out
that parliament had conferred upon
them the right to issue paper money to
the extent of their paid up capital. “In
other words,” said he, “when three or
four men bind themselves together as
a corporation and call themselves a
bank, they have the right to issue pa-
per money to the extent of their paid-
up capital.

“The banks, however,” he continued,
“are to blame for some of the extrava-
gant ideas that have prevailed in west-
ern Canada. The first glimpse given to
the sale of real estate in Calgary, was
given by a bank. In Edmonton and
other places the same thing may be said.
Banks have been buying lands at very
cxorbitant prices, and they gave the
first false value to many lands in west-
ern cities.”

W. M. Martin criticized the banks for
lending money in large sums to eastern
manufacturers, while comparatively lit-
tle was provided for the west. ‘The
bill was then passed, and the house pro-
ceeded to deal with the estimates of the
post office department.

When consideration of post office de-
partment estimates was resumed in the
evening, G. W. Kyte, supported by J.
H. Burnham, of Peterboro, advocated
higher salaries for mail carriers, on ac-
count of the establishment of parcel post,
and the increased cost of living.

Hon. T. C. Casgrain said he would
consider every application for increased
salaries, and would grant any claim
shown to be just. Not many applica-
tions for increased pay had been received
up to the present.

Mr. Casgrain told the committee that
there had bheen a considerable increase
in rural mail routes in Canada. The ser-
vice was not paying for itself he stated,
and was not likely to.

A NOTABLE CONVERT

There is perhaps no more effective
answer to criticisms of the commission
plan of government than is found in
the leading editorial in this morning’s
Standard. Dealing with the matter of
the civic grants the Standard says:

“While there may be much disappoint-
ment that the commissioners yesterday
did not decide to restore the grants to

* worthy organizations which, in the past,

have been receiving public support, it
must not be forgotten that the reduc-
tion in the civic assessment, which gave
the commisioners the excuse to elimin-
ate the grants, was made at the request
of the citizens themselves and followed
considerable agitation in the newspapers.
‘Whether other means could have been
found to bring the estimates dowm to
the point where they met the approval
of the citizens is a matter for the
commissioners. It cannot, in fairness,
be forgotten that the people asked for
the reduction and the method of bring-
ing it about appeared to be satisfactory
at the time. If the desire now is that
the grants should be restored to societies
and organizations in need of them it
should not be more difficult to impress
that upon the commissioners than was
the case when the lower estimates were
asked for. After all, the people are in
control and can have what they desire
and are prepared to pay for.”

The Standard is entirely right, and
"The Times agrees most heartily with the
statement that “the people are in con-
trol and can have what they desire”
The Standard effectually disposes
statements made by irresponsible per-
sons to the effect that under the com-
mission plan of government the people
are not in.control and cannot have what
they desire,

LUMBER HAS COMPETITORS

We have heard so much in recent
years about the rapid depletion of the
forests of the United States, and of the
great need of forest conservation, that
it seems rather odd to read of an or-
ganisstion formed to promote the use
of wood, and to be told that thls is
necessary in the interests of the lumber
industry of the republic. Such an or-
ganization has just been formed in Chi-
eago. The chief reason for its forma-
tion is the large extent to which other
materials are taking the place of lum-
ber for building purposes, The Am-
erican Lumberman, discussing the sub-
ject, says that the industry is suffer-
ing because neither the manufacturers
nor distributors have ecarried on a cam-
paign of education to teach the con-
sumers how, when and where wood may
hest be used, nor have they aggressive-
ly met competition; but “have allowed
other building materials to beat wood
out on its own ground.” Their com-

petitors are not only aggressive, but are
constantly improving their materials to

serve the consumers’ need more fully.
The plan of the new organization, which
will be representative of all branches
of the lumber industry and trade, em-
braces the creation of a central bureau
with strong financial backing, to compile
full and reliable information and dis-
seminate the same, and to fight the
battle of the lumbermen in keeping
wood in the foremost place as a build-
ing material. It is proposed to have a
manager, a statisticlan, a construction
engineer, a publicity expert, and per-
heps also two or three comsulting en-
gineers. It is preposed to raise $200,000
per year for five years to finance the
scheme, under the direction of the Na-
tional Lumber Manufacturers’ Associa~
tion.

Hogan, Eagles & Sterling as a site for
a brass foundry at $40 a year was laid
over on the protest of Commissioners
Potts and McLellan that the city might
need this lot for storage and other pur-

poses. :

John Jackson was granted right to
collect revenues from North and South
Market wharves at $1,550.

Francis Kerr's communication asking
payment of $50 on behalf of John Me-
Carthy, of Simonds street, for boarding
a horse since December, was referred to
the commissioner of public safety. The
latter reported the recorder had given
the opinion that the city was not liable.

 Govemment Will Not Pay Coun-|
sel Fees—Mr. Gould's Security |

Fredericton, N. B, March 23—This
was supposed to be information day in
the house of assembly, but those who
expected complete answers to the in-
quiries made early last week by Messrs.
Dugal and Pelletier were much disap-
pointed,

The government still evades any com-
plete answer to the query concerning the
expenses of the Royal Commission in-
vestigating the Dugal charges. It would
not give the amount of the bills of the
different members of the Royal Commis-
sion, because they said the full amount
of. the expenses were not yet ascertained.

One query, however, was answered
very fully so far as it concerns the ac-
counts of those counsel who acted for
Mr. Dugal at the investigation, The
amount of their bills were given. as
$2,540 for Mr. Carvell, $2,771.85 for Mr.
Stevens and $1,166.65 for Hr. Hughes.
The government did not state that the
bills included all the hotel and traveling
expenses of the three gentlemen named,
and all the extra time that they occu-
pied in examining the books of the Que-
bec & St. John Construction Company,
but such are the facts, Neither did the
government state that the bills of Mr.
Dugal’s counsel were not rendered until
long after :Messrs. Teed and Fowler’s
bills were-in their hands,

According to the answer, Messrs. Teed

and Fowler, in the defense of Mr, Flem-
ing and-the Valley Railway, exhibited
a rare trait of generosity, for both of
them withdrew their accounts, and the
government said that it was not its in-
tention to’ pay any of the bills of coun-
sel. They have paid, however, $1,000
to the secretary, Geo.. McDade, for his
services, and $1,410.85 for stenographic
services. Witness fees amounted to
$582.45, constabie fees, $77.50; and the
‘mccounts in connection with the esti-
mates, transmission and auditing of the
- ronstruction company’s books amounted
lo something like $300.

‘The government intends to pay for the
services and expenses of those who serv-
ed subpoenaes in this and other prov-
inces and in the United States, when
and as taxed by the commission.

Disclosures Yesterday Before Pub-
lic Accounts Committee— More
Than Retail Pnces For Bicycles

Ottawa, March 28—The public

ac-

counts committec of the commons, in

it cost the country in middlemen’s prof-
its, when goods were purchased without
tender for equipping Canada’s soldiers.

The cases investigated concerned sur-
gical supplies, bicycles and field glasses
for the first and second contingents. 'he

middlemen’s profits .in these three in-
stances ran up, so far as the incompiet-
ed investigation of today shows, to any-

where from $50,000 up.
In the cases of the surgical supplies
and bicycles the facts are so glaring

that no comment is needed. In the case
of the field glasses, while a commission
of $9,000 was made by the P. W, Ellis
Company, of Toronto, justification was
offered on the ground that the company

had by its activities in keeping down

prices saved the department a lot of

money, and had secured the glasses at
the lowest possible cost.

That the militia department
have purchased its $40,000° worth
medical goods direct from Bauer &
Black, of Chicago, instead of having
dealt through a middleman in the person
of E. Powell, the young drug clerk in
the Ottawa Drug store of W. F. Gar-
land, Conservative M. P. for Carleton

Writing of a battle which he
witnessed, Private Robinson says that
the British caught 12,000 Germans ad-
vancing in close formation and literally
mowed them down.
