“Honorable Members of the 

Senate; Members of the House of 
Commons :

“I desire on this occasion to as­
sure you of the great satisfaction 
it affords me to be associated with 
you in the important tasks upon 
which you are about to enter at 
this, the first session of the six­
teenth Parliament of Canada, and 
to avail myself of your assistance 
and advice in discharging the du­
ties which His Majesty The King, 
has entrusted to me as his rep­
resentative.

“Once again we have cause to be 
thanful for " a bountiful harvest, 
and other assurances of continued 
prosperity. It is gratifying to note 
that during the year the foreign 
trade of Canada has shown further 
marked improvement and that im­
migration has substantially in­
creased.

“The necessity of making ade­
quate provision for the public ser­
vices has compelled tat to summon 
you at an earlier dite thin would 
otherwise have been necessary.

SUPPLY NEEDED.
In order to provide for present 

and immediate future needs, and 
to regularize expenditures already 
made, you will be asked forthwith 
to vote the necessary supply for 
the current fiscal year. It is not 
proposed to proceed with the 
ordinary business of the session 
until the re-assembling of parlia­
ment in the New Year.

“Those government measures 
which passed the House of Com­
mons at the last session of par­
liament, but which fâtiid to b*- 
come law, will he re-introduced. 
Amendments to the Canada Grain 
Act will also be submitted tor 
your consideration.

“With a view to expediting 
public business generally, it is pro­
posed to afford opportunity for 
an early consideration of amend­
ments to the rules of the House 
of Commons.

“My government has continued 
to give special attention to the fuel 
problem and measures providing 
for assistance to works construct­
ed for the production of domestic 
coke from Canadian coal, will be 
substituted.

Throne Speech Refers 
to Aid for Canadian

QTTAWA, Dec. 10.— The 

speech from the throne read 
at the opening of the 1 6th ‘Par­
liament of Canada today by His 
Excellency Lord Willingdon, 
outlined the legislation which the 
government proposes to intro­
duce this session. Brilliant pomp 
marked the opening. Policies 
outlined included :

(1—The re-introduction of govern­
ment measures which passed the 
House at the last session, but which 
failed to become law. Amendments to 
the Canada Grain Act will also be sub­
mitted. 1 ’

(2)—'Measures providing for assist­
ance to work constructed for the pro­
duction of domestic coke from Cana­
dian coal.

/'YTTAWA, Dec. 10.—The report of the Royal Commission on 
'“7 Maritime Province claims was made public today. The re­
port was made by the commission composed of Sir Andrew Rae 
Duncan, London, Eng., chairman; Judge W. B. Wallace, of Nova 
Scotia, and Professor Cyrus Macmillan, of McGill University, 
Montreal, following an extensive inquiry in which evidence was 
taken in various parts of Canada. The report contains approxi­
mately 30,000 words, and in addition to recommendations and 
suggestions, comes to the following conclusion:

"We have approached consideration of the claims and prob­
lems of the Maritime Provinces, not from the point of view of 
finding palliatives for the dissatisfaction and political unrest which 
have been prevailing in that part of the Dominion, but with an 
endeavor to apply equitable correction where we have found their 
claims to be, in our opinion, well founded.

We sought practical solutions—or the basis of practical solu­
tions—where we have found a set of conditions which call for 
remedy, and it was within our terms of reference,’ broadly inter­
preted, to deal with them.

1 It usually reaches a height of 50 
! or 75 feet, and about 2 feet in diam­
eter; the bark on the young stems 
is smooth and light gray, becoming 
distinctly shaggy on the older trunks. 
Its leaves are alternate, 8 to 14 
inches long, and are compounded of 
5 to 7 leaflets.

The fruit, which is round and from 
1 to 2 inches long, has a husk; event­
ually this husk splits into four sec­
tions, disclosing the smooth white 
nuts, pointed at the ends. The ker­
nel is large and sweet.

The wood is heavy, 
elastic, and close grained ; 
ly used for handles and vehicles. An­
other branch of the family is the bit- 
ternut hickory—also called swamp or 
water hickory; as these last names 
suggest it is usually found in moist 
or wet locations.

Although its wood is inferior to 
that of the other hickories it is far 
handsomer than its relations.

The third member is the pignut, an 
important forest tree of the foot­
hills and mountain slopes. This pro­
duces valuable wood, but its kernel 
is generally small and bitter, and Is 
not edible.

BELGRADE, Jugo Slavla, Dec. 10.— 

Nikola P. Pachitch, former pre­
mier and minister of foreign 
affairs, died today. M. 
chltch had been 111 for many montha. 
He would have been 81 years old De­
cember 19. Pachitch continued active, 
however, during the latest political 
crisis in Jugo Slavla, growing out of 
the signing recently by Italy and Al­
bania of a pact which has been con­
sidered by the people generally, ai 
detrimental to the intereeti of Jugo 
Slavla. .

MENTIONED FOR PREMIER

Only last night It was said that it 
appeared certain that M. Pachitch 
would form a new ministry to take 
the place of that of Premier Ouzouno. 
vitch, which resigned several days ago 
In consequence of the Italo-Albanlan 
treaty.

The belief that he again would as- 
the premiership, was due to the 

fact that M. Ouzounovitch had In­
formed King Alexander that he had 
been unable to obtain In creating a 

ministry, such adhesion among 
the politicians as was required for a 
stable cabinet.

The country is quiet, but the people 
seem fully alive to the gravity of the 
situation growing out of the Italo-Al- | 
banian pact. This has been intensified 
by the prompt unanimous ratification 
of the-treaty by the Albanian cham­
ber of deputies, despite the fact that 
the Belgrade government had made re­
presentations to Albania in opposition 
to such action.

RECEIVED ULTIMATUM

It was Pachitch, premier a dozen 
times, and cabinet minister probabl} 
thirty, who received in 1914, the fate­
ful Austrian ultimatum which pre­
cipitated .the great war.

He was also at the helm in the win­
ter of 1923-24, when a crisis arose over 
the disposition of Fiume, the fate of 
which had not been definitely settled 
by the treaty of Repallo. Restrain­
ing the hot heeds who demanded 
forceful action, Pachitch negotiated an 
agreement by which Fiume went to 
Italy and Baros to Jugo-SIavia.
