Berlin, Nov, 28—(By the Associated Press)—The aims of the new German 
democratic party, the appeal of which for comprehension and support has been 
sent to President Wilson, were outlined to the correspondent of the Associated 
Press today by Theodor Wolff, editor-in-chief of the Berlin Tageblatt. It was 
on Herr Wolff’s initiative that the party was formed. He said:—

“Our party has been formed to support the republic, to further democratic 
jeforms on a socialistic economic basis and to furnish a rallying point for the 
middle classes and keep them from falling into the "power of the reactionaries. 
The party will, naturally, oppose Bolshevism with all means at its command 
In other words, we aim to win and hold the middle classes for democracy.” 
Militarists Excluded

Herr Wolff explained that, in keeping 
with the party's aims, all former mem­
bers of the progressive or other parties 
who have been active in militaristic and 
nationalistic agitations, or who, like Dr.
Gustav Stresemann, National Liberal 
member of the Reichstag, have actively 
advocated the submarine campaign, have 
been flatly informed that, while they 
cannot be excluded from the party if 
they desire to join, they will, neverthe­
less, be rigorously excluded from any 
participation in its leadership.

The party’s membership is already 
colossal,” said Herr Wolff, “and thous­
ands of accessions are coming in daily.”
Want No More War.

Amsterdam, Nov. 30—In response to a 
threat by the British armistice commis­
sion that hostilities would be resumed 
unless the conditions under which pris­
oners were arriving in the Allied lines 
was remedied, a Berlin telegram declares 
that everything is being done by Ger­
many1 to assure the orderly return of 
prisoners.

The German response adds that the 
regular transport of returning prisoners 
is now insured, and that such transport 
has already been effected to a consider­
able extent.

It was the intention of the coalition gov­
ernment to punish Germany, which has 
broken every law, human and divine, 
said Attorney-General Sir Frederick E. 
Smith, in the course of an election 
speech at Wirnborne yesterday.

Sir Frederick said that the govern­
ment would insist on the punishment of 
criminals and make no distinction be­
tween the occupants of high office and 
those in humble places. It would be the 
government’s policy to insist upon the 
personal accountability of the Kaiser for 
the crimes for which he personally and 
chiefly was responsible. The govern­
ment was determined that he should be' 
given an opportunity to answer the 
charges which had been preferred* 
against him respecting the submarine 
murders and outrages on prisoners, and I 
the government was equally determined 
to make criminals pay the penalty.

The attorney-general said that in re­
gard to interned Germans it was the 
government’s intention to send them 
back to Germany.

When asked how they could make this 
showing in the face of the general short­
age of Anthracite over the entire con­
tinent, he said we can thank our New 
York connection largely; but in addition 
to the coal they supplied, we took any­
thing else we could get our hands on at 
whatever price offered, and chartered 
any vessel we could find to bring coal to 
St. John. It was a continuous scramble 
for coal and vessels with some make­
shift arrangements at times to handle 
coal from vessels not suited to ttife trade. 
The cost was high in many instances; 
but we felt high-priced coal was better 
than no coaL

True, some of our customers did not 
get just what they wanted. Some had to 
substitute chestnut for the larger sizes. 
Some paid a higher price, perhaps, than 
their neighbor. But the coal is now in 
our customers’ bins ready for winter,

Wih them ress the 
task of maintaining the police force at 
full strength and enforcing discipline in 
its ranks. Their orders must be. issued 
regardless of union or any other outside 
regulations. This is the only way for 
safety, and the public voice should make 
Itself heard to that effect.

The Montreal police force is In a state 
of unrest tost threatens to have an un­
healthy effect on Its efficiency. There 
appears to be scheming behind the 
scenes. Municipal politics, by all 
counts, is being played with a vengeance, 
and the officers who would have duty 
well performed by themselves and toe 
men under them are not sleeping on a 
bed of roses, to put It mildly. Of first 
importance to tigjKitisens is the prospect 
of a strike by the police, which is talk­
ed of seriously, the urgers of the drastic 
action hinting that there will be sym­
pathetic strikes of other public servants, 
and of outside bodies, if things do 
to a show-down between the adminis­
trators and the policemen. The newly- 
formed union is to present demands ; 
which was to have been expected. The 
question is, are they to be advanced 
with the pistol presented at the head of 
the civic administrators f If they are, 
the police will lose public sympathy, 
for the popular view is that policemen 
and firemen owe first allegiance to the 
corporation they have sworn to serve. 
There is a general feeling, indeed, that a 
labor union in a police force or fire de­
partment is a condition replete with 
dangerous possibilities.

The position as to salaries is that toe 
civic administrators have promised to 
consider the granting of increases when 
the budget is being made. They have to 
think of revenue as well as expenditure, 
and It Is the bounden duty of the police 
to wait the decision, which will be an­
nounced before very long.

For the city to be deprived of police 
protection at present would be decidedly 
awkward and dangerous. Recently there 
has been a movement of gamblers ana 
burglars from big American centres to 
this city. These undesirables are the 
vanguard of a company to follow if con­
ditions are favorable here. They will

The disease was primarily 
one of the glands and the real danger 
from tuberculosis arose when secondary 
infection set in, that is when, the tissue 
produced by the body to fight the bac- 
cilus broke down and the patient was 
noticed to cough and spit. He mentioned 
the many kinds of tuberculosis which 
are found and said that one type only, 
that of the brain or tubercular menin­
gitis, was ineufablê. The aim at 
present was to dgtect the disease be­
fore it reached the stage of secondary 
infection, when it was generally curable. 
Serum reactions and skin,tests were now 
used for this purpose. In conclusion he 
expressed the willingness of the labora­
tory to help the association by sputum 
diagnoses.

Dr. Melvin, asked to speak as city 
health officer, said he no longer held 
that position and ihtroduced the health 
officer of the district, Dr. Brown, who 
was at the meeting. Dr. Melvin esti­
mated that the deaths from tuberculosis 
for the coming year in the city would 
be 96, as compared with 98 in 1917 ; 
68 in 1916, and 80 in 1916. He said that 
it was the intention of the new health 
act by segregation and care of advanced 
cases to fight tuberculosis throughout 
the province.

Dr. Mabel Hanington speaking of the 
v)ork of inspection in the city school, 
said that grade 2 children in four schools 
had been examined with their parents in 
attendance and thfv imfxirtauce of fresh 
air and correct breathing emphasized. 
She had discovered one case of active 
tuberculosis.

Dr. Farris said tuberculosis had been 
proved to be the result of childhood in­
fection which took growth when the 
patient was in a week condition. It was 
a known fact that there was no danger 
of infection to nurses in charge of tu­
berculosis patients or of one adult to 
another. Open tuberculosis must there­
fore be kept from children at all costs, 
and this was the aim of the St. John 
County Hospital He advocated the 
pasteurising of milk for children as an­
other preventive measure, and said that 
it was only safe to assume that an ail­
ing child had tuberculosis and to treat 
it accordingly. He said that inspection 
of schools would be more effective -f 
open air schools were provided, and 
urged the association to give the matter 
its attention. He also said it must be 
remembered that the segregation method 
took time to show results and that Dr. 
Melvin’s figures must not be considered

Lieutenant Lyle McGowan, of this

Gowan, a member of the 26th Battalion, 
arrived home after being absent from 
the city about two years.

f A very clear and concise statement 

relative to the production, handling and 
distribution of milk in the city of SI. 
John, with suggestions, was placed be­
fore the Fair Price Committee of the 
Gity Council at a meeting yesterday af­
ternoon, by Hon. W. F. Roberts, M. D., 
minister of public health. The fair price 
committee, composed of Commissioners 
Bullock and Fisher, met to continue the 
inquiry. into the recent increase in the 
price of milk by Kings county farmers.

President Sharpe and Secretary Hug- 
gard, of the Kings County Milk Pro­
ducers’ Association, addressed the com­
mittee. They reiterated their former 
statements that they could not sell milk 
at the old price except at a loss, and if 
the price were forced back to the former 
level they would have to discontinue do­
ing business.

The committee said that in figuring 
their profits they should take into ac­
count the fertilizer produced by the herd 
and the skim milk, a by-product of the 
business which coulQ be used as food 
for swine. These two items tod other 
by-products, they contended, most cer­
tainly had some commercial value and 
should enter into the question of profit 
or loss on the production and sale of 
milk from a herd of cows.

W. H. Bell, representing the city deal­
ers, was present and made a statement, 
a reiteration of the stand taken before 
by the city dealers. . .

My dear Mr. Bullock: -
Regarding the production and distri­

bution of milk, I might say;—the prob­
lem of the ideal production and distri­
bution of milk for large communities 
has long been the moat difficult found 
in public health practice. No communi­
ty, has, as yet, achieved it, though 
many millions have been spent in the 
effort. Milk, to be reasonably pure, 
when it reaches the consumer, should be 
under the strict and immediate super­
vision of the health authorities from its 
source upon the farm to its final de­
livery into the hands of the householder. 
Indeed, even there, the responsibility of 
the health authorities does not end, for 
much good milk is utterly spoiled by ig­
norant handling in the household, and 
only sanitary education can relieve such 
an evil.

is being followed by the R, A. F. is ex­
actly similar to that which is being used 
in the C. E. F. and the British armies 
overseas. Married men will go first, 
then single men who have the longest 
sendee and so on, but crossways with 
this order of priority comes another sys­
tem by which students who are anxious 
to continue their studies and men who 
have jobs to go to can have their indi­
vidual cases speeded up.

The R. A. F. of Canada has grown to 
a multi-millionaire corporation, and the 
property which the corps owns in Can­
ada, at the present time is stated to be 
between $30,000,000 and $40,000,000, 
much of which, as capital stock, has 
been written off ki the training of pilots. 
The cost of training each pilot is thus 
shown on the books of the force 
somewhere in the neighborhood of $12,- 
000, and the property will be worth only 
its salvage value unless some 
be found to dispose of it

The demobilization which began to­
day affects the camp of Long Branch 
and the School of Armament at Hamil­
ton, both of which will be closed up 
within the next two weeks. The other 
camps—Beamsville, Deseronto, Borden, 
and the Toronto district camps and 
schools—will follow, and by the end of 
January the greatest part of the demob­
ilization will be complete. The cadets 
who are discharged now leave the force 
in uniform. There is no grant for civ­
ilian clothes, and the men are sent home 
after their final boarding by the doctors 
to take up the thread of their civil lives.

The mechanics' force of the H. A. F. 
in Canada numbers between 6,000 and 
7,000, and, according to the expectation 
of headquarters at present, will all be 
back in civil life by February next.
