lengthy document and contains four
counts, charging publication of four dif-
ferent libels, the principal ones, however
being the firat and second. - The first.of
those‘alleged libels was published on
29th of October last, the second on the
80th of December, the third on the 20th
of February and the fourth on the 18th
of March. In the first of these the Sun
proceeded to criticize the conduet of the
plaintiff as revising officer of the county
of Queens, stating that “the registration
of Queens was probably the most unfair
registration ever known in the province.”
It said “Judge Steadman, the revising
officer, has continuved Mr Babbitt as his
clerk though the section of the law pro-
viding for the appointment of a clerk has
been repealed. Mr. Babbitt is the most
accomplished politician in the county,
and the most valuable ally that Mr.
King ever had.” The Sun described the
proceedings in Queens to be outrageous,
and declared Judge Steadman as revis-
ing officer to be directly or indirectly re-
sponsible for it all, since he had seen fit
to appoint Mr. Babbitt, and since his at~
tention had been called to Mr. Babbitt's
method. It accused him of selecting for
his clerk “one who- was a man of con-
spicuous political activity, and whose
partisanship made him offensive and led
to his being distrusted by at least half
of the electors.

It statpd that*in making up the origin-
al list in all cases of neglect, oversight
or informality in the applications the
liberal-conservatives lost their man,
however good his qualification, while
the names of persons af doubtful quali-
fications on the other side were quietly.
allowed to remain on the list.” It stat-
ed that letters containing a liberal-con-
servative spplication mailed in time to
reack the judge at the proper date
arrived too late; that this never
happened on the other side.
“Liberal-conservative applications ad-
dressed to Judge Steadman at his
address in Fredericton, and received
there by him were ruled out because they
were not sent to Gagetown, although the
law says that applications shall be sent
to the revisor at his place of residence,

and although the Eudge had pnviou:g'_'

at Fredericton.

The second article gave further partic-
ulars of Judge Steadman’s alleged wrong
doing as revising officer for Queens, and
declared Judge Steadman “guilty of im-
proper conduct in his office as revising
officer,” and that he conducted himself
in revising the voters’ list “partially nn-
fairly and dishonestly.”

The third article stated that, “the last
revision of the voters list of Queens was
carried out in a manner so grossly un-
fair, and unjudicial as to make it impos-
sible to think that the revising barrister
intended to do right, without assuming
that for the time being he lost the right
use of his reasoning facnlties.”

The fourth article described the revis-
ion of Queens, as a “grossly partisan re-
vision. And the plaintiff on this declara-
tion claims $10.000 damages.

The defendants put in their plea, first,
a general denial; that they are not guilty;
second, that the alleged libélous matter
was a bona fide comment on the conduct
of the plaintiff in his public character
and capacity as revising officer, and was
printed and published without malicious
motives. Third, they plead that the
words set out as libelous are por-
tions of leading articles which
appeared in the Sun, and which are
fair and impartial comments on the
plaintiff in his public capacity as
revising officer, and published for the
benefit of the public and without malice.
Fourth, they plead the defamatory mat-
ter in the declaration mentioned and
complained of, is true in substance and
in fact. Fifth, they plead that the de-
famatory matter in the declaration men-
tioned and complained of, without the
alleged meaning, was and is true in sub-
stance and in fact. On these pleas the
issue is joined.

Mr. Vanwart in opening the cause
read the plaintift’s declaration including
the extracts complained of from the Sun’s
editorials.

W. H. Thorne, was the first witness
called for the prosecution. He admitted
the publication and identified the sever-
al copies of the Sun subwmitted in evi-

dence
At Mr. Skinner’s instance the full edi-

torial instead of only the extracts com-
plained of where read to the jury by Mr.
Vanwart. The court adjourned till two
o’clock

BOARD OF TRADE.

The Possibility of Making St. John a
Great Iron Manufacturing Centre
Discnssed.

At the special meeting of the Board of
Trade held yesterday afternoon, the pos-
sibility of making St. John a great iron
manufacturing centre was discussed.
George Robertson said that having coal,
iron and limestone within easy reach he
was sure there was good reason to be-
lieve that this city would in time become
the centre of a great iron shipbuilding
industry.
Edward Jack, C. E. speaking of a bog
iron ore deposit below Fredericton, said
it would make good car wheel iron and
could be delivered at St John for about
$2 to $2.50 per ton. It was better than
that at Woodstock or Nictaux-and prob-
ably as good as Katahdin. There was
a deposit of magnetite on Bartholomew’s
river of probable great value, and a. less
valuable one in Gloucester county. But
the most important statement Mr. Jack
had to make was that using iron ores
from the Bay of Fundy, fluxes from St.
John, and charcoal from points along
the N. B. Railway, charcoal pig iron
could be manufactured here for $15.50
per ton. This allowed $1 for deprecia-
tion of plant and for repairs, and includ-
ed the bounty of $2. And by mixing
ores that are known to exist the product
would equal the best Swedish.

William Greig said that there would
be money in it for ordinary iron at Mr.
Jack’s figures.

Mr. Markbam said that car wheel iron
cost about §33.

Mr. Greig remarked that ordinary pig
iron cost $21 a ton.

G. F. Mathew said there are fair in-

dications of an iron deposit at Quispam-

gis. There are some large boulders on
the surface and exploration would prob-
ably reveal a bed of ore lower down.

As to limestone, St. John had great de-

posits. There were also easy facilities

for securing coal, and while perhaps not
as favorably situated as Londonderry
for the reduction of ores, the business
could probably be carried on successfully.

St. John was a good place for the

establishment of smelting furnaces for

the second process in iron manufacture.

Andrew Cushing believed St. John had
fine facilities for iron manufacture. As
a seaport we had fine chances for secur-
ing scrap iron now so much used in
manufacture.

A Markham showed that 8t. John was
a most desirable place for carrying on
the manufacture of iron.

THE SUI_LI_B-EL SuIT.

The suit of Steadman against the Sun
publishing company, the trial of which
was commenced today at Fredericton, is
a case of great interest not only to the
newspapers, but to the public at large.
The plaintiff is the judge of the county
court for York and Queens, and also re-
visor of the Dominion electoral lists for
the latter county; the defendant, as every
one knows, is a Conservative newspaper
published in St. John. The causes of ac-
tion are foor articles published in the
Sun in which Judge Steadman, in his

. capacity as revising  officer for
Queens, is accused of partiality and un-
fair conduct, and of having through his
own acts and those of his clerk, R. T.
Babbitt, made up an electoral list from
which the names of many Conservatives
qualified to vote were excluded, and on
whigh the names of many Grits who had
not the proper qunliﬂcatioﬁwere placed.
These are very serious charges, and 1f
they can be estabiished, which the-de-
fendants claim to I able to do, we have
no hesitation in say iag that Judge Stead-
man should be removed, not only from
his position as revising officer forQueen’s,
but also from his office as judge of the
County. Court. The scandal of having
th8 electoral lists of a county

~ manipulated for partizan purposes by a

partial revising officer, would be nothing
to the scandal of having a man capable
of such partizan conduct acting in the
eapacity of judge of a County Court. In
this case Judge Steadman may have been
grievously wronged but certainly his
manner of bringing the action has not
been calculated to convey the idea that
he relied wholly on the justice of his
cause for success. The cause of action
arose in St. John by the printing of the
alleged libel in the Sun, and although
the publication took place in the county
of York where the action is laid, and al-
g0 in the county of Queens, it also took
place, as the plaintifi’s declaration
alleges, “in divers other places
in the Province of New Brunswick
and elsewhere in  the  Domin-
jon of Canada.” The plaintiff there-
fore was no more required to bring
the action in York than he
was  required * to bring it in
the county of Westmorland, and
for obvious reasons, the action ought to
have been brought in Si. John. The
defendants at an early stage of the pro-
ceedings moved for a change of venue,
but this was refused, the plaintiff under-
taking to pay allexpenses of taking the
witmesses to York, winor lose. Such
anxiety to have the action tried in York

can only be explained by the pre-

dominance of motives which we hardly
feel like discussing. The plaintiff is

* county court judge for York and there-
fore in a position to make it very un-
pleasant for any juryman who would
venture to find a verdict against him. The
Sun, on the other hand, is supposed not
to be very popular in the county of York
for reasons which need not be stated
here. Judge Steadman therefore as
plaintiff in a suit brought in York is in
the position of a barnyard fowl on hisown
dunghill, and like a prudent and some-
what cowardly barn-yard fowl refuses
to go off his dunghilland fight his enemy
on neutral ground. If this case had been
tried in St. John both sides would have
had an equal chance, but as things stand
now there is a wide spread impression
that a trial in York will result in a ver-
dict for the plaintiff no matter how fully
the defendants justify the alleged libell-
ous words. We do not, however, think
80 badly of the people of York as to be-
lieve this, and we crust that justice and
right will triumph and that the liberty
of the press will be vindicated.

THE MANUFACTURE OF IRON IN ST. JOHN.

At a meeting of the Board of Trade
/,yesterday, among other things the facil-

“ jties offered by this city and its sur-

roundings for the manufacture of char-
coal iron were discussed. Among
others who were present were Major
Markham and Messrs. G.F. Matthew and
Edward Jack. It seems that application
was made last spring by certain parties
feeling the necessity for information of a
practical character respecting the iron
ores of New Brunswick and the shores
of the Bay of Fundy in Nova Scotia, to
the Hon. Mr. Dewdney for the employ-
ment of W. E. Sjostedt M. E.chemistand
metallurgist, a graduate of the School of
Mines of Stockholm, in Sweden. This
gentleman was lately superintendent of
the Katahdin iron works, where he has
been for five years, the five preceeding
years having been spent by him in mak-
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ing charcoal iron in Alabama, for the
purpose of examining these deposits as
well as of making a report of a practical
character on the quality and extent of
these ores and the cost of their manu-
facture. Mr. Dewdney declined to
recommend the appropriation for such a
purpose. Gentlemen making the appli-
cation, however, determined to pay for
Mr.Sjostedt’s services themselves,and are
now in possession of a most exhaustive
and valuable report from him. At
the meeting of the Board of Trade,
above referred to, Mr. Jack stated
that, as tbe result of Mr. Sjostedt’s
investigations by using ores from the
shores of the Bay of Fundy, and fluexes
from Saint John, in the shape of lime-
stone, and also by using charcoal made
from bardwood on the New Brunswick
railway, charcoal pig iron can be made
here for $15.50 per ton. This is based
on a bonus of $2 per ton, which is grant-
ed by the Dominion, and the estimate
includes an allowance of $1 per ton for
depreciation of plant, and for repairs.
He says, that iron can be made in Saint
Jobn equal to the best Swedish by a
proper preparation and mixture = of
ores; known to occur in New Brunswick,
and on the shores of the Bay of Fundy.
One of the speakers, at this meeting,
called the attention of the Board of
Trade to the necessity that there was
for a careful examination of the iron,
coal and other mineral deposits in New
Brunswick, by a practical man having
the necessary theoretical knowledge to
determine as well the chemical constitu-
tions, as the economic uses to which
these minerals could be put, and all oth-
er information necessary for the miner,
or manufacturer’s purposes. The result
of these examinations should be em-
bodied in a report, which should be ac-
companied by a map on a sufficiently
large scale to enable the localities of all
ores and minerals to be marked thereon
in snch a manner as would readily strike
the eye.

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE.

The departure of the Finance Minister
for the West Indies, is in line with all
his course through life, in seeing for
himself into the minutest details of his
work. When at bnsiness in Apobaqui,
he asked details, which, not being
always fully answered, he went into
other work, and the students under him
felt it in every lecture he delivered to
them. When he took the platform in
Ontario, King Dodds for the first time,
felt he wasin the grip of his master. In
Parliament, Sir R. Cartwright, whose
rudeness to opponents is patent to all,
handles the young Finance Minister very
gingerly: for he is his master in scholar-
ship as in his knowledge of the details
of his department. No one knows this
better than he:and no one fears his burn-
ing, scathing sarcasm like the financier
of the opposition. When Dr. Foster be-
came Minister of Marine and Fisheries,
the light in his office at 4 o’clock in the
morning told the watchmen, that the
minister was  there like the
great Commentator, Albert Barnes at
the same hour, in the eerly morn, while
othersslept. The same mastery of details
he carried into Finance, and tomorrow
he gails from  New York in the
steamer “Caribbee” for the W. L
Islands to examine into the causes
of the decline of the large trade
formerly dome by these Maritime
Provinces in the West Indies. From this
visit weshall have good results. The
next Budget speech of our travelled Min-
ister, will give the Dominion valuable
information of what is to so many, an
unexplored world within a few days of
us. Mr. 8. J, Jenkins, his secretary goes
with him. Mrs. Foster, an accomplish-
ed lady who will likely give the bright
experiences of a gifted writer from a
woman’s view, alsogoes. The visit of Mr.
Black of Halifax, who leaves at once and
Capt. Crowell, who bas had 50 years
practical experience of West India
trade is timely. They go to see all
the helps and hindrances; to confer
with the people at different points, and
after full investigation, they will take
the steamer at St. Thomas for England,
there to contract with builders for two
steamers specially adapted to the work
which has been so well inaugurated by
our own townsman, G. F. Baird, M. P,
but whose time was too much occupied
with the care of his own fleet of sailing
vessels, to continue in it. Pickford and
Black’s past experience in Halifax, with
their agent, Mr. 8. Schofield, in St. John,
we are confident will make this service
from St. John, Yarmouth and Halifax,
an assured success.

A CUNQUER(!R_EOIDUEHED.

All along through the ages the world
has delighted to confer honor upon men
who have been great in war, or who have
evolved by study and research the most
effective engines of destruction that
could be aimed against their fellow
beings. They have done this forgetful
of the fact that war isa relic of bar-
barism, and that national differences can
be settled much more speedily and
satisfactorily by arbitration than by the
sword. The timeis very near at hand
if it has not already arrived, woen war
between civilized nations will be un-
known, and as the world s
rapidly growing more civilizeds
the necessity for armies and navies a
few generations hence will have ceased
to exist. Then bonors will be conferred
more generously upon those to whom
mankind are indebted for those inven-
tions and discoveries which are calculat-
ed to prolong life and make it universal-
ly enjoyable, and among these, Profes-
sor Koch, a Berlin scientist, stands pre-
eminent. Medical men, since the days
of Hippocrates, have been assiduous in
their efforts to discover some remedy
for consumption, the most fatal and
most widely diffused of all the physical
disorders that afflict our race; they had
got to regard it as absolutely uncon-
trollable, and hardly claimed to be able
to do anything more than to alleviate
in some degree the sufferings of its vic-
tims. While the nations of Europe have
been arming theinselves for offensive
and defensive warfare, Professor Koch
in the seclusion of his study has been
perfecting the details of a discovery
which is destined to immortalize him
as one of the greatest benefactors of the
human race. It is only a few days since
the news was telegraphed far and near
from Berlin. He has accomplished the
great feat which he proposed. His toil-
ing genius is at last rewarded by the
discovery of a cure for copsumption.
The subtle foe that has eluded for a
thousand years the assaults of science
succumbs finally to the weapons of the
persevering savant. All that we are per-
mitted at present to know is the momen-
tous fact of his triumph. In the course
of the next six weeks he will prepare
andjmake public before the Berlin medi-
cal society a history of his experiments
and their result. The only particulars
communicated are that the cure consists
of metallic salts, that it is prepared in
the form of a lymph, that it imme-
diately kills the bacillus of tuberculosis
and so arrests the destruction of the

lung tissue, and that it acts as a medi-
um to re-establish the patient’s health
by its inherent healing powers and
also fortifies the system against
further invasions of the bacillus.
Professor Koch,so we are told, is a man
who would never make astatement that
could not be verified by experience and
we are assured that the merits of his dis-
covery cannot be questioned. He has la-
bored as a scientist having at heart noth-
ing less than the good of his fellows and
not for personal gain. His discovery will
soon be available by afflicted humanity
throughout the world. Commenting on
this great event, the Brooklyn Eagle
says:i— i

The world may accept without a grain
of doubt the marvelous message of relief
and victory. What a landmark it is
destined to be in the domain of medical
practice! What an impulse it must give
to those studies which are based on the
germ theory of disease! How it
ought to stimulate: the passion for
original investigation and encourage
the rising generation of medical men to
strike out into new fields-of inquiry and
to 'abor to redeem the profession from
the imputation of an excessive conser-
vatism !

I WILL FEAR NO EVIL.

Pr hed Last by Rev.
George Bruce, and Having Especial
Referemce to the:Death of Jobn
Frederick Young.

Rev. Geo. Bruce, pastor of St. David’s
church on Sunday preached from the fol-
lowing text :—

Psalm xxiii: iv.—"Though I walk
through the valley of the shadow of
death I will fear mno evil, for Thou art
with me, Thy rod and Thy staff they
comfort me.”

This psalm is a declaration of confi-
dence and trust on the part of the writer.
It is an expression of faith, grounded on’
experience, and kindled by love. He
rests secure for the future, and his faith
is not exhausted in the effort to over-
come fear and distrust. It istouched by
that love whose tenderness and power it
has felt, and rises, in exultant triumpb,
to the declaration, “I shall dwell in the
house of the Lord forever.”

The Psalm is moulded after the fash-
ion of an allegory. Its form and inspir-
ation are evidently drawn from the early
experience of the writer in the days
when he kept “those few sheep in the
wilderness” of which Eliab so disdain-
fully spoke to him.

‘We know the habits of sheep with
their shepherds not only in the east but
in the highlands of Scotland and other
places, where the life and work of the
shepherd are matters ofsuchimportance.
How full of confidence and attachment
to their shepherd the sheep become.
How they will follow him and how close
they will keepto him when they pass
through any of the dark vales full of
gloom and danger, as he leads them to
fresh pastures and mew streams. The
older ones at the outside of the flock, as
they huddle closely about him,the young-
er and weaker nearest, the lambs in his
bosom, folded in his cloak and borne
tenderly over the rocky way in his
strong arms.

There is no doubt that the sweet brav-
ery of the scenes remained with David
in after years and were brought into the
plans of statesmanship and kingcraft
by which he honored the Kingdom and,
what is of more importance still they
were woven into the songs with which
thesweet singer has encircled the church
of God. And now,recollecting the touch
of some trembling defenceless sheep
which purred against hisside and sought
the caress of the hand that had slain
the lion and the bear, he would press
close to the strong hand of his almighty
shepherd, the shepherd who was to give
his life for the sheep, while he prepares
to pass through the valley of the shadow
of death. It isdifficult to consider one
clause of a psalm like this apartor by
itself; you feel that the whole song is
one. - It is thrilled by one life, animated
by a single purpose. It is the same
love expressing itself in various rela-
tions.

We can, however, carry the inspira-
tion of the psalm with us while we look
at the words especially the subject of our
consideration this morning.

And, I may say, that while I am not
speaking with immediate reference to
the event which has awed and thrilled
this city, as few events could do, I can-
not but feel that the subject has a pecu-
liar fitness for the time and the emotions
which are filling our hearts to-day.

Though I pass through the valley of
the shadow. of death, the psalmistsays, I
will fear no evil.

(1). The first thing I note is that reli-
gion, the religion of the Bible, reaches
the depths of a man’s need.

The psalmist says “though,” and he
means when He knows that he will pass
through that valley, as all men must
sooner or later, he declares that his faith
in God is sufficient to uphold him in the
dreadful gloom.

There is a religion, or something
which holds the place of religion, in the
minds of some men which reaches no
deeper than the day of health and com-
fort and prosperity. It has nothing to
offer, ncthing to supply for the day of

trial and sickness and sorrow. Such a

religion is unworthy of the name. The
religion of Jesus Christ is full of adorn-
ment, for the day of prosperity it is a
crown of excellence, the cloud of strength.
It adds a peerless lustre to wisdom and
courage and success, bat when these are
taken away, when friends and fortune
are gone, when health and strength are
no longer ours, when the deep shadows
come over us, “When other helpers fail
and comforts flee,” then it is that re-
ligion “shines through the gloom” in
its own peerless and essential excellence
and we find that the Lord, who is ever
with us, is “a very present help in
trouble.”

II.—AgainI note that religion is a
personal provision and preparation for
trial. General statements of great plans,
of beautiful generalizations,of raising the
people are apt to be very deceptive.
There are results, which men are fond of
contemplating, who have kindly sym-
pathies, but who know little of the means
by which these things are or ever can
be brought abont. Men must be healed
one by one. Each individual must
come personally, and by himself, to the
healer. Our dearest friends can only
come to the edge of the darkness, and
their hands have to be unclasped. O,
that men would learn this when they
press eagerly on,each feeling confident be-
cause of the multitude,that everyone;must
pass alone into the experience, and that
the only preparation is that persomal
faith which can say,the Lord is my shep-
Jherd.

DEATH IS ONLY A SHADOW.

1I1.—Again we note that after all, to
the Ghristian death is but a shadow,
The psalmist says when I pass through
the valley of the shadow of death. A
shadow of a thing is very different from
the thing itself. Tt is like it but it wants
the substance. Now, the shadew of
death may be like death, as a shadow of
a man is like a man, but it is no more
the reality of death thifi'the: shadew
is the man. And we aresoslow to learn
this that a Christian can never
know death, only the shadow. Very
dark, and ugly and gloomy, very like to
death but wanting the reality.

We are reminded, however, that there
can be no shadow without a substance.
And the shadow of death provgs the ex-
istence of death as an awful reality.
And when we think of the shadow as it
lies upon this world, on this~side of
death and the grave, of the tears and
sighs of the broken hearts and blasted
lives of the countless millions who still;
as of c1d, “sit in the region and shadow
of death,” who have wept through gen-
erations till the fountain of tears is dry,
who have sorrowed till their hearts seem
burnt to cinders in the furnace of sorrow,
when we remember that this is the
shadow we cry “what must the reality
be like?”

Nay, at home, at our very doors, if we
will .but take the care to look
and see, to listen that we may hear, to
consider that we may know and feel,
what bitterness, what wailing, what
pain, what dyjng ; and we say, “All this
on this side "of death, all this but the
shadow.” “How dreadful than, how un-
speakably awful must be that power
which awaits the coming of those who
having passed the shadow, have come
into the grasp of the reality of death.”

But here is the blessed hope and in-
centive to effort:

“He that believeth on Me shall never
die”” Christ has destroyed not only
death but him that has the power of
death, and has come forth not from the
shadow but from the shade of death,
bearing the shattered chain, laden with
the spoils, a mighty conqueror. And
there remains but the shadow of death
for those who have committed their
souls to him who has redeemed them by
his blood. Let me ask,are you willing
to go on and try the issue with the sub-
stance after you have passed through
the shadow here? or will you walk
with Christ through the valley?

Deathfcannot be where Christ is ; “She
is not dead but sleepeth” is true in His
presence, ofevery one as of her of whom
He spoke these words.

THE LIGHT BEYOND:

In the last place we note that their can
pe no shadow without a light beyond.
As there can be no shadow without a
substance so there can be no shadow
without a light on the other side of it.
a shadow i8 but a hindrance of the light
but the very hindrance proves the exis-
tence of the light.

And so, while we are walking through
the shadow here we not only remember
that it is but a shadow,a harmless thing
“the dark” with which thoughtless
nurses frighten children, but that when
we have passed through the shadow with
our guide we shall come out into the
light beyond.

And what a light that is where there
is no night and where they “need no
candle neither light of .the sun.” Ido
not wonder that the shadow is drear and
dark.

Let Gethsemane tell how dreadful is
the reality of death and let the glory of
heaven hindered on its way be revealed
in the blackness of the shadow.

Time fails to speak of the assurance,
Thou art with me even in the shade. The
rod and the staff of guidance and pro-
tection; what sweet and blessed
companionship through the valley. And

then, when the day breaks and the
shadows flee away, the dawn of the
eternal morning, the welcome to the
Father’s House with its blessed reunions,
and its everlasting light and glory.

WHAT 6UM CHEWING MAY DO,

May Cause Insanity, for one Thing, a
New York Doctor Says.

Attention has been drawn recently in
a startling way to the epidemic of gum-
chewing that has been widespread in
New York and other big cities of the
country for the last few years by two
significant and unusual events. A New
York doctor has made a statement that
has gained wide publicity that the gum
chewing habit has developed insanity in
girls, and the vestrymen of Grace Meth-
odist Episcopal Church in Jersey City
have resolved to discipline two pretty
young parishioners for chewing gum in
meeting while Pastor E. C. Dutcher was
conducting services.

The pretty young parigshioners are
Misgses Tillie and Mollie Autenreith, who
used to sing in pastor Dutcher’s choir
and teach in his Sunday school. Church
goers who sat near their pew complain-
ed that the “ moaning and groaning”
they made while chewing gum was very
annoying, and the vestry sent an otficial
complaint to the mother of the gum
chewers in these words :

Dpar Mapaym: Complaint has been
made to this official Board that your
daughters, Misses Mollie and Tillie,
make a;practice when they attend Grace
M. E. Church of disturbing the public
service and worship of God, greatly to
the apnoyance of people sitting near
them. Will you kindly exercise your

arental authority and draw the young

adies’ attention to that which so griev-
ously affects the worship of God in His
temple ?

The gum chewers denied that their
gum chewing was an annoyance, and
asserted that there was malice behind
the charge. It is said that parishioners
who hated gum chewing as a habit drew
the attention of the congregation gener-
ally and warningly .to the alarming
words of the New York doctor. What
the doctor said as reported by the Ladies
Home Journal, was that the constant
chewing of gum has produced weak
minds in fourteen cases of young gtrls
now under treatment, the constant move-
ment of the mouth causing too great a
strain on the head.

These cases are extreme results of the
gum-chewing habit, but cynical critics
assert that they indicate what the coun-
try is coming to unless the pernicious
habit is curbed. The cynics point out
that no fancy of the American peo;lnle
has become such a craze as the public
indulgence in the gum-chewing habit,
and that no craze has flourished so in
the face of public odium. The habit,
as a matter of cold fact,has reached a
stage now that makes itimpossible for a
New Yorker to go to the theatre
or church, or enter the sireet
cars or railway train or walk on a fashi-
onable promenade withoyt meeting men
and women whose jaws are working
with the activity of the gum-chewin
victim. And the spectacle is maintaine:
in the face of frequent reminders that
gum-chewing, especially in public, is an
essentially vulgar indulgence that not
only shows bad breeding, but spoils a
pretty countenance and detracts from
the dignity of those who practice the
habit.  Cynics who observe it have sigh-
ed for the return of the sturdy discipline
of their youth, when the schoolmaster
used to spank everybody caught chew-
inﬁ‘gum in public.

his is one ray of hope for the despair-
ing cynics. It is found in the assertion
by those who profess to know all about
the chewing gum business that the pre-
sent prevalence of the habit is only the
climax that precedes its wane. Hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars worth of
gum was sold last year in New York,
Brooklyn, and Jersey City, and the whole
year showed an increase over the sales
of the previous year, it is asserted, but
there 1s no such increase this year.
It is said that the sale of gnm is
now largely limited to the patrons of the
drop-a-penny-in-the-slot machines that
are set up in ferry houses, elevated rail-
way stations,and other public places.
There is a very marked discrimination
in the sales at the drug stores.
“The sale of chewing gum,” said Drug-
gist Charles J. Perry, “has apparently
arrived at the stage that the trade calls
‘coming to a standstill’ The next step
will probably be retrogressive. Gum
chewing is sometimes beneficial, even
though in public it is a very vulgar and
unseemly practice. Chewing gum after
a meal for a little while may facilitate
digestion and thus be a benefit to

dyspepsia.”

TE:re is a constant growl from the
customers of the slot machines that dole
out gum because the slots so often gobble
up the pennies and make no return. It
is a fact that a few months ago there
was talk among gum ' chewers of
organizing a boycott against the ma-
chines. 'the kickers say that the ma-
chines are constantly out of order, and
that the manufacturerer, who has made
a huge fortune out of thegum they are
su%plied with, takes no measures to re-
imburse unfortunate patrons whose cop-
pers are ruthlessly embezzled by the ma-
chines. Agents come around emptying
the brass treasury of the machine prompt
ly enough, the kickers say, but there is
nobody around to return misappropiated
coppers, or to put the machines in order.
Haters of the gum-chewing habit, how-
ever, look upon the unscrupulous behav-
ior of the machines as really a blessing
in disguise that may hasten the demise
ot the chewing habit.

It is doubtful if any business in the
country yields such an enormous profit
on the capital invested as the manufac-
ture of chewing gum when carried on on
a large scale. Someidea of this profit
may be obtained from the statement of
a New York druggist that the sticks of
tolu gum, that contain five small blocks
of gum, and are sold for five cents a
stick, cost less than half a cent to manu-
facture, and that, with tinfoil and all,
the article does not cost a cent. Two
hundred per cent profit is not a bad
thing when the trade runsinto hundreds
of thousands of dollars a year.

Three kinds of chewing gum are now
manufactured—flavored  tolu, spruce
gum, and the small white sticks that
were popular with school children a
?nrter of a century ago. Spruce gum is
the most expensive, and the white gum
the cheapest.

“There is really no such thing nowa-
days intrade,” a druggist said yesterday,
“as pure spruce gum. You will have to
go out into the country and gather the
gum yourself to get it pure. The manu-
factured article sold in large cities is
adulterated—a mixture of glucose and
licorice, with precious little of the origi-
nal sprace gum. The genuine article is
too expensive, and the supply wouldn’t
be equal to the demand. The white
gum is made of parafine as a basis, with
glucose and a little bit of cheap gum
thrown in.”

The gum thatis in general use is made
of tolu or gum chicle or gum catechu,
with licorice and glucose and some flav-
oring extract. It is boiled and rolled
out in great heaps, and cut up into
blocks by machinery. Gum arabic was
used formerly to give it consistency, but
little of it now is employed because it is
too expensive. Gum of turpentine is
substituted. The effort of the manufac-
turers of gums is always, of course, to
cut down to a minimum the cost of pro-
duction, and he secures substitutes for
the most eostly ingredients wherever it
can be done. It does not follow, by any
means, that these substitutes are harm-
ful in their effects, but they are notso
good as the more costly ingredients, and
the profit is quite enough to entitle the
public that cares for gumto the very
best in the market at a cent a block.

50,000 TONS.

The Output of the Collieries for Octob-
er—A Great Record.
(Springhill News)

The collieries are booming. Never be-
fore has such a record been made in one
month. The News learns that the ship-
ments of coal for October aggregated
about 50,000 tons, while the gross output
including colliery consumption etc., will
bring this up probably to 53,000 tons. It
is nearly 10,000 in excess of the largest
output in any previous month which
was about three years ago in the fall of
1887. The importance of this marvell-
ous increase in shipments cannot be over-
estimated.

It is noteworthy that whereas the
number of men employed in 87 to get
about 43,000 tons, was over 1500, there
| are only about 1200 men and boys em-
ployed at present, so that this increased
output means considerably more to each
person employed, than formerly. Spring-
bill is recovering rapidly from its late
troubles. Itis said the boom at the
colllieries is likely to be kept up for
some time.
