If careful of his boat, it will be in fair
condition next spring for his return
south to Cape York. Not having sany
certainty of a relief party rescuing him,
he will, no doubt, make an early start
south. From McCormick bay he will
cross Murchison sound to Herbert island,

Radcliffe point, nearly 100 miles. Due
southwest from Cape Peary lie the Cary

islands, the southwestern one of which

contains the cache of the Nares
expedition. Peary has 60 miles

of water to cross in a heav-
ily laden boat—a job we hadn’t
nerve to undertake in 1883; for, to miss
and to go to the leeward of the islands in
a gale meant death in the “north water.”
On this Southeast Cary Island are a
clinker built life boat and gear and ra-
tions for several months for his men, if
in good condition. When we examined
them in 1883 previous to the loss of the
Proteus, we found 76 per cent, of them
in good condition. After seven years
exposure. Itis now 15yearssince they
landed.

Lieut. Peary will make from there
either Saunders island or Wolstenholm
island and then Cape Athot. From Cape
Athot until the Retowik glacier is passed
he will be unable to make a landing for
50 miles. A solid glacier face many feet
in hight, constantly discharging heavy
islands of ice, heavy currents filled with
ice, will be met, and, with fog and bad
weather, the outlook will be gloomy, in-
deed, to his inexperienced men.

The nature of
the operation precluded any possibilty of
the crime having been committed else-
where. Mason had been intimate with
the women for the past nine months.
Mrs. Tagney was aged 29 and leaves
three children, the oldest ten the young-
est two. Jackson was notorious in Lynn.
In 1888 he was arrested for adultery, but
jumped his bail and went to Canada re-
turning in 1890.

THE LIBERAL PRESS AND THE CENSUS.

It is a curious feature of the life of this
city that two of its newspapers, the
Globe and Telegraph, which enjoy the
support of the business public are in a
state of unbounded delight b the

1891 cannot be correct are five in num-
ber, and we challenge any enemy of St.
John to answer them.

1st. The number of resident rate pay.
ers in what is now the united city of St.
John bas increased from 7609 in 1881 to
9,111 in 1890 an addition of 1,505 in nine
years, and at the rate of almost 20 per
cent. The additional names of rate pay-
ers added this year will bring the in-
crease fully up to twenty per cent.

2nd. The number of children going to
the public schools in the united city has
increased from 5,924 in 1881 to 6,818 in
1891, an increase of 894 in sehool attend-
ance or at the rate of more than 15 per
cent.

3rd. The number of families returned
us liable to assentment for water rates
in St. John North and South,—there
were no figures for St. John West in
1881,—has increased from 6,235 in 1881

to 7,155 in 1891, or at the rate of almost
15 per cent for the portions of the city
named.
4th. The number of houses in St
John hds increased from 5,136 in 1881 to
not less than 5,800 ia 1891, or at the rate
o8 13 per cent. and these houses are
much more fully occupied now than
they were in 1881. The increase in the
number of houses in St. John, South,
has been 328 since 1881, although it is
claimed the population of thal part of
the city has decreased by 1,700.

5th. The post office revenue of St.
John derived from the sale of stamps in-
creased from $33,274 in 1881 to $44,214,
an increase of about 33 per cent., show-
ing that after making due allowance for
an increase in the use of the mails,
there must also have been a large in-
crease in population.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

that the population of St. John has de-
clined in the last ten years. These
papers, which ought to have
some interest in the prosperity
of this city, instead of working in its in-
terest, rejoice at every indication that it
is not prospering and exaggerate every
statement that is made to the injury of
8t. John. Nothing better, of course, is to
be expected from the Globe which has
been conducted for many years by ap
avowed annexationist who wishes to
make it appear that St. John will never
be anything until the British flag is
hauled down. But better things were ex-
pected of the Telegraph which wasonce a
paper devoted to the interests of Bt
John, quick to resent any attempt to
injure this city. The Telegraph, as at
present conducted, is almost as great an
enemy of St. John as the Globe, and its
principal sbng is that the whole prov-
ince of New Brunswick, and especially
St. John, is going to the dogs.

Last evening the Globe published the
census figures of 8t. John, which appear-
ed in the Gazerte a week ago, and
undertook to show that these figures
must be correct. The illogical and ab-
surd manner in which the Globe argues
may be judged from the following ex-
tract from the article referred to:—

There is little doubt that the count of
1881 gave exaggerated returns, but to
what extent no one can say. If we as-
sume, however, that in the city and in

/the city and county the population of
1881 was over-counted to the extent of
3,500, and that the census of the present
year is a correct one, this would show
that there is no actual gain 1n our popu-
lation in ten years, but, of course, it
would not relieve the commnnity of the
fear that there is a decline. No facts
have yet been given to the public of any
value whatever to corroborate the as-
sumption that the census of this year is
in error. A count of the city would, of
itself, have no official value whateyer.
Further than this a count by the city,
unless made by persons of great reliabil-
ity, and in whom the community as a
whole had the greatest confidence, would
not be accepted as a whit more reliable
than the count made by the government,
whose enumerators were for the most
part quite capable to properly discharge
their duties.

1t will be observed here that the Globe
assumes the population of the city and
county of St. John in 1881 to have been
returned 3,500 in excess of the real num-
ber. Whatground is there for entertain-
ing such an assumption ? None whatever.
If the census of 1881 was grossly wrong
then every census since that of 1840 has
also been wrong.

In 1840 there were 2,896 inhabited
houses in the city and county of 8t. John,
and the population was returned
as 32957, or at the rate of
11,38 to each house. In 1851 there
were 3,885 inhabited houses in the city
and county of St. John and the popu-
lation was 38,475, or at the rate of rather

In
1881 there were 7,078 inhabited houses
in the city and county of St. John and
the population was 52,966 or at the rate
of 7.48 persons to each house. There is
nothing in these figures to show that the
population of St. John was returned too
large, in 1881 but rather the contrary.

In 1840 there were 5,044 families inthe
city and county of St. John, which with
a population of 32,957 gives 6.53 to each
family. :

1n 1851 there were 7,058 families in the
city and county of St.John which with a
population of 38,475, gives 5,45 persons to
each family.

In 1881 there were 10,257 families in
the city and county of St. John witha
population of 52,966 or at the rate of 5,16
persons to each family.

These figures do not give the slightest
ground for the assumption of the Globe
that the population of St. John was
r-turned at too high at figure in 1881.
"i'ive assertion of the Globe that the pop-
ulation of 1881 was returned too high by
3,500 is merely a gratutious piece of
impudence on the part of the editor of
the Globe, and no more entitled to credit
than would be a statement that the
writer for the Glcbe is a loyal man.

Having shown that the census of 1881
could not have been returned too high,
it is easy to deal with the Globe's im-
pudent assertion that there is no reason

IN PARLIAMENT.

The Government Sustained by n Vote
of 102 to 78.

Orrawa, Sept. 10.—On motion for the
third reading of the bill respecting duties
of customs, Mr. Paterson of Brant moved
that the bill he referred back to the com-
mittee in charge that two changes might
be made in the sugar duties.

The first change proposed was that all
sugar under number 16 Dutch standard
be made free instead of all sugar under
oumber 14.

The second change proposed was that
the duty op refined sugar be five-tenths
instead of eight-tenths of a cent per
pound.

Mr. Paterson claimed that the admis-
sion of higher grade raw sugar would
help Canadian trade with the West In-
dies, and especially with Jamaica, which
produced this kind of sugar. Respect-
ing the rate of refined sugar duty, he
contended that a half cent per pound
was sufficient protection in the United
States and would be quite sufficient here.
The balance went as profits 1nto the
pockets of the refiners. He asserted
that United States refiners bad exported
granulated sugar to England and sold it
at 3§. -
Mr. Stairs of Halifax, who replied,
showed first, that the bulk of sugars
from Jamaica were of a class already ad-
mitted free. Second, that the protective
tariff had been largely instrumental in
increasing the import trade of Canada
from the West Indies. Under the Cart-
wright tariff our sugar imports werg in
the form of refined, of which the West
Indies produced little or none. Third,
that it was impossible for United States
refiners to export refined sugar to Eng-
land at a profit at the price named,seeing
thatthe whole proceeds would be requir-
ed to pay for the raw sugar. Fourth, that
the prices quoted showed that refiners
were not to-day taking the whole or any
part of the present duty. Fifth; that it
was necessary to have slightly higher
protection for sugar in Canada than was
required in the United States, on ac-
count of the power of large concerns a-
cross the line to make temporary
slaughter prices for the purposeof crush-
ing out Canadian industries. Mr. Stairs
stated that over a million and a half dol-
lars had been paid in wages alone
by refiners near Halifax. He
showed that under the protective policy
the consumption of sugar in this country
had nearly doubled, while the people
pay now some two millions less for their
sugar than they did then. Mr. Pater-
son had said that sugarin New York
was thirty cents per hundred pounds
less than in Canada. Mr. Stairs read
despatches from Halifax and New York
showing that the only difference in
prices was one-sixteenth of a cent per
pound in favor of Halifax.

The
government secured a majority of 24.
The yeas numbered 78 and nays 102.
After the vote the house went into com-
mittee, passing the items of expériment-
al farm, printing bureau, etc.
