for such, we are not aware. All we can
say is that if the rumor should prove
correct we would heartily congratulate
the province upon so admirable a choice
Even if the Judge might not be of uni-
versal acceptance—no man could be—
vet, the narrow escape we have had from
the appointment of some political scala-
wag—for the names of candidates have
been in everybody’s mouth during the
past two years—we say the escape of such
an infliction that would be discreditable
to the position, would be quite sufficient
in itself to make us feel jubilant over the
Judge’s appointment. No one could tell
what moment some one of the objection-
able names canvassed might be sprung
upon us. . With the appointment of Judge
Fraser the country will breathe freely;
fcr notwithstanding the hard way in
which he bore down on poor Buck from a
strong sense of duty no doubt, Judge
Fraser would prove to be a good sound
constitutional guvernor. If, as stated be-
fore, the report should prove true, the
Fredericton GLose would therefore con-
gratalate the Dominion government for
the display of its wisdom—for the office
is one of the highest importance, and
should they send us a third rate man,
there d to be danger of, we should
feel sore and sorry, notwithstanding our
meekness.

In the event of an appointment from
one of onr own citizens, the question
arigses where shounld we put him? We have
no government house, and no right place
for our leading provincial citizens. Letgov-
ernment house then be rehabilitated. A
few thousand dollars would make it all
right. Cut it in two parts by inside
partitions, for the winter—to be opened
out again inthesummer. Put a mansard
roof on the building to give it a modern
appearance. At any rate government
house should be resuscitated. Fredericton

is the only proper place for the governor’s
residence and such place should be pro-
vided.

At another
stage of the game a player was laid out
as limp as a rag; and all through the
game, says the account, it was an excep-
tional scrimmage that did not leave
somebody on the ground.

And yet we cannot refuse to believe
that all thﬁ, which to the uninitiated
must have looked very much like a free
fght, was amusement to those engaged
in it and diversion to the spectators.
There was nothing which compelled
those college students to charge upon
each other like so many yelling, shriek-
ing demons, and the mere possession of
the football was not enough to account
for the contest since any quantity of new
footballs could have been purchased at a
comparatively low cost.

It was the pure love of a contest which
induced this Donnybrook Fair sort of a
skirmish, in which the players were as
regardless of wounds and bruises as so
many veteran soldiers going into battlg.
The desire to get the better of the other
fellows, to establish their superiority over
their opponents and to down the rival
college were the moving causes of these
contests, and who, with the recollection
of his youth to suggest to him, will not
say that this was gennine amusement?

With re-
gard to the manner in which the deceased
gentleman bestowed his property, I may say
that during our trip to the Southren States a
short time ago, Mr. Bellamy asked my advice
as to whom he should will his property; and I
advised him to give it to educational and
charitable surposaﬁ.
