The Na­
naimo, from Mainland ports, with big 
shipments of horses and cattle and 
other exhibits, was to have arrived on 
Sunday evening.x but (vas compelled, 
owing to the prevalence of a gale in 
the straits, to lie all night under the 
shelter of James Island. She arrived 
early this morning, however, and the 
judging of the live stock is in progress 
this afternoon.

An inspection of the various build­
ings this morning before alt the ex­
hibits had been placed, led to the con­
viction that all promises that have 
been made by Secretary Smart that 
this year's show surpasses in almost 
every feature those of previous years 

likely to be proved correct. The 
exhibits in all departments are very 
complete arid attractive.

In the main building, the leading 
manufacturing houses arid business 
concerns of the city have unusually at­
tractive displays—a feature this year 
being the costly schemes of adornment 
used in the decorations of the booths. 
When viewed this morrimg gangs of 
.men were busily engaged in putting 
on the finishing touches so as to be 
ready for the formal opening at 2 p.m.

In the machinery hall and the poul­
try bid fifing the spare accommodation 
hits béén taxed to its utmost, and it 
is "predicted that the exhibits in these 
departments .will prove amontf the 
most interesting features of the fair.

The display of 
agricultural implements and vehicles 
is unusually large this year.

What promises, however, to prove 
the centre of attraction at the great 
fair is the Woman's Building and the 
interesting displays housed therein. 
The ladies of Victoria have rallied to

Cruisers, Torpedo Boats and 
Submarines for New 

Zealand.

Block Will "Be Built on Expira­
tion of Present 

Lease.

Honolulu, Sept. 18.—According to 
Premier Ward, of New Zealand, who 
is here to-day en route to Suva, the 
capital of the Fiji Islands, Great Bri­
tain will make an addition of three 
cruisers, six torpedo boats and six sub­
marines to her Pacific ocean fleet at 
New Zealand. These in addition to 
the Australian fleet and the British 
war vessels in the China sea will give 
Britain double the strength in the Pa­
cific ocean over all other powers, the 
United States excepted.

The cruisers will each cost $4,000,000, 
and will be of the latest modern type.

Premier Ward stated that the Im­
perial naval conference which he at­
tended in London, was one of the 
greatest war councils of recent years, 
as it practically provided for the peace 
of the world as far as the .Orient and 
the Occident was concerned. Notwith­
standing the large increase In the na­
val strength of the British in the Pa­
cific, Premier Ward said that there 
would be no war on the Western 
ocean, as the combined strength of 
other nations would more than equal 
Bri tains.

A Government street block has just 
been purchased by an English capital­
ist from the British American Trust 
Company, and in the near future it is 
the intention to erect a large modern 
business block with stores on the 
ground floor and offices above, 
price paid for 46 feet frontage was 
$55,000, or $1,200 a foot frontage.

they may occupy it themselves II it is 
found advisable. This firm is at pres­
ent in leased quarters, and they would 
feel more secure it they were in their 
own building. They have already re­
fused several good offers for the pro­
perty, but have refused to sell.

The selling of this block has set peo­
ple talking, and it has transpired that 
a good many people have been looking 
for 'Government street property in this 
city. This it has been found very diffi­
culty to secure, even though high prices 
have been offered. Larger frontage 
prices even than $1200 have been re­
fused.

Under this agreement, the police say, 
Schwartz entered the Nelson home as 
a boarder, and Nélson took Other 
women to dances.

At midnight last night the police 
suddenly took the woman and 
Schwartz to a dimly lighted room and 
ordered them to sit near the husband’s 
coffin. For over two hours they were 
compelled to sit and gaze into the face 
of the dead man. Neither the man or 
woman during this time was allowed 
to speak. Then the couple was given 
the “third degree.”

At the beginning the woman was ex­
ceedingly calm. Finally the ordeal 
commenced to get on her nerves, and 
after gazing at the dead body for two 
hours she broke down completely and 
was unable to talk.

Schwartz was stoical and denied all 
knowledge of the shooting.

The dead man was a prominent Dem­
ocratic politician.

SPRING RIDGE CONVENT WING
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R(From Friday’s Daily.)
Building Inspector Northcott yester­

day afternoon issued a permit to J. L. 
Skene for the erection of the hand­
some new addition to St. Ann’s Con­
vent on Humboldt street, which is to 
cost in the neighborhood of $60,000. The 
building will be to plans drawn by 
Hooper & Watkins and will be four 
stories in height and constructed of 
concrete, brick and steel. The con­
tract for the heating and plumbing has 
been awarded to the Colbert Heating 
and Plumbing Company.

When the addition has been complet­
ed the pile of buildings housing the 
convent, always among the most pic­
turesque in the city, will be impres­
sive in their extent and architectural 
beauty. Since the convent was first 
established in 1875 the original struc­
ture has been enlarged and added to 
several times to meet the growing 
needs of the popular seminary, and 
this latest improvement is undertaken 
because of a pressing need for more 
space.

The addition which is now to be 
made, being four stories in height, and 
having a frontage of 130 feet, with a 
depth of 50 feet, will not only present 
an imposing appearance, but give space 
for the establishing of several educa­
tional features, the want of which has 
hitherto been keenly felt.

There will, for instance, be a fine as­
sembly hall with stage and scenery to 
be used for concerts and dramatic 
events, while class rooms, studios, etc., 
will also be provided.

The ground floor will be provided 
with two large recreation rooms for 
junior and senior classes, music rooms 
and the assembly hall and stage.

The assembly hall will be in a wing 
projecting from the new building 
towards the rear. The stage will be 
25 by 33 feet, while the assembly hall 
will be 56 by 34. On the second or main 
floor will be located studios for music 
and other studies and on the' third floor 
will be three or four large class rooms. 
The fourth floor will not be finished 
until stich time as it will be required 
to meet the demands " for additional 
space.

Then 
she got two pint bottles of beer and 
went out on the back in the kitchen 
where papa was fixing a can of chile 
con carne. Afterward both mamma 
and papa were sick. Papa ate. more of 
the chile than mamma did.”

The chile con came, which Bennett 
prepared the night he and his wife 
were taken sick, was the agent through 
which the defendant was alleged to 
have poisoned his wife. The child’s 
testimony that he ate more of the food 
than did his wife, scored another point 
for the defence.

Dés Moines, la., Sept. 20i—President 

Taft to-day gripped the “big stick” and 
swung it over the heads of the railroad 
interests When he declared war on the 
railroads over the question of discrimin­
atory rates, over, capitalization and tbe 
dealing-in the securities of competing 
railroads.

The President declared that railroads 
should not be allowed to _çhange their 
rates without giving a reason for the 
change. He also advocated the empower­
ing of the interstate commerce commis­
sion to change a ruling that Imposed bur­
dens on shippers. In addition the Presi­
dent urged that railroads be prohibited 
from acquiring stock in competing roads; 
also a law empowering the commission to 
pass on all' issues of stock and advocated 
the allowing of railroads to make traffic 
agreements with the approval of the com­
mission.

The President urged that the anti-trust 
law be narrowed. He declared that there 
could not be any distinction between good 
and bad trusts as they must include what 
is meant by monopolies;

He expressed his opposition to exclud­
ing trade unions from the present anti­
trust law, because it would be class legis­
lation. Speaking of this, the President 
said:

“But when you make a law to apply to 
conspiracies 
monopolize 
bably was not included simply because 
the state could not secure wide enough 
latitude to include it without class legisla­
tion.

“I favor such a change because I be­
lieve that in any ordinary action an in­

the United States. The city of St. 
Joseph, Mo., has adopted It. The Mis­
souri town has a population of more 
than a hundred thousand. Still it is 
well to rember, as the Times has point­
ed mit, that the commission movement 
is but an expression of an Ameican 
desire to get away from party politics 
in municipal affairs. A partisanship 
which Injects into the administration 
of the affairs of a city or a town or a 
municipality of any dimensions or 
Mnd matters which have no relation­
ship whatever to municipal questions 
ie bound in the end to prove inimical 
to the true welfare of thé Community.

What has Republicanism or Demo­
cracy of Populism or Socialism or Lib­
eralism or Conservatism to do with the 
pavpment of streets, the laying of side­
walks, the issuing of liquor licenses, 
the providing of water, the construc­
tion of sewers, the maintenance of up- 
to-date schools, the protection of life and 
property through an efficient corps of 
policemen or firemen, or with any of 
the details of municipal government? 
The issues in civle affairs are quite 
distinct from the questions which arise 
in’ connection with state, provincial 
and-federal politics.

There is-no excuse whatever for the 
introduction of party politics in the 
true sense of the term into the admin­
istration of the affairs of a city ex­
cept the inadequate excuse of patron­
age. That has been the curse of 
municipal government in the United 
States. And it is because the people 
ere beginning to realize the extent of 
the evil that the Commission idea is 
spreading. The movement will doubtless 
expand until it covers the whole of the 
southern part of this continent. The 
newspapers are giving it strong sup­
port. It is the beginning of a revolution 
against the doctrine that "to the vic­
tors belong the spoils" in every de­
partment of government. There is no 
necessity for the inauguration of such 
a movement in Canada, at least no such 
necessity as exists In the United States.

^ spite of the lateness of the season, and 
the fact that the salmon season is 
practically over, he succeeded In land­
ing a beautiful eohoe of between seven 
and eight pounds in weight from the 

y waters of Tod Inlet.
As mentioned in Saturday’s issue of 

the Times, His Lordship’s consuming 
desire wâs to secure a specimen of the 
Pacific coast salmon off his own line. 
At his country seat in Kent he already 
has a most interesting collection of 
trophies of his rod, each with a history 
attached to it. Among these is the 
first he took in India, another taken in 
the Restigouche, others obtained in the 
waters of his estate in Newfoundland, 
and a fine one taken in a snow storm 
on a Scottish stream. It was with a 
grim determination to round out the 
collection that he went to Tod creek on 
Saturday, followed by the well wishes 
of all his party, but especially of Lady 
Northeliffe, who nevertheless predicted 
failure for the expedition.

Report^ from the straits gave such 
little encouragement that it was decid­
ed to try Saanich Arm, and Tod Inlet 
was selected. The distinguished jour­
nalist was up with the lark, and motor­
ed out to Saanich, reaching the inlet 
about nine o’clock.

It was three-quarters of an hour be­
fore he was rewarded with a bite and 
then he thought he had hooked Salt 
Spring Island. “What have I got here?” 
lie exclaimed, “I think I must be pull­
ing up the bottom of the inlet.”

Local sportsmen need not be assured 
that the fish which gave him that 
peculiar “bottom-of-the-inlet" tug was 
the despised dog salmon.

“Why, it must be a little shark,” he 
laughed as the reddish back became 
visible in the water. It was a new 
species to him, and he manifested the 
greatest interest in it. With the sharp­
ly inquiring mind which h'e brings to 
bear on everything he meets, he Imme­
diately sought the fullest information 
regarding it, and its sporting and com­
mercial value.

Fifteen minutes later a sharp tug at 
the line and the glorious flash of silver 
and heliotrope scales indicated that he 
had hooked the object of his quest. A 
beautiful cohoe had taken his hook, 
and for several minutes gave him an 
illustration of the gameness of the 
coast salmon. Leaping out of the 
water, and twisting his beautiful body 
in a vain effort to free himself from 
the cruel hook, he fought splendidly for 
his life, until lifted by the gaff into the 
boat. His Lordship played his fish with 
the eagerness and enthusiasm of a boy, 
and with the practiced skill of the vet­
eran fisherman.

The Queen 
City had been turned out of her course to 
call at a logging camp and was overtaken 
by H. M. S. Algerine, the sloop-of-war 
commanded by Captain Edwards, which 
is on this station.- As they were almost 
abreast of each x>ther the Algerine com­
menced firing, and the two hundred peo­
ple aboard the little stéamer almost died 
of fright. Most of them fancied that a 
broadside had been poured into her, but 
as none of their number fell they were 
somewhat reassured.

When the second report took place it 
was seen that thé mark they were firing 
at was on the shore. Certain outstanding 
rocks were- chosen as suitable marks, and 
as those were struck by the btg guns the 
rocks were blown in every direction and 
clouds of dust were also stirred up.

Then the sport became interesting, and 
as the big guns poynded at the rocks of 
the pass and the echoes and re-echoes 
floated back and forth the audience on 
the Queen City spent a most enjoyable 
time and soon forgot the fright which the 
first shot occasioned.

The Algerine was on her way south 
from Behrirtg Sea and h 
into Comox harbor to joid Captain Craw­
ford and the Shearwater in gun practice 
at that point. They will return to Esqui­
mau in the near future preparatory to 
leaving for San Francisco to take part in 
the Portola festival.

FLYING CABLE
KILLS LABORER

Wire Rope Used for Stumping 
Snaps and Breaks Man’s 

Neck.

New Westminster, Sept, 17.—Joseph 
Hrastel, an Austrian, employed on one 
of the donkey engines at the asylum 
farm at Coquitlam, was killed yester­
day by a flying cable.

The donkey engine on which Hras­
tel was working was being used to 
pull stumps from the hillside, and 
was engaged upon a particularly tough 
one when the block through which the 
cable attached to the stump passed, 
suddenly broke. The cable which had 
been subjected to immense strain, im­
mediately flew loose, one end of it 
catching Hrastel across the neck in 
such a way as to dislocate it, causing 
immediate death.

URGES A REFORM 
IN STREET IMPROVEMENTS

Council Asked to Make Lateral 
Connections When Mac­

adamizing.

Ex-Alderman Gleason and J. Sonly 
constituted a deputation which waited 
on the. city council on Fridaq, repre­
senting the property owners on Bel­
mont avenue, for the purpose of urging 
that in respect to that thoroughfare at 
least the city in macadamizing should 
also go on with all lateral connections, 
which would obviate the tearing up of 
the street at another time. The council 
thought favorably of the suggestion, 
and the water commissioner, the gas 
company and the owners on the thor­
oughfare will be communicated with to 
see if an arrangement can be made to 
complete the Work at once.

Mr. Gleason thought the council

men, etc. A boulevard was about to be 
constructed on Belmont avenue^ and it 
would be too bad if later it had to be 
torn up in order that the lateral con­
nections should be made. He believed 
that the council had the power to go 
on with the work at once.

Aid. Henderson asked would the pro­
perty owners be ready to pay the regu­
lation fee.

Mr. Gleason in reply said they would 
have to do so. Personally he would be 
glad to pay for the improvements all 
at once, but some of the property own­
ers were away and he could not speak 
tor them.

army officers all resplendent with yards 
of gold braid, each man a six-footer 
and one at least going several inches 
more than that. People were wonder­
ing whether or not it might be an of­
ficial visit of President Taft which had 
not been heard of on this side of the 
boundary line. The rumor was soon 
passed, however, that it was not the 
president, but the governor of a neigh­
boring state that was here, and that 
the gold-braidedxfpeople were simply 
the personal bodyguard of Governor 
James H. Brady, of Idaho.

Governor Brady has been attending 
the Seattle fair in his official capacity, 
and as the governors of different states 
have been vieing with each other in the 
matter of gold braid, it was not sur­
prising that he should have brought 
from Idaho an adjutant general, a plain 
general and three colonels. One of 
these was left behind in Seattle, but the 
other four brought all the braid.

Interviewed just after his arrival, 
Governor Brady said that he was 
paying Just an informal visit and was 
returning to Seattle this afternoon. He 
had never been to Victoria before. The 
Seattle fair, he thought, would have 
a great influence in not only getting 
easterners in touch with the Pacific 
coast, but also in uniting the various 
western communities commercially. It 
would also be a great thing tor British 
Columbia for nearly all the visitors of 
the fair had been here, and In this 
way she was getting well known in 
every part of the continent.

Speaking of the relations of Idaho 
with Canada, the governor said that 
many of their people were moving into 
Alberta, where the free lands were 
proving attractive. There were so 
many opportunities in a country which 
was just opening up. The railway 
from his state into British Columbia 
also had a good effect in inducing 
trade between the two countries, and 
Intercourse between them was Just as 
free as between different states of the 
union.

Governor Brady was accompanied by 
Adjutant-General A. M. Rowe, General 
A. V. Patch and wife, Colonel W. H. 
Gibson, wife and family, and Colonel 
E. M. Hoover.

for Washington, D. C„ Sept. 18.—It is 
announced at the post office department 
to-day that the Chicago, Milwaukee & 
Puget Sound railway has met the Great 
Northern railway’s proposition to carry 
Chicago to Puget Sound mails on a 
60-hour schedule instead of 72 hours. 
The contract, however, has not been 
awarded to either road, but the Sound 
is assured of fast service. The con­
tract means nearly $7,000,000 additional 
revenue to the successful road in the 
four years.

Ernest Levy, the new manager of the 
Le Roi Two, has taken hold of the 
affairs of that company in an energetic 
manner, which augurs well for suc­
cess, says the Rossland Miner.

Association Opposes Postal Savings 
Banks—Next Convention at Los 

Angeles.Los Angeles, Cal., Sept. 18.—Friends 
of Chief Forester Gifford Pinchot are 
trying to predict the attitude the con­
servation champion will assume, re­
lative to President Taft’s recent deci­
sion in the Pinchot-Ballinger contro­
versy, in the public speeches he will de­
liver upon his return next week from 
his vacation to San Clemmente Island. 
Pinchot is scheduled to deliver an ad­
dress before the Friday morning club 
of this city September 26th and several 
functions are planned by civic organi­
zations at which he will undoubtedly 
be called upon to speak.

His attitude, in view of what appar­
ently was to him an unexpected move 
on the part of the president, is giving 
his friends here much concern. That the 
president’s decision came as a complete 
surprise to him is evidenced by his de­
claration in an address before the city 
club of Los Angeles, the morning of 
September 8th. He said:

"The present chief executive un­
doubtedly will prove a warm supporter 
of the Roosevelt policies and of the in­
terests of the people.”

To a United Press correspondent 
Pincchot declared his unfaltering -be­
lief in the ultimate triumph of his con­
servation fight, admitting however, that 
he anticipated strenuous opposition on 
the part of the power interests.

"The power trust.” he said, "assur­
edly will send a big lobby to Washing­
ton when the next congress meets. I 
expect a big fight and a hard one, but 
also I expect a big victory."

The chief forester has declined ab­
solutely to discuss the president’s rul­
ing.

The younger lad rushed to 
his brother’s aid and pulled the fork 
from his body, but the lad had been in­
stantly killed.

The boy, Walter, ran to the house 
and called his mother and some of the 
neighbors. Provincial Constable A. 
Monteith, who was driving past, saw 
the latter part of the tragedy, and 
went to the assistance of the bereaved 
woman. Dr. Bapty was called but 
found life extinct. An inquest will not 
be held.

The body was carried to the house by 
Constable Montieth, and some of the 
neighbors broke the sad tidings to the 
father on his return from work.

The long-awaited report of the city 
engineer cm the question of the ap­
proximate cost of the proposed work 
of re-grading Springe Ridge section in 
the vicinity of the sandpits and im­
proving the topography of that sec­
tion of the city, was presented to the 
City Council at Friday’s meeting 
of th6 streets, sewers and bridges 
committee. After a whispered consul­
tation between Aid. Turner, the chair­
man of the committee, and Mayor 
Hall, it was decided to receive It, take 
it as read and refer it to the joint 
committee of members of the council 
and property owners in Spring Ridge.

In dealing with the report his wor­
ship remarked that it might be well to 
get some extra copies struck off, so 
tliat all the aldermen could study the 
figures.

Aid. Humber remarked that if hie 
■worship would but hand the report to 
the press he could get all the copies 
he wanted without expense.

His worship did not think the report 
was quite ready for the press just yet.

Though the general public is thus de­
prived trf the privilege of perusing 
this interesting document for a time, it 
may be mentioned that it has been 
ascertained on pretty good authority 
that the cost of the proposed work is 
computed by the engineer as $181,060.

Anticipating that the report would 
be presented at last evening’s meeting, 
ex-Alderman Gleason, as one of the 
members of the joint committee, was 
present, and agreed with the sugges­
tion of the mayor that the best course 
to pursue at present was to refer it to 
the joint committee.

This course of action was finally de­
cided upon, and the committee will 
meet to discuss the report on Tuesday 
evening next. This committee con­
sists of Aid. Stewart, Humber, Ful­
lerton, McKeown and Messrs. Gleason, 
Marchant, Parfitt and Brown.

The city solicitor forwarded a draft 
letter which he advised to be sent to 
the Minister of Public Works regard­
ing the city’s application for foreshore 
rights at the foot of Discovery street 
in the vicinity of Spratt’s wharf. It 
appeared that H. B. Thomson, M.P.P., 
the owner tof the Spratt’s wharf prop­
el ty, objected to the city’s plans for a 
new wharf adjoining his property, and 
the city recommended that the city 
make certain concessions to Mr. Thom­
son in the matter of right-of-way 
privileges.

After some debate it was decided to 
have the letter redrafted, confining 
the application to one purely for fore­
shore privileges, without reference to 
adjoining property, and on motion of 
Mayor Hall it was also decided to in­
clude in the same letter an applica­
tion for foreshore privileges at the end 
of Yates street.

Aid. Ross brought up the question of 
allowing Springfield avenue to be 
blocked for hours by loads of gravel, 
and this resulted in a general debate 
on the inability of the city to secure 
gravel for corporation purposes In 
adequate quantities. The city engi­
neer said that sidewalk work was be­
ing seriously delayed owing to the 
scarcity of sand and gravel, and the 
mayor remarked that the fact of the 
matter was that the demand exceeded 
the supply.

Mr. Justice Martin Friday handed

Speaking further of the interesting 
subject of child marriage this interest­
ing student said, that every year it was 
calculated that 200,000 native girls 
were married under the age of four 
years.

Two million were married between 
the ages of five and nine and between 
that age and fourteen the number was 
about 800,000.

Thompson’s Case.
In this case Mr. Justice Martin dis­

misses the application for a writ of 
habeas corpus, His Lordship’s judg­
ment being in part as follows:

This is an application for a writ of 
habeas corpus, and it is sought to set 
aside all proceedings before two jus­
tices of the peace at Salmon Arm, 
which resulted in the applicant (who 
is a municipal police constable) being 
committed for trial for having unlaw­
fully set at liberty a prisoner in his 
custody. The main ground of objec­
tion is that there was no jurisdiction 
over the body of the applicant because 
no "information in writing and under 
oath” was taken by the justice under 
section 654 of the criminal code before 
issuing a summons under section 655. 
It appears that the reason why the jus­
tice did not take such information is 
because the applicant himself gave the 
information to the justice which fully 
established the case against himself, 
whereupon a summons was shortly 
thereafter issued. Upon the return of 
the same the accused appeared and 
was represented by another justice of 
the peace as his counsel, and I am 
satisfied that he had a fair trial and 
was given an opportunity to call wit­
nesses, but declined to do so, though 
his counsel at the outset took the ob­
jection in substance that the proceed­
ings were invalid because there was 
no sworn information.

Many authorities were cited on the 
argument, but none of them touches 
the rèal point in the case which, so far 
as I can find, is unique in,its circum­
stances, though there is much to be 
found in Reg. v. Hughes (1879), 4 Q.B. 
D., 614, especially in the judgment of 
Mr. Justice Hawkins, and in Dixon v. 
Wells (1890), 25 Q.Bip., 249, to support 
the proceedings; it w*a 
ever, by the CrownJ counsel on the 
argument, that had a warrant been is­

Henderson at next Monday 
evening’s meeting of the. city council, 
and it is likely that it will pass unani­
mously without much debate, as every 
member of the board has gone on record 
as favoring the city securing a larger 
measure of jurisdiction over the affairs 
of the Agricultural Association, partic­
ularly in respect to the regulation of 
race meets held under its auspices.

Aid. Henderson in presenting the mo­
tion is actuated by a desire to take 
the only step which seems open to the 
council if it is to be in a position an­
other year to say to the association: 
"There shall be no betting privileges in 
connection with the race meet at the 
fair.”

That the city has the whip hand in the 
matter of forcing the association to ac­
cept the terms of the proposed lease is 
contended by those who have looked 
closely into the relations between the 
two bodies. The fall fair is each year 
aided by a considerable money grant 
by the council ; and it is argued that 
if the Agricultural Association refuses 
to abandon a position which leaves it 
optional with them t;o allow betting 
privileges or not, the city can refuse 
any financial aid to the next fair.

As public opinion, however, is very 
much opposed to race track gambling,

Captain Dunn, of the steamer Flor- 
iston, which brought coal for the navy 
yard from Cardiff, and which is leav­
ing Esquimau to-morrow to load wheat 
at Tacoma for the United Kingdom, 
has had the usual difficulty in the 
matter of holding his men. Sailors 
coming from the Old Country are at­
tracted when they reach here by the 
high wages which are paid in this 
country, and they usually want to re­
main here. The only way to remain is 
to desert, so they either get shore 
leave and do not return, or else they 
get ashore without permission. Three 
deck hands have had to be supplied 
for the Flopiston, a smaller number 
than usual, owing no doubt to Captain 
Dunn’s personal popularity.

A number of men deserted from the 
Ellisland while she was lying in the 
Royal Roads a short time ago, and the 
Puritan on her former visit lost a large 
number.

Rather more than a year ago the 
Falls of Dee found it impossible to 
keep her crew even though the men 
were not allowed ashore. A raft of 
planks was formed, but in lowering It 
into the water It capsized, and the 
cries of the men who were thrown into 
the water brought the officers to the 
scene and they were pulled back on 
board. Later they made a raft to 
which they lashed casks and got ashore. 
Another man swam ashore a distance 
of nearly two miles.

FOR ESQUIMALT

Paulhan Falls Into Water, But Is

Ostend, Sept. 18.—A special prize of 
$5,000 was won by Paulhan, the French 
aviator, to-day when he flew 75 kilo­
metres (forty-five and a half miles) at 
an average altitude of two hundred 
and forty feet.

show that the deeper loading of merchant 
ships' sanctioned by the Load Line Regu­
lations of 1906 was not the danger it was 
in some quarters held to be. The new 
statistics are Just as conclusive on the 
point, although, obviously, there are 
other elements of the whole problem that 
cannot be ignored. Only the lives of mas­
ters and seamen are taken account of in 
our reckoning, in order that the number 
of lives lost may be compared with the 
total number of people employed. With 
a single exception—that for the first year 
in which the new load lines were opera­
tive—the lives lost in 1908 make the lowest 
annual total In the period covered by the 
return, although the number of men em­
ployed has Increased from 218,247 In 1891 
to 243,189 In 1908.

The number of men employed In sailing 
ships has declined from 68,367 In 1881 to 
23,478 in 1908. On the other hand, while the 
number of men employed on steamers has 
Increased from 1$4,890 In 1891 to 219,711 in 
1908, the number of lives lost has de­
creased from 846 to 699. The latter group 
of figures seems to indicate (1) that there 
is no danger in the deeper loading; (2) 
that the design and construction of the 
modern steamer are improved; and <3) 
that steamships are nowadays handled 
with greater skill and more care. The 
Improvement may also be partly due to 
larger vessels. Whatever the causes may 
be, however, the Improvement is gratify­
ing, because the true significance of the 
return is that the dangers of seafaring 
are diminishing. The figures in the ap­
pended table relate to both sailing and 
steam tonnage, and express the situation 
at its bèst:

New York, Sept. 20.—A special dis­
patch to the Times from Copenhagen 
says that it is rumored that in circles 
usually well informed that the abdica­
tion of King George of Greece, as a 
result of the military agitation at 
Athens, Is considered Inevitable. These 
same circles had, during the last fort­
night, been highly optimistic In regard 
to the King's position.

The present trouble in the Greek gov­
ernment, it is believed, is the outcome 
of the recent failure of the Greek cause 
in Crete, when the powers, upofi Tur­
key’s protest, removed the Helenic flag 
which had been hoisted at Canea by the 
islanders.

courses when organized labor allows 
itself to sympathize with 
methods -if. Is R°t entitled, to jgur sym­
pathy. Our friends of the great unions 
at times complain of our courts, more 
perhaps because of the decisions in in­
junction cases than for anything else.

"There is no subject upon which I 
feel so deeply as upon the necessity of 
reform in the administration of civil 
and criminal law. To sum it all up In 
one phase, the difficulty in both is due 
to delay. It is not too much to say 
that the administration of the criminal 
law in this country is a disgrace to our 

e'7i civilization, and that the prevalence of 
crime and fraud, which are in greater 
evidence than in European countries, 
is due largely to the failure of the law 
anti the administration of it to bring 
criminals to justice. I am sure that 
this failure is not due to corruption of 
officials, neglect, or laziness, but is 
chiefly due to the system, against 
which it is impossible for an earnest 
prosecutor and an efficient judge to 
struggle. Until our people shall be­
come fully aware and in some concrete 
way be made to suffer from the escape 
of criminals from justice in the coun­
try, this system may continue.

"One of the methods by which it 
could be remedied In some degree Is 
to give judges more power In the trial 
of criminal cases and enable them to 
aid the jury In its consideration of 
facts, and to exercise more control 
over the arguments that counsel sees 
fit to advance. But reform in' our 
criminal procedure Is not the only re­
form that we ought to have in our 
country’s courts. On the civil side 
there is undue delay, and this always 
works for the benefit of the longest 
purse.

"What the poor man needs is 
prompt decision of his case, and by 
limiting the appeals in cases involving 
small amounts of money, so that there 
shall be a final decision In the lower 
courts, an opportunity. Is given to the 
poor litigant to get judgment in time 
to enjoy it, and not after he has 
hausted all his resources in litigation 
to the supreme court. The situation is 
now ripe for the appointment of a 
commission by congress to take up the 
question of the law’s delays in the 
federal courts and to report a system 
which shall not only secure quick and 
cheap Justice to the litigants In the

The occupant of the 
boat claimed that he was alone and that 
the canoe had gone out from Bentinct 
Island and picked him up. It is 
thought by Mr. Eastwood that this is 
another boat altogether, because there 
were certainly several people in the one 
he saw, and no canoe went out to it. 
They watched the boat for a long time 
and all were intensely excited as they 
saw the fatality without being able to 
help.

Ask For Sum For Removal of Skeleton 

From Graveyard.

Vancouver, Sept. 16.—Acting under 
instructions from the Indian depart­
ment at Ottawa, A. W. Voweli, super­
intendent of Indian affairs for British 
Columbia, goes north to-night with the 
object of breaking the deadlock now 
existing between the Indians at Kit- 
sumkaium and the Grand Trunk Pacific 
railway respecting the building of the 
company’s line through an Indian 
graveyard.

The Dominion government, after in­
vestigation, has rejected the extravag­
ant demands of its Indian wards on the 
Skeena river, and has accepted the of­
fer submitted by the railway company 
as a basis of settlement.

Work on the grade through the 
cemetery has been hung up for a 
month owing to the uncompromising 
position taken by the Indians. The 
railway company now offers to grant 
$16 for the removal of each skeleton, 
allow $200 for the purpose of .establish­
ing a n^w cemetery and $1,000 to the 
surviving members of the tribe as a 
balm for their wounded feelings, 
the offer is not accepted within a week 
after its submission the chief will be 
deposed and the work of removing 
the bodies will be proceeded with.

The graves affected by this dispute 
number twelve or thirteen. The Indians 
several months ago demanded that 
compensation be paid the surviving 
latives according to the rank of the 
departed. Eight hundred dollars 
asked for the privileges of disturbing 
the resting place of two venerable 
chiefs who died nearly thirty years 
ago, and $600 for Indian men, $260 for 
Indian women and $150 for Indian 
babes.

FULL TEXTS GIVEN
IN COURT OF APPEAL

Case Has Important Bearing 
on Development of Coal 

Measures.

Following is the full text of the very 
important judgments handed down by 
the. Full Court, sitting at Vancouver a 
few days ago, in the appeal case of *the 
Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway Com- 

Fiddlck:
Hon. Mr. Justice Irving—By the Sta­

tute 3 and 4, Ed. VII., c. 54, the provin­
cial parliament imposed upon 
Lieutenant-Governor in council the ob­
ligation of issuing to certain settlers a 
crown grant of certain lands in a cer­
tain form.

All that was necessary on the part 
of any person claiming the benefit of 
the statute was to make an applica­

tion to the Lieut. - Gov ernor in council 
•within the time and in the manner 
specified with the necessary evidence, 
and a crown grant would be issued to 
him.

think, means that the crown shall then 
by an instrument in the form of a 
crown grant execute this ■ statutory 
power, the effect of that execution be­
ing not to pass any estate or interest 
of the grantor, but to despoil, these 
plaintiffs of their property and vest it 
in those for whose "behoof this act was 
passed. Authority is hardly needed for 
the proposition that the requirements 
of such an act as this should be strict­
ly observed. In Far we 11 on Power, 2nd 
ed. 2, p. 147, it is laid down that:

“A power which is not to arise until 
a future or contingent event happens, 
or until a condition is fulfilled, cannot 
be exercised until the event happens or 
the condition is fulfilled ; for Until then 
1^ has in fact no existence.”

And it is worthy of note that to such 
a power as this, given by statute, the 
jurisdiction of the court to relieve 
against defective execution does not 
attach : ib. 343-4.

was issued under the act toA grant
the present defendant and is attacked, 
inter alia, that she (or rather her pre­
decessor in title) was not a settler 
within the meaning of the act, and that
ehe had not complied with the terms 
of the statute as to supplying evidence 
B. to the settlement and intention, and 
on the further ground that the grant 
had been obtained by her without no­
tice to the railway company.

It was conceded at the trial (p. 184) 
that the grant had issued without no­
tice to the plaintiffs, or without notifi­
cation to them to show cause why it 
should not issue.

The first question that we have to 
consider is the construction to be placed 
upon the act. In my opinion, the obli­
gation imposed by that statute accord­
ing to the true construction of that 
statute, was to be exercised after due 
inquiry, of which the railway company 
were entitled to have due notice.

Every statute or rule conferring on 
any tribunal, be that tribunal the 
Lieutenant-Governor in council, a mu­
nicipal council, or the committee of a 
club, authority to' adjudicate upon 
matters involving civil consequences to 
Individuals, should be construed as if 
words stipulating for a fair hearing to 
all parties had been inserted therein. 
The legislature omits them as unneces­
sary, knowing that the courts will read 
these words into the act. The only 
question upon which there can be any 
doubt is as to the consequence of the 
Lieutenant-Governor in council omit­
ting to observe this rule.

Let us assume that words appropriate 
to the securing of a hearing to both 
sides had been actually written into 
the statute, what would be the effect 
of a crown grant issued if this prelim­
inary requirement had not been com­
plied with? I think the, court would 
be justified in holding it null and void. 
'Possibly it might be necessary in view 
of the fact that it was a grant by the 
crown to presume that the crown had 
been misled by representation of the 
applicant that she had caused the pre- 
eent plaintiffs to be served with notice 
of the proceedings and they had per­
mitted the mater to go by default. But 
Whether it is necessary to resort to 
Such a presumption or not, I think there 
is jurisdiction for the court to make a 
decree in an action between the par­
ties.

There are numerous cases to estab­
lish that where a crown grant, or an 
alleged crown grant, is a nullity, the 
courts have restrained an individual 
from making use of the document: 
Holman v. Green.

Farwell v. the Queen, 22 S. C. R., 
BBS; although the crown was not a 
party to the litigation.

The judgment in this case is not 
against the crown, and on that point 
I wish to say that I express no opin­
ion as to the merits of the applicant’s 
claim. The proper forum for the con­
sideration of that matter is the Lieut.V 
Governor in council, when both sides 
can be heard.

I agree with the remarks of the 
learned Chief Justice that as a general 
principle a crown grant is not open to 
attack except in an action to which

As the learned author puts it: “If 
the legislature has authorized certain 
acts to be done in a particular way, it 
is difficult to see how the court can 
give validity to any siicli act if done 
otherwise than in accordance with the 
statutory requirements; to give relief 
in such a case would be to legislate 
afresh.”

What are the conditions prescribed 
by the statute ? One cigar condition is, 
in my opinion, that the applicant’s 
claim should be passed upon by the 
tribunal named in the section, 
namely, the Lieutenant - Govern­
or in council. The evidence, I think, 
sufficiently shows that this condition 
has not been complied with. The proof 
of it would naturally be in the shape 
of a minute or order in council passing 
favorably upon the application, and it 
is not suggested that there is any such 
docum^t. The evidence of the officers 
of the land department that these ap­
plicants were put through as matters 
of ordinary departmental routine, and 
without any reference of them so far 
as they were aware to -council, was 
sufficient, in my opinion, to shift the 
onus to the defendant of proving com­
pliance with the statute in this respect, 
if, indeed, the onus were not upon her 
from the outset, after production of the 
pla%tiff’s elder crown grant. I think, 
therefore, that we must take it that 
the statutory tribunal charged with the 
duty of passing upon the defendant’s 
application never did in truth pass 
upon it, and this fact alone would, in 
my opinion, suffice to dispose of the 
case. As to the Lieutenant-Governor 
in council being in this case a purely 
statutory tribunal, see Emreson v. 
Skinner, (1906) 12 B. C. 154.

put assuming that the Lieutenant- 
Governor in council did pass upon the 
application, it sufficiently appears, I 
think, that no notice of the application 
was ever given these plaintiffs, and 
that the whole matter indeed from start 
to finish was put through without no­
tice to them. The learned Chief Jus­
tice states in his judgment that this 
was admittedly the position. But Mr. 
McPhilllps contended that the statute 
contains no. provision for such notice 
to the plaintiff company, and that the 
legislature must be taken to have in­
tentionally omitted it. To so hold 
would be to ascribe to a British legis­
lature in this 20th century an intention 
to set up a tribunal empowered to dis-t 
regard that fundamental rule of British 
jurisprudence expressed in the maxim, 
“Hear both sides,” as put by Black­
burn J., in the Saddlers case (1863) 32 
L. J. Q. B., at p. 344, it is “of the very 
essence of justice that every person 
should be heard before the judgment 
is given against hind.” I need not en­
large on the authorities upon this point; 
they have been very recently the sub- 
juct of discussion before the Supreme 
Court of Canada in Bonanza Creek 
Hydraulic Concession v. The King 
(1908) 40 S. C. R. 281; see also Chang 
Hang Kin, Ex. p. (1909) 78, L. J. P. C.

The judgment should be shaped so as 
to permit the defendant, on giving no­
tice to the railway company, to proceed 
with her application which was made, 
as I understand it, under section 5 of 
the act.

Our judgmenthas the crown here? 
will not take from or add to the crown 
the slightest possible interest in the 
property in question. This crown grant 
is sui generis, as I have already tried 
to point out. It takes nothing out of 
the crown, and our declaration that it 
is a nullity will give nothing to the 
crown. That, I think, is the essential 
difference between this case and the
case relied upon by the defendant's 
council. Assets Co. v. Mere Roichi 
(1905) A. C. 176. There the setting aside 
of the instrument attached would have 
the effect, so far as I can gather from 
the report of re-vesting the property 
in thp crown, not of vesting it in the 
native plaintiffs.

There is here, in my opinion, in plain 
’and unambiguous words a statutory 
obligation imposed upon the Lieuten­
ant-Governor in council to issue the 
grant, not because of any default, 
breach, misrepresentation or fraud on 
the plaintiffs’ part; nor because there 
is an* question of forfeiture or aban­
donment. The act does not say that 
there is to be an investigation, inquiry, 
adjudication or arbitration as to the 
conditions under which the plaintiffs 
hold the land. There is nothing to in­
vestigate now; there Is nothing to ad­
judicate ; there is nothing to arbitrate.

And it is in this respect that the case 
of Bonanza Creek Hydraulic Conces­
sion v. The King (1906) 40 S. C. R. 281, 
and the cases therein cited, are distin­
guishable. In those cases ‘rihe claim 
for re-entry depended upon some alleg­
ed default, breach, or failure to com­
ply with the terms of the lease on the 
lessee's part. I do not, therefore, 
think the plaintiffs were entitled to 
any notice of the defendant's applica­
tion.

The governmental department which 
is charged with the administration of 
land in British Columbia, being ade­
quately equipped for the dischage of 
the onerous duties devolving upon it, 
presumably performed its functions 
when the application' in question was 
made.

The presumption Is that the patent Is 
valid and passed the legal title, and, 
furthermore, it Is prima facie evidence 
of itself that all the Incipient steps had 
been regularly taken before the title 
was perfected by the patent. Minier 
v. Crommeltn, 18 Howard, 68. 
are a number of other American cases 
cited by counsel which follow on the 
same line.

In Gladstanes v. Sandwich 
(1842) 4 M. & G. 995, the crown grant 
was upheld, but no one suggested that 
the crown should have been a party to 
the action.

Osborne v. Morgan (1888) 13 A. C. 227, 
seems to me to draw the distinction I 
have been endeavoring to point out. 
The plaintiffs there failed because 
their “miner’s right” certificates gave 
them “no legal or equitable interest in 
the soil,” and therefore no statute to 
attack the title of defendants under 
certain crown leases which as their 
Lordships pointed out (p. 235) were 
voidable only, and not void. Those the 
crown could affirm. Here for the rea­
sons above indicated, the defendant’s 
crown grant is absolutely void, and in­
capable of confirmation.

We are not troubled by any question 
as to the necessity for soi. fa. proceed-' 
ings. Such proceedings are not applic­
able to colonial crown grants issued 
under statutory authority; Reg. v. 
Hughes, L. R. I. P. C. 81; so that no

Time for Mile

Ten firsts and six seconds to Victoria 
athletes as against only four wins and 
five seconds obtained by Vancouver, 
won for the Capital City the highest 
honors, at the provincial amateur 
championship meet Saturday after­
noon at Vancouver.

Judge Morrison Dissents.
Hon. Mr. Justice Morrison—The act, 

a consideration of which is involved in 
this appeal, is the “Vancouver Island 
Settlers Rights Act, 1904,’’ an act to 
secure to certain pioneer settlers with­
in the Esquimau & Nanaimo railway 
belt their surface and under surface 
rights.

The defendant claims as representa­
tion of a pioneer settler within the 
meaning of that act, and pursuant to 
the authority of the act he received, 
and holds, a crown grant of lands 
which had previously been granted to 
the plaintiffs. The history of the legis­
lation and litigation concerning the 
rights of the pioneer settlers to those 
lands within the Esquimau & Nanaimo 
railway belt leading to the passing of 
the Settlers’ Rights Bill, will be found 
in the cases of Hoggan v, E. & N. Rail­
way Co. (1894) A. C,j 429; and McGregor 
V. E. & N. Ry. Co. (1905) 12 B. C. 257; 
and therefore it is not necessary to re­
peat it here.

This act, which has been held to be 
intra vires by the judicial committee 
of the Privy Council, sanctions the ac­
tion of the Lieutenant-Governor in 
council in granting the land in ques­
tion to the defendant.

We have nothing whatever to do with 
the policy or wisdom of justice or in­
justice of this legislation, assuming the 
words of the Act are not intractable or 
ambiguous. As to the alleged Inequity, 
of the act, it has been held that in re­
spect of legislation, equity is synony­
mous with the meaning of the legisla­
ture.

But our limited function is not to say 
what the legislature meant, but to 
ascertain what the legislature has said 
that it meant. Rothschild & Sons v. 
Comm". Inland Revenue (1894) 2 Q. B. 
D., 145.

“No doubt one is entitled to put one’s 
self in the position of the legislature at 
the time the act was passed in order to 
see what was the state of knowledge, 
what were the circumstances brought 
before the legislature, and what was 
the legislature aiming at.”

Attorney-General 
Electric Supply Co., Ltd. (1905) I 
Ch. 31.

“If the precise words are plain and 
unambiguous in our judgment we are 
bound to construe them in their ordin­
ary sense, even though it do lead in 
our view of the case to an absurdity 
or manifest injustice. Words may be 
modified ,or varied where their Import 
Is doubtful or obscure.. But we assume 
the functions of legislators when we 
depart from the ordinary meaning of 
the precise words used, merely because 
we see or fancy we see an absurdity 
or manifest injustice from an adher­
ence to their meaning.”

Abbey v. Dale, 20, L. J. C. P., 233. 
considering statutory enactments 

we must have regard to the history of 
the act and the reasons which led to 
its being passed. We must look at the 
mischief to be cured as well as the 
cure provided. Thompson v. Clanmor- 
ris (Lord), 69 L. J. Ch., 340.

We may not lightly conclude or as­
sume that the enactment will work in­
justice, for as Brett, L. J., held in Ex 
parte Corbett (1880) 14 ch. D., 129, there 
Is a general rule of construction of 
statutes, namely, that unless you are 
obliged to do so, you must not suppose , 
that the legislature intended to do a 
palpable injustice.

The controversy between the friends 
of Commander 'Peary and Dr. Cook as 
to which of the two discovered the 
North Pole has awakened public In­
terest In former attempts to reach the 
pole. Sir John Franklin’s effort In 1846 
In two warships, detached by the Ad­
miralty for the purposes of the expedi­
tion, had most deplorable and disas­
trous results. Both ships were lost In 
the icè and several expeditions sent to 
ascertain the fate of the explorers fail­
ed to discover any traces, until after 
several years the remains of a few of 
the officers and crew were discovered 
beneath cairns. Scientific Instruments 
and the log of one of the ships were 
recovered from the Esquimaux, but 
every man belonging to the expedition 
had perished, Including the intrepid 
commander (whose remains were never 
found), and all his staff.

Amongst the most recent and pa­
thetic failures was that of Lieut. 
Andre, who selected a huge balloon 
fitted with every conceivable facility 
then known to science and art in the 
wrok of discovery.

Lieut. Andre left Danes Island, 617 
miles from the pole, on the 17th July, 
1896. He was accompanied by Dr. 
Strindberg and Frauzell. His depart­
ure was watched by a few English 
friends, who accompanied him to the 
starting point, and a number of na­
tives. The airship rose majestically 
and sailed away with a fair wind and 
was soon lost to sight.

None of the party 
again by mortal eyes.

Some days later, about the 25th of 
July, the wife of a Cariboo miner who 
lived in a cabin near Quesnel Forks, 
was engaged in hanging out pome 
clothes, when three Indians 
the gulch and shouted, pointing as they 
ran toward the sky. In broken English 
the natives exclaimed that a great 
monster had passed high above their 
heads. The woman gazed intently in 
the direction pointed out, and soon de­
scried a large balloon. It was high in 
the heavens and sailed swiftly in a 
northerly direction. It was in full view 
for at least ten minutes. The woman 
ran as rapidly as possible to the works 
of the hydraulic company, managed by 
J. B. Hobson of this city, and told that 
gentleman of the strange sight. Mr. 
Hobson hurried out of his office and 
gazed heavenward, but by that time 
the visitor had hurried beyond the 
range of his vision and he saw no­
thing but the blue sky. ihe woman 
and the Indians stoutly maintained 
that the object had passed over their 
heads, and they had had a good look 
at a basket or boat which hung below 
the balloon and which seemed to be 
empty, at least no person was visible 
and no signals were made, 
markable story was sent to London at 
the time and was commented upon by 
the English press as presumptive evi­
dence that the huge balloon, having 
lost the human cargo, was wandering 
like a vagrant to and fro through the 
upper currents and its voyage did not 
end until the buoyancy was exhausted 
and it alighted like a tired bird some­
where in the wilds of western British 
Columbia, where Its remains may some 
day be found. -
