The foreign embassies are not mani­
festing alarm. They are expressing con­
fidence that the government will be able 
to handle the situation, and that there is 
nothing now warranting apprehension 
for the lives or safety of their fellow 
countrymen.

The authorities insist that the danger 
of the situation is exaggerated, continu­
ing to scout the idea of a revolution and 
maintaining the ability of the govern­
ment to meet all emergencies.

Traffic between St. Petersburg and 
Moscow and St. Petersburg and TJarsaw 
is uninterrupted.

Chefoo, Jan. 23.—Thirteen junks, con­
taining 500 rasn, women and children, 
after a passage of sixty hours from Port 
Arthur, arrived here to-day. The passen­
gers were immediately sent on board' the 
British steamer Muenchen, chartered by 
the Russian government to take them 
home. Eleven other junks were expect­
ed, and as a gale is now rising, anxiety 
as to their safety is being expressed. 
Steamers are searching for them.

Among the arrivals to-day was the 
Russian civil administrator, M. Werche- 
riine, who was permitted by the Japan­
ese to leave so that he, might take 
charge of ihe refugees. He was accom­
panied by a. paroled officer, who acted as 
his assistant.

All the Russians speak highly of the 
consideration shown them by -the Japan­
ese aft» the fortress capitulated, and 
the majority of them look upon the* 
long wait upon thé shores of Pigeon Bay 
without shelter as being unavoidable.

Steamers with Russian refugees from 
Port Arthur arrived here to-night, but 
owing to the prevalence of a high gale 
the passengers were not Janded.

One of the passengers arriving to-day 
brought a copy of General Stoessel’s 
final proclamation to the garrison, dated 
January 7th. In it the Russian comman­
der reviews the glorious record of the 
defenders, and refers to the slow, resist­
less tightening of the Japanese cordon, 
to the ceaseless rain of great shells, 
which, he said, nothing could resist, and 
the utter exhaustion of the resisting 
power of the fortress.

“It is apparent,” the proclamation 
says, “that further reeistance would be 
merely daily murder. It is the duty of 
«Aery commander t<y avoid useless sacri­
fice of lives. It is not hard to die for 
one’s country, hut I must be brave 
enough to surrender."

General Stoessel’s last act before leav­
ing Port Arthur was to kneel and say a 
short prayer, and then to kiss the ground 
he had held for so long and so valiantly 
defended.

London, Jan. 24.—A big brass plate 
at the entrance of the Russian embassy 
here was wrenched off at 2 o’clock this 
morning. A special constable on duty 
at the embassy witnessed1 the act, but 
was unable to gef to the spot in time to 
arrest the man, who eluded pursuit. The 
incident is regarded as simply the act 
of a common thief.

Plans For a General Strike. 
Moreover, reports are current that the 
-workmen, who otherwise would soon be 
forced back into the shops or starve, 
have received assurances of financial 
support from the sources which hither­
to have furnished the sinewa of war to 
the liberal andi revolutionary agitation, 
but have not before been in touch with 
the labor movement.

If the strike becomes general all over 
Russia, and especially if the railroads 
are involved, it might immediately force 
the nation to make peace with Japan. 
The situation appeals grave from every 
standpoint; but the authorities, appar­
ently somewhat bewildered, declare 
they purpose to stand firm, maintaining 
that it is their first duty to preserve or­
der, scouting the idea of actual revolu­
tion.

Seemingly the ministers are most 
concerned over the effect of the present 
situation abroad, where, they declare, 
exaggerated reports create a false im­
pression. What, if any, steps have 
,been taken to meet the general situa­
tion, however, has not yet been disclos­
ed; but there are extremely significant 
reports to-night that the Emperor is 
making the decision at an extraordin­
ary meeting of the council of the em­
pire at Tzarskoe-Selo to-day, declared 
St. Petersburg in a state of siege, and

To-day there was no repetition of the 
deplorable occurrences of yesterday, 
with the exception that a single blank 
volley was fired at a crowd near the 
Warsaw station. Careful investiga­
tion shows that no bullets were fired. 
The military everywhere had a firm 
grip on the situation, and the police 
used every precaution, such as forbid­
ding the sale of petroleum and advising 
persons to remain indoors.

TheSt. Petersburg, Jan. 24.—St Peters­
burg will be declared in a state of siege 
to-morrow. General Trepoff, until recent­
ly chief of police of Moscow, has been 
appointed Governor-General of St. 
Petersburg, and has taken! up quarters 
in the Winter Palace. Strangely enough, 
the only precedent is the case of Gen­
eral TrepofFs father during the reign 
of Nihilistic terrorism under Alexander 
II., and it is also a strange coincidence 
that unsuccessful attempts were made 
on the lives of both. General Trepoff 
is a man of great energy, but the meas­
ures he adopted at Moscow for the sup­
pressing the student demonstrations in 
December last provoked much resent­
ment, and the revolutionists recently 
condemned him to death.

The aspect of the Russian capital is 
decidedly more calm: Business, which 
had been at a complete standstill, haa 
been resumed upon 
Tho employees in a few of the smaller 
factories resumed work to-day, and the 
crowds of strikers in the streets were 
diminished. Troops, although in evi­
dence, were not so numerous as on Mon­
day, and a more confident feeling exists 
in official circles that the energetic meas­
ures which have been inaugurated will 
insure the safety and quiet of the city.

Beneath the surface, however, the fer­
ment continues, and the public nervous­
ness and apprehension as to future de­
velopments is still unallayed.

Such measures may result m more ter­
rorism to-morrow, hut the consensus of 
opinion is that the immediate actions of 
the strikers depends upon what occurs 
in Moscow and other large cities of Rus­
sia where the workmen ere beginning to 
strike. Over 100,000 men are out in the 
ancient capital of the empire to-night. A 
telegram from Moscow to the Associated 
Press at midnight reported that there 
had been no disorder there as yet.

There Will be » big demonstration

London, Jan. 2d.—The Daily Tele­
graph’s St. Petersburg correspondent 
reports that as the outcome of the 
meetings of the reform party , of Gorky, 
Annesky, Arsneieff and others, and 
their adherents Saturday night and 
Sunday, a body of men has been con­
stituted who regard themselves as the 
future provisional government of Rus­
sia. As yet, the correspondent says, 
there are 60 ciphers, but they hope 
some sudden stroke of luck will enable 
them to overturn the existing regime, and 
at the same time they recognize the fact 
that non-success may lead them to Si­
beria or the tomb.

The correspondent adds: “I am not 
permitted to reveal their identity. They 
are not adventurers, but men of stand­
ing, whose names are widely known 
and deeply respected' here and' abroad: 
They have requested me to state that 
their financial policy would be to re­
spect all Russia’s loans and obligations 
entered into before January 22nd, but to 
repudiate any foreign loans contracted 
in the future. They have decided', in 
conjunction with the strike leaders, to 
appeal to English-speaking people 
throughout the world for financial assist­
ance to enable them to continue the 
struggle for freedom."

tained by such- means. He urges the 
strikers not to listen 'to the promptings of 
the evil-disposed, but to resume work, 
promising to examine the men’s demands 
and as far as possible grant them. At 
the same time the governor warns the 
strikers that in the event of disturbances 
in the streets he will take vigorous meas­
ures, using armed forces if necssary. 

Panic at Kishineff,
Kishiqeff, Jan. 25.—A seditious dem­

onstration during the performance led to 
à panic an a theatre here last night. A 
crisis in the hostility towards the gov­
ernment was raised in the crowded audi­
torium by incendiary proclamations 
Which were showered from the gallery. 
The audience became panic-stricken, and 
considerable time elapsed before order 
was restored. Twenty arrests were made, 
including four Jewish, soldiers.

Mutiny of Sailers.
Kiçff, Jan. 24.—Details of the burning 

of the admiralty’s yards at Sevastopol 
have arrived here, showing that it was 
the result, of a mutiny of 8,000 sailors, 
such as never before occurred in Russia.

■ All Saturday there had, been, consider­
able talk all over the city that the sail­
ors in the Sevastopol barracksitmd grown 
restive and that numerous instances of 
insubordination had occurred, Shortly 
after the noon hour Monday the doors 
of the barracks were thrown,, open and 
several thousand sailors forced, their 
out into the street. ),y;.

Like a band of savages t)j,ey threw 
themselves upon everything ip,the vicin­
ity that could be turned into weapons. 
Most of the sailors had secured broken 
pieces of the iron railing, and, -brandish­
ing them in the air, they fell -pnto line 
and advanced to the officers,, quarters. 
In the twinkling of an. eye thpr building 
was practically demolished, and then the 
mutineers made for their victims. Sev­
eral officers tried to cheek the advance of 
the sailors. It was in vain. For those 
who stood in the way of the-«nob were 
borne down and trampled under foot.

One squad of mutineers rubbed to the 
rooms of a captain who is said, to have 
been particularly disliked. Tlie officer 
was seized and thrown to the floor. They 
beat in this skull until his,'face was 
mangled beyond, recognition, find then 
they wrecked his rooms and took every 
weapon they could find.

Meanwhile those on the outside had set 
fire to the building, which, being old and 
mainly constructed of wood, was burned 
to the ground.

From there the mutineers rushed wiSL 
ly through' the streets, setting up the cry 
of “The revolution has begun.”

In their march through the city they 
were joined by hundreds .of workmen 
and roughs, who took up the slogan, 
carrying it from one part of the town to 
the other.

One detachment of sailors had separ­
ated from the crowd and made straight 
for the naval quarters. Admiral Tschu- 
chnin, wh-o was just stepping into the 
street, immediately went back into the 
building and telephoned for a detach­
ment of infantry. A non-commissioned 
officer was placed at the head of the 
squad and instructed to fire upon- the 
sailors. He refused, saying that among 
the mutineers was his brother, and the 
non-commissioned1 officer was immediate­
ly arrested. An officer took charge of 
the detachment.

The body of infantry and the rioting 
sailors met in the vicinity of ntaval head'- 
quarters. The officer ini charge of the 
soldiers gave the order to fire. Every 
man in the squad raised his rifle and 
fired into the air. Immediately the men 
were ordered back to the barracks end 
placed under arrest, but the^- resisted 
their superiors and a riot followed. Little

A second detachment of infantry had 
meanwhile been ordered out to take 
the place of their riotous comrades and 
subdue the Sailors.

These in no way coutd be 
construed as constituting a part of the 
farm produce.

Further, he contended! that from his 
understanding of the evidence given by 
Assessor Fisher that official must have 
acted illegally and outside the act inas­
much as the value of part of the produce 
was assessed after it had passed out of 
the possession of the farmer.

Mr. Oliver contended that .the assessor 
was outside the act whether ;he assessed 
the crop in, anticipation of what it would 
be or 'left the forms to be filled' in, after 
the crop, such as small fruits, xqas dis­
posed of. The aesesor could' not enforce 
this act. It was impossible to assess a 
large part of the produce of the farm 
under the provisions of the act. The 
assessor had to go outside the act in at­
tempting to equalize the taxation.

Supt. Hup^qy, of provincial police, 
returned Wednesday from Nanaimo, 
after having spent some time di­
recting the search for the two lost chil­
dren whose disappearance has aroused 
so much, attention throughout the prov­
ince. To a Times reporter Thursday 
the superintendent said that ‘the mystery 
was as deep as ever, there being absolute­
ly nothing in the shape of a definite clew 
to guide the searchers. Everything pos­
sible has been done to locate the little 
-ones, hundreds of energetic men have 
traversed every square foot of country 
for miles around, the streams, lakes, 
swamps and harbor have been diligently 
dragged, without avail. Theory has 
succeeded theory in quick succession, and 
one had only to be suggested to be thor­
oughly investigated. The suspicion that 
the little girls had been kidnapped by 
Chinese was proven to be groundless as 
far as Nanaimo’s Chinatown was con­
cerned. The children- have been traced 
to the old Southfield’s workings, about 
four miles this side of the Coal City, but 
there all traces end.

Supt. Hussey engaged the ablest and 
most experienced trappers and hunters 
among the -Cowiehan Indians to explore 
the surrounding country, but they, too, 
were unsuccessful in finding any tangi­
ble traces. They have advanced a theory 
that the little ones might have been car­
ried away by some wild beasts, panthers 
in particular.. Near the spot where what 
are believed to be the traces -of the chil­
dren are certain tracks -that the Indians 
say are those of a panther. Whether 
these beasts would attack the children 
when alive is a question for hunters to 
answer, although one would think that 
had they done so the signs of a struggle, 
slight as it would have been, would be 
visible. At any rate the searchers have 
about despaired of finding any inkling of 
the lost ones’ whereabouts.

P. R. Company has not ordered turbines 
for its new ships building, and there are 
many other big corporations tvhich do 
not feel disposed to ran any risk about a 
venture which, in their estimation, might 
add materially to-the cost of building, if 
after trial the turbines had to be re­
placed with the reciprocating engines. 
As stated, however, the Miowera’s en­
gineer is firmly of the opinion that the 
turbine is a success, and that these en­
gines possess, in addition to the many 
features commonly known about them, 
the advantage pf reducing vibration to a 
minimum by distributing more equally 
over the hull of a vessel any motion that 
might be produced by the machinery.

LOOKING FOR SMUGGLERS.
The United States revenue cutter 

Grant and the revenue launches Guard- 
and Seoul, are searching the islands of 
the Straits for smugglers believed1 to be 
operating from the British Columbia 
side. A Seattle paper says:

“It is general# believed that, the 
smugglers are located on one of the isl­
ands ip the San Juan group, while sev­
eral of the inspectors think that the men 
may have selected1 Whidby Island', be­
cause it is located closer to this port than 
the others.

“That many pounds of opium are be­
ing smpggied across the border is firmly 
believed by the government officers. Re­
cently it was learned that members of 
the crew of vessels plying between Vic­
toria and Vancouver were bringing in 
the drag in small tins and1 selling them 
to the memberéo? AC" local Chinese col- 
ony. They secured ‘the opium in Vic­
toria’s Chinatown before the sailing of 
their boats and carried all they could 
without detection by the ship’s officers. 
The business was profitable, and the 
money derived from the traffic almost 
equaled the men's wages in >a month.

“While many tins of the drug find 
their way to the American side in this 
manner, the customs officers know that 
fishing sloops are bringing opium into 
the country by the ton.

"The waters of Puget Sound afford 
many opportunities for the smugglers to 
carry on operations without detection. 
The question of guarding the many 
avenues of entry is also a serious prob­
lem which faces the officers of the immi­
gration department.

“It has leaked out thafeut diamonds 
have been smuggled across the line by 
the hundred. The stones were received 
in British Columbia on vessels in the 
British fleet. Agents at Victoria and 
Vancouver have sent package after pack­
age to Seattle as laundry and in the 
baggage carried on the boats.

“Not long ago the purser of one steam­
er" running to British-Columbia said that 
a package had been sent to this port 
from Vancouver which contained sey- 
eral dozen-diamonds. They remained in 
his office for a day, when a stranger 
called and asked if a parcel bearing a 
certain name had been brought over. 
Later the officers were told that it con­
tained the valuable gems.”

WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY.
The report that the C. P. R. Empr-ss 

liners are to be equipped with wireless 
telegraph apparatus is again 
Wireless Systems afloat, however, 
of little use without wireless systems 
ashore, ard it is the lack of apparatus 
on the Pacific Coast which has hitherto 
prevented the C. P. R. from installing 
the complementary apparatus on their 
splendid vessels.

It has just been announced from Otta­
wa, says the Vancouver World, that the 
sum of $100,000 is down on the esti­
mates for the establishment of Marconi 
stations in Canada, 
that several of these will be placed on 
the coast of Vancouver Island as a means 
of maintaining communication between 
Oarmanah Point and Victoria.

The benefits which would /irise from 
such a service have already been pointed 
outj in the Times. In so far as they will 
apply to the Empress liners the principal 
advantage to be derived will be the mat­
ter of locating them long before they 
enter the Straits. If, as is suggested, 
a station is built at OarmanahJPoint this 
could be done in the course of a compara­
tively short time, as there is a station 
at Victoria which is all but completed-.

The meet­
ing was held under the, auspices of the 
Loral Council of Women. A committee, 
consisting of Mrs. Day (president), Miss 
Crease and Mrs. Justin Gilbert (vice- 
prv-idents), Mrs. Spofford and Mrs. Jen- 
lîii-s (secretaries of the council), had been 
appointed to prepare for the meeting, and 
tin y had everything in. excellent shape.

The ballroom of Government House 
was utilized for the purpose, it being ar­
ranged to seat about 200. His Honor 
Sir Henri Joly de Lotbiniere presided, 
while on the platform with -him were: 
jl-rs. Goodrich, Mrs. Day, His Lordship 
Hi-iiop Perrin, His Worship the Mayor 
an.I Mrs. Barnard, Lady Crease, Miss 
Crease. Mrs. Jenkins, Mrs. Spofford, 
Mrs. Macaulay, Canon Beanlands and 
licv. Mr. Westman.

His Honor ijf opening referred to the 
good work which the Women’s Council 
was doing in its efforts to awaken an in­
terest in the cottage hospital plan. The 
government of the province of British 
Columbia had all along been most gen­
erous in providing for the scattered 
population in the way of medical aid. 
Last year $2,000 had been expended, 
$500 being paid to each of twenty medi­
cal men in order that assistance might 
lie placed within reach of the pioneers of 
the province. Men were exposed to ac­
cident in this province more than in most 
of the other parts of the Dominion. He 
ho ed that the cottage hospital scheme 
would be a decided success.

Mrs. Day read an outline, of the his­
tory and development of the work. In 
the course of this she said:

“During an extended tour in our 
Western provinces Lady Minto decided 
that .the Victorian Order of Nurses could 
turn its organization to the best account 
by assisting in ‘providing small cottage 
hospitals,’ and she further wished it to 
be distinctly remembered1 that any part 
of this work which she would be speci­
ally identified with, would be no new 
branch of the order’s work, but a spé­
cial effort on her -part to- develop that 
part of it which seemed- to be best adapt­
ed to the isolated districts in such dire 
need of skilled medical assistance.

“To this end she started a fund—‘The 
Lady Minto Cottage Hospital Fund’—for 
the purpose of erecting co-ttage hospitals, 
wnich were to bear the name of our late 
beloved Queen, and be known as ‘The 
Queen Victoria Memorial Hospitals’ ; and 
she also desired that a tablet be placed 
in each hospital to show that it was 
erected to commemorate the life of the 
Queen, the date when, and the fund by 
means of which, it was erected.

“When sixteen branches of the order 
had been successfully established and 
fourteen hospitals scattered over Can­
ada, some at points far distant from 
railway communication, the board of 
governors decided that the work had 
passed the experimental stalge, and was 
an assured success; and as the original 
fund was almost exhausted, they urged 
upon the people of Canada the necessity 
for an endowment fund (which had also 
been in Lady Aberdeen’s original plan), 
the interest of which, would not only 
meet the expenses of the central office, 
including the salary of the chief lady 
superintendent, but provide a substantial 
yearly sum for hospital endowment, and 
grants in aid of struggling branches of 
the order in the poorer and most needy 
districts, from which in many cases 
patients cannot ue conveyed long dis­
tances to the hospitals in large centres.

“Lady Mintols praiseworthy efforts to 
obtain this endowment fund met with 
such encouraging results that she hoped 
before she left Canada the full sum of 
$125.000 would be secured, the interest 
of which Would, realize an annual in­
come of $5,000. Half of this is to go to­
wards the general maintenance of the or­
der and the other half towards the erec­
tion of an hospital each year in one of 
the needy districts, .which, in apprecia­
tion of Lady Minto’s personal efforts, 
was to be called ‘The Lady Minto Hos­
pital’ at (name and place).

“The country is ‘developing so rapidly 
that twenty-two new applications have 
been made for these hospitals during the 
past year. Four of these applications 
were sent in from British Columbia, 
from Mission, Windermere, 150-Mile 
House and Essington, and while already 
three hospitals have been built in the 
province, at, Vernon, Kaslo and Revel- 
stoke. by the help of substantial grants 
from the Lady Minto hospital fund, the 
People of the province of British Oblum- 
bia have not yet contributed towards the 
fund, the burden of supplying these hos­
pitals both in British-Columbia and else­
where having been nobly -borne by the 
people of the provinces of Ontario and 
Quebec, who have alone subscribed 
3160.000 towards this fund.

“Do we in British Columbia realize that 
we have been accepting this help from 
the people of provinces which have to 
provide for their own sick, for the pur­
pose of building our hospitals and help­
ing our province?

“True, many self-denying efforts have 
lieen made locally to raise the money 
required to provide the local hospitals,

After the usual format toasts that of 
‘Theodore Roosevelt, President of the 
Unitedl States, was proposed and drunk 
with enthusiasm. Hon. A. E. Smith re­
sponded in a brief but appropriate ad­
dress. He referred: to the return' of the 
President by an overwhelming majority 
and of the satisfaction so apparent 
throughout Canada at the result of the 
elections; It was evident, he said, that 
the people of the Dominion entertained 
a brotherly feeling towards residents of 
the United' States, and that the sentiment 
was reciprocated. This was as it should 
be as the two countries were one in 
everything except name. Only an 
imaginary line separated them, and that. 
should not be allowed to Interfere with 
friendly relations. He felt sorry that the 
admiralty had decided to withdraw the 
Pacific fleet from Esquimait, as it had 
contributed materially to Victoria’s 
prosperity. Having been- a resident here 
for seven years he was much interested 
in the welfare of this city. But the 
action of the authorities demonstrated 
one important point, and that was the 
confidence felt in the government of the 
United States. If this feeling did not 
exist it was hardly probable that Great 
Britain would dismantle a base so close 
to the American seaboard. (Cheers).

According : to -the Seattle Post-Intelli­
gencer: ‘The prevailing opinion ' seemed 
to be that1 the coming summer will wit­
ness the greatest, excursion business to 
Alaska ever known in the history of 
steamboating from the Sound ports to 
the North. Theitow excursion ratjes that 
will be put in operation in the early sum­
mer to cover the business of the Lewis 
and Clark exposition are expected to 
bring great crowds to the Northwest, 
who, besides haying an opportunity to 
visit the Pacific boast, will take advan­
tage of the chance to see something of 
Alaska.

THE LATE REV. CHARLES DUFF.
-O.

Sketch of His Career in Eastern Paper 
—Liberal Among Liberals.

IVANCOUVER.
“The announcement that one of the 

officials of the B. C. Electric Bail way 
Company will be given the managership 
of the new line to Lulu Island, just take» 
over by the company from the O. P. R., 
is an indication that special attention is 
to he paid to the service, and to the 
development of the business which will 
follow the placing of electric cars on this 
route,” says the News-Adevrtiser.

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Of the late Rev. Ohas. Duff, father of 
Mr. Justice Duff, of this city, who died 
recently of tetanus in the East, an ex­
change says:
Mr. Duff had been for many years a 

central figure in Canâdian Congrega­
tionalism, and for over twenty years an 
influential force in the religious life of 
Toronto. Born in Nottingham, England, 
Nirtemfber 21st, 1832, he was educated 
afTîuehritiir Tofbard, hnd later cbming 
to America, studied arts at Union Col­
lege, Schenectady, N. Y., and theology 
in Toronto, graduating and ■ being or­
dained in 1862. For four years he was 
pastor of the Congregational church, 
Meaford, Ont., from which m 1866 he 
went to Liverpool, N. S. From Liver­
pool he was transferred1 to the Speedside 
Congregational church, near Guelph, 
Ont., in 1875, and in 1883 came to To­
ronto to take charge of the Brock avenue 
church, then organized.

Mr. Duff had twice held the important 
position of chairman of the Congrega­
tional Union of the Maritime provinces, 
and once been chairman of the Union of 
Ontario and Quebec. In 1894, upon the 
establishment of the Congregationalist, 
Mk Duff was appointed' editor. With 
the exception of three years spent in 
Brooklyn, N. 3., commencing November, 
1896, his work had been in Toronto 
since 1883.

In his political sympathies Mr. Duff 
was a Liberal among Libera^. As a lad 
in England he had been a disciple of 
Bright and Cobden, and as a Noncon­
formist, when dissent was neither so 
powerful nor so popular as it has since 
become, he saw the crushing injustices 
of class and religious privileges. It was 
in no mere party sense.that Mr. Duff 
was a Liberal, and 'alliqd himself With 
the Reform movement in Canada, but be­
cause he knew democracy with all ’its 
perils is safer than Toryism.
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RAILWAY STATISTICS.
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Statement Prepared by the Department 
at Ottawa.(.

Ottawa, Jan. 25.—The railway depart­
ment has completed the compilation 
railway statistics to June 30th, 1904. 
The mileage of steam railways in Can­
ada to that date was 19,611, an increase 
of over 500 miles. The paid up capital 
was $1,186,546,918, an increase of near­
ly $40,000,000. The gross earnings were 
$100,219,436, an increase of $7,081,638; 
while the net eardiflgs amounted to $25,- 
636,273, a decrease of $2,926,729 over 
1903. There were 23,640,765 passengers 
carried, an increase of 1,492,0(23, and 
freight, 48,097,519 tons, increase 724,102 
tons. Twenty-five passengers were kill­
ed, compared with 53 in 1903.

WHALB BBOKE CABLE. \ .

Damage to Une Fréta Seattle to Valdez,
Alaska, Has Been Repaired, ^4

Seattle, Jan. 25—The break In the 
cable between this city and Valdez, 
Alaska, which has been out of commis­
sion tor nearly three months, is now re­
paired and the work of forwarding mes­
sages has been resumed.

When the Sitka end of the cable was 
raised1 by the cable ship Burnside, it was 
found that a whale was attached. The 
animal’s jaws were firmly entangled in 
the wire and rubber insulation and the 
condition of its body showed that it had 
been dead for some time. It is the be­
lief of the cable experts that the damage 
to the cable was caused by the whale.
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The toast to the Lieutenant-Governor

THE MINNESOTA.
Some interesting figures have, been 

compiled aibout the cargo of the Min- 
nesota, now crossing the Pacific, j’lt has 
been ..estimated that it would take a 
train between 10 and 11 miles in, length 
and consisting of 1,332 cars to h|ul the 
26,000 tons of freight composing the 
cargo. Besides the cargo, the vessel 
carries 4,300 tons of fuel. Her cargo is 
the largest ever shipped on a single ves­
sel. It includes one piece of machinery 
weighing 15 tons. Her passengers num­
ber 24 cabin, 12 intermediates and 105 
steerage. Her crew numbers 383.

The Minnesota sailed on Monday even­
ing, and on leaving the Straits was 
doubtless in sight of the Ç. P. R. liner, 
the Empress of Japan, which sailed on 
the same evening. Agents of the latter 
are firmly of the opinion that thé Em­
press will reach Yokohama several days 
ahead of her rival. But the Minnesota, 
having big power, may develop an equal­
ly fast speed and give the Canadian liner 
an interesting race. At aqy rate it is 
significant that she should have’ sailed 
on her first trip across the Pacific on the 
same date as the Empress.- Shotid she 
be so badly outclassed in speed as some 
predict, her bid for the passenger bnsi- 

f the Pacific must consequently be 
weakened to some , extent.

The Dakota, sister ship of the monster 
Minnesota, and, as James J. Hill Has re­
marked, “as much like her as obie pat 
of butter is like another out of the same 
mold,” is expected to go into commission 
eariy in March.
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RACED AROUND WORLD.
The efficiency of the Canadian-Aus- 

tralian steamship line and the Canadian 
railways and their advantages over rival 
American steamship and rail lines are 
well shown by the result of a race round 
the world.

A French-Canadian named Bailly Fol- 
(juet, of Montreal, and an American 
named Ernest Blake, of Santa Fe, New 
Mexico, entered into a wager for $2,000 
as to who would get round the world 
first, and the Montreal man, using the 
Canadian lines, won "by a good margin 
of three and threequarter days. The 
contestants, who are brothers-in-law, 
started from Paris, the French-Canadian 
going east, while hisoriVal started across 
the Atlantic to New York and thence to 
San Francisco.

The success of Bailly Folquet is at­
tributed by himself “to the superior 
speed of the Canadian-Austraiian steam­
er in which he.sailed from Sydney, N. S. 
W., to Vancouver, thereby gaining con­
siderably on Mr. Blake, who patriotical­
ly travelled under his own flag, while 
Mr. Folquet used the trains of the Grand 
Trunk and Canadian Pacific railways.”

It seems that the only time Mr. Fol­
quet travelled on American soil was af­
ter reaching the boundary from Mon­
treal, when he had to get to New York 
to catch a convenient steamer across the 
Atlantic in the last lap of the journey. 
Mr. Blake, ffieanwhile, was hastening to 
Paris from Australia via Brindisi. The 
French-Canadian got to the gay capital 
on a Wednesday morning, while Mr. 
Blake did not put in his appearance till 
the Saturday night following. All of 
which is a distinct victory for Canada,.

SURVIVORS OF MASSACRES 
IN A PITIFUL PLIGHT

Thousands of Armenians Are Without 
Proper Protection and Food—

U. S. Consul's Report.

Washington, : Jan. 22.—The United States 
state department has made publie portions
of an important report recently made by 
Oft -Thomas H, Norton, American consul 
at Harput, Turkey, on the résulta of a tour 
of investigation made by faim throughout 
the vilayet» o< Bitdb and Tan, which were 
the scenes during several months last sum­
mer at repeated, attacks upon, and mas­
sacres of, Armenian Christian^. The prin­
cipal object of the visit 
of American interests there. No Ameri­
cana were known- to have been injured.

Dr. Norton estimates that In the Sassnn 
district five thousand lives were lost In the 
last summer massacres, including 2,771 
children. Several thousand refugees who 
fled to Mush were forced' to return to their 
ruined villages, where the vilayet authori­
ties made an allowance of one cent a day 
per capita for food. The question now is 
what is to be done with the surviving 
population of Sassun, numbering- 10,000 or 
more, from the results of Insufficient pro­
tection' and food.

One salient fact, says the consul, Is that 
the benevolence--of citizens of the United 
States has accomplished more thari the 
efforts of other nations combined In advanc­
ing the material, intellectual and moral 
welfare of the Armenians and other classes 
in the Interior provinces. Tribute Is paid to 
the comparatively small group of American 
mission workers.

On Monday t*he Times published an ex­
tended account of the steps being tdketi. 
by W. H. Lucas, a well-known baseball 
magnate, fo organize an international 
league embracing the cities of Spokane, 
Butte, Helena, Bellingham, Vancouver 
and Victoria. The basis upon which hé 
intends to carry this proposition through 
successfully was outlined. His sugges­
tion is éimply that the larger cities divide 
gate and grand stand receipts equally 
with the smaller places it* all matches, 
thus putting the latter on. the same 
financial standing as the former. When 
in the city on Saturday Mr. Lucas re­
quested the reporter to suppress the 
news of his undertaking until the ar­
rangements were complete. This was 
agreed to by the Times on the assurance 
that the newspapers in the other cities 
of the proposed- league would: do the 
same. However, as the Seattle papers 
to hand yesterday had disclosed the in­
formation the Times did not feel bound 
to withhold it any longer. In this con­
nection, Mr. Lucas explained that there 
were always “knockers,” and that if his 
proposal was divulged prematurely they 
might' interfere with the proposed under­
taking. This apparently has proved 
rect, as the following dispatch from 
Butte, Mont, shows:

“President W. H. Lucas, of the Pacific 
National League, was scraped from stem 
to stern, booted from post to post and 
left'without an atom of sympathy from 
the directors of the league in session at 
Finlen last night.

“Stinging resolutions removing him 
from office as president were adapted, 
and: he was also authorized to turn over 
to C. H. Williams, of Spokane, the 
authorized agent of the league, all àc- 
counts, book» and papers of the league, 
or suffer prosecution legally.

‘"The ousting of Lucus was the result 
of the publication in the Post-Intelligen­
cer of ad interview with the former head 
of the Pacific National League, in which 
he said) that he was organizing a league 
in Victoria, Vancouver and Bellingham.”

When Mr. Lucus arrived in Seattle 
he was confronted with the above tele­
gram. Interviewed by a representative 
of the Seattle Post-Intelligencer he made 
the following statement':

“How can the Pacific National League 
depose me when there isn’t any such 
league? It was practically dissolved 
September . 30th, 1904, 
chibs in it dfrew down their forfeit 
money. According to baseball law, it 
certainly died in December when the 
Boise club dropped out, leaving only 
three clubs in it. The national agree­
ment requires that any league, to receive 
protection from the national association, 
must contain at least four clubs.

“As t'o my position, it is only necessary 
to state that when the national board 
met in Cincinnati January 9th I wired 
to Secretary Farrell asking protection) 
for fhe new international league, which 
wiH include Butte, Helena, Spokane* 
Bellingham, Vancouver and Victoria. I 
had previously sent him the letter I re­
ceived in December from John McMillan, 
of the Boise chib, announcing its with­
drawal from the league. -Secretary Far­
rell wired back saying that protection 
would be granted to the new league upon 
receipt of the necessary fees. I at once 
forwarded him my personal checque for 
$300, and later received another telegram 
acknowledging its receipt, and stating 
the fact that the national board had or­
dered that -protection be granted. You 
don’t need to take my word for anything. 
Just cast your eye over these messages.”

Mr. Lucas then displayed his message 
to the national board and the replies re­
ceived. Continuing, he said:

“You can see from this that the old 
Pacific National League has no stand­
ing in the national association, and has 
had none since the national board offi­
cially decided that the withdrawal of the 
Boise club left the Pacific National with­
out any claim upon the national organi­
zation, because it h^d dropped to three 
clubs. As for their demand for the 
property in my possession, I have none 
except the records, and they have no 
value except as records. If they want 
the books let them' bring an action of 
'replevin to get them1 and the court's can 
decide who is entitled to their possession. 
Of course, I understand that C. H. Wil­
liams. manager of the Spokane club, and; 
Walter Wilmot, of Butte, are trying to 
reorganize the old league, but they can 
only do it in the cities not claimed by 
the international league or as an outlaw 
organization. We have paid for and 
have the guaranty of the national board 
of itfs protection,”

The Post-Intelligencer continues: “Of 
the prospects of the new international or­
ganization- Mr. Lucas spoke hopefully. 
He said that ample backing had been 
secured in each of the six cities to pro­
vide good teams. He came down yester­
day from a trip to Bellingham and Brit­
ish Columbia, where he had been con­
ferring with the locàl promoters. The 
International League will have â season 
of five or six months and will begin 
playing in April. It will be conducted 
on the plan of equal division of gate re­
ceipts. as was the old Pacific Northwest 
League.” * z

15 REORGANIZING
OLD KENNEL LEAGUE

California Associations Making Desper­
ate Efforts to Restore Defunct 

Body to Life. '

California kennel clubs apparently find 
themselves in a most uncomfortable po- 
sition as a result of the premature dis­
organization of the Wesrern Kennel 
League. The revised concessions sub­
mitted by the A. K. L. do net meet with 
their approval. From what can be 
gathered from communications sent by 
Norman J. Stewirt, rormer secretary of 
the W. K. L., to the local association, a 
strong effort will be made to bring the 
clubs which formed the latter amalga­
mation together again, thus insuring the 
independence of Pacific Coast clubs. Be­
fore moving in this direction Mr. Stew­
art intends trying to secure more favor­
able terms from the A. K. L. If he 
fails, every possible effort is to J)e made 
to bring the northern clubs, including 
Victoria and Vancouver, back to the fold.

It is most improbable that the Ameri­
can Kennel League will agree to any 
modification of the concessions submit­
ted. This seems to be recognized by Mr. 
Stewart and prominent California fan­
ciers; and the appended communication 
shows how anxious they are to secure 
the support of British Columbia associa­
tions:

My Dear Mr. M-cConnell:—The concession* 
ae offered1 by the Pacific advisory board 
were materially altered) at the suggestion 
of the California clubs. The altered- con­
cessions are nothing which the A K. C. 
cannot grant, but, of course, we dio not 
know that they will.

The understanding was that If a com­
mittee appointed by the league to deal with 
the, concession» could, obtain nothing satis­
factory to the clubs the league would con­
tinue in existence.

Just what may happen In the next fort­
night no onq can.say, but I do think it a 
pity that your club has broken away from 
the league and joined the O. K. C., as was 
reported at Portland, without waiting to 
see what action the league took on these 
concessions.

As I wrote you, the original concessions, 
which were satisfactory to us in California» 
were withdrawn by the advisory board, the 
concessions substituted for them are net 
satisfactory td any club, except Portland, 
and you are aware of the conditions exist­
ing in that town, which are perhaps a good 
excuse for the action Portland took, much 
as it Is to be regretted.

In event of tbe league continuing In ex­
istence and the B. C. clubs remaining mem­
bers, I would suggest that the executive 
board be composed of members, elected an* 
nually by the clubs and resident in Victoria. 
There has been too much fighting amongst 
the other clubs to make one think that we 
can even have harmony again with an ex­
ecutive board constituted as the old one. 
It has proved very unsatisfactory and re­
quires a radical change In Its constitution.

For the same reasons I think the officers 
of the league should be men who have not 
taken- any part In the past management of 
the league, and- would suggest that the 
president and secretary be both men who 
are residents of the city In which the ex­
ecutive board will IB future meet, and that 
should be some town in; British Columbia, 
as far removed as possible from the seat of 
our past troubles.

I will advise you as soon as the commit­
tee appointed by the league meets as to 
what action it takes.

Pacific Advisory Roard-The Pacific adr 
vlsory board shall consist of seven mem­
bers, five or1 whom shall be the present 
members of. the board. Three members 
shall be nominated1 by the California clubs, 
two by the Oregon eluba and two by the 
Washington clubs, in the manner specified 
under section 2, body of representatives. 
These nominations shall be sent to the ad­
visory board, and, if approved, to the A| 
K. C., for confirmation.

On confirmation by the A. K. C. of these 
nominations, the nominees shall take their 
seats on the advisory board, and this new 
board- shall have aH the powers and privi­
leges of the old. In the event of the death 
or resignation of any member of the ad­
visory board, the $>od$ of representatives 
shall at once meet and send the names of 
thrée men, whom It would suggest to' fill 
the vacancy, to the advisory board. The 
advisory shall, If approved, select and 
transmit to the A. K. C. one of these names 
for confirmation, 
working board and be assured of a full 
representation- at meetings, the members of 
the board must be residents of San Fran­
cisco or Its immediate vicinity.

Body of Representatives.—The body of 
representatives shall consist of a delegate, 
to, be chosen annually, from each show- 
giving club, a member of the A. K. C.

This body of representatives shall meet 
be San Francisco and nominate by ballot 
seven men as members of the advisory 
board. The California clubs shall nominate 
three, the Oregon clubs two ana the 
Washington clubs two members. These 
seven nominations shall be sent to the ad­
visory board, and, if approved, to the A. 
K. C. for confirmation. This body of rep­
resentatives shall be officially recognized 
by the advisory board and shall be empow­
ered to hold meetings at such times and 
places as It may see fit, and to make such 
recommendations and suggestions to the 
advisory board as It may think desirable.

N. B.—A shoW-glvlng club Is a club having 
gtten or organized for the holding of all 
breed dog shows. A specialty club holding 
a show confined to Its own breed dhall not 
be recognized as a show-giving club.

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THREE MURDERED.

Prominent Mexican and Two Servants 
Killed By Yaqui Indians.
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BOTH SIDES OF

TEXT OF PETITION
TO THE GOVERNMENT

Argument of These Oppssed to Dosing 
Down of Industry for 1906 

and 1908.

In view of the important bearing that 
the salmon fishing industry promises to 
exercise upon the welfare of this place, 
Victorians are naturally deeply interest­
ed ia the proposal that a close season 
hliall be inaugurated on both sides of the 
line in the years 1906 and 1908. As is 
generally known, those in favor of the 
movement,for a close season, namely, the 
majority interests among the canners 
operating in the Fraser nyer district, 
ha\e petitioned for the passage of an 
oriler-in-cduncil embodying the proposals 
they have defined, while the-cannerS of 
Puget Sound have undertaken to have a 
hill, containing similar provisions, passed 
by the Washington state legislature. 
The Victoria Board of Trade and other 
Victorians interested in the industry re­
gard the proposed measures as markedly 
injurious in the effect they would have 
iiixm this Island and have delegated 
Richard: Hall, M.P.P., to go to Ottawa 
lo protest àgainst their adoption. Mr. 
Hall is now on his way to the Federal, 
capital. In order that the position as-' 
sinned by the canners may be under6- 
stood the Times publishes the petition 
presented by them to the Dominion gov­
ernment, as follows:

Vancouver, B.C., December 29th, 1904.
To the Honorable Raymond Prefontaine, 

Minister of (Marine and Fisheries, Ot­
tawa: »

Sir:—We, the undersigned salmon canner*
operating in what Is known as the Fraser 
River district, earnestly pray your favor­
able consideration of this respectful 
memorial.

For several years past the “sockeye rune” 
on the Fraser river have shown an alarm­
ing? decrease In wlhat Is called1 the “off 
years,” and we strongly feel that unless 
prompt and drastic measures are adopted 
for the conservation of the fish supply the 
Industry will certainly be ruined, -with con­
sequent disastrous results to canners, fish' 
ermen, merchants and tradesmen Inter­
ested.

Tne following are the figures relating to 
the sockeye pack since 1VU0: 1900, 172,648 
cases of sockeyes were packed (“off year”); 
1901, 962,682 cases (“big year”>; 1902, 293,- 
477 cases (“1st off year”); 1903, 204,808 
cases (“2nd off year”); 1904, 73,688 oases 
(“3rd off year”); and whilstTn_1904 twenty- 
three canneries out of 49 were operated the 
entire pack could have (been put up in one 
cannery.

The following statement showsi the 
amounts paid for sockeyes to fishermen dur­
ing th£ respective years, and the "decrease 
In the relative earnings of the fishermen, 
whilst the fixed charges of the canners 
were about the samè each year:

Relative numbers of fish caught end 
money paid to -fishermen: 1800, 172,648 
cases, 11 fish per case, total fish 1,899,128, 
at 20c. per fish, $379,825.60; 1901, 962,682 
cases, 11 fish per case, total fisih 10,589,502, 
at 10.62c. per fish, $1,124,605.11; 1902, 293,- 
477 cases, 11 fish per case, total fish, 3,228,- 
247, at 16&c. per fish, $532,660.75; 1903, 
204,809 cases, 11 fish per case, total fish, 
2,252,899, at 14^c. per fish, $326,670.36; 
1904, 72,688 cases, 11 fish per case, total 
fish, 799,566, at 20c. per fish, $159,913.60; 
beside the amounts paid for fish to fisher­
men, there are annually large amounts paid 
to cannery employees, steamboat men, lum­
ber mills and others.

Whilst therefore In 1901 the amount of 
money put directly Into circulation in con­
nection with the sockeye pack amounted to 
not less than $2,800,000, in- 1904 it only 
came to $218,064. The depletion of the 
Fraser river affects therefore a most seri­
ous injury to Canada and'"to British Colum­
bia in particular. *

Whilst these figures are depressing!, the 
prospects for the future are even more so. 
There are four hatcheries In the Fraser 
River district with, a; capacity of about 
90,000,000 fry, and we are Informed tnat In 
spite of the most vigorous efforts on the 
part of the hatchery officials only about 
12,000.000 sockeye ova have been secured. 
Reliable information is forthcoming that 
during the past few years practically no. 
salmon have reached the spawning grounds 
on the upper Fraser river, consequently 
the outlook is very poor.

The importance of protecting and Improv­
ing the supply has been present to the 
minds of your honorable government and to 
the canners for several years, but owing to 
the close proximity to the United States 
boundary line and the presence there of 
traps, etc., it was recognized that any 
action on our part would prove abortive 
unless the co-operation of the Puget Sound 
authorities was secured:.

Recently the canners on Puget Spund 
have become alarmed at the situation, and, 
at their request, a conference was held 1b 
Seattle on the 21st December Inst., when 
practically all the canneries on both sides 
of the line were represented.

The subject rwas seriously discussed, and 
the following -resolution was unanimously 
carried:

“Resolved at this conference of duly ac­
credited representatives of Puget Sound 
and Fraser river cannery, that iwe are 
unanimously of the opinion that’ In order to 
conserve the fishing industry It Is necessary 
that there should be a weekly close season 
of at least thirty-six honte for sockeye 
fishing on both sides of the boundary line 
and an absolute close season during the 
years 1906 and 1908, and to bring thls«aboat 
the representatives Of the Canadian, can- 
ners undertake that they will Immediately 
make representations to the Dominion gov­
ernment asking that the present fishing 
regulations be amende^ to provide for an 
absolute close season for sockeye fishing 
during the years 1906 and 1906, from the 
iOch of July to the 25th of August In each 
year, and provide for a prohibition of any 
fishing being carried on above the Fraser 
river bridge, always conditional, of course, 
on legislation being passed by the Washing­
ton state legislature providing for a weekly 
close season, of at least thlrty-elx hours, to

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There has been another advance in the 
price of sugar this week of 25 cents a 
hundred, with indications that it will go 
still higher. This rise in price is not 
local at all, but is générai. Speaking of 
it the Portland Journal says :

“The situation in the sugar market is 
becoming more complicated as the days 
roil by. By all modern: methods of cal­
culation the present prices of sugar are 
over 50c. per hundred pounds lower on 
the Pacific coast than they should be 
with the raw market in -its present state. 
It is agreed by all that present prices are 
low in comparison with those of the 
East, which are usually much tower than 
here. The price of refined sugar in this 
market is now so low that it is just about 
possible for Missouri river traders to pur­
chase their supplies here and? yet after 
paying a good? sized freight bill be able 
to land them in their home territory at a 
small reduction under the prices they are 
forced to pay in the East.”

Flour, the other disturbing element 
on the market, is likely also to go up. 
The retail prices remain as they were 
last week, but at any moment these may 
advance. Already the wholesale prices 
have gone up slightly.

The other changes are very slight.

Being of opinion that a Western man 
would be preferable to an Eastern one, 
both on account of Ms probably toeing more 
In touch with this country, and -the lower 
charge of travelling expenses, the Mayor 
telegraphed to Mr. R. P. 'Rlthet, who is a 
large ratepayer, asking him if he could 
recommend as an engineer of established 
reputation any of the above named Cali­
fornia engineers. Mr. Rlthet replied1 as fol­
lows: “After full Inquiry, unhesitatingly

In presenting their third annual report, 
being the second since Incorporation, the 
officers and directors of the Victoria Horti­
cultural Society regret to again have to 
report a deficit In connection with the an­
nual flower shoiw of the society held in the 
drill hall on Friday and Saturday, tne 5th 
and' 6th. of August last, 
financial statement shows 
$78.70, only $25.90 of mat amount is for 
last year, the balance, $52.80, ibelng carried 
over from: 1906. 4

The drill hall proved to be the proper 
place in which to hold a flower show, and 
on account of its location and popularity, 
and the engagement of the Fifth Regiment 
band as an extra attraction, the directors 
anticipated a very large gate, but, as will 
be seen from the treasurer’s report, the 
attendance was most discouraging.

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Electric Railway -Company 
all the C. P. R. Company’s shunting of 
freight cars on the south side of False 
Creek. A j line is in course of construc­
tion by the C. P. R. on the south side to 
all the, mills in. the vicinity. These will 
be served with freight cars pulled by an 
electric locomotive.

As an offset to the handling of the C. 
P. "R. lumber cars on the south side of 
False Creek, the railway company will 
handle the tramway company’s freight 
cars from the station at the north end 
of Granville street 'bridge to the depot of 
the Westminster line, comer Carrail and 
Hastings streets, to the waterfront ware­
houses, as well as other parts of the 
city. This will be especially valuable in 
connection with the proposed market, for 
produce can then be delivered to almost 
any reasonable quarter that the market 
is located. It is also planned, with the 
permission of the civic authorities, to 
handle some of the freight traffic over 
the street car tracks in the business 
streets, and thus accelerate delivery.

Another feature that is certain to 
please patrons of the line is that there 
will be a reduction of at least 5 per cent. ' 
in the fares now charged- between here 
and Steveston and intermediate points. 
The return fare is now $1.25 over- the 
eighteen miles of the line. This will be 
made something less than a dollar. Single 
fare to -Steveston will be in the vicinity 
of 60 cents. Even lower rates will be 
given to settlers, as has been done on the 
line between here and' the Royal City. 
Freight rates will also be made to in­
duce a large business from the farmers.

For the six months of the summer, 
from April 1st to October 31st, cars will 
he run from each end of the line every 
hour. For the remaining six months 
they must, according to agreement, be 
run as often as every two hours. In 
the summer, the first cars will be at 6 
o’clock in the evening. Freight cars are 
to toe run at least three times daily be­
tween Steveston and the station at the 
foot of Granville street.

“I think this will bo a decidedly im­
portant development for the country at 
the mouth of the Fraser,” said Mr. 
Buntzen, as he concluded1 his outline of 
the plans. “The district we will run 
through should be the garden of British 
Columbia, and it will naturally oe to our 
advantage to assist in making it so. The 
new service will be designed to meet all 
possible requirements for farmers and 
ranchers. For instance, we will put on 
special morning milk cars, if there is a 
demand for them, and will endeavor to 
accommodate the public in every way. 
Several industries are now waiting this 
announcement to obtain electric power 
from the company at Ebume and Steves­
ton. It should -be of great advantage to 
the establishment of the market in Van­
couver.”

ALTERING SYSTEM.

Superintendent Kiddie Has Decided on 
This After Full Experiments 

With Hot Blasts.
VANCOUVER NOTES.

Remuneration of mayor and aldermen 
at the usual rate of $2,000 for the chief 
magistrate and $300 each for ward rep­
resentatives per year was decided upon 
by the city council at its regular meet­
ing Monday evening. Aid. Williams’s 
motion to increase exemption on im­
provements from 50 to 60 per cent, 
voted down, a number of the aldermen 
confessing that they knew nothing about 
the subject.

Among the passengers who left for 
Japan by the R. M. S. Empress of Jap­
an were Messrs. J. Oki and T. Shimada, 
two shipbuilding experts in the esgploy 
of the Japanese government, who are re­
turning home after a stay of six months 
in England on an inspection of ship­
building and gun-making methods. They 
spent part of the time at Sheffield and 
with Armstrong’s company at Newcastle- 
on-Tyne.

William J. Stoekand, a miner, who re­
cently arrived from the North, died sud­
denly at an early hour Monday morning. 
He was staying with two companions 
named Green and Beatty in a room on 
Hastings street. They had all gone to 
bed shortly after 9 o’clock on Sunday 
evening, hut did not put out the lights 
till about 11.30, as Stoekand lay in bed 
reading aloud to Ms companions. About 
1.30 a.m., Beatty, who was sleeping"in 
an adjoining bed, heard Stoekand gasp­
ing and struggling for breath. He awoke 
Green, who was sloping by the unfor­
tunate man, and they rose at once and 
telephone for melieil help. Dr. Wilson 
hurried down, hut oy the time be reach­
ed there Stoekand was dead. The doctor 
pronounced death to lie due to heart fail­
ure. Mr. Stoekand was 34 years of age 
and unmarried.

The Tyee smelter is about to substi­
tute its present system of preparatory 
treatment by employing hot blasts. The 
Ladysmith Ledger says:

"For several months Thos. Kiddie, 
manager of the Tyee Copper Company’s 
smelting works, has been experimenting 
with hot Masts for the furnace. After 
close obesrvation of the results obtain­
ed' Mr. Kiddie has felt justified in- recom­
mending that the substitution- of hot 
blasts for cold be given a trial, and hfs 
recommendations being approved by 
the -board of directors, he is arranging to 
install the hot blasts. Its success will 
mean an appreciably large saving in- the 
cost of smelting, for not only would- the 
percentage of coke used be considerably 
lessened, but the proportion of raw ore 
that could be'smelted would' be largely 
increased, thus doing away to a great 
extent with the cost of roasting the ore 
and tramming it from the roast piles to 
the ore bins.

“At the present time nearly all of the 
ore is first roasted then smelted, with 
the results that the matte is about 45 
per cent, copper. Ordinarily, when ore 
is treated in the smelter, 12 to 15 per 
cent, is the result, requiring a second- 
treatment to bring the matte up to the 
45 per cent, standard. As soon as some 
extra parts arrive from Scotland, which 
will be soon, nearly all of the ore treated 
at the smelter will be by the hot blast 
and roasting outside will be done away 
with, if not completely, very largely so.

“The smelter will, it is now expected', 
be in shape for using the hot blast in 
March or April, Mr. Kiddie expects to 
be able to treat ore in this manner even 

economically than by roasting, and 
no small consideration is that it will- very 
largely do away with the smoke from the 
roasting piles. Of course this does not 
mean that the smoke wiU not toe at all 
in- evidence, but if the hot blast treat­
ment is maintained and all ore goes 
directly to the smelter, all smoke will 
pass up the big 150-foot stack and will 
hot in that case be so noticeable as it 
now is.”

LOCAL MUSa-CIAN. DEAD.

Malcolm Wm. McGregor Passed Away at 
New Westminster Last Week.

r/ Word has been received of the death of 
Malcolm William McGregor, formerly 
euphonium soloist for the Fifth Regiment 
band, at New Westminster last week. Mr. 
McGregor came to Victoria about two years 
ago and was a member of the local band 
for six months. Poor health then made his 
retirement necessary. Death resulted from 
general paralysis. He was bom in Cardiff, 
Glamorganshire, on January 12th, 1860. 
Malcolm began the study of music at the 
age of 15, his first Instrument being the 
valve trombone. From that he took to the 
euphonium. In July, 1883, Mr. McGregor 
landed In New York on a visit to his broth­
er then living in Salem, Mass. Hie first 
thought on reaching Salem- was whether 
there would be an opening for him In the 
lmmed'ate vicinity. To his delight he learn­
ed of an- opening In Jean Mlssud’s Salem 
Cadet band. The following October he 
accepted a position to travel with I. W. 
Baird’s minstrels. He left them in June, 
1884, In London, Ontario, on account of 
sickness. While -In Canada the Hell rebel­
lion broke ont, and being offered the posi­
tion- of sergeant In the Seventh Fusiliers, 
he gave np his musical profession and went 
to the front. After six months of soldier­
ing he returned to London, and In June, 
1886, found himself In New York city. At 
that time Cappa’s 7th Regiment band was 
playing at Brighton Beach, and Mr. Mc­
Gregor -was offered and accepted a position 
In that organization.
Gregor Joined Weldon’s Second Regiment 
hand, of Chicago. At the conclusion of the 
World’s Fair Mr. McGregor left the Illi­
nois' organization to accept a position- with 
the Relistedt-Ballenberg band, of Ctncin:

He leaves a widow to mourn his loss.
