I will begin my story with my
tirst meeting with Martin Buford
at the old White Oak inn. I can
never tell how it came about that
we became friends, for there was
uothing about his personality to
ebtract one. On the contrary,
there was an air of reserve and
coldness about him that served
more to repel than to attract.

Thursday  last. was polling day, the
weather béing all that could be desired
and. the .interest well sustained. It
was evident, a few days after the
campaign opened, - that although the
lambering interest of the County was
not as united as it was in 1891 against
Mr. Mitchell, yet the election of Mr.:
Robinson was assured. The large
number of Liberals who were disaffec-
ted five years ago over Mr. Mitchell’s
continuing to press himself upon that
party, and the adoption of‘tho fad of
Unrestricted Reciprocity as a platforn,
continned to stand aloof and quietly
support the  Liberal-Conservative
candidate. Ne other course was to be
expected, and it was the logical out-
come of an unimproved situation, so
far as the Liberal party was concerned.
No /practical elector counld be made to
understand how the Liberals could say,
on the one hand, that the revenue of

has been for the last four or five years,
and be raised mainly from customs and
‘excise duties, and, yet, on the other,de-
clare their policy was one of free trade.
There was s manifest inconsistency

snowstorm accompanied by a gale, which
began on Sanday night, was hardly over
and travel was very difficuit, so much so
thag few from outlying places, besides
those whose duty it was to be present,
were in the Coart House at Newcastle,
when the Returning Officer, John Shicreff,
E«q., reopened his court for the declara-
tion proceedings.

their candidate. It is a well known
fact that two out of every three of the
intoxicated loafers who were filled with
 election whiskey on the streets of
Chatham and N ewcast}s-were shouting
“hurrah for Mitchell,” and it is a poor
compliment to leading and influential
men such as Messrs, Barchill, Hon.
Allan Ritchie, the W. 8. Loggie Com-
pany and other prominent basiness
oonoerns, to ignore their active and
effective work in Mr, Mitchell’s behalf,
As for money also,it is sheer hypocrisy
for Mr. Mitchell's friends to pretend
that they did not use cash guite freely.
If they desire it they can be told of the
nearly two thousand dollars advanced
and which they feared woald not be
repaid, bat has since been made all
right, as we are  informed, and we,can
only hope that they eamemore honor-
ably ount* of their obligations, in this
respect,than they didin 1891.

For the first time in the history of
theCounty it had three represen:atives
at Ottawa, and if they workoed together
they must securs for it the general
benetits by which its interests would be
advanced and its prosperity promoted
by a baptism of unity. He thanked the
press and speakers who stood by him ia
the campaign, and was patticularly grate-
ful to the working men and voters
generally by whum he had achievod the
victory of which they were all so proud.
He realsed that they had pliced him, as
8 young man,in a proud position and cne
of great responsibility, They had done
much for him and it was now for him to
do his part and work for them and
promote their interests in every possivie
way. He thanked them in behalf of the
Liberal Conservative party, also, and felt
.that he would receive fair treatment at
that party’s hands when he went to
Ottawa, so that when he came back, iu a
wouth “or two, the peopls would know
that their confilence had not been mis-
pliced. [applause.]

was received with ‘gemeral applause from
political oppunents as well as friends as he
went forward to the place just vacated by
Mr- Robinsoa, to speak. He said he had
listen=d with pleasure to the remarks of the
successful candidate aad to his promise that
{.he would get for the Conhity what it had not
got for & long time~—fair treatment.in the
distribotion of public funds, He hoped Le
would be successful,_bws when he got to
Ottawa he would find it different from his
anticipations, He (Mr. M.) did not think
it necessary to refer to the wany unfair
canvasses and influences which had lad to
Ms. Robinson’s success and his own defeat.
He preferred to wait nutil opportunity
again presented itself, for he had said before
the election that, whatever might be the
result on this occasion, he would again be a
vandidate if the party so desired. No donbt
they wanted s yoanger nan. They said
“Peter Mitchell is too old ; he's played out ;
be has lost his grip.” He must u; that such
appeared, by the resalt of this election, te
be the opinion of the county, but he did
oot 80 accept it, for there were influences
agsinst him which would have operated
more adversely against even a younger
candidate. He did not refer to these, but

He would ask the people of this
county what benefit they were going to get
from these schemes? They’ve had enly
two wharves built and a bit of railway
below Chatham subsidised. Mr. Robineon
says he’ll remedy all that. It is trae that
he is, & successfal man, but he'll find that
while Peter Mitchell was able to obtain the
country’s rights he will fail—and yet they
eay Mitchell is no gond.

The general elections may coms on in‘a
few months and it may be that they will
not be held uatil September. Wheunever
they might be held he would be in readi-
ness to serve his friends. He was not dis-
couraged by this defeat. The party had in
it—he was proud to say—several young men
who might creditably represent it and carry
its flag to wietory, but if none of these
eame forward and his services were again
required, he would, ou a Drope; \request,

hoped they would not ask him to do, so.
He did aot waat 1t. He never wanted to
be Goveracr. He never applied for it. He
had farly earned the position by great
services to the country. The carrying of
C)afederation was not due to Sir Joha A,
Macdonald, but to Peter Mitche). Those
who have had their large offices and big
salaries for nearly thirty years owed them
to his efforts at a time when, bat for him,
the confederation of the Provinces could not
have been carried. Sir Charles Tupper had
said in St. Joha that he regrested the
peraonal loss to Peter Mitchell in this fight,
a'though he was pleased with the result.
He might well say that, as but for Peter
Mitchell he would uot be what he is ti-day.
Peter Mitchell’s iufluence and energy carried
Confederation. It gave Sir Johii A Mac-
dooald the Premiership of Canada, it gave
Sir Lisonard/Tilley the cenatant enjoyment
of office uvatil a very recent period and to
Sir Charles Tupper what he has so long
enjoyed! What had it givea to Peter
Mitchell? Nothing! Why? Because he
on all ocessions, when he found the couantry
being iojured by corruption and jobbery
recognized no party or leader. He felt that
free criticism was his dusy as a public man
in the interest of honesty—of the people.
He refused a poeition in Sir John’s Cabinet
in 1884 or 1885, when Thomas White was
taken iato it, because he did not waat it.

Ia this election he had fought against the
influence and money of the Dominion
Governmeut ; against the influeuce, pitroa-
age and prestige of ths locat government,
with the Surveyor-Gencral most active in
his efforts against him. The Surveyor-

It is said that it was the advice of the
gentlemen who him into his
late awkward situation to crystalize
all the slanders they invented aud put
in circulation in so many housebolds
in the Connty during and even after
the campaign, and have him procliim
them as a revengetul farewell, but he
remembered the neat way in which his
electiou. inaccuracies had been given
to the moles and bats by his opponents,
and, on his telling his advisers that the
people had advanced in intelligonce au
a ofuch greater pace than he reulised
daring his absence from the County,
and that they had better move in the
same direction, they told him he might
say only what he pleased.

Or by pronouncing of some doubtful phrase,
ae, “Well, we know;"—or, “‘we could an if we

would ;—
Or, “If we list to speak;” or “There be an if there
might**

helped

Or such ambiguous giving out, to note
That you know aught, etc.

Mr. Mitchell had doubtless rehearsed
this passage with himself and hence his
assurance to his hearers that he might
say a good deal “if he list to speak,”
but his inscructions from the gentlemen
who wanted to be let down easily got
the better of him and hence his tear-
ful lamentations over the great in-
fiuences of two governments, of the
Surveyor-Genetul, of the business men
of the County, the mouney of Mr.
Robinson, and the rum: of which he
always had so holy a hovror. He for-
got to mention the big lumber and
tishing concerns, the managers of our
two pulp mills who fought for him,
the use his triends made of the St,
John' Globe’s alleged pastoral of Bishop
Cameron, the rum that such Scott Act
champions as his upper Nelson poll
worker ook there only to have wrested
trom him, the slanders circulated two
days before the election concerning his
opponent, ete. But, for one who pro-
fessed to be willing to take his defeat
“like a little man,” he entirely failed
in his part and did the “cry baby” act
in a manner only excelled Ly his
mmuury‘iﬁﬁéﬁ'cé"fﬁ‘ baa’ﬁg
of how little he had received as his
reward for being the author of Confed-
eration, for making Sir John Macdon-
ald premier, SitgCharles Tapper all he
is to-day, raising’ Sir Leonard Tilley
trom obscarity, building the Intes:
colonial, ete., ete. All this is in keep-
ing with his usual stock of boast-
ful statements and alleged self-
denial never  wanting  any-
thing for himself, but always sacri-
ficing his interests on the altar of his
country. Such a patriot ought to be
happy both here and hereafter, but as
it is supposed that the hereafter will b
a great, separator of the wheat from the
chaff, we hope Mr. Mitche!l will live
for many, many years, so that he may
have the longest possible enjoyment of
his present romantic condition of mind,

in

The condition of Mr. Mitchell’s mind
appears to have blunted his sense of
moral responsibility, as was proved dur-
ing the Iate campaign by the exposures
made of his connection with the alleged
Robinson-Star interview and of his mis-
statements in reference to his efforts to
obtain the governorship,etc. Some of his
more lenient friends excused these mis-
statements. when" their true character
was exposed, on the ground that Mr.
Mitchell was running an election and *‘all
was fair in love and war,”—a departure
from the true standards which no honest
person would either advocate or practice.
On declaration day, howev:.r, there was
not even this questionable excuse for
Mr. Mitchell’s indulgence of his usual
practice of misrepresentation, but he
resorted to it, apparently from sheer
force of habit. He said :—“Mr Robin-
son hs promised that he will get for the
Count- what has b-en denied to it for a
loug time —fair treatment in the distribu-
tion of public funds.” Mr. Robinson did
not say that although it would be no
harm had he doneso, yet Mr. Mitchell
did not hesitate to make the misstatement
before the audience who had only a few
minutes before heard every word that
gentleman uttered and therefor knew Mr.

The carbonic acid in the atmosphere of

Edinburgh has been detsrmined daily for

three yeurs by Dr. C. Hunter Stew~art, of

the Pablic Heal:h Laboratory. In 1893,

the proportion was 3.96 purtsin 10 000 ;

Thne
amount of carbonic acid in the air depends
larg-ly upon the character of the ground

and comparatively 1trle is yielded by a

clay soil, like that of Edinburg. Another

nfluence of so:l is noted in cases of
samm 't diarrhces, the mortality being
much le ss on clay than on sardy soil.

It is calculated that a modern gun,
throwing a 2200 poun1 projectile with an
igitial velocity of 1970 feet per second,
develops 24 000,000 horse-power. This,
however, is for less than 1-100 second at
each discharge, and, as the gun is rained
by 100 shots, the total period of acrive
work of this terrible engine of dsstruction
is one second !

The chief manufactures are chlorine and
caustic potash, attentiun being ulsn given
to caloium carbide, sodium and o he:
products of the electric furnace, and the
cheap fuel has proven o0 advantageous
that the plant is being enlarged from a
capacity of 2000 horse-power to 3000.

THE REMEDIAL BILL.

Octawa 3rd February.——In spite cf the
Mioisterial crisis at the opening of the
sossion, and the long debate on the Address
in reply to the Speech from the Throne, the
close of the first month of the session tinds
business pretty well advanced and every-
thiog bo# seems to be working smoothly
and with every indication = that the scesion
will not be au uoususlly long one. Of
coarse, the real | of the b
passing of a Remeodial bill oz the Manitoba
School case—has not been tonched yet, and
until the bill has been actually laid on the
table and an opportunity had to examine its
provisions it would be unwise ¢0 indulge in
much prophecy as to the length of the
session ; still from all that cah be learved it
is not .ikely that the bill will prove the bone
of contention which has been expected.
The bill has not yet been introduced in the
House and will not be until Sir Charles
Tupper’s return after his eleciion in Cape
Breton, but the sub-committee to which its
drafuing was referred is understood to Lave
accomplished its labors satiefactorily and
the bill as submitted to council is said to be
80 mild, moderate and just in its provisions
that all fair-minded and reasonable men who
believe that the minority have some rights
which should be recognized, will he able to
unite on it. Of course the extremists oo
both sides will not be satisfied with it, but
that will be rather in its favor and an
evidence that itis just and reasonable and
neither gives too much nor takes too little,

THE BUDGET.

The Buadget speech was delivered by Hon.
Mr. Foster on Friday afternoon. After
dealing with the figures for last year, and
commeuting on the reduction of taxation
as shown by the reduction of the total
duties pard, Mr. Foster took up the state-
ment for the current year, and estimated
that the revenue would amount to 837,000,
000, and the expenditure to about the same
smount. He did not expect that there
would be very much either of a surplus or a
deficit, but admitted that it was much mcre
difficalt to make an estimate when the
tiscal year had five months mor» to ruu
than it was last year when he delivered
his Budget speech in May. Oane noticeable
fearure of tbis portion of his speech was its
| hopeful and confideut tone. He spoke with

40 ucertaia sound of the evident improve-
ment of business and the clesr indications
that the period of depression which had
been felt th:oughout the aiviliz-d world for
three years past, but less in Casada than
elsewhere, wagpassing away, aad that a
wnaterial betterment in business may be
expected In the near future.

THE VOTE FOR THE MILITIA,

Ib tcuching on the increased vote for the
Militia, Mr. Fester received a hearty cheer
from the military men in the House when
he said that the whole force would be dnll
ed this year, and every year in future, and
that a special vote .on capital account
wouid be asked for the armament of the
force. This, Mr. Foster veemed to indicate,
would be something more than merely buy-
ing rifles, and the fact that he said the vote
would be for a eonsiderable sum, gives color
to a ramor which has been current for some
days that the amount asked for will be
several millions of dollars, and will cover
not only the cost of rifles aud field guns,
but also fortifications, so that the frontier
may bepliced 10 & much more efficien
state of defence than it is at present, Mr.
Foster’s remerks on the question of defence
wera manly and patriotie, without having
in them the least touch of *‘jingoism," or
containing a word which coald be taken
as offensive by our very susceptible neigh-
bors to the soath of us. He said there was
not the shightest feeling of hostility, but
it must be remembered that we had receiv-
ed a noble nheritage, which was worth de-
fending, aud Parliament would not be doing
e daty if it did not place in the hands of
citizens the means of defence,

DEFENDING THE N. P,

Mr. Foster then made an elaborate de-
fence of the National Policy, showing how
1t had stimulated manufacturing industries
and developed the home market of the
Canadian fuarmer. At the same time it had
benetited our export of manufactured
articles, which had increased 38 pwF cent.
in five years. Mr. Foster devoted “a cou-
s:derable portion of his speech to a rebuttal
of the oft-repeated assertion that the
Liberal-Cunservative party was responsible
for an increase of taxativon, and showed that
since 1883, taxation had been removed from
tes, cuffee, tio, bill stamps, newspapers,
anthracite coal, molasses, raw sugar and
other articles which, if allowed to remain,
.would have produced a revenue of $46,903,-
522, eoouxh to cover the increase of the
debt.  Dealing with the developmeat ot
crade, he pointed out how the policy of the
Government, in subsidiz ng lines of steam
communication, hsad increased the trade
with the West Iudies 112 per cent., and
had raised the trade with China and Japan
from three-quarters of a million to neusrly
three millivns. Ha touched on the develop-
meot of industrial life, as shown by the
census, and eaid that, slthough it was the
babit of the Opposition to sneer at the
industrial part of the census, as incorrecs,
they were apt euough to quots other parts
of ‘the ceosus and claim that they were
correct. After a very able defeuce of the
National Policy, he asked what earthly
reason was there that a policy which had
proved so successful shuull be chauged.
He attacked the Unrestricted Reciprocity,
Commercial Union and other fads, which
the Liberal party had advocated during the
iast few years, and ssid that no reason
could be found tor the abandonment of the
sound policy of the Guverament to adopt
one of the Oppositioa fads.

PREVERENTIAL TRADE,

In conclusion Mr. Foster took up the
question of preferential trade between |
Great Britain and her coloniee— He said,
“There is aline upon which I thiok it is
possible, and I believe it is right,
that the statesmanship of this country,
ss well as of Grest Britain and
vther colonies of the empire, should con-
sider and pooder over carefully and well,
and that is whether it is not poasible for

Britain to D¥ing about between thecolatie
aud amongst t} 8, and between the
oclonies and Great Britaip, a line of actiou
which will be conduoctive to the commercial
interest of both, and which will have great
power and etrength.

Why, sir, if statesmanship is not
able practioally to solve that question,
rtateamanship must fiad it jmpossible vo
solve any of the great questions which from
time to time preseut themselves for solution.
' FEEDING THE EMPIRE.

*The empire able to feed itself! Yes;
that article said 100,000,000 bushels of
wheat were necessary to England other than
what the colonies afforded her at the present
time, in" order to feed the paople of the
empire there. One hundeed million bushels
of wheat! Why, fifty thousand Canadian
farmers with one hundred acres each, in
wheat,and raising thirty bushels to the
«cre, would produce 150.000,000 bushels ef
wheat for export to Great Britain. And

five mllions of acres, compared to the num-
ber of millions of acres of go:d wheat land
in Manitoba and the Northwest Territories
which have not yet been scratched by the
plow. Meats to the amouat of one huadred
and forty millions of pounds would have to
be supplied by the golonies to make up for
the deficiency already supplied and which
England consumes. Why, cattle, and
horses and pigs in illimitable quantity could
be raised in this country, and as to butter
and cheese, tifty thousind farmers owning
fifty cows oach, amounting to 2,500,000
cows, would supply butter and cheese
enough to meet the surplus of what is re-
quired 1n Great Britain, and, with the vast
lands of the Northwest, that is not an esti.
mate which caonnot be reached it means are
taken by which it can be reached.

The highest marks obtsined
under the fifteen subjects in which iospec-
tions and examinations were held were 518
by the Ottawa Battery and the lowest, 205 8
by the London Battery. Newoastle
Rattery’s marks were 489.75, showing that
it was well up with the very best. Taking
ioto coneideration the isadvantage under
which this Battery is placed in comparison
with city corps, which have well appuinted
armories, fine equipment in guus, harness,

Night had now come
and it was quite dark in the room.
