ORANGE BASKETS.

Orange baskets, filled with sections 
of the fruit taken out. and piled up, 
or orange colored blocks of jelly pour­
ed in, when nearly hard, are at all 
times pretty additions to the table. 
In preparing the orange skins, wash 
and scrub first to free them from any 
specs of black or dust, and then wipe 
dry. If a handled basket is desired,

not into beds, but into the borders with 
the perennials and the shrubs. Or if 
shrubs and perennials are not grown, 
then the annuals have the border to 
themselves. Arranged in this way, 
they are capable of some of the most 
brilliant and satisfying effects which 
plants can ever give. In the irregu­
larity and informality of the border it 
makes no difference if one plant or 
a whole lot of plants fail to grow. 
The irregularity is not destroyed 1 Or 
if some celandines or dandelions crowd 
into a half occupied nook somewhere, 
there is no harm done, for flowers are 
what we want.

The first and easiest and greatest 
improvement to be made in hundreds 
of front yards would be to obliterate 
the flower beds entirely—sod them 
over, and leave an open greensward 
where they have stood in the middle 
of the lawn, and move the flowers into 
the side borders.

Robert Murray ЛОІГ MCDONALD & COPRESERVING SURPLUS SUMMER 
BUTTER.

About the most convenient way of 
preserving a small quantity of butter 
for future family use is to wrap each 
lump of butter by itself in a clean and 
moistened piece of thin muslin and 
then pack in stone jars. Tubs will do 
if perfectly sweet and not leaky. 
Keep the butier covered with a clear 
brine made by bringing to boiling 
point and holding fur some minutes a 
solution of salt in water. It should be 
made of good butter salt, free from 
odor, and pure water, and the solution 
should be saturated, i.e., there should 
be as much salt added as will dissolve. 
After boiling slightly lor eight to ten 
minutes, set in a cool place and when 
thoroughly cooled the brine may be 
poured over the butler.

Be sure to keep the butter well un­
der the brine by means' of a slight 
weight placed on top of it. If the 
butter is allowed to float it will come 
in contact with air and be injured. The 
boiling removes the air from the brine 
and destroys the ferments which may 
be present in the salt or water. Keep 
the jars covered ana on the bottom 
of the cellar or other cool place. If 
tubs are used put them on a board or 
a stone to prevent the hoops rotting 
off. It ought to be understood that 
butter for long keeping must have the 
buttermilk very thoroughly removed 
at the time it is made. Treated in the 
manner indicated there should be no 
difficulty in preserving the summer 
butter surplus for the following win­
ter and spring consumption.

G. B. FRASER TIOW TO COOK ASPARAGUS.
Asparagus is one of the good things 

that are ruined so often in the prepara­
tion for the. table. Sir Henry Thomp­
son, connoisseur, says: “Asparagus 
should he out of exactly equal lengths 
and boiled, standing ends upward, in 
a deep pan. Nearly two inches of the 
heads should be out of the. water, the 
steam sufficing to cook them, as they 
form the tenderest part of the plant, 
while the stalky part is rendered 
soft and succulent by the longer boil­
ing this plan permits. Instead of the 
orthodox* twenty minutes alloted to 
average asparagus lying horizontally, 
which half cooks the stocks and over­
cooks the heads, diminishing its flavor 
and consistence, a period of thirty or 
forty minutes on the plan recommend­
ed will render fully one-third more 
of the stalk delicious, while the head 
will be cooked by the steam alone. ’

Gourmets assert that asparagus, to 
be perfect, should always be eaten 
tepid. Taste in the last few years, 
however, has run to cold asparagus. 
Hot or cold, a plain vinaigrette sauce 
of salt, pepper, oil and vinegar, with 
finely minced herbs, brings out the 
flavor best, although with hot aspara­
gus many people prefer simply drawn- 
butter.

For more elaborate service, mayon­
naise, bechamel or mousseuse sauces 
are used, or it may be served au gralin 
or as an omelet filling.

A cream of asparagus soup, with cu­
cumbers, is highly recommended by 
the. epicure. It is made by taking a 
bunch of asparagus, removing the 
tough parts and standing in boiling 
water uùtii about half cooked: then 
draining and stewing in enough butter 
to keep it moist, seasoning with salt, 
pepper and nutmeg. Two gills of 
white stock are added and the same 
amount of sauce supreme, and later a 
little poultry slock. When thoroughly 
cooked, it is passed through a sieve. 
Bits of cucumber in butter are added 
and just before serving a liason of 
eggs yelk and cream is stirred in.

An English authority describes the 
preparation of asparagus as a sweet. 
Two pounds are cleaned and rinsed 
well, and boiled until tender in two 
quarts of milk. It is then strained, 
and four ounces of sugar aïe added. 
The liquid in which it was boiled is 
then poured in, and the whole is thick­
ened with the yelks of eight eggs, the 
concoction being stirred over the fire 
until thick enough. After being rub­
bed through a tanning it is frozen: 
two wine glassfuls of sherry, half a 
wine glassful of brandy and one and 
one-half gills of whipped cream are 
added, when it is refrozen and put in 
the ice cave until ready to be served.

basket is preferred, cut off a small 
slice about an inch and a third in di­
ameter across the end of each orange 
and save it for a cover. If still simpler 
baskets are desired cut the oranges in 
halves, remove the pulp and with 
sharp scissors cut the edges in little 
points. When the skins are pre­
pared і hey should te thoroughly chill­
ed. An easy way to do this is to 
pack them lightly in an ice-cream 
freezer and pack the can for an hour 
or so in salt, and ice. At the end of 
this time remove them, fill with 
orange sections, orange jelly, or 
orange frappe or ice, and serve each 
orange on a daintÿ dessert plate. The 
oranges with the covers may have 
them tied on with narrow ribbon, hav­
ing a fancy bow on top.

Browned Potatoes.—Boil large pota­

toes in their skins, peel, and when 
your roast of meat- is almost done lay 
the potatoes in the dripping pan about 
the meat, dredge and baste as you do 
the meat. Drain and arrange around 
the meat on the platter.

Potatoes. — Butter 
bright tin basin or pudding-dish and 
put in a layer of cold potatoes season­
ed with pepper, salt and bits of 
butter; fill the dish with these layers, 
and cover the top with cracker crumbs. 
Pour over it a cup of milk or cream, 
and bake half an hour.

À nice way to, fry potatoes is to dip 
them in egg and then in cracker or 
bread crumbs and fry until brown.

Saratoga Chips.—Peel the potatoes 
carefully, cut into very thin slices and 
keep in coid water over night, drain 
off the water and dry the potatoes 
thoroughly in a towel, put a handful 
al a time in a kettle of very hot lard, 
stirring with a fork to prevent them 
from adhering to the kettle or to 
each other. As soon as they become 
light, brown and crisp, remove quickly 
with a skimmer and sprinkle with 
salt as they are taken up.

Potato Puff.—Two cups mashed po­
tatoes, two tablespoons melted butter; 
stir these with a seasoning of salt to 
a creamy consistency. Baat two eggs 
and add with six tablespoonfuls of 
cream. Beat all together, pile in an ir 
regular form in a dish and bake in a 
quick oven until nicely colored.

TAINTS IN MILK.

Education is still needed among 
farmers to tone up their ideas in 
methods of producing pure milk. The 
thought with many people is that milk 
is Contaminated only by the introduc­
tion of foreign bodies directly into the 
milk. It is true this is a prolific source 
of bad-flavored butter and cheese, but- 
not the the only one. It does not oc­
cur to these farmers that taints may 
be introduced to ihtae products through 
the organism of the cow by her breath­
ing an impure and tainted atmosphere. 
Well authenticated instances are on 
record where cows at pasture, breath­
ing air polluted by carrion, carried the 
taint to their milk and seriously af­
fected the whole product of the fac­
tories to which the milk was sent.

The modern barn with close tie-up 
and cellar used as a depository for the 
accumulation of manure through the 
winter is more than suggestive of 
tainted milk when cows are confined in 
such quarters. The old, lax notions of 
allowing cows to stand and lie down in 
their ordure six months of the year 
accepting the conditions of filthiness 
the cows take on in consequence as a 
matter of course, are not yet all obso­
lete. And yet these farmers think 
ihi-y are targets for persecution if the 
factory management insists upon a 
reform in their practice on penalty of 
exclusion from the factory.

;

One of the comforting facts empha­
sized by the Congress is that con­
sumption is not the necessary re­
sult of close living, and dense popu­
lation, crowded England having a 
mortality from it of only 1,358 to the 
million of inhabitants, as against 
4,000 to the million for thinly peopled 
Russia. All that is necessary is the 
prompt disinfection of the expectora­
tion of patients in which the bacilli 
exist, and which, if permitted to dry, 
permeates the atmosphere as dust, 
and is thus introduced into the system 
of the healthy. With this better un­
derstanding of .the orgin and distri­
bution of tuberculosis, has come a 
corresponding revolution in its treat­
ment, at first suggested by the dis­
covery that it could be more success­
fully prevented or checked by resi­
dence in high altitudes than in lower 
and warmer regions. To this dis­
covery was added another, that the 
success of this treatment was not due 
to the air of high altitudes, but to 
abundance of air, and ., patients who 
had been living shut-in-lives, were in­
structed to live much in the open, 
with marked benefit to health and 
strength. Experiment in this line has 
led to the conclusion that the real 
cure is largely plenty of pure air and 
good food, and that this treatment 
may be had without residence in the. 
highlands, with the result that sani­
tariums are being established in many 
dissimilar localities. It seems not 
improbable that such further develop­
ment of the system will bet made that 
the great problem which the recent 
congress met to discuss, may ulti­
mately be solved by patients in their j 
own homes.

A HANDY CATTLE THOUGH.
It is often desirable to move cattle 

troughs from one place to another 
huiioe they should be light and* strong. 
Must troughs in our western feed lots

A trough made as 
described below will be very strong

Make two supports or benches, the 
upright posts to be 3 by 3 in., 2 1-2 It., 
high and the crussboards or cleats to 
ot 1 by 8 31-2 ft., lung, either nailed 
or bolted on the uprights.

CONCENTRATING THE MANURE.
Very few farmers have enough 

manure to fertilize all their laud as 
they would like. The best thing for 
such farmers to do is to apply this 
stable mainly to the crops on which 
they expect to put most of their labor. 
It does not pay to plant, cultivate and 
hoe poor land. Every addition of 
manure makes the labor more efiective. 
and therefore mure profitable. With 
mineral fertilizers it is different. 
These are usually applied to grain 
crops, for which dressings of 150 to 
J50 pounds per acre are usually sulfici- 
enl for the crop, besides leaving some 
to be taken by the clover after it. 
These mineral fertilizers so soon be­
come insoluble in the soil that it 
does not pay to apply them in large 
amounts. A small quantity each 
year# sufficient to make the crop it is 
applied to, is much better.

The Synod was the business body of the 
church and while craneacting the necessary 
business the spirituality of members was not 
lost or forgotten ; they con Id be Mfaithfol in 
business, serving the Lord.” It was well to 
say, Lord, Loid, but business must also be 
looked after.

After several of the clergy and "lay men had 
spoken, Rev. Mr. Davenport said the pro­
posed conference should consist of others 
besides those who composed the membership 
of the Synod, and the meetings should not 
be held at the same time as those of the 
Synod. It would be well to leave the time 
of holding them with the Bishop.

Dean Partridge favored the proposed con­
ference. Church people did not, as a rule, 
talk to each other about spiritual concerne 
and it would be well for them to come 
together specially to do so. Those who 
came would be charged with the whole 
spiritual power of the conference and would 
take it away with them to their parishes and 
the general result would he the uplifting of 
the whole Church to a higher plane. Such 
a conference would offer a good place for the 
ventilation of fads, which were sometimes 
good thing* in church life, and those attend­
ing might, in this respect, obtain something 
for the rounding out of their spiritual lives ; 
the conference would furnish a safety valve 
for spiritual grievances. No two men think 
exactly alike on the dootrinea of the church ; 
it is not well that a man should dwell too 
much on one idea in such matters, and by 
coming together and ditcueeing such matters 
our views or the Christian life would become 
enlarged and the whole result would be the 
drawing of hearts nearer to God.

Rev. Mr. Dicker suggested that by hold­
ing the Synod meeting every other year the 
conference could be held in the intervening 
year.

The resolution passed.
Rev. E. W. Simondeon moved that that 

Sunday in the ecclesiastical year upon which 
the festival of St. Barnabas falls, or the next 
before St. Barnabas day, be adopted as 
“Educational Sunday” in this diocese with 
the purpose of encouraging a general effort 
in support of our educational institutions ; 
and that in the event of this resolution carry­
ing, the Lord Bishop of the diocese be re­
quested to issue a pastoral calling attention 
to such adoption, therein expressing the 
claim that Kings College, N. S , has for 
support upon the church in this diocese.

This was discussed for a considerable time 
and finally adopted.

A long discussion took place on the sub­
ject of printing the journals of Synod and as 
to what they should contain.

It was finally decided that but one report 
should be issued and that it should include 
the Synod journals, the parochial reports 
read and presented to the Synod and also the 
lista of contributors and their contributions 
to the diocesan fund, although it was shown 
that if the printing of the journal of the 
present synod were delayed until the report 
of subscriptions for the current year shall be 
available,the work will not be out until next 
Februaijror March, so that the accounts for 
1898 submitted at this Synod will not be 
published until say March 1900. It was, 
however, thought that as last year’s report 
of subscriptions had been already printed, 
the journals of this year would be printed as 
soon as possible and this year’s subscription 
list held to go in with next year’s journals of 
Synod.

Mr. VV. B. Wallace moved that the re­
ports of the standing committees and the 
Bishop’s address be printed before the 
meeting of the Synod and distributed im­
mediately after the delivery of the Bishop's 
charge. Lost.

The Report of the Board of Home Mis­
sions was read by Mr, G. A. Schofield and 
discussed at some length, Judge Hanington 
severely criticising what he deemed the too 
conservative policy of the Board in the mat­
ter of investing the Home Mission fund. He 
charged that the Board discriminated in 
favor of city aa against country property as 
security for loans, and said that not more 
than Зі per cent, was being realised, while 
as mnch as Ц per cent, more might be ob­
tained.

Mr. Schofield ьаі 1 that Judge Haningtou’e 
speech had nothing to do with the report 
before the Synod. He might eay that the 
Board, when making investments, did not 
make any difference between town and coun­
try propeity, and never declined a safe in­
vestment at as high a rate of interest as it 
could get There was not a dollar in any 
bank at Зі per cent. It had the Chipman 
trust of $40,000 invested at 6 per cent, and, 
within the last few months they had made 
an investment in Fredericton at 5%. Offered 
investments to which the judge had referred 
were declined because they were not believ­
ed to be safe.

The Report waa adopted.
The matter of the formation of a diocesan 

S. S. Teachers’ Association waa allowed to 
stand over, with the understanding that the 
Bishop would, before next Synod meeting, 
take steps to have it brought before the par­
ish associations for the purpose of ascertain­
ing what would be the best method to pur­
sue to accomplish the end in view and carry 
out the ideas advanced in the present Synod 
meeting ; Mr. Montgomery to place in the 
hands of the Bishop the proposed canon on 
the subject which he had already presented, 
to be used in the formation of the proposed 
diocesan association.

of the clergy and delegates, and it seemed 
that he knew what he waa talking about, 
for although one of the principal hole's of 
the town had been destroyed by lire, he 
thought the members of Synod were never 
better put up or better received iu any place 
where they had been. They had received 
moat hearty welcomes and enjoyed the right 
kind of hospitality—the hospitality which 
made them feel that they were at home. 
[Applause.]

Judge Hanington said the Rector of 
Chatham was to be congratulated and the 
Synod also was to be congratulated on the 
holding of this session here. They had been 8 16 
most satisfactorily entertained elsewhere, 
but never more fully, freely and heartily 
than at Chatham.

Rev. E. W. aimonson endorsed what had 
been said of the Synod’s experiences of 8 85 
Chatham hospitality, and would also include 
Newcastle and Nelson in the motion. This 
was done.

His Lordship, the Bishop, added his CrM 
endorsement to what had been said by those 
who had alieady spoken on this subject and 
referred ta Rev. Canon Forsyth’s part in the 
work that had been done and which was so 
successfully carried out. He had, all along, 
felt that ample provision would be made for 
the clergy, but had some misgivings in 
reference to the laity. It seemed however 
that all had been most comfortably cared 
for, and it was a fact that the number of lay 
representatives at this Synod was consider­
ably in advance of that attending the meet­
ings elsewhere.

The motion waa now put and unanimously 
passed, amid applause.

Votes of thanks were also passed to the 
press for the full reports made of the Synod’s 
proceedings and also to the I. C. R., C. P.R., 
Canada Eastern and steamboat lines, whioh 
had afforded the members of synod favorable 
terms of travel.

Just before adjournment, the Bishop said 
that the steamboat excursion which the 
Synod was to enjoy through the generosity 
and kindness of Senator Snowball would 
probably take place on Friday forenoon, and 
that a definite announcement on the subject 
would be made by Canon Forsyth at the 
missionary meeting in the evening.

A hearty vote of thanks was passed te Mr.

Some ot the Conservative papers have 
fr&ntieally called upon the Governor- 
General to dissolve Parliament because of 
Sir Hibbert's failure to secure a judicial 
inquiry; but each a demand is almost as 
childish as most of the charges. There 
were no personal charges of any conse­
quence made against Mr. Sifton, the chief 
one being that he had sent out a man to 
investigate Yukon affairs who was married 
to his wife’s aunt. Hence Parliament 
could not be propeily accused of having 
screened a Minister against whom direct 
charges of corruption had been made. It 
would suit the Conservative plan of cam­
paign very well to have the Government 
ousted by the mandate of the Governor- 
General, and to have an appeal to the 
people on a matter respecting which very 
little information is available; but, for­
tunately, the Governor-General could not 
listen to such an appeal from a discredited 
minority. Mr. Sifton has many times 
challenged Sir Hibbert to make a personal 
charge against him which could be investi­
gated.

Some little progress has been made 
during the week in dealing with public 
business ; but it has not been sufficient to 
warrant the hope that Parliament will be 
able to prorogue this month. The Op­
position are as garrulous as ever, and as 
wickedly disposed to block Government 
measures. It never seems to oecur to 
them that it is as much their duty to 
promote the business of the House as it is 
the duty of the Government. They 
seize upon every pretext to make fiery 
campaign speeches. It seems that cor­
ruption was revealed recently in a Local 
election in West Elgin, and this has been 
the subject of a great deal of talk. It 
was a Liberal who was unseated. There 
is too much disposition altogether to dis­
cuss Provincial affaire in the Federal 
Parliament, and it ia high time that a 
halt should be called in that і egard. 
For example, in discussing the Redistri­
bution Bill now befoie the House Con­
servatives keep constantly referring to 
what they call the “Mowafc Gerry­
mander”, аз though there was the slight­
est relevancy in such ciiticism. Ia the 
same sense it is nauseating to have the 
Mercier scandal brought in day after 
day. These events in the Provinces have 
no bearing whatever on the men who now 
control Dominion aff ire.

The situation as respects the Drum­
mond County matter has remained un­
changed up to the moment of writing this 
letter. The Senate has not reached a 
conclusion, although it seemed almost 
certain at one time that the Senators 
would yield to the demand of the C. P. R. 
and throw out both the Drummond 
County Bill and the Grand Trunk Lesse. 
Better judgment asserted itself as the 
matter was discussed, and there does not 
now appear to be the same probability 
of this extreme course being taken. It 
would place the Conservative Senators in 
a moat indefensible position, and the 
effect would moat certaily be felt by their 
allie» in the Commons.

He sketched the three great missionary 
movements, beginning with that known as 
the Oxford movement, which originated at я 
time in the 18th century when the church’s 
critics had occasion to r^er with, «jjerhap--, 
some truth to her political bishops ашЦо.ч - 
bunting clergy, although she was not with­
out her devout and pious clergy and laity 
even in those times, for ^here were then in 
existence the Society for the Propagation of 
Christian Knowledge and the Society for the 
Propagation of the Gospel. He referred to 
the work of the Wesleys, priests of the 
Church of England, and said that good John 
Wesley, while working with zeal to reform 
the church, held back his people from sever­
ing themselves from it and so enjoined them 
at hie death. John and Charles Wesley of 
that little Oxford band were the genesis of 
the missionary movement in the Church of 
England.

The speaker traced the other great mis­
sionary movements of the church in England 
and contrasted the means and methods of 
the earlier missionary enterprises with those 
of to-day and drew pictures of the christian­
izing agencies of the church everywhere, 
referring te the two boards of missions of 
Canterbury and York, each independent of 
the other, but working in harmony, working 
in and collecting knowledge of the mission 
fields and discussing plans for accomplishing 
the christianizing of the world. A year or 
two ago, in London, there was a conference 
of missionary experts calltd from all parts 
of the world to tell what God had done in 
heathen lands for the triumph of the cross, 
and the scene,as men of all nations presented 
their testimony, took one back in thought 
almost to the first days of Christianity.

Among the 25,000 Church of England 
clergy, til missionary associations were 
formed 8 years ago and these have sent about 
90 men of high attainments to the mission 
fields, giving their wealth of money and in­
tellect to the work of the church. Through 
the efforts of the bishops many of the young­
er clergy have been enabled to go out to the 
mission spheres and while some return to 
benefit those at home by their experiences, 
others remain, finding attractions in the work. 
The work,however, is only just beginning and 
the field is still very large. Hundieds of 
of thousands in Africa; India with it* 200,- 
000,000 Hindus; Bnrmah with its millions 
of Buddhists, who think they have a better 
religion than ours, and other peoples who 
are y et to be brought to the foot of the cross. 
The speaker referred to the case of the 
young Hindu in England, who, in reply to 
a bishop’s public missionary appeal, years 
ago, pointed ont that the Christians in Iudia 
preached but did not practice, and he said 
that things are improved now. England was 
recognised as the mother of nations, and he 
asked, would she not also be recognised as 
the mother of churches? He appealed to hie 
hearers to do their share in promoting mis­
sionary work over the world, io the eternal 
interests of the millions who were yet to be

“The minister of marine and fisheries has 
decided that no extension of lobster fish­
ing will take place this year where the 
fishing season ends on July 1, but within 
the following limits where the season 
ends on July 15, an extension up to and 
including July 31 will be granted

Watt also presented a number of bills 
for burying dead dogv pigs and a sheep 
found in the upper end of the town, indicat­
ing that there has been great mortality of 
that class iu that locality. Payment was 
ordered.

On motion of aid. Loggie the action of the 
Mayor in suspending policeman Forest was 
approved and confirmed.

On mot on <.f aid. Snowball,and in view of 
he fact that policeman Foiest had baed sus­

pended and done no Scott Act wok of late, 
piliceman Murphy was appoint d Soit Act 
inspector iu his stead.

Aid. Loggie, speaking to this motion, said 
it should be distinctly understood that 
policeman Murphy was to do the duties of 
both policeman and inspector at $400 a year.

Aid. Flanagan moved that sufficient of the 
Henderson property now obstructing the 
line on Duke St. between Canard and George 
St»., to straighten Duke St. be expropriated, 
the award therefor to be paid out of bond 
fund money now on hand.

Aid. Snowball said the Public Works 
Committee had the matter in hand, having 
written to Mr. Henderson on the subject, 
who referred them to his agent here, Hon. 
Mr. Tweedie. Iu a short time the commit­
tee would be in a position to report upon the 
matter. The motion was withdrawn.

Aid. Loggie enquired what had been done 
towards going on with the water supply 
and sewerage work. Ik was expected that 
the committee would have reported on the 
subject.

The Mayor and aid.Snowball both replied, 
intimating that a partial report had been 
submitted to-night. [They aeem to be 
waiting for the land damage question to 
settle itself.]

Aid. Maher directed attention to the 
comparatively small amounts collected in the 
Town for license fees and said two oculists, 
a veterinary burgeon and a piano-tuner, who 
ought to have been required to take out 
licenses were permitted to go free.

The Mayor said he would call the atten­
tion of the marshall to the matter and get 
him to exert himself somewhat in looking 
after the town’s interests in this respect.

waa the next speaker and his addreaa was 
devoted to the subject of Home Missions. 
Before entering upon it, however, he aaid he 
never before realised, ae he had done in the 
last few daya and now, the truth of the 
legend respecting Rip Van Winkle, the lazy 
young man who fell asleep and so remained 
for 20 years, to revisit again the home of hie 
youth. The Archdeacon traced the analogy 
between the supposed sensations of Wash­
ington Irving’s famous and good natured 
Dutchman and himself in connection with 
the changes which be now observed in 
Chatham, from things aa they existed 30 
year* ago, when he was here aP a teacher, 
and he dwelt especially on the magnificent 
improvements — the metamorphosis — that 
had been effected in St. Mery’s Chapel and 
its beautiful service, and he had to ask him­
self if theee scenes and this Church were 
really those he formerly knew, so much im­
proved and bettered were they.

Coming to the subject of Home Missions 
he referred to the formation of the Diooeean 
Synod which took place while he waa here, 
30 years ago, when the late esteemed Rev. 
Samuel Bacon, was rector. A letter came 
from the revered Bishop Medley for the 
promotion of the scheme to Mr. Bacon and 
there waa, of course, a division of opinion in 
reference to the proposition, for while some 
■aw that it would lead to the uniting of the 
church in the province for self-government, 
other» saw in it only a device to give addi­
tional power to the episcopal aim. He 
oepouaed the Synod side of the question 
which waa carried in the parish by only a 
majority of one and it waa a satisfaction 
now for him to look back upon the active 
part he had taken with those who worked 
for a favorable result. The speaker triced

How much gold came out of the 
ground that first summer can never be 
known.

The pans of dirt that were washed out 
gave him reason for believing, upon 
computation, lhat there might be 
actually four million dollars in each 
claim. But these were not averages.
Far, far from it. Even if they were, 
the enormous cost of working the rich­
est, yet costliest, diggings in the 
Yukon was not taken into considera­
tion as it should have been.

Clements panned out of four pans 
$2000, the largest being reported at 
$775. Clarence Berry showed gold in 
bottles that he said represented, re­
spectively, $560, $230, and $175 pans.
There were many others like these. Of 
course they were picked and scraped 
off bed-rock, and did not represent 
average dirt. Five dollars, even one 
dollar, “straight,” as it is ts called, 
would be.

"He treated with disdain Cobb’s 
threat to jump the claims, and said 
he would go and see the recorder. 
McKay arrived on the scene, and the 
recorder told them that if they cut 
their names off Bonanza, he would 
put their names down on the new 
creeks. This Clements, An lone, and 
Keller did.

"The first of a gang of stampeders, 
who had coma to Dawson on the steam­
er, arrived. Among those 
William Sconse and William Sloan, 
who took 14 and 15. Some one staked 
13 in & fictitious name, to try to hold 
for a friend, perhaps, and this was 
afterwards jumped by a man of the 
name of Hollingshead.

"We all went over to the creek, and 
began to measure and record.

“Cobb jumped Phiscater s claim, 
as he had not taken his name off 
Bonanza. The name of the creek was 
formally declared to be "El Dorado, 
as agreed* upon at the meeting the 
night before.

"Cobb lost his claim, for Constan­
tine decided that ‘at the time he 
jumped there was plenty of as 
good ground farther up the creek, ^nd 
that it was hoggish, to say the least, 
to jump ground where a discovery of 
gold had been made.’ Had all the 
five claims been jumped, instead of 
only one, and this been done after the 
creek had been staked, there is a 
chance whether Antone, Keller, and 
company would
NOT HAVE LOST THEIR CLAIMS, 
to which they had not the slightest 
legal right until they had taken their 
names off Bonanza, and the reasons 
that barred Cobb would not have ap­
plied to late comers, when there was 
no more ground on the creek above.

"The spot where the gold was dis­
covered was, like the discovery on 
Bonanza, at the edge of the creek on 
the line of Nos. 2 and 3. It was taken 
from a cut in the bank, and was prac­
tically surface gold that had slid 
down from the old channel on the 
bill-side. It was nothing more or 
less than bench’ gold, the existence 
of which was not even suspected at 
that time,. From {a \JMle eighteen 
inches deep in the creek-bed, and un­
der water, as high as two dollars was 
taken out. Bed-rock where the real 
richness lay, and the real creek-bed, 
was fifteen or sixteen feet below the 
surface, under muck and gravel.

"The next morning, at six o clock, 
we started back, and reached the 
Indian village at one p.m. crossed 
over to our cache, and had dinner. 
Then we started for Forty Mile, which 
we reached at ten-thirty that night, 
and next day we recorded again, and 
finally at Constantine’s office.”

Johns, lüè so many others, little 
knew the value of the claim he had 
staked. After some days, a favorable 
report must have been received from 
the new diggings. He was offered 
$500 for the claim, and sold it to Knut 
Langlows and Mrs. Healy. One half 
was cash, the other half to be paid 
when bed-rock was reached. In the 
case of the man who staked 29, and 
played Charlie Anderson for an easy 
mark, he too simply judged Klondike 
values like others in that country. 
Those who sold were by no means 
fools. They simply had a chance to 
sell for a grub stake, which was about 
all a man usually got from a year’s 
work. And if the truth were con­
fessed, the reason why there were 
not more sales at that time was 
that

fifty-foot one. This had the effect of 
reducing the five hundred foot claims 
by fifty feet or more, which! left frac­
tions between that by this time were 
of great value. These were seized up­
on and staked the same as full claims, 
but upon the deception being found 
out, there was a big row, and Mr. 
William Ogilve the Canadian Boun­
dary Commissioner, who happened to 
be in the country at the time locat­
ing the international line, was called 
from Forty Mile to settle the trouble. 
Mr. Ogilvie, being a magistrate, took 
testimony; the men confessed, were re­
pentant, and were forgiven; and then 
Mr. Ogilvie made a partial survey of 
Bonanza and El Dorado. But many 
of the claims on Bonanza were short.

One of these short claims was not 
the fault of the official measurer. It 
was on lower Bonanza. I never found 
out just where, but it was staked by 
a mounted policeman. The creek 
winds very much there, and

He should have measured the five 
hundred feet in the direction of the 
valley, but he was not able to see the 
direction, perhaps on account of the 
thick woods, and followed the creek 
in its winding When the surveyor 
came along and threw lines across the 
valley corresponding to his upper and 
lower stakes, the poor policeman, in­
stead of having a claim was in debt 
six feet.

One of the claims near Discovery 
on Bonanza was staked by Micky Wil­
kins. Micky was not one of those who 
were thrown into boats and brought 
along nolens volens from Forty Mile 
in lhe first stampede, but be was one 
of a party who did help tie a drunken 
man and throw him into the boat. 
Micky, like a wise man, sold out for 
a few hundred dollars. When they 
cam.» to survey the claim, the new 
owner found only a few inches. I 
felt sorry for all who sold at the very 
start until 1 met Micky.

A fraction of a claim would hardly 
seem worth having, at least except 
in ground like Klondike. No. 2 above 
was staked long. John Jacob Astor 
Uusel was a good miner and he wanted 
to take in the mouth of Skookum 
Gulch. Dick Low put the tape to 
Dusel’s claim and found it about 
eighty-five feet too long, and took a 
narrow slice directly opposite the 
mouth of Skookum. He did not think 
so much of it ar the time. He wanted 
$900 for it. No one was so foolish as 
to pay that much for the narrow 
strip of ground, lie tried to let it out 
on a lay. but no one wanted to work 
it for an interest. He had to work 
it himself, poor man! The first hole 
was put down by his present foreman, 
and he did not find a cent. Further 
account of what is probably the rich­
est piece of ground in the whole 
Klondike must be left till later, when 
there are pack-horses to carry the 
gold down .to Dawaon.

On El Dorado the claims were almost 
all excessively long. It looked as if 
they were measured by guess while on 
the run, and then a lot more added to 
make sure. One fraction, 37 A, is four 
hundred and twenty feet long—almost 
a whole claim ! Several are from one 
hundred to one hundred and sixty feet 
in length. Sometimes the second man 
has been in a hurry and not measur­
ed his fraction correctly, and a third 
man comes along and

FINDS ANOTHER TINY SLICE.
Nothing was too small on El Dorado. 

There was one ten-foot fraction. It was 
thought to be worth ten to twenty 
thousand dollars. A thirteen-foot frac­
tion was found next to 14. It was so 
narrow that the owner had to take a 
lay of thirty-seven feet on an adjoin­
ing claim in order to work it.

Nor was all the luck confined to the 
mines. A butcher by the name of 
" Long Shorty," otherwise Thorp, had 
driven in some cattle, and was trying 
to reach Forty Mile late in the fall, 
in the ice with the meat on a raft. 
He was frozen iq at the mouth of the 
Klondike, only to discover there a big 
mining camp. That beef was a god­
send to Jhe miners that winter. It is 
considered essential to prevent scurvy. 
Provisions were very scarce. The trans­
portation company had been able to 
bring enough up to supply the camp, 
Flour had co be freighted with dogs 
from Forty Mile, and sold at from for­
ty to sixty dollars for a fifty-pound 
sack. Beef was one to two dollars a 
pound. Mining tools were scarce also, 
shovels bringing seventeen and eigh­
teen dollars each. But wages were 
proportionately high—one dollar and a 
half to two dollars an hour for com­
mon labor, and often not to be had 
at that price. The price of wages cor­
responded to the opportunities afford­
ed by prospecting.

The first hole to be put down by burn­
ing is credited to Skookum Jim. Pages 
could be filled with the finds that day 
by day were made on those claims that 
were worked that winter. The person­
age not unknown to fame, “ Swiftwa- 
ler Bill,” with William Leggett and 
six others, took a lease, or lay, of 13 
El Dorado. Seven holes were put down 
before, the pay was struck, though 
many think there was pay in 
one of the first holes, and that they 
filled it up. At any rate, they ask­
ed the price—$45,600—bought the claim 
paid $10,000 down, pu^ ;n a rocker, and 
paid for the claim in six weeks.

the distance to Forty 
Mile, sixty days were allowed in which 
to record. Any claims not recorded 
within the sixty days were open for 
relocation. There were several such 
claims, left vacant by men who consid­
ered them no good, and recorded else­
where. Such a claim was No. 40 above 
on Bonanza. It was known to a large 
number that the claim was open, and 
a Mounted Policeman was there, with 
watch in hand to announce when ex­
actly twelve o’clock midnight came.

IT WAS IN JANUARY.
There were several parties on foot, and 
two men who had dog outfits, Prompt­
ly at twelve o’clock all hands staked 
and started. Lereaux and a compan­
ion, Vaughan, ran to No. 48 above, 
where one team was waiting. Lowerie, 
the other dog-man, put down the trail 
on the run for Dawson, where an In­
dian with five or six dogs was in 
waiting.
ber. At’ Dawson thoy were not far 
apart. The men both had good dogs. 
But dogs are poor things to race with, 
as every one knows. A dog has no am­
bition to pass ahead like a horse; he 
prefers to follow. Besides, when the 
trail is narrow, it is hard for one team 
to pass another. How they did man­
age to pass each other at all is a mar­
vel, but it happened that every time 
they passed a cabin the leading team 
insisted on turning out, whereupon, 
the hind team would seize the oppor­
tunity and dash by. It was a great 
advantage to have я man run ahead 
of the dogs. When they reached For­
ty Mile, Lowerie and the Indian were 
ahead. The recorder’s office was across 
the creek, at Fort Cudahy. The Indian 
did not know this, or else the dogs de­
termined to turn into Forty Mile. Low­
erie saw the mistake, jumped from his 
sleigh, and made for the recorder’s of­
fice on the dead run, with Lereaux 
just with him. Both men reached the 
office at the same moment, and fell 
against the door. They were both so 
exhausted that for a moment they 
could not say what they had come for. 
When they recovered sufficient breath 
to announce their business, Captain 
Constantine told them he would wait 
to see if there were others behind ; and 
no оце else coming, he divided the 
claim between them

A detachment of Mounted Police 
came up to Dawson In the late winter 
or spring, bringing the record-books 
with them. The certificates of re­
gistry of that time were in manuscript, 
there being no printed hlankq avail­
able.

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THERE XVERE FEW BUYERS. 
For this is what happened; first 
claims were of no value; then, as gold 
was found, they rose in value slowly 
first, then with great leaps. The 
seller would want, say, a thousand dol­
lars; by the time the buyer found 
that it.was really worth a thousand, 
the claim owner had discovered it to 
be worth ten thousand; and when the 
buyer was willing to buy at that 
price, the value had jumped to twenty 
thousand, and so on. The buyers were 
just one lap behind the sellers.

No. 31 El Dorado was sold by the 
original staker for $100, $80 being 
cash. Within six months it was so d 
for $31,000, and one year later the 
owner refused $150,000.

One-half of 30 El Dorado, it is said, 
was sold for a sack of flour, 
owners, big Alec. McDonald and Billy 
Chappel, did not think enough of it 
to work it themselves, but rather late 
in the season put it out on a lay, and 
took a lay themselves on 'another 
claim. The laymen struck it the first 
hole, and out of thirty burnings 
took out $40,000.
