Hon, Mr. Blair introduced the dele-
gates and they only stated the object
of their visit, which was in connection
with the proposed dry dock at St.
John,

The minister of railways called upon
Mr. Emmerson to address the minis-
tdrs.  The member for Westmorland
did so, speaking briefly, but strongly in
sugpport of the project. The principal
speakers among the delegates were Col.
Tucker, Mr. Robertson and Mr. Thom-
son.

George Robertson, who is the princi-
pal promoter of the scheme, made out
a very strong case and it looks now as
if his efforts were going to be reward-
ed with success. He certainly made a
strong impression upon the ministers
present. He pointed out that the Hali-
fax dock was not sufficient to accomo-
date all the vessels that required re-
pairs. There was sufficient work for
both dry docks.

SUBSTITUTE FOR COAL.

Peat Briquettes Made in Canada at
Cost of $1.50 Per Ton.

——

WASHINGTON, Nov. 12.—United
States Consul Gunsaulus, in a report
to the State department from Toronto,
says:

Recognizing that a good and cheap
substitute for anthracite coal would
prove a great boon to the people of
many states of the union, and having
learned that the efforts in Canada to
produce’ dense fuel blocks from peat
have within the last few months been
brought to a successful issue, T have
made careful inquiry, with a i
reporting whatever lLia: been
accomplished and 1 feel that prs
experiments, which have been perse-
veringly continued for some years,
have now resulted in the economical
production of a salable peat fuel, high-
ly satisfactory for domestic purposes.

Manufacturing operations on a com-
anercial scale have been reported upon
by engineers of high standing, and all
agree in the opinion that methods and
appliarces urc now available whereby
peat briquettes may be produced, ready
for shipment, for a maximum manu-
facturing cost of $1.50 per ton, and
probably for considerably less iu olants
of larger capacity.

A number of experienced business
men and government officials concur
in the engineers’ conclusion, and 1 find
that the large majority of customers
are much pleased with the fuel, which,
if burned with proper regard to the few
simple precautions necessary to insure
best results in combustion, cannot fail
to meet the most exacting requirements
heretofore expected of anthracite coal.
There is, however, some Al%crince of
opinion as to the length of time a
given weight of peat briguettes will
burn, as compared with the same
weight of anthracite. Theoretically
the heat umits in peat being fewer, it
may be argued it must burn out fast-
er, but with effective control of
draughts, it is surprising how nearly
its lasting qutlity approaches that of
hard coal.

NEWFOUNDLAND TREATY

. . ™
Will be Hotly Opposed by United
. States Fishing Interests.

(Gloucester, Mass,, Times.)

As was clearly indicated in the inter-
views published in yesterday's Times,
from our fish producers and the large
interest in the cutting, packing and
shipment of fish from this port, the
Newfoundland treaty, if ratified, will
strike & crushing blow to the fishing
business, not only at this port but
throughout New England, on the Great
Lakes and the Pacific Coast. It is a
clear glve away of this industry in
faver of Newfoundland, and will not
be allowed without as strong a pro-
test as can be possibly arrayed against
it.

This treaty affects the large army of
workers, known as the fish handlers,
cutters, curers, skinners, the teamsters,
the box makers and printers, the men
who work on the wharves, vessel build-
ers and repairers, the railways, the
sailmakers, riggers, shipsmiths, block-
makers and other branches of industry
which are establishe .« here, and along
the coast, whose army of wor) s de-
pend upon the success of the fisheries
for their livelihood.
What the ins and outs wen which led

signing of the treaty we are
at a loss to understand, but eertain it
is that the interest of the American
fisheries were not taken into account
in the formulation of this treaty. It is
a4 one-sided affair all through, and one
which is not at all creditable to its
originators, so far as this country is
concerned, and if this is a sample of
the reciprocity which is to prevail, the
Amarican people want nothing of it.

That there will be a concerted action
on the part of the fishing owners, and
all other interests in this important
national industry, to defeat this treaty,
Is clearly apparent. It will not only
come from New England but from
the men in the lake and Pacific coast
fisheries who do not propose to have
their industries wiped out by the free
fish from Newfoundland. The great
army of workers will send in their pro-
test against such injustice, and we feel
assured that the volce will be heard by
our senators and have due weight to
defeat the ratification of any such
treaty.  Surely the republican party
| cannot afford to stultify itself by any
such legislation as will severely cripple
such an important national industry as
. the American fisheries, After this
treaty Is in operation and Newfound-
land succeeds in sending her fish into
the United States free of duty at cut
prices, how long will it be after she
Secures the monopoly of the fisherjes,
which she is aiming at, ere she
advances the prica at her own sweet
will?

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OUT IN WINNIPEG.

e
They Affect a Gorgeous Carpet for
Their City Hall,

——

The decorating and improving of the
city hall, which has been going on
nearly all summer, is now about com=
pleted, and yesterday Messrs. A. .
Banfleld & Co. received the carpet that
is to be laid in the council chamber.
This carpet, or more properly speaking,
rug, is a master piece of the carpet-
weaver's art. So far as can be learned,
no other city in Canada or the United
States has carpet anything approach-
ing the one now ready for Winnipeg’s
civil hall. The design is the crest of
the city, surrounded by a wreath of
maple leaves. The color scheme is a
square of the richest maroon, in the
centre of which is the city crest, de-
veloped in the most exquisite shades of
moss green, and then a further border,
perhaps two and a half feet wide, of
plain green of the deepest shade used in
the crest. The entire rug is 22 feet
Square, and is 'woven in one piece. To
accomplish the desire of the city fath-
ers, it was first necessary to have a
sketch made of the design. This was
done by Mr. Banfield, the blue print
coples being prepared in the city engin-
eer's office and sent to the famous
Templetons, of Glasgow, carpet makers
to the King. Here the whole design
was re-drawn and then produced in an
exact cardboard pattern for' the use
of the artists. The size' of the carpet
demanded a special loom, and this also
was provided, and then the work was
begun. Every inch of the one hundred

and the smaller rugs for the mayor's
platform and the entrance was woven
by hand. It is a great tribute to the
high value set on hand labor. The
crest, when looked at from a little dis-
tance, might easily be taken for a hand
painting, the shading of the locomotive,
the wheat sheaves, but above all, of
the wreath of maple leaves, is so per-
fect. With regard to the maple leaves,
Messrs. Templeton wrote that they
must have some of the leaves. ‘Now,
the number of hard maples in Mani-
toba is linmted, but fortunately for Mr.
Banfield, his next door neighbor has a
couple of ghe few of these trees in the
city. Afbunch of these leaves was
gathered, carefully pressed, and for-
warded to Scotland, so that.the work-
ers had th ot shades they wished
 to produce Béfore them. The coloring
in this rug harmonizes perfectly with
the new tinting of the chamber, and
when it is in place Winnipeg can en-
Joy the proud consclousness of having
one of the best appointed il

yards of carpet contained in this square”

AMERICAN SYNDICATE

Buys 2,000,000 Acres in/New On-
tario and Will Place’12,500
Settlers in Ten Years.

OVER-PRESSURE IN SCHOOLS.

(American Medicine.)

At a joint meeting of school superin-
tendents and the state board of health
in Ohlo, the question of over-study
was a topic under discussion. ‘The
superintendents appeared to take the
position that there was no such over-
working of the pupils. The superin-
tendent of the public schools of Cincin-
nati said:

“It is not mental activity that hurts.
It is the foul air, the bad seat, the un-
equal heating of the room, the poor
lighting. Study doesn't hurt. A few
days ago we had a case of a child not
yet tem years old who
from headache and seemed unable to
give attention to the lessons. On'in-
vestigation it was found that that child
had been up four nights until eleven
o'clock! We have thousands of such
cases in Cincinnati in which the bad
eating, bad hours, and irregular sleep-
ing at home produce these results. But
hard work is what the child needs; not
rest, not recreation, not relapse from
task, but undertaking the task with a
purpose, so that in pursuing it the child
pose, so that in pursuing it the child
8rows strong in mind as in body. Of
course, mental exercise as well as phy-
sical can be carried to excess. But
the work of the school room which
shows a stultifying process has to do
with the formal text-bdok side of the
schooling.”

But the physicians were of another
opinion. Dr. McCall of Lima said:

“From day to day I see th: cffects
of over-crowding in our public schools
and so do'my brother practitioners in
Ohio and other states. If the children
have their studies interspersed with
manual training, outdoor exercise, and
study of nature there is no such thing
as mental over-work. But that condi-
tion does not exist in many schools.
Of all the factors which we find work-
ing on the nervous systems of the chil-
dren the one most detrimental is the
iiving a lot of dry facts to memorize
and recite, and the fact remains that
such is done.”

In closing he characterized
the strike breaker or ‘“scab,” as he
called him, "a good #¥pe of the Am-
erican hero.”

The unionists cons
sider themselves partners, he said, in
the business of their’ employers, and
when they go out on strike to enforce
a proper distribution of the profits they
believe that their position is not vacat-
ed, and that their employers have no
right to use strike breakers to fill their
places. He sald that if the use of phy-
sical' force ever was justified it was
when the laboring man uses it to pro-
tect his position, which is his capital.

Pres. Eliot said present conditions in-
dicated that many years must pass be-
fore the labor question is satisfactorily
solved. Both sides must make conces-
gions and adopt some plans, as for in-
stance, that4n vogue in the great edu-
cational institutions of the country,
where the professors are engaged on
trial, then on probation, and, finally,
when they ‘have proved. themselves
competent and trustworthy, retained
for life, or as long as they are able to
perform their duties.

Tomorrow it
is expected the actual work of the conven-
tion will’ be entered on.

At the opening of the afternoon session
President Gompers called Vice President
Kidd to the chair and read his report.

The words of praise accorded by the speak-
er to President Mitchell were greeted with
great applause, as was also the warning of
the dangers that lie ahead of the unions in
unrestrained claims of jurisdiction over
other ies.

Convict Secures His Release by Acting
as Executioner,

A free man now is Vincente Rivera,
murderer of San Juan, Porto Rico.
Kiling men had no terrors for him,
and when the state sought an execu-
tioner Vincente Rivera stepped to the

front. -

“A year of freedom for each life,”
they told him.

So every time he gave the garrote-
wheel a turn with his powerful arms
one year less remained of his term of
15 years. He was sentenced in 1895 for
murder committed in 1888. He managed
to keep in hiding for ten years before
the authorities captured him.

‘When in 1900 five men were sentenced
to be garrotted at Ponce the authorit-
fes found it almost impossible to secure
an executioner. The people of Ponce
loathe an executioner as they would a
leper. It was finally decided to secure
a long term prisoner and hire him at
the rate of ome year's remission of
sentence for each life legally taken.
Rivera had had two years of dungeon
existence and Jumped at thé chance.

He killed the five condemned men and
all Ponce knew him for the execution-
er. Four other men were condemmed
to death last Jume 2nd again Rivera
offered hig services. 'This regained for
him his liberty.

Rivera returned to his home a free
man. He has not lived a happy mo-
ment since. Every door Kas been shut
to him. None will hold communication
mith him. Even the occasional words
of his -former, dungeon keeper come
back to him now as cheerful sounds in
contrast to the silence which is main-
taiied by people who cannot- avoid
meeting him.

Tt was
not long after he resigned from the
navy that he became associated with
Thomas F. Ryan, James B. Duke,
William C. Whitney and others in the
formation of the American Tobacco
Company. At the time it was said that
Hazeltine had drranged for the pur-
chase by the trust of the properties of
independent manufacturers of plug
and other tobacco in St, Louis.

t is known that grates like those
which the company will manufacture
have been in use for some time at the
New Rochelle power house of the Un-
lon aRilway Company, better known as
the Huckleberry road. Mr, Ryan, Mr.
Whitney and Anthony N. Brady, of
Albany are the men who control this
road. Others of the grates are in use
at the Pioneer Iron Works in Brook-
lyn, which is controlled by Mr. Ryah
and Mr. Whitney.

The device which the company will
manufacture is a hollow grate-bar
through which superheated air is pass-
ed. This consumes the escaping carbon,
turns it Into heat and leaves a smoke
practically free from soot.

THE RIBBON ROS

et
Fashioned, It Is Dominant In
Season's Decorations.
———

The ribbon rose takes its place in the de-
corations of the season, and so natural is it,
80 delicately scented and so becoming, that
really it rivals the rose of nature. Over the
natural rose it has some advantages. It
is of -any color you desire and it keeps its
freshuess a great deal longer. = You can
rely upon a ribbon rose, and the samo cannot
be said of the rose of the garden.

To make one of these you select ribbon
of the color you desire, and if you are wise
you will take a shade of moes rose pink.
Let the ribbon be of the brightest satin and
about three inches wide. Take it and lay
it in folds, something like ribbon loops, and
gather them together in your hand.

To be more specific you take the ribbon
in your right hand and make a loop of it.
With the left hand you add loops one by one
until you have a bunch of them in your
fingers. Then you take a needle and thread
and sew these loops together at the base
forming the calyx of the flower. Finally
you take a strip of green satin ribbon, one
Inch wide, and wind it around the rose so
as to make a hand foundation. Then you
attach to this & rubber stem with a few arti-
ficial green leaves, which you can buy at the
milliner’s, i

For the centre of your rose you will need
to stuff oyt one of the loops, so as to make
& hard middle of natural p ons.

If you will do this and carefully shape the
loops with your fingers you will have no
dificulty in making an artificial rose so
natural as to look like the real.

They make roses in bunches, one big
Tose Wwith two or three buds and severa!
leaves. The stem is a delightful thing in
green satin with French leaves attached to
it, and the whole is fit to be worn upon any
bodice.

The scented crepe paper flowers are very
good “for the coiffure, and they have the
same advantage over the real as the silk
flowers, namely, that they do not wilt.

GASOLENE AND NAPTHA

Are Ousting Oar and Sail for Small
Boats and Launches.

—
{Gloucester Times.)
Who would have even imagined five
years ago that a motor engine would
be devised suitable for small boat and
dory fishermen? But such is the fact
today, and the small boat fishermen,
not only along the New England coast,
but on the Long Island and Jersey
coasts, are fast adopting.this labor-
saving device, and find it works in
handily. Aside from its saving of
muscle, it enables the  fishermen to
reach the fishing grounds much more
quickly, and when the fare of fish has
been taken they can, as it were, fly
away to market and thus stand the
chance of having their fare in better
condition, and thereby demand better
prices,
Oars and spritsails have had their
day. They are not, however, going out
entirely, but the little gasolene and
naptha engine does the work so much
better that is is presumed that ere
long they will come into general use.
A five mile row with a head tide and
wind to the fishing ground is quite a
task after all, especially the coming
home after a hard day's work pulling
up the cod and haddock and other spe-
cies of fish, for which there is a quick
demand. Some of the youngsters did
not until recently consider it much of
a task, but since the introduction of
the modern emgine, the young as well
as the old fishermen have been seized
with that tired feeling we hear talkedd
of, and are fast investing their savings
in the little machines, which take them
to and from the fishing grounds with
little or no effort; in fact, it is a de-
cided pleasure to skip over the water
under thé manipulations of these little
propellors.

It will not do for a few to avail
themsclves of this method of propul-
slon, as the advantages are such that
those who do not use the engines will
stand a chance of being behindhand,
therefore it is safe to say that they
will be utilized as auxiliary power to
be used or not as desired, but the fact
of their being ready for service is a
good thing, and it will be passed along
among the small boat and dory fleet.

What an accommodation these .en-
gines prove on the Annisquam river.
There is quite a strong tide there, as
the many who enjoy this beautiful riv-
er can abundantly testify; but the
little engines stem it in fine style. But
after all there is great sport In sail-
ing, and we notice that the sails in
very many instances have not been
discarded, as what gresater sport is
there than

“A wet sheet and a flowing sea,
A wind that follows fast,

That fills the white and rustling sail,
And bends the gallant mast.™

The sails need not be discarded, keep
them as they are, and use both wind
and gas, or either one you wish, and
you will be up with the times and
ready to do battle with the elements.

The past year has witnessed this
motor power connected with some of
the larger class of shore fishing boats
and it bids fair of coming into general
use. The steam launches have proved
themselves vlry desirable and the next
season will witness large adidtions to
the fleet.

Dr. Charlton Uses Serum With Success
—Appoited to Rockefeller
Fellowship.

The Rockefeller fellowship of patho-
logy at McGill, vacated by the ap-
pointment of Dr. W. W. Ford to the
staff of the Rockfeller Institute, at
Chicago, has been filled by the ap-
poimtment of Dr. G. A. Charlton. Dr.
Charlton came to McGill from St.
George, Ont, He graduated in 1900,
some months as interne in the
Sloan’s Maternity Hospital, New York,

returned to Montreal, where
nt in charge of the Civic
dospital from January to October,

1901. He was them appointe’ a fellow
in pathology at McGill, whe he has
fince been working in the pa .ulogical
laborate ¢, under Dr. Ada:

Sce fever has bén the principal
Subj¢ 't of Dr. Charlton's researches,
and he has used against it a serum,
prepared under the, direction of Dr.
Hubtert, of Detroit, which bears much
the same relation to it as anti-toxin
does to diptheria. The serum is direct-
ed against the streptococcus, a parasite
Which is not the exciting cause of the
disease, and is not present in light
cases, bt seems to lead to a secondary
infection when once the disease has
been contracted, and to be largely re-
3pongible for the high fever, the sup-
puration of the ear and other danger-
ous symptoms associated with the com-
plaint.

Dr Charlton used the serum in fif-

ten severe cases, most ¢f whom would
probably have died under ordinary
methods of treatment. Thirteen recov-
€red; of the other two, one was dying
when brought into the hospital, and
the other died of diphtheria. The ser-
um quickly did away with the symp-
toms due to the streptococcus and pro-
duced a rapid convalescence. The dis-
€ase may now be sdld to be conquered
as completely as diphtheria.
Dr. Paul Moser, of Vien discov-
ered the same method of treatment in-
dependently, and has vsed it with such
Success that the Austrian government
has made a grant to provide the hospi-
tals with it.

MILLIONATRE MACDONALD.

MONTREAL, Nov. 13.—Sir William
Macdonald, mMlionaire Canadian to-
bacco manufacturer, and benefactor
of McGill Umiversity, was the princi-
pal witness examined today before the
Royal Commission on the tobacco
trade.

Sir William stated he had been man-
ufacturing tobacco for forty-four
Yyears, beginning in a small way and
working the business up. He never
found it necessary to resort to any ex-
clusive contraect system. He reached
the rectail trade through wholesale
merchants, He made the experiment
of manufacturing with Canadian leaf
in 1860, but discontinued it after a
year’'s trial and had since used Amer-
ican leaf exclusively. Asked if.he had
ever suffcred from competition to any
extent, he created some amusemeng by,
pointing out that he was bald hea@ed.
He was not in favor of the policy of
helping the (anadian grower of to-
bacco with a bounty. This policy had
helped growers. He thought Canada
sheuld content herself with assisting
in the Gevelopment of the natural in-
dustries. Tobacco was better grown
in a country with a warmer climate

Section of New Yard is Now Completed
—More Work to Be Done On
Courtenay Bay.
——
The I. C. R. work at Gilbert's Island
is now practically completed, but a few
men will be employed for two or three
days longer in finishing up.
