Mr. McNeill for the Trade Union, said 
that the present attitude of the unions 
is due to the limitations placed upon 
the laboring men. The unionists com 
slder themselves partners, he said, In 
the business of their employers, and 
when they go out on strike to enforce 
a proper distribution of the profits they 
believe that their position is not vacat­
ed, and that their employers have no 
right to use strike breakers to fill their 
places. He said that If the use of phy­
sical- force ever was justified it was 
when the laboring' man uses it to pro­
tect his position, which Is his capital.

Pres. Eliot said present conditions In­
dicated that many years must pass be­
fore the labor question Is satisfactorily 
solved. Both sides must make conces­
sions and adopt some plans, as for in­
stance, thatan vogue in the great edu­
cational institutions of the country, 
where the professors are engaged on 
trial, then on probation, and, finally, 
when they 'have proved themselves 
competent and trustworthy, retained 
for life, or as long as they are able to 
perform their duties. In case of disa­
bility they are pensioned. This plan, 
however, he said, is not feasible at the 
present time because both the employ­
ers and the labor unions were, in a 
way, Inhuman.

The principal objection to the labor 
unions, from the educated point of view, 
he said, was their objection to young 
men becoming competent mefrha’hlcs.

Four other men were condemned 
to death last Jurie and again Rivera 
offered his services. This regained for 
him his liberty.

ment since. Every door has been shut 
to him. None will hold communication 
mlth him. Even the occasional words 
of his formel; dungeon keeper come 
back to him now' as cheerful sounds in 
contrast to the silence which is main­
tained by people who 
meeting him.

puration of the ear and other danger­
ous symptoms associated with the com­
plaint.

Dr Charlton used the serum In rtf- 
ten ?*?vere cases, most cf whom would 
probably have died under ordinary 
methods of treatment. Thirteen recov­
ered; of the other two, one was dying 
when brought into the hospital, and 
the other died of diphtheria. The ser­
um quickly did away with the symp­
toms due to the streptococcus and pro­
duced a rapid convalescence. The dis­
ease may now be said to be conquered 
as completely as diphtheria.

Dr. Paul Moser, of Vienna, discov­
ered the same method of treatment In­
dependently, and has used It with such 
success that the Austrian government 
has made a grant to provide the hospi­
tals with it.

Manchester Canal are 20,930 standards, 
compared with 13,640 a year ago and 
24,468 two years ago.

New Brunswick and Nova Scotia 
spruce and pine deals.—The import 
during the past month has been 
heavy, and considerably in excess of 
the corresponding month last year, viz., 
13,170 standards, against 9,270 stand­
ards; the deliveries have been fairly 
satisfactory, but stocks, particularly 
of seven and eight inches, are too large; 
advices, however, from the shipping 
ports, report light shipments for the 
balance of the season; prices are gen­
erally steady. Pine deals have arrived 
more freely, and continue in fair re­
quest; values firm.

Birch.—Of logs there have been few 
arrivals, the consumption has been eat- 
isfactory, prices steady, and the stock 
much reduced. For fresh wood there 
is more enquiry. Planks have arrived 
in small quantities, but values continue 
very low; the demand is dull, and the 
stocks are still too heavy.

LICENSE

Up to the present 
as many teamsters’ licenses have beesi 
taken out as during the whole of last 
year. The licenses run out' in May. 
There has been considerable dissatis­
faction expressed concerning these by 
the union, and at a recent meeting a 
committee was appointed to confer with 
the mayor over the matter. The bye­
law relating to these licenses was 
drawn up a number of years ago, wnen 
conditions were altogether diffèrent. 
At that time a purchaser of an article 
of any weight at a store would have to 
arrange for carrying it home. The 
teamsters thus monopolized the busi­
ness, and the license was not a matter 
of any great moment. Since then the 
different stores have used their own 
delivery wagons and cut Into the trade 
of the teamsters. There is no license 
fee for these delivery waggons and that 
is where the objections of the teamsters 
comes in. It seems likely that the 
bye-law will be chsngedL
