MAKE NO SIGNAL.

Nctel Allenist Belioves Rev,
Mr. Mewry Was Deceived

PR

Broken Neck, It s Said, Destroys All
Communication With Brain and
Encs Resoning Power.

—

Speculation has been aroused among
medical scientists in this city by the
declaration of the Rev. Emil A. Meury,
pastor of the Second Refgrmed Church
in Jersey City, that he has proved con-
clusively that a man may retain con-
sclousness, memory and the power of
voluntary motion after his neck has
been broken by a drop from the gal-
lows. They are not inclined to agree
with the clergyman, however, even
though he says he successfully made
the test at the hanging of Paul Genz
in the Hudson county jail in 1897.

He had also made arrangements to
do so tomorrow, when Edward F. Tape-
ley, a negro, was to have been hanged
for wife murder, but for this he will
have to wait, as Tapeley's counsel yes-
terday announced their intention of ap-
plying to Chancellor Magie in Eliza-
beth this morning for writ of error,
which probably will be granted and
which will act as a stay of execution.
The Rev. Mr. Meury will nevertheless
coitinue his agitation against capital
punishment, as a text for which he
means to use the Genz and Tapeley
cases.

Describing the Genz case, the "Rev.
Mr. Meury said:—*“Genz was certain
he would be conscious after his neck
was broken and said to me:—Watch
me closely. After my body is drawn
upward and I fall to the rope’s end
and my neck is broken, I will wait
about a minute; then I will close my
hands twice, then once, then twice
again. I arrange this signal now 8O
that none of the doubters who may be
looking at me can say that my move-
ments are only voluntary twitchings.” ”

According to the minister this pro-
gramme was carried out. He says he
distinctly saw the pionioned hands of
the condemmned man make his signal
agreed upon, and that six other persons
had witnessed it. He means to make
a similar arrangement with Tapeley
and, if the result is the same, use it in
his argument for the abolition of capi-
tal punishment which he intends to
present to the next legisiature.
Discussing the matter yesterday, Dr.
Allen McLane Hamilton, a noted allen-
ist of this city, said:—"1 had already
read the Rev, Mr. Meury's statements,
and I believe he has been deceived. It
{s manifestly impossible for a man
whose neck has been broken to make
any voluntary motion, for the obvious
reason that the motor cords of the spine
are broken and there is no communica~
tion between the brain and the body.
There may be what is called reflex
action after the brain . has been cut
off, but that 1s of a purely convulsive
nature.

“When the neck is broken the shock
alone is sufficient to prevent eo-ordina-
tion; that is, there can be no reasoning
power. The brain would be blank as
to any agreement previously made, or
anything else that happened before.
Every voluntary act of the body 18
communicated by the brain, and when
the means of communication is severed
there can be no such action. The brain
may work even then—we do not know
—but it would have no means of ex-
pressing itself.

«The case might be different swhen
a man of cool and calm brain is dying
of slow strangulation, but I do not
think even that is possible. I have
seen six men hanged and three die by
electricity, and in every case there was
convlusive or involuntary action. It is
possible that his man’s hands did make
some motion like the signal agreed
upon and that Dr. Meury, who was
possibly in an excited frame of mind,
interpreted it as the signal that had
been agreed upon.

“It has been said that when the guil-
lotine wag used in France heads that
had been severed from their bodies
would show _signs of consciousness,
even to the extent of opening the eyes
when spoken to, but I believe that this
mas nothing more or less than spas-
modic motion. When a person is pitch-
ed from a car his mind is blank until
he strikes the ground, except for the
involuntary impulse to save himself,
and this is on the same principle.

“There are no cases of the kind on
record so far as I have ever heard.
Years ago, when three negro pedlers
were hanged in the Tombs, one of
them, after the drop fell, lifted up his
legs and thew them around the neck of
one of the others, but there was every
evidence that the brain had ceased
and that the action was reflex, or con-
vulsive—an involuntary movement to
save himself at the moment of shock.”

CHICAGO, Aug. 18.—R. H. Davidson,
a building contractor, is missing from
Chicago, and his friends and relatives
think he has met death at the hands
of a union labor slugging gang.

Davidson was in the employ of Frank
W. Adams as superintendent of the
construction of a new building at Rock-
well and 37th streets. The construc-
tion of the building has been marked
by continuous labor troubles, - After
he had discharged a number of men
Davidson received a call from a man
who is supposed to have been a union
business agent. That was several days
ago. The interview between the con-
tractor 2nd the stranger ended in a
violent quarrel, in which Davidson
knocked his caller down. Two days
later Davidson left his work as usual
at five o’clock in the afternoon, but he
did not reach his residence.

The next day an unknown person

called Frank W. Adams on the tele-
phone and said: ‘“You will find your
man Davidson in the river.” Since

that telephone communication no word
had been heard from Davidson or
about him.

PEAGE CONFERENGE.

S0 He Will Take Off Some of the Trains—
Arrived in the Cily Today Ascom-
panied by New Denuty Minister,

Hon. Henry R. Emmerson, minister
of railways, accompanied by M. J.
Butler, arrived early this morning
from Moncton. The L C. R. officials
are here on their tour of inspection
which has extended over the Maritime
Provinces. Mr. Emmerson made an in-
spection of the terminal -facilities in-
cluding the new round house and
leaves this evening again for Ottawa
via Moncton.

This morning M. J. Butler, W. B.
MacKenzie, chief engineer, T, €. Bur-
pee, engineer of maintenance, G. M.
Jarvis, superintendent and L. R. Ross,
superintendent of terminal, went min-
utely over the locdl facilities and ex-
amined it from a techinal standpoint,
while Mr. Emmerson stayed in his car
and received delegations.

Among those who this morning were
around the station were W. G. Scovil,
Thomas McAvity, F. M. Anderson, R.
C. Elkin, E. C. Elkin, Dr. H. P. Hay,
E. Lantalum, Hon. L. P. Ferris, Chris.
Nichols and Richard O’Brien. It is
understood that a representation from
the Hampton and St. Martins Railway
waited on the minister and made ar-
rangements for connections in the win-
ter time table arrangements between
the I. C. R. and their railway.

Mr. Emmerson was seen this morn-
ing by a Star reporter but had little
information to give to the public. He
said he is satisfied with the condition
of the road and says that it is in good
condition—*in almost too good condit-
ion,.” said the minister.

When asked if any radical change
would likely be made in the time table
by the winter arrangements, he hinted
that some changes would be made.
The service, said the minister, which
is being given this part of the country
is too good for the size of the popula-
tion or the traffic. It is quite probable
that one or more qf the present trains
will be taken off. “We have a splendid
service now,” said the minister, “but
it is costing a lot of money.” What if
any trains are likely to be taken off
has not yet been settled but it is said
that no night service to Halifax is to
be provided. It will be remembered
that when this train was taken off last
winter on account of the heavy storms,
the I. C. R. authorities showed a good
deal of hesitation in again putting it
into service. The question of the num-
ber of trains, said the minister, is a
question of mileage. A man can’ now
live in Hampton 22 miles from the city,
do his business in the city and have
all his meals at home at about the
rate of 4 cents a trip. This, he thought,
was too good a service in proportion
to our population.

‘When asked whether any arrange-
ments were to be made with the C. P.
R. for the use of the I. C. R. elevator
and warehouses, now that the C. P.
R. had purchased the cantilever
bridge, the minister said that no ar-
rangements had so far been made. He
was not - prepared to say who would
succeed the late J. E. Price or even
whether or not the- office would be
abolished.

WERE MUGH EXGITED

Over a Reported Atiempt al
Sulcide,

Jeseph Foley Took Some Medicine by
Mistake and It Took Two Physicians
To Put Htm on His Feet Again

North End was startled this morninyg
by the report that Joseph Foley the
proprietor of a candy and fruit store
on Main street had committed suicide
by taking a quantity of tablets contain-
ing zinc or bicholorade of mercury,
which had been in the house for domes-
tic purposes.

The report arose from the fact that

sistier's residence and Drs. Roberts
and McIntyre were called. After some
work omr-the part of the physicians Mr.

His wife’s sister said that the trouble
arose from Mr. Foley’s taking a dose
of a home-made medicine containing
sulphur, on top of a hearty break-
fast. He was taken sick and his wife
who is of a nervous temperament,
feared that he had been poisoned. In
fact the Star’s informant said that
Mr. Foley's recovery was so rapid that
when the physicians ecalled again
shortly after their first visit, Mr, Foley
had left for a short walk. Mr. Foley,
however, could not be located.

Enquiry at the offices of the physi-
cians elicited 'the fact that Mr. Foley
had rallied, but was still confined to
the house and that the poisoning re-
sulted from the dose of tablets which
Mr. Foley had taken. These it is also
reported had been brought on by his
sister from Boston, but were entirely
for household purposes.

Discussing with Fredericton People
the Question of Rebuilding.

FREDERICTON, Aug. 17.—A meet-
ing of the members of Donald Fraser
& Sons is to take place tomorrow to
discuss rebuilding here. Today Don-
ald Fraser, sr., and D. Fraser, jr., had
a conference with General Freight
Agent Sutherland of the C. P. R.
Messrs, Fraser realize that two things
are necessary before they can rebuild
at the old site. First, the city must
provide adequate fire protection. It
is said that an eight inch water main
would have to be laid from Smythe
street up Government lane to the site
of the mill. The distance is 2,727 feet,
and the cost of such work would be $3,-
608.46. Messrs. Fraser also want rail-
road connection. That is to say, they
want to have a branch run to their
mill from the C. P. R. yards. It is now
said that the city council will be asked
to assist in carrying on negotiations
with the Misses Odell. The C. P. R.
and the Messrs. Fraser have reached
an agreement. It is generally under-
stood that if the city will make satis-
