Bark Andelina: Swamped at Night by
a Hurricane in the Harbor
of Tacoma.

Captain: Stailing Was a Resident of Anna-
polis and First Mate Crowe of Lon-
donderry, N. S.~—All éaught
Like Rats in a Trap.

TACOMA, Washn., Jan. 14—The
British bark Andelina, 2,345 tons, of
Nova Scotia, Captain G. W, Stailing,
sank last night in 22 fathoms of water
in front of the St. Paul mill whart,
ard the captain, mate and fifteéen of
the crew w<¢re drowned. The vessel
came here four days ago in ballast
from Shanghai. The ballast had been
discharged and 'the’ ship was’ ng at
anchor waiting to be towed into thé’
‘dock. TLest night a terrific ‘raged.
on the bay, the wind blowing 36 miles
an hour.

Two great boom logs were placed
beside the Andelina, ove on each side.
During the gale, between two and four
this mornidg, e >f the logs = went
i adrift, causlng the ship to ‘careen and
to capsize, with very little warning
to the crew.

Allderman George H. Waring  left
