A GAIN OF FOUR IN QUEBEC,

But Some Good Conservative Men

Have Gone Under.

(Special to the Sun.) -

MONTREAL, Nov. 3.—Complete re-
turns from the province of Quebec
show that the conservatives gained
four seats from the liberals in today’s
elections, and lost three held in the
last parliament. TUnless revised re-
turns make a change, the Quebec re-
presentatives in the next parliament
will stand: Liberals, 54; conserva-
tives, 11. This is counting Gaspe, in
which the election has yét to be held,
in the Hberal column. At the last elec-
tion there were 58 liberals and 7 con-
servatives returned from the province
of Quebec. The seats gained by the
conservatives today ware: Argenteuil,
where Mr. Perley defeated Mr. Chris-
tie; Beauharnois, where Mr. Bergeron
redeemed the constituency; Charle-
voix, where R. Forget is elected; Hunt-
ingdon, where Mr. Walsh defeated Mr.
MacLarne, the old member, and
L/Islet, where the conservative stand-
ard bearer is elected, and Pontiac.
The conservatives also carried Jacques
Cartier, Laval, Sherbrooke, St. An-
toine division of Montreal and Dor-
chester, which were all held by them
in the last parliament. The conserva-
tive losses are: Montmorency, where
Mr. Casgrain was defeated by a son
of Premier Parent of Quebec; Nicolet,
where Mr. Ball was defeated by Solici-
tor General Lemieux, and Compton,
where Mr. Pope was beaten. ‘While
the Quebec conservative contingent
has been strengthened by the acquisi-
tion of J. G. H. Bergeron, Mr. Forget,
Mr. Perley, Mr. Walsh and Mr. Paquet
of IL/Islet, all able men, it has suffered
a distinct loss in the defeat of Hon. T.
Chase Casgrain and Rufus Pope, who
were two of the leading members of
the opposition, and did yeoman service
for the party. Both the dominion and
Quebec governments put forth their
utmost efforts to defeat Mr. Casgrain
and Mr. Pope, but to fight against a
certain army sent into his constituen-
cy, defeat seemed inevitahle. In both
constituéncies the machine was active
and nothing was left undone to en-
compass the defeat of the two conser-
vative stalwarts.

THE CHASE AFTER THE BAN-

THERMOPOLIS, Wyo., Nov. 3.—
Sheriff Fenton of Big Horn county
came in tonight from the chase after
the outlaws who attempted to rob the
First National Bank of Cody and kill-
ed Cashier Middaugh on last Tuesday.
He had a conference with Sheriff
Stough of Fremont county, and the
two officers will leave again in the
morning for the Bad Lands, in the
vicinity of Tarby Creek, east of the
Big Horn river, where Fenton be-
lieves he has the outlaws surrounded.
The officers will endeavor to prevent
the robbers from penetrating the in-
terior of the Bad Lands, for once in-
side their capture would become ex-
tremely hazardous.

BATHURST, Oct. 81.—On Thursday,
the 27th inst, the Gloucester Co.
Teachers’ Institute met in the gram-
mar school. Some forty teachers were
present. The morning session wasg de-
voted to an address of welcome by P.
Girdwood of Bathurst Village, and to
a paper on Nature Study in Rural
Schools by E. L. O’'Brien of Tracadie.
The paper was a meritorious one and
produced a prolonged discussion.. In
the afternoen ‘Inspector Doucett deliv-
ered an able address on L'Institut,

In the evening a public meeting was

held in the opera house. It was ad-
dressed by Imspector Douecett, who
spoke in French,.and T. M. Burns, M.
P, P.,, Mr, Turgedn, M. P., Mr. Kidner,
director of manual training, and Dr.
Inch. The latter spoke at some length
and especially urged the necessity of
consolidating small districts. The
audience was large and attentive. A
pleasing feature of the evening was a
series of musical selections by Miss
Dunean, Miss Bishop and Rev. Mr.
Hooper, assisted by Mlss Desbrisay and
Mr. Willett.

On Friday the morning session of the
institute 'was devoted to an address by
Mr. Kidner on manual training, a pa-
per on L’Enseignement de L’Histoire
du Canada by Miss Cormier and to a
practical lesson on Number in the
First Grade by Sister Mary Stephen.
In the afternoon a practical lesson on
Addition of Fractions in Algebra was

given by R. D. Haneon, followed by the

election of officers for the ensuing year.
. The institute was one of the best
ever held in Gloucester Co. The papers
and lessons excited an earnest discus-
sion in which most of the teachers join-
ed; the presence of Dr, Inch and Mr.
Kidner, who spoke on a subject new
to most of the assembled teachers,
had a very stimulating effect and it is
hoped these gentlemen may again be
present next year.

No report of the
occurrence of the night of 21-22
will be submitted to the . sador
as this !s being coaveyed t: ‘oters-
burg by Captain Clado. Thc ....2r was
on board the flagship Kniaz Souvaroff
with Vice Admiral Rojestvensky, who
entrusted Clado with the task of draft-
ing the official account. After the con-
ference the officers left for St. Peters-
burg, declining to make any public
statement relative to the affair until
the report is delivered in St. Peters-
burg. However, it can be stated that
their visit more than ever satisfies the
Russian authorities that ike presence
of two Japanese torpedo boats was a
positive' fact, eye witnesses maintain-
ing that their identification was un-
questionable.

Relative to the report that the in-
vestigation into the North Sea inci-
dent will occur in Paris or at some
French port, the foreign office has not
yet been advised to that effect.

There continues to be an understand-
ing in Russlan diplomatic quarters that
two reports will be sent separately, one
from Hull and the other from St. Pet-
ersburg, to The Hague for the flnal
hearing.

LISBON, Portugal, Nov, 2.—A mes-
sage from the Gitavos signal station
says that four Russian battleships and
a transport and four British cruisers
were sighted at 9 a. m. steaming south-
ward.

TWO MEN WERE KILLED

By the Falling of a S:eel Barge Being
Built for the Stafdard 0il Co.

QUINCY, Mass.,, Nov. 2.—-Two work-

men were killed, two others seriously
and several others slightly injured by
the sudden slipping from the blocks of
a big steel barge being built for the
Standard Ofl €o., at the yards of the
Fore River Shipbuilding Co. today.

Crump and Johnson were both calk-
ers and were at work under the barge
when she slipped and listed. The
former had been employed at the yards
for nearly two years, while Johnson
had worked only since Monday last,
and is said to have been married but
nine months,

The barge, No. 122, was nearly ready
ready for launching, the purpose being
to send her down the ways as soon as
the yards were clear of the battleship
New Jersey, which is to be launched
Nov. 10.

The cause of the accident is not de-
termined. Manager H. G. Smith of the
Fore River Shipbuilding Ce., says that
it is entirely problemitical, but has
expressed the belief that the barge
slipped on account of the careless re-
moval of one of the wedges.

‘Men who were at work on the barge
say that they were making tests pre-
paratory to launching, when one of
the “shores” near which Crump was at
work, gave way under the strain. The
barge slid about six feet and then list-
ed. Crump evidently attempted to
jump to safety, but was caught under
the barge’s bilge and crushed. John-
son was also caught and instantly kill-
ed.

The barge was uninjured and the ac-
cident will not appreciably delay her
launching.

An investigation into the cause of the
accident will be made.

TEN MINERS KILLED.

Cage Full ot Men l’mpped Several
Hundred Feet by a Broken Cable.

WILKESBARRE, Pa., Nov. 2—Dur-
ing the lowering of the miners at the
Auchincloss shaft of .the Delaware,

Lackawanna and Western Co. at Nan- |

ticoke, eight miles south of here today,
the steel cable broke and thec arriage
load of men were dropped to the bot-
tom of the shaft, a distance of several
hundred feet. Ten men were in the
carriage and it is reported that all were
killed.

‘When the signal was given to lower
the cage, it is said the engine got be-
yond the control of the engineer. One
of the carriages shot downward to the
sheave of the top of the shaft. This
caused the carriage to become over-
balanced and it fell to the bottom of
the shaft. A party of rescuers was or-
ganized quickly, but the work of rescue
was difficult. The sides of the shaft
were torn out by the car in its mad
rush to the bottom and the foot of the
shaft was filled with debris of all
kinds. The bodies were horribly mang-
led. Those that were not killed out-
right by the fall were drowned in the
dump. © The officials of the company
arrived at the mine in a special car
and at once began an investigation as
to the cause of the accident.

HERRING CURING.

The Industry May be Established on
the Pacific—New Ice Breaker

Arrives.
v

OTTAWA, Oct. 25.—J. J. Cowle, gov-
ernment herring curing expert, left
Ottawa for British Columbia today to
examine and report upon the advisa-
bility of establishing the herring cur-
ing industry on the Pacific coast ac-
cording to Scotch methods. For sev-
eral years herring have been appear-
ing in great quantities in.the Straits
of Georgia and have been going to
waste, many bays on Vancouver Is-
land being choked with dead fish. A
Japanese firm has been converting
them into guano, but experts of the
department feel that the time has ar-
rived when the herring of the Pacific
waters should be utilized for food.

The departmeént of public works has
received filve tenders for the con-
struction of the Victorian National
Museum, the cost of which is approxi-
mately $1,000,000. Bach of ®he tenders
had to enclose an accepted bank check
for $75,000.

The department of marine and fish-
eries was advised today of the arrival
at Quebec of the new ice breaker, the
Champlain, which will endeavor to
keep the channel open between River
Ouelle wharf and Murray Bay, all
winter. The arrival of the vessel at
this time is regarded as very sigmﬂ-
cant.

Detailed Accourit of fecent
Operations.

The Heaviest Assault of ail Began on
Oct. 24, and Still Continues.

TOKIO, Nov. 1, 9 p. m.— Imperial
headquarters tonight published a
series of reports covering the opera-
tions against Port Arthur during the
months of August, September and Oc-
tober. The chief interest centres in
the tremendous attack which was be-
gun Oct. 26 and is still continuing.

Hundreds of Japanese guns began
battering against the northerly and
easterly forts on Oct. 26, the infantry
moving forward with desperate rushes
where the artillery had prepared the
way, while the pioneers and sappers
were running mines against the Rus-
sian forts. The reports which record
a series of desperate encounters at
close range and tell a d@ramatic story,
begin with the covering the attac« of
Oct. 26, and are as follows :

“From 8.30 o’clock in the morning the
forts on Sungshu and Rihlung moun-
tains, the eastern group of forts on
Keekwan mountain and a fort lying
to the north of the lafter, were bom-
barded with our siege guns and naval
ordnance and 250 shells took effect.

“The naval guns directed against
the Sungshu and Rihlung mountain
fofts sent many effective shells. The
parapet of Rihlung mountain fort was
demolished and openings wer made in
the forts. Several portions of the
cover were destroyed.

“Two of the most important covers
on Sungshu mountain fort were de-
stroyed by our shells. One 15-centi-
metre gun was dismounted and an-
other damaged. One gun on the north-
ern fort of East Keekwan mountam
was destroyed.

“From two o’clock in the afternoon
other slege guns were directed against
the trenches on all slopes of Sungs-
hu mountain and Rihlung ’mountain
and against the trenches on the sotuth
side of Popsian mountain. All these
trenches were heavily damaged by five
o’clock in the afternoon,

“A portion of our right wing charg-
ed against the tirenches on Sungshu
mountain and a portion of our centre
wing charged against the trenches on
Rihlung mountain and on the southern
part of Popsian mountain and took pos-
session of them without heavy loss.

“Simultan=ously with the occupation
of the places from which the Russians
had been driven, the enemy posted on
the forts in their vicinity, in conjunc-
tion with the forts on West Sitai Rang-
kou, Mantao mountain, Golden Hill,
Pal Yua mountain and Laitichus con-
centrated his fire against the points
where our assaults were progressing.

‘““On the same night, with the object
of preventing the Russians from mak-
ing repairs, our siege and naval guns
skelled the forts of Rihlung mountain,
East Keekwan mountain and Sungshu
mountain,

‘““The enemy’s warships and machin-
ery buildings were also shelled,

‘““The cnemy holding Sungshu and
Rihlung mountains, under the protec-
tion of a shell fire, undertook several
night attacks, but all of them were re-
pulsed.

“On Oct. 27 the bombardment with
our siege guns was continued and the
fire of our naval guns was 'directed
against Sungshu, Itz, Paiyu and Rih-
lung mountains, and also against the
dockyards and the warships.

“During the same night our engi-
neer corps was sent against the north-
ern part of ast Keekwan mountain
and succeeded in destroying the outer
casemate of a projected point.

“During the night the enemy resort-
ed to every means to obstruct our
work, assaulting and using bombs. At
the same time the Russians worked
energetically in effecting repairs on
some portions of their forts damaged
by. our shells.

“On  October 28 the bombardment
with heavy siege guns was contnued,
and its effect was good.

“Two hundred and eighty-flve effec-
tive shells have been counted, and be-
sides these several other shells took
effect on the forts of Anshu mountain,

“Our naval guns were directed chief-
ly against Sital Yangkou, Itz and An-
shu mountains, the warships in the
east harbor and the western portion of
the city.

“On the northern portion of East
Keekwan mountain a magazine was ex-
ploded and a field gun destroyed,

“On Sungshu mountain a 12-centi-
metre Canet and another gun were his.

“On Itz mountain a 12-centimetre
Canet and carriage were overturned
and another gun was heavily damaged.

“On the 203 metre hill the covers and
the wire entanglements of the trenches
were considerably damaged.

““A conflagration occurred in the old
city and a second conflagratton was eb-
served in a factory at the northeast
base of Golden Hill, which lasted for
three hours.

“During the night a machinery build-
ing near the harbor was bombarded
by our guns, which also protected the
work of the engineers.

“On Oct. 29 the bombardment was
continued with an increased number
of shells.

“On the same morning at dawn 100
of the enemy assaulted our line ex-
tending toward Rihlung fort, but they
were repulsed with heavy loss.

“Simultaneously a similar force of
the enemy asaulted our mine profect-
ed ‘against Sungshu mountain. Our
men bravely withstood the attack, but
were forced to lose a portion of the
mine, which, however, was regained
with the assistance of our artillery at 2
o’clock in the afternoon.

“A mine directed against Rihlung
mountain fort reached the oufer”limit
of the fort last night. A portion of
the outer limit of thesfort was Llown
up.

The Bible fulfills its mission when it
expresses the fact ‘“That God created
man in his own image.” Nowhere as
truly as in the case of the future con-
dition of the race is the apparent and
real of truth manifest. Wa have the
statements that the wicked will be cast
into hell and the righteous shall be
seated at the right hand of God in
heaven.

Now, to my mind, the truth meant to
be illustrated here is that the wicked
man never can have communion with
God, while the righteous man shall en-
joy His presence. The apparent is
pictured only. 4

Both heaven and hell are conceived
of as places and God is the Judge who
sends to the one or the other, We
cannot afford to lose this conception.
Yet we need to understand something
more. We need to see that each hu-
man being creates his own heaven and
hell, and that both are subjective pri-
marily and objective in a secondary
sense. That there is a place called hell,
because there is a state of existence
that is hell, and that God sends the man
there because God cannot keep the man
from sending himself there. We need
insight for all such interpretation, else
we will find ourselves taking the ap-}
pearance for the reality, the letter for
the truth the letter symbolizes. Even
in Christ’s time we have a great deal
of apparent truth expressed by the
Saviour himself,

‘“Be a little child,” says Jesus.
my flesh and drink my blood.”
create in you a well of water.”

No wonder that Nicodemus and the
Samaritan woman and the Jews went
away wondering how all such could
be: These were expressions of appar-
ent truths. The people lacked insight
and could not understand. But we
have by experience learned that all
such meant only to become Christ's
disciple to accept His life.

Then, again, what shall we say of
all those beautiful conceptions of the
Almighty found throughout the Bible.
He is represented as a king, a shep-
Herd, a light, a rock, a refuge, all of
which are apparent, not real, for every
such attribute is'in the mind of the
writer only. It is his conception of
God. While we know that greater than
all these, no less than God, is the
eternal creator arnd preserver of our
life,

The power and authority of the
Scriptures lie in their direct state-
ments. Nowhere do we find explana-
tions or arguments. Christ never en-
tered into discussions about the soul
of man, nor the personality of God,
nor the nature of heaven. He simply
addresses men as immortal beings.
How direct are all His utterances.
‘“You must be born again,” without ex-
plaining the new bi'th, even though
Nicodemus went away puzzled. *“You
must become a little child,” without
explaining how such could be, even
though the  Pharisees thought him
mad. At the very opening of the Bible
what conciseness and directness. You
read the description of the creative
work for each separate day. How
easily could you write a volume on each
verse of the first chapter of Genesis.
But suppose the process of creation
were much more indefinite, as we are
at times forced to admit it must have
been, the direct statements of the Bi-
ble are not lessened in importance,
but enhanced. *“Gad created man out

i

of the dust of the earth.” To the sur-
face reader the impression is that the
Almighty stepped down, took up a
handful of dust and fashioned it in-
to a man with His own two hands. The
more thoughtful and . spiritual reader
wilt interpret very differently. He will
see that God did not make man out
of the dust of the earth, yet that He
never left His throne in the heavens,
nor used dust literally, nor worked
with His hands 'at all. But, says the
orthodox devotee, that is sacrilegious;
the Bible does not convey any but the
definite, direct plea, and in treating!
the verse indirectly you rob God of
His power and  personality. Not so.
The latter view adds to God's power
and exalts his personality. Look at
an illustration. You go into a shoe
factory or a woollen mill In ihat
factory you see the proprietor sitting
in his office, busy or apparently idle:
but his factory is busy. Now, every
shoe or fabric turned out by those men,
we say, were made by Mr. A, calling
the proprietor’'s name. But the pro-
prietor may never have touched that
palr of shoes. He may not have seen
them, even. Yet we say, “What a fine
article he mak=es.”

Now, the question is, “Will not that
article, even though the proprietor
touched it not, be as good as theugh
he did? A hundred years ago we could
not conceive of a man making an ar-
ticle except by his own hands; but
since machinery has been introduced'
the capital of brains counts fqr more
than that of hands, and the more ex-
perienced and inteHigent way of crea-
ting an article is by planning the work
to be accomplished instead of doing it
yourself.

How, then, does it lessen God’s power
to have planned the creation of man
and superintended . it through numer-
ous processes and evolutions by the use
of myriad forces up through 'many
forms and movements until it became
a living soul in God’s own image—His
son and child?

Such a process of creation adds to
God’s almightiness and glorifies His
name. Yet, inasmuch as the Bible is
a handbook of God’s workings, the
most reasonable way for us to
read it is that God made man out of
the dust of the earth, for such He did.
But by what process? That is for our
brains to find out. And in making
that direct statement God has given
us all the room necessary for investi-
gation. But remember this: after all
discovery and interpretation you can-
not get beyond the direct statement,
“God created man out of the dust of
the earth

We have a bountiful example of such
in a human creation of tdday. A lit-
tle babe comes into the home and the
parents’ joy is complete. From whence
and how and by whom created, your
older child asks you. You answer,
“‘God sent it,”” or ‘“An angel brought
it.”. That is a direct answer which set-
tles the child’s questions and shows
God and the angel world to be very in-
timate with our race. But you do not
expect the child to hold to that beauti-
ful theory. By and by, when it is
grown, it will learn more definitely
about that wonderful creation. Yet
the little babe, after such interpreta-
tion, is no less of God nor of angels
brought. Your direct statement to
the child was true. The child’s insight
into the process of creation and the
human instrumentality necessary is al-
so true.

Thus it is through the Bible every-
where. God speaks the great truths
directly to the race and in shadow
form. ‘We must, by employing our
highest faculties, investigate and in-
terpret, study and think, watch and
pray, if we would find out the preci-
ous secrets. Hail, then, all trustwor-
thy researches—all learnings, all spiri-
tual visions and communings, all em-
ployment of brain, heart and soul, for
they are needed for so glorious a work
as the interpretation of God’s Word—
the understanding of the Creator’s
thoughts—and to no better task can
they all be put.

Yet, after all, we cannot get beyond
the Bible’s truths. It has anticipat-
ed our research, for all discovery only
reveals - what is already there. Let
our prayer this night, then, be: “Open
thou mine eyes, that I may behold
wondrous things out of Thy law.”

Watson Grifﬁn on Trade With
the United States.

Opponents  of tariff revision say:
“Canada. has enjoyed unprecedented
prosperity during the past seven years.
Why should we change a tariff that
has accomplished such results?”

The United States has also had seven
fat years, in which both home trade
and foreign trade have increased in a
most remarkable way.

The exports of the United States in-
creased from $882,606,938 in 1896 to
$1,420,141,679 in 1903, a greater increase
in seven yeaﬁ-n, than took place in the
previous thirty years. The total ex-
ports for the seven fat years as com-
pared with the previous seven years
were as follows.:

VALUE OF UNITED STATES EX-
PORTS.

1897-1903.. ... .. .. ..$9,183,608,341
1890-1896.... .. 6,202,538,511
An increase in exports is not always
an indication of-prosperity, but in each
of the seven fat. years the balance of
trade was largely in favor of the Unit-
ed States. The excess of exports over
imports for the seven years amounted
to §$3,513526,252, which is equal to
about $219 per family, assuming that
there are about 16,000,000 families in

the United States.

THE BANK DEPOSITS OF THE
UNITED STATES.

The bank deposits of the TUnited
States increased from $4,916,814,233 in
1896 to $9,673,385,303 in 1903, an increase
of $4,766,571,070. The increase in bank
deposits during the previous 21 years
was only $2,734,301,489,

STATES.

The bank clearings of the TUnited
States for the seven fat years amount-
ed to $638,296,316,702. For the previous
seven years .the bank clearings only
amounted to $326,002,296,356.

MONEY IN CIRCULATION IN
UNITED STATES,

The money in circulation in the Un-
ited States increased from $1,506,434,966
in 1896 to $2,367,602,169 in 1903, a great-
er increase than took place during the
previous 32 years.

FREIGHT CARRIED BY RAILWAYS

The quantity of freight carried one
mile by the railways of the United
Stateg in 1902 was 156,623,166,024 tons,
as compared with 93,885,853,634 tons in
1896. The quantity of freight carried
in 1903 is not yet reported.

UNITED STATES POST OFFICE
RECEIPTS.

The receipts of the United States
post office department were $134,224,-
442 in 1903, as compared with $82 499,208
in 1896, a greater increase in seveh
years than took place during the prev-
ious 17 years.

The production of pig iron in the
United States increased from 8,623,127
tons in 1896 to 18,009,252 in 1903, that is
it more than doubled in seven years.
The consumption of pig iron has gen-
erally been regarded by business men
as the best trade barometer.

Now, any business man can see that
during a period of such unprecedented
prosperity in the United States when
there was an unsually large home de-
mand for all manufactured products
the manufacturers of the United States
were less likely to offer dangerous
competition in the Canadian market
than they would be in ordinary times,
and that consequently Canadian pro-
dugers did not require so large a mea-
sure of protection as they did during
the previous seven years of world-wide
depression .or as they will require when
hard times come again in the United
States. But even during those seven
fat years imports of merchandise from
the United States for consumption in
Canada have exceeded the exports of
Canadian merchandise to the TUnited
States by many millicns of dollars.

MILLS REOPENING,

LOWELL, Mass., Oct. 31.—'The Rcutt
cotton mills, which have heen closed
for the past three months, .esumed op-
erations today. By next Monday the
regular number, 1,600, will be employ-
ed. The mills will be operated full
time all winter.

PROVIDENCE, R. I, Oct. 51.—The
millz of the Hope Co. in the villages of
Hope and Phoenix went on a full time
basis today. They have about 50 em-
ployes, who for four months have been
working only four days each wveek be-
cause of a dull cotton goods nmiarket.

The Oriental cotton .1ills of this citf
which were closed out about a year
ago owing to the high price cf cntton
and the low price of goods, vill resume
work next Thursday. Abcout 250 hands
will be employed.

AUGUSTA, Me.,, Oct. 81.—The Ed-
wards manufacturing company's cotton
inills were started today after a shut-
down of four months, due largely to
the dullness in trade. A ten ver cent.
reduction in wages went into effect to-
day, but about 75 per cent. of ihe 1,300
operatives w=nt into the mills. Others
are expected to report later, as a iarge
number of the workers went to Can-
ada after the shut-down,
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NOW IT'S SUGAR.

The anticipated advance in the price
of sugar has been made. Following the
three increases recently ordered by the
refiners, the jobbing price in St. John
was yesterday advanced ten cents rer
hundred pounds. This goes into effect
at once. The quotations now for stan-
dard granulated are $4.85 cash per 100
pounds by the barrel,

This increase will affect the refail
price to a certain extent. Perhaps sugar
will not be advanced a cent a pound,
but a smaller quantity +vill be sold for
a dollar.

The sugar market at present ig strong
and prospects are for still further ad-
vances.

The success of the government gives
the ministry & certain authority, but
does not make it more wise or just
than it was before. It would have
been better for the country to have
had a change of administration. Even
the friends of the government admit
that it has attracted to itself, and is
now largely controlled by unworthy
and dangerous influences. Those who
have confidence in the premier do not
have the same confidence in all his
colleagues. Moreover, there are many
liberals who are not at all satisfied with
the government treatment of the tariff,
while some recent acts of some of the
ministers, notably the treatment of
Lord Dundonald, have not been ap-
proved even by those who tried to
excuse them. i

But all the faults and short-
comings of the ministers were
not so strong a reason for the de-
feat of the government at the pre-
sent time as the railway mea’nsure
for which a public endorsement will
be claimed. We believe that this con-
tract is singularly improvident and
reckless. It commits the country for
fifty years to come to a policy of pri-
vate ownership of a railway system
which ought to belong to the people
who pay for it. Other injuries which
the vote of yesterday will accomplish
may be removed. Tariffs may be
changed. Public waste may be atoned
for by public economy. Offenders
against the rights and liberties of the
people may be punished. But this great
wrong once wrought, will remain an
infliction upon the people and an im-
pediment to their legitimate progress
until nearly all those now living shall
have passed away.

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THE GOVERNMENT SUSTAINED.

(From Friday’s Daily Sun).
The members of the house of com-

mons elected yesterday will vote con-
fidence in the Laurier government. At
the time of writing it is not quite ¢

sure which may be brought down. As
‘before, the premier obtains his major-
ity mainly in his own province, for not-
withstanding the net loss of 'several
seats in Quebec, and a great decrease
in his majority in others, Sir Wilfrid
has still a majority of about forty in
that part of the dominion. But Can-
ada is one and a majority in Quebec is
worth as much as one anywhere else.
The ministers can claim the endorse-
ment of the people and under our con-
stitutional system the claim is sound,
unless it is shown that the majority
has been illegally obtained. On all the
issues which were before the people
yesterday the government is constitu-
tionally entitled to claim a mandate to
proceed on the lines that have been
proposed.

A government in Canada has a
great advantage over an opposi-
tion in appealing to the country. It
has large patronage and is able to of-
fer large rewards, not to persons only,
but to districts and communities. The
ministry now in office seems to have
thought itself justified in using not on-
ly the proceeds of the public taxes, but
‘the whole credit of the country for the
purpose of these elections. In the face
of the premier’'s repeated declaration
that government operation of railways
is a vicious system, the government
buys a railway for the sake of carry-
ing two constituencies. It promises to
buy others for the sake of winning
seats, ‘At the same time it agrees to
build a rallway and hand it over to a
company, and makes all possible use
of that deal to finance a cam-
paign believed to be the most
costly ever seen in this country.

Professing to be opposed to protec~
tion, the leader of the government
could go to a cotton factory town the
week before the vote and promise
that the cotton tariff would be the first
guestion to be taken up for revision
after .the election. In the last week
of the campaign a minister who has
been denouncing high tariffs all his
life gave the sugar refiners by a de-
partmental order an increase of fifty
per cent. in their protection, thus en-
abling them to make two advances in
the price of this staple within a few

days. There is not a government paper
in Canada which has not been adver-
tising many calls for tenders for pub-
lic works. Contractors have been
foaded down with contracts. In the
west, where th® minister of the interior
retains the supreme power over a
people Wwho have been seeking home
rule, where a large part of the popu-
jation are recent settlers yet in the
grip of the department, an almost
unanimous vote of the independent
people is required to dislodge a parlia-
mentary supporter of the government.
These are hard conditions to fight, and
the case iz made herder when
government favers are used to pay
for the services of the gentlemen who
manipulate elections, so that even the

When
the job was completed a calculation
was made, showing that the exact
vote of 1900, in spite of the conservative
majority of the people, would elect a
majority of ten liberals to the next
house, That is what would have hap-
pened if there had been no change of
sentiment against the government. But
the people -have become more disgust-
ed with the government as their op-
portunity decreased for giving expres-
sion to that feeling, so that the gov-
ernment has no more supporters from
Ontario in this parliament than it had
after the last election. It will prob-
ably have fewer. Toronto city affords
an {llustration of what has happened.
The city had a conservative majority
of more than four thousand, and by
members. Had these been allotted
and a fair distribution made they
would have had an average conserva-
tive majority of four or five hundred.
But Toronto was allowed only five
members, and the city was so carved
that thirty-five hundred conservative
majority was turned in two ridings,
five hundred was allowed toa third, and
the other two were left without any.
But if Toronto could not have the
ten conservative members to which
the city was entitled, she could have
five in spite of the gerrymander. That
brave and splendid fighter, Hon.
George E. Foster, took the hardest
contest of all and fought it out with
the strongest liberal in Toronto

against him. Toronto is mentioned as
an illustration, but the same spirit was
shown in the arrangement of all the
constituencies. The fact that the con-
servatives have not only an immense
majority of the voters, but also a
good majority of the members elected,
is a proof of the unpopularity of the
government in the province where it
lives. Mr. Aylesworth, the latest ac-
cession to the government, was de-
feated in the Ontario constituency
which he selected for himsélf, and
where he was willing to ask for sup-
port on the question whether a canal
should reach the lake in his riding or
the one next to it. Several other pro-
minent liberals have been defeated.
Among the notable eonservative gains
in Ontario are Mr, Foster and Mr.
White ef Renfrew, formerly speaker
of the commons.

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Mikado's Birthday Has
Passed and Port Arthur
Still Holds Out.

The Japanese Finally Admit the Loss
of a Battleship Sunk last June.

L 2

CHE FOO, Nov. 3.—Continued reports
from Port Arthur state that the East
Keekwan and. East Banjusan forts
were captured by the Japanese, the
reckless courage of whose infantry was
wonderfully demonstrated during the
attacks. They seemed to court rather
than fear death. They fought with
splendid earnestness and tenacity,
though they fell by the hundreds
through the terrible ineffectiveness of
the searchlights. The Japanese casual-
ties from the 19th to the 24th were 14,-
000. The centre division alone lost 6,-
000 and a single regiment lost 2,500. On-
ly six officers and 200 men of this re-
giment were left after the fight.

During the operations from Aug. 25
to Sept. 18 the Russians sortied and at-
tacked the working parties almost
every night, while guns bombarded by
day. As the Japanese trench line near-
ed the entanglements on the foothills
the sorties. became more frequent and
determined. Quarter was neither giv-
en nor asked; the flercest antagonism
was displayed and even the stretcher
bearers were killed. The cause of this
was that the Russians alleged that
their forts were bombarded v’hile a
messenger under a white flag was de-
livering the emperor’'s message cn Aug.
16. The fighting was augmented and
later all flags were unrecognized.

The pioneers suffered heavy casual-
ties in cutting entanglements. After
the failure of the regulation devices
for removing wires, the pioneers were
sent to attach ropes to posts to which
entanglements were attached, and
troops in the trenches pulled upon the
ropes, dragging posts and wires away.
This worked satisfactorily wuntil the
Russians began the use of bracing
wires. Then pioneers advanced and
fell as though killed close to the en-
tanglements and remained motion-
less as though killed, until unobserved
they could work along on their backs
to the wires, which they cut with
long shears. As a result of these ex-
pedients the Russians made certain
that all were dead who fell near the
entanglements. The latest expedient
was a steel shield covering the face
and body, suspended from the shoul-
ders of the pioneers, from behind
which the cutters were used. Dyna-
mite bombs were used by the Russians
against the Japanese trenches and
advance works. For assaulting forts,
where it was impossible to throw
bombs, wooden mortars were made,
bound with bamboo. These were car-
ried by the soldiers, and with them
bombs were thrown from 50 to 100
yards. These were the most effective
of the many devices used by the Jap-
anese,

The Russians apparently have an in-
exhaustible supply of heavy ammuni-
tion. Hundreds of 10 and 12 inch
shells were hurled at the Japanese
batteries when they were located,
with serious effect. The heaviest Jap-
anese guns were 4.7 naval and 6-inch
naval guns. At the end of August
some heavier howitzers arrived and
were mounted on concrete, They were
found to be wonderfully effective.

In the evening of thé 19th a regiment
attacked the half-moon forts in the
Shuishi valley from the parallels, 50
yards distant. These forts were strong,
connected advance works, constructed
in the form of a hollow square, open
in the rear and extending across the
apex of the valley from the foot of
Rihlung mountain to the foot of the
Antze forts. At each corner of the
square was a 90-foot half-moon fort,
with bomb-proof connecting trenches
on three sides. "On the southern front
the half-moon forts and trenches were
protected by a most similar to the one
in front of the Rihlung mountain re-
doubt. .The first assault of the Jap-
anese was made before dark, but it
was repulsed. Twice again during the
night, the Japanese made unsuccess-
ful asseaults on these fortifications.
Early in the morning of the 20th the
whole for%: was concentrated in a
furious assault on the west half-moon
fert. The moat was crossed with
scaling ladders, and dynamite and
hand grenades were used to destroy
the Russian trenches and bomb-proofs.
The fighting, which lasted 20 minutes,
was carried on at the point of the
bayonet, Finally the Russians were
driven through the connecting
trenches and the other half-moon forts
were all captured after slight resist-
ance, The Japanese casuilties were
400. The Russians left but few dead
in their position. All the guns were
captured, but had been destroyed or
their breech blocks removed.

The attack upon 203 Metre hill and
the Nahaokayaman ridge was started
at five in ther eveéhing of the 19th by
three regiments.

In spite of the furious bombardment
with which the Japanese supported the
assault the Japanese infantry could
not advance any further and were com-
pelled to spend the night on the dead
ground, close to the first Russian trench
line. During the night a party of sap-
pers cleared away the Russian wire en-
tanglements. The Japanese bombard-
ment began at dawn on the 20th and all
the morning the slopes of the fortided
hill and the ridge were transformed in-
to an inferno by the bursting of shells.
The artillery duel continued until 5.30
in the evening, when the first Japan-
ese regiment, carrying its flags, ad-
vanced up the slopes of Nahoakayama
to the dead ground, which the single
company had gained the night prev-
ious. The last rush of the Japanese
was a splendid spectacle, ending with
a bayonet encounter with the Russians
on the full sky line. When the Jap-
anese had carried the east half of the
ridge, the Russians retired to the west
half. Before darkness the Japanese
were in possession of the whole riége,
which they retained despite an awful
shrapnel fire from the chair hill, Tay-
angkow, Tigers Tail and Liatoe forts.

—There is a scarcely veiled feeling of
relief throughout St. Petersburg that
the day has passed without bringing
news of the fall of Port Arthur. The
authorities state that they are with-
out direct news from Port Arthur and
everyone is depending upon foreign
sources for tidings of the garrison. No-
thing of importance has developed in
the region of Mukden.

PARIS, Nov. 3.—The Associated
Press was put in a position today to
state positively that its despatches
from Che Foo, Port Arthur and Tokio
last June to the effect«that the Japan
ese battleship Yashima had been sunk
by a inine off Dalny, which despatches
were denied by the Japanese authori-
ties at the time, have finally been of-

ing to come to close quarters with the
enemy.

The Yashima was one of the finest
battleships of the Japanese navy. Her
displacement was 12,300 tons and she
had a speed of 19 knots,

The Russian squadron at Port Ar-
thur Includes five modern battleships,
more or less damaged, and the second
Pacific squadron now en route from
the Baltic to the far east, also num-
bers five battleships. In view of the
inferiority of the Japanese battleships,
their armored cruiser strength is im-
portant, they being greatly superior
to the Russians,

OGREAT VIGTORY IN ST.

JOHN CITY

AND GOUNTY.

A

Wonderful Majorities Secured by Dr. Daniel
and Dr. Stockton--The Full Returns.

(From Friday’s Daily Sun.)

So far as excitement on the streets
is concerned, yesterday’'s election dur-
ing polling hours at least, was one of
the quietest ever held in St. John.
There was a spirit of determination
shown by both parties and energy was
not wasted in talk. Bach side was out
to win, and each side worked for all
they were worth. The result of this is
seen in the number of votes polled, al-
most every available elector in the
city turning out to cast his ballot.

And the ballots were cast not so
much on party lines as in support of
policles. It wa; not so much a ques-
tion of whether a man was a liberal
or a conservative as whether he would
support St. John or Portland. °

In almost every booth in the city
there was a steady stream of voters.
As fast as one man caime out another
went in, and the returning officers
with their clerks and scrutineers were
given no rest. It was noticeable that
in this contest by far the greater num-

ber of voters presented themselves at
the booths early, and but a compari-
tively small number had to be urged
along as the afternoon advanced. Im-
mediately upon the closing of the polls
the counting began and interested
groups of ward workers and others
flattened their noses against the doors
and windows and eagerly waited for the
first meagre details. Usually when the
figures were announced there was a
whoop of delight from the members of
whatever side was in the lead, and
then they hurried away to seek infor-
mation elsewhere, spreadlng the news
from their own ward as they went.

Shertly after six o’clock wild crowds
gathered at St. Andrew’s Rink and the
Opera House, the conservative and lib-
eral rallying places, where good news
was received with enthusiastic cheer-
and what was considered bad news,
‘with a8 much unconcern as was pose
sible under the circumstances. The re-
sults were posted in each place as
quickly as received, and excitiment ran
high. It was not until an early hour
this morning that the crowds dis-
persed, and those who had lost money
as well as those who had lost getting
their men in, wandered home to think
it all over,

There are amusing incidents told of
the polling. Certain liberal workers
in one of the north end wards drove
six miles for an alleged liberal voter,
who on reaching the poll cast his bal-
lotg for Daniel and Stockton.

The wonderful success of the:conser-
vative members in 8t. John seemed to
stagger most people. That Dr. Daniel
would win had never been doubted,
while in Dr. Stockton’s case opinion
was divided, many feeling confident
that he would lead the fpoll, while
others feared that his majority over
McKeown would be but small. And
when the figures came piling in, show-
ing Daniel’s lead to be almost a thou-
sand higher than in his last success,
and when it was known that Mec-
Keown had also been completely
snowed under by Dr. Stockton, people
asked: ‘“What does it all mean ?” We
never expected such a sweeping vic-
tory as this."”

There could be no doubt that the
victory was_a popular one, for all over
the streets crowds of people wherever
they happened to meet, shook hands
with each other, or with themselves,
and cheered till they were hoarse. Not
for hours did the excitement quiet
down and the people go home to their
comf'y beds. The fight was over
St. John had sat down hard on Port-

land.

IN ST. ANDREW’S RINK.

The scene in St. Andrew’s Rink was
one eof great jubilation last night.
From eix o’clock for several hours a
huge crowd gathered and congratulat-
ed each other on the victory which
had been won in the city and county
of 8t. John. If the result had not been
what was expected, the enthusiasm
might have been even greater, but the
substantial majorities have an ever-
lasting topiec for exultant conversation.

From the platform where the figures
were being posted the crowd was a
most interesting sight. It stretched in
one black mass on all sides of the
blackboard. As the returns from the
different wards came in, and the elec-
tion of two conservativeg became

more and more sure, cheer after cheer
went up from the vast crowd. When
occasionally some ward showed the
liberals to be leading, they gave a
80od tempered laugh. Then as Daniel's
election was seen to be certain, the
enthusiasm was tremendous, and when
a few minutes later it was seen that
Dr. Stockton, too, was safe by a large
majority, the crowd went wild with
joy.

At seven o’clock Dr. Stockton entered
the rink, and was received with a
shout which could be heard several
blocks away. The cheering continued
as he slowly made his way to the plat-
form through the crowd. As he
stepped into full view the cheering and
showting redoubled, and the doctor
spent a hard five minutes shaking
hands with all who could reach him.

In answer to innumerable cries of
“Speech,” Dr. Stockton said:
“Gentlemen electors of the city and
county of St. John, the verdict render-
ed by you today rings true in the in-
terests of yourselves and of this con-
stituency. (Cheers.) You will remem-

ber that four years ago I was defeat-

ed by a majority of 600 votes. There
must be something wrong with the
policy of Sir Wiltrid Laurfer to pro-
duce such a change. (Cheers.) You
have bz2en working hard today, and I
have been working hard, and there ‘s
no necessity for me to make a long
speech. But I wish to return my
thanks, my sincere thanks, to the Ilib-
eral conservatives and independent lib-
erals of St. John for the noble way in
which you have worked today, not
only for voting for myself and Dr.
Daniel personally, but for telling the
government what the people living at
the mouth of the river St. John think
of their railway policy. I thank you
most sincerely.” (Great applause.)

“It will be heralded all through' the
country that St. John today hag given
the right verdict on the G. T. P, pol-
icy (cheers).

“About two o’clock today I met that
eminent statesman, George Robertson
(laughter). He told me to take my de-
feat like a man. T am taking my de-
feat like a man and I hope he too wiil
take his defeat like a man.”

Cheer after cheer followed this short
speech and J. B. M. Baxter being seen
by the crowd was requested to speak.
He said that St. John had kept both
hands on the flag. The people had
shown that they resented the way in
which Lord Dundonald had been treat-
ed and the ‘nsult to Canadian militia.

more cheers.

A few minutes later Mr, Baxter an-
nounced that the Globe conceded con-
servative victories in Kings, Charlotte,
York and probably Kent counties. An-
other furore of cheering greeted this
announcement. This was followed by
the news that the liberals had kept
six seats in Nova Scotia, which some-
what dampened the spirits of the
crowd. Another blow followed when
the defeat of Hale was announced, but
the cheers revived over Wilmot's vic-
tory.

AMERICAN JEWS IN RUSSIA

Vill Hereafter be Permitted.to Travel
Without so Much Trouble.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 2.—The state
department received a cablegram from
the American embassy at St. Peters-

tion that the Russian government will
soon agree to recognize passports of
American Jews travelling in Russia.

Harsh and oppressive discriminations
against American Hebrews who have
visited Russia or have sought to do,
so, have furnished the basis for a vast
amount of diplomatic correspondence
between Russia and the United States
during the past twenty years. Up to
the present time the United States has
been unable to secure any alleviation
of the rigorous measures to which
American Hebrew citizens were sub9
Jected when they desired to visit the
dominions of the Czar. A few weeks
ago the president again directed the
department of stte to present the
matter most earnestly to the Russian
government, and in obedience to his
direction forceful instructions were
sent to the American ambassador at
St. Petersburg to lay the matter im-~
mediately before Count Lamsdorff.
The instructions said among other
things :

“You will made known to his excel-
lency the views of this government as
to the expediency of putting an end
to such discriminations between dif-
ferent classes of American citizens on
account of their religious faith, when
seeking to avail themselves of the
common privilege of civilized péoples
to wvisit other friendly countries for
business or travel.

“That such discriminatory treatment
is naturally a matter of much concern
to this government is a proposition
which his excellency will readily com-
prehend without dissent. In no other
country in the world is a class dis-
crimination applied to our visiting citi-
zens. That the benefits accruing to
Russia are sufficient to counterbalance
the inconveniences involved, is open to
question from the practical standpoint.
In the view of the president is not
easy to discern the compensating ad-
vantage to the Russian government in
the exclusion of a class of tourists and
men of business whose character and
position in life are such as in most
cases afford a guarantee against any
abuse of the hospitality of Russia and
whose intelligence and sterling moral
qualities fit them to be typical repre-
sentatives of our people and entitle
them to win for themselves abroad no
less degree of esteem than they enjoy
in their own country.”

This statement of the case has not
been without effect and the depart-
ment is encouraged in the belief that
its representations will bring about
the desired result at no late date.

According to information which
came to Washington today, Count
Lamsdorff has informed the American
ambassador in St. Petersburg that a
special commission has been instituted
by supreme order under direction of
the ministry of the interior, for the
purpose of a general revision of the
passport regulations now in force.
The Russian foreign office has a re-
presentative on this commission, and
Count Lamsdorff promises that the
wishes of this government, as set
forth by thé president in the forego-
ing extract from the instructions to
our ambassador, will be promptly pre-
sented with favorable and satisfactory
representations.

TORONTO, Oct. 31.—~Replying to a
letter addressed to him by the Toronto
World respecting the Globe’s charges
against him in regard to compulsory
military service by every citzen, Lord
Dundonald has written the.following
letter to that journal:

Dear Sir—In answer-to your enquiry
as to the truth of the statement con-
tained in cuttings from the Toronto
Glohe, which you have kindly sent me,
I am glad to have an opportunity of
placing the following facts before you

‘“The Globe has accused me of ad-
vocating conscription in Canada.
have always been, and -am . still op-
posed to conscription. I will give two
public instances only of my opposition
to it. Many months ago I wrote to
Lord Meath, chairman of the Lad’s
Drill Asociation of Great Britain, and
stated that in my opinion compulsory
service for Britain should be limited to
schoolboy days. I repeated my oppo-
sition to conscription in public speeches
in Canada, notably at ' the inaugural
meeting of the Canadian Club at Otta-
wa, when I outlined a scheme for the
reorganization of the militia.

“Militia acts in force in Canada for
the last forty years have always given
the government power to'compel citi-
zens to serve in the militia. The min-
ister of militta in February, 1803, made
up his mind to adhere to the principles
of the old act in his contemplated bill,
and asked me to make any suggestions
or improvements in it, taking the old
act as a basis. In accordance with his
wish I made certain amendments and
returned him the act. But I made no
change whatever in the direction °of
increasing the liability of Canadian
citizens to serve in peace time. I
simply carried out Sir Frederick Bor-
den’s wishes in taking the old militia
act as a basis and making it clearer
and bringing it up to date.

‘“The only increased power which I
desired to have of the government was
the power of forcing the boys of the
country to perform 100 drills one hour
each between the age of 14 and 18,
which would, of course, have been done
with their school cadet corps under
the new regulations for cadet corps

which I was then in process of draft-
ing.

“In my recommendations for the or-
ganization of militia contained in my
reports there is not one word with re-
gard to compulsory service, I pro-
posed a purely volunteer army for
Canada in time of peace.

“The old militia act said: ‘Period of
service in active militia in time of
peace shall be three years.” If strict-
ly carried out these words would pre-
vent men from serving more than
three years, even if they wished to, and
as it is desirable to retain the services
of a certain number of men beyond
that period as leaders, I inserted the
words: ‘The peripd of compulsory ser-
vice shall be three years,’ so that vols
untary service might be continued in
accordance with regulations which
would be laid down. My proposed
wording has been twisted into a de-
gsire on my part to introduce increased
severity into the provisions of the mil-
itia act.

“With regard to suggested power in
the bill to increase the permanent
corps up to the limit of 65,000 men, 1
thought it advisable to take power to
increase it up to that number if desir-
able, so as not to have continually to
amend the act whenever a small in-
crease was desired, for it must be re-
membered that Canada is a rapidly
growing country with increasing re-
sponsibilities. But I have never re-
commended in any report I have made
to the minister any large increase in
the permanent corps.

“With regard to the charge that I
wished to abolish the school of i{nstruc-
tion because I simplified the wording
of the clause under which the per-
manent corps was to be enlisted, it is
hardly worth contradiction * I gave
months of my time to improving
schools of instruction and making their
working more convenlent for militia,
and they formed an esential part of
the systexn of training which I was
then pressing the minister to adopt,
and which has since been adopted.

Halifax Express Derailed at
Oxford.

Driver James Macaulay, of Moncton,

is probably Fatally Injured.

OXFORD JUNCTION, N. 8, Nov. 1.
—The Pacific express from Halifax to
Montreal via St. John, crashed into a
special freight at this place this morn-
ing. Engineer James Macaulay and
his fireman, of the express, were both
injured, Macaulay’s condition being ce-
ported very serious.

The train was in charge of Conduc-
tor Milligan and had orders to pass
Conductor Fowlie's special at Oxford
Junctioa. Tha freight arrived first and
went on the siding. A .-few minutes
later the big express train came thund-
ering along at a high rate of speed and
crashed through the open switch into
the freight. The trains came together
with an awful impact and the engines
and baggage car wera badly broken
up. Driver McLeod on the freight had
a miraculous escape. He was in his
engin: at the time, but beyond a se-
vere shaking up he was not hurt,

Macaulay was pinned among the
wreckage for over half an hour before
he could be rescued. Both legs are
crushed between the knees and feet.
His condition s so serious that he is
not expected to survive. The fireman
Jumped as the express went on the sid-
ing and escaped with a broken leg.
The train was delayed nearly three
hours.

Driver Macaulay lives in Moncton,
and word was at once sent to his fam-
ily there. His wife and one of his sons
left on the afternoon train for Oxford.

Mr. Macaulay has- been in a_ num-
ber of wrecks, this being the fourth.
In 1892 he suffered severe injuries from
a similar occurrence. He was driver
when the accident at Palmer's Pond
occurred in December of 1902. Again
in August last his engine turned com-
pletely over near Truro. The engine,
No. 239, of which he was in charge yes-
terday has also had a noteworthy rec-
ord. On this engine Driver Trider,
Moncton, went to his death at Bel-
mont. Driver Wall was killed on her
at the Windsor Junction wreck. No.
239 also ran off at Humphréys a few
months ago and delayed traffic during
one Sunday. Today’s was her first trip
after repairs in the shop. After the
third accident Mr. Macaulay felt loath
to go on the.road again, and it was
some time before he could make up his
mind to continue his occupation,

THEY SHCULD NOT SUFFER.

Fathers of Families Said to be Desti-
tute Are Well Able to Work.

One of the evening papers last night
printed an article to the effect that two
families, whose circumstances are des-
titute, had been reported to Secretary
Wetmore of the S, P. C. A. The first
family named Meahan, reside on Car-
marthen street, the second, that of Wil-
liam Perkins, live on the Long Wharf.
The littie children of the Meahan fam-
ily have on several occasions been seen
on the streets in cold, damp weather
thinly clad, while the four Perkins
children have suffered considerably.

Mrs, Hall, secretary of the Associat-
ed Charities, when asked by the Sun
last night if she knew of the families,
said she did. The case of the Meahan
family had not recently been brought
to her attention, but she knew that
there was no need of them being in
destitute condition, The father while
perféctly able to work, was too lazy,
and it was all his fault. The same
could be said about the Perkins fam-
ily. The father was a strong, able
man, but he spent much of the money
he got instead of giving it to his fam-
ily.

DIED AT HIS POST,

An [talian Watchman Killed in Explo-

sion in New York,

MOUNT VERNON, N. Y., Nov. 2.—
The explosion of over a ton of dyna-
mite under the Bond street bridge here

and the surrounding country within a
radium of five miles, probably killed
at least one person and injured nearly
forty others, two of whom may die.
The man :supposed to have been killed
was an Italian in charge of the dyna-
mite. He was seen at his post of duty
just before the explosion and no trace
of him has been found.

There were 2,300 pounds of dynamite
stored at the side of the deep rock cut
running from the western limits of the
city to the New York, NewsHaven and
Hartford R. R. station, which was
used for blasting a path for additional
tracks. The explosion tore a hole in
the ground 80 feet deep that is now
full of water from a hidden spring,
wrecked the Bond street bridge over
the tracks and broke all the windows
within a quarter of a mile. Many
houses were shifted from their found-
ations, walls were stripped of plaster
and furniture was splintered. A heavy
train bound from New York was just
pulling out of the Mount Vernon sta-
tion when the explosion occur-
red and the engineer stopped
until the track was clear. In another
minute  this train  would have
reached the bridge. Although the
bridge over the railroad track was
wrecked i@ trains were not delayed
Yor any considerable time. All the
workmen except the missing Italian
were away from the cut at the time
eating dinner. The bridge destroyed
was owned by the city of Mount Ver-
non.

Mrs. George A. Harlow, living a
short distance from the scene of the
explosion, was in her kitchen, when
the ceiling fell on her head. She has
concussion of the brain and can
scarcely recover.

Four doors ,away, Mrs. Nicholson
was hurled against the wall in her
room and is not expected to recover
from broken bones and internal in-
Juries.

Talks on the Socond For-
ward Movement,

And of the Advance In Work at
Acadia University.

o >

Rev. Dr. Trotter, president of Acadla
University, is at the Clifton and will
be here for a couple of days. He left
Woltville about a week ago, and will
visit different parts of the province in
the Interest of the second forward
movement of Acadia.

Dr, Trotter told the Sun that already
$55,000 of the $100,000 desired had been
pledged. $50,000 of this sum was pledg-
ed by forty people, in sums ranging
from $500 to $5,000, and $5,000 in sums
of $100 each. Dr. Trotter expects to
obtain an additional sum of $10,000 in
large amounts. = The bglance of the
$100,000 will have to be raised in small-
er sums, and to this end all the Bap-
tist chirches in the maritime provinces
will be appealed to. Dr. Trotter ex-
pects to devote the greater portion of
his time during the coming winter to
this work, and he will also be assisted
by persuasive lieutenants. The presi-
dent is not teaching at all this winter,
and during his absen:e Rev. Dr. Xier-
stead is acting as dean of the faculty.

Acadia opened this year with prob-
ably the largest attendance in the his-
tory of the college. There are one hun-
dred and fifty-five students in the col-
lege, also one hundred and eighty in
the seminary, including day students
and the academy building has been
found altogether inadequate for the ac-
commodation of the students,

Dr. Trotter expects that before the
end of the year there will be a total
registration of four hundred and fifty
resident students.

Two news courses have been inaug-
urated this year, a B. Sc. course and
an abbreviated science course. These
courses are affiliated with the applied
science department of McGill. Stud-
ents comvoleting either of the courses
can enter the third year in science at
Mc@ill without examination,

Dr. Trotter stated that the response
of the people to Acadia’s second call
had been unprecedently generous, and
he anticipates that the $100,000 will be
received before the time set for the
closing of the campaign, January,
1908.

It will be remembered that John D.
Rockefeller has agreed to give dollar
for dollar for any amount up to $100,-
000 that may be obtained from other
sources. Of the sum pledged $18,000
has already been collected, and Mr.
Rockefeller has given an equal sum,

HULL, Eng., Nov. 2.—That George
Henry Smith and Willlam Leggett
were, at about 12.80 a. m., on October
22, while out fishing with trawls
aboard the British steam trawler
Crane, with board of trade marks ex-
hibited and regulation lights burning,
killed by shots fired without warning
or provocation from certain Russian
war vessels at a distance of about a
quarter of a mile”

This 18 the text of the jury’s verdict
at the coroner’s inquest on the fisher-
men victims of the North Sea tragedy.
At the request of the British govern-
ment, represented by the Harl of Dy-

To each of the witnesses was put
the vital question regarding the pres-
ence of a foreign vessel or torpedo
boat. Each with equal positiveness
denied that at any time preceding or
during the firing was a Japanese, Brit-
ish or any foreign vessel seen by them
or the accompanying fishing fleet. It
was also stated that there were no
Japanese among the crews and that
none of the trawlers carried arms of
any description. One of the skippers,
replying to a question by the coroner,

The British
government, the Board of Trade, the
officers of the Gamecock fleet and the
relatives- of the deceased and wound-
ed fishermen were represented by
counsel, but the Russian government
did not participate. The proceedings
ocoupied only about three hours. The
testimony consisted of medical evi-
dence, by which it was proved that
the death of Smith and Leggett was
the result of shell and machine gun
wounds; then an expert identified
fragments of shells by private marks,
which he said were undoubtedly Rus-
sian, and the stories of captains and
mates of the trawlers. These latter
related that while they were engaged
in their regular work the ships of the
Baltic fleet in two squadrons emerged
suddenly from the haze, and throwing
the glare of their searchlights on the
Gamecock fleet, without warning and
disregarding flare and green lights,
the filshermen’s signal, and though
within actual speaking distance of
one vessel, commenceé a cannonade,
which the fishermen at first, not re-
