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A STRANGE CEREMONY.

THE TRIBULATIONS OF '4a WAITE

COUPLE IN THE OONGO,

How the Afiair was OCunducted by ihe
Principals snd Thelr{¥Ftiends—The Elabo-
raite Preparations Made for the Evemt—

Bome Strange Customs.

Six years ago a small party ot white
persons wended their way by canoe to the
bouse of a French official in the Fremch
Congo. Two of the party intended to be
married. Being Americans, both imagin-
ed that they would be able to procurea
license quite easily, not knowing how much
red tape 1t takes to satisfy France.

The documents which the
expectant bridegroom rcquired arrived
after about four months, but those of the
bride did uot come until ten months after
the first application was made for the lic-
ense, her tather living in the wilds ot west-
ern Nebraska, seventy miles frcm any-
where.

After all the papers were at hand the

Commandant visited the bridegroom and
requested him to go to his office to arrange
everythirg, so that, aftera delay of two
weeks the ceremony might be performed.
These two weeks weuld be needed to give
every oce living in the neighborhocd a
chance to digest tte news of the approach-
ing marriage, and in case any one knew of
any impediment in the way, to enable him
to inform the govirnment. For conven-
ience a paper was nailed up at the post an-
nouncing the facts. “Another was posted
at the house of the couple to be married. it
being the only other public place in that
vicinity. Since the natives could not read
the paper bad to be explained every time
one of them saw it.

At last the wedding dsy Cawncd, & Sat-
urday Leing chosen for the occ:asion.
Everything was in readiness the day before,
s0 that there could be an early start on
this eventtul day.

Lot us therefore take for our illustra~
tion some substance which, as far as we can
tell, is absolutely homog: y k
as it consists only of a single element. I
select for this purpose a piece of iron, and
suppose it to be divided into two portions.
Let each portion be subdivided again, and
yet again, until at last it shall have been re-
duced to the minutect portion of which our
senses can take cogniziance. Each one of
the little pieces so obtained will still pos-
sess all the qualities of iron. We shall fur-
ther imagine that we are provided with
some means for carrying on the subdivision
of an iron particle to a point much beyond
that which any mechanical appliance at our
dispozal can affect. We shall even eup-
pose that we are able to continue ths sub-
division of the iron long a'ter the particlzs
have become too minute to be visible,
even in the most powerful microscope.
Modern science has, however, taught
us that though this subdivision can be
carried on 50 far, yet it cannot be pro-
tracted indefinitely. A point would at last

No. 6,184, which 1 f; its
home on Feb. 22, 1893, and remsined &
pertistent shd stubborn runaway until
March 8, 1895. And what & jaunt it had!
It was almost continuously wandering all
these many months. It visited nearly all
tke principel citics of the United States;
it roamed over mearly all the middle,
eastern, and south Atlantic coast States;
it passed through »1l kinds of weather and
was exposed to the trying changes
of all manner of climates. It
carried all sorts of provisions in its big
larder—wheat from the vast prairie reach-
es of the Northwest, corn from the rich
fields of the Missitsippi Valley, melons and
oranges and banaras from ths Sou'h, Can-
adian apples from the far North—these,
and m:ny a manufactured article, drawn
from the mills of the motker East to her
daughters in the West, did the wandering
car bear safely to and fro.

Some days it took a rest and stayed on

some convenient siding for twenty-four
hours, waiting for a chance to unlead its
freight and be off again to nmew scenes.
It did not stay long in any one place, how-
evcr, but kept up a pretty lively pace, and
by ths time it rcached its own home, bruis-
ed and scarred and maimed snd weather-
beaten and needing a fresh coat ot paint to
mend the 1ents made in its garb by the
rain and the snow and the sun and the at-
trition of untoward vircumstances, it had
travelled cver 20,000 miles. I's owners
tried often and faithfully to induce it
to return Ekoms, but just as they
thought they had their hands on
it, it g<ve them the slip and was off on
another run 1,000 miles perhaps from the
yards it left 80 many months before.

In some instances railroads find it to
their advant ge to employ a man as & car
tracer, or perbaps he migkt have added to
the tit'e of the words car chaser, for he is
sent on many & wildgoose chate. It is the
duty of this man to run down,and locate
runaway cars, snd (o see tha t}ny are
sately returned home. Very often he may
travel bundreds ot miles in pursuit of a
stngle car before he overhauls it.

mg_nniou device has also been invent-
ed by which, witb a series of pigeon Loles
and numbered pieces of wood, accurate
daily movements of cars csn be noted, each
piece of wood, something like s schoolboy's
ruler, repr-s: nting a car, and being meved
from pigeonhol ator"m holds as the car
changes its position in the couctry.

If all the mhoxdl tracks of lhe’ tems
of the Urited Stat:s w re placed end to end

The psyment is wholly a matter of Lonor,
however, and if one road should want to
‘evade full and honcst payment,it could
easily do so, for the lending road must de-
pend upon the Eorrowing line for figures as
to how far the car has travelled. The fact
that some roads aremot to pucctilious in
this matter as they might be adds another
element to the perplexing problem.

Thisis for tke com-
mon freight business ; for refrigerator cars
for carrying perishable wares, three-quart-
ers of a cent iy charged.

To discerning eyes, at least, the boy cf
sixteen usually g'ves promise of what te
is likely to become in later years. It is
the natural order that it should be 80; and
the exceptions to ths rule are fewer than
1 usually supposed. Paople properly take
it for granted that & good boy will turn
out to be & good man, and vice verss.
The late Dr. E. E. Wilsy, who gave more
thin ba'f a century to the cause of educa-
cation in connection with Emory and Hen-
ry College, and who was one of the most
ssgacious men that we ever knmew, once
said to us: *First and last, I hava taught
more than 6,000 boys; and in less than a
score of instinces bave I fouad it necese-
ory to revise in subs:quent years t*e judg-
ments that I formed of my students while
thay were under my eye in the class room.’’
Such an utterance from such a source
ought to have great weight. We quote
it here for the purpose of emphasizing the
thought that the boy who propases to

idleness or vicious indulgen es, promising
himself, meantime, that he will make a
great chinge, and be of some account
when he gets to be a mag, is cherishing a
most dangerous delusion. :
It is an awful truth that character is often
fixad and destiny sealed befora one pastes
th) line of twenty-one. The importance
of this fact is o great to be overestimated.
With whatever power we can command, we
wish to urge the consideration of it on all
our friecds. Let us not bs understeod as
advocating the premature developmert of
boys into sedate and quiet men. We do
not regard that this as a desirable ¢nd to
bs attained. There is & time of life in
which it is natural for mortals to grow,
run, junp, shout, and indulge in agreeable
sports and pastimes. To deprive them of
all opportunity for such ionocent merri-
ment is neither wise nor kind. The ma-
ture man who cannot look back upon the
season in which be fairly reveled in the
mere joy of existence is to bs pitied.
But innocent sports are a very different
matter from what is called “‘sowing wild
oas.” The latter phrase suggests the
ides of dedicating one's brightest and holi-
est days to the service of the devil,  thing
which is not to be tolerated for one mo-
ment. A strong, healthy, alert boy, run-
ning over with life and spirit, may still be
a God-f g Christian, an son,
a diligent student, and an honest worker
at all his Providential tasks. Ths notion
that it is necessary to be vicious in order
to be-happy is fit to have come from Satan
himself. Any falssr statement was never
uttered in this world.

The inspired writer bids us remember
our Creator in the days of our youth.
The fear of the Lord is the beginning of
wisdom. True religion is the glory of
childhoad as well as of old age. They
that eeck the Lord early shall find him.
Blessed are all those who enter into coven-
ant with him while the dew of the morning
is still fresh upon their hearts, and who
abide faithful to bim till their heads are
crowned with gray hairs.

But some one msy ask us whether re-
ligion is the same thing in & boy as in s
man. We answer, yes and no. There
are undoubtedly points of difference in
minor details, but an essential identity in
main features. One of the chief tokens of

Such a
spirit when properly possessed and spplied
w.ll certain'y elevate our lives to that which
iy truly high and direct them to that which
is nobleand worthy. And the end, the re-
sult of such a life wil be the manitestation
and enjoyment ot the glory of God, the
tablish of His kingd the triumph
of the true ani right and good, and the
salvation and spiritual weltare of souls.

Other Peopla’s Convenience.
We ought to think of other people's con-
venience more than we generally do. Tue
home is the place where this thoughtfulness
should begin to be cultivated. Ong who
comes late to breaklast admits that he is
guilty of an amiable selt-indulgence, but
forgets that he has marred the harmonious
flow of the household life and caused con-
fusion and extra work. How often an' im-
poriant committes is kept waiting ten
minutes for one tardy member, who comes
sauntering in at lset, without evenm an
apology for causing perhaps fifteen men a
loss of time that to them was very valu
able, besides having put a sora strain on
their patience and good pature. Every-
day life is full of justsuch thoughtfulness,
which causes untold p2rsonal inconvenience
and oft times hurts the hearts of friends.

The Severest Test. i
The severest test of manhsod is never
found in good times. but only in hard times.
It is not ths man who has saccess when
others are doing well, but it is the man who
keeps up his courage and struggles on when
everybody else is wavering or going down
who is the hero in the sight of God and
men. It is an easy matter to make good
time when both wind and tide are in one’s
favor, or when one is moving with the cur-

rent ; but it requires character and skill and
daring to make head in spite of opposing
forces or to work successfully against the
current.

A single bitter word may disquiet an en-
tire family for a whole day. Oae surly
glance casts & gloom over the household,
while a smile, like a gleam of sunshine,
may light up the darkest and weariest
hours.

MBASURING ODORS.

A French Botantst bas a Method of Finding
Their Intenslty.
Eugene Meenard, & French botanist, is
teputed to have discovered a simple and
eary method of ng toe i ity of
an odor. He takes advantage of the deli-
ca'e qualitative. power of the sense of
smell— that is, of jts ability to discrimin-
ate between odore, be they different only
by a very little. He finds that if some very
char istic odor te mingled with the
one to be mesured there is a certain point
where they balance, and form what he
cslls a “‘neutral odor.” In tkis state the
addition of a minute quanity of either scent
causes that one to predominate.
The way M. Mesnard goes about making
his measurement is to corfine under s bell
glass the perlume whote intensity is to be
escertaiced, cr the object that gives it off,
say a bunch of violets. The odor of tur-
pentine is pumped in by equeezing a rubber
balb till the “‘neutral odor” is obtained,
the experi observirg fully the
developments by smelling through a con-
recting tube. Then the mixed scents are
admilted, graduslly into & jar containing
glowing phosporus. The amount admitted
is registered by the turns of a handle, and
the ber of turns 'y to put out
the phosphorus gives the measure of the
quantity of turpentine, and hence the in-
tensity of the odor that was neutralized by
it.

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RAILROADS IN CHINA.
Raiiroad Building not  Dome Precipitately
. in the Flowery Kingdom.
Ht will mot be necessary for Li Hung
Chang to hasten his footsteps towards
Fekin in order to be present at the fosti-
wities incident to the opening of the pro-
posed trunk line railroad in China, for at
the rate at which railroad building is car-
ried on in that extensive but peculiar
country a ddzen years or more may elapse
Defore the work gets well under way, and
even thea it is by no means certain that it
will not be stopped abruptiy.
There are in all more than 400,000 miles
of railroads in the world, and of this total
mileage nearly 175,000 belong to the United
States and 150,000 to Europe. The balance
is distiibuted unequally throughout Asia.
Bouth Americs, Africa,and Australia,with a
larger wileage in Australia than in Africa.
“Toe present railroad milesge of China is
ansignificant when ccmpared with that of
#)>me American States or A systems
It consitts of one road, from, Tientsin to
Kaiping, a distance of eighty miles, or
about as far as from New York to Rhine-
beck. This dimi Chinese railroad,
eanetructed under the sup:rvision and as &
result of the advocacy of Li Huog Chang,
is the one railroad in China, but it is to be
extended into a trunk line to reach the
capital city of Pekin, and to connect the
latter with Tientein, It is to be an impos-
ing effair, with double tracks and many
stations, and is to be under the general
control of ths imperial authorities at Pekin.
The estimated cost of the road is 3,000,000
taels, equivalent to about $4,250,000.
Railroad tuilding, like everything else
in China, is done wiih cautious delibera-
tion, and sometimes by a crab like move-
ment. The first railroad line ia China was
started more than twenty years ago, and
was intenced to connect the big city of
Shanghai with Wusung. After it hed run
swuccesstully for a year ths Chinese Govern-
ment bought it, and soon thereafter the
track was torn up and the materials were
ahipped out of the country. That was
ths end of the first railroad in China. A
second small road had tke same fate, and
then there was & lull in railroad building
un'il the construction of the Tientein line,
the extension of which is to bring the road
into the cify of Pckin. The people
of China are not faverable to what
an English writer his descrited as the
freedom of trade.

Xoterview Concerning 1h¢m with Procuia-
tor of the Holy Synod,

Inan interview with a correspondent
of the Neue Freia Presse ot Viennis, the
Procurator-General of the Holy Syuod of
the Greek Church in the Russian Empire,
M. Pobiedenostseff made some interesting

cramarks upon the Jewish question.  As the
spesker is a leading figure in the Russian
Government snd has a powerful influence
over the Czar, as be bes had also over two
of his bredecessors, his words possess a
marked significance. Among otker things
b said: —

‘Idecare to you thatI am not re-
sponsible for anytbing that has been dis-
advartagecus totte Jews in Kuesia. It
does nct enter into my mind to persecute
the followers of any relgion. For us the
Jemish quest.on is full of complications.
1t is not of religious character: it is social
and political. We gotitas & bad inher-
itance from the Poles, over whom the Jews
always exerciced a bad irfluence, and a-
morg whom there existed a type of Jews

The Jewish students have taken part in re-
volutionary movementa, so that the Russian
Goverrm(nt has been compelled to take
action against them, in order to insure the
observance of the law. Our action re-
sembled that which was taken in America
against the Chinese though it was less s2-
vere than the Americans. A war against
any race is far {rom our wishes. The pre-
judice against me in this cate his grown
out of lies, calumnies, and errors.’

This larguage of M. Pobiedonostseff has
given great satisfaction to the more con-
servative among the Jewish sul jects of the

sian Governmeut. Since the accession
of the new Czar tte Jews have not com-

O.e military use pro-
posed for balloons bas bsen that of droop-
ing dynamite or other high explosives from
them upon the enemy beneath, whether his
city, his fort, or his army, and a year ago
there was talk of such a balloon being con-
structed at Baitford for the Cubans.

As to the methods of destroying hostile
balloons, ¢xperiments many years ago at
Dungeness and Lydd indicated that shrapnel
furnished the best mode of attack, within
the range of the gun or howitzer firing it.
Some recent experiments in Russia, Ger-
many, and Austria, taken (oﬁ:thar, show-
ed that thirty- shrapnel shells fired at a
balloon was about half & mile high and
about three and a quarter miles away from
the firing ground, two balls out of six'y-
five shells and three out of cighty struck it ;
these shells being from a battery of eight
guns placed 5 250 metres from the windlacs
of the balloon. Itis noted thatthe eighty
shells represented about 10,000 balls, be-
sides pieces of the broken shells. It should

force himself forward with his arms, can

other hand, where the arms are not used
atall, asin the case of swimming whle
lying on the back, forward movement is
made a'most as rapidly asit would be if
the arms were employed.

What is needed, then, is the knowledge
of how to properly use the legs. The first
movement in the stroke should be when
these are held straight together, and are
then well drawn up by bending the knees,
accompanied at the same time by drawing
inthe hands well under the chin. The
thrust of the hands, palm to palm, should
be siraight forward, but the feat should be
thrust sideways, as far as the legs will
easily permit them to be thus extended,
then with almost the eams movement—
while the arms are thrown apart to de-
scribe a semi-circle—the legs should be
drawn straight together—just as one would
shuta fan—in preparation for the next
thrust. The forward process obtained is
very much less in the thrust of the legs
than in this act of bringi g them quiekly
together. This method lorces back the
water, and acts on the same principle as
a propeller, and ths best swimmers are
those who understand how to uss it most
effectively. When this right application of
}aower bas once been obtained, it will be
ound by those who say they can swim,
but who cannot make "d-finite progress,
quite as easy to swim 200 or 300 feet as it
now is to swim twelve or fifteen feet.
Another point that shonld be made in
this connection relates to tha act of breath-
ing, for swimmers frequently get out of
breath, and in this way become entirely in-
capacitated befora they are in any way
physical tired. Breathing should be car-
ried on in harmony with ltllfe movements of
the body—that is, the breath should be in-
baled with each s'roke, otherwise quick
exhsustion through loss of breath or,
rather, irregular breathing, is inevita-
ble. Bhe breath should be drawn in at the
same time that the legs and arms are
drawn in, in beginuing 8 stroke, and
should be expelled waen the arms and legs
arathrust out in making their stroke.
After a little practice with this method, it
will be found that there is no more tiouble,
in moderately warm water, in breathing in
aregular manner while swinning than there
i3 while one is walking at a reasonable de-
gree of sbeed. These are all well known
principles, but the personal experience at
our seaside summer resorts of thase
who know how to swim must convince them
that the need exists of constantly renewing
thisspecies of advice,—Bo:ton Herald.
