One of Charges that of Assist-
ing German Army Officer to
Leave Canada After War
Broke Out.

Toronto, June 9—The txjal of Emil
Nerlich, wholesale merchant, Toron-
to, charged with high treason, opened
today before Mr. Justice Sutherland.
His Lordship decided that the indiet-
ment should be on three counts. On
the first, that of assisting Arthur Zir
zow, formerly in the German army, to
leave Canada, accused pleaded not
guilty. A technical objection to the
indictment was over-ruled.

Henry Nerlich, brother of the ac-

mb’ects, thelr father hnvln( become
naturalized. Accused had fo him ex-
pressed the view that it would be to
the interest of the firm that Britain
ghould ‘win in the ‘war. So far as he
knew his brother took no German
papers. Emil, in reply to a question
whether he knew that Zirzow was go-
ing back to Germany, had replied in
the negative.

A sensational incident occurred at
the afternoon session of the court.
Zirzow, when handed a statement
bearing his signature implicating Ner-
lich, proceeded to tear it in pieces.
The military escort, the Crown Prose-
cutor and count officials charged the
witness box and rescued the frag-
ments, one of the pieces being taken
from the witness’ pocket. Witness,
after detailing his experiences iw find-
ing work in Toronto, said he inter-
viewed Mr, Nerlich, to obtain employ-
ment. He was asked to dinner at the
Prince George Hotel, where he show-
ed aceused a letter, asking him to
come home. Nerlich declined to dis-
cuss the war. His statements made
in the police court were untrue. Ac:
cused had paid five dollars for dan-
cing lessons for him.

In cross-examination witness sai0
he was hard up when he applied to
Mr. Nerlich.

British Press Views on Bryan*s
Resignation— Coming After
Italy’s Intervention is Death
Blow to Germanic Powers,

= One London Paper Says.

London, June 9. —Surfeited as the
British public has been with war sen-
sations, Secretary Bryan’s withdrawal *
has created ag unusual amount of in-
terest and discussion, because it has
given a wholly unexpected turn to
political events in Americas The Brit-
ish press has shown a strong dispo-
sitlon recently to réfrain from com-
ment on the affairs of all neutrals
which might seém . in the mnature of
advice or - dictation. Nevertheless
President Wilson’s policy has been
watched the greatest eagerness.

All the afternoon newspapers give
their largest headlines to Mr. Bryan,
and the placards on the streets call the
event “The American Crisis.”

THE WAR SITUATION

The statement by Premier Asquith
im the House of Commons yesterday
to the effect that since the outbreak
of war the Empire has suffered the
loss of a quarter of a million of men
in killed, wounded, prisoners and
missing, coupled with the report that
the fighting has not been productive
of decisive results, furnishes addition-
al evidence of the magnitude of the
struggle im which the Empire is en-
gaged, and helps to dispel the impres-
sion that the conflict will be speedily
brought to a conclusion.

Three months ago the idea that Ger-
many was practically beaten and the
end of the war was in sight was quite
generally held. Since that time, how-
ever, events seem to have taken a
different trend. In France and Flan-
ders the German troops are still oc-
cupying practically the same ground
they held three months ago. They
have also made several vigorous of-
fensive movements against the British
and French lines, movements which
wereé not checked without very heavy
loss of life. On the eastern front
they have undertaken and carried out
what appears to be a successful offen-
sive against the Russians, attended
by heavy losses on both sides.

Although the Allies are making pro-
gress in the Dardanelles, the work
there is not yet done. Strong posi-
tions remain to be taken and the Tur-
kish forces, with German and Aus-
trian assistance, are still putting up
a desperate fight. Italy has clashed
‘with Austrian troops, but the pres-
sure even there is not yet sufficiently
heavy to exert a very pronounced in-
fluence upon the enemy’s operations
elsewhere.

There is in the war news
no material to provide excuse for
pessimism or doubt, but on the other
hand undue optimism is not advisable.
The Empire will win and the cause of
right triumph, of that there is mno
room for doubt, but it is folly to think
that the victory has been won or the
task completed. Men and munitions

of war are today as greatly needed as
at any time since Germany hurled
defiance at the world and they must

be forthcoming

Mr. Brvun first broke into fame in
1896 when. as a delegate from' \ebras«
ka and, identally a corr d
for the Omnhn World-Herald, of which
he was the editor, he attended the
National Democratic conveation in Chi-
cago. The gold or silver question
was then apitating the publiz mind,
and it is said that Mr. Bryan was the
author of the famous “Free Silver”
plank in the Democratic platform of
that  year. Before tae memoradie
Chicago convention he had attained
some reputation as a state leader but
had never been regarded as a presi-
dential possibility. At the convintion,
however, he electrified his hearers
with his free silver speech, the pero-
ration of which has been freely quot:
ed as one of the gems of American
oratory. In declaiming against the
gold standard policy he made use of
these words: “You shall not press
down upon the brow of labor this
crown of thorns; you shall not crucify
mankind upon a cross of gold.” By
these words he won the presidential
nomination, and was again the candi-
date of his party in 1900 and 1908.
Although defeated on all occasions
and even derisively referred to as the
“ever, ever candidate,” it is a fact
that in his elections he polled very
heavy votes. It is stated that hig
lowest vote was larger than that
polled by Mr. Wilson in 1912, and al-
8o larger than the vote given to any
candidate prior to 1896, when Mr.
Bryan entered the presidential arena.
Of Mr. Bryan's personal magnetism
there never was a question. While he
undoubtedly lost prestige during his 00
cupancy of the office of Secretary
of State, he never lost his compelling
appeal. In any gathering, whether on
the political platform, the Chatauqua
circuit, or as an after dinner speaker
he was always the centre of attraction
and never failed to win his audieace.
It has been written of him. that if he
could have coined applause into votes
he would have never had a rival in
any contest for public office.
