MURDERED GIAL |
THEN SHOT HIMSELF

Young [talian’s Quarrel With Sweet-
‘heart Ends Fatally

B8he Refused to Take Trip to

' New York With Him, and This
is Believed to Have Been the
Cause of the Shooting.

Kingston, Mass., Aug. 2—Remado Zecchi,
twenty-one years old, ehot and fatally
wounded his sweetheart, Avelina Vezzana,
eighteen yeans ord, in the kitchen of the
house cf her father, David Vezzana, about
5.30 o'clock this afternoon, after which
Zecchi fired a chot into his neck, leaped
Lt,hrou-gh a window, ran down a steep hill !
{into some woods, where he fired another
shot into this temple and fell dead. Both
the Vezzana girl and Zecchi had recently
arrived here from Italy and found work in
this vicinity, the former at the Puritan
Woollen Mills in Plymouth and the latter
at the Plymouth Cordage Co.

Up to a few minutes before the shooting
oocurred the two were apparently on the
best of terms. Zecchi was trying to per-
svade the girl to go to New York with
Lim on Saturday.

It is believed that her persistent refusal
led her lover to commit the deed.

Zecchi and the Vezzana ginl went to sea-
{eide today with another Italian named
Alfredo and a woman whose name is notl
ykncwn. Both of the latter came from
New York. The quartette returned to
Kingston about 5 o'clock this afternoon
and all went to the Vezzana house where
they learned that the family eonsisting of

the girl's parents and her four brothers
and four sisters were away.

A few minutes after arriving there Zeccni
began to urge the girl to go with him to
New York but she refused.

The pair went back into the kitchen,
where the arguments continued, but no
(high words were heard. Suddenly those
in the front room were startled by two
shots fired in mapid succession, followed

AFTER ART LEAGUE

Studios of Leading School of Art in
New York Searched, and Woman
Bookkeeper Arrested,

New York, Aug. 2.—Upon a warrant
sworn out by Amthony Comstock, secre-
tary of the Society for the Suppression of
Vice, ' the etudios of the Art Students’
League, one of the most distinguished art
schools in America, were today searched
and the bookkeeper, Miss Anna Robinson,
was placed under arrest. It was charged
by agents of the society that the reproduc-
tions of figures in the nude, contained in
the fall catalogue, which the league was
about to issue, were of an immoral chamac-
ter. A patrol wagon load of the catalogues
was seized and taken to the police court as
evidence. Magistrate Mayo adjourned for
a further hearing on Aug.7, the charges
againet Miss Rcbinson.

Miss Robinson was arraigned as “Jane
Doe” on the charge of violation of an act
for the suppression of traffic in obscene
literature, illustrations, pictures, ete.

The pamphlets seized by the séociety’s
agents is is the ome issued regularly and
sent to proepective students and shows
pictures of the work turned out by the
students of the school. - The issue is styled
“The American Student of Art.” In the
book there are two pages devoted to the
nude.

The Art Students’ League maintains in
215 West 27th street studios and appoint-
inents for instruction in fine arts. No
question has ever been raiced before as to
the character of the pamphlets issued or
of the art .exhibited.

FIRE OF REVOLT TO SPREAD
T0 CORNERS OF THE EMPIRE

Russian Mutineers Undaunted by Failure at
Sveaborg and Cronstadt

Uprising at Cronstadt Made Czar Prepare to Flee to Tsar-
skoe Selo---Brutal Stabbing of Woman Who Sought to
Save Her Brother---Military Disorders at Reval on Gulf
of Finland---Cruiser Flying the Red Fiag.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 3—1.15 a. m.—Al-
though the mutinies at Sveaborg have been
iquelled and one at Crensta it hss baen prac-
tically put down, the outlook is still Llack.
The revolutionists, whose hands were sud-
denly forced by the premature rising at
bveabqrg,_ are apparently undaunted at
_t.h%c Initial reverses amd intend to persist
in their programme of calling a general
strike on Saturday or Monday.

One of the leaders of the revolutiomists
with whom the Associated Press spoke last
night, boasted that the word had gone
forth and that fire of revolt would epread
to the corners of the empire. His closing
’worc!s to the correspondent were:—

“Now watch Reval, Riga and Libau.”

Mutiny on Cruiser.

The mutiny on board the armored cruis-

er Pamyat Azova, off the Esthonian coast,
is fraught with emormous pcssibilities. The
crew of this vessel rose and killed the
commander and four officers. Ambassador
Meyer has received a despatch from the
United States consul at Reval saying that
the Pamyat Azova entered that port this
afternoon with the red flag at her mast-
head.
. Should this cruiser, under the flag of the
mutineers, sail to the northward and ap-
pear before the main squadron in the Guif
of Finland, the loyalty of the crews of the
vessels would perbaps be put to a stronger
test than they could stand.

Although the admiralty claims that the
squadron off Sveaborg did not waver in its
allegiance, there is something mysterious
about the reports of the ships’ actions
which warrante the suspicion that all is
not right. aboard. Only two ehips fired on
the mutineers, the others remaining on the
horizon, as if the admiral were not sure
that they could. be depended upon.

The mutiny on the Pamyat Azova may
possibly raise international complications,
as in the eye of the Jaw this cruicer, like
the Kniaz Potemkine in the Black Sea, in
the summer of 1605, is a pimate. There is
reason to believe that the (German fleet
has orders covering just such a contingengy
as this, and that it would mot hesitate to
put an end to the renegate cruiser ds a
danger -to commerce,

Czar Was Ready to Flee from
Oronstadt.

Wihen the fiting tegan at Cronstadt W.d-
nesday mnight, there ensued a wild ypanic
in the impenial "palace at Peterhof, as the
palace lies under the guns of the fortress.
All preparations had been made in ad-
vance to flee to Tearnskoe Selo, but the
report afloat yesterday afternoon dhat the
emperor and his family actually had fled
in the middle of the night, was denied
later at the chancellory of the imperial
household. It was explained, however,
that on account of “dampness” at Peter-
hof, arramgements had been made for the
return of the imperial family to Tearskoe
Selo.

Martial law was proclaimed at Cronstadt
during the day, and all day long reinforce-
ments have been landing there from the
mainland. No one is permitted on the is-
land without a pass, and although'the cor-
respondent of the Associated Press was
thus equipped, he was held up and search-
ed upon disembarking from a row boat.

The correspondent found ‘at 6 o’clock y:s-
tenday evening there were about 2.000
mutinous sailors bamricaded in their bar-
1 racks, which were surrounded by troops.

The correspondent made a tour of the
city and penetrated to the bridge con-

necting with fort Constantine. He saw ;
sailors laughing from the windows of the |
barracks at the besieging soldiers across
the way. Everywhere there were heavy |
patrols of the streets, but otherwise the |
thoroughfares were almost empty. The i
people are afraid to venture.

While paseing the arsenal at 4 o'cloclc §
in the afternoon the correspondent heard |
a ragged volley which he subsequemtly?
learned had cut short the lives of six}
prisoners who thad been sentenced to
death by the drumhead court martial |
which began sitting at 11 o'clock in the'
morning. It was declared that the 300
sailors who had surrendered during the-
night had been shot earlier in the day, :
but it was impossible to obtain absolute?!
confirmation of this statement.

Brave Woman Brutally Stabbed
to Death.

From eye witnesses on both sides the.

The Cronstadt Mutiny.

Karlier accounts of the Cronstadt trouble
bhave been largely incorrect. The mutine
ous sailors never went to fort Constan-
‘tine. The plan of the uprising was con-
ceived by the revolutionary military com-=
mittee. Wihile it was executed to the let-
ter, it failed for the information of the
situation at Fort Constantine and the ar-
senal was faulty. When the signal was
given at 11 o'clock at night, the eailons,
sappers and prisoners left their barracks
and divided into three groups. The mis-
sion of the first and smallest group was to
kill the officers, the second was to take
possession of the arsenal and the third was
to seize the fortress and the train. Revolu-
‘tionaries cut the telegraph and telephone
wires.

The thorrible task of the first group was
accomplished hurriedly and it then joined
the second group which was already on the
bridge leading to Fort Conetantine. The
sentinel cffered mo resistance, the artillery-
men remained neufral and submitted to
imprisonment n the casemates, -

It was at this time that the sappers and
pioneers who comprised these two groups,
feund themselves checkmated, the batter-
1es were short of shells. When the storm-
ing party brought up field and machine
guns the mutineers were without the possi-
bility of using artillery and were compell-
ed to surender. :

To the sailors fell the task of capturing
the arsenal. This proved easy, but to-
their amazement the men found it praeti-
cally empty.

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STILL FIGHTING LAST
* NIGHT WITH MUTINOUS
SVEABORG GARRISON

Surrender Reported, Though--Story of

Mutiny

in Fleet

Revolutionists Enact Scenes of Horror-—Colonel Bayonet-
ted, Stoned and Drowned—Four Baltic Fleet Ships Re-
ported in Mutiny—Authorities Seem to Have Nipped
Trouble at Cronstadt in the Bud.

Viborg, Aug. 1--It is reported here that
the Russian flotilla stationed at Hango,
Finland, has mutinied,
officers and has sailed to the assistance of

the mutineets at Sveaborg.

Helsingfors, Aug. 2—12.50 a. m.—The
latest news from the fortress tends to
confirm the previous reports that the
mutineers have surrendered.

The mutineers undoubtedly had the
upper 'hand until the battleships Slava
and Czarevich arrived on the scene and
commenced to bombard them with such
telling effect that the central magazine
was blown up and the biggest guns in the
bhands of the revolutionists were render-
ed practically useless.

Helsingfors, Aug. 1—10 p. m.—At 7
o’clock this evening the battleship Czare-
vitch and the cruiser Bogatyr opened .fire
on the mutineers at a distance of fifty
cable lengths. The mutineers replied, but
their shots seemed to fall short. The
€iring ceased #t 9 o’clock, and boats were
then seen leaving the islands with wound-
2d. \

St. Petersburg, Aug. 2, 12.15 a. m.—St.
Petersburg is anxiously awaiting news of
the outcome of yesterday’s battle between
the mutineers and the government forces
ut Sveaborg. No definite information has
been received owing to the damage done
40 the land telegraph wires. The advices
Teceived by the govermment by wireless
telegraphy have not been divulged.

The utmost importance is attached to
the conduct of the fleet. According to
semi-official intimation the crews of these
vessels are still under ‘control of their of-
ficers, but private advices eay that some
inembers of the crews have been confined
below decks for fear of mutiny. There
Was a rumor im circulation here tonight
that four of the ships of the Baltic squad-
ron were in complete mutiny and roam-
ing at large in the Gulf of Finland, and
that the commandant at Cronstadt had
beem notified to be prepared for an attack
by these vessels.

It is worthy of note that a despatch to
an official agency from Helsingfors an-
amouncing the arrival of the fleet off Svea-
borg and. the fact that it opened fire does
not mention what it opened fire against.

Vice Admiral Birileff presumably has
gone to Helsingfors to assume personal
command of the fleet, as it now develops
that Grand Duke Alexander Michaelo-
vitch, the Emperor’s brother, is not with
the fleet as previously reported, but at
Gatchina with the Empress Dowager.

The most intemse anxiety etill prevails
with regard to a possible uprising at Cron-
stadt and the general spread of the revolt
through the entire naval establishment. A
pereonal visit by a correspondent of The
Associated Press to Cronstadt, however,
ghows that the authorities there received
timely waming of the events at Sveaborg
and nipped a possible mutiny in the bud.
They had the situation well in hand Tues-
day night and quietly placed detachments
of infantry at the doors of the marine bar-
racks and removed the carbines from the
racks in the buildings.

Sailors Under Arrest.

Yesterday morning the 1500 sailors com-
posing the seventh equipage, quartered at
Cromstadt, where loyalty had been ques-
tioned, found themselves prisoners. The
correspondent saw them locking out of the
windows of their barracks and unable to
communicate with the outside. The stree's
of Cronstadt are ewarming with troops of
the loyal guard regiments and the newly
arrived men of the 24th division, who
serve to overawe the disaffected elememts.

The commandant at Cronstadt ordered
the confiscation of newspapers from St.
Petensburg in order to prevent the news
of the outbreak at Sveaborg from reach'ng
the islanders. This measure was fairly
successful.

A group of agitators who went to Cron-
stadt in the same boat with the corres-
pondent of the Associated Press, attempt-
ed to hold meetings and communicate
news of the Sveaborg happenings. They
fled, however, before the leveled rifles of
the soldiers.

" The officers of the navy department at
Cronstadt are besieged by the wives and
' relatives of officers on board the ships at
Helsingfors, who are frantic over the re-
ports that the crews had risen and killed
their superions. .

As the correspondent was crossing from
Cronstadt to Orenienhaum he saw the im-
perial yacht Pole Star lying with steam
up at the pier below the imperial resi-
dence at Peterhof. :

Incidents of Yesterday.

Helsingfors, Aug. 2—1.30 a. m.—Excepl
at the vicinity ot the fort, the town pre-
sented practically a normal aspect. Dur-
ing the eening large crowds' assembled on

The white flag has been hoisted on one
of “the islands, but it is premature to say
whethér or not the revolutionists there
have surrendered. In any event, the fire
from the battleship Slava and another war-
ship undoubtedly had its effect. The mu-
ticeers report that the Slava was etruck
several times by their fire.

During the afternoon a boat put ont
frem Sveaborg and was bombarded. The
occupants, who were members of the “Red
Guard,” were taken into custody.

Last evening the strike committee de-
chred a general strike to begin at 7 o’clock
having ieceived an intimation that other-
wise Helsingfons would be bombarded. To
midnight, however, there was no evidence
of this strike.

The Sveaborg mutiny first broke out
Monday among a sapper battalion, which

had been disarmed in the fcrtress. The ar- |

tillery joined in the revolt and together
'hhe mutineers took possession of the forts.
The commander of the fortress appealed
personally to the men,but his words were
unheeded. The mutiny speedily assumed
an aggressive character. The commander
of the sapper battalion wae fired upon by
his men and wounded. He was then
stoned to death'and thrown into the sea.
A midshipman na-ied Delivron,attached to
one of the torpedo boat destroyers, went
out and hauled down the red flag from
Skatudden fortress while the mutineers
were firing on him. He received four bal-
lete in the breast and died in a hospital
during the night.

BULLETINS TELL OF
HORRIBLE SCENES

Helsingfors, Aug. 1, 1.40 a. m.—Svea-
borg is entirely in the hands of the mu-
tineers, who now have in their possession
every kind of armament.

'Horrible scemes occurred during last
night, when the fierce fighting was continu-
ed. The heaviest artillery was used during
the conflict.

Several officers were killed or wounded.
}I‘he wounded were transported to Helsing-
ons. ; i

Col. Nataroff was bayonetted. He beg-
ged in kindly tones for transportation to
the hospital, promising forgiveness in ex-
change.

Helsingfors, Aug. 2, 12.40 a. m.—The
fire from the cruisers has seriously damag-
ed the fortificaticns., The mutineers have
failed in their efforts to secure provisions.

St. Petemsburg, Aug. 1, 11.55 p. m.—The
general telegraph office of St. Petersburg
and surrounding - buildings were occupied
by detachments of guards just before mid-
night tonight.

The authorities evidently fear a general
attempt to cut communication between
the capital and the interior.

On careful inspection
it also was found he does not answer the'
description of the bigamist beyond a slight
resemblance. His age ig thirty-three,while
that of the much wanted man is about
forty-five.

He asserts he was with his family in
England from Nov., 1904, until last May,
whereas the crimes of the fake lord were
committed mostly last year. A cablegram
asking for confirmation of this was direct-
ed to Scotland yard tonight, but an an-
swer was not expected before tomorrow.

NORTH SHORE  INDIAKS
UBSERE ST, ANN'S DAY

Procession to Shrine at Church Point
and Ceremonies There,

Chatham, July 31—The Indians at Church
Point celebrated St. Ann’s day Sunday. The
last Sunday in July has been celebrated in
this way for a great many years, and large
numbers from the surrounding country and
from Chatham went to ses the ceremonies.
Part of the celebration for some years was
the firing of an old cannon, but this was dis-
pensed with, an Indian having once been
killed by the piece bursting.

The procession to the shrine of St. Ann
was forbidden some years ago by Father
Morrisey, because some who had come to
see had not entered into the religious spirit
of the celebration. 2

The preparations for the celebration this
year were quietly carried out. It was an-
nounced at the morning service that the
march to the shrine would take place at 4.30.
The shrine was more brightly decorated than
ever. There were two evergreen arches be-
tween the church and the shrine, and flags
in great numbers floated over the Indian
village.

For the celebration of St. Ann’s day the
Indian delights to dress up, and many pe-
culiar creations unknown to the milliner and
tailor are to be seen.

At afternoon service the church was crowd-
ed. Indian police kept order and everything
went on harmoniously. There were several
marshals, including a number of French, but
it would be much better’ had the white man
been left out, for this is an Indian celebra-
tion. The Indian officials were noted for
their politeness to everybody.

In the procession the women and girls
went first, and after marching around the
shrine knelt in the grass, the men did like-
wise on the opposite side. Father Robi-
chaud conducted the services, and m.}rched
in the procession under a canopy earried by
Indians, the Host elevated, and incense per-
fuming the air. The Indian choir, with the
chief, chanted the hymns.

There were not many present from Chat-
ham on account of the quietness of the pre-
parations. i

FELL THROUGH
WHARF T0 DEATH

Walter Milley, Nine Years
Old, Drowned Below Gov-
ernment Pier

WENT THROUGH A ~
"HOLE IN THE WHARF

He and Grandfather Walking, When
Boy Disappeared — Fire Alarm
Brings Apparatus to Aid and Body
is Recovered—Vain Efforts to Re-
suscitate.

Walter Milley, the 9 year old son of
Hugh Milley, of 19 St. Andrews street,
was drowned about 5 o’clock Tuesday
afternoon by falling into the water of the
harbor through a hole in the government
pier, Lower Cove. The lad was out for a
walk with his grandfather, Henry Milley,
the sexton of Carmarthen etreet Methodist
church, and was picking up firewood when
he failed to notice an opening in the wharf
and with a cry plunged down into the
water, a depth of at least twenty feet.
His grandfather, who was separated from
him by only the width of the'track, was
Puwerless to give any assistance. There
were mo steps leading down to the water
and the boy had disappeared beneath the
surface. Mr. Milley did® the only thing
poesible—sent in a fire alarm from box 47,
which brought the hook and ladder depart-
ment to the scene. A ladder was lowered
into the water and John Killen, who was
on the-spot, went down in an attempt to
find the child. As mo trace of him could
be seen hocks were employed and after a
little delay the body was mecovered and
carried to a railway truck., There every
effort was made to resuscitate the little lad.

to no purpose.

The boy was thought to have been in the
water nearly half an hour and the case
was almost hopeless from the first. The
good work, however, was continued until
the arrival of Dr. T. Walker, who pro-
ncunced life extinet. A large crowd, in
which were many ladies from the bathing
places near, showed keen anxiety for the
little lad’s fate and there were mahy ex-
pressions of sorrow heard when it was
known that all was over.

The body was wrapped in coats and was
being taken from the railway yard when
Coroner D. E. Berryman arrived. The
coroner expressed his disapproval of the ac-
tion in moving the body from the truck,
but after an examination, ordered it to be
taken ito the home in St. Andrews street.
In company with a Telegraph reporter the
coroner then proceeded to view the ecene
of the fatality. The place where the acci-
dent occurred would seem to be little less
than a death trap, especially for children.
The opening, which is on the open wharf
between two sets of tracks, apparently was
made to give access to the water and is
about 2} feet by 3 feet in size. It is with-
out any protection and but for two pieces
of timber laid across at one end the space
would be even greater.

version of it. There was such a story back
of the mutiny at Odessa, but it never has
been told satisfactorily. No commodn
wrongs would drive the men living under
the iron rule of Russian military life to
rise against their officens, knowing that
failure was well-nigh inevitable and that
death in one form or another was almost
certain. The Russian soldier is commonly
described as a simple and faithful fellow,
easily contented, Wherever the common
soldier was. placed, during the war in
Manchuria, there he remained until his
commander gave the signal to retreat—no
matter how fierce the enemy’s fire was or
how many had fallen. There is good stuff
in such men. Now we read of them mur-
dering their officers and even refusing
mercy to the wounded. At Sveaborg, ac-
cording to one report, a colonel who had
been wounded by a mutineer’s bayonet,
begged to be sent ashore, to the hospital.
For answer a stone was tied about his
neck and he was thrown into the eea.
The mutineers fought like men with ropes
about their necks. The plot was sprung
prematurely, and so the simuttaneous
rising of the garrisons of the three great
fortresses did not occur as planned. Those
who did rise at Sveaborg fought without
hope from the first.

The fact that the infantry remained
loyal indicates that the revolutionary
league had been successful
artillerymen only, and it may be that local
rather than national conditions led to the
outbreak.

A SPECIMEN TRUST

There is some political bia.s; in the Bos-
ton Post’s view of the Steel Trust per-
haps, for the Post is Democratic and tariff
reform is an issue in Massachusetts just
now; but the figures and facts it presents
concerning this giant corporation aré in-
teresting. The Post says:

“The United States Steel Corporation
declares a dividend of 13 per cent upon
its preferred stock and of 1 per cent upon
its common stock. This is the first pay-
ment on the common stock since 1903, and
it is uhderstood to cover six months of
operation.

‘“Very modest, .‘k.ms; !nd conservative in
appearance. But thewsteel trust is one of the
most stupendously inflated and the most
outrageously ‘protected” of our American
corporations. It is the legacy of the Car-
negie deal which left the canny Amndrew
one of the richest men in the history of
the world. Its common stock amounts to
$508,000,000; its preferred stock to $360,000,-
000. And the basis of its operation is the
Dingley tariff of 45 per cent in favor of its
product.

“To make these dividends, the steel trust
has earned $10,000,000 in the past year.
| This has come out of the pockets of the
{ American people. The trust has been able
| to set aside $5,600,000 for reserve and depre-
| ciation, $2,500,000 for epecial improvements
land replacements, and a g.od deal for other
charges for construction,additional proper-
ty, etc., leaving some $5,000,000 for dietri-
bution. > :

“This ‘s now to be sent out in dividends
to the shareholders. It is of public in-
terest because every man, woman and child
in the United States is a contributor to
this benefaction. It is of mno particular
interest abroad, because the steel trust
has served aliens at honest prices while
holding the pistol to the heads of domestic
consumers and exacting the price of the
brigand.

“The steel products which are laid down
in Liverpool at $21 a ton to British con-
sumers are sold here at $28 a ton. We
have got to have them here, and -this is the
way the $40,000,000 profit comes to the steel
(trust. :

“We cannot blame the steel trust for
making the most of its peculiar privileges.
If highway robbery were sanctioned by
law, the robbers would incorporate and de-
clare dividends. But we do blame the
Dingley tariff, which makes this extortion
possible and lawful. as infamous.”

Twelve Per Cent.
(Toronto News).
The anti-usury law went into force on

Saturday last, and those who desire to
drive out the money sharks are now arm-
ed for the attack. Persons in the clutches
of the Shylocks need only refuse to live up
to any agreement binding them to pay an
interest rate of more than twelve per cent.
per annum. The court will uphold them
in refusal, and will even compel the
money-lenders to refund any exceas over
that rate alveady paid, whether such excess
be in the shape of interest; commission,
bohus or expemszes. The judges are author-
ized by the act to go into each case and
make an equitable adjustment—always on
a basis of not more than twelve per cent.
interest. And further, atser the money-
lender has thus obtained judgment he is
entitled to only five .per cent. on the
amount of such judgment until paid.

A Fair Return
(New York Journal of Commerce),

The question to be finally settled is what
constitutgs a proiit, or a rair return upon
capital in supplying gas. Is it to be meas-
ured by dividends upon any amount of
paper ‘“‘capital” that a corporation may ree
fit to issue and put upon the market in the
shape of stocks, after interest has been
paid uwpom bonds with which most of the
real capital has been raiced, or is it to be
the percentage of gain upon an actual in-
vestment of value in the business? It can
be demonstrated that gas could be profit-
ably supplied at eighty cents a 1,000 cubic
feet in any borough of this city, if profit
means a liberal return upon the cost of
supplying it. .As evidence of that, divi-
demds upon watered stock or capitalized
franchise and earning capacity, whoee
value is created by an exorbitant monop-
oly price, are irrelevant.

The chaotic condition of Ruseia, strug-
gling to establish a representative form of
government, will surely lead to further
movements toward the independence of
Poland, which has been a thorn in the
side of Russia since the latter part of the
eighteenth century, when Maria Teresa,
Empress of Austria; Frederick, King of
! Prussia, and the Czar of Russia partition=
ed that ancient kingdom. Since them the
| country of John Sobieski, who but a few
years previously halted the Turkish in-
vaders at the very gates of Vienna and
gaved Western Europe, lias been a scene
of unspeakable oppression, misery and
silent euffering. It may remain for this
generation to see the nefarious work of
the three crowned bandits undone, or par-
tially so, and the chimes of Warsaw sum=
mon to a Polish natiomal assembly repre=
sentatives of that gifted and spirited race,
as far euperior to their brutal Russian
overlords as is a graduate of Carlisle to an
Eskimo Indian.

Unbappy Poland! Where girls are pub-
lily flogged for wearing mourning for
brothers or sweethearts, in many imstances
executed - without trial or formalities;

is clear that for economic comsiderations
alone what tends to restore order and
equilibrium in Russia will be favored by
Germany and France, England assuredly
acquiescing.

Thus, autonomy for Russian Poland and
Finland is certainly within' measurable
distance, more especially as the Czar's gov-
ernment may no longer be able to find re-
liable. troops necessary to the represzion
of various national movements, or to main=~
tain the ancient order.

It may be that ‘this or a succeeding
Douma will plan the division of Russia in=
to a series of autonomous states with a
central government at Moscow—something
after the plan devised by the fathers, a
political structure built to last.

In November, 1794, the French conven-
tion passed an edict that “that body ac-
kmowledged no worship but that of uni-
versal morality, nor any other dogma- but
that of its own sovereignty and omnipo-
tence.”” The present peregrinatory Douma
seems seized with- the same lofty idea of
its own importance, but all lovers of free-
dom must wish it god-speed.

A message received - by The Telegraph
from St. George Thursday told of the
total destruction of the St. George Pulp &
Paper Company’s saw mill, about a quar-
ter of a mile below the town, together
with a large qfantity of lumber, estimated
to contain 1,000,000 feet. i

No accurate estimate of the less could
be obtained Thursday night, but it is
stated it will be $25,000, with no insur-
ance.

The origin of the fire was at first
@ mystery. The mill had been
working as usual Thursday, ceas-
§ng operations at 6 o’clock. The forty |

when the screeching of the mill whistle
pummoned them back <m thg run, and
brought firemen and townspeople.

The night watchman of the mill, Charles
Blaney, and another had just fin-
¥hed cleaning the furnace &md had
yone into the mill to look after the
pump. When he returned, about
2 minute and a half later, it was to find
the main floor of the mill afire. By the

If the wind would rise, it was very prob-
able several buildings would be destroyed.

Mr. Fuller, the mill manager, said ‘that
from 1,000,000 to 1,500,000 feet of lumber
had been burmed, including planed pine,
which would mean a heavy loss. There
was also a large amount of dimension lum-
ber destroyed. There was no insurance,
and he believed that $25,000 was within
the fire loss.

Fully 1,000 people assembled to view the
fire, and geveral hundreds aesisted in the
work of fighting it and did good work. At
the time the message was sent the old grist
mill near the scene of the fire had been
covered with watersoaked canvas, and all
that was possible to do in order to prevent
the spread of the flames was being done.
The fire originated near the furnace of the
mill.

COMMISSIONER
T0 VSIT ST JOAN

Date Not Fixed—Some Comment on
Important Mission to Canada.

The local board of trade has received
motification through the London Chambers
of Commerce that Richard Greig will visit
this city as a special commissioner of the
imperial government. The board is asked
to gid him -in every way in their power.

£ the communication gives no dates
for his visit nor any data concerning the
scope of his mission, the members of the
local boand are awaiting further informa-
tion. g =

The Halifax Merchant says:—

“Richard Greig, Esq., the special com-
missioner sent to Canada by the imperial
government to promote British -trade, has
notified the local bpoard of trade that
among the places he will visit Halifax
will be included. No doubt, here as else-

vhere, he will be afforded the fullest
facilities for the accomplishment. of his
mission. The fact that a commissioner
has been sent to Canada upon such a
mission is one of the encouraging signs of
the times, showing that Great Britain is
taking more notice of Canada and is
awakening to the immense possibilities of
trade in this direction—possibilities not
so much immediate ad remote and having
to do with the time when Canada’s popu-
lation and needs will be immeasurably
greater than today. Officially Canada has
gone a long way towards encouraging the
sale and consumption of British commodi-
ties in this country through the adoption
of a special customs preference in fawvor
of the Mother Country.

“It" will be the British trade commis-
sioner’s duty to ascertain the extent to
| which British manufacturers have taken
! advatnage of that preference, and the rea-
son why they have not been able to take
advantage of it more Jargely. It will be
for him to ascertain why, notwithstanding
tariff preferences, political ties, sentiments
of patriotism and loyalty, Canada con-
tinues to buy so many things of the
United States instead of from Great
Britain. Having discovered the causes,
he will counse! the British manufacturens
how best to remove or overcome them.

“Canada’s fondness for American goods
is due in great measure to the similarity
of tastes, habits and methods of business
which obtain in the two countries. Am-
erican goods more mnaturally and easily
find their way into Canada than any
others, and, making themselves appre-
ciated, compel a demand which Canadian
importers are forced to recognize.

“At the eame time the visit of the Brit-
ish trade commissioner is opportune and
! may have important consequences. The
lfact of his coming indicates that British

Winston Churchill Announces
Government's Policy in Re-
gard to South Aftica

} London, July 31—In a speech of great
| moderation, carefully designed to propiti-
;ate his opponents, Winston Spencer
I()humhm, parliamentary secretary of the
ivcoloninl office, in the house of commons
| this afternoon explained the government’s
! plans to confer a constitution on the
Transvaal. Dwelling on the urgency of
the question, he described the Transvaal
as the nerve centre of South Africa, and
said the new country reproduced in minia-
ture all the dark and tangled problems of
the old established European states.

The government’s guiding principle had
| been to treat Boer and Briton alike and
to make no distinction in granting the
boon of British citizenship both to the
men who fought loyally for Great Britain
and to those who resisted the British
arms with desperate courage. While the
government had been careful to secure
for bhg British every advantage they
might justly claim, South Africa’s future
depended on both races learning to look
to the mother country as a friend. The
gowernment decided for the principle of
manhood suffrage against any property
qualification. Therefore dvery adult male,
twenty-one years old, who had been a resi-
dent six months in South Africa, except
members of the British garrison, would
be entitled to vote under the secrecy bal-
lot system.

Division of Districts.

Proportional representation was not
popular and incomprehensible in the
Transvaal, so it had been decided to go
straight for single member seats. In re-
gard to electoral divisions, arguments ex-
isted both for equal areas and the old
magisterial districts. The Boers had ex-
pressed a strong desire to preserve the
latter, and as it would save precious time
and expense tie delimitation of the old
district system was adopted.

The population of the Rand, Mr.
Churchill continued, equalled that of the
whole of the rest of the country, and on
the basis of the census of 1904 it had been
decided to allot thirty-two members to
the Rand, one to Krugersdorp, six to Pre-
toria and ithe rest of the Transvaal thirty
seats. Lord Selborne, high commissioner
in South Africa, had expressed the opin-
ion that this arrangement would be per-
fectly fair to the British vote, and he
wished it to be known that he agreed to
it.

Members of parliament will be elected
for five years. Either the British or
Dutch languages could be used in the
transaction of public business.

Mr. Churchill declined to speculate on
the outcome of the elections, but said
there were undoubtedly more British than
Dutch voters. He haoped, however, they
would produce a coalition government.
Such a eolution would be a Godsend to
South Africa, though the secretary was
confident that neither party would fail in
its duty toward the crown.

The speaker-added that there would he
an express stipulation against sanctioning
labor of a servile character. In conclusion,
he said that the government’s proposals
must be accepted or rejected as a whole.

An animated debate followed the closing
of Mr. Churchill's remarks. Among the
participants were Alfred Lyttleton, form-
er colonial secretary, who said he thought
the proposal premature, coming as it did
only four yeais after the war, and the ex-
periment a hazardous one.

Sir Giibert Parker (Conservative), con-
tended that the government was gambling
with the administration of the colony and
taking upon itself an almost terrible -e-
sponsibility.

Mr. Arnold-Foster (Liberal Unionist)
wanted to know whether the government’s
course wpuld mean the losing of South
Africa.

Mr. Balfour, winding up for the Union-
ists, declared it to be a reckless and audi-
cious experiment. He argued that it was
too near the war to expect the Dutch to
forget what they had suffered and more
than human nature could grant to expect
them to be loyal to Great Britain. He
declared an explanation of this hurried
procedure was the government’s burning

STNLEY DIE
FOR MURDER I
-~ NOVA SCOT

Execution Conducted as Privately as
Possible and Fence Kept
Morbid Away

'NO CONFESSION
| OF GUILT MADE

In Prison Stanley Ate and Slept Well
and Showed Taste for Good Liter-
ature—Crime for Which He Died
Was the Killing of an Aged
Farmer,

Windsor, Aug. 1—Stanley paid the pen-
alty of his dreadful crime at 3.10 a. m.
Dr. J. B. Black arrived at the jail at 2.30
{a. m. Rev. Father Carroll, accompanied
{ by Police Chairman Lynch armived at
2.35.

Father Carroll went immediately to the

cell of the condemned man and remained
until 3.07 when Radcliffe notified Jailor
Forsyth,who went to the cell and brought
Stanley out in the corridor where he was
handcuffed and the march to the scaffold
began, Father Carroll reading the prayer
and litany for the dying.

Stanley carried the scene coolly, walk-
ing with a firm step he proceeded along
the corridor and up the scaffold. Not a
word was spoken, the only sound was the
voice of the priest in prayer.

Armriving at the scaffold Radcilffe im-
mediately placed the straps on Stanley’s
feet and legs, placed the black ‘cap over
his head, adjusted the rope around his
neck and as the words “May God have
mercy on his soul” fell from the lips of
the priest the trap was sprung.

When Stanley was sentemced, and for
some time afterwards, he asserted his in-
nocence, but latterly he had not done &0,
although up to the evening before his ex-
ecution not ome known word had passed
his lips that would indicate that he was
guilty., Father McManus was in Windsor
last week and held several interviews with
the condemmed man, and administered
the sacraments of the church.

During his confinement. Stanley ate and
slept well and showed a taste for good lit-
erature. KVverything connected with the
final scene was conducted with the utmost
decorum and as privately as possible, Only
the officials and necessary persons were
present. Rev. Father Carroll prepared
the doomed man for burial. The gallows
had been erected on Momday and a high
board wall fixed around the jail yard, so
{ that the utmost secrecy might be main-
| tained.

Widow’s Brother Thinks She
Will: Pursue Husband's
‘Ideas of Giving

Distribution of Millions Along Lines
of Practical Self-Help and En-
deavor — Heirs Should Be Well
Satisfied With Their $25,000 Says
Colonel Slocum, i

“I can state positively that at the pres-
ent time Mrs. Sage has mo more idea of
how ehe is going to distribute her for-
tune than you or I have,”) said Colonel J.
Germain Slocum, brother of Mrs. Russell
Sage, yesterday to a representative of the
American.

Colonel Slocum, who since the death of
Mr. Sage has been with his sister at her
country place in Lawwence (L. I.), says
the widow has given no thought as to
how ehe will distribute the vast estate,
nor has she made any comment relative
to the will.

“Mrs. Sage is cautious and slow to
act,” continued her brother, “and nothing
will be done about the will until the fall
or winter. At present, and during the
rest of the summer, my sister will epend
her time in rest and recreation at Law-
rence.”

“But she has surely expressed her
gratification at the way Mr. Sage made
his will, hasn’t she?”’ was asked .

“Well, she is satisfied with it, of course;
she had absolute confidence in her hus-
band and he relied fully on her judgment,
as the will hows.”

“Is there any danger
Colonel Slocum ?”

“Well, the newspapens seem to indicate ]

that there will be; as to the truth of
these Tumors I know nothing.

He was born poor; he earned
his first money as an obscure clerk; his
whole life has been one of great mental
and physical effort; he lived simply, and
he did mot believe that people needed to
spend very much on themselves. Reason-
ing that way, $25,000 seemed a liberal
amount.”

“Why was it that Mr. Sage left no
money to charity?”

“Mr. Sage did- mot believe in dharity,
according to the general definition of that
word. He considered that real chamity
consisted in giving employment. His big
railroad interests and other business en-
terprises employed thousands, and in that
way he believed he was doing enough for
the poorer classes. That was his idea of
doing good with his money. The fact that
he made money by the labor of othens did
not change his view. i

“Many times we talked over these mat-
ters, and Mr. Sage always took issue se-
riously with those who gave wholesale to
charitable enterprises. ‘I believe that the
best form of dharity is to give men and
women the opportunity to earn good liv-
ings. I am doing that by giving them
employment,” was the way he put it.”

“Do you think Mrs. Sage will dispense
large sums in what is termed charity—
will she endow hospitals, colleges and the
like?”

“I-hardly think she will give out her
money in the usual way. There are many
movements in which she is interested,
and she has always done what she could
for the poor and unfortunate. She has
helped many poor girls into occupation
by giving them the advantage of prepara-
tion for various pumsuits, but whether she
will build memorial halls and libraries re-
mains to be seen. I do not believe she
will, and I know my sister pretty well.

“] can say, however, that she needs no
advice as to how to dispose of her wealth.
She is a woman quite capable of doing
her own thinking, and quite used to do-
ing it, and at present her mind is as clear
and her faculties as elert as at any time
in her life.”

FINED THE FARMERS

Railways Prosecuting for Per-
mitting Cattle to Get on the

Tracks.

Three Rivers, Que., Aug. 2.—Dolphis
Lizee, of Batiscan; William Lizee, of the
same place, and Euphariste Lajoie, of Yam-
aipiche, were before the magistrate today
and fined $20 and costs, the maximumn
amount allowed by law, for leaving their
farm ' gates open, thus permitting their
cattle to pass through them on to the rail-
way track, |

Several railway accidents have recently oc-
curred in the province of Quebec through
farmers allowing their cattle to get on to
the track, and with a view to removing
this danger to the traveling public, the
head officers of the companies have notified
their local agents to prosecute vigorously
every farmer whom they find leaving their
farm gates open.

Section 201 of the railway act; under
which segtion the actions against the Li-
zees and Lajoie were taken, reads:

“Every person who wilfully leaves any
such gate open without some person being
at or near it to prevent animals from paee-
ing through it onto the railway, or who
takes down any part of a railway fence, or
turng any horse, cattle or other animal,
upon or within the inclosure of such rail-
way is liable, on summary conviction, to a
penalty of $20 for each offence, and is also

;the baccalaureate eeremony of his univer-
\slty. It was beyond question the most vig-
lorous, original and daring discourse mace
by any university president in many years.
i These were the strongest passages in
| President Baker's speech :

i “In America’s great metropolis is a Hall
tof Fame, where are inscribed the names
of men who have done most good for thelr
| eountry. Some one-has suggested that we

A beautiful hall was erected by the
firm of McKim, Mead and White, the arch-
itects It is in the form of a semi-circle,
of majestic effect, connecting the TUni-
versity Hall of Philosophy with the Hall
of Languages On  the -ground floor is a
museum 200 feet long by 40 feet wide, con-
sisting of a corridor and six halls to con-
taln mementoes of the names that are
tnscribed above. The colonnade over this
is the most characteristic feature, and is
400 feet long by 40 feet wide, with pro-
vision for 150 panels, about 2 feet by 6
feet, each bearing the name of a famous
man, with a quotation from his writings
or speeches. :

Their determination to take the gospel to
every one who was without 1t was the
cauge for which they were excluded from
parish churches, and on no occasion were
these Incomparable preachers ever heard
in an English cathedral. And a great
mercy It was that they had no worldly
power to lean upon.,

“In his old age Wesley was alarmed to
see how money saving and its consequent
money loving had eaten Into his societles.
He felt like a shepherd who -had unwit-
tingly let a wolf Into his sheepfold and
saw it ravening and tearing.

“When Wesley was seventy-nine years
old, and therefore had a long experience
on which to base his conclusions, he wrote
to the members of his soclety, saying:

*+Money lovers are the pest of every
Christian soclety. They have been the
main cause of destroylng every revival of
religion. They will destroy us if we do not
put them away. A man not worth a
shilling enters our soclety. Yet he freely
gives a penny a week. Five years after
he Is worth scores of pounds; he glves &
penny a week still. Every one is covetous
whose beneficence does not increase in the
same proportlon as his substance.

“It was computed that Wesley gave away
in hig lfetime between £20,000 and £30,000
(between $100,000 and $150,000), the earn-
ings of his pen. He dled worth nothing.

“The noble band of men and women in
the United States who fought the battle
of negro emancipation—Garrison, Whittler,
John Brown, Philllps' and others had no
fortunes on which to fall back but worked
hard for their daily bread.

“When the church at Brooklyn told
Beecher that his anti-slavery sentiments
were objectionable he replied that he could
do better without Brooklyn than it could
do without him: he could easily return to
his simple life In the West.

Ye have lived delicately on the
earth, and take your pleasure; ye have®
nourished your hearts in a day of slaughter
Ye have condemned, ye have Kkllled tht
righteous one; he doth not resist you.’

“Suppose the Christians of this land try
and show that it is not an increase of capl
tal we want, but an increase of men and
women who are something Dbetter than
human weeds—stalwart, hardy, God-fearing
men and women. One rejoices in some ef-
forts that are being made in this direction,
but they would be increased in number and
in efficiency if Christians were greatly less
ocoupied In laying up capital for them-
selves. The men and women are the real
capital; in them lies every potency and
possibility. They can turn the earth intg
better than gold; into harvests of plenty
and a home of contentment.

“We may not confound things temporal
with things spiritual, for our aim all
through has been to uplift and dignify the
spiritual—but there can be no question
that when spiritual things are put first
they immediately touch and transform
earthly things and these agaln affect the
others.
