English Journalist’s Account
of Waodstock Baseball
‘Game is Novel:

It was an in-
structive éxperience. Canadian éanoes’
Hrom my college days, have baen favorites
with me. Indeed, I can claim some share
in starting a Varmty canoeing club. Bo
it will readily be believed that I witnessed
the actual production of the canoes with
exceptional pleasure.

Byigood fortune, I was invited to take a
seat in the mbtor carrying the Mayor of
Fredericton, and this car led the way. I
selected the seat by the chauffeur, and thus
ran the whole sixty-five miles to Wood-
stock in cool comfort, and arrived there
practically dust free. Whereas those of my
colleagues who followed in other cars got
50 smothered that, metaphorically epeak-
ing, you could bave sown crops upon them,
such was the quantity of dust they col-
lected. In Canada, I found, when we went
motoring, a cuirious dmmchnatxon afhong
the drivers to preserve a distance between
the cars sufficient to enable a following to
escape the dust of the preceding car. The
drivers’ ‘always hankered after the close
running. In this long and dusty journey
from Fredericton to Woodstock it would
have been quite easy to escape dust by run-
ning the cars a quanier of a mile apart.
The drivers all knew the road and our
destination. THe last of a string of cars
has got some: excuse for keeping closer to
its predecessor, viz., to be within call if it
meets with -an accident. But I thought
then, and think still, that my colledgues
were to blame for permitting themselves
so needlessly to be dusted.

Our route skirted most of the time the
8t. "John’s river, and passed through 2
pleasant enough undulating pastoral coun-
try,. admirably adapted = for agricultural
settlement. But for the inferiority of the
roadways, the absence of evidence of con-
stant cultivation, and the sparseness of
people, one might have thought oneself in,
say, Shropshire; to ‘mention one of f:b
(pastorally) most beautiful of our Enghsh;

lege, tbere was such an accumulation ot
stable manure as would afford breeding
ground potentially to re-stock the province
| with flies! The Drovision of a breeding
ground for flies in the shape of an ac-
cumulation of manure in a heap was not
a feature omly of that one _experimentsf
farm, but the eoncurrent issuing of a lea$
let about their destruction, so far as 1
know, was. It seemed not a little humor-
ous except for the pestered horses, pigs,
and, above all, cows. The sight of so much
unmerited suffering afflicted me painfully;
moreover, as the farmers find, the condi-
tion of u'nta.bxhty set up in the cows seri-
ously lessens their capacity as producers
of milk and cream.

“Moncton, the first town we stayed in
after Imdlng at Rimouski, believes it has
a great future. In that behef it is not
singula.r. I don’t recall a single settlement
in the whole of Canada that hadnt the
same conviction, Moncton, howeve®P can
put_forward very good g'roundl for be-
lieving in idfs future. It is already the

colonial Railway (dominion property), and
it will be the eastern terminus of the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway, to say
nothing of a local railway. The Canadian
Pacific has running powers over the In-
tercolonial Railway, and so Moncton has
two transcontinental services. It thus con-
stitutes an important distributing place,
and is well placed as a commercial centre.
All sorts of raw materials can reach it by
water—coal and coke from Sydney (N. 8.),
and iron ore and other mineral from all
round the Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick coast.

POULTRY
DO POULTRY PAY?

Proper Supervision is Necessary and
Knowledge of Business.

This question;, very commonly asked, is
| ot ‘very easily answered. Like all other
‘kinds of business, poultry keeping without
proper supervision, will not pay; neither

quainted with. Under an efficient system
of management, however, poultry farming
can be made ‘to yield very ’satisfactory
profits.

No- one should attempt to keep poultry
with a view of profits and the rearing, of
a large number, who is not prepared to
bestow a considerable amount. of care and
attention upon the charge he is undertak-
ing. ' By a system of thorough routine, the
necessary trouble and paing necessary in
properly earing for- poultry becomes sim-
plified. The tagks will soon be perfomed
as s matter of daily work.

Everyone must be his own overseer in
[ the poultry business, and see that the
first conditions .for securing success are
always complied with. If left to the care
of hirelings, unless. these happen to, be
especially tmtworthy,[ loss and disappoint-
yent will inevitably ensue. Women and
girls ‘are mueh better suited than men
for caring for poultry.  Boys are motori-
ously unfitted to have the charge of the
flock, being generally careless and forget-
ful.

There are’ five primary ensenha! points
for the sful ‘mana; £ of poultry.
A good house is essential. It/should be
mdenothatltc&nbeclmed’/md white-
washed, -and thus keyt free from vermin.
Poultry will Dot do well with'lice.” Clean-
liness is another point in poultry keeping
of the very highest importance. Fowls
will never do ‘well in a dirty house.
Warmth, at one time thought to be es-
gential, can; if modern experiments are to
be relied upon, largely be done away with,
though T may say I prefer the farm house.
Dryness is an absolute necessity.

The last essential is pure air. The poul-
try house must be built so that there
will be no bad, close or confined atmos-
pheté. In other words, the house must
bhave good ventilation. Whether poultry
keemng is carried on extensiely or on a

small 'seale, it will be found to be one of
the best paying branches on the farm, pro-

 the egg basket.

It may be that these
birds are a trifle off in weight, they may
have a few defective feathers or there may
be some other matter of slight importance,
something that to the average person
seems a trifle, but to the fancier is of
paramount importance.

As s matter of fact the larger share of
the poultry in Canada are utility birds,
F¥or each fancxer who stands irretrievably
for perfection. i ;? the minutest' detail there
are hundreds of farmers and city lot pouls
trymen to. whom good, fresh eggs and
tender broilers are of far greater import-
ance: This is not 'a plea for scrub or in-
ferior stock but rather for good, practical
utility . birds—birds that profit through
The utility bird is just
a8 pre-eminently a pure bred bird as one
that_captures the ribbons in the most ex-
clusive show. She has size, she is well
bred and she possesses the characteristios
that make pure bred stock valuable. Were
more attention given to birds of this kind
there would be fewer failures and less dis-
couragements among the would-be pOuItry-
keepers. Many o person has begun in
busmess with the intention of establish-
ing a great reputation only to become dis-
¢ouraged because of two or three years of
difficulty. There are many things to learn
in handling poultry and we hear much
less about failures than we do about suc-
cesses.  In fact, for every success that is
heralded in prmt many failures are bugied
from public view. There would be fewer
of these if we gave more attention to
utility stock.

INFERTILE EGGS KEEP BEST

A large part of the heavy loss from bad
¢ggs can be obviated by the production of
infertile eggs.’ This has been demonstrated
bey(md a doubt by the investigations con-
cerning the improvement of the farm
egg 'which, during the past two years,
have been conducted in the Middle Wesi
by the Bureau of Animal Industry of the
United States Department of Agriculture.

Secretary Wilson, of the Department of
Agriculture, estimates that, between the
producer and the consumer, there is an
annual loss of $45,000,000 in the egg crop
of the United States, the greater portion
of which falls on the farmer, who is by
far the largest producer. Of thig enormous
loss, about' one-third, - or $15,000,000, is
causeéd by heat which develops the embryo
of the fertile .egg, causing what is known
a8 a “blood ring.” / As it is impossible to
produce a “blood ring” in an infertile egg,
sueh an egg will stand a higher degree of
temperature without serious deterioration
than will a fertile egg.

The secretary says that if £nrmem and
others engaged in the production of eggs
would market their male birds as soon as
the hatching season is’ over, a large saving
would be made, as. practically every in-
fertile egg would grade a first or second
if clean and promptly marketed.

No more simple ‘or efficient method for
the improvement “of “the “egg “supply of
the country could be adopted than’ the pro-
duction -of -infertile eggs.

TUBERCULOSIS IN FOWLS

The Michigan Agricultural College has a |

new and valuable bulletin on Tubereulosis
in Fowls, of 'which the following is a
synopsis: Tuberculosis in fowls ‘has been
found in several different states and in
several species of fowls. The prolonged
cooking to which fowls are gemerally sub-
jected before. eaten will surely kill' the
bacteria, but the one iipon whom drawing
the intestines falls will certainly get the

hands contaminated if the fowl is dis-

ened. Ordumry weshing of the hands will
not kill the germs, which hence may reach
the human mouth, The symptoms of tu-
bereulosis in fowls are extreme emaciation,
mﬂhd feathers, disinclination | to. move,
eyes, pale comb, Tubercle bacilli

are fo most frequently in skin, liver,
spleen, intestines, and’ less frequently iii
lungs, kidneys, and ovaries. The white of
egg may contain bacilli, but, fortunately,
sick “ fowls soon cease laying. The tuber-
cular mass may vary from mere specks to
the size of a pea, yellowish, cheesy, and
separating easily from tissue. There is no
known cure. Burn diseased fowls. Get
new stock. Disinfect houses and runs.
Agricultural schools are usually glad to ex-
amine and pronounce . upon sugpeeted
fowls.

FRESH EGGS IN WINTER

Now that winter is here, the hens re-
quire especial care in order to persuade
or inducé them to lay eggs. In the first
place, every old hen should be marketed,
then the young ones will fare better. A
beautiful, red-combed flock of active Ply-
mouth Rock (pullets is something every
farmer’s wife possessing them is proud of,
Eggs are generally scarce during Novem-
ber and Decéember, but, under proper man-
agement, the pullets should lay in Janu-
ary. Almost every person relishes fresh
eggs in winter, when they are scarce and
dear, better than they do in summer, when
they are plentiful and cheap. *How. to
make the hens lay in winter,” is the prob-
lem that many farmers’ wives are trying
to solve.

Two farmers’ wives were attending the
market one day. One of them had a large
basket of fresh eggs; the other had:-only
a few.  The latter asked her neighbor,
“How do you manage to make:your hens
lay ‘80 well during the winter season?”’
“Why,” answered the other, “I feed them
six times a day, and always.scatter their
grain among In‘,ter to make the hens take
exercise.”” That is the secret. Isn’t it al-
most & wonder the woman gave it away?
Yes, we must keep the hens busy scratch-
ing if we want to be kept busy carrying
in eggs. Certainly, good attendance is
absolutely necessary. One woman told me
that she almost lives with her hens' She
id always running out to the hen-house
with something nice that she knows the
hens will relish. She keeps them well sup-
plied with fresh water, and gives them
1ots of oyster shells. They pay her by giv-
ing her basketfuls of fresh eggs. We must
take an interest in our hens if we want
them to pay. They should be well sup-
plied with good egg-making food. 'The
hen-house should be ventilated, yet free
from drafts. Wheat and buckwheat should
be. fed at least three times a week; oats,
boiled barley and potatoes, should be fed
in moderation. * Chance their bill of fara
sometimes, . for, like ourselves, they re-
quire a variety of food." Cabbage and tur<
nips, raw, are much relished. Milk ig ex-
cellent, and &lso meat scraps. Hay seed
should be strewn on the hen-house floor.
The house -should be kept-clean and dry.
Biddy will manufacture epgs if we give
her proper food and keep her busy, And
it is surely worth while, when eggs are up
to 35 cents a dozen.—~A. R., Prince Ed-
ward Island.

GOVERNMENT’S DECISION
MAY RAISE PRICE OF MILK

Kings County Milk Producers’ Association Discusses Ques-
tion and Appoints Committees to Investigate—Com-
mittee Appointed to Meet Board of Health and Provin-

cial Government.

Saturday, Dec. 16.
An increase in the price of milk wus
one of the matters considered at the an-
nual meeting of the Kings County Milk
Producers’ Association held this week and

¢ commxttees were appointed to get the opin-

ion of the absent members and report at
the next meeting' of the executive. The
association numbers eighty members along
the line of the I. C. R. and about half
that number were at the meeting.

One of the reasons given by those pro-
posing to raise the price . of milk to city
customers was the increased cost of pro-
duction resulting from the employment of
the latest approved sanitary methods and
the decision of the provincial government

not to allow the dairy inspectors to make
free inspection of dairy herds.

At present more than two-thirds of the
herds sending milk to the city are exam-
ined by the dairy inspectors and this privi-
lege on the representation of the local
board of health and a delegation from the
Milk Producers’ Association has been ex-
tended for angther year.

The advisability of having one or more
government officials giving their whole
time to the work of inspection, visiting
farms two or three times a year without
giving notice was discussed at .the megt-
ing of the association and a committee was
appointed to meet the local board of health
and the provincial government to lay be-
fore them the views of the association.
