Horseman Murder Trial.

Dr. Addy Finds no Evidence of Foul
Play;sbut Daughter Tells of Par-
ents Quarrelling.

MONCTON, Sunday—That her fath-
er at one time threatened to kifl her
mother if she did not minl him, was
the testimony given yesterday after-
noon by little twelve year old Hettie
Horsman in the preliminary examina-
tion before Judge Kay, of her father,
Christopher A. Horsman, who is charg-
ed with murdering his wife, the child’s
mother. : ¥

“He sald he would kill her?
said to your mother?”

“Yes. He said he wanted her to do
what he told her or else he'd kill her.
He pushed her out of the barn into
a mud hole.”

Addy thought that the bruise on the
head and the fracture of the skull
were caused by the deceased falling
and striking her head against some
object.

Dr. Addy was closely examined by
Solicitor-General Jones, as to the

The doctor’s opinion was that
ceased would have recovered from
fracture he found if no complication
arose. The woman, he considered
could not have been resuscitated if
she had been {n the water more than
five or six minutes at the most.

! {WASHINGTON, DC. Tuesday —
' President Roosevelt to-day presented

“higfal message ‘to Congress. It
is & volumi d t, - making
about thirty thousand words. The

President’s opening words are an an-
swer to criticism of his policy towards
large corporations which his critics
have sort to show are responsible for
the recent financial flurry in the coun-
try. The fundamental business con-
ditions of the country are sound,. the
President declares, and it is foolish
for people to withdraw their money
from the banks and hoard it. Inter-
state commerce must be controlled,
and only the national government can
in tohrough going fashion-exercise the
needed control. ‘The most need is
in connection with the railroads. As
to these there should be either a na-
tional corporation act or law.licensing
railway companies to engage in inter-
state commeree upon certain condi-
tions. There should be additional le-
gislation looking to the proper control
of the great business concerns engag-
ed in interstate business, this con-
trol to be exercised for their own bene-
fit and prosperity no less than for the
protection of investors and of the gen-
eral public.

WASHINGTON, Tuesday—Congress,
at its sixtieth session, which began
yesterday, promises to be a do-nothing
body, if the leaders can control the
two houses.

Currency legislation is to be given
the right of way, and when that has
been ‘disposed of, the .apprapriation
bills and the legislation incidental to
the expenditure of the nation‘s income
will virtually occupy all the remain-
der of the time. y

The purpose of the mere politicians,
who still form the majority in both
houses, is to defer everything of real
consequence until after the presiden-
tial election. ‘Thus the question of
tariff revision will be postponed. It
is doubtful if there will be even any
curerncy legislation calculated to make
more than porgry improv t in
the present system.

Trust and corporation restriction will
also go over, while measures suggested
to esualize taxation or place restric-
tions upon predatory wealth will hard-
ly receive even decent consideration.

Looking Beyond Roosevelt.

It has always been the case in Am-
erican politics that upon the eve of a
Presidential campaign, the politicians
> who advocate a course of inaction are
given their way. This arises from
two causes. In the first place a Pre-
sident who is nearing the end of his
term, who has distributed all the of-
fices and conferred all the favors he
can, looses influence steadily.

Congress is looking beyond his term
of office to his successor, and thinking
more of the choosing of his successor
than of achievements upon its own ac-
counts So it is presumed that in this
Congress the President’s recommenda-
tions concerning new and needed legis-
ation will have less weight than for-
merly, while the exigencies of the po-
litical situation will tend constantly to
draw the attention of members from
their legislative duties to the active
operations of those who have taken
the political field.

It can, therefore, be presumed that
the Sixtieth Zongress will not main-
tain the pace in actual achievements

HAS HER
HANDS FULL

PARIS, Monday—Ofiicial advices re-
celved here to-day from Oran, Algeria,
leave little doubt that France has an-
other serious Moorish problem to face.
, A large body of Moors of the Beni
' Hassen tribe, said to have formed part
of the Sultan’s army, suddenly invaded
Algeria yesterday, attacked a French
outpost at Bab-el-Assa, about six
miles from the frontier, compelled the
garrison of sixty men to retreat, with
the loss of Lieutenant Saint Hilaire
and six men, and occupied ‘the post.
The French, who also had Captain De-
ville and, fifteen men wounded, lacked
ammunition, which compelled them to
| give way before the repeated onrushes
yof the fanatic tribesmen.

Later, however, the French were re-
lnjorced, and succeeded in driving the
| Moors back across the frontier.

The French military authorities are
hurrying reinforcements to the front
and immediate steps will be taken to
chastise the Sultan’s warriors.

Following closely upon the recent at-
tack on the French post near Lalla
Magna, when the Moor loss was very
heavy, this latest act of aggression
has caused surprise and uneasiness in
official_circles and fears of the possi-

PARIS, Monday—In the Chamber of
¢ Deputies to-day the government was

redress for the indigaity to which
¥rench flag had been subjected.

The deputies also insisted that Gen-
eral Lyautey, the French commander-
in-chief on the Algerianasfrontier, be
given full liberty of action in the steps
to be taken in order to chastise the
Moors.

General Picquart, the Minister of
War, replying for the government, said
that General Lyautel would be given
the fullest power possible in the mili-
tary operations which would imme-
diately begin in Algeria with the ob-
ject of preventing the possibility of
any recurrence of such incidents as
those recorded on the Algerian fron-
tier during the past week.

Cargo and Ship may be Saved
Erom Destruction.

BRIDGEWATER, N.S, Monday —
Between eleven and twelve o'clock‘h.t
night, in a blinding snowstorm, w_lth-.
gale blowing rrom the southeast, the
C. P. R. steamship Mount Temple, Cap-
tain Boothy, bound for St. John from
Antwerp struck North Head of Iron-
bound at the eastern side of the mouth
of LaHave River. The Mount Tem-
ple had 635 immigrant passengers with
a crew of 99 all told. The steamer
had been for several hours in shoal
water, and when she struck went
broadside on the rock. . The sea swept
over her, and when the passengers
rushed on deck they were waist deep
in water. There was quite a panic
and a pandemonium of cries, prayers,
etc., in many different languages were
offered up. The captain and crew,
however, were quickly on the alert,
restoring order, and soon had com-
munication with the light house on
the island. There are about 100 wo-
men and many children on the list.
It is not likely that the 480 passengers
and crew who are yet on the island
will be rmoved to the mainland before
the morhing. It is feared the steam-

er will be a total loss Further de-
tails -will be received in the morning
which will be furnished to your cor-

respondent.

MONTREAL, Tuesday — Advices to
the C. P. R. say that the Mount Tem-
ples' cargo can be saved, and perhaps
the ship as well. The six hundred
passengers on the Mount Temple were

CHATHAM, Monday—A lumberman
.who read the article on the pulpwood
question in Quebec in the Graphic, sald
that it applied to New Brunswick as
will as to Quebec. In this province

for our lumber areas were much small-
er than those of Quebec, and were in
dangeér of being wiped out with little
weturn to the people unless some
means were devised to protect them.
He was strongly in favor of insisting
on having the pulp manufactured in
the province.

To show the advantage of the pulp
mill over the rossing mill, to the coun-
try, we may state that a local rossing
mill with an output of 200,000 super-
ficlal fect per day employs only 60
men, while a pulp mill with an output
of 50 tons of paper per day, equal to
50,000 superficial feet of lumber, em-
ploys 376 men. That is a certain
amount of lumber going out of the
country in the form of pulp gives em-
ployment to six times as many men as
four times the amount of lumber going
out in the form of blocks.

According to the Graphic article, the
small farmer of Quebec is in favor of
the rossing mills, and would object to
an export duty, but tke small former
of New Brunswick finds that the pulp
mills pay him a better price for his
fumber than the rossing mills, for the
former are anxious tv preserve their
own areas, while the latter seem de-
sirous of getting all the lumber oft
their areas within the eleven years of
their lease.

It has been said that paper cannot
be made in this province on account
of the absence of water power, but the
pulp mill here is considering the manu
facture of at least the coarser grades
of paper by the sulphite process. The
pulp mill people have opened up al-
most & new industry of using poplar
and hemlock, of which there is a great
supply on the granted lands along the
Miramichi. So.far they are the only
people taking these kinds of woods.
‘They commenced their use about a
year ago, and have met with very good
success. \

The strictest possible enforcing of
the laws in reference to the size of
fumber to be taken out for any pur-
pose would, according to your corres-
pondent’s informant, also have a good
effect in preserving our forest wealth.

John-
son and Mrs. Wellington Mitton, tes-
tified that Horseman choked his dying
wife as she lay on a couch after be-
ing carried into the house, and also
that her husband would not permit
the removal of the wet clothing from
the woman's body until after the ar-
rival of Dr. Jones, several hours after
the woman had fallen into the well.
Horseman was present and was the
first witness, saying he had stepped out
from the barn, seen his wife in the
well, which is but five feet deep, and
pulled her out. He held her on edge
with her face above the water until
help was summoned, when she was
placed on a sled and carried into the
house. She was still living then,
about ten o'clock, and died about three
o'clock in the afternoon. He and his
wife, he said, had lived together fair-
ly agreeably, having one or two oc-
casional spats.

Mrs.| Wentworth Steeves, who was
the first person to reach the house
after the woman had been pulled out
of the well, said after reaching the
house, Horseman would not allow her
to be removed from the sled for some
time. When she was put on a lounge
Horseman got down on his knees be-
side the lounge and took the woman
by the throat. He kept his hand on
her throat all the time. Some quilts
were placed over the woman's head,
and when the witness moved them
away Horseman put them back.

She ased him to take his hand away
from the woman’s throat. He would
not do so until Mrs. Thos Johnson
came, and when she ordered him to
go away, he did. He seemed to be
working his fingers on the woman's
throat. Mrs. Johnson took the scis-
sors and cut the neck of the woman’'s
dress ,as the latter appeared to be
choaking. Mr. Horseman would not
allow the woman to remove the wet
clothing from his wife until Dr. Jones
came, when deceased was, by his or-
ders, wrapped in blankets. Witness
sald that Mrs. Horseman was able to
speak. She was asked if she fell in-
to the well, and she said no. She was
asked if she wanted to die, and she
said no. She did not seem to be
rational. The woman's face was pur-
ple, and the tongue protruded.

Mrs. Johnson corroborated this, and
also Mrs. Mitton, who added that while
the doctor was working over Mrs.
Horseman, Horseman was standing in
the door of the room and sald: *“If
you ever come round I guess you
will mind me now.” She also said
that one of Horseman's little girls had
told her that her father and mother
had been fighting.

Dr. Jones' evidence discredited the
story of choking. _He sald death had
been caused by water in the 'lungs.
He said that if there had been any
violent choking, discoloration or
bruises would remain on the neck.*

57,820 Articles Left In Public Vehicles
In World’'s Metropolis.

Is the public growing more absent-
minded? An answer in the affirma-
tive would appear to be the legitimate
deduction from the figures, supplied
in the annual report of the Commis-
sioner of Metropolitan Police, regard-
ing articles found in cabs, omnibuses
and tramway cars, and received st
the lost property office.

Last year 57,820 articles were found,
an increase of over 5,000 on the pre-
vious year. In 1901, 40,221 articles
were found, and since then there has
been a steady increase. There were
received last year 44,825 written in-
quiries in regard to lost goods—an in-
crease of 5,435 on the figures of 1904,
and of 14,051 on those of 1903.

Owners of the lost articles were
found in 26,770 cases. These were of
the declared value of £27,21519s., and
awards amounting to £3,50912s. were

aid to drivers and conductors who
round the lost articles. In 13 cases
awards of £5 were paid, five of £6,
one of £7, four of £8, three of £10,
one of £25, one of £30, and in one
case the lucky finder received &100.

Public forgetfulness was most
marked in the case of umbrellas; 2o
fewer tl.an 25,337 being left in publie
vehicles. Bags numbered 4,607, arti-
cles of men’s clothing 3,279, women’s
clothing . 3,220, purses 3.707, opera-
glasses 703, jewelry 1,685, an®
watches 232. ot

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LORELY ISLAND

Terrible Epxerience of Crew of
British Bardue Dun-
donald

HALFSTARVED.

Sirvivors Taken off one of the
Auckland Islands a few
Days ago.

BLUFF HARBOR, N.Z, Wednesday

—A terrible tale of suffering was
brovzht here to-day by the New Zea-
'and government steamer Hinemoa.
She had on board sixteen survivors of
the long-missing British barque Dun-
donald, who were in a distressing
state of emaciation as the result of
nine months’ existence on a totally un-
inhabited island, whose scant vegsta-
tion and shelifish, together with other
produce of the sea, were practically
their only means of subsistence during
that period.
Several other members of the vessels
crew who reached the island succumb-
ed to the privations and climatic in-
fluences and all those were badly in
need of medical assistance when taken
on board the Hinemoa.

Vessel Driven Ashore.
According to the varied stories told
by the rescued men, the Dunaonald
a British four-masted steel bark, own-
ed by the Dundonald Steamshin Com-
pany, of Glasgow, Scotland, and com-
manded by Captain Thorburn, an ex-
perienced navigator of the Pacifie
seas, left Sydn.y, New South WWales,
February 16, for Falmouth.

All seems to have gone well with the
vessel until she reached the vicinity
of the Auckland Islands, south of New
Zealand, in about latitude 50 south and
longitude 166 east, when she experi-
enced a series of gales and ,after sus-
taining considerable damage, was driv-
en ashore.
Many members of the crew succeed-
ed in reac’sing one of the unnamed
islands o the group, but others lost
their lives The survivors erected
shelter huts and did everything pos-
sible to sustain life, but, though they
found plenty of fresh water and some
wood, the island's vegetation did not
afford much in the nature of food, and
terrible sufferings were endured by the
wrecked men.

Rescued After Nine Months.
As month after month passed and
there were no signs of relief, the sur-
vivors of the Dundonald gradually de-
creased until only sixteen of the stur-
diest of the crew remained alive.
After nine weary months of suffering
their signals for assistance were sight-
ed and soon afterward the Hinemoa
anchored off the island, sent a boat
ashore and rescued the more than
half-starved sailors, who were render-
ed every assistance possible by the of-
ficers and crew of the government ves-
sel.
The joy the sufferers experienced when
they saw the Hinemoa was expressed
in eloquent terms when the rescued
men reached this harbor to-day, and
heartrending were the stories told of
the privations they endured.

The beautiful daughter of a big chief
became the wife of a halfbreed near
Fort Temiskaming, and told him the
secret hitherto sacred to her full-blood-
2d ancestors.

In 1905 she accompanied
the Taft party to the Philippines and
made a special report to President
Roosevelt on the condition of women
and children there.

Mrs. Foster then made a trip around
the world, in the course of which she
studled the condition of women and
children in China and India.

Mrs. Foster is an ardent advocate of
temperance and was one of the found-
ers of the W, C. T. U. in Massachu-
setts, in which state she was born.
She has spoken in the cause of tem-
perance all over the Union and was in
the thick of the fight which resulted
in making Iowa a temperance state.

CHATHAM, ' Thursday—B. Johnson,
proprietor of the Dime Opera, announ-
ced last night that he was about to
close the opera. Mr. Johnson thanked
his patrons for the support they had
given him, but said that he had not
béen able to make any monev .during
his stay. It is reported that he sank
$700 on the venture. He stated that
he was going to Bangor to engage in
the same business. There is only one
moving picture show at present in
Bangor. While he had the Dime
Opera Mr. Johnson introduced a num-
ber of vaudeville features, and they

were evidently a bit expensive for the
available patronage.

The “Happy Half Hour,” which is
under the management of James John-
son, has been doing a healthy busi-
ness since it opened. From this Mr.
Johnson relies on local talent, of which
there is considerable of a high order,
and has apparently won the good will
of hte people by his methods.
