Washington, D.C., Jan.—Donations 
totaling $100,000 to the American 
Baptist Home Mission Society of New 
York were recently made by Lucy 
Poloke and Suma Bosen, wealthy 
Creek Indians of Sapulpa, Oklahoma 
for the education of the members of 
their race, the Interior Department 
has announced.

Lucy Poloke donated $83,000 and 
Suma Bosen $17,000. Both have est­
ates of considerable size and have 
allotments which are producing oil 
in large quantities, giving them sub­
stantial incomes annually.

The principal of the two endow­
ments is to be used by the American 
Baptist Home Mission for the main­
tenance and support of the Bacone 
Indian School and the Morrow Indian 
Orphan Home at Muskogee after the 
death of the donors. During their 
lifetime Lucy Poloke and Suma Bosen 
are to receive the income from the 
$83,000 and the $17,000.

The Bacone Indian School and the 
Morrow Indian Orphan Home are 
leading institutions of their kind in 
the United States and are devoted 
exclusively to the uplifting of the in- 
dians, having at the present time 
students and orphans from twenty- 
one different tribes throughout the 
country. The Indians of the Five 
Civilized Tribes of Oklahoma, and 
particularly the Creek Indians, have 
contributed very largely to the up­
building and support of these instit­
utions and in that regard they stand 
alone as having been made possible 
by the donations of the Indians them-

was enclosed in the letter and the 
train of which the car was a part, 
was due to arrive on the following 
Tuesday evening. That morning Dr.

There was no sign of life but he call­
ed in a low voice “Peter” and the 
reply came at once “Yes, massa, shall 
I open the box.” there were two fug­
itives in a drygoods box just suffic­
iently large for them to sit up in. 
They were helped out, placed in a 
closed carriage, driven to the harbor 
and hidden in the hold of the schoon­
er. After midnight sail was made 
and Port Stanley was reached the fol­
lowing evening.

“When our little vessel was safely 
moored alongside the pier,” says Dr. 
Ross, "I led my two companions on 
shore, and told them the,y were now 
in a land where freedom was guaran­
teed to all. Two happier beings I 
never saw. We kneeled together on 
the soil of Canada; and thanked the 
Almighty Father for His aid and pro- 
tection. Next day I took them to 
London and obtained situations for 
both Peter and his wife.”

Jefferson make to slave trading in 
his message of 1806?

In his message to Congress at the 
commencement of the session of 1806, 
President Jefferson asked of that 
body the wisdom of abolishing Afri­
can slave trade. The message was 
referred to a select committee, wnich 
reported a bill to prohibit the import­
ation of slaves into the United Stat­
es. This bill, of course, was fought 
by the Southern representatives. A 
long and fiery debate ensued and the 
act was finally passed after several 
amendments, imposing a fine on per­
sons engaged in the slave trade were 
added.

When did the emancipation of slav­
es occur?

The emancipation of slaves in all 
the French colonies took place in 1794 
and in the English colonies in 1838 
and 1839. Sweden emancipated her 
slaves in 1846, Denmark in 1848. 
Holland delivered her American col­
onies from slavery in 1862. The Af­
rican slave trade was closed in this 
country on the first day of January, 
1862, followed by the Emancipation 
Proclamation January 1st 1863.
