BERLIN, Feb. 5.—The question of the 
present nationality of the Duke of Saxe- 
Coburg and Gotha (the Duke of Edinburgh) 
came up in the Reichstag to-day

Herr Freidberg (National Liberal) asked 
Chancellor Von Caprivi whether it was in 
harmony with German interests that the 
reigning Duke of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha could be at the same time a British sub. 
Ject. He further desired to be informed 
whether a foreigner could become a Ger­
man sovereign.

The Chancellor replied that the Duke 
had legally succeeded to the title and throne of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha, and had thereby become a German. The fact that

Was a German sovereign excluded the 
possibility of his being a foreign sul ject.

Herr Bonin, Secretary of State for the 
Duchies, stated on behalf of the Duke that 
he was not the subject of a foreign power. 
He held no obligations towards Great 
Britain that were contrary to his German 
sovereignty.

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A LEADER WILL BE FOUND.

Geo. W. Smalley, the mouthpiece of the 
British Tory element, cables that the Con7 
servative comment on the news that Glad­
stone is so sick that he has under consider­
ation his retirement from the Liberal 
leadership, may be summed up in the sen­
tence, “Too good to be true." This is 
brutal. It is not well founded, however, 
though all kinds of reports have been cir­
culated, including one that the veteran 
Premier is on the eve of becoming totally 
blind; another, that he is almost deaf, and 
yet another, bus much more stupid 
report, that Gladstone sees war imminent 
in which Britain must participate, and 
that he has not courage to lead a House of 
Commons while the arrangements for con­
flict are in progress ! No doubt as Glad­
stone grows older—he is now in his 85th 
year—his physical faculties do not remain 
as intact as they were twenty years ago, 
hut only last year Sir Andrew Clark sub­
mitted the Grand Old Man to a critical ex­
amination, and reached the conclusion that 
his body and mind were in as good repair as 
those of the average man of sixty. We believe 
with Sir Andrewthat if Gladstone were now 
to leave the excitement of public life, and 
retire into inactivity, he would pine and 
die. And here and now we express the 
opinion that unless sheer physical or men­
tal disability comes to him, the Liberal 
leader will continue in harness to the day 
of his death. In this he will follow the 
example of almost every one of his illustri­
ous predecessors. The possession of power 
is a great stimulus to the successful states­
man. No war or rumors of war would 
ever scare a man of Gladstone’s tempera­
ment into retirement.

When the time comes to choose a succes­
sor to this most remarkable statesman, with 
his unexampled record as a successful 
party leader, the Man will be forthcoming. 
The Man comes with the opportunity. 
There have been times in the history of the 
Liberals before when the enemies of 
progress believed that the fate of the party 
hung upon the life of one man. The man 
was gathered to his fathers. But the party 
remained. It could not be swept away 
while it stood for immutable principles, 
and the leader was forthcoming when he 
was required.

PROFIT IN MUTTON.
Even thougli the United States does not 

make wool entirely free, as it is now be­
lieved Congress will enact, in accordance 
with the decision of the House of Repre­
sentatives, sheep breeding in Ontario will 
continue to be one of the most profitable 
branches of farming in which agriculturists 
can engage. This is the view specially set 
forth by Mr. Richard Gibson, of Delaware, 
who has been addressing a large gathering 
of farmers at Milwaukee, Wisconsin, on 
the outlook for mutton. When the Wis­
consin Minister of Agriculture requested 
Hon. John Dryden, Ontario Minister of 
Agriculture, to select a representative 
authority on sheep to speak at farmers’ 
institutes in the neighboring State, Mr. 
Dryden recommended Mr. Gibson, who has 
been giving some valuable bints on this 
branch of rural industry that will be useful 
to Canadian farmers aswell as to their neigh­
bors. Mr. Gibson said the philosopher of 
old who declared the sheep had a golden 
hoof was wise in his day and generation. 
Thousands of acres of sandy land in Eng­
land, formerly worthless, had been re­
claimed and made valuable by the keeping 
of sheep upon it. By their constant tramp, 
ing upon it, feeding upon the herbage and 
returning its fertility to the soil the surface 
had become firm and productive. At last 
they had to be fed on oil cake and 
other foods to start the barrens toward pro­
duction, then came cultivation of the soil, 
raising clover and various grains. Clover, 
tares and turnips were all largely used as 
green foods, and sheep were used to trans­
form these crops into fertility, being al­
lowed to eat all such food as the land would 
produce, letting them run upon the herb­
age by day and herding them upon 
cultivated land at night. Thus they 
were constantly making the land 
better and bringing it into a 
higher state of cultivation. Mr. Gib- 
son said he was confident that no other 
way could poor land be made fertile so 
cheaply and effectually as by raising green 
crops and feeding them to sheep upon the 
land. He read extracts from New York 
market papers showing that the consump­
tion of mutton had doubled every year 
during the last six years. In reply to 
questions, Mr. Gibson said that by the 
present method of breeding mutton sheep, 
using the Down breeds considerably, the 
mutton produced is not too fat for any 
market. Where land is $100 an acre, and 
used for dairying, as in the vicinity of 
Milwaukee, Mr. Gibson said ho would not 
advise a farmer to go exclusively into 
sheep, but to keep a few, as is done in 
similar localities in Canada, to build up 
poor land.

—Mr. Flavian Moffet, a member of the 
separate school board of Ottawa, has re­
plied to Archbishop Cleary regarding the 
ballot system in elections for separate 
school board trustees. He cites the fact 
that the ballot is used in the election of the 
heads of monasteries and convents, as well 
as the election of the Pope, as a reason 
why its use should be extended, and he con­
tends that at least a section of the separate 
school supporters are in favor of the ballot, 
though only a majority of the boards in 
Toronto and Ottawa have in the past voted 
for a change. If outsiders who have little 
or nothing to do with the separate schools 
had let them alone, we are convinced that 
before now there would have been no ob­
jection to introducing the system of voting 
by ballot, thus enabling the separate school 
board supporters to vote under a system so 
far denied, in Dominion elections, to the 
people of the Northwest. When there is a 
general demand for vote by ballot, however, 
it must be given. Those affected have the 
right to say whether they wish the ballot 
or desire to continue the old system, and 
the majority must rule in this as in other 
matters, and must rule without undue in­
terference by anyone.

—A high tax contemporary garbles the 
report of the address recently delivered by 
Hon. David Mills at Ridgetown, and ac­
cuses the honorable gentleman of expres- 
sing sentiments in favor of filling up the 
cities of Canada with a “foreign popula­
tion.” The accusation is an absolute mis- 
representation, as a fair report of the 
address will show. It. is possible for a 
garbler to make black appear white, but 
the honest journalist will report a speech, 
even of a political opponent, without 
emasculation. The complete argument of 
Hon. David Mills went to show how western 
rural populations had, by the speculative 
and centralizing craze incident to the high 
tax policy, been swallowed up by the 
larger cities—notably by Toronto—to the 
great detriment of this part of the 
country, and not altogether for the 
welfare of the centralized communities. 
Our contemporary does not explain this, 
but picks out a few words, and twists them 
into a meaning not intended by Mr. Mills.

Then there ii Sir William 
Vernon Harcourt, who generally leads 
the House in Mr. Gladstone’s absence. But 
he is a humorous kind of fellow, and the 
British will not tolerate a man for leader 
who does not appear to be serious above all 
things. John Morley, at present Irish 
Secretary, and the putative author of the 
Newcastle programme of reforms which the 
Liberals are now engaged in promoting, is 
another possible leader, and, indeed, the 
list could be extended.

TO FIND THE POLE.

The Chicago Herald Will Try It—Two 
Boats Fuilt.

BALTIMORE, Md., Feb 6 —The Herald 
states that two extraordinarily designed 
boats are being built in Baltimore for an 
Arctic expedition. The work of construc­
tion is being carried on with utmost 
secresy. The projector is said to be the 
Chicago Herald. The plan is to organize a 
party and start in early spring for the 
north. It is intended to ship the boats to 
Northern Russia, where the expedition will 
take to the water. It will be the pur­
pose of the party to intercept members 
of the Peary expedition. The boats will be 
the first to he constructed of the latest of 
all the useful metals—aluminum. One is 
nearly finished and the other well under 
way. The builder has agreed to turn the 
boats over to the owners on March 28 The 
party which will risk the terrors of Arctic 
life will be made up, it is said, of several 
experienced navigators and explorers, four 
of the staff of the Chicago Herald and a 
crew of picked men.

Fuil Returns et the Prohibition Plebis- 
cite.

The returns of the plebiscite are now all 
in. According to them, the vote in the 
cities was about 2 to 1 in favor of prohibi­
tion, and that 40 per cent, of the total 
vote was polled. In the districts the pro- 
portionate majority was hardly as great as 
in the cities, and about 44 per cent, 
of the total vote, was polled. In the 
separated towns the majority in favor 
of prohibition was as 3 to 2, and 62 per 
cent, of the vote was polled. In Pelee 
Island, the land of vines, the returns 
are incomplete as to details, but the ma­
jority in favor of prohibition, the vote 
being small, was almost 3 to 2. The counties 
declared for prohibition by almost 2 to [1, 
and the returns show that 60 per cent, of 
the total vote was polled. The women’s 
vote went 6 to 1 in favor of prohibition, 
and they polled 35 per cent, of their total 
vote. The grand total shows an average 
vote of almost exactly 19 to 11 in favor of 
prohibition, 58 per cent, of the vote having 
been polled.

A Bridal Tragedy.
ROME, Feb. 6.—The carnival season at 

Civita Lavigna, eighteen miles southeast of 
this city, has been brought to an abrupt 
close by the assassination of one of the 
prominent residents of that place. In 
1884, Signor Ciampanella, a resident of 
Civita Lavigna, became involved in a dis­
pute with another man named Falcini, and 
the latter was killed, it being subsequently 
proven that the killing was done in self- 
defense. Falcini had a brother, who at 
the time of the killing was 10 years old. 
He determined to avenge the death of his 
brother, and as time passed he began to lav 
his plans to put an end to Ciampanella’s 
life. The latter was to have been married 
to-day and great preparations were being 
made for the event. The invitations 
had been issued and almost every­
body in the village expected to have 
a dance and a feast. Early this 
morning Falcini, who is now 20 years 
old, treacherously eut the throat of the ex­
pectant bridegroom, and then placed the 
corpse in the nuptial bedchamber. Falcini 
then surrendered himself to the police, ac­
knowledging his crime without a trace of 
remorse. The bride-elect was informed of 
the fate of her intended husband and was 
taken to the room in which the murderer 
had placed the body. When she saw the 
corpse lying on the nuptial couch her grief 
was frightful. It is feared she will lose her 
reason. Falcini’s sister and brother-in-law 
have been arrested, it being suspected that 
they instigated Falcini to commit the 
murder when he did,
