PULLIKG IN VAIK.

Dr. Taimage’s Weekly Sermon cn
¢«The Ozrsmen Defcated.”

“The ¥en Rowed Hard to Bring Xt to the
Land; But They Could Not'—Whole-
some Les~cns Frem tho fext
—Ilinstraticns ¥rom
the Sea.

Brookry~, Oct., 14.—Rev. Dr. Talmage,
who is still absent on his round-the-world
tour, has selected as the subject of today’s
sermon, through ths press, **The OQarsmen
Defeated,” the text chosen being Jonah i,
13 and 14, *“The men rowed hard to bring
it to the land, but they could not; where-
fore they cried unto the Lord.”

Navigation in the Mediterranean Sea al-
ways was perilons, especially so in early
times. Vessels wers propelled partly by
sail and partly by car. When, by rcasen of
great stress of weather, it was necessary to
reef the canvas or hanl it in, then the
veseel was eutirely dependent upon the
oars, sometimes 20 <r 30 of them on either
side the vessel. You would rot venture
cutside your harbor with such a oraft as
my text finds Jonah sailing irr; but he had
pot much choice of vessels. He was run-
ning away from the Lord, and when a man
is running away from the Lord he has to
run very fast.

God had told Jonah to go to Nineveh to
preach about the destruction of thatv city.
Jouah disobeyed, That always makes
rough water, whether in the Mediterran-
ean, or the Atlantic, or the Puacific, or the
Caspian Sea. He knew that the tempest
was on his account, and he asked the sail-
ors to throw him overbeard. Suilors are a
generous-hearted race, and they resclved to
make their escape, if possible, without re-
storing to such extreme measures. The
sails are of no use, and so they lay hold en
their oars. Oh ! how they did pull, the
bronge: seaman, as they laid buck onto the
oars. It is of no use, no use. Therecomes
a wave that erashes the last mast, and

Asthose Mediteranean oarsmen trying
to bring Jonah ashore were discomfited, I
have to tell you that they were not the
only men who have broken down on their
paddles, and have been obliged to cali on
the Lord for help. I want to ray that the
unavailing efforts of these Mediterranenn
oarsmen have a counterpart in the eiflorts
we are making to bring souls to the shore
of safety and set their feet on the Rock of
Ages, You have a father, or mother, or
hushand, or wife, or child, or near friend,
who is not a Christian. There have been
times when you have been in agouy about
their salvation. And there may have been
deys of sickness in your household, when

kow closely you examined the face of the
doctor a8 he came in and serutinized the
patient, and felt the palse, and you fol-
lowed him invto the next rcom, and said:
*‘There isn’t any danger, is there, doctor ?”
And the hesitation and the uncertainty of
the r oly made two eternities flash befors
your v 'aion, Ah!itis an awful thing to
have ' if a household on one side the line,
and the other part of the housebold oun the
other side of tiue line ! Two vessels part en
the ocean <f eternity, one going to the

apart, and farther apart—until the signals
cease to ba recognized, and thers are only
two specks on the horizon, and then they
are lost to sight forever |

I have to tell you that the unavailing
efiorts of these NMediterranean oarsmen
have a counterpart in the eforts some ol us
are making to briug our children to thke
shore of safety. There never were o many
temptations for young people as there are
now. The literary and the social influences
seem to be against their spiritual iuterests.
Christ seems to be driven almost entirely
f-om the school and the pleasurable con-
course, yet God knows how anxious wa are
for our children. There are parents who
are almost discouraged about their children,
Where is your ron tonight? He bhas
wandered off, perhaps, to the ends of the
eerth, 1Itseems as if he cannot got far
enough away irom your Chrietian counsel.
What does he care about the furrows that
come to your brow, about the quick
whitening of the hair; about the fact that
your back begins to stoop with the
purdens? Why, he would not care much
if he heard you were dead? What are you
going to do? Both paddles broken at the
middle of the blade, how can vou pull him
ashore? I throw vou one oar now with
which I believe you can bring him into the
harbor. It isa giorious promise, ‘I will
be a God to thee, and to thy seed after
thee.” Oh, broken-hearted father and
mother, you have tried everyihing else,
now make an appeal for the help and
omnipotence of the covenant-keeping God!
and perhaps at your next family gathering
—nperhaps on Thanksgiving Day, perhaps
next Christmas day—the prodigal may be
home; and if you crowd on his plate more
luxuries than on any other atthe table, 1
am sure the brothers will not be jealous,
but they wiil wake up all the music of the
house, *‘*because the dead is alive again,
and because the lost is found.”

Again, I remark that the unavailing
efiort of the Meditsrranean oarsmen has a
counterpart in the effort which we are
making to bring this world back to God,
his pardon and safety. If thiz world could
have been saved by human effort, it would
have been done long ago. Jobn Howard
took hoid of one oar, and Carey took hold
of ancther oar, and Adoniram Judson took
hold of another oar, and Luther took hold
of another oar, and John Kncx took hold of
another oar, and they pulled together un-
til they fell back dead from the exhaustion,
Some dropped in the ashes of martyrdom,
some on the scalping knives of savages, and
some into the plague-struck room of the
lazaretto; and still ihe chains are not
broken, and still the despotisms are not de-
molished, and still the world iz unsaved.
What then? Put down the oars and make
no efort? I do not advise that. But I
want you, Christian brethren, to under.
stand that the church, and the schoel, and
the college, and the missicnary society are
only the instrumentalities; and if this
world is ever done at all, God must do it,
and he will de it, in anawer to our prayer.

Again, the unavailing effort of those
Mediterranean oarsmen has a counterpart
in every man that iz trying to row his own
soul into safety. When tue Eternal Spirit
flashes upon us our condition, we try to
save ourselves. We say, Give me a stout
oar for my right hand, give me a stout oar
for my left hand, and I will pull myself in-
to safety.” No. A wave of 2in comes and
dashes you one way, and a wave of tempta-
tion comes andj dashes you im another
way, and there are plenty ¢f rocks on
which to founder, but seemingly no harber
into which to sail. Sin must be thrown
overboard, or we must perish.

But while I have shown your helpless-
ness, I want to put by the side of it the
power and willingness of Christ to eave
you. Oh, the gruce of God! I am over-
whelmed when I come to think cf it. Give

THE SCHODHER RAN AWAY.

A Curious licident of the Storm Off
Ncva Scotia.

With A1 Safls Set, but Nct a Seul en
Board, tihe Lord REldon Ditappears
in the Dorkness.

Harrax, N. S., Oct. 14,—With all goils
set, laden with a full gemeral cargo, bul
with not a soul on board, a schooner ran
away to sea during the recent
einded pursuit by apother vessel, and dis-
appeared in the gloom at nightfail still
plowing an independent course under full
headway, with no guiding hand at the
tiller or any human agency to control her
movements.

Somewhere out on the Atlantic the truant
vessel is probably sailing along merrily
yot with all her canvas apread, a rich prize
for the lucky ekipper who may overhuaul
her, and a promising sulject for the fanci-
ful pen of some future Clark Russeil.

The runaway is the schooner Lord Iildon,
whose commanding efficer, belore zhe took
to navigation on her owa account, Was
Capt. Hadley. He staried from here for
Guysborongh on the vessel, with a fuil
crew. When the Lord Eldon was off Canszo
Tuesday, o stiff gale was blowirg and a
nasty sea runnicg. The Canso neighbor-
hood is a dangercus one for sailing eraft,
under even taore favorable cenditioans,
hidden rocks stounding. One of thesec the
Eldon fonnd without difficulty.

With th~ weather thickening and hls
vessal hard and fzst on the rock, as it
seemed, Capt. Jardley deemed it the part

Startling Story 7Told by anm Ex-
Brekaman,

in Regard to the Wrecking of the Grard
Trunk and Chioage Train st Battle
Oreck, July 16,

Barrie CRrEgx, Mich.,, Osct, 14.—The
mystery surrouunding the wreck <f trainm
No. 6 on tbe Chicago and Grand Trunk
here last July, which was the outcome of
the great strike, has probably been solved,
Four men whe it is alieged planned and
exocuted the crime are now in custedy, and
the evidence ega’ 3t them is said to be
very sirong. They are Staniey Knowles,
John Bodewig, George W. Johaston and
Dinest M, Jowett. A rveward of $1,000
was oftered by the Grand Trunk and Sherifi
Wakeashaw for the guilty party’s arrest.
Tie G. T. R. elto empioyed detectives to
hunt the mati=» up. A foroe of men were
sent here on tue case, and they were given
work in the shops and on the road. Ingshort
time cne of the officers suspected Stanley
Kuowlea, whe rally told tie aiory of the
whole plot. podewig was
Kesnsas Ciiy, Ao., Kuowles in Cbicago,
Johnson in this city, and Jewett near here
on o farm. Knowles has been at wark for
tue company ever since the wreck. Z’
wae reinstated becanze it was supposed he
could tell something cf the wreck.

Knowles ciaims that John Bodewig was

the suggestor and leeder of the plotéing.
Knewles stole the tools from the Michigan
Central target house at Nichols Cressing.

The Thursday night before the wreck
took place the men started ouat to make an
attempt at wrecking. They met deputies
on the track and fled, and were obliged to
give it up for that aight. The next night
they made a second trial, but on this
ocoasion were prevented by track-walkere.
They took to the wocds and secreted
themseives and hid the tools in some
brush near Mary street. Knoowles told
Bodewig where the tools were, That
was the Saturday before the wreck,
and that day Knowles went on a visit
to his father, who resides near Ballevue,
and remained on the farm until Tuesday.
It was Tuesday morning that he first heard
of the wreck, When he me% Bodewig
again Bodewig told him the story of the
wreck. Bodewig rode to the place where
the wreck took piace, west of Battle Creek,
on sop ¢f a grade, on a bicycle, and the
other men implicated walked, They
loosened the fish-plates with a wrench and
took the nuts ofi, and had just completea
their work when they heard the express
train coming in the distance. They scat-
tered and were well out of the way when
they heard the crash of the wreck.

Had they been a few moments, say hali
an hour earlier they would have wrecked o
special that was runningat a high rate of
speed, and then the loss of life would have
been terrible. As it was only the fireman
was killed and several of the passengers
were injured.

Knowles says that the leaders of the
strike knew nothing whatever of the in-
tended erime, and the only ones who were
to carry it out.

Detectives claim that the facts in this
cnse when made public will unearth one
of the greaiest train-wrecking congpiracies
ever known.

SINKINGTHEKOWSHING |

CAPT. GALESWORTHY TELLS HOW
IT WAS DONE.

Her Commander Describes How the Much-
Talked of Steamer Was Sent to the Bot-
tom—Banged About Between Twa Lines
of Fire.

Capt. Galesworthy, who commanded the
British troop transport ship Kow Shing at
the time she was sunk by the Japanese,
tells the following story of the affair:

At about9 a.m., when we were about
one and onehalf miles from an island
named Shopoint, we met three Japanese
warships and were ordered by signal from
one of them to stop and anchor, which we
did. She was the Naniwa, a protected-
deck cruiser builtin England. She lower-
ed a boat and sent two officers on board to
see my ship’s papers and to ask me several
questions, such as how many troops I had
on board, where was I bound for, etc., and
also if T would follow the Naniwa. Ians-
wered yes, that as she was a man-of-war
we were in her power.

The officers then went back to their ship,
which soon after signalled to me to heave
up my anchor ansl follow them. This I
fully intended to do, but when the two

learned what the signal was they objected
and told me that they would not follow
the Japanese vrarship. I then explained
that it was useless to resist, as one shot
from her would % the Kow Shing. They
answered they would rather die than obey
the orders of the Jap; that they had 1,100
men anAd the Jops enly about 400, so that
they could fight the Japs

I again pointed out » foolishness of
this idea and also told tuem that if they
wanted to fight 1 and my crew would ke
a boat and go ashore. They answered thag
if I made any attempt whatever to follow
the Jap or leave the ship in any way they
would kill me at once, 1 king gesticula-
tions representing the cutting off of my
head and shooting me wii! This |
wes anyth 'ng but pleasani 1or Jae.

1 holsted a signal to the J “Send a
boat : I wish to commuuicate personally.”
The boat soon came and I 4nld the ofiicers
in it that the Chinese generals would not |
per: it me to foliow the Naniwa, and that |
the only terms I could make with tonem
was to take them all back to China, also
that the Kowshing was a British ship and
had left port before war was declared. The
British ensign was flying at the time, and
the ship went down with it still flying.

The Jap cificers then returned to ;)1eir
ghip, which soen after hoisted the jms_j‘na}
to me, “Quit the ship 1!3)1710:11»11&1;»’, i |
answered “We are not ailowed to,” and
“Send a boat.” They then signalled
#Boat cannot come,” and shortly after
hoisted a large red flag at.the fore.

This meant that they were going to fire
at us. The Chinese geuerals in the mean
time became very excited and were threat-
ening me in pany ways with death. Some
few minutes elapsed, not at all comfort-
ably with me, as I knew there were sev-
eral soldiers with loaded rifies and swords
watching for an opportunity to shoot or
otherwise do for me.

When the Naniwa fired a torpedo at us
I watched it coming along in the water,
making directly for the middle of the Kow-
:hing, and fully realized the seriousnature
of our position, but fortunateiy the tor-
pedo passed right under the ship, doing us
no damage. The Japs, when they saw
this, immediately fired on us with their
five heavy guns and their Nordenfeldts,
which must have taken effact.

I was on the bridge at the time, and see-
ing none of my officers abouf en voard, and
several people in the water, I made for the
wheel-house for a life-belt (how I dodged
those Chinese soldiers 1 don’t know) and
jumped overboard.

Just as I was jumping I heard a tre-
mendous report or explosion, and when
I came to the surface the water was quite
black. It must have been caused by the
explosion of ashell striking the boilers and
bursting them, the black stuff on the water
being burnt powder and fine coal. Ithen
struck out manfully for the shore one and
one-quarter miles distant.

When I was a few yards from the ship
a bullet splashed in the water close to my
right ear, aud several whistled over my
head; in fact, they were falling like hail
about me. Iknew T was protected from
the Naniwa's fire by the Kowshing, and T
turned on my back to see who it was firing
a2t me. It was from the Kowshing; several
soldiers were then blazing away at my
head. Cn seeing this I immediately pro-
tected my head with my life belt, and
swam as low in the water as possible, but

Closing Session of the E. M. T.
Asscciation.

How te Teach Gesgraphy—Boek-Kecping
{or Advanced Scholars — The
Sulbject of Gramman,

SATURDAY MORNING.

The East Middiesex Teachers’' Assooin
tion resumed this merping at 9:30, Mr.
Plewes presiding. Besides the Model School
students there were about 100 teachers
present and a few trustecs,

Miss Beila Nichel, of Glanworth, had
been assigned the duty of roviewing tbe
course «f geography that should be taken
up in the second class. She treated illas-
tratively how she would guide the observa-
tions of the young learners. She would by
questicns direct them to cbservethe habiig,
uses and kinds of animale, birds and plants,
the changes of the seasons, the industries
of the people, the natural and artificial pro-
ductions of the neighborhood, the trans-
portation of these products, the surface oi
the country—in short, the experiences oI
the children with earth, air, water apd the
activities of commerce shouid be explained.
These topies come under observational
geography. Map-meking and teaching from
the map were briefly touched on.

Mr. Dearness quoted f-om the celebrated
report of theCommittee ¢f Ten and r_ead the
findings of that committee upon the kind
of work that should be taughs as geography
in the junior classes, The report is very
emphatio in its conclusion that the
teaching of the subject should be
based upon the observations and ex-
periences of the children in what
might be called elementary physics,
physiography, meteorclogy, geology,
botany, zoology end ethnology. The steps
are: first, see; second, reproduce in words,
drawing or modelieg; third, study the pro-
ductions of others, and throughout reazon
and ponder upen all.

A lively discussion enzued, chiefly as to
what kinde of questions are suitable te te:st
training in anc knowledge of geography in
elamentary clazses. Miss McKellar, of
Glanworth, J. H, Downing, W, T. Amos,
Geo. Blcomfield, Mias K. Woods, Miss

! Davidson, Mlss Uuffin, J. W. Atkinson and

others dizcussed ditierent points raised in
the paper.
