PARIS, Sept. 24.—How the Austrian 
offensive along the Piave river was 
stopped was described today by the 
Duke of Aosta, commander of the 3rd 
Italian Army, which was located south 
of the Montello plateau during the 
fighting. In an Interview with the for­
eign editor of the Matin. He said:

"We had to deal with an enemy who 
had prepared everything minutely, but 
we were forewarned. I did not have a 
moment’s uneasiness.

"I let him advance across the Piave 
along certain fronts as far as Monas- 
terio and then when he was just where 
I wanted him, my batteries opened a 
concentric fire. What butchery! The 
Austrians will long remember it. The 
next day I viewed the battlefield. God 
knows I saw massacres during the 
three years I fought on the terrible 
Carso plateau, but my eyes never be­
fore gazed on such a spectacle."

Plenty of Reserves.
Discussing the war situation as a 

whole the duke said:
"What the Allied troops are doing 

against the German army fills me with 
admiration and wonder. I freely admit 
that I never believed this vast offen- 
sive would be possible before next 
spring. That it could be launched this

year in the middle of the German at­
tack and lead to such victories is a 
marvel, and also is proof that for 
Marshal Foch the problem of reserves 
has ceased to be a care.

"Reserves? The whole question lies 
there. If one is certain of being able 
to reinforce and relieve the troops en­
gaged while the action is proceeding, 
one can boldly embark on no matter 
what operation.

ourselves. On our front also the enemy BOLSHEVIK OUThas revealed himself to be inspired by 
savage barbarity. The air attacks on 
our open towns. the slavery imposed 
upon the population of the invaded 
territory and a hundred other revela­
tions of his infamy have awakened in 
all Italian hearts the ancestral hate for 
the oppressor of our race. For my 
part, I cannot imagine a peace giving 
the Germans and the Austrians the 
right to come peacefully to trade and 
travel in our country.

“But let us leave politics. I am a sol­
dier and that is all I want to be—a 
soldier like the youngest of them here. 
Those around me know that, and I 
think they return it in devotion and 
affection. Go and see them. You will 
behold heroes—those who have repelled 
the enemy, those of Venice who have 
occupied the delta of the Piave. They 
live, cling on the fight under such 
conditions that one must bow before 
them. Thanks to them Venice breathes 
freely, awaiting the day of revenge."

London, Sept. 24.—British cavalry, pushing up the Mediter- 
ranean coast of Palestine, have occupied Haifa and Acre, it is offi- 
cially announced today.1

East of the Jordan the Turks are withdrawing towards Am- 
man, on the Hedjas railway. Australian, New Zealand, Jewish and 
other troops are pursuing the enemy and have reached Es-Salt, 15 
miles northwest of Amman. 1

The total number of Turks taken prisoner will exceed largely 
the 25,000 already reported, the official statement announces. I

The town of Ma’an, southeast of the Dead Sea, on the Hedjas 
railway, has been occupied by Allied forces. Other Arabs are at­
tacking parties of Turks retiring towards Amman along this rail­
way. The text of the statement reads:

“East of the Jordan the enemy is withdrawing towards Am­
man on the Hedjas railway, pursued by Australian, New Zealand, 
West Indian and Jewish troops, which have reached Es-Salt, cap- 
turing guns and prisoners.I

“In the north, cavalry have occupied Haifa and Acre after 
slight opposition.

“The number of prisoners is increasing and the total will 
exceed largely the 25,000 already mentioned.

“Arab forces of King Hussein have occupied Ma’an and are 
harassing bodies of the enemy retreating northwards towards 
Amman along the Hedjas railway.” j

LONE BAND! DS American Newspaper Wants 
To See Yankees On the 

Eastern Battle Line.UP MAIL TRAIN ON 
GREAT NORTHERN New York, Sept. 24.—The British vic­

tory in Palestine is the leading feature 
in the morning newspapers. It is gen­
erally characterized as a brilliant feat 
of arms The Sun editorially says the 
victory marks the end of the elaborate­
ly planned Bagdad route to India and 
the east.

The Tribune declares that the Amer­
ican public is jubiliant at the inspiring 
news which has been coming from the 
Bulgarian and Turkish fronts.

It again urges a declaration of war 
by the U. S. against Turkey and Bul­
garia so that Americans may get into 
the eastern battle line. The world says 
the British success is one of the deci­
sive victories of the war.

The Times describes General Allen­
by's victory as “brilliant, admirable, 
complete," and concludes that with the 
Allied fleets controlling the sea, a sud­
den surprise landing near Aleppo would 
complete the ruin of the Turkish 
forces in Syria.

Seattle. Sept. 24.—Great Northern 
train en route from Vancouver. B. C., to 
Seattle, was held up last night by a ban­
dit near Mukilteo, according to reports 
reaching here. Advices said the bandit 
rifled the mail car of some registered 
mail pouches, forced the train crew to 
uncouple the engine and then carry him 
to Meadowvale, where he escaped.

ROBBER STILL AT LARGE.
Seattle, Sept. 24.—Several thousand 

dollars In registered mail was obtained, 
postal officials said today, by the bandit 
who last night single-handed held up 
a passenger train on the Great North­
ern Railroad near Mukilteo.

An all-night search failed to reveal 
any clue to the robber. Bloodhounds 
were out on the scent and a track 
leading into the woods was taken up.

The robber appeared with a drawn 
gun before the engine crew and forced 
them to stop the train. He then com­
pelled the uncoupling of the mail and 
baggage cars during which he took 
two shots at the fireman, who had 
thrown a hammer at him. After going 
through the mail sacks he tied to the 
woods.

REFUSAL OF PEACE 
NOTE IS JUSTIFIED, 

SAYS FOE PAPER

London, Sept. 24.—The allied successes in France, Macedonia and 
Palestine have led the Cologne Gazette, to anxious consideration regard­
ing future military developments.

“We must do Foch the justice to say he is apparently beginning to 
obtain on a big scale that strategical unity he has already obtained on 
French soil," says this leading German newspaper, and after reviewing 
the situation in the various theatres of war it concedes that the prose­
cution from all sides of an offensive against the alliance of the central 
powers would be a master stroke. Having mentioned the unity of com­
mand and the superiority of the Allies in men and material as conditions 
favoring them, it continues:

“We have already pointed out the enviable secrecy observed in the 
manufacture of armored tanks and the training of their crews, which 
now number not thousands but tens of thousands. To these must be 
added the increase in the number of guns, mine throwers, flame pro­
jectors, machine guns, gas and fog ammunition and airplanes of all 
kinds. No proof is necessary that German industry is unable to accom­
plish this in similar quantities. Especially as regards the armored 
tanks, there is no doubt that the numerical superiority Is on the side 
of the enemy, and that he is bound to utilize it to the utmost.”

FACING ALLENBY
TOTALED 100,000 London, Sept. 24.—Emperor 

William visited Briey, according 
to an Amsterdam dispatch to 
the Exchange Telegraph Com­
pany. He distributed 400 iron 
crosses, inspected field hospi­
tals, and spoke to German, Aus­
trian, French and British wound­
ed in their respective languages. 
Later he addressed Austrian of­
ficers, saying:

“You may fight our battles as 
good comrades, and in return 
for our help, which we have 
often given you, and for our 
strong, free and common future."

British Troops Put Enemy to 
Flight by a Brilliant 

Stroke. THE WAR SIT BRITISH FORCES ARE GRADUALLY 
CLOSING IN ON ST. QUENTIN

London, Sept. 24.—British forces are pressing in on St. Quen-I 
tin directly from the west, today’s report from Field Marshal Haig 
shows. He reports fighting taking place to the British advantageI 
and announces progress by the attacking forces in the region east 
of Vermand. |

On the front to the west of Cambrai, in the region north of 
Moeuvres, the British positions have been improved. In the Arras-I 
Lens sector the Germans tried to drive the British from the new 
positions the latter had won southeast of Gavrelle. The enemy was 
completely repulsed, the British retaining their line intact.i

In, Flanders British troops succeeded in pushing forward and 
occupying a portion of the old British front line southest of Voor- 
mezeele, below Ypres.|

The text of the statement reads:I 
“Fighting is taking place to our advantage in the sector east 

of Vermand, where we are reported to be making progress.!
“A local attack made by the enemy yesterday north of the 

Little Priel Farm (opposite Le Catelet) was successfully repulsed, 
leaving prisoners in our hands.

“During the night the enemy attacked our new positions 
southeast of Gavrelle, supporting the assault with a heavy artillery 
barrage. The attack was completely repulsed, our line remaining 
intact.

"We improved our position slightly north of Moeuvres, and by 
a successful minor operation carried out during the night regained 
a portion of the old British front line southeast of Voormezeele.

“Hostile raiding parties were driven off last night west of 
Bellenglise (north of St. Quentin) and east of Neuve Chapelle. The 
enemy raided one of our posts south of the Scarpe river.”

London, Sept. 24.—Gen. Allenby’s re­
markable success in Palestine was 
achieved against a total enemy strength 
of 100,000 Turks, according to unofficial 
dispatches reaching London. Figures as 
to the number of men in the Turkish 
army in the Holy Land have hitherto 

referred merely to rifle strength. The 
Turkish forces held positions of excep­
tional strength, with three lines of well- 
dug trenches and abundant artillery and 
machine gun protection.

The Turks were completely surpris- 
ed, according to Reuter’s correspondent 
in Palestine. The mobility of the Al­
lied forces and the boldness of Gen. 
Allenby’s plan of bitting at the strong­
est point in the Turkish defences, added 
to the success. The rush of the British 
Cavalry completed the enemy's discom­
fiture.

The Turkish reserves consisted of 
troops which recently arrived from the 
Caucasus. Field Marshal Liman von 
Sanders, commander of the Turkish 
forces, and his staff escaped capture by 
only six hours.

Not the least remarkable feature of 
Gen. Allenby’s success lies in the re­
organization ho effected in his forces 
since the German offensive on the west­
ern front last March necessitated the 
withdrawal to France of a part of his 
army.

WASHINGTON HOTEL
FIRE RESULTS IN 

LOSS OF $100,000

New York, Sept. 24.-The Asso­
ciated Press this morning Issued the 
following:

In Palestine. Macedonia and 
France the Allied offensives pro­
gress successfully.

General Allenby’s forces in Pal­
estine have followed up their rout 
of the Turkish forces with addi­
tional gains. In Central Macedonia 
the Allies are pressing vigorously 
the advantages won and the diffi­
culties of the Germans and Bulgar­
ians are Increasing. Field Marshal 
Haig has taken a new step in his 
Investment of St. Quentin and Is 
fighting toward the northern out­
skirts of that German strong point 
from east of Vermande.

On the Mediterranean coast of 
Palestine British cavalry has occu­
pied the ports of Haifa and Acre, 
marking an advance from Just 
north of Jaffa of more than sixty 
miles since the present operations 
began. Acre has been famous in 
history for the sieges it has under­
gone and Napoleon met with a 
serious repulse there in 1799.

The rout of the Turks in the 
area west of the Jordan has com­
pelled the Turks east of the river 
to retreat. They are being pursued 
closely by Allied forces and the 
king of the Hedjas. Es-Salt has 
been reached and the Allies are 
pushing north rapidly along the 
Hedjas railway.

German and Bulgarian troops in 
Macedonia, their communication 
line almost entirely gone through 
by the Franco-Serbian advance to 
the Vardar, are retiring on a 100- 
mile front. The Allies have reached 
the Vardar northeast of Monastir 
on a front of more than 100 miles 
and Serbian forces have crossed to 
the east of the river In pursuit of 
the Bulgarians. On the left of the 
Allied line Italian and Serbian 
forces are closing in on Prilep. 
Along the entire front the enemy 
Is burning villages and war mater­
ial.By crossing the Vardar on a 
wide front south of Gradsko, 40 
miles southeast of the important 
town of Uskub, the Serbians threat­
en the rear of the Bulgarians fac­
ing the British and Greeks around 
Lake Dolran. The Bulgarians there 
are reported to be retiring north- 
east toward Strumnista, In Bul­
garian Macedonia, evidently with 
the hope of escaping before the 
Serbians can cut off their retreat 
northward. Around Prilep the forces 
of the central powers also are In 
a serious position, and they may 
be cut off completely if the Allies 
can press northwestward along the 
Vardar to Veles and Uskub.

On the Western Front.
Fighting on the western front Is 

not on as large a scale as last week. 
In addition to the thrust against 
the German defences east of Ver­
mand, where the British have not 
yet reached the Hindenburg line, 
Field Marshal Haig Is Improving 
his line at points further north- 
ward and has repulsed a German 
attack west of Le Catelet. North­
east of Arras the British have 
broken up a German attack at 
Gavrelle, while in Flanders the 
British have regained part of their 
old positions at Voormezeele, south 
of Ypres. Activity on the French 
front south of St. Quentin to the 
Aisne is confined to artillery duels.

With their centre broken by the 
onslaught of the French, Serbian

U. S. TROOPS Charles Cline Injured at Port

Attack by Enemy On America

INGERSOLL, Sept. 24.—Charles 

Cline of West Toronto, a C. P. R. con­
ductor, was injured at Port Burwell 
early this morning when he was 
caught between his train and the open­
ing to the car ferry. He was badly 
jammed, ribs being broken .and severe 
bruises inflicted. He was placed in a 
caboose and rushed to Ingersoll, being 
taken immediately on his arrival to 
Alexandra Hospital. His Injuries, how­
ever, are said not to be as serious as 
was at first supposed.

London, Sept. 24.—The London news­
papers comment on the Balkan ad­
vance as an astonishing achievement 
and a more surprising one than Gen. 
Allenby’s operation in Palestine.

"The whole line Is In rapid movement 
on a front of a hundred miles," says 
the Daily Telegraph, "while the wedge 
separating the two Bulgar armies 
threatens their destruction."

"The Serbians have performed one of 
the most wonderful feats in military his­
tory. a deed comparable to the breaking 
of the Wotan line," says the Daily Mall. 
They have stormed positions which 
many of the allied experts regarded im- 
pregnable."

Rhenisch Westphalian Gazette 
Regards Allied War Cry 

as Sincere.

Geneva, Sept. 23.—Deploring the fail­
ure of the Austrian peace proposals, the 
Rhenisch Westphalian Gazette says:

“The motives for the note from Aus­
tria are multiple, but the refusal is 
unanimous. The allied war cry is not 
one of boasting or bluff, but comes from 
the heart. We must recognize this fact, 
and also that it is justified, as the enemy 
must know our serious position while 
all offers of peace come from us."

Archangel, Wednesday, Sept. 18.—In 
an attack against the American out­
posts south of Archangel yesterday 
the Bolsheviki sustained considerable 
losses. Eight dead were found in one 
heap in front of an advanced position, 
and three other bodies were found in 
a forest. Most of the Bolshevik dead 
were Letts.

The Bolshevik artillery bombarded 
the American positions with shrapnel, 
but did no harm. A wounded Bolshevik 
soldier declared that a shell from a 
Russo-Allled armored train had killed 
twenty men on a Bolshevik train.

The fighting on this area Is a com­
bination of trench and Indian warfare.

The trenches are along the railroad, 
but in the forests hemming the tracks 
trees are the only cover. The Russian 
railway employees are loyal to the 
Allies. They are operating trains under 
shrapnel fire, and even repair tracks 
in the open, unperturbed by bursting 
shells.

TO War-Time Economy Emphasized 
In This Season’s Autumn Fashions

From Police Magistrate.

Peginnings of Strong Campaign To Be Undertaken by Pro­
fessional Organizer, Shou Id Enlist the Support of 

Londoners to a Man.
HUSBAND PUT TO WORK
Was Being Supported by the 

Labor of His Wife, Charge 
of Neighbors.

The entire industrial world has been revolutionized by the present wartime conditions. 
Hundreds of factories which formerly supplied our needs have been commandeered by 
the Government. Thousands upon thousands of skilled workmen are in the employ of the 
Government. Transportation is precarious.' And because of these conditions it is nat­
ural for prices to advance rapidly. The entire scheme of living has become topsy-turvy. 
There is a scarcity of fine materials. So serious is this condition that we are urging you 
to purchase your fall and winter apparel as early as possible. Better safe than sorry, 
for a little later in the season, just the article you want may be gone beyond hope of 
replacement.

Efforts will be made at once to enlist in London a board of trade membership 
in keeping with the population and industrial importance of the city. London, it 
is pointed out, bears a distinct relation to the Dominion Government’s war activ­
ities. Definite appeals have been made by officials of the Government for 
efficiency in cities with a view to aiding in the solution of war problems.

But while the winning of the war is the first business of all the people, 
London has strictly community problems which can be handled only as such; 
by enlisting the co-operation of all the people.

Men active in the board of trade have felt for some time that the membership 
of the body should be larger than it is, and have been quietly discussing plana 
for an expansion campaign. These plans are now complete and the actual work 
will commence at once.

ADVANCE WORK TO INSURE SUCCESS.
Every care lias been taken to provide that the plan when put Into effect 

should be successful in all its details. Authorities on civic-commercial organiza­
tion work have visited the city and discussed with officers and members of the 
board of trade methods which have been found to work out satisfactorily in other 
large and important centres.

Gordon Philip, the secretary of the board, today said that the work would be 
actively directed by members of the field staff of the American City Bureau 
of New York, an organization of specialists with a uniformly successful record 
of nearly 125 similar undertakings in the last five years.

The expansion plans as adopted contemplate also a practical reorganization 
of the board of trade. In this there will be substantially no variance from the 
standard form of organization and operation which has been worked out success­
fully in many of the largest cities in Canada and the United States. A mass of 

I detail work is to be performed in connection with the campaign. To handle 
this several members of the American City Bureau will spend the next month or 
so ini London. The first to arrive is Walter A. Parcelle, who came direct from

Berlin Vorwaerts Says Participation Will 
Be Only Under Certain Conditions.

Copenhagen, Sept. 24.—German ma­
jority parties cannot, in their effort to 
introduce a parliamentary Government 
with a responsible ministry, count on 
the Socialists for active participation 
unless the policy hitherto followed by 
the Government is materially altered or 
abandoned. This is the gist of a long 
editorial in which the Vorwaerts of 
Berlin, the Socialist organ, serves notice 
that the time has not arrived for the So­
cialists to enter the ministry.

"If eventually the Socialists enter the 
Government—and such a time may 
come," the newspaper says, "they will 
do so in order to fulfill their great his­
toric mission of helping peace and alter­
ing the present Government’s in accord­
ance with their conviction regarding 
what the people need.”

and Italian armies, with the British and Greeks sweeping over the strongest defences in the Lake Dol. ran region, and with their railroad communications virtually destroyed! 
the Bulgarian, Austro-Hungarian and German armies on the Mace- 
donian front have begun a retreat which seems to threaten disaster.
Teutonic front of over 90 miles the 
Teutonic allies are streaming back 
in disorder which is said to be in describable. On the west they are 
trying to reach Prilep from the 
vicinity of Monastic, but Prilep Is 
outflanked by the advancing Ser- 
plans, who are now marching upon 
the city. The railroad from Uskub 
to Salonik ’ running along the Var- 
dar Valley, and forming the chief 
artery of communication for the 
Bulgarian forces around Lake Doi- 
ran, has been cut by the Serbians, 
who have crossed the Vardar. In 
the centre the enemy resistance ap­
pears to be completely broken, and 
the French and Serbians are moving 
northward at a rate which Indicates 
the absence of any organized resist- 
ance. The disaster which threatens 
the Teutonic armies on this front Is 
one which may change the whole 
complexion of affairs in the Balkans.
The enemy armies appear to have 
been split In twain and forced to 
retreat northward over mountain 
roads, which are, In the majority of 
cases, merely paths.

Retreat Spreading.
It Is probable that the retrograde 

movement will spread to the east, 
the whole front Doran and involve 
.There is every reason to believe 
that the Turks in Palestine are in a 
position similar to that in which the 
Teutonic forces in Macedonia find 
themselves. Advancing British, 
French and Arab forces appear to 
have enveloped a large portion of 
the sultan’s armies and to have 
broken the resistance of those which 
were not trapped along the Jordan 
by the rapid progress of the Allies 
along the coastal region.

St. Quentin, the centre of the • 
Hindenburg line between La Fere 
on the south and Cambrai on the 
north, appears to be doomed. French 
units have reached the Oise River, 
between Vendeull and Travecy. 
while the British seem to be in a 
position to launch a blow along the 
line to the north of the city, which 
will make a German retirement 
from the place Imperative. Already 
St. Quentin appears to have lost Its 
tactical value to the Germans. The 
Somme Canal, one of the integral 
parts of the city’s defences, is now 
under direct fire of the Allied guns, 
while the railroad lines must be 
under constant bombardment.

British Hold All Gains.
Northward along the line the Brit­

ish have made a new advance at 
Epehy, west of Cambrai, but the 
fighting here has not taken on the 
savage character of that further 
south. German counter-attacks have 
been repulsed by the British, who 
hold all the ground won in recent 
fighting.

While the fighting on the Aisne 
front has not been as spectacular as 
that further north, the French are 
maintaining their pressure against 
the German positions Just to the 
west of Chemin-des-Dames, the 
famous road running along the crest 
of the hills north of the Alsne, 
which has been the scene of terrific 
fighting many times during the past 
two years. The position held by the 
French through Allamant and Sancy 
would seem to threaten the whole 
German position north of the Alsne. 

In the Far East the Allies have 
been victorious over the Bolshevik 
forces and the Austro-Hungarian 
prisoners of war who are fighting 
under the Soviet standard. The city 
of Blagovestchensk, on the Amur 
River, 375 miles west of Khaborovsk, 
has been taken by the Allies. Since 
Chita was wrested from the Bolshe­
vik! the Allies have moved eastward 
125 miles and occupied the city of 
Nerchinsk.

On the American sectors of the 
front in Lorraine, patrol encounters 
and artillery duels nave been re­
ported. Bad weather has virtually 
put a stop to operations there for 
the past few days.

Around Prilep the Serbians are on the Gradsko-Prilep road, to 
the northeast, while to the southeast they have reached the steep 
massif of the Drenska mountain range.

The official statement reads: "On the 22nd (Sunday) our 
troops continued to cross the Vardar, where they are in contact 
with the enemy.

“Toward Prilep Serbian troops have reached the very steep 
massif of the Drenska mountain range and at several points are 
on the Gradsko-Prilep road.

“The enemy continues to burn villages and his own stores. 
Despite this, however, great quantities of war material have fallen 
into our hands. On the Vardar railway line (Uskub to Saloniki) 
we captured several trains.”

London, Sept. 23.—With today’s report the story of the destruction of the 

1 Turkish seventh and eighth armies in Palestine is almost complete. Allenby 
has shut off all avenues, of retreat and has already gathered in 25,000 of the 
40,000 Turks south of Nazareth and west of the Jordan. Allowing for the killed 
and wounded who are riot included in the 25,000, it is plain that the British 
general has made a clean sweep.

Guns numbering 260 and stores of ammunition, clothing, food and transport 
vehicles have been captured. It is possible that the haul of prisoners eventually 
may number more than 35,000.

Falkenhayn, whose headquarters is at Aleppo, has suffered a grave defeat. 
No enemy army before has been so humbled in this war. With the capture of 
Jisr-Ed-Damieh. the Turks' last exits closed.

BULGARS FACE DISASTER.
From the Balkan front the news is almost equally good. The first Bulgarian 

army now faces possible disaster. Its communication with the forces based on 
Doiran has been cut by the Serbo-French forces. Unless it can make a wide 
detour and cross the Vardar some twenty miles above Demirkapu, which the 
Allies hold, the Bulgarian first army is threatened with destruction. Though 
Germans were helping the Bulgars they were unable to stem the advance and 
Saturday the Uskub Railway was cut. Another line from Gradsko to Prilep has 
been cut. In six days the Serbs have advanced forty miles.

At one point it could have been un­
officially estimated that this company 
could receive $90 per ton if all its 
costs and claims were proven. If such 
a figure were set, the paper controller 
said IL would likely result in driving 
some western papers out of business.

Threat to Tie Up Papers.
Information relating to a threatened 

tie-up of Ottawa newspapers on ac­
count of the shortage of newsprint at 
the Booth mill, three weeks ago, was 
told by Mr. Pringle. H. A. Stewart, 
K.C., asked as to how depreciation was 
taken care of, how it was determined, 
and what it amounted to per ton of 
paper. It amounted to $3.50 per ton. In 
response to further questions from the 
crown it developed that the Fort Fran­
cis Company, on pre-war prices, made 
profits of between $15 and $16 per 
ton. The crown maintained that if an 
allowance of $2 per ton for stumpage 
was made, which on a ton of paper 
would amount to $3.25 per ton, their 
profit would only have been $12.75 per 
ton.

"Sixteen dollars profit on top of the 
average costs for the first seven 
months," said the controller, "would 
bring the price up to $77 per ton, and 
an allowance of return on capital 
would have to be made, that might add 
as much as $13 more per ton, or bring­
ing the cost to around $90 per ton." 

Applies to Western Papers.
This would be almost prohibitive, he 

added, lor city papers, which would 
have to go out of business, especially 
the smaller ones. This of course ap­
plies chiefly to the western papers, 
which have all along been getting their 
supplies from the Fort Francis Com-

Another Enemy Formation 
Has Retreated Away Up 

the Zoya River.

OTTAWA, Sept. 23.—Canada has 
adopted the Allied war loaf. Twenty 
per cent of substitutes must be used 
with wheat flour.

Announcing this policy, an official 
memorandum says:

"The Canada Food Board, after full 
consideration of the matter, has adopted 
the policy of the Allied food controllers' 
resolution as far as wheat products 
are concerned, and will use the Allied 
loaf. This means that 20 per cent of 
substitutes must be used with wheat 
flour. The Government heartily ap­
proves this policy.'

"While the crops in Europe and the 
United States have been, considering 
everything, excellent this year, and 
while there is sufficiency of food in 
sight to meet our requirements for the 
next twelve months, nevertheless there 
is the greatest need for conservation, 
particularly in flour and wheat, for the 
purpose of creating a reserve sufficient 
against widespread unfavorable har­
vests or other unfavorable food condi­
tions next year.

“The Government, therefore, hopes 
the people of Canada will heartily and 
loyally assist to this end by using in 
their households the amount of substi­
tutes required under the regulations."

ANGLICAN WAR SERVICE
COMMISSION APPOINTS

A CENTRAL COMMITTEE

OTTAWA, Sept. 23.—Grain dealers 
throughout Canada must have licenses 
to do business. In the past this has 
been demanded only of dealers doing 
business from Fort William west to 
the Pacific coast. The order-in-council 
brings the territory from Port Arthur 
to the Atlantic coast into line, and in 
future all gain dealers throughout the 
Dominion must be licensed by the 
board of grain commissioners.

LONDON, Sept. 23.-8 p.m.—By the 
Associated Press. — Blagoviestchensk, 
capital of the Siberian province of 
Amur, and Alexievsk have been occu­
pied by Japanese cavalry, according to 
information received by the Japanese 
embassy. Two thousand Austro-Ger­
mans were taken prisoner. They laid 
down their arms at Kokka.

The information, which was given 
out by the Japanese military attache, 
is lo the effect that Blagoviestchensk 
and Alexievsk were occupied by Japan- 
esc cavalry converging from Khabar­
ovsk and Tsitsar, September 16.

Mr. Booth finally agreed to supply 
paper up to the end of this month only 
at the $57 rate. Mr. Thomas said that 
Mr. Booth had afterwards told him that 
he would not have agreed to continue 
supplying it if it had not been to help 
Mr. Pringle out of his difficulty.

“I realize it would be the greatest 
negligence on my part were I to allow 
the manufacturers to close down. I 
think Mr. Booth treated me very fairly, 
indeed. He has grown tired of the pub­
lishers running his business for him," 
said Mr. Pringle.

There are more 
ways to sprain a 
leg than there are 
to skin a cat. So 
many and various 
are they, in fact, 
that the first dress­
ing stations and 
field hospitals at 
the front have not 
the time to regis­
ter all men with 
sprained joints.

Prof. Audlon, a 
French military 
surgeon, however, 
takes sprained a aa, mamanngos ankles and sprained _feet very seriously. 

He attributes many examples of flat 
feet, fallen arches, turned-in feet and 
other pedal deformities to sprains.

The accepted method of treatment has 
been to allow such victims to resume 
locomotion and use of the sprained foot, 
elbow or other joint as quickly as pos­
sible after the mishap.

The part is given first aid treatment 
with hot water baths, massage, twists 
and turns, and is then bandaged loosely 
without any actual support. Use and 
motion do the rest.

Commonly the sufferer begins to use 
the affected joint at once. In a week or 
so it is, to all intents and purposes, ex­
cept a slight soreness, as fit as a fiddle.

Avoid Fixing Faults.
Military surgeons, like civilian physi­

cians. have permitted the patients to 
walk as soon as they feel able to do so. 
The patient, however, is often so stren­
uous and so proud of his ability to 
hustle around on the injured member 
that he ignores the resulting exhaustion 
and fatigue which assails the sprained1 
part sooner than the rest of his an-1 
atomy. The upshot of this Is a set of ■ 
over-stretched ligaments and muscles 
which have failed to receive their mo­
bility completely during the brief rests 
obtained. Furthermore, the slight pain 
present which the patient wisely, sen­
sibly ignores, make him unconsciously 
assume a faulty, protective attitude, 
just as the unexercised workers at desks 
assume a round-shouldered attitude.

The agreement just reached in France 
is that victims of sprains should be 
kept in bed until the next day. Where 
the patient is able to move the foot of 
his own accord so that the sole can he 
bent four-fifths upward toward the leg, 
he may be allowed to walk two hours a' 
day, provided he makes no faulty, flat-| 
footed steps. I

[Reprints From Odd Lot Review. New York.]

Perhaps there will not be the danger of over-confidence in the coming 
Liberty Loan campaign which was feared in the previous canvasses.

DIVIDEND RAILS AND THE CHANGING INVESTMENT 
I SITUATION.

It is generally admitted that viewed from any standpoint railroad stocks 
have been selling at attractive prices for a long while. Nevertheless Investors 
have come to the conclusion that such shares would not make any substantial 
improvement until the return of peace Is in prospect, which meant that condi­
tions on the western front would have to change radically in favor of the 
Allied cause.

We have felt for some time that railroad stocks, as compared with Indus- 
trials, were in a fixed position, and that there was no special advantageous 
factor for them to discount from speculative standpoint, because there will be no 
change in the income of the railroad companies as long as the war lasts, and 
for twenty-two months thereafter, as provided in the act of Congress which I 
authorized Federal operation.

We have also felt, however, that the most bullish influence that could de­
velop in the railroad stocks would be termination of the war, but that as long 
as the offensive power was with the enemy, the market naturally would not 
undertake to discount the war’s termination.

With the sudden and decisive change, which has developed In the military 
situation on the western front, turning the power of offensive from the control 
of the enemy to the control of the Allies, it may well appear 
probable to many that railroad stocks will begin gradually the discounting of 
the return of peace.

Peace will be favorable for two reasons: First, the high returns necessarily 
demanded under present conditions on investment stocks almost certainly will 
be lessened; and, second, there might be some expectation that, with the ex­
piration of the present act of Congress providing the Federal Government con­
trol and limiting, as the act does, the dividends on railroad stocks as long as 
the act continues In effect, larger dividends on railroad stocks might be possible

As to the first factor, it is very evident that railroad stocks now command 
a much lower market value than in former years, notwithstanding that their In­
come during the period of Federal operation has been practically guaranteed by 
the Government. Railroad stocks are selling at prices to yield 7 and 8 per cent 
on present costs, and such income returns are necessary in this period of very 
high taxes and enormous demand for capital in the form of Government bor- 
rowings. With the ending of the war, both very high taxes and the enormous 
demand for capital may be expected to diminish, and we should, therefore 
reasonably expect to see railroad stocks advance to a price level where lower 
income returns will be established.

New York Central, for example, selling at around 72, and paying 5 per 
cent dividends, thus yielding about 7 per cent income on the Investment, might 
be expected to advance to a price level to yield 6 per cent income on the in­
vestment, which would make a market price of about 82

Taking another example. Union Pacific selling at 123, paying 10 per cent dividends, and yielding 8 per cent on the present cost, might be expected to 
advance to a price level where a 7 per cent income return would be established 
which would make a market price of approximately 140.

ister of provisions, will introduce a bill 
in Parliament, authorizing an advance 
by the Government up to 250,000,0001 
francs for the purpose of organizing co- 
operative restaurants and developing the 
existing communal and municipal eat- 
ing places. It will also provide for the 
creation of a central kitchen, where ra- 
tions will be prepared for all troops in 
Paris. These are measures which M. 
Boret hopes will eradicate the increased 
cost of living and the present wastage of 
food.

If the scheme proves to be practical, a 
similar central kitchen will be created 
for poor civilians. The saving in fuel 
and in the wholesale buying of food- 
stuffs is expected to permit the manage- 
ment to serve meals slightly above cost.

Three or 
four shots were fired by the steamer, 
the third of which, a six-inch explosive 
shell, fired at a three-mile range, was 
followed by the eruption from the sub­
mersible of a cloud of black smoke, 
mingled with splinters. Immediately 
after this shot the submarine, which 
previously had shown only her peri­
scope, bobbed to the surface awash 
and made slowly off. Captain Mc- 
Leod and his men are of the opinion 
that they scored a damaging hit.

Shall 
I have to report on October 1st, as 
my leave calls for me to report every 
three months?

2. To whom should I report?

TAILORS’ WAGE DEMANDS 
GRANTED BY BOSSES

That these roads will need to be 
paved is not a true statement, the 
county engineer says. All that is neces­
sary is to keep them in a good condition 
for traffic. To do this there will be 
some pavement necessary, but it will 
be a small percentage of the total mile­
age, he says. Some of the heavy roads 
will in all probability be the ily ones 
that will be paved for a number of 
years. Mr. Talbot points out that it is 
not at all compulsory to pave the entire 
system, and that it will not be asked 
for.

In the event of any permanent con­
struction being undertaken the city and 
county would each pay 30 per cent, 
while the Government would pay the 
balance, 40 per cent. Maintenance costs 
will be met by the city and county 
paying 40 per cent of the upkeep each 
and the remaining 20 per cent will be 
met by the Government. The average 
yearly costs for maintenance, Mr. Tal­
bot thinks, would not be more than $10,- 
000, of which sum the city would 
pay $4.000.

Another meeting of the commission 
was to have been held last Friday even­
ing, but on account of the absence of 
Controller E. S. Little from the city 
on business it was postponed until some 
time this week. •
