REGULATIONS RELATING To WRITING AND SrELLING.

L 1t is ordered that the following additions shall be made to the
Standards of Awards in respect to aﬁ grades.

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REGULATIONS REGARDING THE EXAMINATION.

The ensuing Annual Examination for Teachers’ Licenses will be
conducted agreeably to the following Regulations, and everything
in regulations heretofore in force inconsistent therewith is repealed :

1. The following classes of persons, satisfying the conditions
hereinafter to be named, will be admitted to examination free of
expense :

Class 1. Persons holding Provincial Licenses (not local permis-
sives.)
“ 9  Persons having obtained Professional Classification at
Normal School.

“ 8, Persons who produce certificates satisfactory to the
Superintendent of Education, of graduation at Train-
ing or Normal School outside of the Province.

II. Other persons will be admitted who, besides satisfying
conditions to Zollow, shall pay when admission is applied for fees
at the following rates: For Grade A, $5; Grade B, $3; Grade C
and D, each 82. These Candidates shall be known flor the purposes
of Examination as Class 4.

CONDITIONS REQUIRED OF ALL CANDIDATES.

Each candidate shall forward to the Inspector of the District
(not to a deputy Examiner other than Inspector) not later than June
tenth, an application for admission to the examination, in the form
furnished in the sequel. This application shall be accompanied
with certificates, bearing date within three months of time l&fp appli-
cation, signed by a Minister of Religion, or by two of Her Majesty's
Justices of the Peace, to the effect :

1. That the Candidate applying for First Class Licenze (Grade
B) is, it & male, of the full age of 18 years; if a female, of the full
age of 17 years.

2, That the Candidates applying for Second or Third Class
License (Grade O or D) is, if a male, of full age of 17 years; if a
female, of the full age of 16 years.

3. That the Oandidate is a person of good moral character.

Note. Candidates will be considered as fulfilling the conditions
of age above required who shall reach the limits specified according
to grade and sex by the day on which the next ensuing Annual
Ex.mination shall begin—this year, July 19th.—Tke regulations
regarding age are passed for the protection of public interests, and no
official of the Educational Service has any authority to entertain
applications for waiving them to meet the wish of individuals.

ADDITIONAL.

1. Each Inspector shali forward, not later than June twenty- fifth
to the Superintendent of Edueation, a list of the applications
received, on a form to be supplied from the Education Office,
tranamitting therewith all connected certificates, vouchers and
moneys, having duly classified and checked the same in the form
aforessid. .

2. Each candidate whose application is regular, shall receive
from the Superintendent of Education, through the Inspector, a
certificate of admission to the Examination at least one week
before Examination begins; and a list of such candidates shall be
furnished to each Examiner. Candidates may enter in their appli-
cation such Stations as best suits their convenience, but in respect
to those counties which have had two examination Stations, the
right is reserved of confining the Examination to the Central
Station in charge of the Inspector, if expediency shall so dictate ; in
which case due notice of the change will be given to all concerned.

3. Candidates in actual attendance at the Normal School
during term preceding Examination are not required to make
individual application. Instead, the Principal of the Normal
School shall make a general application in their behalf, clearly
stating all required particulars, collecting fees from those not

-| exempted as included in Classes 1 and 2, and stating that he is in

possession of required certificates of age and good moral character.

4. Both Candidates and Inspectors are given to understand that
the dates above specified are to be strictly observed.

defer the reopening until Monday, August 22nd, taking caro
in all cases to give due notice of this extensivn to the In-
spector of chools in connection with the stetional return
sent in at the close of the term. When such notice is not
given, in any case of doubt it will be assumed that only the four
weeks’ vacation was taken.

(2). In oll incoporated and county towns, on Monday,
Aug. 29th, Also, this extonsion of vacation may be taken by
the T'rustees of any other town, the schools of which embraco
at least three regularly graded departments, due notice there-
of being given to the Inspector with the sectional returns for
tho term.

(8). The Trustees of any school whose teach  shall have
attended the outive secsion of the Summer School of Science
may, at their discretion, give said school a summer vacation
of one week in addition to the srmmer vacation taken under
general regulations. Trustees intending to claim this privi.

The Departnent of Education will not be 1a a position to take a”
singlo step towards th dis‘ribution of grants, until complete sheets
from every County or Lsistrict have been recoived. 7o prevent
general inconventencs and loss from the negligence of fndividuals, the
Inspectors are instructed to report on such returns as shall have come
to hand on the Tth of May (or November). Dcluyed returns run
the risk of postponement untsl the next teraninal distribution. In
reply to enquiries, it may be stated that it is impossible to pre-
dict the exact date at which teachers may expect to receive theiv
grants under the new arrangement. A general assurance is given
that no unnecessary #-lay will take place. As a careful collation
of the returns frum the entire Province is now necessary, involving
calculations both minute and extended, payments need not be
expected at dates as early as these at which grants bave heretofore
been paid in some Counties sending in prompt returns, Still it is
hoped that with due promptitude on the part of all officials con-
cerned, the grants will be ready for distribution somewhere about
the average time of previous payments.

The day devoted to this purposo shall be kuown and
euntered °n the Register as ‘ Arbor Day,” and when duly observed
full credit wil: be given for it in the apportionment of public funds,
on the basis of the actual attendance of pupils as ascertaived by
roll-call at the beginning of the exercises, or other convenient time
during their progress.

-stake 13 such a way as fo provent c*aftug of the bark. Some mulch
or stable litter should be tL.rown acound the-stem to protect the
roots from drought. Stirring the ground is preferred by some cul-
tivators to mulchiog, In tmusplunting evergieens, tho roots should
not be expesed to aix or light—ospecially to the lieat of the sun—
mwore than can be helped.

Several varioties otp shrubs planted together in clumps produce a
very pleasing effect, while the care of judiciouely arranged flower
beds will be to the children au important meaus of education.

There will be found subjoined sore practical suggestions which
will bo serviceabls t¢ those who wish to make the occasion a really
groﬁmble one. . A day (this year Friday, May 8th) has been fixed

y the Maritime Provincial Grange as an ** Arbor Day” within tho
jurisdiction of thut body, for the purpose of impressing on the
public mind the importance of restoring and preserving our fore--
stal resources. Wheré tho geason suits, there miglit approptiately
be & ca-oporation of the Grangers and the echool authorities.

In selecting trees, it is well to avoid those that bear flowers or
edible fruits, as such in the flowering and fruiting season are apt tv
meet with injury from ignorant or mischiovous passers-by, and
to offer temptation to'the pupils. Butternnts and Horse Chestnuts
are not to be commended as shade trees. The Balsaw Rir is objec-
tionable from the liability of its balsam to stain the havds and
clothing. Deciduous or broad-leaved trees are easily grown, their
fibrous roots rendering transplanting a comparatively simple ope-
ration. If care is taken, the young saplings of the elm, maple and
ash, as found in the undergrowth of the forest, can be transplanied
without difficulty.

Ne school-grounds should be without a snitable number and
variety of the standard “eciduous trees. Mowever, during the
wintor senson they nre bare and unattractive, and afford little or no
shelter. On the other hand, evergreens, such as Spruces, Pines,
Hemlocks, and Cedars, retaixgtheir foliage and provide o shelter as
useful in winter as it is gratéful in summer. Trees should always
be planted according to a <:flnite plan. being arranged either In
curves or straight lines, according to ctrcumstances, and wi. an
obvious relation to the building and fences. They should nevar be

Inced so near the school-houze as to interfere with the free play of
igit and air,

TEXT BOOKS.

Comument.—[n performing the duty of selecting and prescribing
text-hooks for the%’ub‘lic Schools, the Council of Public Instruction
has availed itself as fully as postible of the knowledge and experi-
erce of those who are engaged in the practical worl of education.
The sole aim of recent modificatinne bae Leen to secure, at reason-
able cost, a series of toxts, azapted for use tn schools, Ohango iu
authorized books is in #tself & ¥ery undesirable thing; and itis
hoped and believed that matters may remain where they are now
for vears to come, without substantial alteration.

The general effect of recent changes has beeu to largely and per-
manonily reduce the cost of text-books, especiully to pupils pur-
suing an extended course. The Council is engaged in inquiries and
efforts with a view to still further dimivish expense by securing,
wherever practicable, a lowering in price and en improvement in
the mechanical guulit_v of the prescribed texts.

Inspectdrs and teachers are reminded:

1. That the Oourse of Study for Common Schvols sacourages
an ceonomical expenditure for text-books by providing a system of
oral instruction for juuior classes. Too many teachors try to satisty
tliemselves in respect to their more youthful pupils by placing in
their hands tmxt-ﬁooks not needed in any case, and worse tlian use-
less when unaccompanied by proper oral exposition. A text-book
should not be required for & chald uatil he is prepared to use it
intelligantly.

2. s.I‘hat the regulation which wmales it illegal and improper for
& teacher to introduce unauthorized texts, by no means hinders him
from giving his pupils the bonefit of other treatises to whet 3 ex-
planations he may attach importance. The progressive teacher
will always have such aids within reach, and will ¢o use them as to
impart vaviety and interest to his ins.ructions.

Law by the “Act relating to Public Instruction ” passed at the last
meeting of the Legislature, and published below, a mid-summer
edition of the Journal of Education will be issued, containing
Revised Regulations of the Council. This will be placed in the hands
of Trustees and Teachers in ample time to enable them to make all
necessary arrangements for the ensuing year.

AN ACT TO AMEND THE LAW RELATING TO PUBLIC
INSTRUCTION.

Passed 30th day of April, A. D., 1892

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council, and Assembly, as
follows :

1. Sub-section 15 of section 3 of chapter 29, Revised Statutes,
Fifth Series, “ Of Public Instruction,” is hereby repealed and the
following substituted therefor :

«(15.) To appoint qualified persons to constitute a Provincial
« Board of Examiners to examine and report upon the written
« gxercises at the annual examination of pupils who have pursued
“ g high school course of study at the County Academies, high
“gchools, or elsewhere, the results of such examinations to be used
« as evidence of acholarship in the case of application to the council
«for licenses to teach., The council shall also have power to pre-
«geribe the mode in which examinations shall be conducted, to
« designate the times and places at which candidates shall present
« themselves for examination, and to make such further arrange-
¢ ments as may be deemed necessary. The examiners 8o appointed
« ghall be paid such sums as the council may determine, and the
- « persons appointed to conduct the examination at each station

“ghall be paid a sum not exceeding three dollars per diem while

« actually engaged in the duty.” )

9. Section 6 of the said chapter 29 is amended by inserting the
word * annually ” after the word “ trustees” in the third line.

3, Sub-section 1 of section 31 of the said chapter 29 is hereby
repealed and the following substituted:

“(1) To contract with and employ a licensed teacher or
«teachers for the section, and where necessary licensed (or un-
* licensed) assistants_ for a period not less than one year, or if the
“ gaction be poor, not less than three months. Provided, however,
« that for special cause, with the consent of the inspector, trustees
« may employ & teacher for a term less than a year.”

4. Section 39 of the said chapter 29 is hereby repealed and the
following substituted therefor :

«The sum of one hundred and sixty-seven thousand five hundred
« dollars for each school year shall be paid semi-annually or as the
« Council of Public Instruction may prescribe, to legally quallfied
“ teachers employed in the common schools in accordance with
«law, to be divided to each teacher iu conjoint proportion to the
« gumber of days taught and to the following scale for the respec-
“ tive grades or classes of license held, namely, Class A ( Academic)
« —jin the case of a principal two hundred and twenty dollars, and
«in the case of & subordinate teacher one hundred and eighty
« dollars—when employed in & graded school doing high school
« work under conditions prescribed hy the Council of Public In-
« gtruction in a section not maintaining a Couaty Academy ; Class
“B (first), one hundred and twenty dollars; Class € (second),
« pinety dollars ; and Class D (third), sixty dollars.”

6. Section 44 of the said chapter 29 is hereby repealed and the
following substituted :

“ance for being in operation more than the prescribed number of
