F OR the greater security of life and property in Vessels
navigating the Canadian waters : Her Majesty, by and

with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and
Assembly of Canada, enacis as follows:

NAVIGATION-LIGHTS AND FOG SIGNALS.

Lights for Steam Vessels.

Fog Signalsfor Steam Vessels.

Signais in 2. All Stean Vessels, whethern propelled by paddles or
