CHAPTER MEETING.
The regular quarterly meeting of the Chapter was 

held on Friday, 13th November, when the usual Treas­
urer’s Reports and Financial Statements were presented.

A resolution was passed that the stipend of the 
Canon-in-chargc should be $1,000 a year. This has 
been made necessary by changes in the school staff cun- 
sequent upon an increase in the number of boys in the 
school, a master having been appointed who gives his 
whole time to the school, anil thus relieving Cation 
Macnab of the duties hitherto performed by him, ami of 
course making so much more time at his disposal for 
work in connection with the congregation.

On the invitation of the Clergy and Officers of the 
Cathedral, a large number of the members of the con­
gregation assembled at a social gathering in the Crypt, 
on Wednesday evening, 18th November. The guests 
were received by the Bishop and Mrs. Sweat man, and 
by Canon and Mrs. Macnab. Vocal and instrumental 
music, recitations, etc, helped to make up a pleasant 
entertainment. The ladies of the local Branches of the 
W.A. provided refreshments.

The congregation is reminded of the Christmas 
offertory, which will take tile form of a personal gilt to 
the Rev. Canon-in-chargc The Treasurer hopes that he 
may • • able to present to him, on behalf of the congre­
gation, a generous gilt.

A recent complaint in a Church-paper of the 
neglect of a clergyman to become acquainted with a 
person who had been for some time an attendant at his 
Church, and a communicant, w as very properly answered 
by pointing out that it was the neglected person who 
was really at fault, for it was her duty, when intending 
to be a partaker of the Communion—we will say a 
regular communicant, although the rubric is not so 
restricted—to “signify her name" to the Curate before­
hand. One great difficulty which the clergyman of a 
church in a city, where there is so much coming and 
going, has to contend w ith, is the difficulty of getting to 
know all tile people personally. To expect him to take 
a bird's-eye view of the congregation and observe the 
presence of strangers and new-comers, is to look for 
something w hich is manifestly quite out of the question. 
During the services he has something else to do, and 
quite enough to occupy his thoughts and attention to 
the fullest extent. In a church where the modern and 
most objectionable) custom of letting scats is practised, 
the clergyman may be considered to have performed his 
duty, after a fashion, when he has become acquainted 
witli the scat-holders, but where the scats arc free, 
although he may use his utmost endeavours to know all 
who attend the services, it is scarcely possible for him to 
reach every one. In St Alban’s the request has been 
made again and again to people attending the services, 
anti w ho have not been called upon, to give their names 
and addresses. If any omit to do so, they cannot com­
plain of neglect if the clergy tin not succeed in finding 
them. The case of those who fall sick is similiar. The 
clergyman is quite unable to sec all who arc present at 
every service, anil to note absentees, nor is it possible 
for him to know, by intuition, as sometimes seems to be 
expected, when a member of the congregation is sick, 
nor can keep himself daily informed of all the people 
and how they are doing, however anxious he may be to 
fully perform all the duties of his cure.
