He, like all other public 
men, bed a large share of censure, especially 
from anonymous writers. None of bis ac­
cusers, boweeer, ever accused him to his 
face. The late Robert Hall said, he would 
not, for ten thousands worlds, have incurred 
the guilt of the viraient abuse which was 
poured on John Wesley by one of hie cleri­
cal opponents ; and yet there were men who 
thought themselves authorised to take what 
liberties they liked with Christ’s ministers, 
notwithstanding the charge, •• Touch not 
mine anointed, an J do ray prophets no harm." 
Jabez Bunting bad shed tears when things 
which he knew not were laid to his charge 
but he had never been known to return evil 
for evil ; be had, however, said, that he 
should not feel himself justified in applying 
to any man the awful words addressed by 
Michael the Archangel to the loot spirit, 
“ The Lord rebuke thee,” but would rather 
say, •* The Lord forgive thee." ^ The man 
who so pertinaceously maligned Mr. Wesley 
had gone to his reward; and those who bad 
attempted to destroy the reputation and use­
fulness of Mr. Wesley’s son in the Gospel 
would soon hear the voice which had called 
him away ; then they would meet him, not 
under a mask, but face to face, before the 
Judge of all. With Dr. Bunting, he (Mr. 
Jackson) would pray, that they might find 
mercy of the Lord in that day. The Preach­
er then, alter noticing the late Doctor’s ar­
dent attachment to Methodism, hie loyalty 
and patriotism, and bis catholicity of spirit, 
continued—And now, like Daniel, bo had 
heard and obeyed the summons, “ Go thon 
thy way hie account for eternity was clo­
sed ; bis face would be seen, and bis voice 
heard, and his wise counsels listened to, no 
more. Hat he would be forthcoming “a* 
the end of his days,”—he would “ stand in 
hie lot." What that lot would be, as to its 
nature, there could be no doobi among 
the sanctified. As to its fu’neas, however, 
that wae a matter which Christ would de­
termine, and which wo die and rise again 
to know. “ It doth not yet appear * what 
even ordinary Christians, and much less did 
it appear what men of the highest grade ol 
intellect and usefulness would he, in the 
kingdom of Christ. After dwelling on 'he 
private virtues of ike departed,—particular­
ly bis filial affection, end adverting to the 
circumstances of b'S decease, he observed— 
Their first duty was that of praise and 
thanksgiving to God. He it wa t who rais­
ed up bis late servant, .and gave to him hit 
rich «ndowments, committed to him the dis­
pensation of the Gospel, and made him an 
instrument of extensive good. Nor were 
they less bound to render thanks to God 
for prolonging his life, and preserving him 
for so many years, and granting him at last 
a peaceful and happy end. "The Lord 
gave" hit servant as a blessing to the 
Church, and to the world ; and “ the Lord 
hath taken away " hie servant to his eternal 
rest ; •' bleated be the name of the Lord.” 
They idolised not the mat), but gave glory 
to God in him. He (the Preacher) would 
invite the attention of the women in bis con­
gregation to the conduct of Dr. Bunting’s 
mother. An unlettered country girl receiv­
ed the truth from the lips of a Missionary 
iu a cottage, and was made happy in God ; 
got married, and imposed upon her son a 
name which was a memorial of her conver­
sion. John Wesley visited Manchester ; 
she took her son to him, and he laid hi* 
hands upon him, and blessed him. The 
son grew up; and by his talents, was brought 
into connection with Dr. Perdrai ; bot was 
required by his mother every evening to 
leave the mansion where Christ as a Re­
deemer was not acknowledged, od to ac- 

- company her to a chapel where He was thns 
preached. Who coold say to what extent 
his talents and usefulness were an answer 
to the prayers of that godly woman, or what 
Methodists of the present day owed to her 
pions fidelity ? In that pions couple was an 
example of true nobility. It wa« an honor 
to Jabez Bunting that be was the son of that 
plain but sensible and godly woman ; and 
wherever the report of her sons talents and 
usefulness should reach, her doings would 
be told as a memorial of her fidelity to God. 
lie would also recommend the exemple ol 
the son of Mary Bunting to the careful study 
of bis junior bretbien in the ministry. How 
brief was human life ! He had died, an old 
man and full of days ; and yet it seemed but 
as yesterday when be (Mr. Jackson) saw 
him in all the comeliness and vivacity of 
youth. Whatever they did for Christ they 
must do it quickly. Let them liriuk of the 
man upon whose remains the grave had 
just closed.—of the assiduity with which he 
improved hie talents, and the '~uit ol h e 
patient and prayerful studies in bis ministry, 
—of the untiring seal and fidelity with 
which he served bis generation by the will 
of God,—of the manner in which be main­
tained the true dignity of his ministerial 
character,—and of bis seal and labour in the 
cause of Missions. “Oh Timothy, keep 
that which thou hast committed to thy
trust.’’............................Finally, let all be
warned of their approach ng end. To all, 
whether Ministers or private members of 
the Cl lurch, it would be soon said, “ Go 
thou thy way till the end be and the voice 
which wouiti send viem to their graves 
would recall them •' at the end ot their 
day».’’ What, then, would be their lot? 
That momentous question would be answer­
ed by reference to their present and future 
conduct. Let them secure by faith in Christ 
taivation from sic,—from its guilt, its curse, 
its defilement, and its dominion,—and be 
prepared for all the duties ol Christian life ; 
—let them apply themselves to the service 
of Christ, and by every means in their 
power eetk "to promote hie work and glory 
in the world, that He might give to them a 
lot among the blessed. What if they could 
never hope to emulate the usefulness of the 
man of whom they had heard,—let them 
remember that their Saviour accepted even 
the widow’s mite, and said with approbation 
of her who anointed his feet, " She bad done 
what she could." With Bishop Ken, in 
conclusion, let them say :—

“ titre roe l piece el I by Mint»' feet.
Or eome tell n an^el’i vacant seat;
1 11 try to ring ns load es t'iey.
Who nit above in bright nr ray”

Da. Hannah's text was Phillipians i 21 
•• For to me to live is Christ ; and to die, is 
gain.” At the conclusion of his discourse he 
said ;

When intelligence reached*him (Dr. H.) 
in the north, that the ever to be remem­
bered Dr. Bunting had departed to his rest, 
bis esteemed colleague Mr. Geden’a first 
words, on being told by him of the event, 
were, “ A great light has passed away from 
the earth ” He felt the truth ol that sen- 
tence. The present congregation felt its 
truth also. He felt it from the experience 
ol many years. A prince and a great man 
had fallen,—had passed away Irom the 
earth. Memory lored to dwell on the de­
parted as a man whom the Author of all 
might had endowed with a rare combination 
of gifts, with an understanding clear and 
strong, a judgment firm and eiact, a deter­
mination in all that was right, immoveable, 
and gifts of elcquéoce. He must have been 
an eminent man in any sphere of life. He 
was evidently formed by the extraordinary 
gilts of his mind, to take the lead wherever 
Ins lot might be cast. He chose ihe better 
path, a path which be does not regret stow, 
which, indeed, he never did regret.—he 
chose to consecrate his gifts at the Christian

tSSr^Tidevoto^Mrtaients to the service of 
hie great Master. Memory loved to think 
of him as a Christian,—one who in early 
life, by the example, the prayers, the admo­
nitions of his mo.her, resolved to be the 
Lord’s,—who never faltered in his choice 
or departed from it. Hie ('he Preacher’s) 
own mind was particularly struck by two 
things,—Dr. Bunting’s deep devotion, and 
his high moral and religious tone. With 
what reverence he approached the most 
high God ' Ever in those powerful ef­
fusions of devotion which they had so 
often heard, high, in the midst of all, 
was the reverential feeling maintained 
and raised. He never could trifle with 
divine things; and his high tone disdained 
and repelled whatever was evil. That, min­
gled with the kindest charity, would not 
allow him knowingly or wilfully to suffer 
sin in another. All might imitate him in 
bis devotional character, and in bis high and 
holy feeling. Memory traced him as a scrip­
tural evangelical Christian teacher. He 
Dr- H.) had heard many in the course of 
his days ; but he did not know that he bad 
heard any who surpassed Dr. Bunting, and 
cerlainly, scarcely any that equalled or ap­
proached him, in the powerful enforcement 
or clear exposition of Gospel truth. Some 
present would remember how he used to 
plead for God and with men, how, while he 
poured forth his treasures of evangelical 
truth, he sought to defend those of evangeli­
cal grace also,—how large assemblies in 
London, Manchester, and elsewhere, on oc­
casions which still live in grateful memory 
were bowed down beneath the power of his 
words as the trees of the forest were moved 
by the wind,—bow the most careless could 
scarce fail to come to a determination, now 
the manifestation of the troth flashed in con­
viction into the heart. He (Dr. Hannah) 
trusted be should not be charged with speak­
ing unduly with reference to himsell ; but 
be should like to discharge a debt of obliga­
tion, or, rather, to acknowledge the obliga­
tion which be bad experienced for many 
years, and, more particularly during the last 
twenty-four years,—he referred to the great 
advantages which he himself had derived 
from Dr. Booting's Christian teaching, not 
in the pulpit only, but in the Conferences, 
and eiscwh«re, and in private conversation 
W bat be (Dr. H.) had done in theological 
tuition,—and he did not v.-ish to give the 
id-ea that h bad done aught deserving,— he 
owed mush to the suggestion» ana dis 
courses of Dr Banting. He gratefully took 
that opportunity of saying that he had at 
different times discour,ed in the lecture- 
room by his (Dr. Hannah's) own lips ; that 
was. he (Dr. Hannah) bad availed himself 
of Dr. Bunting’s views which be strove to 
catch in different ways, to lead the students ! 
to larger views of the .ruth by which alone 
men could be saved. Many would owe ob-1 
ligations to Dr. Banting as a Christian teach-j 
er from the pulpit. H- (Dr H.) begged to 
acknowledge his,—bis, which he was sure, ■ 
he should never forget Dr. Bunting wa*j 
wise in bis instructions,—a man eminently j 
appointed to maintain and promote the pore 
and saving truth of Christ's holy Gospel.— | 
Memory would long dwell upon him as an 1 
eminent leader in the Church of God. He j 
(the Preacher) could scarcely think of any of 
their great institutions which did not owe 
their rise or a great measure of their sup­
port and success, to his judicious, earnest, 
and persevering efforts. He was not only 
an eminent leader in Lis own community, but 
was also acknowledged, with bis heart of 
truth and charity, by other Christian com­
munities,—acknowledged as one who be­
longed to the universal Church of Christ. 
He (the Preacher) had selected the text with 
a particular reference to his glorious course. 
He could not but see, during from forty to 
fifty years, the time during which he per­
sonally knew him, that to him to live was 
Christ, and he could not but rejoice in the 
testimony given that he had also found that 
to die was gain.

Dr. Hannah then gave out two verses 
of the Hymn, “ Shrinking from the cold 
band of death." which having been sung, he 
concluded by reading a deeply affecting bio­
graphical account of the late Dr. Bunting, 
chiefly with reference to his latter years' 
his declining health and bis last hours, from 
the pen of his son, the Rev. W. M. Bunt­
ing, which was listened to with breathless 
attention. That document stated that, on 
the day when bis Father attained the age ot 
seventy years, he began to regard himsell 
as on the borders of the eternal world.— 
The death of bis friend, the venerable Dr. 
Newton, and the increase of bis own in­
firmities, produced a sensible impression on 
the mind. Dr. Bunting, from that time 
cave more heed to bis own loog-lelt infirmi­
ties, and to prepare for his last hour.— 
That event, however, proved to be much 
less near than he had apprehended ; and it 
was comforting to reflect bow early and 
gently he was warned of bis approaching 
dissolution, and how wisely and humbly be 
prepared for his end. His manner became 
more serious and his conversation more 
guarded than ever before, and even, at 
time.-, sont ;«hat pensive. He loved life, 
lor he had seen good days, and had been 
one ol .he eVct o' God’s Providence. But 
he discover-d spiritual longings for the bet­
ter land. The prevailing sentiments of his 
mind were fervent gratitude and lc e, fre­
quently expressed in favourite hymns, as cn 
bis last birtit-day, when be thus poured out 
his heart in thanksgivings to God with bro 
km voice and streaming tears. He would 
sing for instance, in the good old Methodist 
tunes, such hymns as, “ God of tny life, 
through all my days,” “ There is a lend of 
pure delight," and " Come let us ascend, 
ray companion and friend." In December, 
1856, he bad au alarming seizure, oh w hich 
occasion Mr. W. Bunting visited him, and 
was received by his venerable Father with 
bis usual fond welcome. It was on a Sab­
bath evening, when, after the other members 
of the family had gone to divine worship, 
he retained him, and, then, alone together, 
they discoursed on the subject of bis health 
and futurity During those memorable two 
hours, be entered distinctly into the subject 
of his precarious state and approaching end, 
saying, “ Well, William, 1 wish to tell you 
that when 1 was seized the other day, by 
that which was so premonitory of the end, 
I felt no panic,—no panic ; hut 1 feel it to 
be a solemn thing to die.’’ They then con­
versed on his ground of comfort, and he 
spoke in just such terms as might have been 
expected from one who bad preached such 
a sermon as his on Justification by Faith. 
Two things were emphatic,—one, ever in 
his testimony and teaching, both in the pul­
pit and elsewhere, namely, the righteousness 
which is through the faith of Christ, recog­
nised by him as the only righteousness in 
which he could stand before God at the 
last ; and, his expectation of admission to 
heaven, though not without holiness, yet 
simply on the sinner’s plea,—the death of 
Christ. The other point, in answer to some 
reference of hie son’s to the usefulness and 
acceptance with which he had honoured God, 
was a depreciation of Lie own goodm ss and 
virtue, as to wha: he had dune. In his case, 
as in that of R chard Hooker, and other 
holy-minded men, his .strain was, “ Enter 
not into judgement with thy servant, oh 
Lord, lor in thy eight shall no man be justi­
fied.” Indeed, bis language, tboogl. quali­
fied by thankfulness, was that of despair of 
acceptance in the presence of God otherwise 
than according to his great mercy. On the

next morning, when Mr. W Bunting took 
leave of bis father, be caused bis ton to be 
recalled, end said to him, “ I Lave been 
uneasy lest in aught 1 mid to you on my 
comfortable state of mind, I should have 
spoken in any degree boastfully." H:s son 
replied, “ How could yea thus misjudge 
yourself?” He was in apprehension that 
that might be their last meeting, end said to 
him, " I give you to understand that my 
only hope is in the mercy of God through 
Christ” The remaining eighteen months 
of bis Ufa were peered in seclusion from all 
Christian* assemblies, to which he often 
referred with great emotion. He visited 
Buxton and M««chaster, with more or less 
relief; and returned borne in October, some­
what better in health and appearance.— 
Soon, however, a prostrating attack of influ­
enza came on ; and he was thenceforth con­
fined to his bedroom, though not to his bed. 
For seven months he remained the prisoner 
of the Lord. As far as possible, his confine­
ment and bis sufferings, sometimes severe, 
were alleviated by the assidoous skill of 
Mr. Bux'on, his medical adviser, and the 
unsurpassable tenderness and attention of 
his wife and daughter. In the silence of 
the sick chamber, resignation, fortitude, and 
patience, had their perfect and perrecling 
work. When questioned, he would say, 
that he had '• nothing but a naked faith," 
meaning that he clung to Gud's testimonies 
concerning Christ in the Word. He de­
rived mocb consolation flora the older class 
of hymns, especially Ripoon’s selection of 
Newton’s hymns, and those of Cbailes Wes­
ley. At one time, be exclaimed with strong 
feeling, “ Oh might 1 catch one smile from 
Thee, and drop into eternity.” When a 
friend suggested the words of Toplady, 
“ Simply to thy cross 1 dins,” he replied, 
" That is just my slate of mind." He said 
on another occasion, that “ be had no com­
fort but in an obstinate faith.” “ Yes,’’ re­
peated he, as if fearful that these ast words 
were not beard,—" yes, in an ofntinate 
faith." During bis Iasi week, he experi­
enced great confidence, but never varied 
from the humility which had been his dis­
tinguishing feature To hts son, he raid, 
‘•I am more composed ; but it is tbe tran­
quility of faith, and nota hag more, I am a 
•inner saved by grace ’’ Hr h,td raid, years 
before, among hts brethren, " I shill die a 
p tnitert at the loot of the Cross," anJ he 
Jit! so die. He a iso sc id his was a " pas­
sive faith," and it gave “ perfect repose ;" 
and described himself as " peaceful and per­
fectly satisfied.” " Ilia anchor was cast 
within the veil.” To Mr. Buxton be said. 
" 1 have fought the good fight," and, leaving 
off, he appeared to feel great satisfaction 
when Mr Buxton repeated tbe end of the 1 
passage. To Mr. and Mrs. Farmer,—of 
whom he bad taken a solemn leave some 
months ago, when Mrs. F. said, “ The Lord 
be with thee,’’— he said, “ That is the source 
of all my comfort." His last words weie, 
•' Victory, victory, through the blood of the 
Lamb I”—Dr. Hannah closed the reading 
of tbe paper, with the words—

" OS rosy I trittopb »,

And, dy fug, And my latest fee 
timeatb my feet at U»t ''

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Minutes of tbe Conference—
1868.

*■ The Minute, of several conversations between 
tbe Ministers of the Wesleyan Methodist Con 
nexion, or Cburcb, of Eastern British America, 
at their Fourth Conference, begun in Halifax, 
Nova Scotia, on June ?3rd, 1858," constitute a 
pamphlet ol fort/ six pages which has just been 
issued in the neatest style from the Conference 
Press. Copies of these Minutes will we presume 
reach the several Circuits of the Connexion 
about contemporaneously with the present nnm 
her ol our paper, and will be in tbe hands ot tbe 
Ministers lot dstribution to those members who 
may desire to possess them. Tbe demand should 
be large, for to no intelligent Wesleyan can the 
resolutions arrived at by our assembled ministry 
on the various subjec.e of their deliberations he 
matter of ind i(Terence.

Tbe late Conference was one of psecnliar In­
terest and important determinations.

For tbe first time since tbe organization of tbe 
Conference of Eastern British America has this 
body been permitted to report and rejoice over 
an absolute increase of tbe membership in its 
Societies. The necessary revision of lists in 
past years on many of tbe Circuit» induced as 
an inseparable coos* quince a large apparent 
diminution, because the ac'ual additions to tbe 
Cboreh were lew in number than tbe eraaurea 
of names. Tbe cause we have mentioned bas 
now ceased to op*rate in so large a degree, and 
ire are gratified, in the first year when bis ex­
traordinary chuck is withdrawn, by being able 
to quote from the pt.brd ed Minutes u cheering 
a statement as that the net increase amounts to 
term hundred and eighty one while two thousand 
and thirty continue on trial, Gcd has thus con 
spicuouily owned tbe preaching of bis Word by 
bis servants. On every district but one through­
out tbe Connexion his there been a pleating in­
crease, and tbe Wesleyan Ministers here se else­
where may well oppose to the unchristian coo 
tnmelies of some who arrogate an exclusive tight 
to the clerical office, a Divine refutation, and 
with the Apoatle of the (ientiles appeal to their 
multiplying converts . If we be not Apostles unto 
others, yet doubtless ice are unto you : for the 
seuls of our apostleship are ye in the Lord — 
Our hearts should indeed be lifted up in grati- 
tude to God that as a Church we have so richly 
realised the fulfilment of hie word ; that at tbe 
starting point of onr Connexions I history we 
mar exclaim : The Lord hath blessed us and that 
right early.

Resulting naturally Irom every marked in­
crease in tbe membership ol a Church must be 
an augmented supply of Candidates for the 
ministry. With souls inspired by the love of 
Christ and yearning for the salvation of sinners, 
young men of gifts and graces essential to the 
woik will be found relinquishing the earthly ad­
vantages of secular pursuits, and, under a proper 
sense of the tremendous responsibilities they 
assume, pledging themselves to tbe toilsome and 
trying duties of Christ’s Ambassadors. We 
speak of the oflhe of tbe Ministers in the light 
through which it must be regarded by all who 
are truly called to discharge its sacred function. 
To the unsanctified indeed it may appiear to 
offer inducements as a life of esse beyond wha' 
a secular vocation can furnish, but not to him 
who knows that his business is to watch for souls 
as one that must give account, who realizes the 
grand aim and object of his profession ; remem 
bers what unceasing care and steady diligence 
are Decenary that be may be pier feet in doctrine 
pure in life, sanct fi.d in purpose, firm in faith, 
long suffering, charitsbk, pstient, apt to teach, 
ready to endure «ffl,étions, watching in all things 
doing tbe work of an evsngelie' and making tail 
proof of his mini».ry The names ot nine young 
men appear in the Minnies this year who com­
mence their probation lor this holy employment,

numeraries, and both in their last moments iA- 
nested a good confession. Tbe ranks of tbe 
regnlet ministre have been increased Ly an ac- 
cession ol three,young ministers, whose superior 
natural abilities and finished edncitioe, sancti­
fied by tbe grace of God, warrsnt in the Chnrcb 
tbe hope of being greatly edtfisd throngb their 
instrumentality.

In the stations of ministers changes have—as 
is unavoidable under tbe itinerant system—been 
made Ties, cemented by tbe affectionate and 
profitable intercourse of several years, hive, in 
some cases bean severed ; and no wonder if there 
are instances where both ministers and people 
woo'd have been gratified had “ thin. » continued 
as they were." Yet one thought may well per­
vade tbe connexion,—that, whatever removals 
or appointments have been made by an assembly 
of godly mer, have been made with a single eye 
to the interests of God’s cause, and by those who 
have the best means of ascertaining bow these 
interests can most efficiently be subserved. Let 
us constantly, pray that the wisdom ol those ar­
rangements which hive been perfected may be 
conspicuous at the end of tbe Conference year, 
in the gtowth in grace and in the fuitlier know­
ledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ ol 
aP who name his name among os.

Turning to the report of tbe state of the con­
nexions! funds, we find that for the Missionary 
Society, upwards of three thousand, three hun­
dred and sixty pounds have been collected ; lor 
tl.e Contingent Fond, a little over two hundred 
end forty pounds ; for tbe Supernumerary Fund, 
more than two hundred and forty-five pounds, 
and fo.- th* E locations,1 Fond about one hun­
dred and twenty-eight pounds. A glance at 
the.*,' > ms will icn.ind o ir readers that much 
remains to be lone in order to place tbe Funds 
in a state of prop :t etfi.-ieney. It :s evident, 
however, from the details*, report, 'hat " many 
of cur Circuits have given lue most pleasing evi­
dence of tbeir appreciation of toe inspired 
maxim that * It is more blessed to give than to 
receive.' ”

Very justly bas tbe Conference reccided its 
high appreciation of tbe diligent and success!ul 
management of tbe business ol the Conference 
Ofli-e doting Ihe past year by tbe Rev Charles 
CecncuiLL, A. M , the Book Steward, aod ten­
dered to him its cordial thanks ; and affectionate 
ly it urges upon it* people tbe duly ol aiding in 
the spread ol our books, and supplying their 
lam dies with these mesas of religious instruction. 
Ibe sales at the Wesleyan Book Room have of 
late been very encouraging ; but are, we believe 
only the earnest of that healthy appetite tor a 
pure liiera'are which we desire fo see universal 
ly prevalent. We will not err, if in connection 
with this subject we solicit an enlarged circula­
tion for the Provincial Wesleyan. Its subscrip­
tion list has steadily inctrased ; but we cannot be 
satisfied until we see its present number ol sub­
scribers doubled.

Sabbath Schools constitute tbe nursery ot the 
Church, and it is therefore • very pleasing item 
of information conveyed by the " Minutes,” that 
in those connected with the Wesleyan Cboreh 
of Eialern British America ten thousand and 
lour hundred scholars are now receiving instruc­
tion.

Not that we have so lately spoken of our 
Educational Institutions at Sack ville, actual 
and in contemplation, but that they demand a 
separate and fuller notice, do we now simply 
refer to tbe high eologioms which with perfect 
propriety the Conference pronounced on their 
respective Principals and teachers and quote 
i s well merited commendation that *• there i* no 
establishment in which a sounder, or more com­
plete literary training can be obtained tor the 
youth of both sexes, than in the separate bran­
ches of Mount Allison Academy.” That tact 
however connected with it, which most loudly 
appeals in its favor is that so many ol tbe pu­
pils have been made the subjects of saving 
grace.

The resolutions adopted by tbe Conference 
in reply to Memorials from the " Protestant 
Alliance ” and from a Committee of Clergymen 
connected with tbe Temperance Cause in 
Nova Scotia have already appeared in our 
columns. We commend them with the other 
portions of the Minutes which we have noticed, 
and with much that we have keen compelled to 
pass over, to ibe careful and prayerful considera­
tion of tbe Wesleyan» of Eastern British Ame­
rica.

It would however, be an oversight not firs: to 
send a Western con/raic ation on 'he harmoni­
ous and encouraging I a,tern Conference you 
have just held, and big ily reprehensible not to 
recognise the abiding spirit of Divine power wi h 
which yon are favoured : and your addition of 
circuits, districts, ministers, and members. We

your community, and the justice done to tha 
memory of that incomparable Wesleyan in tie 
London Watch man will greatly please you ; while 
full commendation must be withheld Irom a di= 
paraging E nglish Correspondent in * leading 
Methodist Stale* paper, whose liberalism will 
gratify only altrairts.

Tbe Sabbsth Bill which I informed you bad 
been rejected, has been again before tbe Ltgis 
lative Council,—and for no good purpose, unless 
it he an advantage to test the boasted Christian­
ity of honorable member?, and see how vicious 
the principles of Papists are. It was not pro 
bable that men who can worship tha! blasphé­
mons monstrosity, the Popish “ Host," and dese. 
crate the Lord's day with silly processions and 
pantomimes, would, il they could help it, honour 
the Protestant Sabbath ; aod, then, some Protes­
tants turned Papists in voting !

Present appearances, if trustworthy, assure ns 
that the Common School Law is not to be tench 
ed this session of the Legislature ; still, without 
warning ii may be again, as it was not long ago, 
that when the Houses are thinned, a wedge may 
be placed 'o split op the school system.

ith their domestic circles, but if tbe Ministers 
of the gospel bad been viewed by tbe mutineers 
themselves as tbe principal objects of tbeir dis­
like and hatred, they would have taken their 
measures to ensure the destruction of many 
more, indeed it seems abundantly plain that 
those who did fall were not regarded with any 
distinctive antipathy beyond that indulged 
against every European, or Western complexion. 
The Mi-sionaries may be further vindicated by 
tbe effect of their teaching “ By tbeir fruits 
ye shall know :bcm ” is an infallible rule and 
one whose testimony cannot be gainsayed. It is 
a significant and striking tact that while all other 
class*» and castes and creeds of the native com­
munity have been implicated in Ibe act of re 
hellion it is not known that in one single in­
stance converts to Christianity have identified 
themselves with Ibe popular measure. In the 
case of Cbota Nagpore, indeed, the Christian 
members o! tbe community, apprehending an 
atta.k from the disaffected Coles, offered tbeir 
services to Government /5r the protection ot 
Hagaree Baugh, and opr being coldly repulsed 
they prepared themselves for the corning evil by 
removing tbeir famifics inio tbe neigbourhing 
jungles,"here toab.de until Tie valant ty should be 
overpast, resolved if they were prevented from

It was not long before the assailants approached 
and then the Magistrate communicated with the 
missionary, desiring that he would cul ect his peo­
ple for tbe emergency, but it was too late.
