Dedication of the Tremont-street
M. E. Church, Boston.

We are indebted to the kindness of the Rev.
J. P. Newman, who preached the dedicatory ser-
mon, for the following highly interesting account
of the dedication of this beautiful temple to the
Lord of Hosts. He writes :—

Having just returned from Boston, where I
spent New Year's Day, participating in the dedi-
catory services of a new and most elegant church,
I send to your columns the incidents and im-
pressions of the hour. I was generously enter-
tained by Mr. Pierce, one of the trustees, whose
kind attention, together with that of his excel-
lent lady, will long be cherished among the
“ pleasures of memory.” It was a memorable
day for New Fngland Methodism, and the inter-
est felt in the occasion was manifested by the
crowds that filled the beautiful church and the
large number of preachers who were present.
Bisbop Baker, always ealm and dignified, was
there to dedicate the building to- Almighty God.
Prominent among the preachers were Father
Taylor, still youthful-in his feelings and vigorous
in intellect ; the Rev. L. Crowel, the presiding
elder of the distriet; G. F. Cox, whose sainted
brother fell in Africs; H. W. Warren, brother
to the Warren now in Berlin; F. H. Newhall,
the popular pastor of the Bromfield-street church;
J. H. Twombly, of Charlestown ; W. 8. Studley,
of Brooklyn, and many others whose acquain-
tance T have not the pleasure of enjoying. The
pew church occupies a magnificent site, the lot
extending from Concord to Worcester streets,
covering an area of 20,000 square feet, being
202 feet in length and 90 deep, and affording an
unobstructed view. In harmony of proportion
and exquisite elegance of finish it equals St
Paul's of New York, and Wabash Aveaue, of
Chicago, and, considered as a whole internally
and externally, is perhaps the finest specimen of
church architecture in this country. The style
is early English, and the skilful architect has

bined the excell of the pure Gothic and
rejected its objectionable features. The mate-
sal of the edifice is Roxbury stone, adorned with
freestone trimmings. The roof is covered with
slates of two colours, producing a pleasing effect.
In the main front there are three entrances, and
another under the great tower facing Tremont
street. The church is surmounted with two
ful towers, the smaller one 100 feet high
with a base 15 feet square, and the larger one
150 feet in height, having a base twenty-two feet
square. The chapel is part of the main build-
;,g,asbyss,m-aﬁoumd tasty, and con-
nected with the main audience-room by two pas-

-ways.
The whole length of this fine church is 144 feet
by 70 wide, including the chepel ; ucluding_it, it
is 104 feet by 70. The interior is exceedingly
pleasant in appearance. It is rich without ex-
travagance, and elegant without display. 'ﬂxe
roof is supported by longitudinal trusses, and is
nidwbeoneoftbelongutroofl in thees:;-

; supported without columns. The broad ceil-
::,g iupnched with ribs of chestnut, from which
depend the gaslights known as sunburners, above
which are ventilators, furnishing abund of
ventilation. The church is lighted by six Go-
thic windows of tinted glass, admitting a soft and
mellow light. Above the main entrance is a
small gallery containing sixteen pews; and in
| the opposite end of the church, above the pulpit,
lis another for the organ and choir. The most
;lhnvy part of the interior is the gorgeous arch
| spanning this latter gallery, ornamentally paint-
| ed, and enriched with tablets. The pulpit and

| altar are large and of elegant design ; the pews
| are neatly finished and capable of accommoda-
| ting 900 persovs, and the floor is covered witha
| carpet of rare elegance, the muificent gitof a
| wealthy layman. The buildlng is heatéd by steam,
and the pipes ave so ingrioudy arranged in the

| swall-finish as not to be in sight ;and in the no-

place. Here we have almost every class of

ingenuity. As s matter of course every corner
of the ship is minutely examined down to the
Engines—those Titans that feed on fire and
water—not only by the male portion of the
crowd, but by the gentler sex as well. The im-
mense amplitude of skirt worn by the ladies in
these days, was sadly out of place in the lower
regions, and some of the fair dames who ran the
gauntlet of the Engine-room, had to pay the
penalty of their indiscretion by getting their
dresses very much be-smeared with paint, not-
withstanding that every precaution had béen
taken by the officers to avert such a dire calamity,
by placing men at different points to give warn-
ing that painting was going on. It was only on
emerging from these depths to the deck that the
extent of the damage done could be ascertained.
The ladies were not the only sufferers on the
occasion, however, and tbey  had the satisfaction
of seeing that some of the stermer sex did not
get off scaithless. One very fashionably dressed
young gent came up with the contents of an oil
lamp upon his white hat and coat. His looks
on making the discovery were certainly anything
but pleasing, and I dare say'he was mentally
cursing his folly for being so rash as to venture
down into the nasty place ; an engine-room you
know at the best of times, being no very desira-
ble locality for such “exquisites.”—On the
whole, howevez, the people went away seemingly
well pleased with their visit ahd with the kind-
ness and civility they met with from the officers
of this noble ship.

I shall now give a few details in reterence to
the size and construction of the Warrior. Her
extreme length is 420 feet—Length between
perpendiculars 384 feet—Breadth 58 feet and
Depth 41 feet. Her engines are 1250 (nominal)
borse power—Penn’s Trunks. They are placed
below the Gun-deck in water-tight compartments
—15 in all—so that there will be little fear of
their sustaining any damage when the vessel is
in action. All round the armour plated portion
are air-tigiat compartments ; in fact a ship with-
in a ship as it were; and even if a shot came
through the armour plate and backing of wood
it would still be in a compartment outside the
proper shell of the ship. These compartments
are 4 feet from inner to outer wall. The section
of the side, herewith enclosed, shews 4} inches
of iron, 18 inches of wood, the iron shell of the
ship and wood filling inside—all above the water
line. The wood filling is replaced lower down by
water-tight compartments before alluded to.
The decks are of iron covered with wood. Her
armament at present consists of forty 68 pound-
der Armstrong guns, with two 100 pounder
swivel guns placed fore and aft. It is when
standing aft on the quarter deck that a full view
of the vessel’s length is obtained—a clear sweep
from bow to stern of apparently immense extent.
Both the upper and main decks present all the
features common to ships of war, with this dif-
 ference, that the Warrior’s decks have an as-
pect of more roomyness and convenience thaa is
usual in others vessels which I have seen. There
are some complaints that the numerous hatch-
ways, &c., render the main deck less warm and
_ comfortable than might be ; but generally speak-
ing every one on board from Captain Cochrane
" downto the humblest sailor,seemed to be proud of
the ship ; and those who have had experience of
the old class of ship’s were loudest in their
praises of their new quarters. Her sailing qual-
ities have also been pretty well tested, having
experienced some heavy weather during the run
from Q to Plymouth, in company with
H. M. 8. Revenge. With steam and canvass
the Warrior made 18 knots,—the Revenge hi-
therto reputed the fastest sailer in the Channel
Fleet, being utterly distanced. It appears how-
ever, that the Warrior’s steering gear does not
answer, the vessel having missed stays on two
occasions ; and that her masts are not strong
enough to bear the p of her as, but
as she has left this for Portsmouth, doubtless
these and other defects will be rectified. She
made the run from here to Portsmouth in 94
hours, which gives an average speed of about 14}
" knots, making a very satisfactory finale to her
fist trial trip; and it has been said on good
authority, that there is not a vessel afloat which
could escape the Warrior,

It has changed the whole character of
the Reciprocity Treaty, depriving our Coasters
and Fishermen of the benefits for which some
of their most valued rights were made common
to the Americans. All this we have borne pati-
ently. And we are still content to bear it, rather

abetting the slave faction of the South. Why
then should we not have credit for what we have
done? Why, on the other hand, should we be
taunted with unfaithfulness to our professed sen-
timents of juuﬁctmdliberty? Why denounced
as the allies of the Confederates, or threatened
vithvmgumbeanndonrdcmndthn(ho
Wnofouofowm Steamers, against
whom no accusation was laid, should be permitted
to go on their way? The very principle which
‘nmnmtbeproueﬁonofdlvbo,innoomtof
crime, seek an asylum under -our flag, is that
which ensures the unsullied honour of that flag.
We feel bold to aver, that the demand for the
restoration of Messrs. Mason and Slidell, is itself
the best proof that our Government is not pre-
pared to listen to the proposals which these per-
sons have to make. We would therefore deem
it advisable, that our neighbours would restrain
the expression of their animosity towards us,
until there be some occasion for its display.
The whole aspect of this American difheulty
is such as to perplex the most sagacious minds.
Strong emotions have everywhere been excited
on account of it, and the world waits with deep
anxiety for some prospect of its final settlement.
But none as yet appears. Yet we know the
erisis is hastening, and we feel confident that the
issue will be on the side of freedom and Chris-
tianity. The Lord still reigns, and we are cer-
tain that the earth shall be filled with His glory.
While therefore our faith anticipates this result,
let us not fo that our sympathies and prayers
may hasten i accomplishment. As Britons, we
giadly acquiesce in the resolution of neutrality
between the two parties ; as Christians our duty
is to remember them that are in bonds, to com-
passionate the suffering, and to present fervent
supplications before God, that the peace and the
orivileges which we enjoy may soon be shared
by every family both in the North and in the
South. Many of our fellow disciples are inno-
cently suffering great privations and distresses
at this time. Their b is all but suspended
their small resources are heavily taxed, their
prospects of relief and improvement are indefi-
nitely postponed, and, what they feel more than
all, their inability to contribute as they have been
wont to the cause of God is sadly impaired. To
be indifferent to the afflictions of such, or to
ignore the claims which they have upon our pity
and our prayers, would be a sin against the head
of the Church himself. On the other hand, it
will be a comfort for us to know,that if the friend-
ly acts of our nation are and
disapproved by men, the outflow of our Chris-
tian love will not be unnoticed or unrewarded
by Him who has said, “ Inasmuch as ye have
done it unto one of the least of these my bre-
thren, ye have done it unto me.”

A leader likewise appears in the Advertiser,
pointing out the various intecesting circum-
stances bearing on the religious character of the
Prince. The Advertiser proceeds :—

“ We can further state from the best authori-
ty, that for some time past the late Prince Con-
sort had expressed, with & special emphasis, his
approval of Evang#lical preaching in its most
experimental and searching forms.

* At what particalar time, or under what par-
ticular circumstances, the religious views of the
Prince had taken this more decided shape, we
are not in'a position to say. But it is not im-
probable that the very decided religious change
which the mfid of the Princess Royal underwent
very shortly before her marriage, may have
largely contributed to it. This change of mind
on the part of the Princess Royal was the result of
reading a small work by the Rev. Adolphe Mo-
nod, of Paris, which had been putinto her hands
by a lady whom it would not be right to name.
And the change so produced was so decided as_
to be observable to all around her. What her
religious views were, after the happy transform-
ation had taken place, may be inferred from the
fact that during the last time she was at Balmo-
ral, just before her marriage, she devoted several
hours every day to visiting the sick and the dy-
ing among the poor of the neighborhood, and in
distributing the tracts of the ReligiousTract Soci-
ety—tracts, we need not say, which are of the
most practicsl and Evangelical that ever pro-
ceeded from uninspired pens.

“But whatever may have been the agencies
by which the Prince Consort was led to adopt
those Evangelical prineiples which seem to have
been to him the source of so mueh delight in his
later years, and which were so dear to him
when he was hourly anticipating the closing
scene,—it ‘must, now that he has been summon-
ed to another sphere, be the source of overflow-
ing and unfailing consolation to his widowed
Queen, that his mind had been deeply occupied
with thoughts s0 solemn and so suitable in the
contemplation of the new and untried state of

present, to behold for the first time in their lives
the dedication of a Temple to Jehovah; and, us
the building will be mainly used by a Chinese
congregation, the proceedings were no doubt
highly interesting to the few who were present.

The service was opened by singing an appro-
priate Hymn and reading a portion of Scripture ;
the Rev. 8. J. Smith engaging in prayer. Then
the Rev. G. Piercy read a statement relative to
the erection of the building in which we were as-
sembled, and other matters pertaining to the
Wesleyan Mission at Canton. We are glad to
be able to give the substance of his statements.
The Rev. Gentleman said :—* It may not be un-
interesting to this assembly to hear a short ac-
count of the means by which, thus early in the
history of our Mission, we have been enabled to
obtain this Chapel and otber preaching places in
the city, together with four good dwelling houses
at Canton.

In Feburary of the year 1859, a gentleman
of the uame of Pooll died in Somersetshire, and
it is by a munificent bequest by him that this
has been accomplished. A very brief account
of T. Pooll, Esq., will not be out of place here.
He was the younger son of John Pooll, Esq., and
was born in the parish of Road, in the county
of Somerset, April 15th, 1788. Nothing re-
markable occurred during his youth, except that
he happily escaped the follies and dangers to
which young men in his circumstances were ex-
posed. In after life, he was remarkable for “ dil-
igence in business,” and divine pfovidence
crowped his well directed efforts with great suc-
cess. Nor was he unmindful of better things
than the acquisition of wealth ; he was “ fervent
in spirit serving the Lord.” For many years,
when at home, a part of each day was spent in
his closet ; family worship was a rule in his dwel-
ling, and the Christian Sabbath was strictly ob-
served. 'The Ministers of Christ were hospitably
entertained, and unostentatious support was
freely given to the church of which he was a
member, whilst a vigorous personal piety was
evidenced by a regular attendance at the house
of God, both on the Sabbath and on the week-
day evening.

Those
who had faithfully served him were remembered
in his bequests. Such are some of the facts 1
learnt respecting Mr. Pooll’s life and death.

In regard to the bequest to the China Mission,

viz., £5,000, we may be permitted br'ieﬂ_v to show
how it has been appropriated by the Committee,
and applied by us at Canton. It must be borne
in wind, however, that legacy duty cuts down
all bequests, even for religious purposes, 10 per
cent., so that the sum really available for use in
China was £4,500. This has enabled us to ob-
tain four good and commodious dwelling-houses,
two here, and two just behind the New Factory
ground in the Western suburbs; also three
houses in the City and Western suburbs, which
premises will afford us excellent preaching rooms,
and accommodation for schools, and the resid
of native assistants. These will be the property
of the Mission, and ensure, we trust, firm and
permanent hold of suitable premises for Mission
purposes, which hold we could not have had by
the mere rental of buildings in the city and
suburbs.
Lastly, this little chapel, which we this day
dedicated by prayer and praise to the worship of
the true and living God. [ need not specify,
respectively, what each of these buildings has
cost ; the whole will be covered by the sum left
by Mr. Pooll, and no debt remain attached to
any of them. This bequest has thus enabled our
Committee to provide permanent buildings for
the use of the Mission, placing it thus early in
its course, on a basis greatly to our own comfort
and encouragement, having such important faci-
lities for preaching the Gospel, connected with
healthy and substantial dwellings. We would
devoutly acknowledge the hand of divine Provi-
dence in all this, and pray that we may witness
the outpouring of the Spirit of all grace to ren-
der our labours effective by the conversion of
many souls to Christ.

There was a donation made towards the build-
ing of this chapel, which I think 1 ought to men-
tion. In the Spring of 1853, on the arrival of
Mr. Cox in Canton, he handed a note to me,
with £10 sterling, from Messrs. Cole, Brothers,
Sheffield. The note ran thus :—“ A donation
of £10, towards the erection of the first Wes-
leyan Methodist Chapel in China, from three,
brothers, whose father’s first donation of £5 was
made towsrds the erection of the Wesleyan Cha-
pel, Pickering.” This donation of three of my
townsmen, in grateful remembrance of the place
where they worshipped in their youth, which
place I have cause specially to remember, has
laid by for nearly nine years, but now does its
part in providing for the cost of this edifice.

In conclusion, I would mention the names of
a few of those who have been liberal supporters
of this Mission. This first is the late Thomas
Farmer, Esq., of Gunnersbury House, near Lon-
don ; who is now reaping the reward of a long
life spent in vigorously supporting the cause of
God at home and abroad. Henry Reed, Esq.,
John Robinson Kay, Esq., James Heald, Esq.,
and Miss Heald. All these and many others
have made frequent and liberal donations to-
wards the support of our young Mission.”

This was followed by addresses from the Rev.
F. 8. Turner, the Rev. C. F. Preston, and our
esteemed Consular Chaplain, the Rev, J. H.
Grey, M.A., who, by a very animated address,
encouraged his Missionary brethren. The ser-
vice closed by the Rev.. Mr. Grey pronouncing
the Benediction, and all retired from one of the
most interesting gatherings that has taken place
at Canton.

The Troops in the Varley School.

‘The tables were well supplied, by waiters in
abundance, with viands that all men value, and
hot coffee ; and such justice was done to the
provision made for the hearty welcome of British
troopl,nfev,be.i& Britons and their descen-
dants, know how to appreciate or to render.

The Eruption of Vesuyiyg,

\ letter .of lmkr 3lst from Naples gives
an interesting narrative of the state of Vesuvigs
on the 15th, when the mountain presented o
splendid spectacle : —

At every shot that was fired by the mountain
there rose a cloud of ashes in the form of a pine
tree, which filed off to the south as another shot
was fired and another cloud arose. As the
heavy laden clouds escaped beyond the power
which had expelled them, and as the squeous
vapor was condensed, we could see at intervals
showers, nay, storms of ashes falling like ava.
lanches on land and sea, and still the black gor-
geous masses rolled on towards Capri, obscuring
the coust which lies opposite to Naples. Thun-
der and lightring, or the roaring of Vesuvius
and electric lights, were frequent incidents in
this awful scene; the latter, shot up from the
mouth of the crater to the summit of the new
cone, played about its involutions, and revelled,
as it were, in the license of freedom—the day-
light could not obscure its brilliancy. Towards
sunset we marked that effect of color which is

the mass of dark cloud which hung over Ves.
vius and the entire bay was lit up with the mest
delicate yoseate tints. Then came on gray eve
and darker night, rendered still more so by the
electric flashes which continued to dance about
Vesuvius. On the next morning I went down
to Torre again. Alas! it is a city on crutches;
many cripples have fallen and are falling. Pro-
fessor Palmieri, the great Vesuvius authority,
confirms the report of the elevation of the soil,
and “ hopes that the proprietors will not rebuild
until the depression which may be expected has
taken place.” Yet, with a fatuity which appears
like madness, the people are with difficulty held
back from returning to their perilous dwellings,
It is the fact that General Della Marmora had
been compelled to station soldiers there to pre-
vent ‘such folly. From all 1 can gather the
mountain was split from top to bottom, the fis-
sure reaching far into the sea. In a few words
I will show this. There are eleven craters
above Torre del Greco, all emitting sulphurous
vapours, and the ll.rgcu is from seventy to eighty
feet deep and one hundred feet wide. From
this point, on the 8th ult., after heavy rumblings
and heaving of the surface, the grouud was split
open, and a fiery fissure was made almost to the
outskirts of the city, through which the same un-
seen power passed, opening the streets and lay-
ing bare some parts of the former buried town,
and then running into the sea. All this is evi-
dent to the eye. You see the fissures 1n all di-
rections, and walk daintily at times lest you fall
in, or lest some rickety building may come down.

Yesterday, the Exmouth, which went out to try
its Armstrongs, returned to Torre del Greco, and
made the circuit of a whirlpool, now formed,
which must be about 360 feet in diameter. It
was boiling violently, and emitted a strong sul-
phurous odour. A boat thirty feet in length was
let down and sent into the centre of the whirl-
pool, when it was turned rapidly round by the
volcanic force b h. The ding gave
twenty-three fathoms, and the plummet brought
up sand and sulphur. From a part of the cir-
cumference, = tail, 8o to call it, about sixty feet
in width, runs away in the direction of Sorrento,
and is of a beautiful light green colour. All the
water was tepid, had a strong sulphurous smell,
and many fish have been destroyed. The pre-
cise elevation of the soil on which Torre stands i
112 metre, and I may observe that the gwes
which are emitted on land are stronger than those
at sea, 50 much so that one man was killed on
Wednesday, and several of my friends nearly
fainted from passing near them. It is unneces-
sary to say that the principal element developed
is carbonic acid gas.

Poixts oF A Goob Ox.—At the recent State
Agricultural gathering in Boston, Mase., the fol~
lowing rules for testing the merits of an ox were
elicited : — You should stand before him and
be sure he has a fine hazel eye, large nostrils,
broad at and sbove the eyes, rather slim horns,
toes straight out before him, straight in the
knees, bosom full, back straight, and wide at his
hips. If you find these points, said the speaker,
you need not ask of what breed he is, but if you
want one, buy him. He said that he had found
that a black-eyed ox was not to be depended on,
as he will kick and be ugly, while a short-headed
ox will start quick from the whip, but he will
soon forget it.”

DESTROYING THE APPLE TREE WORMS.—
As soon as the nests are large enough to be
readily seen, which is while the worms are quite
small, make a soap suds of the consistence of
thin cream, take a light pole in length-adapted to
the height of your trees, tie firmly on the smali
end a swab, letting it project four or five inches
over the end. With this, apply the suds to the
nests, twisting them around the swab, and thor-
oughly wetting the worms-and the limbs where
the nest is. Rest assured they will soon be
“ deadly sick” of *“soaping.” Of various me-
thods, I find this the easient and most effective.

PROLONGING THE BEAUTY OF CuT FLOWERS.
—A recent author, E. A. Maling, states that for
keeping flowers in water, finely-powdered char-
coal, in which the stalks can be stuck at the bot-
tom of the vase, preserves them surprisingly, and
renders the water free from any obnoxious quali-
ties. When cut flowers have faded, either by
being worn a whole evenirg in onie’s dress, or as
a bouquet, by cutting balf an inch from the end
of the stem in the morning, and patting the
freshly trimmed end instantly into quite beiling
water, the petals may be seen to become smooth
and to resume their beauty, often in a few min-
utes. Colored flowers, carnations, azaleas, roses,
and geraniums, may be treated in this way.
White flowers turn yellow. The thickest text-
ured flowers amend the most, although asaleas
revive wonderfully. The writer has seen flowers

having been worn for hours, which at breakfast
next morning were perfectly renovated by means
of a cupful of hot water,
