May I be permittod at this juncture,
just as the Educational Campaign is being
organized throughout the Maritime Con-
ferences, tolay a few considerations before
the ministers, members, and congregations
of our church ? :

With the objects of the Educational
Socicty all our people are personally
familiar.sThey are objects worthv of a
gord church, which proposes with God’s
help, to retain, augment and perpetuate
its inflnence in the country; and though
they have been repeatedly stated in the
Wesleyan, they may well appear again 1
quote the second article of the consti-
tution :

“The objects of the Society shall be to
assist in maintaining our Universities,
Theological Schools, and Higher Mission
Schools, to defray the expemse onm the
examination of candidates for the ministry
of our church ; and to aid such candidates
in obtaining an edpcation.”

The special methods, by which means are
to be sought for the financial support of
the Society in accomplishing these objects
are set forth in the sixth article of the
Constitution, waich is as follows :

“Segmons’ shall be preached om behalf
of tit society and collections taken up in
aid of the funds in all our churches and
preaching places, at some time in February
or April in each year.

Meetings shall be held on each circuit
or station at which the claims of Educa
tsonal work shall be placed before our
people and contributions taken for the
funds of the Society.”

The Society has completed one year of
i¢s operations; though the hopes of its
morc sanguine promoters have been far
from realized, it has nevertheless, in its
first “year, accomplished good results. I
confine myself to the development of one
point in connection with 1ts financial
eperation. The total receipts of the So-
ciety for the year were $7981.93.  Of this
sumour Maritime Conferences contributed
$1299.14, as follows :

N.B,and P.E. I........... 466.13.
Newfoundland............ oo 252.87.

Thus it appears that our Eastern Edu-
cational and Theological interests were
aided to the extent of $1,850, being
$350.86 in excess of the entire sum con-
tributed by the corresponding conferen-
¢es. This fact is quite in accordance with
the zrand connectional principle in which
the Society is based, but it is suggestive
of thought, and will assurredly when pon-
edred “ provoke to zeal and good works.”

In the carefully prepared report of the
Society it is estimated that for the coming
year an income of 815,000 will be needed.

$hink this sum large beyond all reasonable
expectation consider that the church
which is asked to raise it, numbers over
100,000 ‘members, and has nearly balf s
million of adherents. :

A study of last year's figures is, in ome
aspect not discouraging. The society looks
for 'its financial resources not only to the
Sabbath Collection. and.that at the annual
ineeting in edch circuit, but to the sub-
seriptions of those friends who, by the
payment of five dollars annually, consti
tute themselves its members. In the
Eastern Conferences, if we except not
more than a dozen cireuits (I write with.
out any knowledge of details regarding
the Newfoundland Conference) this class
of annual subsoribers or members has yet to
be oreated. Suppose that during the in-
creasing campaign an aserage of one sub-
soriber for each circuit, outside of the
above small limit, be obtained, and the
problem of increased revenue, 8o far as the
Eastern Conferences are coneerned, is
hal’ solved. Suppose, in addition, that
one hundred morve Educational Meelings
be held withip our bounds than were held
last year, and a complete solution is
reached. All this, on the supposition
that there be no increase of contributions
from former givers. I make bold to ex-
press an extreme solicitude that mot a
single circnit sball be without ite Educa-
tional Meeting. It is a great mistake to
suppose that Education is a subject
adapted only to audiences in cities or our
more popular villages. So far as my ex-
perience testifies, it is to the greater
avidity of bearing in other quarters. I
know that our beloved ministers are “in
labors mcie abundant.”

But if amid their multiplied engage-
ments they can arrange, even in compars-
tively isolated appontments, to talk, and
get their brethren to talk, to their people
on this great subject, which rums right
down to the very voois of our churcho’s
life and vigor, they will, Iam sure, find no
gervice of the year more profitable to
themselves and to their flocks. The pec-
ple are waiting to hear, and when they
hear, to give *“as God has prospered
them.”

1 venture to add that if in accessible
Circuits it is thought desirable to hear
direct from those whose position naturally
gives them the fullest information regard-
ing our Institutions and Educaticnal
necessities, my brethren around me, to
the full extent of their ability, will res-
ponds to such calls.

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CHARACTEE OF CONVERTS.

I having been stated in one of the
French Ultramontane papers of the city
that Mr. Chiniquy’sconverts were main-

disreputakle . people of both sexes,
ond\gf our reporters took the trouble
to sulmitjhe published list of names

to several of the detectives and police
officers. Among these names they re-
cognised several asbeing the same with
those they were acguainted with as low
characters. The officers gave the ad-
dresses of a number of these individuals
and upon the reporter visiting them he
found that they were not the same per-
sons as those who had signed the list,
though bearing same name, and
some of them werequite indignant that
they should be suspected of turning
beretics. In one oase, however, the de-
tectives know of two disreputable wo-
men in Visitation street who ssid they
had turned Protestants, and were get-
ting wood from Mr. Chiniquy’s com-
mittee.
THE SSENE AT RUSSELL HALL.

Since Monday smorning Mr. Chini*
quy remains during the day at his
Church on St. Catherine street, as his
private residence ‘was too small to ac:
commodate the increasing crowds of
5,0 le who come to see him. On Thurs.

¥, 8t ten 0’clock, some sixty or seventy
men and women were found waiting in
the chureh for Mr, Chiniquy, who had
not yet arrived. They seemed to be-
long, almost without exception, to the
very poorest class, and were thinly
dressed, and some of them unkempi
and untidy. Some of the women had
baskets ‘in their -bands, and the .ma-
jority who were spoken with, admitted
that they were there to get assistance.
About one quarter of them were French,
and between these and the Canadians
there was an avowed want of sympathy
and harmony. - The . Capadi com-
plained that the. Fyench were- better
eared - for by the. Committee than
themselves, but the French being
questioned said they thought that no
partiality was shown in the distribution
of the aid. A Canadian, woman, who
stated that she had been a Protestant
three years, and had a sick husband and
six children, said the Committe only
gave her two eggs, while they gave her
French neighbor a fine beef steak. A
Yankee Canadian, who spoke gocd
English, and who had a decidedly rowdy
air about him, - declaimed strongly
against the partiality of the Committee,
and expressed a disposition to pitch
some of the Frenchmen out of the
Church. Subsequent enquiries showed
that the Committee, which is composed
of French and Canadians, make no dis-
tinction in their distribution of aid, and
they perform their peculiarly difficult
duties in as satisfactory & manner as
possible, -

ARRIVAL OF MR. CHINIQUY.

When Mr. Chiniquy arrived, at near-
ly eleven o’clock, there were mnot far
from a hundred persons present. There
was no fire in the church, and some of
the people were almost shivering with
the cold. Mr. Chiniquy went forward
to the platform, and the people all seat-
ed themselves. lle took from his pocket
a hook in which the names of the con-
verts are entered, and opening it before
them, addressed them substantially as
follows : —

1 have here the names of some thirty
i men and womesn which I am obliged to
| strike off the list, for I have learned

since yesterday that they are drunkards,
" thisves and bad characters. 1am very
sorry to have to do this, but there is no
other way. 1 am ready to receive both
good and bad, but you must under-
stand, my friends, that when you come
here and give your names as converts
| to the religion of Jesus Christ, you must
be ready to serve God and become bet-
ter men and women. Yesterday seve-
rdl persons came here and gave their
names, but I have learned since, tha:
they are bad people, who came only to
get bread and money, and therefore I
must take their names off. I am very
glad to bave you come here, and give
vour names as converts to the Gospel,
but vou must be honest and sincere,
and serve God with your whole hearts.

“Because,” said he, ‘ you have not given
me enough.’ (Laughter.) Some peo-

Now, my friends, you
must rem :mber that in everything you
do God sees you ; and you maust give
an account one day of everything you
kave done. I have come here to see
vou, my beloved countrymen, because I
am grieved to the heart to see my coun-
try at the foot of an idol. All of you
who are Roman Catholics are idolators,
because you adore a god made with
bands,~a-thing that God bas expressly
forbidden you to do. You must cease
to adoré those false Gods and those
lmages, and m urselves to Jesus
Christ who s he last drop of his
blood for yen upon the cross.
Mr. Chiniquy continued for some
‘minutes longer to speak to them of the
love of Jesus, and to instruct them in
rtho Christian  duties of bumility, pa-
tience and charity. - He then spoke of
the various means adopted by the priests
1o get money out of the people by the
sule of ries arnd images, and by
the erection of churches to Notre Dame
de Lourdes, &c., &. He weont on to tell
them that Protestant countries were far
more us than Catholic coun-
tries, that it was Protestants wio were
at the bead of nearly all the industries,
and who used their money in employ-
ing people to work, while the Romish
priests used it for their own gratifica-
tion, or to build fine chnrches with.
Why were thé Catholics everywhere
r and. less intelligent than the
rotestants ? It was because they adore
idols, and God does not bless those who
adore idols.

TAKING THE NAMES OF THE CONVERTS.

When Mr. Cbhiniquy bhad finished
speaking, be asked those who wished to
leave the Church of kiome to come for-
ward and give their names, and a Com-
mittee would visit those in want. Im-
mediately he was surrounded by a large
number who, one after tne other, gave
their names, the street and the number
of their residences, which were regu-
larly entered in a book. A father would
give his name and those of all his fa-
mily, and a mother would do the same.
One man gave his name, but u bystand-
er remarked that he bad already given
it a few days ago. He was rebuked by
Mr. Chiniquy for this, and his name
taken off. A fine-looking man of about
twenty, who had given bis name, in-
formed the writer that he came from
France about & year ago, and since then
had several times heard Mr. Chiniquy
preach. Among others who gave their
names were an old grey-haired man and
a pleasant-looking young woman, ap-
parently his grand daughter, who seem-
ed very happy at what they were doing.
Altogether, about thirty new names
were taken, enongh, as one of the con-
verts remarked, to make up for the bad
ones that were taken off.

DISTRIBUTING SUPPLIES.

A good many complaints were made
to Mr. Chiniquy by men and women
that they could not get served by the
Committee, and he said he would go
and see what was the matter. He then
left, telling them that he would be back
at 3 o’clock, and proceeded to the store-
house and head-quarters of the Com-
mittee at 129 Vitre street. The place
was full of men and women waiting for
food. A large quantity of bread and
meat were stored up, and thiee intelli-
gent gentlemen, members of the Com-
mittee, were very busy In overseeing
the distribution. The Committee oper-
ate in this way : They kecp a list of all
the names of persons who have signed
their abjuration of the Romish Church,
and two persons, who are paid therefor,
go round and visit the applicants for
aid, aod endeavor to aseertain if they
are deserving. Wood, meat, bread and
potatoes, form the staple supplies given,
and the distributions amount in value
to about $100 - per day, Those apply-
ingjto Mr. Chiniquy get-from hjm, if
he considers them werthy, a certificate;
-which - they prosent to the Committee.
It sometimes that this certifi-
cate is not honored, and then com-
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plainés are made to Mr. Chiniquy. In
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fuss to give food because they bave
learned that the applicauts are impos-
tors or unleserviag. Both the Com-
mittee aud M. Chiniquy keep lists of
impostors, which they compare to-
gether.

GENERAL RESULTS,

Out of the fourteen hundred persons
who have given their names to Mr.
Chiniquy 4s converts from Romanism,
it is not surprising that at this unusual
season of general distress, so large a
number s%ould be in want. Doubtless,
the hope of assistance bas o F)Od deal
to do with swelling the lists of converts,
and amongst so large a number it is
almost incvitable that some should come
in under false pretences. It is only the
destitute that one meets with at Rus-
sel Hall, but it is the opinion of intel-
ligent French Protestants of many
year's standing, that fully three fourths
of all whose names are published are
respectable people who are sincerely
converted to the religion of Christ.
Mr. Chiniquy is well aware of the dif-
ficulti~s surrounding t+e situation, and
though he is occasionally deceived as to
the character or some of the pretended
converts, his large heart never errs in
the desire to do them all the good he
can, and to advance. his Master’s king-
dom. As he well expressed it, he de-
sives to get a current started from Ro-
manism to Prolestantism, and then it
will draw within its influence a dif-
fecent class of people.—Montreal Wit-
ness,

When he joined the soeiety, the total
number of members in Great Britain
and Irelangy was 44,859, and in the
whole world between 59,000 and 60,000 ;
now the number of members under the
care of the British Conference was 406,
178 and throughout the world 1,112,-
519 having increased nearly twenty-

fold during the time of his own connec-
tion with the society.”

He took great delight in attending
the Conference, and when he attended
the last which was held in his native

town, he only found two persons in
Manchester who were members when
he became a Methodist; and of the
500 ministers who attended that Con-
ference, only “his friend Reece and he
were present at the Conference held in

1787. JHe kept copious notes of the
proceedings, and gives the following
as having fallen from the lips of Dr.

Bunting :—*“ He objected to a growing
evil; we are missing our way in leaving
off preaching in cottages, barns, &c.,
and we are in danger of growing proud

and seeking finery not in gowns and

bands only, but in fine chapels, to please

a certain class of hearers; in this we

have competition with the clergy, but

let us go to the lower classes, in disa-

greeable rooms,” &c.* Mr. E. thought

that this speech should be written on

every heart.

THE most generally interesting subject
agitated in the Scottish Ecclesiastical
world is the Advia case.  Advia is a re-
mote section of the parish of Cromdale—
80 far remote from the parish church that
it was thought necessary to establish a
mission for the accommodation of the re-
sidents. For two years the missionary
was the Rev. William dedlay, who ex-
erted himself much in procuring funds to
build a church, aud, according to his own
account at least, advanced in a respect-
able degree the interests of the mission.
This, however, was not the opinion held
by the minister of the parish, the Rev.
John Grant, and the managers of the
church, and they took steps to have Mr.
Findlay removed from the mission. Mr.
Grant wrote to Dr. Phin, the well-known
convener of the Home Mission Committee
of the Established Church, complained of
Mr. Findlay's imnefficiency and unpopu-
lurity, and requested that for the sake of
the mission he might be removed. At the
same time a meeting was held, presided
over by a parish minister, in which Mr.
Findlay’s doings were commented on with
severity. No information was sent to Mr.
Findly either of the communication or of
the meeting. Mr. Findlay accordingly
sued for £3,000 in court of session, and
has been awarded £400. Two elders who
sided with Mr. Grant have been mulcted
in /tbe sum of £250. This decision has
bean received with general surprise in
Scotland. Mr. Grant was evidently im-
prudent and showed some animus against
Mr. Findlay, but there can®e no doubt
that he considered himself to be doing his
dutv as a faithful secvant of the church.
Clergymen will now be compelled to be

velx jealous of the reputations of aspiring
and hitigious probationers.—London Meth-
odist.

MopEs oF DyING.—Augustus Cesar
chose to die in a standing position, and
was careful in arranging his person and
dress for the occasion. J u{i’ﬁs Caesar,
when slain by the conspirators in the
Cap:tol. concealed his face beneath the
folds of his toga, so that his enemies might
not see the death pang upon his counten-
ance. Siward, Earl of Northumberlaud,
when at the point of death, quitted his bed
and puton his armor, saying, “ It becomes
not a man to die like a beast.” Maria
Louisa of Austria, a short time before she
breathed her last, had fallen into an ap-

arent slight slumber, and one of the
adies in attendance remarked that her
Majesty seemed to be asleep. * No,” re-
plied she; “I could sleep if I would in-
dulge repose; but I am semsible of the
near approach of Death, and I would not
allow myself to be surprised by him ‘n my
sleep; I wish to meet him wide awake.”
Lord Nelson, on receiving the fatal shot’
said to Captain Hardy, “ They have done
for me at last, Hardy; my kbone is
shot through;” and had the presence of
mind, while carried below, to take out his
handkerchief and cover his face and stars,
to be concealed from the gaze of the crew.
And last of all, the great Bonaparte died
in his field-marshal’s uniform and boots,
which he had ordered to be put on a short
time previgus to his dissolution.

Home AND FOREIGN GossiP.—The de-
tails which have been revealed concerning
the dynamite explosion at Bremerhaven
are terrible. There seems no longer any
doubt that the infernal machine, whose
untimely explosion wrought such deadly
ruin, was designed for the destruction of
the Mosel in mid-ocean. The sickening
accounts of the scattered remains of man-
gled victims at Bremerhaven give some
idea of a scene, which might have occured
with added horrors on the deep waters;
and only the report “ missing’’ come back
to waiting, anxious friends, Even now it
is not certainly known how many human
beings were blown to atoms in that hor-
rible tragedy—for lacerrted limbs and
formless masses of flesh were strewn far
and wide—but the number killed, missing
and wounded, is about two hundred. The
wretched plotter of such ruin seems to
have been stung with remorse at the sight
of the ghastly catastrophe, and shot him-
self, but lived long enough to reveal_ his
guilt. A cool and deep-laid plan seems
to have been made not merely togdestroy
the “ Mosel,” but other vessels; for the
maker of the machine states that twenty
of a similar kind had been ordered, [osten-
gibly for cutting threads in a silk manu-
factory injAmerica. Every effort is being
made to bring to light the hidden features

of this dark, disgraceful crime.

OUR ITINERANT SYSTEM.

MR. Ep1ToR.—I 8ee by the last No. of
the Christian Guardian that the Quarterly
Board of the Dnminion Church, Ottawa,
intend asking for the reappointment of
Mr. Hunter fora fourth year. We trust
their application will be successful: How-
ever it is not to discuss the merits of this
particular case that we write but tp call
attention to the principle involved. Our
General Conference pla:ed on its Statute
Book a law to this effect, “ The Station
ing Committee shall not allow any minis-
ter to remain more than three years suc-
cessively on the same circuit, &c., vide.
Dis. p. 34. With regard to thegreat body
of our ministers this law is absolute and
unconditional, leaving us no right of jud-
gement with any Stationing Committee
or any Annual Conference. The N. 8.
Conference at its last session saw fit by an
overwhelming vote to endorse literally
this prohibitory clause and thus, so far as
it is concerned,to exclude any applications
similar to the above.

As one of a very small, but very
respectable minority, we claim the
privilege of setting forth and advocating
our views, in the hope and under the con-
victionthat they will eventually obtain and
effect a modification in the legislation of
our highest church court on this point,

We presume to regard the clause in
question as very offensive and very un-
wise,

It involves. on the part of the General
Conference, if literally interpreted and ap-
plied,an unwarrantable assumption of pow-
er. Forfirst it conflicts with the past usage
of the “Connexion.” The “ three years”
system has long been in operation and
has been generally acceptable both to min-
isters and people. Witness the fact that
when s>me two or three years ago it was
moved in the E. B. A. Conference to ex-
tend the term, no ones#s found to second
the resolution. But at the same time
when any particular case came up, calling
for a departure from the ordinary custom,
it was judged on its own merits and a
decission given accordingly. Any minis-
ter of a few years’ standing will readily
recall instances when a fourth year's
appointment wasmade, and where circum*
stances not only justified, but absolutely
required it.

When the case was brought before
Conference, no time was wasted in discus-
sion, but a cordial permission g‘anted,
without any suspicion that the law " of the
Methodist Church had been violated or
her wise economy endangered.

In the very nature of things, slmilar
instanees will occur in the future, perhaps
at the very next session of our Confer-
ence. What can we do? Shall we resort
to a miserable shift, as was done in a sis-
ter Conference last year, in order to meet
the exigencies of our work and at the
same time prove ourselves servile uphold-
ers of an unpracticable law. If not we
are helpless and that by our own act. But
it may be asked * How could we do other-
wise;” Well we could have regarded the
spirit rather than the letter of the law,
and we were surely competent for this,
unless the law itself emanated from some
i fallible and ominis:ient source. For
every law of human origin must be so ex-
pounded and executed as to subserve the
design of the law itself ; but just bere we
take cur second objection to the obmoxi-
ous claase. It reflects upon the judge-
ment and loyalty of our Annul Confer-
ence.

Read it, no other conclusion can be
reached. Its implied significance is this,
“ We the members of General Conferences
the supreme legislators of the Church,
cannot trust the members of our Annual.
Conferences to deal with exeeptional in-
stances, therefore we will admit of NoO
exceptional instances.”’ Procrustis come
to life again. Right or wrong the senti-
ment of vur Church is at present a unit
in regard of the three year's system,
but wmust we therefore stultify our-
sclves by throwing away the right
of judgment in special cages or re-
duce the Providences of God to a
dead level 7 It cannot be. In justice to
ourselves, in justice to the interests of
the work entrusted to our care by the
Head of the Church. thai vote must be
reconsidered, a more libgral construction
meanwhile placed upon the clause in ques-
tion and eventually (that means at the
‘next General Conferehee) the clause itself
must be modified in its phrasology so as
to embody the real sentiments of the
Church, take cognizance of the varying f
Providences of God,and subserve the high-
est ends of religion.

But thirdly, we are told that the clause
in question is peculiarly the expression of
the views of the Lay: clement in General
Oonference, 1f this be so, we can only
wonder what our lay-brethren did with

be wade unless the application came from
them in the first instance or were agreea-
ble to their wishes. 1 shall not say more
now. I have not discussed the Itinerant
System, nor the «pecific t>rm w which a
minister’s stay on a circuit should be
limited, but only enforce what I conceive
te be the real principle of our present
system. I would maintain the WESLEYAN
spirit in Methodism which recognizes the
indications of Divine Providence, and
wisely adapt measures so as to secure the
best and most permanent results.

THE VOICE OF SCRIPTURE.
Mz. Eprror.—The situation becomes

alarming, and dark clouds are

thering. on the horizon, which
will burst in thunder some of these
days. ’ Journeying on Monday,
preaching on Tug«day, and having to-
day read more carefully the Messenger’s
editorial of - Dec. 8th, I had sat down
to reply; when lo! the Messenger of
26th Jany. comes in, uttering in loud
tones a warning of danger ahead, fore-
boding not only utter ruin to me, but
extermination to all the Pedo-baptists
in the universe.

He talks mysteriously of my setting
up some nine pins, and of his rolling
the ball of truth to take down balf a
dozen of them, (why rot the whole nine)
at once. Ihave not nine pins in the
world. There are some clothes-pins in
the house; but what the ball of truth
has to do with them I cannot tell. I
suppose be allades to some game or
other which idleness plays to kill time.
He is more intelligible when, “in great
swelling words of vanity,” such
as all readers of the controversial
literature of Baptists must be fam-
iliar with, he threatens to put over
my candle a good Pedo-baptist
extinguisher, “and out it goes.”
He says, “ Nearly all Pedo-baptists of
reputation are more or less on our
side,” but I do not pretend to know
what all Pedo-baptists of reputation have
said, and that he knows, I donot believe.
A. told B., B. told C., and Y. told
Z.,and from Z. he may have learned
a great deal. He trades largely in gos-
sip, as he has been informed of what I
have “been ringing out, in private and
in public, from the chimney corner and
from the pulpit,” for more than twenty
years!! But the concluding sentence
of this editorial note should be in the
hands of every Pedo-baptist of Nova
Scotia. - It is in the form of a prayer.
“ May the time soon come when the de-
lusion (infant baptism) shall cease to
blind immortal souls; when it shal!
no more lead those whom it has blind-
folded into the ways of darkness; when
it will be no longer available to the ad-
versary for peopling the world of dark-
ness.” This is plain speaking. All
Pedo-baptists are led blindfolded into
the ways of darkmess. Pedo-baptist
ministers are instraments of the Devil
in peopling the regionsof eternal woe.
Hitherto I have not suffered myself to
be bantered or browbeaten into mixing
up infant baptism with the discussion of
the mode of baptism. I have not writ-
ten one sentence in defence of infant
baptiem. And if the Presbyterian Wit-
ness, the Pedo-baptist Revds. and PD’s.
of Nova Scotia sit silent under this
grave imputation on their principles and
standing and labors, if they prefer their
ease, and popularity, and character for
liberality, to the vindication of thé
truth of the Gospel, the *essenger can-
not be much blamed for insinuating or
saying they do not believe what they
rofess and preach and practice. Then
1s the infidelity that is bound up in the

Baptist system creeping into the Pedo-
baptist churches. But I turn to the
Messenger of Decr. 8th.

I will not contend with the Editor on
the sabject of courtesy. If to ask par-
don of a man of whom you have spoken
disrespectfully be wuncourteous, unless

ou take off your hat to every dog who

arks at you as you pass along the
road, then I hope to be even found un-
courteous. According tohis own rule,the
Messenger is a most courteous gentleman.
He has ascribed words to me,. placing
them between inverted commas, which I
never used. Does he askpardon? No.
When he represents me as professing
to determine the time, the manner, and
the persons by whom, immersion was
introduced he gives an untruthful repre-
sentation of both my words and my
ideas. Does he ask pardon? No.
That would be uncowrteous. He gave
the substance.  And when he gives my
words, they are so separated from the
connection that my views are
not fairly exhibited. At the cost
of repetition, I shall state what I did
say. Urging the exclusive authority of
the divine testimony, as against the
antiquity of immersion, and the general
practice of the ancient church, I stated
that, if it could be shown beyond the
possibility of contradiction, that bap-
tismal immersion was practised in the
days of the Apostles am{) before their eyes,
we are no nearer to the determination
of the maode of baptismn, unless it is prov-
ed that Apostles themselves preached
or practised immersion. That there
were in the days of Paul “false Apos-
tles, deceitful workers, transforming
themselves into the Apostles of Christ.”

days, an ambitious spirit who refused
to recognise him, and forbade such as
would, we know. T have no stronger

conviction that none but a minister of |

satan was capable of changing the sim-
ple, expressive, universally applicable,
and divinely instituted ordinance of
purification by sprinkling, into personal
immersion, for which there is no evidence
in all the Bible. The phraseology of
my former letter proceeded upon this
knowledge and this conviction.

The Messenger does not deny that
“ birds were dipped,” but he is careful
to suppress the fact that this dipping
was not for its own sake,—the birds
were not the baptized, the blessed,—but
that the fluid, into which they were
dipped, may be sprinkled for the purifi-
cation of the unclean person. He was
baptized. '

He does not deny that “ priests were

dipped.” What is the evidence? He
savs it. That isall. We know they
were washed.
. We turn to the case of Naaman, the
only other case he adduces to prove
that immersion is not always expressive
of ruin beyond remedy ; and here we
discover a reckless trifing,—a deceitful
dealing—with the divine word, which
it is painful to contemplate. = We are
tempted to ask, Is he a Christian at all?
does he fear God? does he tremble at
His word? I had advised him that, in
the narrative of the transactiom, the
word himself is supplied by the transla-
tors. Naaman is not commanded to
wash himself; is not entreated by his
servants to wash himself; is not repre-
sented as dipping himself. @We have
simple wash, wash, and dip.  Yet has
the Messenger twice emphasised himself.
He seems to have had some glimmering
that this word himself had a bearing on
the making good his case, dmit it, and
the command and the act extend no far-
ther than the diseased part. We have
similar language in Jno. 9. 7. Our
Lord says to the blind man whose eyes
he had smeared with clay, Go to the
pool of Silcam and wash, and he went
and washed. Will the M er say he
tmmersed himself ? or that he washed
his eyes only ? He will not say he im-
mersed, but he might' ask, “ How does
Mr. 8. know he did not immerse him-
self? In such terms he asks, *“ How
does Mr. 8. know that the disease (of
Naaman) was local ?”” By the clearest
evidence Naaman was disappointed be-
cause the prophet ¢id not “ come out,—
call on the name of the Lord his God,
and strike his hand over the place, and
recover the leper.” There 1s another
evidenee. If the disease had not been
local he is clean.

We have a few words more respeet-
ing Naaman’s cure. The Messenger
must have a fling at the translators of
our English version of the Scriptures.
“ King James’ scholarly servants dress
the command, as given in the word
“ wash.” Here there is an insinuation
against both their scholarship and their
infegrity. Here is a denial that the
original word signifies to wash ; a:d he
bas the ignorance or the impudence
broadly to insinuate that if the transla-
tors had been honest men, the prophet
would have been made to say, “Go and
dip in Jordan seven times.” His rule
for fixing the significance of a word few
scholars will adopt—to make the signi-
fication of a general term depend on a
particular application of it. A man is
murdered. He was stabbed through the
heart. To murder signifies to stab
fatally. Or, he is poisoned. To mur-
der signifies to poison. ' Or, he is stran-
gled. To murder signifies to strangle.
Such is the process by which the scholar
ly servant of the Baptists proves that
he was right, in saying that Naaman
was commanded to dip himself seven
times in Jordan, and discovers his gross
ignorance of Hebrew and the laws of
languages, or—that he is determined to
uphold the doctrine of immersion at the
sucrifice of Scripture, literature, char-
acter, and common sense. I challen
any person who has any qlaims to %:
called a Hebrew scholar in Nova Scotia
or elsewhere, to state over his own name
that the original word used by the
prophet does not properly and invari-
ably signify to wash. I challenge such
person to say that the original word im-
plies arry one mode by whieh the purifi-
cation may be effected. . Washing may
be performed by dipping, scouring, rins-
ing or sprinkling, but wash does not sig-
nify either dip, scour, rinse, or sprinkle ;
aad when the process is not prescribed,
the person commanded to wash is at
liberty to use what means he pleases
adapted to the end, and is still acting
according to the saying of him who laid
i his command upon him. I have just
| a8 good a right, upon the Messenger's
 rule of exposition, to say wash signifies
| to spriukle as he has to say it signifies
|to dip; and the word of inspiration
| does notnecessarily lead to the conclusion
that Naaman did anything more than
dip the part affected, or even lift the
water with his hand and apply it to the
part.

We may now look at that half loaf
over which the Messenger chuckles. He
1s very ungrateful. I gave him a whole
loaf, in stating that so far as the word
1s concerned, baptism will cover the
whole person as completely as if he was
plunged fifty fathoms deep. In every
case baptism contemplates the purifica-

f

don of the whole person. The baptism
of the leper, of any o.t.hor unclean per-
gon, is the purification of the whole
man. The eribed mode is sprinkling.
This is the symbol of enfire cleansing.
The editor asks me two questions which
he considers both pertinent and tmport-
ant, but which I consider an indication
of great confusion of ideas. * Would
the priest have cbeyed God had he cov-
ered the leprous person with the fluid
instead of sprinkling him ?”  Certainly
not; for he had been otherwise instruct-
ed ; but the leprous person was wholly
cleansed, or he would have been sprink-
led without being baptized. Does
Mr. S. ohey God, when m_stea.d of cov-
ering the subject of baptism, he .onl?:
applies to it a few drops of the fluid ?
Certainly I do. My object 18 the wash-
ing—the baptiem of the whole person,
and God lias ordained sprinkling as an
adequate symbol of all this.

The Messenger challenges me “ to
bring from God’s word a..commsnd—
by which to link the baptism of John
and Christ with any thing that went
before.” THERE I8 NONE; 80 he is
right, it is impossible to bring it. My
authority for linking the baptisms of
the former age with baptism now is the
total absence of any such command. When
something new, as the Lord’s Supper, i3
to be introduced, we have minute in-
structiors; but whtre shall we find a
command or other authority, such as
we have in that case, for introducing
immersion ? Baptism was administered
in the olden time, John baptized ; the
disciplesj baptized during our Lord's
personal ministry ; and the Lord, after
his resurrection, sent the apostles to
baptize. Nobody is taken by surprise
by a novelty. ey have no informa-
tion to ask and none is given. If bap-
tism is unto repentance, we are told.
it is for the remission of sins, we are
told. If it is with pure water as dis-
tinguished from blood and water, salt
water; or water mingled with ashes, we
are told. If into the name of Christ we
are'told, But where is a hint given of
a change in the ordinance of which
sprinkling is the symbolic rite? No
where.  Absolutely no where. “ We
affirm,” says tne Messenger, ‘“that
Christian baptism, the baptism of
Christ’s ehurch of this dispensation, had
no existence in the old. dispensation.”
This is bold ; but all resting on a false
assumption. It is most true that what
he calls “ Christian baptism, the bap-
tism of Christ’s church of this dispen-
sation,” the Old Testament is perfectly
innocent of. 8o also is the New Testa-
ment. It is not from above. - 4

lot with the old world who were im-
mersed and perished, while Noah and
his house were baptized and saved, with
the Egyptians who were immersed in
the Red and died, while the Israel-
ites were baptized, and saved. When-
ever, wherever, by whomsoever intro-
duced, the doctrine of baptizmal
immersion had its origin, as it has its
uation, in a mabid fanaticism,
which is well described in the words of
Robert Hall, speaking’ of a kindred
evil—I quote from memory—* A thick-
skinned monster of the oeze and the
mire, which no argument can convince
and no discipline can tame.”
Mr. Editor, 1 shall trouble you with
another paper, not, however, to close the

ADMINISTRATION OF THE COM
MUNION.

Me. EpiTor.—While guarding against
the ritualistic tendencies ef the present
day. we shouid, at the same time, as fol-
lowers of John Wesley, exervise care
against the admission of any violations of
uniformity or order in the administration
of religious ordinances. Many years
since in eonnexion with the old Nova
Scotia District, a departure from our usu-
al custom in dispensing the elements in
the Communion was imtroduced. This
was made a matter of brotherly conversa-
tion in our annual District Meeting and
then promptly checked. But of late I
have observed a similar deviation from or-
der, upon which I venture to make a few
observations.

Our long established usages in admin-
istering the Commpnion has been for the
communicant in ungloved hand to receive
the bread from the hands of the Minister.
In the new custom, to which I advert, the
Minister presents the plate, und each com-
municant takes the bread therefrom.
Now I do not intend here to argue the
point as to which is the preferable mode :
‘10 some 1t may seem a matter of very tri-
vial consequence. What I desire to see
is the maintainance of uniformity in this
solemn and important Sacrament.

Byrhaving differences of mode in ad-
ministration—one minister differing in
this from his predecessor, or worse still
where two or more Ministersare/officiating
in tho ordinances together, differing in
their modes—we may evoke among our
people discussions on the subject which
will not tend to edification. ’

By the regulations prescribed in the
book of Discipline, page 146, which en-
joins that the Communion shall be deliv-
ered to the people into their uncovered

hlnds. sanction is unacubtedly given to

TuE EMPEROR BELL.--The third largest
bell in use in the world was recently
g:uoed in the southern tower of the cathe-

in Cologne, Germany. Three cast-

ing French. cannon, captured during the
Franco-Prussian war. Two were unsue-
cessful, but the third was perfect. The
twenty guns used weighed 50,000 German
ponnds, and to these was added 80,000 1bs.
of tin. The time of melting was but ten
hours, and twenty nine minutes sufficed to
fill the mould. The ¢ooling contiuued for
four weeks. The bell is 1) feet 8 inches
high/ and 11 feet 2inches in diameter. Its
total weight is over 25 tuns. Of the larger
bells in existence, two, those of Moscow,
weighing respectively 193 and 63 tuns, are
broken. Pekin has one bell weighing 53
tons, and Noygorod, Russia, one of 31
tuns—both of which are in use.

A WoxpereuL CrLock.—One of our
foreign exchanges gives an account of “a
marvellous piece of mechanism, which has
Just been exhibited in Payis. It is an
eight day clock, which chimes the quarters,
plays three tunes every twelve hours, or at
any intervals required. The hands go
round as follows : one once a minute ; one
once an hour; ene once a week; one once
a month; one once a year. It shows the
moon’s age, the rising and setting of the
sun, the time of higu and low water, half
ebb and half flood ; and there is a curious
contrivance to represent the water, which
rises and falls, lifting some ships at high
water tide as if they were in motion, and,
as it recedes, leaving them dry onm the
sands. The clock shows the hour of the
day, the day of the week, the day of the
month. the month of the year; and in the
day of the month provision is made for the
long and the short months.
