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We are gratified to find that a system of emigration has been adopted by the British government and that it has recently attracted
the attention of the imperial parliament and the nation at large—we hope that this province, possessing such great natural advanta-
ges will share the benefits which muy arise from such a system, and we anticipate with pleasure the introduction of capitalists by the Ca-
nada Company, which we are happy o learn has so far surmounted its obstacles as togointo operation, and likely to realise the most
favourable expectations, *

We are happy to be informed by your excellency that the report of the military commissioners who visited this province during
the last year, has led to the resolution of adopting such measures for our military defence as will be commensurate with the object
and we are satisfied that the works projected must in theu‘ execution, add materially to the stock of public wealth by furnishing em-
ployment to'labour.

Itis with high satisfaction we learn that the report of the military commissioners has led to the improvement of the internal na-
vigation from lake Ontario to the Ottawa, on a scale more extended than we had ventured to suggest.

We arealso happy to'learn that in the opinion of your excellency, the Welland Canal is proceeding with rapidity and that its present
state affords a reasonable promise of its successful accomplishment.

We shall reél particularly gratified to find that these extensive improvements in our communications by water are in progress with-
out buardening the provincial treasury, and we will therefore direct our attention to those more obvious and easy improvements in the
highways, withcut which the people of this province may soon find it dlt.ﬁcult to avail themselves of all the advantages which those
great “works would otherwise present.

His Inajesty is
convinced that the house of assembly would never have concarred in this address, if they had been aware that Mr. Hardy had been in
the service of the rebels and actually engaged in the invasivn of Canada during the rebellion, that he was taken prisoner in Canada
during that war, und then entered the 84th regiment ; he cannot, therefore, be included in the united empire list, exclusively consis-
ting of those who were honourably distinguished for undeviating and uncompromising loyalty to the utter loss of their private fortunes,
and had special advantages vecured to them for this sacrifice, and for their services during the war. Nevertheless, as he appears to
have served with fidelity, after haviog once enlisted in his majesty’s service, he is freely allowed to enjoy all the advantages granted to
those who served during that war, as if he hud enlisted in England, bat he cannot be restored to the united empire list, for which his

preceding conduct has disqualitied him.

Downing Street, 315t August, 1826.
SIR—
I have the honor herewith to transmit to you an act passed in the last session of parliament entitled an act to amend
so much of an act of the thirty first year of his late majesty as relates to the election of members to serve in the legislative assembly 7th Geq.
of the province of Upper Canada--you will perceive by this statute parliament has cnabled persons naturalized by any act of assembly in sth, chap.
Upper Canada, to sit in ¢ither house of the provincinl legislature and to vote for members of the assembly, his majesty’s government &8
proposcd to parlinment this measure, in the confident expectation that it would effectually allay the dissenstions which have recently
been excited in the province on this subject ; but consideriog the great importance of this alteration of the law and fully aware of the
delicacy of the questionsto which it might pessibly give occasion, they deemed it right to qualify the proposal by suggesting the pro-
vision which requires, that every naturalization bill should be-suspended for the signification of his majesty’s pleasure.
Under these circumstances it appears highly necessary that you shoald be apprized of the conditions on which his majesty’s go.
vernment will be disposed to admit aliens in Upper Canada, to all the privileges of natural born subjects —I am very unwilling
that any misconception on this subject should:mpase on his majesty the necessity of disallowing any bill which the assembly might
pass.
You will therefore understand that it will not be possible to assent toany acts declaratory of the general rule of law which ap-
pears to have been contended for. The subjects of the United States of America whether born before or after the treaty of peacc
of 1783, are aliens, and mustin point of law, be regarded in that character.
Neither will his majesty confirm any act for establishing any general rule for the naturalization of aliens who may hereafter repair
to the province. The statute 13 Geo. 2nd chap. 1. has already regulated the manner in which such persons may require the privile-
ges of English birth and if those regulations require revision it will be the office of parliament to review and alter them.
The only measures to which his majesty’s government are at present prepared to assent are retrospective ; and such as are re-
quisite torelieve the actual inhabitants of the province from the difficultiesin which, from mere madvertance, they have been involved.
It will be fit therefore that the enactments of the provincial legislature should be confined to the case of those persons who had their
domicile and settled place of abode in Upper Cinadaat the time of the passing of this act of parliament,
Those persons may be divided into two classes. First, such as had had their settled domicile in the province for seven years pre-
viously to the passing of this act ; and secondly, thosé who were at that time soNa F1ne domiciled ; but without having completed d resi-
dence ofseven years. The first of these classes mwht properly be invested at once with the character ofnaturalized subJech The
second class should not be admitted to that privilege until the term of seven years, residence was complete.
In either case it will be necessary that the person to be naturalized should first tuke the oath of allegiance. For that purpose, e
some proper persons should be authorzed to administer it ; and they should be sufficiently. numerous, and so distributed over the coun-
try as to render the attendance upon them convenient to the parties by whom the oath is to be taken. "Some method must bé devised
for keeping an uccurate registry of the persons thus admitted to the privileges ofnaturalization ; and that registry should contain eve-
ry particular necessary for identifying the parties, A reasonable period should be fixed, after whlch the oath is notto be administered-
The actby which aliens are admitted to these privileges should distinctly declaro that lhe acceptance of nataralization- won]d be
deemed a renunciation of allegiance to any fuwgn state or power. '
The provisions for carrying these purposes into effect should form the subject ofadistinct act, which should, if possxble ‘be unincum-
bered with any question respecting the descent and alienation of lands’ formerly héld by deceased aliens who lived in the provinée un-
der the mistaken supposmon that they were entitled to the privileges of English birth." It is manifest that this latter sabject will give
birth to questions of great difficulty ; and I am not prepared to say, how far his ma_)esty s government would be dlsposed to. confirm
any act which might be passed for the relief of persons-claiming by descent, or purchasé from such aliens. ~"That" queshon howerer
may very properly be leftin the first msmnce, to the consideration of the two branches of the leglshture, mth the dssurance lhat his
majesty will not be indisposed to relieve thosé who have been innocent sufferers from the prevailing 1 mlsconceptxon on thls subject, if

His majesty's government having granted the sum of twelve thousand pounds in aid of the expensc of constructing the LaChine
canal in Lower Canada, upon condition that all boats and vessels with public stores should be permitted to pass, without the payment i
of any toll or duty, and considering that the Welland Canal, now in progress on the Niagara frontier, will afford great facility i for-
warding stores to lake Erie and the upper pails of the province of Upper Canada, and that by constructing the locks, of the width of
twenty two feet, it would become a work of much greater public utility, T am (o desire that you will acquaint the directors that his ma-
jesty’s government would be willing to afford the same degree of assistance towards the expense of the Welland Canal which was givento
that of LaChine, which was about a ninth of the estimated sum required in its completion, and as the estimated expense of the
Welland Canal is one hundred and forty seven thuusand two hundred and forty pounds, the sum to be contributed by the public for the
privilege of forwarding government stores &c. would be sixteen thousand three hundred and sixty pounds.

-In the event of the directors agreeing to this proposal it is necessary thata provincial act should be passed in which the company
shall engage to construct the locks of the canals of the width of at least twenty two- feet, and secaring the use of the canals to all ves-
sels and boats the property of his majesty,and also to all other boalsand vessels when engaged in carrying government stores, without
the payment of of any duty or toll, in consideration of recciving the sum of sixteen thousand three hundred and sixty pounds, to be paid
in foirr equal annual instaliments or soonerifthe canal should be completed atan earlier period. , :

It has therefore become exceedingly desirable and necessary that
an uniform aystem should prevail in all the districte, und that the jostices of the peace should be governed in the application of the
district assessments hy weneral principles ; this necessarily becomes the mere obvious when it is known that the allowances made by
the justices of the peace, bear no proportion to the district revenue.

Your committee beg leave to inform your honourable hause that the clerks of the peace of the Midland and Ottawa districts have
not cmﬁplied with the application of your committec for a list of the fees received by them, under the authority of the justices of the

C. 7 to be in force in this province, land aud tenements were regarded in practice a¢ goods and
chattels su far as regarded their Jiability to execation for the satisfaction of debts, and that they were accordingly sold in numerous
cases, and for a series of years; much valuahle property is still held vader titles so acquired, and if on the one hand it appears that
the Ireality of such Proceedings was never expressly recognised by any ditect decision 3 itis equally true. on the other haad, that
altheueh the fact, that the Yands were so sold in execution came openly under the comnizance of the superior court of justice, the vatidi-
ty of such sales was nat denied, but the proceedings for the purpase of affecting such sales, formed, for a long time both before and after
the sale of the property referred to in this petition, partof the ordinary and undisputed practice ofthe conrt,

r  Your committee huve also learned that some years after the sule in question a bill passed the legislative councit, for the purpose
of making the real estate of persana intestate, distributable na goods and chattels, in which bill it is recited in express terms that the
fands of persons deceased were liable to be svized and sold in execution upon judgments against the execators or administrators, and
that this bill passed to a third reading in the house of assembly, and was tinally rejected, but upon grounds not importing any doubt of
the truth of the abave recital.

From ali these circumstances, your commitice rezard the case of the petitioner as ane of extreme hardship, as it is proved that he
purchased fura good consideration, and using every caution on the purchase, a property held under atitle acquired under legal pro-
ceedings longand openly in use both before and after—and that he is now dispossessed by a decision of the court which he could not
have expected, and which, nuless a remedy is applied, may be made use of to disturh many titles. long acquiesced in, to the ruin of
many individuals.  The errors stated to have taken place in the proceedings upon the judzment ure not such as could affect the tile
of th+ purchaser at~herills sale, and it is only as your committtee conceives, by the decision upun the general question of hability,
that the petitioner conld have been dispossessed.

But hawever hard the case ofthe petitioner certainly is, the committee are forced to admit that in their opinion, the legilatore:
<an afford him no direct relie f~an enactment retrospective in its effects, and overruling the judgment of the court pronounced in a par.
ticular case, would, av your committee couceives, be wholly unconstitutional.

The resultof the cjectment between the petitioner and the heirat law, was cither consistent with the law as it then existod, or it
was nol.—If it was not, the petitioner may, in his turn, become plaintiff and seek restitution of the propeity, and may carry the cuse,
by appeal, to the last resort,

If it was a decision according to law, (and the court of king's bench has so adjndzed) however hard it may be vnder the cir-
cumstances. your committee conceives that the legislature cannot properly alter the law after it hus been administered, to suit any
Particular case, whatever general provision they may think expedicut for the future.

favour of asociety for promoting education among the Indians and destitute sottlers in this province, to which society he represents himself to be a-
sent, have considered the prayer of the said petition, and have agreed to the following report:

Your committee do not conceive that with respect to the means of edueation, any considerable portion of the population of this province can
properly be said to be destitute, except during the existence of circumstances, which in some cases interpose other difficulties, besides the mere
want of pecuniary means. When a township is first settled, and while it coptains but few inhabitants who are much dispersed, instruction cannot be
conveniently dispensed to them---so soon however as circumstances will admit of a number of children being assembled atany one point, the assis-
tance now iven from the public funds, for the support of common schools, is applied for and your committec have no reazon to suppose that it is
not impartially dispensed.

The appropriation, which the legislature has made for this ohject, is large and Iiberal in proportion to our revenues, and your committee is of
opinion that if the legislature had the means of devoting a still larger sumn to the promotion of education it could not be more beneficially applied
than in increasing the funds for the support of common schools.

With respect to the Indians your commigice cannot allude without much satisfaction to the gratifying circumstance that many have been lately
converted to christianity, and that they are bueginning to associate themselvesin villages, and to avail themselves with eagerness of the means of in-
struction within their reach.  Your committee think it very desirall: that every community of Indians which may be thus formed should enjoy the
advantage of a common school, such asmost of the townships possess, and as itis probable that the present common school fund may not in any
case admit of this charge, the committee trust that the house will think it practicable to afford allowance for a schooimaster in each village or settle-
ment of Indians, and the details of the common schaol act not being adapted to communities of Indians, your committee has endeavoured to make

a suitable provision in the bill which accompanies this report. ‘

Resolved,~--that in consequence, many of the books h:ue been lost, and most of the sets are broken, so as to render the library of little public
uge, besides which it is at present so situated as.cven to have become a thoroughfure, instead of a retired place for study and research.

Resolved,---that it is desirable that the speaker of the legxslatue council, together with the speaker of the house of assembly, should agree upon
and adopt such measures as to them shall seem best for causing the books which are missing to be returned to the hbrary. and also that they should
order the remaining volumes tobe immediately transferred to the committee room of the house of assembly up stairsinlicu of the place now occupied,

Resolved,---tnat it does not comport with the llbenhty and wisdom of this legislature to leave so necessary and. valuable an institution m its
present imperfect state, it thercfore is the opinion of this committee that an appropriation of two hundred pounds, for the present year, and an an-
nual appropriation of £100 should be made for the purpose of completing the present sets of hooks, and gradually addmn' to the extent of the esta-
blishment.

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY—

We his majesty’s dutiful and loyal subjects the legislative council and commons house ofassembly in provincial parliament assembled,
beg leave humbly to represent to your excellency that the increasing population of the flourishing settlements in the interior of the District of
Newecastle appears to us to render it d:ily more important that an effort should be made by the legislature to improve the navigation of the riv-
?,r Treat, and of the waters which are supposed to form an almost continued communication between that river and lake Simcoe, but which
in many parts of their course are found to be interrupted by falls and rapids. ‘

From the measures which have been already raken by the government to explore this section of the province, we are convince that your
excellency will concur with us in thinking that 2 more ininute survey by experienced civil engineers with a view to ascertain the particular im-
provements required, and the prohable cost. is much to be desired, and we therefore pray that your excellency will be graciously pleased to
direct such survey to be made as will exhibit the nature, and expence of theimprovements required to procure the best navagable channel from
the mouth of the river Trent to Peterbora’—, and from Peterbore’ through the lakes and rivers of the interior to lake Simcoe, assuming that
the navigation intended is such as will be adapted for boats drawing four feet water : whatever expence may be incurred in procuring these sur-
veys and plans shall be made good to your excellency in our next session. -

Mr. Attorney General from the commirtee, to whom was refered the pitition of R. Mason and others, reported as follows—

The select comuwmittee appeinted to consider aud report on the petition of R. Mason and other inhubitants of the district of Bathurst re-
port. that the petitioners emigrated to the district of Bathurst under the authority, and at the expence of the imperipl government, in the years
1820 and 1821; that one of tiestipulations under which they lefi their native country was, residence on their respective lots of land, and the
repayment of a certain sum of money advanced in their favor, before title deeds should issue for their locations ;—that the petitioners have
been actually resident on their respective farms for a period of five years, and have by industry and perseverance made large improvements
thereou ;—that it is desirable that these individuals shuuld enjoy the elective franchise, haviag beea so long inhabitants of the country ; this be-
comes the more urgent as the depreciated price of agricultural produce will render it imposmble for the petitioners to pay to the government the
whole of the debt which was incurred in their removal to this provinee, for many years to come.

‘The committee therefore, under all the circamstances, which the situation of these iudividuals involves, cannot but suppose that the persons
in question, by the possession of their land as stated in the petition, have an equitable right to be considered as enjoying such an estate as entitles

Mr. Rolph, fromthe committee to whom was referred the message from his excellency the lieutcnant governor relative to the case of Eli Play-
ter esq. a member of this house, reported as follows :-~-
T'o the honorable the commons’ house of assembly. : ,

The committee to whom was referred the message of his excellency, communicated by the Attorney General in his place, that Eli Playter, a

member of this house, sinee the last session has been indicted for a felony and consequently withdrawn himself from the province, have made an en-

quiry and respectfully submit the following report :--- )
Upon enqiiry your committee find that such indictment has been found by a grand jury at the late spring assizes in the Home district; but they

cannot report that the finding of an indictment is alone sufticient evidence of the offence alledged, to vacate a seat in this house, such a doctrine would
evidently be of most dangerous consequences. o

The allegation in the message that Mr. Playter has consequently withdrawn himself from the province, does not appear to your committee suf-
ficient to warrant their reporting it as a fact, and as the circumstances before your committee do not preclude an expectation that Mr. Playter .may
yet stand his trial, they cannot assume that if he be absent, he may not return, and if tried, be acquitted. : :
‘ Tt appears that no steps have been taken to outlawry in this case nor return made to the only warrant that has been issued ; and without i,
your committee cannot report that in the eye of the law or in matter of fact, he isnot in this province, or that he has permanently withdrawn him-
self :---a conviction, or proceedings to outlawry, your committee consider, ought to precede the vacating of a seat; nor do they think thatthe time
which has elapsed since the indictment was found, will warrant them, under present circumstances, in drawing a violent presumpﬁoq against him.

As a trial may take place your committee deem it unadvisable to report any evidence which came before them.

His excellency was then pleased to address the two houses with the following most gracious speech.

Honorable gentlemen of the legislative council, and gentlemen of the house of assembly.

In closing the present session, T have much pleasure in observing,the several objects of public interest, to which you have directed your attention.
The last few years have been happily distinguished from the preceeding, by that spirit of enterprise in public improvements, which the increas-
ing intelligence and nunther of our population have naturally produced. I am sensible how much of your time has been necessarily given to delib-
erations, upon matters of this nature, and I mostsincerely trust, that the aid which you have so liberally applied to the several public works now in
progress connected with navigation, may produce that return of benefit to the province, which is now expeeted from them. 1 feel the respo nsibility

which you haveassumed, in thus giving so great additional support to the 'Welland Canal Company, but I am convinced that you have seen the ne-
cessity, and Ivery cheerfully share with you that responsibility.

Gentlemen of the house of assembly.
I thank you in his majesty’s name for the supplies granted for the civil service of the province.

You may be assured that considering how small our revenue is, in proportion to the many objects which in a country so new and extensive,
press for the assistance of the legislature, T have ever felt it to be my duty, to guard strictly against any unnecessary augmentation in the expenditure

of the government, and so long as a just economy is observed, I am confident I shall continue to receive from you the support necessary for the pub-
lic service.

Honorable gentlemen and gentlemen:

The bills which you have passed for the relief of persons requiring to be naturalized, and for confirming titles to real estate, are necessarily res-
erved for his majesty’s consideration.

If among that portion of the people for whose relief alone these measures are intended, thereare any who do not readily perceive and thankfully
acknowledge, the unremitted efforts of the government for their security, it ought to be sufficient for them to know, that if they do not require the
reliefintended by these acts, none of their provisions can affcet them; and that if they do, the want of any other remedy in some cases, and their

own omission in others, to comply with the requisitions of the only statute under which they could be naturalized, will be repaired by the measures
you have passed, in the manner best calculated for their security.

The powers and facilities provided by the act which you have passed in m]atxon to the projected Rldeau Canal, will I doubt not, be entirely
satisfactory to his majesty’s government.

T trust that in the interval whxcb may elapse before you are again convened, this provmce will contxnue to be favored with the abundant blessmgs
whxch hme lon«r dnstmvulﬂhed it. When" you return to your several countxes, your prcsence and exemons may be of much use, m gwmg a l'lghtdl-
rection to that enterpnze and mtdhgence, w }nch it xs most sat:sfactory to see mcreasmg wnth the growth of the colony, and it is my earnest hope,

that each succeedmg sessxon Jmay add a new xmpulse to t.he prospenty ol‘Upper Canada, and strengthen the clznms of the leg:slature, to the grmtude
and conﬁdence ofits inhabitants. ' A
