An ACT for Granting to Her Majesty certain
Duties on Goouds, Wares and Merchandize,
Imported into this Colony and its Dependencies.

{ Passed 28th April, 1846.]
MAY IT PLEASE YOUR MAJESTY—

WE, Your Majesty’s most dutiful and loyal Subjects, the Commons of New-

foundland in General Assembly convened, towards raising the necessary Revenue to
defray Your Majesty’s Public Expenses in this Island,and to provide for the permanent
improvement of the Colony, have freely and voluntarily resolved to give and grant unto
Your Majesty the Duties hereinafter mentioned, and do therefore beseech Your
Majesty that it may be enacted-—

Preamble.

1.—dAnd be it therefore enacted, by the Governor, Council and Assembly, in Legis-
lative Session convened, That there be raised, levied, collected, and paid, unto Her
Majesty, Her Heirs and Successors, upon all Wines, Spirits, Goods, Wares and
Merchandize imported into this Colony and its Dependencies, the several Duties
hereinafter respectively set forth in figures in the Table of Duties hereinafter contained,
and denominated-——
