In attempts to Rush the
French Positions in the

Valley of the Suippe
S the Suippe, which took place
some time ago, are published by the
Amsterdam Telegraaf. They show the
heavy losses the Prussian Guard suf-
fered in those battles.

The movements of French troops
along the valley of the river opened
the battle. They formed a counter-
attack to some movements of the Prus
sian troops, whose intention had been
to destroy the railway line which con
nects Rheims and Verdun.

While the French cavalry was ad-
vancing -on Aubeuive, a small village
on the Suippe, infantry built barri-
cades in the streets of the town of
Suippe and broyght up a few mitrail-
leuses into good positions. Then arti-
llery was sent to Auberieve, followed
by cavalry.

Tried to Cut Them Off.

Informed of these movements, Ger-
man cavalry—a regiment of Death’s
Head Hussars—tried to cut off the
French artillery. Across the newly-
ploughed acres the Hussars stormed,
and suddenly appeared on the left
flank of the French artillery.

It was a critical moment, and it
seemed as if the cavalry would be
among the artillery before the latter
would have time to bring their guns
into action. The Germans came S0
close to the French that the latter
could hear each of the German com- |
mands.

They were chiefly clad in the
caps and greatcoats of the Belgian sol
diers. “We lost all our own clothes,”
one bf them explained, “and these
were the best substitutes we could
get.” A great crowd witnessed their
departure for the Union Jack Club,
and cheered loudly.
One of the men explained to a press
representative how they escaped from
the city.

“Our Marines and the Naval Bri-
gade fought well, but they did not get
a chance to do mych. It was chiefly
an artillery fight, and our men had to
keep steady under an awful fire. It
was a frightful experience. The
screech of the shrapnel was mnerve-
shattering. The casualties were not
heavy. Our kept wonderfully
cool, and during the last few days
their losses were inconsiderable.”

“It was the German artillery that
took Antwerp,” another of the
arrivals. “It was vastly superior to
that of the Belgians. We went into
the Belgian forts, and their guns did
not seem to me as big as our 6 in.
gun. It was the German 12 in. gun
that did most of the damage. Airmen,
using smoke bombs, them the
range, and then they let ys have it;
but our men were fine. They were
just overwhelmed by vastly superior
numbers, and when we left on Thurs-
day it was the last chance we had ot
escaping.”

The party included two members of
the Naval Brigade. “I do not know
quite how I got away,’ said one of
them.  “I know that I walked fifty-
six miles, and that this is all I have
got left,” he added, indicating a Bel-
gian kit-bag he was carrying.

HORROR OF THE NIGHT
ALMOST UNBEARABLE

But the Soldiers, Used to
Such Experiences Seemed

London, England, Nov. 9.—This is
| the story of the first man in the pres-
ent war who has actually been with
the British force during the fighting.
Heretofore all the news has come in
official reports or from correspond-
| ents who have followed the army. In
order that this account may be per-
mlttod to reach America and in con-
lonmt\ with the rules of the War
Office, great care has been taken to
leave out all names of most villages
and towns and mention of generals,
army units and movements.
In the Trenches.

Describing his experiences in a
British trench on the River Aisne,
| when the Germans made one of their
daring night attacks and re-
pulsed, the correspondent writes:

“It was a night of horror, made al-
| most unbearable by the stench of dead
‘ trenches that had

“In the morning a haystack to which
many had crawled for shelter caught

“One man who had been

swoon from weakness was roused by

trenches.. He was almost starved, but

nearly well. Going without food and

water had saved his life and his wound

had healed. Not a shot was fired at

him as he returned to his lines. ;
Heavy Cost in Lives.

“This is merely one of dozens of
similar attacks which took place al-
most nightly at many points along
the whole English line of twenty
miles. On the Aisne they have con-
a month, and during that
time the English lost very little ground
though the cost in lives was over ten
thousand.

'lady only, save this house uncondi-
tionally.’

. » Shot Before His Eyes.

“On the morning of Aug. 20th the
Burgomaster’s son and brother were
! shot before his eyes, and then he him-
'self was shot. I know from my own
'personal knowledge that 169 people of
Aerschot were shot dead in a filed in
which they had laid down with their
arms tied behind them the night long.

“They represented quite an array of
peaceful folk who were done to death.
The way they were killed was fiendish
for they were picked out one in every
'three, and then ‘shot. Others weres
forced to look on. Many must have
lost their reason, for when this whole-
sale slaughter was over the majority
iof them were kicked and cuffed and
sent out of thet own to go where they
pleased, perhaps to fall again to the
hands of other German fiends and be
done to death.

Many Houses Burned.

“I saw house after house burned. In
'many of them, I know, there must
have been sick people who, being un-
able to leave, were roasted to death.
A young couple who have been. but
recently married were shot dead; my
milkmaid was murdered. In one house

|the Germans first shot the husband,
then the wife, and afterwards Kkilled
'the baby.
“Aerschot is ruined, utterly devas-
|tated. No sooner had the Germans aw
rived than the butchery started. They
'would force their way into cellars of
houses and root out:with their bayo-
'nets people who were hiding. They
showed no mercy, they knew no com-
passion; they were worse than beasts
of the field. They shot and burned
and stole and outraged women and
girls. From my husband’s warehouse
they looted all the leather, many thou-
sands of francs’ worth.

Stole His Property.

“Our Burgomeister was a brewer
and a miller; he was in a position to
supply the town with food for two
years; thehy stole it all and sent it to
. Germany.

“You know that our brave soldiers
recaptured Aerschot, and for a time
we thought we were tolerably safe,
but the Germans took it again, and
this time they were more fiendish
than ever. They were not men; they
were devils. The superintendent of
the railway station was taken out of
his house and shot before his wife’s
eyves. In a street near by they murder
ed a mother and her three months’ old
haby.

Many Hardships.

“We—that is all who were left—for
fa whole fortnight never took our
clothes off; we scarcely ever slept. A
printer saw one of his sons shot, and
his other son had one of his arms cut
off. He died from his wounds. Many
of our priests were killed.

“Many of the Germans after shoot-
ing our people gloated over the readi-
ness with which they had despatched
them. ‘We do not torture; we Kkill
outright,” they would say. Those of
my townsfolk ,who were not Kkilled
chanced to live because of the luck
they had of the lottery. Life was in-
deed a lotterq.

Better to Forget.

“These experiences of mine though
‘terrible, cannot convey the real aw-
fulness of what the people of Aer-
schot and the people of Belgium gen-
erally have passed through. Many
things I have forgotten. It were bet-
‘ter to forget them.

“Louvain is only three hours’ walk
from Aerschot. I have seen Louvain
as it is now, a horrible ghostly shell
'of what it was. I have been through
‘many of the little places round and
‘about Aerschot I have seen the mur-
'derous work of the Germans, and 1
have heard many ghastly stories. It
has been the same everywhere I've
gone.

“We people of Belgium have all suf-
fered indescribably; we have been
robbed of our dear ones, we have had
our homes sacked. The Germans can-
not do worse than they have done al-
ready. What I have seen for myself

has convicted them of murder and all

the crimes unspeakable.

“1 wonder what the end will be? 1
wonder whether I shall be rejoined by
my husband, and with our family build
a home and a business, so thhat we may
live as we used to live?

“I wongder!”
